Ter NEWFOUNDLAND Fi1SHERIES' DIFFICULTY.—
We learn from late Newfoundland papers that

tha Hon. Mr. Kent, Secretsry of the Colony:
had arrived from ¥=o2wuu; Déaring Her Majes-

ty’s Commission as one of the joint commis-
sion to enquire into, and report upon, the pre-
gent position of the Fisheries in relation to En-
glish and French subjects, and to determine as
far as possible, by observation and evidence at
the various points of the coast affected by ex-
isting treaties, what have been the infringe-
ments, and their extent, of these treaties by the
subjects of either nation. The other British
Commissioner nominated by the Imperial Gov-
ernment is Capt. Dunlop, of H. M. S. 8. Tartar,
who has been ordered to proceed forthwith from
the West Indian Station, and whose arrival in
Newfoundland was daily expected.

These gentlemen, on the part cf British in-
terests, will be associated with M.M. DeGobi-
neau and B. Montaignac Chauvance, nomi-
nated by the Government of France; the Bri-
tish Commissioners will await at St. John’s the
arrival of the French, where they are to confer
jointly on the preliminary forms of proceeding,
then theywill go on to enquire and take evidence
as regards the operation of the fishery treaties,
and report thereon to the Imperial Govern-
ment.

This joint Commission of Enquiry is the re-
sult of a somewhat warm correspondence be-
tween the French and English Governments,
arising out of complaints, on the part of the
former, of alleged encroachments, by British
fishermen, on what the French claim as their
exclusive rights on certain parts of the New-
foundland coast. A formal notification of the
Commander-in-Chief of the French naval
torces, of his determination to enforce what
he held to be his country’s rights on the coast
of Newfoundland, elicited, some short time ago,
a despatch from Lord Cowley to Count Walew-
ski, in which his lordship says :—

¢ Her Majesty’s Government are free to ad-
mit that, although the treaties do not in terms
confer upon France any exclusive right of fish-
ery—and Ler Majesty’s Government must con-
tinue to deny any claim to that effect—yet that
the operations of French fishermen may have
been unduly interfered with by the competition
of British fishermen, and perhaps b_y that of the
inhabitants of Newfoundland. On the other
hand, her Majesty’s Government have reason to
believe that French subjects have encroached
beyond the limits assigned to them by treaty.
The Imperial Government will readily admit
that if the observance of treaties is binding on
one party it is equally obligatory upon the
other, and they will not be surprised that her
Majesty’s Government, in accepting, as they are
bound to do, the notice of the French naval
commander that the treaty rights of France
will be strictly enforced from the 5th of May
next agairst British subjects, give on their part
& counter notice that from the same date French

subjects will be required to conform themselves
to the terms of the treaties between the two

countries.”

Lord Cowley further suggested, with the ob-
ject of preventing ‘“‘unpleasant discussion,” that
a joint Commission should be appointed by the
two Governments, to inquire into and report
upon all the matters of disagreement, on the
spot. This proposition was assented to by the
French Government—the Commissioners have
now, or will shortly commence their labors,
and_ we trust that the result will be such as to
lead to a amicable and satisfactory adjustment
of all matters in dispute. We trust never-
theless, with a London contemporary, that the
Imperial Government, however anxious to con-
ciliate France, will not attempt to do so at the
expense of the rights and interests of our fellow-
subjects in Newfoundland.

Bap NEws FroM UPPER CaNapA.—We regret
to learn, from late Upper Canada papers, that
the wheat fly has already made its appearance
in that section of the Province. The Toronio
Leader, on Monday morning, says :—

The depredations of these insects have gene-
rally been confined to the older settled portions
of Upper Canada ; and, in accordance with this
rule, we again hear of their appearance first in
the District of Niagara, some portions of which
were settled by U. E. Loyalists, soon after the
close of the American revolutionary war.—
Some of these lands have been settled eighty
years. About the same time, considerable set-
tlements were made on the banks of the St.
Lawrence, in Upper Canada ; and it has been
in these old settlements that the enemies of the
wheat crop have been most active. It isre-
ported, however, that the fly has now appeared
in one part of Huron, no portion of which hag
been long settled. The reappearance of the
wheat fly is now, we fear, cnly too w_ell estab-
lished ; the only question is what will be the
extent of its depredations. In every other re-
ppect, the wheat crop hag every chance of pro- ‘

duciug a large yield. Whether this one draw-
back will destroy all other grounds of promise
is a question which is calculated to cause op-
pressing doubts and anxious suspense.

We regret to add to the abiove, that we learn,

y by a private letter from Torontb, that on Satur-

day last, the mercury in that neighbourhood
fell to 28 deg., and that the green crops—pota-
toes, corn, &c.—around the ecity, it is feared,
have been seriously injured.

TeeE Lapy Fousxp DrowneED AT NEw York.
—The body of the lady, mentioned in our yes-
terday’s chapter of New York horrors, as hav-
ing been found drowned, has, we learn from the
New York papers of Tuesday, been identified
as that of Mrs. Fanny Deane Halsey, formerly
known as Miss Fanny Deane, an actress at
Wallack’s Theatre.

The deceased was very good-looking ; only 17
years of age last October; was married to Mr.
Halsey 25th April, 1857 ; had two children, one
fourteen months old, and the other six weeks.
An examination of the body, by physicians,
describes gome abrasions on the neck and
mouth, with one eye considerably torn, which,
in the opinion of the physicians, was caused by
fishes. There is no evidence that she met her
death by violence, unless by being shoved over-
board.

It is asserted that deceased held a correspon-
dence with a prominent citizen of Brooklyn,
and that the husband intercepted two letters
from the gentleman to his wife, one being sign-
ed ¢ Harry,” and the other having no signa-
ture ; and on the day of the disappearance, the
husband dictated a letter to the gentleman, but
which is not yet delivered, notifying him that
the correspondence must cease.

The letters were addressed to Miss Fanny
Howard, and made appointments to meet at
Thompson's saloon and other places. The in-
quest is to be held at Bay Ridge, L.I., this
evening, when further information will doubt-
less transpire. Meanwhile, the Brooklyn gen-
tleman is under arrest, as also the husband.

RicaarD CoBpEN—says the Boston Post on
Tuesday morning—is in this city on a visit to
his friend S. D. Bradford, Esq. He is looking
in remarkable good health. It is matter of
deep regret, that on account of the shortness of
his stay here, he has declined many proffered
attentions which our citizens would gladly
tender. Hor he is welcomed here, not as a
stranger, but as an old friend. The intrepid
British commoner; by his splendid service, has
endeared himself to the advocates of commer-
cial and political freedom everywhere ; and,
perhaps, no public man of the old world com-
mands more generally the respect of the Ameri-
rican people. His countrymen, during his
absence, have paid him a compliment alike
honorable to themselves and to him, in return-
ing him without a contest, a member of the
newly-elected Parliament. Mr. Cobden will
leave the city on Friday for Canada.

PRroTESTANTISM IN FRANCE.—A writer in yes

terday’s Wailness, says that, in 1808 the Protes-
tantMinisters numbered190,and they were, many
of them, sadly formal in their services, and of
defective doctrinal views. In 1821 there were
255. But since the latter period, and especially
within a few years, there has been a revival of
vital religion among them,and they are return-
ina ¢ to the faith once delivered to the suints.”
In 1857 there were 4562 principal churches, and
528 annexes or subordinate congreations, mak-
ing a total of 981 ; and there were 601 pastors.
Now,only two years afterwards, there are 1,600
congregatlions and between 1,000, and 2,000
schools.The young and rising Ministry is, as a
rule,pious and evangelical.In 1818 there was not
one,but in 1859 there are 43 Bible, Tract,Mission-
ary, and Educational Societies, raising £60,-
000 sterling per annum. [t is believed that
the Protestants of France at the present time
number about two millicn.

Tae ReceNt Fire AT THE CourT House.—An
inquiry into this matter has been made by C.
J. Coursol, Esq., J. P. From the evidence of
aman named William Kerr, Engine-driver at

the Court House, it would appear that on Sa-
turday 1ast, ne had occasion 10 Clean o fux—

nace, and had to use for the purpose a pole
with a hght at the end of it. Yesterday he
found it necessary to clean the boiler, and
while making use of a candle some soot took
fire. From this fact Kerr concluded that the
fire which occurred on Satarday evening was
owing to ihe same cause. This evidence hav-
ing been adduced, Mr. Coursol thought there
was no necessity for'making further investiga-
tion.

THE ARREST OF STEWART AND MERRIT —In
this case fresh discoveries have been made by
the Detectives, and one other arrest has been
effected. At the request, however, of the Po-
lice Magistrate, and in interest of justice, we re-
frain from pnblishing any further details til
th e investigation has been fully completed.

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DIOCESAN SYNOD
OF Jdontreal.

Framing ef an Eecciesiastical
Constitution,

DISCUSSION ON THE EPISCOPAL VETO,
&c, &e, &ec.
[Reported for the MoNTREAL HERALD. ]

Montreal, June 7, 1859.

The Synod was held in the School Room i,
the basement story of St. John’s Church.

His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese open.
ed the proceedings by the following address :—
Rev. Brethren and Brethren of the Laity,—
We are met on an important and interesting
occasion—one that has brought together a
large proportion of the Clergy, so large, in-
deed, that there are but one or two clergymen
of the Diocese, now in Canada, who are not
here this day, and nearly every Church is re-
presented by one or more Lay Delegates. It
will be recollected that this is not the first oc-
casion of our meeting together to take into
consideration the subject now before us. In
1856, we met in large numbers, and had a long
and able debate on the advisability of forming
ourselves into a Diocesan Synod. But there
were scruples entertained by certain members,
who believed that. we could not proceed to do
so. After a debate, however, a large majority
decided that it would be desirable to form our-
gelves into a Synod, to assist in the adminis-
tration of the Diocese, and in carrying on the
work of the Church. I was not anxious to
press the matter then, as many felt the scruples
to which I have alluded, and as I have always
been aware that it was desirable for a Bishop
that he should preside over a united people.—
As St. Jerome somewhere says, he shold rule
over volentibus non nolentibus. I would not,
therefore, press against the earnest and con-
scientious scruples of many who thought we
were not in a position to act in alegal manner.
Bnt, whatever doubts were then expressed,
none can now remain, for an Act of the Legis-
lature, which has been sanctioned by the Impe-
rial Government, has been passed, with the ex-
press purpose of removing these doubts, and
the preamble of the bill shows that this was the
intended effect of it; for it states that, whereas
doubts do exist ou this subject, it is proper that
they should be done away with ; aud there is a
subsequent Act giving us still larger powers in
the same direction. Qur previous meeting was
not, I think, thrown away. None who were
then present can regret that we met, and that
the subject was discussed so fully in a debate,
which reflected credit on all who took part in
it, and which caused respect to be felt for the
Church to which we belong. You will, per-
haps, excuse me, if I occupy some of your
time in explanations respecting the insti-
tution and meaning of a Diocesan Synod, and
respecting the true position of a Bishop in his
Diocese. I will not trouble you with too minute
details ; but will first refer to the scriptural
character of the power of the Bishops who were
placed by the Apostles over the Churches to set
things in order, and provide a suitable organi-
zation at the commencement, and before any
other means was provided, for the collection of
the members and the organizing of the body. On
this head I will read a short extract from
Bishop Hall, one of those Prelates who, in our
Church, stands highest for talent and learning.
In his book, which is the standard work on this
subject, he defines Episcopacy thus :—

“ An eminent order of sacred function,
appointed by tbe Holy Ghost, in the Evan-
gelical Church, for the governing and
exercising thereof; and for that purpose; be-
sides the administration of the word
and the sacraments, endued with power of
imposition of hands and perpetuity of jurisdic-
tion.” And then he goes on to say “itis ac-
knowledged by the Presbyterians that there is
a certain polity necessary for the retention of
the church’s peace. That the pastors should
meet together in classes and Synods. That
in Synods thus agsembled, there must be due
order kept ; that order cannot be kept where
there is an absolute equality of all persons con-
cerned ; that it is, therefore, necessary that
there should be a head, president, or governor
of the assembly, who, when the business is end-
ed, returns to his own place without any per-
sonal inequality. They can be content there
should be a prime Presbvter; and that he shall
moderate, for the time, the public affairs of the
Church, but without all innate and fixed su-
periority, without all (though never so mode-

tor in Church affairs in a fixed imparity;
exercising spiritual jurisdiction out of his
own peculiarly demandate authority.—
Our labour, thereupon, must be to make
good these points; and to evince that impari-
ty, in the governors of the Ch.urch, and the
power of Episcopal jurisdiction, is not of. any
less than Apostolical and Divine Institution.”

Thus it would be seen that the origin of
Episcopacy was Diocesan—a form which pre-
ceded any other gathering together of the
Church in Provinces; and every Diocese was
complete in itself, for carrying on the work
of the Church.

Barrow, in his work on the Supremacy of the
Pope, takes up this argument of the indepen=
dence of the Diocesan Episcopacy in order to
urge it against the usurpations of the Pope.'—
He says, and his work is the standard on this
gubject, which never has been answqred by our
opponents, and probably never will be—he
says:—

«At first each Church was settled apart un-
der its own Bishop and Presbyters ; so as inde-
pendently and separately to manage its own
concerns ; each was governed by its own head,
and had its own laws. Every Bishop as a
Prince in his own Church, did act freely, ac-
cording to his will and discretion, with the ad-
vice of Ecclesiastical Senate, and with the con-
sent of his people, [the which he did use to
consult] without being controulable by any
other, or accountable to any, .further tha‘n pxs
obligation to uphold the verity of Christian
profession, and to maintain fraternal commu-
nion in charity and peace with the neighbour-
ing Churches, did require.”

That was the position in which the original
Bishops were placed in their Dioceses. They
were there torule and govern them, and carry
on the work of the Church within them, As
necessity required they called in the assistance
of the Presbyters and people to aid with their
counsel, and that is the place which we now
occupy. [t is as Bishop of this Diocese that I
call on you the Presbyters and Laity to come
forward and concur with me in the great work
of administering this Diocese—in organizing a
system and giving effect to it when organized.
I ask you to uphold my hands in the responsi-
ble and arduous task laid on me.

We have long felt the want of some rule and
law for these purposes. In former times the
Bishops was placed here with a staff of strictly
missionary clergymen. He had funds from a
distance with which he paid them j; the whole
expenditure passed through his hands, and he
was responsible for the whole. He bad none to
advise with him, But that state of things is
passing away. The Church is now firmly
planted in the soil and is taking daily deeper
root in the hearts of the people, who on their
parts begin to see the obligation upon them to
support it themselves, and to acknowledge that
it nojlonger beseems them to depend on external
aid. They feel that they must now form their
Parishes, and maintain their Clergy out of their
own resources. Besides the duty laid upon us
of providing for the establishment of the Synod
in this Diocese, there are great advantages in
50 many gentlemen meeting together to consult
and to hear the opinions of others and to carry
back to their respective localities a fresher zoal
for the prosecution of the work in which they
are engaged. Besides these reasons why there
should be no delay, there is this other one—
that you are empowered, yourselves, to proceed
to the election of your future Bishops ; and the
necessity for proceeding being obvious, the
questions which remain are the terms and
conditions on which we shall commence.
Whatever laws shall be made are binding on all
of us. I as your Bishop call you together and
ask your advice on this head. I pledge myself
that nothing shall be done by me without the
consent and advice, both of the Clergy and
Laity. I ask nothing more than that; buj
you ought at the same time to agree that there
shall be a joint assent to the making of any
law, rule or canon binding on this Diocese.
To grant less than that is to take away the au-
thority of the Bishop—to determine that in a
Church presided over by a Bishop whom we be-
lieve to be an officer of divine institution, all
free action shall be taken from that Bishop.
To decide that if the Clergy and Laity pass a
law he is to be bound by it whether he approves
it or not---that is to annul the jurisdiction of the
Bishop. Arguments have been drawn from the
United States—I have had great intercourse
with the United States Church—I respect and
love her Bishops and Ministers, and I look with
admiration on the great work she is carrying
on. But it must be remembered that when
Bishops were first appointed in the United States
it was at a time, when the very name of Bishop
was a reproach, and when the outery of the
people was a State without a King and a Church
without a Bishop. The only marvel is that in
such circumstances they retained so much of
what is Catholic, and true, and excellent,in their
liturgy and discipiine—not that they lost any
of it. And more than that when the first Bishop
came there conventions of the Clergy and Laity
were already in operation. The Bisghops there-
fore in taking part in these gave up nothing; but
merely joined the Church as they found it, and
took what they could obtain, Rules founded on
such a set of circumstances are not to guide us.
We cannot set up this one modern precedent
of fifty or sixty years, against the invariable

custom of the Church for eighteen centuries, I

i now read an extract from Hoffman on ths
¥ lesinstical Laws of the Church—a great au-
thority on the subject of the Episcopal Church
in the United Statos.

« Some general observations upon the nature
of our Diocesan conventions may be useful.
They represent Episcopal Synods cf former
periods of the Church, but with powers expressly
defined, In the judgement of the author it
cannot be doubted that, in the earliest ages
as soon as & system of Dioceses was gstabllshgd,
and the Bishop of each was restricted to its
limits, the power of legislation vested in him,
The inevitable course ot events, as we_ll as the
principles on which Episcopal authority rests,
warrant this conclusion. At first, a regulation
must have been adopted to meet, or was sug-
gested by, a particular case. As similar in-
stances occurred, and the ﬁt'ness of: t}le former
rule was proven, it was applied until it became
the ordinary regulation, and as such was known
and fixed in the Church. Doubtless, this was
the origin of the  usages and institutions.of
Churches,” which we find adverted to and re-
cognized in provincial councils. In fact, the
exercise of judicial power did precede, and was
the source of legislation. From several deci-
sions grew up a& general law, and this was
finally embodied and promulgated in a Canon
or Institute. But that originally the Bishop, in
his Diocese, was clothed with the ultimate and
exciusive power of government, and that this
involved all judicial and all apostolic autpo-
rity, seems to the author the only QOctrl_ne
consistent with the tenet of an Apostolic Epis-
copacy.

?‘A{ what period the clergy of the Diocese
were united in council, as a senate, with the
Bishop—and when they arose from being mere
advisers to coadjutors in the business of legis-
lation, my information is not sufficient to state.
The exercise of the judicial authority was re-
stricted as early as the Council of Carthage,
when a Bishop was prohibited from hearing
causes without the presence of his clergy, and
Ignatius speaks of the clergy forming the
Bishop's senate.

“ The author is aware of the strong opposi-
tion which has been made to the position, and
the necessary consequences of the position he
has stated, as to this original and exclusive
power. Itis with unfeigned humility he ex-
presses the opinion, which, after no little ex-
amination and thought, he has formed, that this
great conservative doctrine is apostoli.c, _pril‘ni-
tive, and clear. That everything of limitation
upon the original jurisdiction of a Bishop has
been self-imposed, or has sprung from the laws
of councils of superior authority, and to which
he was a party—and, therefore, in every case in
which there is no express enactment, or legiti-
mate conclusion from an enactment, to control
it, the question is, where is the evidence of the
surrender of the power to rule the Church? If
none can be produced, we have the Bishop’s
primitive jurisdiction to resort to for guidance
and direction—a power without a shadow of a
claim to infallibity, but with an absolute claim
to obedience. /

% And it this doctrine had no higher demand
upon our dutifnl assent, it would be recom-
mended by the highest wisdom, as prudent and
expedient. The system of our Church Govern-
ment is ag liberal and free as any system can
be which pretends to preserve an element of
discipline, With the checks and restrictions
in force—the watchfulness of the clergy and
laity—the power of public opinion—all brought
to bear upon a Bishop, the imagination of his
usurping authority, and substituting his will for
the law, appears most visionary. On the con-
trary, the danger may now be working among
us of Episcopal authority being injuriously
weakened and contemned.”

There is then a great principle in this ques-
tion and it is embraced in the resolution which
will be submitted to you—a great principle
connected with the position and character of
the Bishop, and one which, if I were prepared
to yield, many of the Clergy and Laity would
at once leave the Synod. If1 did so, I should
think that I had deserted the privileges of my
order, and had bartered away the rights of my
successors. As to any evil which is to arise
from taue proposed course, you have heard what
Hoffman says of the checks on the Bishop and
of the effect upon him of the current of public
opinion. It must be remembered too, that his
power is buta negative ; aud while you, the
Laity have a negative, and you the Clergy have
one, the Bishop must have a negative too. We
are all on the same footing of equality, I ask
nothing that I do not give to you, and nothing
that you ought not to rejoice to give to your
Bishop. And while on this subject, though it
is taking up much of your time, I will read an
extract from an American workrthe Federalist-—
written by Hamilton and Jay and other lead-
ing Republicans who formed the constitution of
the United States. These gentlemen certainly
did not want to pay any unnecessary deference
to what has been called the one man power.
No one suspects them of bowing down on their
knees before that idol, and besides they had
the full right and power to make whatever res-
trictions they pleased on their Governors, and
thus to settle everything as they judged best
themselves, because the government to be
formed was a work of their own creation. " But

The
Provincial Syncd will make canons, which will
be binding on the whole Province, and we can-
not in Diocesan Synods do anything to contra-
dict its decisions; but I never heard that
Provincial authority could come in to make a
Diocesan canon for a particular Diocese, which
is not to be applicable to the Province at large.
Such a proceding would be an interference with
each separate Diocese ard would be untenable
according to any ecclesiastical rule or order.
Moreover, wherever in the Colonies Diocesan
Synods have been established, the decision,
which it is now proposed to ask the Synod to
adopt, has been arrived at. Ithas been so in
Toronto, Huron, Nova Scotia, Sydney, Mel-
bourne, Adelaide and New Zeland, in each of
which the position I ask to be placed in has been
given to the Bishop. There is no example to
the contrary. Some say that it is anomalous
for the Bigshop thus to take part in the debate,
and to have in addition a negative upon the
decisions. But it seems to me that this objec-
tion arises from want of comprehension of the
true spirit of the constitution of Diocesan
Synods. The very gist of a Diocesan Synod
is, that the Clergy and Laity of the
Diocese shall come and consult with their
Bishop. Put the Bishop away and your very
Synod falls. And, on the other hand, the very
hearing of your opinions may and probably
will have great weight with me, while
prudence would prevent me from holdiag out
my judgment against the views of a large body
of intelligent men. The Bishops will be like
the Judges. They desire to hear argument in
order to be able to judge, and with a Bishop
presiding over, volentibus non nolentibus, the
discussions will tend only to bring about an
united decision. On the contrary, tor one
branch of Synod to attempt to force a canon
on the rest would make shipwreck of the whole
Synod. When, in addition to these considera-
tions, we remember that the Laity have the
right to elect their own Clergy in all the
patent rectories, and that they will exercise

made, which is that in case the branches of
Synods differ there should be an appeal to a
Provincial Council, if we shall have one. I
think in that idea there is involved a great
misunderstanding as to the relations between
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this power of nomination more and more as
they come forward to maintain their clergy~=
that under this bill, too, they will shortly have
power to elect their Bishop—when, I say, we
remember thege things, I cannot think there is
any danger of overriding the Laity by author-
ity ; nor anything which can create & jealousy
of the legislation which will take .place.
I bave urged this matter—I hope in no
Improper tone and spirit—because In &
neighbouring  Diocese, the question has
been debated in a manner which has given rise
to serious misunderstanding. When it is set
forth that to give the power which [ claim
for the Bishop is to make him a Pope and to
create a despotism, 1 ask where is the despot-
ism? He is to have no power to do anything
Whatever—he is but to have the same power as
you have yourselves. So much haviag bee_n
spoken and written on the subject I thought it
necessary to say so much, not as of a personal
but as of an official matter. Iam sure,_how-
ever, that the Clergy and Laity do not wish to
fett.er‘ their Bishop ; that on the contrary the
majority of those now assembled in this room—
b9th Clex:gy .and Laity—desire to have a real
Bishop with some real jurisdiction ; not & mere
ornament to prace their body. 1 could wish,
believing as I do, that so large a majority will
approve tpe resolution about to be submitted—
'I could wish and that earnestly, without ignor-
ing the opinions of others, that we might come
to some decision without the necessity of a divi-
sion—without showing that we are not one. If
the resolution ig really at last to be carried by
a large majority, where is the use in giving
out that we are thus separated into parties ? I
Wish to be placed over a united Diocese, and
pellgvm_g that much good will follow from this
Institution, if carried on in & proper spirit, I
feel at the same time that important conse-
quences must tfollow from the temper, spirit,
and menner in which it is commenced—that in
short we _would begin and carry out the work
in thg spirit of that address which we heard to-
“ﬂy in Church, endeavouring to keep the
Unity of the Spint in the bond of Peace.”
On motion of Dean Bethune, two clergymen
from another Diocese who happened to be pre-
sent, Rev. Mr. Wood of Melbourne, and Rev. Mr.
Reid of Sherbrooke, were invited to sit with the
Synod, Col 8, BAKER, of Durham, said a reso-
lution had been put into his hands, whizh he
should move with the greatest pleasure. The
necessity for a Synod had been felt for many
years. Although he for one had never felt any
distrust of his Lordship’s management of the
Diocese, he nevertheless considered that it was
Investing one man with too much power. By
the law as it now stood, the clergy and the
Laity had such an equal voice with the Bishop
in transacting the, business of the Diocese, as
far as regarded the Church Temporalities and
digcipline, and the resolution he was now to
move was to give formal effect to this. It was
as follows :(—

Resolved—Thatan Act having been passed by
the Provincial Legislature, and sanctioned by
Her Majesty the Queen, entitled ¢ An Act to en-
able the Members of the United Church of Eng-
land and Ireland in Oanada to meet in Synod,'
the said Act being the 19th and 20th Victoria,
ch. 121; and also another Act to explain and
amend the same, being the 22nd Vict., ch. 139 ;
by which Acts the Bishops of the several Diocese
in Canada have authority to call the first meet-
ing of such Synods ; and, when so called, such
Synods have authority to frame Constitutions,
and make Regulations for their own order and
government,—the Lord Bishop of this Diocese,
having now summoned the Clergy and Lay Dele-
gates of the several Parishesjand Missions, chos-
en according to the directions given in the said
Acts, for the purpose of taking action un-
der the provisions of the same : We, the Bishop,
Clergy, and Lay Delegates now assembled, do
hereby accept the said Acts, and declare our-
selves a synod for the Diocese of Montveal, and
will proceed to the consideration of the Con-
stitution and regulations to be adopted for
the due ordering of the same :—no rule, can-

non, law or regulation to be in force
in this Diocese as the act of
this S ynod, wunless it shall have re-

ceived the concurrent assent of the Bishop, the
Clergy, and the Lay Delegates + the assent of
the Clergy and the Lay Delegates to be deter-
mined by a majority of votes the same to be
taken separately, in each order, whenever it
shall be required.”

Hon. GEO. MOFF ATT begged to say that
he concurred very generally in the opening re-
marks of his lordship, and he had much plea-
sure in seconding this resolution.

Mr. H. Bancroft said there were in the resolu-
tion two distinct and separate propositions.
In the first place they resolved that they ac-
cepted the Actsof Legislature, giving synodical
powers, and tormed themselves into a Synod.
The second proposition was that “no rule, can-

non, law or regulation shall be in
force . in this as the act of this
Synod, unless it shall have received

the concurrent assent of the Bishop, the

na " It was very
this resolution s ‘divided, and a separate

vote taken on its separéte parts. How was it
possible  that they could discuss at
one and the same time two propositions so en-
tirely distinet? And it was a matter too of
simple justice that the resolution should be di-
vided—otherwise, those who were opposed to
its latter part would be compelled to vote
against {the whole, although no doubt the first
part, if put separately, would be carried unani-
mously. The propositions were so distinct that
they ought to be separated. They ought cer-
tainly in the first place to constitute themselves
a Synod, before they began to legislate, instead
of beginning to legislate and form a coustitu-
tion in the same resolution which constituted
them a Synod. It was usual, in forming a con-
gtitution, to discuss it clause by clause, and it
had been understood that that course would
have been pursued on the present occasion. In-
deed, it was only since they had entered this
room, that they had learned that a resolution
like this was to be proposed—a resolution,
whose latter part embodied two articles of the
proposed corstitution. By this step they were
taken by surprise. He therefore moved in amend-
ment—

¢ That the question of the acceptance of two
Acts of Parliament, as a charter for this Synod,
be put distinctly and apart from the proviso or
reservation contained in the concluding part of
the proposed resolution,”

Seconded by Rev. Mr. IRWIN.

Mr. HUOGH TAYLOR sapported the amend-
ment. He said he felt that in being appointed
a delegate, ho undertook a trust of vast impor-
tance not only to himself and children, but also
to the future prosperity of the Church in Ca-
nada. He was of opinion that the resolution
should be divided. Before they took upon
themselves any of the duties ofa Synod, they
should in the first place constitute themselves
a Synod, by declaring that they accepted the
provisions of the statutes, and formed them—
selves, under these provisions, into a Diocesan
Synod. They oughtto take this course, what-
ever might be their opinions with regard to the
principle embodied in the latter part of the
proposed resolution. For himself, he had every
confidence in the learned, and eloquent and
pious head of this diccese, and had no wish to
curtail his power, but only desired that such
measures should be adopted as would meet the
general wishes of the diocese, and be for the
future benefit of the diocese.

Rev. Mr. FLANAGAN was free to confess
that he was opposed to the Bishop’s veto,but he
should give that measure no factious opposi-
tion. They should avoid even the semblance of
such proceedings as they had seen take place
with regret in a neighbouring diocese. He
wished to concede all due autbority and powar
to his Bighop, and to pay him all proper sever-
ence ; but they must remember that they were
legislating now, not only for themselves, but
for their children, and that every act they per-
formed now would have an influence on poste-
rity. He thought it was too much power to
give to any one man, that he should have the
power to veto any proposition that might be
distasteful to him. They were not three orders
here—as expressed in the Prayer Book, Bishop,
Priests, and Deacons—but simply two orders,
Clergy and Laity. (Marks of disapproba-
tion.)

A question having been raised as to whether
the amendment wag in order,

Hon. P. MOORE, M. L. C,, stated that it wag
quite in accordance with Parliamentary rules,
and expressed his own opinion that the resolu-
tion should be divided.

Major CAMPBELL, M. P. P., spoke to the
same effect, and said the amendment wag so
perfectly reasonable, that he did not see on
what grounds it could be objected to.

The BISHOP said, if such was the opinion of
the Synod, he had no objection to putting the
first half of the resolution first.

Dean BETHUNE objected. If the motion
was separated, they might constitute a Synod
which might proceed immediately to deprive
the Bishop of hig rights. He only agreed to
coustituting the Synod, on condition that these
rights were pregerved.

Mr. J, C. BAKER opposed the amendmexrt,
He said his Lordship had called them together
to consult with them and devise measures for
the government of his diocese. How would it
appear if they were to say to the Bishop—
‘“ We are here, ag invited by you, but the first
folly to enter on any course of action, such ag
thing we will do is to ask you to walk
out and leave wus to ourselves.” He
thought it would be the height of
constituting a Synod, without understanding
clearly beforehand the terms on which it was 1o
be done. He had some knowledge of the sys-
tem in the United States, which took away the

veto power from Bishops, and he was satisfied
hat it was utterly destructive of the best inter-
sts of the church, If they were tired of being
hurchmen, they might as well become Pres-
byterians at once. It was useless having a
Bishop if they were to deprive him of all
power.

Mr,HUGH TAYLOR said the speaker was out
of order. He should confine himself to the
question whether they should form themselves
into a Synod.

Mr. B. CHAMBERLIN suggested that the
questions at issue might be better debated, if
they were to form themselves into a Committee
of the Whole, -

Mr. Justice MoCORD said he saw no impro-
priety in uniting the two parts of the motion in
one resolution.

Mr. BAKER cofitiiued bis remarks for some
time; arguing thrt the Synod consisted of three
distinct hranches, Bishop, Clergy and Laity,the
condturrent assent of each of whom to any Sy-
nodical Act should be required.

Rev. J. JOHNSTOUN said it appeared to him
that the first resolution was founded on the Acts,
under the authority of which they are now as-
sembled. Those Acts recognised three distinct
orders, the Bishop, the Clergy and the Laity;
and this distinction they had no power to an-
nul. He was in favour of the resolution being
put as it stood. They had a right to koow
whether, in constituting a Synod, they consti-
tuted it as a Synod of the Church of England
in its integrity, or whether they constituted it
as a Synod under the Presbyterian form, de-
priving one constituent element of the Church
of its existence. By adopting-this resolution
they avowed themselves to be a true branch of
the Church of England, having their Bishop at
their head.

Rev. Mr. IRWIN spoke in support of the
amendment, which he had seconded. Although
he might be disposed to vote against what was
termed the veto, he yielded to no man, clerical
or lay, in love for the Church, and it was unfair
to call them Presbyterians or to say they did
not love the Church. Mr. Irwin went on to say
that he considered it a wrong course of dealing
with the three orders of the Church, to let the
diaconate become almost extinct, and at the
same time to elevate the episcopate above the
original model:

Rev. Mr. MORRIS argued that the resolution
was simply carrying out the provisions of the
statutes under which they met.

In reply to.aremark by Mr. BOWMAN,

Mr, Justice McCORD explained more fully
the opinion he had stated a little before. He
thought it quite consistent and legal for the
meeting to declare, as laid down in the original
motion, that they accepted the Acts of Parlia-
ment with all the conditions they embraced.
Rey. Mr. DAVIDSON [Cowansville] support-
ed the original motion. He did not tnink it
would be a seemly spectacle for the clergy and
laity to unite to force measvres through against
the will of the Bishop, and in spite of him, and
he did not think that that was the object in
view in originating a Synod in this diocese.
The BISHOP, before putting the question,
wished to make one observation. Having been
quite cognisant of the resolution being intended
to be brought before the meeting, he desired to
say there had been no taking by surprise in the
matter. It had been notorious that this question
about the Bishop’s position was to come up. He
had read the resolution to several gentlemen,
and one of them suggested that he should getit
printed and distributed. He gave orders accord-
ingly, but it did not come feom the printer’s till
this morning, after the service in the church.—
He mentioned this to show that there had been
no taking of any one by surprise.

Mr. BANCROFT’S ame¢uodment was then put
to the meeting and lost, only 15 voting for it.
The main regolution was being put to the
meeting by the Bishop, when

Col. WILGRESS rose to move
amendment.

Several members said it was too late—that
the resolution had been carried.

Rev. Mr. BANCROFT said that when an aged
servant of Christ like Col. Wilgress wished to
express his views on this important question,
he should not be prevented from speaking.

The BISHOP—I am quite ready to hear him.

Col. WILGRESS then moved: “ That all
the words after ‘the due ordering of the same,’
be struck out, and form no part of the motion.”
—He said it was not according to his habits or
principles to stand up at public meetings and
propose motions. but it appeared to him that
the measure now proposed would be so injur-
ious to the church, that he could not conscien-
tiously hold his peace. In the first place he
believed the veto power would be injurious to
the Bishop—for the moment the Bishop vetoed
a question he came into collision with his peo-
ple, and the consequence would be disastrous.
It would be injurious also to the clergy. These
Synods were chiefly gotup for the purpose of
trying clergymen, [laughter] and the conse-
quence would be that when a refractory cler-
gyman was brought before this court, the
Bishop, with his veto, would be prosecutor,
judge, and everything else.

Mr. Baker, Dean Bethune, Rev. Mr. Jones
and others submitted to the chair that Col.
Wilgress was out of order in re-opening the dis-
cussion of a question which had already been
decided. Rev. Mr. Bancroft remarked that the
discussion was only now for the first time rele-
vant, on the amendment which had just been
moved.

Col. WILGRESS was then allowed to pro-
ceed, and after some further remarks, said he
had received a legal opinion from his Honor,
Judge Aylwin, written out athis [Col. W.’s]
request, as the learned Judge was unable to be
present to-day. [This document, which was
read by Mr. Bancroft was of considerable
length. We may perhaps find room for it to-
morrow. |

Rev. Mr. BOND seconded Col Wilgress

_amendment, Tt had heen said that refusing the
rights as Bishop.Jlnliii{e would like to know how.

The Bishop had his rights entirely independent
of the Synod, and as regarding the rights of his
office in spiritual things, none would dare to in-
terfere. But in, questions of temporalities, it
was a different thing to be giving an absolute
veto to the Bishop, conferring upon him a
power which was never intended to be given
to the Episcopate. He called upon the opposite
side to produce from scripture, history, or
sound precedent, any ground for the idea that
the Bishop had a right to exercise a veto in eciyil
matters. It had been said that they wanted
that the Bishop should divest himself of certain
rights. In reply to this assertion, he would ap-
peal to what they found in the United Sta tes.
Who would dare tosay that those bishops, men
of learning, piety, and influence, had rélinquish-
ed what they believed to be essential to the
episcopate ? ‘[n 1811 the veto was given to the
Bishop of Vermont, but that was the only dio-
cese in the United States where it existed. In
1853 a qualified veto was given to the Bishop of
Missouri—the power being given him to reserve
a resolution of which he did not approve from
one year to another, and if the second year it
obtained a two-thirds majority, it should then
become law. But even that power of veto the
Bishop requested his Synod to withdraw, ard in
1847 it was abandoned. The same thing had
happened in tne diocese of Kentucky. Mr. Bond
then referred to Judge Hoffman’s views, as read
by the Bishop, and claimed Judge Hoffman on
his side, becanse he stated that he considered the
Protestant Episcopal Church in the United
States was the nearest of any to the primitive
church, formed by our Lord and Saviour, and
this in face of the fact that not one bishop in
the United States, except in the diocese of Ver-
mont, possessed the veto. It was said that all
the diocesesin the colonies had the veto, but
many of the dioceses were not under statutes.

Dean BETHUNE.—Those of Toronto and Hu-
ron exist under statute.

Rev. Mr. BOND—The Bishop of Huron re-
fused to receive the veto power till it was forced
upon him by his Synod. It was said again that
the Clergy had a veto on the action of the
Bishop and Laity, and the Laity on the action
of the Bishop and Clergy—and why shorld not
the Bishop have a veto on the action of the Cler-
gy and Laity? Bat the Bishop was not in the
same position with the other branches. He was
a Corporation sole. This was a deliberative
body over which the Bishop presided by a right
which would not be disputed, but it was a dif-
ferent thing to say that after deliberating and
legislating, and voting with them, he should
retire to another room and decide of his own
sole motion whether what had been decided
upon should pass into law or not. It would
be giving one man the power to over-ride all
the Synod might do. Mr. Bond then concluded
by reading & number of opinions in support of
the views he had expressed.

another

The vote was then put upon the amendment
which was lost ; 17 voting aye.

The Rev. CANON BANCROFT then said
he would propose one other amendment. He
felt the position of the Clergy in this matter to
be a very delicate one since it was impossible
to touch it without coming into direct collision
with his Lordship, and as a clergyman newly
come into the city, anxious to keep out of broils:
and build up his congregation, he would be
sorry to have 1t said that he came to Montreal
to oppose the Bishop. He could, however, ap-
peal to his clerical friends whether he had ever
spoken to —much less canvassed their opinions
—on this topic. But having six years ago op-
posed this veto, and having as Rector of St.
John'’s, stated to his Lordship, that if his Lord-
ship would be satisfied with a qualified veto, he
thought the Diocese would be unanimous; but
that he could not vote for the unqualified veto
—having done that he would be inconsistent to
let the resolution pass, and then vote against
the Synod, because the majority would not
permit the parts of the resolution to be separa-
ted. Believing that Chrigt was the head of the
Church, and that if the veto passed it would
be by his will, he said God forbid that if passed
he should oppose it farther. But it might be
allowed to pass for evil ag well as for good—as
a thorn in the flesh, or as a trial of faith, as well
as a means for building up the Church. If in
a minority he would yield to the majority and
cordially aid in working it out. Those who
spoke of seceding from the Church if the reso-
lution passed had no sympathy from him. Yet
the fact that some did so showed how solemn &
business they were engaged in. If he could
assent to his Lordship’s views, how happy

would he be to hold up, both his
hands for the resolution! But he could
not do so, for while those views

had the support of a certain class of di-
vines, there was another class, as eminent, in-
cluding Cranmer and Jewel, who entertained
a contrary opinion; and he had in his bag the
testimony of at least one hundred bishops,
archbishops, and dignitaries of the church,
from the Reformation to the present day, all of
whom denied that exclusive idea of the Divine
right of episcopacy, which idea made a church
cease to exist because it had not an episcopal
order. Ina book published by Mr. Good, on
the occasion of that unhappy quarrel, in which
the Bishop of Exeter excommunicated his arch-
deacon, the author took up this question of
foreign orders and the divine right of the epis-
copacy; and he adduced so strong testimony
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against it as to make him [Cxiion Bancroft]
feel that e was very far indced from being
alone in the opinions he held on the subject:
He(Mr B)denied the doctrine that theé Synod was
but an emanation from the bishop;and thatwith=
out & bishop there could be no church. It might
be said, but; if se; it would be in the face of
many great divines. After the question was
once decided, he should be ready to attempt to
work it out; but let him have his say in the
meantime. It was a solemn question. The
eyes' of the church in Canada, the United
States, of England, and of the Protestant ehur-
ches of the Continent were upon them — of
those churches of the Continent whose clergy,
down to the restoration, were always admitted
to English pulpits and benefices, without tak-
ing orders afresh—of those churches which sent
the Lutheran missionaries, who were at first
almost the only ones employed by the Society
for the propagation of the Gospel.

Rev. Mr. JONES said those were Moravians
with episcopal ordination.

Rev. Canon BANCROFT went on to say
that he understood his Lordship to speak
ag if he thought the veto would rarely
be used; now if it were thos to re-
main a dead lefter, why retain it, if it were
offensive to many Christians and cast a re-
proach on those American Churches, which
some gentlemen had said were only Presby-
terians, Under these circumstances why not
fall back on a qualified veto, by which the
Bishop might suspend, for one or two years,
any legislation which, after that time, should
be passed without any will of his in the matter.
He moved the following amendment.—

Resolved,—That the words after  concurrent
assent,” in the 20th line of the proposed resolu-
tion, be left out, and the following words sub-
stituted : “ Of the clergy and delegates : should
the Bishop express his disapprobation of any
such rule, canon, law or regulation, it shall be
reconsidered at the next annual meeting, and
shall become binding on the Church in this
Diocese, when it shall again have received the
assent of two-thirds of the clergy and lay dele-
gates present at such next anuual meeting.”

HON. GEO. MOFFATT thought the resolu-
tion out of order, as the meeting had already
decided that the last part of the resolution
should not be struck out.

HUGH TAYLOR, Esq.,, seconded the mo-
tion. After some preliminary remarks he said
that the Divine right of Episcopacy might be
founded on Scriptures ; but with deference to
His Lordship he thought this question had no-
thing to do with that divine rtght. The
Synod was there to attend to the tempo-
ralities and discipline of the Church, and
its power was founded on a Provincial
statute. They were not to circumscribe the
rights of the Bishop ; but the Bishop cértainly
never had a right to a veto on a Synod, which
had had no existence. The Provincial Statute
did not provide for voting by orders, and no
professional man accustomed to the interpreta-
tion of statutes would hesitate to give that opi-
nion. Indeed, he thought that if all power
was to be taken from the Synod that body
would be of no use whatever. He held it to be
a principle of all deliberative bodies that no
individual could sit as Chairman, and then, as
s distinct body, put a veto upon what has been
determined upon by the assembly over which
he presided. It would be destructive to the
Synod to rest unqualified power in the hands of
the Bishop. His Lordship, he knew, would do
nothing inconsistent with the soundest jodg-
ment, and thefgreatest learning and piety ; but
the mere fact that, as an individual, he would
have the power to veto everything determined
on, must check freedom on the part of the mem-
bers. He also thought the exercise of so dis-
agreeable power would be very unpleasant for
his Lordship himself.

The amendment wag then put and lost, the
minority giving 23 or 24 votes.

After a few words from his Lordship, the

Synod then adjourned.
SECOND DAY.

WEDNESDAY, June 8, 1859.

The Anglican Synod for the Diocese of

Montreal, having been organized in pursuance
of acts of the Provincial Parliament, met this
morning at ten: o’clock.
After prayer by the Lord Bishop, on motion
of the Rev. Canon Bancroft, seconded by Dean
Bethune, the Rev E. J. Rogers was appointed
Clerical Secretary. 3

On motion of E. J. Shelton, Esquire, second-
ed by Archdeacon’ Gibson, James Armstrong,
Esquire, was appointed Lay Secretary.

Upon motion of Mr. Justice McCord, second-
ed by Hugh Taylor, HEsquire, T. B. Anderson
Etquire, was appointed Treasurer.

The meeting then proceeded to take into con-
gideration the Declaration and proposed con:
stitution of the Synod.

The Declaration was read ag follows :

**We, the Bishop, the Clergy, and the Laity,
of tha TTnited Qévrenb.af Encland and Ireland |
Synod, and intending, under God’s blessing
and guidance, to consider and determine upon
such matters as shall appear necessary for the
welfare of the Church in this Diocese, desire in
the first place, for the avoiding of all misun-
derstanding, to make a declaration of the prin-
ciples upon which we propose to proceed.

¢ We desire that the Church in this Diocese
shall continue, as it has been, an integral por-
tion of the United Church of England and Ire-
land, and we declare our firm and unanimous
resolution, in dependence on divine aid, to pre-
serve those doctrines, and that form of Church
government, which are at present recognized
by the Church of Eagland and Ireland.

“ It is our earnest wish and determination to
confine our deliberations and actions to matter
of discipline, to the temporalities of the Church,
and to such regulations of order as may tend to
her efficiency and extension ; and we desire no
control or authority over any butthose who
are or shall be members of our own Church.”

Rev. Mr. SLACK, seconded by Rev. Mr.
SYKES, moved that the words in the second
clausge, ‘“as ;t has been an integral poation of
the United Church of England and Ireland, and
we declare our firm and unanimons resolution”
be sent out.

Dean BETHUNE asked if it was meant, by
leaving out those words, to declare that they
were not an integral portion of the Church of
England. He considered they were so, forming
a part of the province of Conterbury.

Rev. Mr SLACK did not wish to raige that
question, but simply desired to leave out the
words as unnecessary.

The BISHOP said that in many respects they
were an integral portion of the Church of Eng-
land. Among others, an appeal lay to the
Archbishop of Canterbury from the Bishop here,
and although they elected their Bishops here,
the Queen appointed them, They sent home
their nomination and the Queen gave validity

| to it.

Archdeacon GILSON said, if they left out
those words,.they would be first of the Colonial
Sy.ods which had neglected to declare itself
in unionjwith theChurch of England and an in-
tegral portion of it.

Rev. Mr. LINDSAY said it seemed unfair
that while clergymen coming here from Eng-
land were received at once on an equal footing,
clergymen from Canada could not go to Eng-
land and take a benefice there.

The BISHOP said that any clergyman or-
dained here was admissible to any benefice in
England, even the highest—only he must re-
ceive the license of the Archbishop. The case
wasg different with tne United States. Any
person ordained by a Bishop of the United
States could not hold a benefice in England,
without an Act of Parliament.

Rev. Mr. BOND thought it should be stated,
in the most unequivocal manner possible, that
they held themselves an integral portion of the
Church of England.

Rev. Mr. SLACK sgaid this discussion had
been raised agamnst his wish, but since it had
been raised, he must state a matter personal to
himself in justification of the position he had as-
sumed. “When in England in 1840 he had an
only sister about to be married. As was
natural, she desired that he should perform the
marriage ceremony, but on consulting her
lawyer on the subject, he was informed that
it was not legally competent for him to do so.
He did not see, then, how they could state that
they were an integral portion of the Church of
England.

In reply to Mr, Justice MoGORD,

The BISHOP said that, as this Colony was
an integral portion of the Empire, so this Synod
was an integral portion of the Church of Eng-
land. But, if any change took place in the
prayer-book, to which they could not in their
consciences agree, they could protest against it.
If any changes should be introduced as they did
not wish to adopt, then they would have a right
to reconsider their position.

Mr. SLACK’S motion was then negatived by
a very large majority, and the ‘' Declaration,”
as given above, was agreed to.

The first article of the Constitntion was then
read as follows :—

“ The Synod shall consist of the Bishop of
the Diocese, of the Clergy of the same licensed
to the care of souls therein, or holding office in
any College or School under the jurisdiction of
the Bishop, [such Clergy not being under eccle-
siagtical censure, Presbyters only having a right
to vote], and of Lay representatives to be elect-
ed as hereinafter provided.”

{5Rev. Mr. BANCROFT thought that Deacons,
if entitled to the care of souls, shouid have the
right to vote in Synod.

Rev. Mr. JOHNSON remarked that the Dea-
con, having aright to preside over vestry meet-
ings, should not be prevented from voting in
the Synod.

After some further discussion, it was deter-
mined, without di-ision, to leave out from this
article, the words  Presbyters only having a
right to vote.” %

The second proposed article was read, as fol-
lows :(—

The Lay representative shall be male com-
municants of at least one years’ standing of the
full age of twenty-one years, and shall be elect-
ed annually at the Easter meetings, or atany
Vestry meeting called by the incumbent for

that purpose &ftsr due notice given on t¥o
Sundays, held by each Minister having a separ-
ate cure for Souls; and all Laymen within the
cure, of twenty-one years or upwards, who shall
have declared themselves in writing to be
“‘Members of the United Church of Eungland
and Ireland, and to belong to no other religious
denominations,” shall have the right of voling
at the election. °

Rev. Mr. NEVE moved, seconded by Rev.
Mr. DAVIDSON, that the article should ba
amended by inserting after the words ‘“‘twenty-
one years and upwards,” the words “resident
within the Parish or mission to which the con-
gregation belongs.”

Scme delegates opposed this as restricting
the choice of the electors. It would be very
inconvenient {o compel persons at a busy sea-
son of the year to come up to town, and yet
without that, the several congregations might
not be represented if the amendment passed.

Rev. Mr. BANCROFT hoped the amendment
would be well considered. He thought that a
resident in Montraal could know nothing of
the requirements ot congregations in country
parts. Ifthe members ofsuch congregations
were not able to represent their own congrega-
tions they ought to be taught to become so.—
Was this representation by non 1esidents ever
allowed in the United States?

Mr. FULFORD thought one great object ot
the Synod was to bring delegates to town, in
order that they might acquire information, and
afterwards disseminate it in the country.

Judge McCORD considered that it was of
great consequence that there should be persons
who couid afford local information to the
Synod, and that, therefore, the delegates should
come from the congregations they repre-
sented.

Rev.Mr. MORRIS thought that to restrict the
choice of delegates to residents would prevent.
many distant congregations from being repre-
sented. The cost of coming to town was often
a serious one.

Rev. the ARCHDEACON knew many . lay
delegates residing in Montreal, who were quite
as well informed respecting to the respective
localities as the persons actually resident there.
These persons, though living in the city, had
long resided in the country, and by their

friends and relatives kept up a constant com-
munication with their old neighboura.

Rev. Mr. SCOTT thought the whole matter
might well be left to the choice of the people of
the Parishes themselves.

Mr. ARMSTRONG said that he believed he
would have been unanimously elected by the
congregation of the Parish where he now re-
sided ; but he was really sent by a Parish
where he was born ; where many of his rela-
tives lived ; and where he still had great inter-
ests. If this amendment were carried he would
be prevented from representing that place. If
the amendment were made, many places in the
Northern parts of the Province could not be
represented at all.

Rev. Mr. DAVIDSON admitted the difficulty
in some cases of procuring local residents as
delegates ; but if there were apathy, indiffer-
ence, and wordly mindedness, that should not
be encouraged by the clergy. The people
ghould be taught to take an interest in the
affairs of the Church. He thought no one would
decline to serve on account of the loss of
time ; but the expense might be an object in
distant Parishes. The Synod, however, was
formed to meet all these cases, and he thought
that there should be a fund provided for travel-
ling expenses, for all who felt they ought to
receive it.

Rev. Dr. C. O'GRADY thought this might be
left open. ~Wherever there was a competent
man in a country Parish he would be sent.

A considerable discussion followed. Mr.
Roberts (Mississqoi) ; the Rev. Mr., Johnson ;
Rev. Mr. Montgomery and Mr. Chamberlin
speaking against the amendment ; and the Rev.
Mr. Sykes and Mr. Bowman in its favor. The
latter said that the effect of the article as
drawn would be to place the government of the
Diocese in the hands of a clique of the Cathe-
dral—in the hands only of those who agreed
with the Bishop.

The VERY REVEREND DEAN said that so
far from desiring any government by a Cathe-
dral clique, he intended to vote for the amend-
ment.

His LORDSHIP said that he had felt so
strongly on this subject, that after talking the
matter over with the Dean he had pencilled an
amendment in the sense of that moved by Mr.
Neve ; but on the whole he thought it best to

and not to amend the article in such a manner,
ag, according to the opinion of the gentleman,
who had just spoken, would be likely to break
up the Synod. If any large proportion of dele-
gates were chosen from Montreal, it would
rouge up the people throughout the Diocese,
who would certainly take the representation
out of city hands. As to a clique, he had heard
nothing about it, If there were any clique, it
was not to be found in connection with the
Cathedral ; nor with any one of whom ke had
any knowledge. He thought this insinuation
unfair, and hoped that such insinuations would
not be continued.

I The awerdmowikeriv odjectelr 10 wv rosviic-
tion to comunicants of the right of being elec-
ted.

His LORDSHIP stated that there had been
considerable difficulty about this question in
the United States ; but that in Maryland where
non-communicants had been admitted to vote
they wanted to go back again, and deprive
them of that power; but at last had determin-
ed merely to recommend the congregations to
elect comumnicants.

The Rev. Mr. SCOTT said that whether a
a man were a communicant or not was a matter
between him and his God. There were many
who thought themselves good Churchmen who
were not communicants ; but whom he should
be most happy to trust with the concerns mana-
ged by the Synod.

Mr. SHELTON thought no one should be a
Delegate who had not a deep interest in the
Church, and those who had that would be com-
municants.

Hon, Judge McOCORD was in favor of re-
stricting the right to communicants.

An amendment, moved by the Rev. Mr.
WHITE, seconded by the Rev. Mr. SCOTT, to
strike out the word ** communicants’” was lost.

Rev. Mr. BANCROFT then moved to insert,
after the words ‘“upwards,” the following—
‘“ Entitled within such cure to vote at Vestry
Meetings, or who, though not entitled to vote
at Vestry Meetings, hold pews or sittings in the
Church, the congregation of which the Dele-
gates are elected to represent, Carried.

The article, as amended, was then passed.

The third article was then read :—

“ The Minister himself, if present, shall pre-
side at the election ; and, in his absence, the
Curate or assistant Minister, or the Senior
Church Warden, or a Chairman elected by a
majority of those present.”

The following words were added, * taking
precedence in the order in which they are here
named,” and the article was then carried.

The 4th article was then put :—

¢ Every separate cure served by a licensed
minister shall be entitled to elect two lay re-
presentatives. But when there shall be two or
more congregations, having a corresponding
numbker of church edifices within one cure,
then each of such congregations shall be en-
titled to elect one representative.”

The Rev. Mr. WETHERALL moved, sec-
onded by Dr. SMALLWOOD, to change the
word one in the last line for two.

Carried.

The 5th article was ecarried.
lows :—

% Each representative shall receive from the
Minister or Chairman of the meeting & certifi-
cate of his election, signed by the person pre-
siding at the election ; and shall continue in
office until his successor is appointed.” But a
formin which the certificate is to be given was
added to the original form.

The 6th was carried, as follows :—

“If 5 vacancy should occur in the number
of representatives, by death, resignatiom, or
otherwise, the Minister shall proceed to hold a
new election, with as little delay as possible,
after due notice.”

The Tth article was read as follows :—
Clergymen who have been members of the
Synod, but who have become superannuated by
age or infirmity, may continue to attend the
meetings of the Synod.

Whereupon Mr. Ellis moved, seconded by the
Rev. Mr. Day, and it was carried that the article
ghould stand thus :—

Clergymen who have served in the Diocese,
but being superannuated, still reside therein,
may attend the meetings of the Synod and vote
at the same.

The 8th article was read as follows :—

It was as fol-

The Bishop shall appoint the time and place
of meeting, and adjourn and prorogue the
Synod as may appear most for the welfare of
the Diocese.

HIS LORDSHIP said that he had no desire
whatever that the article should pass in its
present shape ; but he feared that there might
be a difficulty about calling the Synod together
when there was no business to transact.

Mr. BANCROFT then moved to substitute
the following for the 8th article :—

The Synod shalt meet on the 2nd Tuesday in
every June, in the City of Montreal, or at such
other time and time and place as the said Sy'nod
shall appoint at the last }neeting_; provided
that the Bishop may call special meetings, when
he shall consider it necessary, or at the request
in writing of a number of lay and
clerical members. Carried.

Hon. GEO. MOFFATT then moved, seconded
by Rev. Mr. FLANIGAN :—
That the blank be filled up with the words
ten clerical members of separate Cures, and
thirty lay delegates. Carried.
The 9th article was read as follows :—
When the Bishop is not present the Senior
Dignitary of the Church in the Diocese then
present shall preside in his place ; and, when
the See is vacant, the Dignitary of the Church
next in rank to the Bishop in the Diocese shall
summon a meeting of the Synod and preside.

When the Bishop is not present, his Commis-
sary slila.ll.preside ; and when the See is vacant,
the Dignitary of the ‘hurch mext in rank to
the Bishop, in the diocese, shall, within a fort-
night after the occurrence of such vacancy,
Summon a meeting of the Synod, to be held in
not less than thirty days, to elect a successor to
such See, at which meeting he shall preside,
And at such meeting no business shall be trans-
acted except the election of such snecessor.

Articles 10, 11, and 12 were then carried as
follows :—

A quorum of the Synod shall consist of not
less than one-fourth of the whole number of
both Clergy and Lay representatives respec-
tively.

There shall be two Secretaries, one from the
Clergy, the other from the laity, who shall
keep the regular minutes of all procceedings of
the Synod, shall record them in a book pro-
vided for that purpose, shall preserve all
papers, memorials, and other documentsg
shall certify the public acts of the Synod and:
shall deliver all records and documents to’their
BUCCEsSors.

‘“ There shall be a Treasurer of the Synod
who shall receive and disburse all monies col:
lected and paid under its authority; and two
Auditors, who shall annually inspect and report
on the condition of the accounts’’

Articles 13, 14 and 15 were carried as fol-
lows :—

*The vote of each order shall be taken sepa-
rately, when required by three members of each
order, each vote being determined by the ma-
jority of the Members present, in each order.”

‘¢ No rule shall be binding on the Members of
the Church in this Diocese at large, which has
not received the concurrent assent of the Bishop,
the Clergy and the Laity, and has not been pas-
sed in the Synod.”

¢ Any proposition for an alteration of the
constitution, regulations, rules of order, or
canons, shall be introduced in writing, and
congidered at the meeting at which it is intro-
duced; and, if approved by a majority of each
order, shall lie over to the next meeting of the
Synod, but shall not be finally adopted unless
approved by majorities consisting ot two-thirds
of both Clery and Laity then present.

Tho Neov. Aas

mittee of three clergymen, and three lay Dele-
gates be appointed to advise with the Bishop.

The Rev. mover having made a few remarks

His LORDSHIP then stated that having been
requested . from Toronto to name Delegates to
the Provincial Synod, ke had thought it de=
sirable to do something in order that such a
Synod should take place, He had therefore
prepared a petition to Her Majesty, requesting
her to appoint one of the Bishops a Metropoli-
tan, who might call and preside over such Pro-
vineial Synod.

His LORDSHIP having read this petition,
was authorized to sign itfon behalf of the Dio-
cesan Synod.

The following Lay delegates were then
chosen to represent the Diocese at such Pro-
vincial Synod, whenever it should be held,
viz t—

ghould be adjourned to the 3rd Tuesday in June,
and that no election should take place under
the constitution just adopted, till Easter in the
year 1861.
