Reply to Germany Without Co-operation from France 
and Belgium Is Strengthened by Latest Reports from 
France—Some Observers, However, Believe that the 
Attitude of Belgium May Keep Allies Together, so that 
a United Front Toward Germany May Be Maintained— 
Belgian Reply Expected to Be Delayed a Day or Two 
Longer Than the French.

(Associated Press Despatch)

LONDON, July 28.—The opinion that Great Britain eventually will 
be obliged to send its own reply to Germany without co-operation 
from France and Belgium is strengthened by the latest reports 

from Paris.
Some observers, however, believe that the attitude of Belgium, the 

aim of whose government is described by the diplomatic correspondent of 
the Daily Telegraph as an attempt “to bridge the gulf between British 
and French standpoints,” may keep the Allies together, so that a united 
front towards Germany may be maintained.

It is reported here that there is considerable divergence in the French 
and Belgian views, and that for one thing particularly, Belgium looks 
with less favor than France upon the putative British proposal of the 
appointment of an International Commission to investigate Germany’s 
ability to pay.

The Belgian reply to Great Britain is expected to be delayed a day 
or two longer than the French, which, it is anticipated will be delivered in 
London today or Sunday.

ANXIOUS TO REACH FULL ACCORD WITH BRITISH 
(Associated Press Despatch)

PARIS, July 28.—The French note to Great Britain in reply to the 
British suggestions as to a joint response to Germany's reparation 
memorandum, was said authoritatively today to have been drafted with 
the determination to exhaust every means of reaching a full accord with 
the British.

The delivery of the French note is only awaiting word from Brussels 
that the Belgian note to London also is ready. The French communication 
in any case will be delivered by the beginning of next week, whether the 
Belgian note is ready or not, because Premier Poincare is anxious to 
comply with the desire of Lord Curzon, the British Secretary for Foreign 
Affairs, to receive France’s answer before the British Parliament ad­
journs for the summer recess.

SMALL PLANE ’ 
FOR USE AT SEA 
BY SUBMARINES

Can Be Stowed Away on Submar­
ine and Assembled for Flight 
Within a Few Minutes.

(Associated press Despatch)
WASHINGTON, July 28.—The 

United States Navy yesterday tested 
out the smallest seaplane in the 
world, designed by naval aeronauti­
cal engineers for use for submarines 
at sea.

The plane weighs approximàtely 
1,000 pounds, including its sixty 
horse power engine, and can be 
knocked down into small units, 
stowed away on a submarine and 
then assembled again ready for 
flight within a few minutes.

The type tested at the naval air 
station at Anacostia yesterday is of 
wood and wire, and within a month 
machines of that build will be de­
livered to various submarines. An­
other type for similar use is being 
made of metal.

When assembled the plane could 
be put in an ordinary living room, 
for it is only eighteen feet between

jtively informed as follows:—

In December last a certain Rus­
sian, a roomer at Nelson Street, 
Toronto, boarding house, heard on 
several occasions Russians talking 
between two and three in the morn­
ing in a room adjoining which was 
occupied by a Russian known as 
’Frank.”

From time to time, according to 
this information, Frank would leave 
for mysterious absences and return 
with large sums of money, as much 
sometimes as a thousand dollars. For 
thirteen years Frank had never been 
known to work. Before and after 
Christmas last the Russian who giv­
es the information overheard a dis­
cussion in Frank’s room regarding 
a plan to rob a bank. They did not 
mention the place, but they were 
heard to say that July would be the 
most suitable time, because then the 
Woods would be thickly in leaf and 
they could hide about two weeks,

| and then when the excitement was 
over they “could skidoo farther away 
out of Canada.”

This Russian talked several tim­
es to his sons about what he had 
heard, but they just laughed at him. 
He was away from Toronto before 
the robbery in Toronto last Tuesday, 
and feeling assured that the gang 
meant business, he telephoned to his 
sons to ask whether anything had 
happened.

His description of one man wdio 
took part in the Toronto hold-up on 
Tuesday last, “five feet nine inches, 
red face, brown hair with peak cap,” 
according to this informant was 
“Frank.”

The American athletes participat­
ing in the 1924 Olympics will be 
housed during their stay in a beau­
tiful chateau belonging to Prince 
Murat on a hill overlooking the Seine 
near Vaucresson, nine miles from 
the Colombes Stadium, in which the 
games will be held.

Arrangements to take over the 
chateau were concluded recently, the 
lease being signed by Princess Murat 
and Col. R. M. Thompson, the latter 
representing the American Olympic 
Committee.

The chateau will provide accom­
modations for from 200 to 230 ath­
letes. There is also stable space for 
the 20 or more horses and polo ponies 
which will be brought over from 
America. It is the intention of the 
committee to erect a large building, 
similar to an army barracks, for a 
motion-picture and amusement house 
and a large tent to be used as the 
dining room.

The camp kitchen will have regu­
lar army equipment and the ath­
letes will be served a real American 

j breakfast before leaving for the 
I stadium, and a light dinner in the 
evening. The noon meal will be tak­
en at the stadium. Busses will run 
between the chateau and the stad- 

! ium every quarter or half hour, ac- 
1 cording to requirements, 
j The American committee has ask- 
led the French organizing committee 
! for accommodations for about 199 
j athletes at the Olympic village being 
erected close to the Stadium.

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ANOTHER ATTACK ON EUROPE.
Hiram Johnson, of the United States Senate, has 

bfen on an extended trip through Europe and like most 
C 'me-and-go visitors to the Old World he now has, 01 at 
least thinks he has, an accurate and extensive knowledge 
of the history, conditions, motives and politics of every 
country on that continent. And now the (Senator has re­
turned to the land of the free and is celebrating his safe 
arrival from across the big waters by a series of ex­
plosive warnings against participation by the States, 
either in the League of Nations or the World Court.

According to a report from New York, Johnson at a 
dinner given in his honor, made a slashing attack 
against American participation in the councils of 
Europe, saying that the Old World had settled its own 
problems in the past and was able to settle them in the 
present. He claimed that Europe wanted America only 
for its money and potential soldiery and once getting 
this would leave the States the “prey of one faction or 
another.’’ The Senator expressed the opinion that the 
United States can command a greater respect and 
greater moral weight if she maintains her independence 
in her foreign policy.

Further evidence is not required to show that the 
.Senator is a long way from being a sound logician. 
Merely because war-tom and jealousy-rent Europe has 
settled its internal affairs in a slipshod fashion in the 
past, Johnson evidently comes to the conclusion that 
perfect harmony and peace will prevail in the future. 
Although the Old World is in an unhappy and unfor­
tunate condition at present he sees no reason why the 
States should evince a spirit of co-operation but rather 
advises his country to pass by on the other side, leaving 
Europe in the ditch, bruised and bleeding as the result 
of the recent world upheaval. The bombastic Senator 
fears that if Americans offered their aid, either through 
the medium of the Court or of the League, they might 
sell - white fingers in the task or become entangled 
i ti.u'i na which might not be entirely beneficial to 
themselves. It is the age old cry of greed which has too 
of't.i disrupted Europe and men like Johnson, who are 
re-uttering the same cry, are kicking down, rather than 
lifting up, the unfortunate countries of the world. With 
perfect harmony existing between the Old World and 
the New, the situation would rapidly improve but as 
long as the States hold aloof and refuse to actively 
participate in the untangling of Europe’s Gordian knot, 
so long will this harmony fail to exist.

However, during the past few years many American 
Senators have expressed most extraordinary opinions 
and we can only hope that the voice of Hiram is not the 
"oice of the people.

AN INVITATION TO LECTURERS,
Recent reports from aoroad indicate that European 

lecturers as showing a certain degree of hesitancy about 
coming to America and talking to audiences on this 
continent. Though they have not escaped entirely free in 
Canada, the scholars and men of note have often been 

/" severely criticized in the States and as a result, they 
have become somewhat shy and timid about approaching 
American audiences. However, -they are often heartily 

''v,welcome here, for Europe undoubtedly is the home of 
great scholars and teachers, and in the Boston Tran­
script there is a warm and earnest invitation for Old 
World celebrities to continue their tours. An editorial 
writer of this publication states:

“We neeed not be unduly disconcerted over the re­
port, made by a tour manager on his return from 
Europe, that celebrities of the Old World have lost the 
keen edge of their desire to come to the United States 
because of criticisms they have encountered on previous 
visits. In the first place, there is no evidence of • ny 
diminution in the tide of distinguished foreign visitors, 
lecturers and others, toward our shores, and in the se­
cond place it is difficult to believe that a habit of gen­
erations can so easily be thrown off. From the time 
when Matthew Arnold, and Dickens set out for the 
wilderness that America was then supposed to be, until 
the present day, when we have been honored by visits 
from G. K. Chesterton, Dr. Coue, Monsieur Clemenceau 
and a host of others—an American tour has been the 
goal of a large proportion of those who have gained dis­
tinction in arts, letters or politics in the Old World. 
Sooner or later nearly all of them have been brought to 
make a favorable answer to requests to appear on 
American lecture platforms. It has grown to be a tradi­
tion, of the same kind as that which for generations, as 
ono writer has remarked, make it mandatory upon

r PRICES AND DETAILS OF 
SHERBROOKE MARKET

Relieved from haying operations, 
owing to wet weather, farmers were 
able to attend the market at Lans- 
downe Market in larger numbers 
than the previous week and in spite 
of the continuous downpour their 
was quite a good attendance.

Although prices showed a con­
siderable reduction in Montreal par­
ticularly insofar as vegetables were 
concerned, there were few outstand­
ing reductions on the local market. 
The general trend was lower with a 
softening of prices which promises 
to become more pronounced during 
the course of tho next couple of 
weeks.

Eggs were plentiful and ranged 
between thirty and thirty-three cents 
a dozen. Large quantities were dis­
posed of at thirty cents a dozen, 
these being for strictly new laid. 
Butter was steady and in spite of the 
unsettled condition of the wholesale 
market, choice prints fetched from 
thirty to thirty-five cents a pounîf

Vegetables were more plentiful 
and prices were a shade lower. Some 
splendid cauliflowers were obtain- 
nble at fifteen and twenty-five cents 
according to size. Cucumbers were 
two and three for a quarter, beets, 
carrots, spring onions, lettuce and 
radishes, red and white, were five 
cents a bunch or six for a quarter. 
Peas in pod made their initial ap­
pearance of the season and sold at 
twenty cents a measure. Cabbages 
were anywhere from eight to twenty 
rents according to size while toma­
toes sold at twenty cents a pound.

Fruits were quite plentiful. Grape­
fruit werp still available at ten cents 
each, canteloupcB fifteen and twenty 
cents each, oranges thirty to seventy 
cents a dozen, bananas thirty-five 
to forty cents a dozen, while plums 
and peaches were offered in large 
quantities, the former selling at fif­
teen cents a dozen and the latter at 
a dollar a box. Cherries were to bu 
had at a dollar to a dollar fifteen a 
basket, and water melons were 
seventy-five cents to a dollar each.
