no to Castel Goffredo. Solferino is the centre 
and the key of the position. Behind these tnree 
points lies a second line of posts marked in the 
despatch, and important in the events of the 
day. Guidezzolo and Cavriana are the villages 
that afford this second line of stations ; and 
Volta, also mentioned in the telegram, is a 
town about four miles in the rear of that se­
cond line of posts, and within a very short dis­
tance of the western Dank of the Mincio. We 
have thus the Austrian order ot battle and dis­
tribution of force perfectly indicated. What 
the French positions may have been we can 
only conjecture. They probably formed a line 
which would have Castiglione for its centre.
As the Austrians say that their left wing 
advanced beyond Castel Goffredo and near­
ly reached the banks of the Chiese, it is 
probable that the allied force was principal­
ly concentrated in the higher district which 
approaches the shores of the Garda Lake. The 
Austrian line seems to have advanced in a cres* 
cent form, pushing forward its wings from Poz­
zolengo and Castel Goffredo with great energy 
and some success, and attempting to force for 
ward their centre along the slopes of the up­
lands towards Castiglione. Here, however, 
they were met and defeated ; Solferino, “ heroi­
cally defended,^ was at last carried by the 
French troops. The Austrians had extended 
their line too far even for their immense force. 
Having thus lost the key to their whole posi­
tion. the Austrian centre must have been forced 
back to the village of Cavriana, four miles in 
the rear. They must again have been dislodged 
by the pursuing French and Sardinians, and 
again must have retreated upon Volta, six 
miles still further in the rear. Volta, is, we be­
lieve, an open town, ançi the Austrian centre, 
which now occupied it, was tep miles in rear of 
the position it had held in the morning. The 
French were following up their success, and 
were preparing for an attack upon Volia with 
their main body. If this should succeed, the 
Austrian army must be cut in two and entirely 
routed. The Austrian Emperor therefore called 
in his wings, now so greatly in advance of his 
centre, and drew off his entire army ; not, how­
ever, retreating very far, but, as it would ap­
pear, retiring only to the bank of the Mincio, 
which, after Volta had become his central po­
sition, was close in his rear. Next day he cross­
ed the river, and we have now the significant 
announcement that General Hess takes the 
command, and +hat importait business requires 
the presence of the EmPeror 
Vienna.

The most wpnderful characteristic of the 
whole campaign is, that the Austrians when 
beaten weie allowed to evacuate the field of 
battle without pursuit. Whether this is modera­
tion or policy or necessity we cannot yet tell. 
Nor can we tell whether he looks upon this Aus­
trian army as a sportsman looks upon the game 
in his preserves, and manages them with a de­
sign ot getting as many battues out of them as 
possible, or whether it has always been a chance 
-happily decided in his favor-yrhetber he should 
drive back those obstinate Austrians, or fail bih1- 
self in the effort. Napoleon III, keeps bis own 
counsel too closely to let Europe know this 
interesting truth. It appears certain, however, 
that when the Austrians were content to retreat, 
the contemplated aUaok upon Volta was sus­
pended, and the advance of the French ceased. 
Was it the bridge of gold to the hying enemy, 
or was it the accord of peace to the beaten and 
vet abiding foe ? But, whatever may be the 
determiuing cause of these tactics, it certainly 
is not the want of any personal enterprise on 
the part of the French Emperor which has 
allowed the Austrian army remain unbroken 
after this defeat. He has shown himself to be 
as personally brave as any one of his Grena­
diers, and we must not cavil at the steps of 
progress which are so leisurely but apparently 
so surely mounted. We should rather look for­
ward with interest for tokens of that modera­
tion in victory, which, after allj must test the 
ultimate prosperity of even this Biost prosper­
ous of men.

ernment ot the conduct of certain high em-
nloveés “who were surrepUtioualx endeavour-
fug to rob them of their inhetited treasure, the 
Cyrillic character, and with it of the language 
and religion which had been theirs tor more 
than 1 000 years.” I repeat, that if things 
ong remain as they now are, Austria uiust ne­

cessarily go to pieces. The catastrophe may 
be and probably will be avoided, as the Em­
peror is said to have heard more truth since he 
has been in Italy than he ever did before It 
has struck me during the last day or two that 
great depression prevails in Governmental cir- 
cles, and it is not improbable that some of the 
civil uyutais begin to think their days are num­
bered.

The decree in favour of the Protestants of 
Hungary here spoken of has, we learn by tele-? 
graph, been at last passed in a hurry and with­
out the usual forms. What a lesson is this ig- 
nominous return in the hour of danger to the 
system of toleration, which has been recently 
broken up.

The Roman States are still in a very excited 
condition. A despatch from Marseilles of the 
24th says that :—

“On Sunday the crowd assembled before the 
French garrison, and were about to display the 
tricoloured flag, and to proclaim the dictator­
ship of Victor Emmanuai, but General Goyon 
prevented it. The Pope has notified his protest 
against the dismemberment of his States to the 
Powers represented at the Paris Conferences. 
At Gaeta yesterday the Pope addressed the 
Consistory on the separation of the Romagna 
from the States of the Church. His Holiaess 
communicated to the Cardinals a letter of the 
Emperor Napoleon, guaranteeing the indepen­
dence of the Papal States. The delegate of 
Ancona has withdrawn into the fortress with 
the troops, who have there fortified them­
selves.

THE NEWS BY THE HUNGARIAN.

We have to thank Messrs. Gillespie & Co., of 
Liverpool, and D. Masson Esq., for papers of 
the 29th inst, forwarded by the Hungarian. 
Up to the night of the 28 th there was no news 
in Liverpool of the alleged crossing of the 
Mincio by the French, and we are inclined to 
believe that that statement is premature. The 
battle so far as the facts could be make out at 
London on the 28th are presented in an article 
from the London Times, which we quote :— 

THE BATTLE OF SOLFERINO.

From an Austrian, and, therefore, somewhat 
suspected source we have the following :

On the 12th of May Lord Cowley informed 
the Earl of Malmesbury that the Frrnch Gov­
ernment “ was most anxious that no cause of 
umbrage should be given to Her Majesty’s Go­
vernment on any question regarding Turkey,” 
but the news recently received from the coast 
of Albania is not fn keeping with the assur­
ances which were given Count Walewski. A 
few days ago two French frigates cast anchor 
at Antivari, or rather at Yalle di Croce, the 
port of Antivari, and sent several chests on 
shore. Two of the chests, which were opened, 
contained different kinds of gold and silver 
coin, and the others—from their form were 
supposed to be filled with weapons. The com­
manders of the French frigates informed the 
Turkish authorities that it was their intention 
to establish a depot in the vicinity of Antivari, 
and further stated that 20 other French vessels 
of war might be expected. The news of this 
violation of the neutrality of the Turkish Em­
pire was first forwarded to this city, and then 
to Constantinople and London. The Porte 
has entered a protest against the occupation of 
its territory by the French, but I do not yet 
know whether Her Majesty’s Government has 
thought fit to remind Count Walewski of his 
(Conversation with Lord Cowley, lesterday 
evening official information was received from 
Antivari that three English merchant vessels-- 
the Marmora, the Seatpn, and the Sunderland 
—had landed coals and ammunition, and that 
an English screw ship had just come into port. 
There can be no doubt that the coin an.d mate­
rial of war which are now being landed on the 
coast of Albania are intended for Prince Daniel 
and the Chief of the Miridites, who, as you are 
aware, have recently been in direct correspon­
dence. If things go well with the Sardo- 
Jtrenpb army, the Emperor Napalson will hardly 
bring his barbarous allies into the field, but his 
promise to localize the war will not be religi­
ously kept should he fail to eject the A1131!*11119 
from their strongholds.

Impost ant Decision of the United States 
Goveenment as to the Right of Neutrals.— 
We cut the following from the New York 
Herald of Friday morning :—

Washington, July 7, 1859.
The important State paper as to the position 

of the United States upon the question of neu­
tral rights has been completed, and was des­
patched to ail our Ministers in Europe by the 
“ Persia,” on Wednesday. As one of the first 
commercial nations.of the earth, we can no 
longer permit the grave questions which may 
arise affecting commerce to be disposed of 
without our voice and influence being heard 
and felt in their adjustment.

The present manifesto lays down broad 
principles which will govern ns in the main­
tenance of our rights as neutrals, and there is 
every reason to believe that the positions now 
assumed will be adopted by all the great na­
tions of Europe. The principal points are of 
course with reference to a limitation of articles 
which shall be deemed contraband of war. The 
United States holds that nothing should be 
embraced in this list but the direct and immedi­
ate munitions of warfare, such as powder, mus­
kets, cannon, lead and saltpetre, Ac. Coal, 
which is the very foundation of manufacturing 
and commercial transactions, is declared by 
the United States not to be contraband of war, 
and any attempt to construe it otherwise will 
be viewed as an encroachment upon our com­
merce. So, also, are breadstuffs not contra­
band of war. The broad doctrine is also reiter­
ated that a free flag covers the cargo.

Whdst the despatch makes no allusion to pri­
vateering, it is well understood, as a settled 
principle of the American doctrine, that under 
no circumstances will we abandon that right.

The promulgation of this despatch will doubt­
less be followed by large orders for coal in this 
country, and generally will have the effect of 
promoting the interests ot American shipping.

Austria maintains that coal is contraband ot 
war, whilst France and Russia hold to a con­
trary doctrine.

T., and that she was purposely brought iuto 
this city aud forsaken, to the end, that she 
might no longer be a burthen upon them.

The Emperor of the French has named his 
new victory. The action is not one of unmiti­
gated triumph to the conquerors, nor of utter 
defeat to the vanquished. It resembles rather 
Wagram than Austerlitz. It is, as usual where 
Austrian troops fight and Austrian Generals 
command, just an inclination ot the balance in 
favor of the enemy. It is an example of stub­
born discipline contending at once against an 
enterprising and intelligent enemy, and against 
tbe evils of a divided command. While the 
Zouaves were being borne back by the Aus­
trians in position at Buffalora, and Napoleon 
himself was engaged in an unequal contest, four 
Austrian Generals were quarrelling as to the 
manner in which supports should be sent up, 
and quarrelled till the victory was torn from 
them.

The conflict took place on the narrow dis­
trict which is bounded by the course of the 
Chiese on the West and by that of the Mincio 
on the East. All the places mentioned in the 
telegrams will be found* about midway be­
tween these two rivers. Great as was 
the force assembled, and enormous as
was the amount of ground covered,
the battle did not reach down to the neighbour­
hood of Mantua, nor extend southwards beyond 
half the distance between that fortress and Pes- 
chiera. In this campaign, which is fought in 
a network of waters, great rivers do not appear 
to play their usual important part ; they are 
passed and repassed, they are bridged and 
forded, they are fortified and abandoned, but 
they are never seriously defeuded. The Tici­
no and the Sesia submitted to the passage of 
the invader, and even the Po was crossed and 
recrossed several times with impunity. When 
in their turn the French and Sardinians wished 
to pass the Ticino, the ttte-de-pont at Buffalora 
was discovered to be untenable, and the invad­
ers of Lombardy marched over almost as unre­
sisted as the invaders of Piedmont. After the 
battle of Magenta the Lambro was not an ob­
stacle, the Adda was reached only to find brok­
en bridges, and dismantled fortresses, but no 
enemy such as once before had defended that 
bridge of Lodi. The Séria and the Mella were 
passed by both hosts, and the Chiese. which 
had been so often and so fiercely defended, was 
swarmed over by the Zouaves as though it had 
been a river of France. This is a novelty in 
tactics. Perhaps it has been discovered that 
the old masters of the art of war were wrong 
and that the passage of great rivers is not an 
operation during which an enemy may be taken 
at advantage.

It is singular that we are indebted to the van­
quished for all our reliable information as to 
the circumstances ot this great battle. Not 
only is the Austrian bulletin the most candid 
acknowledgment of a defeat ever given to the 
world, but it is also tbe most satisfactory his­
tory of a battle ever put into the same number 
of woids. By the light of these seventeen lines 
of print and a tolerable map one can almost 
see the situation of the combatants and the 
great features of the engagement. The ground 
upon which this battle was fought differs much 
from the spongy plain through which the 
Austrians had been so long retreating, and the 
French had been so long advancing. The 
sen them end of the Lago di Garda consists of 
hiiis and broken uplands, which have always 
be. n considered as favourable to defensive 
oj.estions. Wncn the Austrian Emperor 
changed his tactics so suddenly that the com­
ma.. J to recross 'the Mincio appeared rather 
itie result oi a caprice than a deliberate judg-i 
ment it was into these uplands that he led his

There will probably be a battle on the Mincio, 
for the command of that river, which presents 
several places where the invaders can have all 
the facilities which are to be hoped for in such 
an enterprize that is to say high banks on their 
side so as to command the bank occupied by

towards the army which is about to pass as will 
enable them by lining their side with artillery 
to enclose tbe troops on the opposite side with 
fire. Once across they must begin tbe sieges of 
the fortresses.

For this purpose, according to the corres 
pondent of the Times, writing from the allied 
camp, the beseigers will employ novel and ex 
traordinary means.

“ Of one thing you may be certain, however 
that tbe famous quadrilatère has been the object 
of study long betore the war began ; its 
strength is not underrated, and means are pro­
vided accordingly adequate to the work 
What these means are of course you don’t ex­
pect me to tell, but you may prepare yourself 
for something astonishing and most unexpect­
ed. In fact, let your imagination roam 
through a world of conjectures, and if you have 
lost sight of everything familiar to your ideas 
you will be nearest the truth.”

In the meantime it seems all but certain that 
the Regent of Prussia will shortly throw the 
weight of his military power into the balance 
on the side of Austria, and he is reported 
to have an army quite as formidable in 
numbers and discipline as that of either the 
French or Austrians. There is so much con­
current testimony on this subject, that it seems 
all but certain that this will be the next step 
which we shall hear of. It is confidently stated 
that the Regent has presented to the French 
Emperor a message proposing terms of pacifica­
tion in somewhat arbitrary language, and that 
the latter replied without delay, by telegraph, 
“ War be it then.” If this movement be de­
layed till the great square of fortresses is in 
possession of the French, it will be too late 
If propar to have been made, it should have 
been made sooner. Probably, however, if pro­
per organization has been adopted, the troops 
may be moved down by railway from Northern 
Germany as rapidly as Napoleon’s troops were 
brought on the field. It is said that a strong 
effort is being made in the Russian Court to 
modify its intentions in a way favourable t° 
Austria, and from another quarter it is reported 
that Russia has signified her objection to any in­
surrection being fomented in Hungary. In Eng­
land some of the new ministers on the hustings 
spoke strongly of the necessity of being pre­
pared for war, and the Attorney General re­
marked that there was a point beyond which 
Napoleon must be told that he must not go,

Mr. Cobden was expected to arrive at Liver­
pool the day the Hungarian left, and was to be 
met with great demonstrations of respect.

Austria punished for that stupid, blind, bi­
gotry, which has suppressed all intellectual 
movements, to the point of making Her 
send out a fine ' army to be thrown 
away by its generals, is now in its 
hour of need retracing its steps, in order 
to try whether it will not be better to gain 
the hearts of her subjects than alienate them. 
A correspondent of the Times, writing from 
Vienna, says :—

The wrong done to the Protestants in Hun­
gary is one of the causes of the disaffection 
which prevails in that province, and some time 
ago the Emperor told the Archduke Albrecht 
that the matter should be speedily and satisfac­
torily settled. In obedience to the express 
orders of His Majesty, the affair was at once 
taken in hand by Count Leo Thun, and it would 
by this time have been definitely disposed of 
had not the Council of the Empire (Reichsrath) 
raised all kinds of objections to the proposals 
made by the Minister. The Sovereign is said 
to place great confidence in this august assem­
bly, which is principally composed of worn-out 
statesmen, once eminent lawyers, and several 
lay Jesuits. The vts inertia of the Reichsrath 
is so great that it acts on the State machine as 
a break does on à railwny train. The feeling 
in Croatia and Slavonia is by no means good, 
and it will probably become worse now that 
Count Jellachich is dead. The gallant Ban 
some years ago told me that M. von Bach “had 
succeeded in transforming zealous patriots iuto 
discontented and sullen tax-payers.” At such 
a moment as the present, when the very exist­
ence of the empire is at stake, the Jesuits, who 
are behind the Minister for Ecclesiastical 
Affairs, have induced him to give offence to the 
Ruthenes, a highly loyal Russo-Slavonic race 
mog in Galicia. The Ruthenes, who number

Greek Church, and recognise the Pope as their
spiritual pastor and master. Their priests 
however, address their Maker in the Slavonie 
instead of the Latin language, and 
take unto themselves wives, and conse­
quently are treated as schismatics by the 
Jesuits.

The “ Hcngaeian’s” Short Passage. —We 
are now so accustomed to the speed and regu­
larity of the Canadian line of steamships, that 
a quick run makes little impression.

make better time between their ports 
than their rivals. If it should ever be fpund 
advisable to increase the rates of subsidy, so as 
to obtain vessels of the same steam-power as 
the Cuuarders and the old Collins line, we 
have no doubt that our C. R. M. Steamship 
Company would place upon this route vessels 
that would reach Quebec, regularly, in from 
thirty-six to forty-eight hours quicker than the 
average voyages to New York. This is a most 
encouraging reflection for all concerned in the 
Canadian trade, especially when it is remem­
bered that a great part of the American popu­
lation resides as near to Quebec as to New 
York. On this head we may append the fol­

at Halifax on the 28th inst. The following 
particulars we take from the British Colonist 
ot Halifax :—

Amongst the celebrations in honor of the 
Queen’s coronation, a yacht race was appoint­
ed to take place at 12 o’clock, an incident in 
the day’s rejoicings that was looked forward to 
with a great deal of pleasure by a large number 
of our citizens. The race started in fine style, 
though the weather was squally—but scarcely 
five minutes elapsed, when one of the boats1 
struck by a sudden squall, was seen to capsize, 
and sink alipost immediately. The contest 
was instantly abandoned, and the different 
yachts, as tyall as all other boats in the vicinity, 
hastened to the scene of the disaster. Those in 
Mr. John Wallace’s boat oncoming up, shoved 
off their boom to the first person they neared, 
who saved himself by clinging to it ; at the 
same moment a rope was thrown to another 
young man, who grasped it and was hauled in. 
The two young men thus saved were Midship­
men belonging to the Indus. Another gentle­
man, Hardinge Stewart, Esq,, of the Commis­
sariat Department, was picked up greatly ex­
hausted, by Mr. Fishwick, who happened 
to be near in a small boat. While this 
was taking place, Mr. S. A. White’s 
float reached the scene, and by the exertions 
of Mr. White and Mr. Jacob Mitler the remain­
ing two of the five who were on board 
the yacht when she struck, were taken out of 
the water. These were, the lamented deceased, 
Mr. McNab, and Hon. Ernest G. L. Cochrane, 
(sou of the Earl of Dundonald,) whose noble, 
heroic conduct throughout the affair is the 
theme of everybody’s praise and admiration. 
On finding that the boat was sinking, he first, 
Uith great presence of mind, called upon his 
companions' to glear themselves from the rigg­
ing, and then asked if they all could swim. 
Mr. McNab answered that he'could not. ‘I Then 
keep by me,” (said Mr. Cochrane) “ and I will 
save you.” Full half an hour elapsed before 
assistance reached them, during all which time, 
and though all but exhausted himself, he never 
let go of his charge. When the boat reached 
them, the persons in her could see nothing of 
Mr. McNab, and it was only on hauling in Mr. 
Cochrane, then in an insensible state, that they 
found he still retained a firm hold of his com­
panion, although unfortunately he was unable 
to keep his head out of the water. Mr. MeNab 
was taken on board the Indus, and every effort 
made by Dr. Donville and other medical gentle­
men, to restore animation, but all too late—the 
vital spark had fled.

He was a universal favorite, and his loss will 
be long felt and deeply deplored by his fellow 
townsmen. With his bereaved family we 
sincerely sympathize.

We believe that it was a mistake to say that 
Mr. McNab could not swim. He swajn well 
but was exhausted before assistance reached 
bim.

THE NEW ATLANTIC TELEGRAPH.

[From the Times, 15th June, 1859.]
At last the long-peaking question as to the 

probability of telegraphic communication being 
established between this country and America 
seems in a fair way of being settled. While the 
old Atlantic Telegraph Company has been 
wasting the money of the shareholders and 
seeking preposterous conditions from the Gov­
ernment, to guarantee them from the evils of 
their own scientific mismanagement, a new 
company has been quuuly formed under the 
best auspices, and, wirluout troubling the Gov­
ernment about subsidies, or anything else, have 
carefully matured their piaog with such foresight 
and deliberation as to lead the electrical world 
to look forward confidently to a successful 
solution of this great submarine enterprise. The 
British Transatlantic Telegraph Company pro­
pose, vyitbin this yeg,r if possible, to 
lay their cable from the Land’s-end, in 
Cornwall, to Blanc Bab’on, an island in the 
Straits oi Belle Isle, at one of the entrances of 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and a little to the 
north of Newfoundland. A short wire, to be 
laid by a separate company, takes the cable in 
from Blanc Sablon to the Island of Anticosti 
where it meets lines already open, communi­
cating with Quebec, Montreal, and, indeed, all 
pnrts of Canada. Another short line from An­
ticosti will be submerged to Cape Breton, where 
it will join the network of lines which com­
municate with Halifax, Nova Scotia, Boston 
New York, &c. The advantages which snob a 
route presents over one starting from the west 
coast of Ireland are immense, both in point of 
economy and freedom from the submarine dan­
gers which beset the track from Valentia to 
Newfoundland. In the first place, the average 
depth of the entire route is supposed to be less, 
while by starting from Laud’s-end the steep 
range of submarine mountains on the west 
coast of Ireland, on which the Atlantic tele­
graph was so carelessly lost, is entirely avoided, 
Un the Atlantic side, the lines not being ham­
pered with such preposterous conditions for 
messages as those which would check their 
transmission over Newfoundland, the tariff tor 
their re-transmission will be less than one-half of 
what would be charged if sent by the American 
Company from St. John’s, while the line, being 
all submerged,is,of course,less exposed to injury 
than in crossing the almost unexplored wilds of 
Newfoundland. On this side of the water the 
advantages of having the terminus at Land’s- 
end are almost greater. The increased distance 
is very little over 15Q miles ; but a message ar­
riving at Land’s-end is transmitted direct to its 
destination at a small cost, while the cost from 
Valentia is much greater, and the message it­
self has to be re-transmitted always four times, 
aud sometimes oftener. If it merely avoided 
the necessity of messages coming from Ame­
rica to London being first known at Liverpool, 
where by tbe Irish route they must be trans­
mitted, the gain to merchants by a Land’s-end 
terminus would be most important.

From the hour that the scheme for spanniug 
the Atlautie with a telegraph wire was first 
mooted, we have again and again advocated, in 
the strongest terms, the necessity for using a 
light cable, and, above all, for doing away with 
the outer covering of spiral wire. How the old 
Atlantic Company proceeded all the world now 
knows. They made a cable which it was pub­
licly known could not answer its purpose, and, 
as if to take away even the theoretical chances 
of its success, the two halves, by the neglect

a different direction These wires, which were 
only additional weight, were supposed to give 
strength,and necessitated the costly and destruc­
tive apparatus for paying out machines, which 
were designed by Sir Charles Bright, and 
which, under that engineer’s management,even­
tually proved the rain of the whole plan__
Hpwever, we must do the old company thejus- 
tice to say that, baviqg now lost all their money 
they at last see their error, and that there is as 
little phanpe of anotlier wire-covered rope go­
ing to sea under their auspices as there is of 
its submergence being again intrusted to any 
but regular contractors, The British Transat­
lantic Telegraph Company proposes to use t 
cable of the very lightest descriptiou. Its 
lightness, iu fact, is made its strength, and the 
outer covering ot wire is entirely done away 
With. The conductor is to be composed of 
seven popper wires having about twice the sec­
tional area of that used by tbe old Atlantic 
Company. Jt will be coated with a combina­
tion ofgutta percha, with manifold insulators, 
the outer portion being wound round with a tex­
tile fabric in a peculiar manner, so as to perfect 
and strengthen the rope and its insulation to 
the utmost. The outer covering ot all will be 
of hemp, interwoven longitudinally, so as
to be without either turn or stretch._
This outer covering, before being used, will, 
no doubt, be passed through a solution of 
either india rubber or gutta percha ; the 
rope afterwards being compressed under 
a steel die will insure a uniform gauge and the 
solution penetrating to the very utmost. The 
diameter of the gutta percha insulator will be 
about double that used iu tbe rope of the old 
company, and the diameter of the whole cable 
about two-thirds of an inch. The weight is 
less than 8 cwt. per mile, the breaking strain 
about two tons, or equal to supporting nearly 
six miles of its own weight in air and no fobs 
than 25 miles ot its own weight in sea water. 
The cost of the whole cable will be about half 
of that which was lately lost by the old com­
pany.

This cable is to- be contracted for under a 
special arrangement which guarantees the 
shareholders against any risk of loss. The con­
tract will not be also much per mile, but for a 
certain sum under £350,000 the contractors un­
dertake to make the wire, insure it, sub­
merge it, and deliver it over to the company iq 
working order. During the time of its manu­
facture the company are to advance certain 
sums to the contractors not exceeding in all 
50 per cent, of the entire contract price For 
these advances, which bear interest to the com­
pany at the rate of 5 per cent, till the comple­
tion of the contract, security is given by the 
contractors, who, in case of the failure of the 
cable, are bound to repay them within a certain 
time. When the cable is completed and shipped 
the contractors are further bound to insure it 
aud deliver the policy to the company as a col- 
lateral security. Üçly when the cable is laid 
in working order, and possession formally given 
to the company, wiii the contractors become 
entitled to receive the money for it. It is not 
often that shareholders meet with such a favor­
able arrangement, or one which so completely
of “3 1°33 of any kind' and^
or course, it is owing to this that a large 
portion ot the capital has already been sub! 
scribed for. In order to prevent the overcrowd­
ing of messages the tariff of charges wTbe 
arranged according to three soales-fiz., one for 
ordinary messages, one for express messages 
and one for special messages.'

The course of the balloon on starting was to 
the north-east for a distance of about fifteen 
miles from St. Louis, when it took a course due 
east.

At 8:30 P.M., Mr. Wise went to sleep, and 
left the management of the ship alone to Mr. 
LaMountain until 11:30. About that time the 
balloon had ascended to a great altitude, and 
was discharging gas so rapidly that it became 
necessary to descend. Mr. LaMountain called 
to Wise to open the valve, but there was no 
answer. He then urged Mr. Gager to ascend by 
the ropes and see what was the matter. This 
the latter promptly did. He found Wise sitting 
with his head dropped upon his breast, with the 
pipe, from which gas was discharging freely, 
directly under him. He was entirely insen­
sible, and would have died in less than five 
minutes. Mr. Gager drew him into the pure 
air, where he soon recovered.

The voyagers observed during the night the 
prevalence about, above, and under them, of a 
remarkable phosphorescent light, which seemed 
to invest everything and give it a peculiar ap­
pearance. It made the balloon look line a 
globe of fire seen through oiled paper, as Wise 
described it. It was easy to tell the woods 
from the open country by the belts of black 
lines which they indicated—and on crossing a 
body of water it seemed as though the voyagers 
were passing between two sheets of flame of a 
mellow color, which lighted them up and gave 
to their countenances, and to the objects imme­
diately surrounding them, a peculiar hue, This 
phenomenon was as agreeable to those who wit­
nessed it as it was remarkable.

The country over which the balloon passed 
during the night was very thinly settled. La 
Mountain was continually calling out to those 
below to ascertain what region oi country they 
were in ; but the only responses were the echoes 
of his voice, the barking of dogs, and the occa­
sional howl oi wolves.

At four o’clock in the morning, the balloon 
passed over Fort Wayne. At 5 A. M., Lake 
Erie became visible in the far distance. At six 
the party passed Toledo. At live minutes to 
seven the Lake was struck near Sandusky. 
Mr. LaMountain determined to attempt 
to cross it, his great object being to 
determine the effect of water upon the gas, 
which some savants declared would prove the 
transit of the Atlantic an impossibility.
He directed a descent to within about five 
hundred feet of the water, in order to make as 
nearly as possible the city of Buffalo. Passing 
a propeller, he asked those on board, “ Is this 
Fake Erie ?” “Rayther,” wae the answer, “and 
you had better look out.” Disregarding the 
injunction, the intrepid voyagers went on, and 
received a parting salute from the whistle of 
the propeller. Seven steamboats were passed 
and saluted, and the result proved that a large 
body of water has no unusual effect whatever 
upon a balloon. Tne descent was directed 
with the object, as we have said, of striking 
near Buffalo. However, the balloon crossed 
Grand Island, between Buffalo and Lock- 
port.

It was then decided—the repeated ascents 
and descents having diminished the supply of 
both gas and ballast—to steer as nearly as pos­
sible for Rochester, land Mr. Gager and Mr. 
Hyde, and leave the two professional balloon- 
ists to continue their trip to the seaboard. 
Accordingly, at one o’clock, Lake Ontario ap­
pearing in the distance, a gradual descent was 
commenced. This was continued until the 
balloon was within about a thousand feet of 
the earth and three or four miles from Roches­
ter, when the voyagers found that they were 
caught in a tornado, which was blowing them 
along at a speed of two miles a minute, a-nd 
whirling them through the air at that terrifi­
cally rapid rate.

The situation of the balloonists was now one 
well calculated to freeze their blood with 
horror. To ascend and escape from the hurri­
cane would have required more ballast than 
could have been dispensed with; to descend 
would be death—all on board would be dashed 
to atoms on striking the ground. Mr. Wise 
turned pale and said, “Gentlemen, certain des­
truction awaits us. If we strike the earth in 
this tornado we are all dead men.” At this 
moment the balloon was swept at a dreadful 
rate over the lake. Mr. Gager says that Mr. 
La Mountain proved himself a hero to be trust­
ed ; he could not have been more cool if he 
stood upon dry land. Indeed, he was the only 
one of the four entirely self-possessed.

At 1.20 Rochester was left about a mile 
abreast. La Mountain stood alone in the boat ; 
the other three were clinging to the basket 
above. Wise cried out excitedly to La Moun­
tain, “ For God’s sake heave overboard any­
thing you can lay your fingers on, La Moun­
tain !” La Mountain, who was standing near 
the side of the boat, with a popeller fan in his 
hand, ready to throw out at the critical mo­
ment, cried out, “ Keep cool, gentlemen ; it’s all 
right.” Mr. Hyde looked up at Wise, and said 
solemnly, “ This is a dreadful time, Professor; 
what shall we do ? ’ “ Trust in God aud our
faculties,” was the answer. In a few seconds 
more the Balloon went down with a fell swoop 
upon the lake, notwitstanding Wise had thrown 
ont a veavy valise, an express mail bag and 
surging and boiling awfully, the waves running 
from twelve to fifteen feet high, and moaning 
as if for the impending doom of the æro- 
nauts. The shock was a dreadful one. It 
Stove in one side of the boat, and jerked La 
Mountain so that his hat fell into the water. “For 
God’s sake, John, are you out?” shouted Wise, 
over the basket. “ Don’t trouble yo urselves 
about me, gentlemen,” was the response ; I’m 
all right, aud I am going to take you across 
safe yet.” Andover went the propellor fan, 
lifting the balloon a few feet above the water. 
The voyagers now began to question how they 
woqld be killed. Wise said he was resigned , 
Gager was willing to go, but for his poor wife ; 
Hyde felt prepared, but would rather die on 
land than water, LaMountain insisted that no­
body was going to be killed, as he would land 
them all safe. A moment alter, the propellor 
Young America was signalled and asked to lie 
by; but before she could do sq she was a mile as. 
tern. Wise now proposed to descend, swamp 
the boat, and trust to the change of being 
picked up. This LaMountain peremptorily re­
fused to do, declaring that such would be a cer­
tain death for all. By tearing the planks from 
the bottom of the boat, and throwing off his 
his heaviest clothing,he kept the balloon afloat, 
until, at about 0.30, the shore was struck, in a 
piece of woods of the town of Henderson. In­
stantly tbe anchor was thrown out. It first 
caught a tree au inch in diameter, 
but broke like a pipe stem—the bal­
loon surging on with a power equal 
to two qr three locomotives. Next the anchor 
caught in a larger tree, and the prongs, which 
were of an inch and a quarter iron, were broken 
squarely of. LaMontain might at this moment 
have cut loosethe boat lauding himself and leav­
ing his companions to their fate ; but instead 
of doing so he clambered into the basket, deter­
mined [o, share with, them their perils. Over­
come by adipiration,' Mr. Wise sprang up ex­
claiming “ By God, John, you are a hero. 
If I can come ont alivp you shall have a gojd 
medal and the credit of saving us all. " At 
this moment, the balloon, which was whirling 
over the trees—the voyagers clinging to the 

et, ^and sometimes hanging head down­
ward -struck a main branch of a monstrous 
oak, bead on. Away went the balloon; car 
and limb a hundred feet in the air, and down 
again with a fearful plunge, leaving all sus­
pended in the air, alive and safe, the balloon 
torn from top to bottom, but the only passenger 
injured being the hero of the voyage, Mr. Moun­
tain who was badly brnised in the side.

Mr. Devlin said he thought ke ought to bè I

THE GREAT BALLOON VOYAGE.

MR. GAGER’S ACCOUNT OF THE TRIP

[From the Troy Times, July 5 )
The voyage, which had been announced for 

the 23rd of June, was delayed to the 1st oi 
July by the misunderstanding between LaMoun- 
tam and Wise. The inflation was accomplish- 
ed soon after six o’clock' on Friday afternoon. 
Ihe Atlantic was unlashed and sailed into the 
upper deep about ten minutes after seven. It 
had been provided with a wicker basket which 
being suspended between the ballohn and thé 
lifeboat, by rfiee.na of a concentric hoop was 
intended to guard against the contingency ot 
danger in landing, whjch occurred to demon­
strate the wisdom of the precaution. The boat 
contained six hundred pounds of ballast a 
bucket of water, a bucket of lemonade, bread 
wine, poultry, cake and various delicacies fur­
nished by ladies in St. Louis,

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

Yesterday, Mr. Justice Aylwin adjudicated 
on an application made to him by Mr. Carter 
and Mr. Devlin, to admit to bail Stuart, the 
man accused of burglaries in the stores of seve­
ral of our merchants. The application having 
previously been made to Mr. Justice Monk and 
refused, Mr. Justice Aylwin invited the pre­
sence of Mr. Justice Monk in Chambers. He 
then stated that, in cases where bail was 
offered for a prisoner accused of crime, the 
Magistrate was the authority to whom the 
application should be made in the first in­
stance. This had been done here, and the mag­
istrate, in his discretion, had refused. Then 
an application had been made to another Judge 
who had also rejected it. Heie was, so far, a 
res' judicata, which it would require some 
reason excessively strong to induce him to dis­
turb. But it might be that some fresh 
matter was now alleged which would iqake the 
appiicatign a pew pne. Even then it was not 
desirable that the public out of doors should 
suppose, not understanding this difference, that 
there was a conflict between the Courts or 
Judges. Outside it would only be understood, 
if ho now took bail, that he had done what 
another Judge had refused to do. He, there­
fore, thought that Mr. Justice Monk, having 
heard the former application, should also hear 
this one, in order that he should see whether 
there were any new circumstances alleged, and 
whether, if so, these were strong enough to 
induce flim to do what he had declined at 
first,

Mr. Justice Monk, thinking that all the 
Judges had concurrent jurisdiction, believed 
that Mr. Justice Aylwin must decide the appli­
cation made to him. He would, therefore, 
decline to sit on the present application. He 
safd, however, that fie had no objection to assist 
Mr. Justice Aylwin, as the letter seemed to 
desire him to do so. _

Mr. Devlin having then suhmittnu d13 Petlr 
tion, was about to address tfie Judge, when Mr, 
Justice Aylwin remarked that he thought the 
proceeding might be cut very short. If he 
were rightly informed, there was an affidavit 
stating that this prisoner had had burglars teem 
in his possession when he was arrested, Was 
that so?

There was some little discussion upon this ; 
but finally Mr. Johnson who appeared for the 
Crown read the affidavit of O’Keary the De­
tective, to the effect that he had found cross 
head keys, iso., in Stuarts room.

Mr. Justice Aylwin said that was enough for 
him. It would be Wasting time to go farther, 
for no eloquence could induce him to change 
his old habits of thought on these matters, or 
to admit a man to bail with such a fact itself 
a crime—proved against him, especially when 
bail Had been already refused by the Police 
Magistrate, who had the whole case before him, 
rauiffi more completely than the judges could 
have, aud by another judge.
