The trial of Mrs. Ward for the 
wilful murder of her husband, after 
lasting four days, terminated on 
Tuesday in her acquittal. A perusal 
of the evidence adduced (a first 
portion of which we publish to-day) 
will show that the case was con 
ducted on both sides with a very 
great degree of ability. The Crown 
had to contend with many draw­
backs incidental to a criminal trial 
without a preliminary investigation; 
but not a point seems to have been 
lost, and that the case was lost was 
due to the simple fact that while 
poison proved beyond a question to 
have been the cause of death, no 
direct evidence connecting accused 
with its administration could be ad­
duced, and no adequate motive for 
the crime shown. That she was 
acquitted in these circumstances, 
notwithstanding the weight of cir­
cumstantial evidence against her, is 
doubtless due, however, in great 
measure to the skilful conduct ot 
the case by her attorney, Mr. San­
born, who must be congratulated on 
this achievement, in his first case of 
the kind.

In meantime a Montreal 
newspaper had come referring to a man 
having died at Capelton under suspicious 
circumstances, and as next day deceased 
had still had no letter from home, wit­
ness after consultation with Mr. Thomp­
son decidtd to tell deceased that the 
death had occurred in his house, advising 
him tiiat he had better go home. He 
had been at work that morning and left 
for home at 3 or 4 in the afternoon. 'I here 
«as a doubt as to whether he could

make the connection through to Capel- 
ton. Deceased was head carpenter.

Cross-examined, witness identified a 
statement ot deceased’s account with the 
company. Payments were made each 
month ; the last payment being $74.75 
for work and $10 for expenses, the two 
paid by cheque ot the company. Deceased 
boarded at Centreville about a mile from 
the works, and would probably pay not 
less than $20 a month, which would 
amount to $100 in the five months. Wit­
ness lived at Capelton when he first 
knew deceased, in spring of 1880. He 
was not very communicative yet not 
reticent, but one who conversed freely 
with his friends. He was a very quiet, 
steady, hard-working man. Witness 
took his meals at the Wards’ boarding 
house at Capelton for five weeks. Never 
had any reason to suspect their domestic 
relations were anything hut pleasant.

Re-examined, witness stated deceased 
was a very frugal man. By the state­
ment fyled his wages during the five 
months amounted to $467. His ex­
penses for board would he only $100.
By Court : wituess had no positive knowl­
edge what money deceased had ; hut he 
remarked before starting for Canada that 
lie had two or three hundred dollars and 
that a cheque would do as well as cash, 
for what was coming to him.

William O’Hara, Miner, Capelton, 
stated he had worked at the same mines 
as Rothwell for a year. Boarded at ac­
cused’s house. Had left in April 1883 
hut went hack in Sept. Was not there 
when deceased went away, but was there 
when Rothwell died. With them in the 
house were Thomas Hayes, Carruth, W.
M. Findlay, James McCullah, Wm. 
Irving, ail hoarders, and Maggie Lothrop 
and accused’s three daughters, Agnes, 
Mary Ann, aud Laura. Slaggie Lothrop 
did nearly all tlie work done in the 
house, but Mary Aun helped. Agnes 
was married to McCullah : they were 
married after deceased left. Mary Ann’s 
age is 13, Laura’s 7 or 8. The boarders 
all slept in a long room in the attic fiat, 
McCullah and his wife had a room down 
stairs, the younger children slept with 
their mother, Maggie part of the time 
with her and part up-stairs with Mary 
Aun. (Mr. Sanborn objected to a ques­
tion whether witness was at home the 
day Rothwell was taken ill, contending 
that it was irrelevant; but the objection 
was over-ruled.) He was not at home 
that evening (Friday 18 Jan’y) but was 
iu Sherbrooke, where he went in the after­
noon with Maggie Lothrop. They got 
hack home at about 10 o’clock. (Mr. 
Sanborn again objected to this evidence 
as being totally irrelevant : the Court 
ruled ttiat the irrelevancy was not yet of 
moment.) On their return Rothwell 
and Hayes had gone on their night 
i-hift. Saw Rothwell in wash-room next 
morning about half-past 6 (Mr. San 
horn again objected, arguing that the 
Crown had no right to go into the Roth­
well case at all. Evidence of liotb- 
well’s death was not admissible beyond 
showing a motive for Ward’s return. Mr. 
White replied that he did not propose 
to argue tlie point : lie would cite author­
ities to tlie contrary. He cited pre­
cedents from Taschereau and others, atid 
Mr. Sanborn cited still other cases iu 
support of his contention ; hut the Court 
allowed the evidence, holding that it was 
admissible to prove the death of Kotli- 
■■vell in tlie house, if done without refer­
ence to the accused. His Honor, how­
ever, made a note of the objection for 
after-use.) Uothwell died ou Monday 
morning between one and two o’clock. 
Witness was present. Saw him fre­
quently on the Saturday and Sunday be­
fore his death. He vomited fiequeutly 
on hotli days. Saw him in a convulsion 
once, just before lie died. Carruth aud 
Hayes were present. Deceased asked 
them to lift him up. Tney did so, and 
iiad him up a few seconds when lie lay 
back and straightened out. He kept on 
groaning and complained of pain in the 
stomach. Complained also of being 
cold and asked witness once to cover 
him up. He did not speak after the con­
vulsion, and died about an hour after­
wards. Before this, when he was up lie 
was very restless and wanted to move 
around a good deal. Deceased came 
home about 9 or half-past on the Mon­
day night. Thought train was a little 
late. Witness was at home when Ire ar­
rived. Accused was in bed in lier room. 
Mr. aud Mrs. McCullah had just gone to 
their room. Maggie Lothrop aud Mary 
Ward were in the kitchen. Mary was 
the first to see him when he came in. 
Accused did not expect him that night. 
She was expecting him on tlie following 
Saturday. Mr. Martin came twenty min­
utes after his arrival. Accused got up 
and sat in the dining-room, and Maggie 
Lothrop gave deceased his tea. Thought 
tiiat was before Martin’s arrival. De­
ceased took a cup ot tea and a piece of 
biscuit: did not drink all the tea. Wit­
ness was present part of the time. Heard 
him say he had not felt well for about 
ten days before. Knew only what he 
heard accused say about ins vomiting 
tiiat night. She told witness next morn­
ing that deceased Wos sic k that night 
and had vomited. She said she wanted 
to see a doctor about her husband. 
Heard deceased say if he had quit work 
and come home lie thought lie would 
have been all light, as he had felt euk 
ten days before. He said he had eaten 
beans and lelt as though he had a stone 
in his stomach Deceased went to bed 
between 10 and 11 tiiat night. Saw de­
ceased have three fainting fits while sick 
in his bed-room. (Wituess afterward 
corrected himself and said two.) He 
was undressed but not in bed. Was sit 
ting in his chair. Witness was upstairs 
and the girls called him down. De­
ceased slid off his chair, and James Mc­
Cullah helped witness to put him to 
bed. He looked white and weak. ’Ibis 
was one morning after the 4 February, 
Witness was out of work since February 
2. The second fit was on the night be­
fore he died. Never sat up with him at 
night. Was sent to Sherbrooke two or 
three times for Dr. Tabb, during the 
fortnight. Deceased always seemed to 
ho getting worse. Witness and James 
McCullah were present when lie died. 
Was at inquest. (Witness’s depositou 
before the Coroner’s Jury was here read 
Mr. Sanborn objecting that this and all 
these depositions were inadmissible as 
being ex parte, tlie witnesses having had 
no opportunity to cioss-examine. Objec­
tion over-ruled ) Wituess confirmed a 
statement in his deposition to the effect 
that deceased iiad expressed wonder as 
to whal was the matter with him.

In cross-examination, witness stated 
tiiat accused came out ol her room three 
or four minutes after deceased’s arrival 
home. Deceased ate a very light meal 
Thought tie took it before Martin eame 
in. He was unconctuus after being put 
upon the lied from the floor (in sec­
ond fainting fit.) His body was limp 
ou both occasious. Had beard it talked 
of in the family about removing to Ber­
gen Point. Boarded at tlie Wards’ from 
January or February 1883 till April, and 
returned in September. Deceased was 
at home during the first period. The 
relations of the parties were alw«y 
pleasant. Accused was generally the 
business manager in the partnership.

Re-examined, witness stated that when 
lie went to work February 4th he was on 
the night shift : the week deceased came 
home he was on the day shift. All he 
saw of the money was the cheque.

Allan F. Longfellow, Capelton, 
stated he saw deceased the Friday even­
ing after he came home. Asked him 
how ho was. He replied he was pretty 
.« ck, he tiad not been well for some 
days before tie left Bergen Point, but had 
kept to work till he started for home ; 
he had not eaten for some time, au i on 
his way, at Bellows Falls, ho had eaten 
some beans, and iiad thrown them up. 
at home he had eateu part of a biscuit 
and had thrown that up, and he had 
eaten nothing more but some corn coflee, 
(just before witness saw him) which he 
bad not yet thrown up. He said lie had 
an inward fever: he was chewing ice ; 
and said he had a craving for something 
cool. Was lying with Ids clothes on ; 
had the ice at his bed’s head, and was 
eating it steadily. Told witness the 
attack was something like that he bad 
the previous summer. He called it a 
bilious attack; and said he ought to 
have left work before he did. Had no 
other interview with him. Wiiness’s 
deposition before Coroner’s Jury bring .j 
referred to, he added, as there stated, ' 
that he bad probably seen deceased, 
twice. Deceised had said he had drunk 
too much col i water before he left Ber­
gen Point, thit he did not ustnlly take

water, and that he had taken a piece of 
lemon, which burned his stomach.

Iu cross-examination wituess stated 
that deceased attributed his sickness to 
too much cold water he had taken at 
Bergen Point : the water was not good j 
there.

Thomas Saunders, Farmer, Capelton, 
stated that he saw deceased the Friday 
before he died aud the night he died. | 
Was there on Friday the same time as j 
Longfellow, arriving about 20 minutes 
or half an hour beiore Longfellow. De­
ceased told witness be was very sick and 
could not keep anything on his stomach. 
He said be had been iil a number of days 
before he left Bergeu Point, but did not 
quit work ; aud that he had something 
like a wedge, or wind, like a hard lump, 
on his stomach. Witness was there a 
couple ot hours tlie night deceased died. 
He lay almost motionless ; did not seem 
to he in any pain. Witness did not 
think he got out of bed. He died easily. 
Witness was looking at him, and saw 
one fit.

In cross-examination, witness stated 
that he was seldom at deceased’s iiouse. 
Had never seen anything but pleasant re­
lations between deceased aud accused.

Jessie McKechnie, Sherbrooke, stated 
she had seen accused. Met tier iu Sher­
brooke a short time after tin: death of 
her husband. Some talk took place 
about the death aud the inquest : accused 
spoke of it ; she said if she could get rid 
of William O’Hara stie would be all 
right. This was sometime about tlie 
middle or the last week of March. Wit­
ness was staying for a tew days at John 
McCullah’s house, where conversation 
took place. This remark was made to 
some members of her family. She hail 
then moved away from Oapeiton and 
come liawn to Sherbrooke to live Mrs. 
McCullah, Maggie Lothrop and O’ Hava 
were with her. Saw O’ Kara with her.

In cross-examination witness stated 
she could not remember who were pre­
sent when this conversation took place. 
Thought the whole family were present. 
Meant to say iu examin tion iu chief 
that O' Hara only came to Sherbrooke at 
the same time as the others did. Wit­
ness remembered no other part of tlie 
conversation, nor how long she was 
there, nor who else were there.

James McCullah, Sherbrooke, stated 
that he was son-in-law to accused. Was 
married to her daughter, Agnes, two or 
three days before last Christmas. Had 
lived at Capelton three years with O’ 
Hara at Albert Mines. Was at home 
when deceased returned. Was in bed, 
hut did not get up uor did Mrs. MeCul- 
iah. Deceased was in bed when witness 
went to work next day. Heard he was 
sick, and saw him for first time on Tues­
day evening. Ho was sitting in the 
dining room near stove. He was com 
plaining : said lie had not been feeling 
well and ougiit to have left work earlier. 
Knew nothing about his vomiting. A 
few days before he died saw him vomit­
ing a little Saw him have a fit 9 or 10 
days after he came. He was sitting up 
in a chair in his bed room : he stiffened 
right out and slipped on to the floor. Ac­
cused called witness into the room. Af­
terward O'Hara was called. Should say 
tliis was in the second week but don’t 
know exactly. It was in the afternoon. 
Had quit work witli O'Hara. Saw this fit 
iu tiiat week. Lifted deceased into lied : 
he had a quilt around him. Accused 
was crying and deceased told her not to 
cry—he was ail right. He was uncon­
scious when they litted him up. Re­
member he had another fit alter this; 
hut did not see it. Accused sent witness 
for the doctor. Could not get Dr. Tabb 
or Dr. Pare and so took Dr. Cumir.ind. 
The family were alarmed : deceased was 
himself alarmed.

Iu cross-examination witness stated 
he thought he heard deceased was sick 
from Maggie Lothrop. Deceased said 
he had eaten beans at Bellow’s Falls. 
Was hoarding there from April 1883 : 
was there ail the time excepting two 
weeks when was away. Saw a good deal 
of accused and deceased. There were 
always pleasant relations between them, 
as far as he saw. When he raised de­
ceased on the occasion mentioned he had 
eomc-to.

As announced, Mrs. McLaughlin 
of Loston lectured in the City Hall 

j last Monday evening in connection 
with the Women's Christian Tem- 

ivlC 4 • ' peranco Union of this city. The
—--------------------------------------------- | Hall was completely tilled to stand-

! ing and many were unable to gain 
j admittance. The Rev. Dr. Reid was 
chairman. Revd’s Mr. Pitcher, 
Rrainerd and Cattanach were also 
present. After a hymn sung by a 
choir made up of representatives of 
the church choirs of this city, the 
Rev. Mr. Cattanach led in prayer. 
Mrs. McLaughlin was then intro­
duced by Dr. Reid and prefaced her 
eloquent lecture by remarking upon 
the difficulties of her position. It was 
not easy for a woman to stand before 
mixed audiences to give addresses. 
Bat the necessities of tire case, the 
dreadful evil to be met and over­
come, and the conviction that the 
Temperance Reform Movement was 
from God overruled all other con­
siderations.

The lecturer then dealt with the 
Temperance question. She spoke 
ot the dreadful aflects following the 
traffic and use of intoxicating liquors, 
to the individual, the family and 
the state. In sober eloquent lan­
guage she adverted to the known 
evils of drinking usages. She re­
ferred to statistics to show the en­
ormous growth of tho evil : the thing 
created its own demand. It brought 
men everywhere, and yet was 
shielded in many quarters by the 
use of wine and other liquors by the 
fashionable and cultured c'.ases.

She showed that 84 per cent of 
the crime committed in one State of 
tho Uniou was traceable to drink. 
She drew the picture of tho degrees 
of degradation from tho prisoner 
suffering for his first offence against 
the law—committed ho remembered 
not how or why—to the hardened 
criminal expiating his offenses on 
the scaffold. She referred to the 
poverty that the traffic engendered. 
It clothed its votaries with rags. 
She dwelt upon the unhappiness 
and misery it brought into the 
household, and its fascination over 
young men, the hope of the family 
and of tho state.

She then advised parents to begin 
early with their sens and daughters, 
and to begin right. An affecting 
personal experience was told of a 
dying mother committing lier only 
and idolized son to the lecturer’s 
care, with tho often expressed regret 
that she had not begun soon enough. 
Drink took a fearful hold upon and 
gained a degrading mastery over its 
victims. And yet no young man 
ever intended to he a drunkard. 
Young men were nut vicious in re­
gard to it.

She then dealt with prohibition. 
She showed that all license laws, as 
far as they went, were prohibitory. 
They wanted the law to go a little 
further. License prohibited tho 
many from selling and allowed the 
few—though few, still too many. 
Then it prohibited any hut persons 
of tho best moral character from 
selling. But license was also pro­
hibitory to the individual seller 
of strong drink. It prohibited 
him in the manner, tho time, and 
tho place of sale and consumption 
In Massachusetts property holders 
could say to the saloon-keeper, 
“Move on.” But they wanted the 
poor, who though without property 
had other great matters at stake, to 
be able to say as well as the rich 
man “Move on.” No class legisla- 

free countries ! Tho poor 
with her young sons about 

her, dearer by far to her heart than 
any property, and who were to be 
the support of her age, ought under 
a constitutional government to be 
able to say as well as tho rich man, 
“Mo on.” “Your business is 
dangerous to my property ; it en­
dangers my life and tho lives of my 
children ; it breeds drunkenness, 
brawling, and indecency, so you

A riot that recently occurred at Delhi 

botweeu the Hindoo and Mohammedan 
residents of that famous city strikes a 
strange note in the usual routine of a 
day’s news. In the midst of the usual 
intelligence of accident and crime, politi­
cal complications and social events, the 
telegraph informs us that our fellow- 
subjects in the Old-World capital of the 
Moguls have been fighting about a cow. 
The Mohammedans had been celebrat­
ing their Eed festival, and parties of 
them, as usual, had combined for the 
purchase of animals for the eveniag’s 
feast. One of the kine thus obtained, 
however, was claimed by the Hindoos 
as a dependent of a temple devoted to 
their god, and therefore itself sacred. 
Moreover, they gave a certain degree of 
evidence to prove the sincerity of their 
statement by offering to buy back tho 
cow for the sum of a hundred pounds— 
probably twenty times the value of tho 
animal. Nevertheless the Mohammedans 
refused to part with it, aud persisted in 
dragging tho cow off to the slaughter­
house. The Hindoos thereon attempted 
a rescue, aud the result was a serious 
affray, which was only quelled by tho 
appearance of the chief European offi­
cials and a strong force of police. A 
few years ago the same cause of quarrel 
might have sufficed to raise a general 
tumult, or even to kindle in tho city a 
blaze, both literally and metaphorically. 
In all India probably no single act could 
be perpetrated more likely to lead at 
once to bloodshed and disaster than an 
insult by Mohammedans to the sacred 
presence of a temple cow.

No animal in all the range of zoolatry 
has ever arrived at such dignities as the 
Hindoo cow. The monkey is sufficiently 
sacred, aud it goes hard with the novice 
who, unconscious of his sacrilege, shoots 
tho village peacocks. In other coun­
tries, as in the case of the dog and 
baboon, bull and ram, crocodile, hawk, 
and ibis of ancient Egypt, or the eagle 
and cow, snake, wolf, shark, and pike of 
the modern ciau-auimal worship, many 
birds and beasts, reptiles and fishes, 
have attracted to themselves tho hom­
age of nations. But, putting them all 
together, whether in fur, feather, or 
scales, they do not collectively outweigh 
the stupendous sanctity with which 
Brahminism has invested the cow. The 
bull shares in some degree its partner’s 
honors, and in the more exclusively 
Hindoo towns sacred cattle of both 
sexes lounge about the streets. No 
place is forbidden to them, aud they are 
free of every stall. Wherever they 
choose to feed, there they are at liberty 
to eat ; and wherever they choose to lie 
down, that place is theirs. Tho sweet­
meat-seller may bribe the sacred beast 
with a lump of sugar-stuff to pass on to 
the next stall, or tho grain-seller may 
exchange a chatty of cheaper grain for 
that into which tho fastidious beast has 
plunged its black muzzle. Y'et they are 
never struck and seldom reproached, 
except with qualifying phrases of re­
spect, in which the merchant deprecates 
Ins four-legged visitor's displeasure or 
apologizes for his refusal of more viands 
on the score of his own poverty. The 
cow, aud not the bull, however, is pre­
eminently tho object of worship. The 
latter may be specially sacred as the 

. “ vehicle ” of this god or a particular 
symbol of that, but tho former pervades 
the whole religion, and itself adds a 
sanctity to every deity in the Pantheon. 
When Brahma, the All-Father, took up­
on himself the beneficent function of 
creation, he first made gods and then 
the holy men, aud the cow and the 
Brahmin were produced by the same 
act of creative power. So Brahminism 
aud tho cow are inseparable, and tho 
animal, the twin, as it were, of the holy 
“twice-born,” takes rank above many 
castes of men. To save the life of a 
cow, to do it a service, to tend it in 
sickness, to revere it at all times, are 
almost as advantageous in the hereafter 
as if the same acts had been dono to­
ward a Brahmin. To kill a cow, to 
wound it, or to insult it, is reckoned, in 
the full austerity of Brahminism, a 
more heinous offence than similar wrongs 
indicted upon the lowest castes of human 
beings. The mere act of eating “ ghee ” 
—clarified butter—condones many sins, 
while the consumption of “ the five pro­
ducts ” of the cow cleanses from all 
pollution. The camel selected to carry 
the Sultan’s annual gift of the new veil 
to Mecca is, in memory of the beast 
which the Prophet rode, treated with all 
the pomp and care that would be ex­
tended to Majesty itself, and the com­
petition for the honorable posts of at­
tendance upon the brute is sometimes 
very keen. So, too, in Egypt once a 
year the sacred animals become, by 
priestly condescension, the objects of 
public solicitude and recipients of public 
services. Among the Hindoos every 
cow lives in the same sanctity peren­
nially, and enjoys a universal tender­
ness of treatment from year’s end to 
year’s end. During all the rest of the 

.twelve months, when it is not loitering 
along the caravan-route to the Holy 
City? the camel of Islam receives but 
scant respect from a provoked rider or 
short-tempered owner. So, too, the furry 
obliquities of Egyptian adoration re­
lapse in the majority of cases and for 
the greater part of the year into their 
proper places in the animal world. But 
the glory of the cow of Hindostan, like its 
prototype in Vedic legends, is never in 
eclipse. It is always at the meridian. 
In the old primitive fancies with which

British Live Stock Trade.
The Montreal Gazette cable reports of 

the British Live Stock Trade are not of 
a favorable character, although there has 
been no striking change in its condition 
during the past week. What change 
there has been, however, is of an unsat­
isfactory nature, but not enough to quo- 
tably efhet values, which are cabled 
unchanged all round. The most notice­
able feature is the spiritless demand for 
cattle. Special cables from the hading 
mark es report taade for rattle worse, the 
demand being very weak and uncertain, 
with buyers holding off in hope of a de- 
dccline. Prices, however, remain un- 
changed with the top figure lor well fin­
ished beasts at 15c. The receipts of Can­
adian and American cattle at the prin­
cipal ports since this day week have 
been fair, which, together with fair sup­
plies of English and Dish cattle, make 
up a supply large enough to place the 
trade more in buyers’ favor. Sellers, 
however, refuse to make concessions, 
and business diags somewhat, a good 
number being lelt unsold. At to-day's 
market at Liverpool transactions were 
made on the basis of the following prices 
—prime steers, 15c; fair to choice, 14jC; 
poor to medium, 134c; and inferior aud 
bulls, 104iV@12c. The sheep trade is 
unchanged, and retains its former char­
acteristics. Supplies continue heavy and 
in excess of demand, which gives an easy 
tone to piices, they being barely sustain­
ed. To-day best sheep are catded at 15c 
secondary qualities at 13c® 14e; merinos 
at 124c®131c; aud inferior and rams at 
10c® 124c

Dear Sir,—In ui) former lett, r wriiten 
under the name ot “One who Knows,” I 
promised to give you an idea ol how he 
liquor traffic was carried on in Forth nd.
1 now tedi'cm my wmd, and as it set ms 
some ot your correspondents do not be­
lieve what I write, in iutur. sign my own 
name.

In ihe first place we will take tin C y 
Liquor Agency, n large and im,o si. g 
brie* building on the corner of Cougie s 
and Markit Streets, with a fine gilt ign 
over its deors, “CityLiquor A, en y.’ No* 
this institution is simply for the sale of 
liquors for medicinal pur; os ■ , and n-efl­
ing more. There is an officer in attai d- 
ance and if he does his diny he Bells to 
them, and them only who ha- a co tor’s 
certificate. The appointment is made by 
the City Council. This is all right if ihe 
person in chaige does his dut', aud we 
will allow he does. So mm h t ir our 
place that provides for siekr ess, and 
me place ought to suffice such a city a- 

tbis.
The mxt subject in regard to the traf­

fic that I wish to draw your attention to 
is the conveyance of I quor through tho 
streets, for ot cour e it must he d. hvered 
to the shops, (i do not call th in “open 
•ars,” aliaid it might give often r.) hut 

to the the point—The night po ice go 
home at C a. m , and the day ioree comes 
on duty at 7 a. m , leaving the streets un­
guarded for one In ur. Wont a con vein 
eut season for carting I quor through tin 
streets ?—and the liquor dealers avail 
themselves of it. The streets are also 
left unguarded from 12 to 1 p. in. and 
troro G to 7 p. ra., when you will see the 
the waggons go. The empty barrels can 
he returned at any hour

My business ever since I came here 
calls me out between the hours of G and 
7 a m., and as L pass down Center street 
to Commercial street, and along that 
street to the Eastern Depot, 1 cannot 
help seeing these same waggons every 
morning. I see the same ones every 
morning with from 3 to 5 casks iu them 
of what any one of common sense 
would say was liquor.

Now, the question is, where does it all 
go to—not to the City Liquor Agency, il 
t did, the people of Portland must be a 
ickly loi. or e!s< require a large amount 

of liquor to stimulate them. No, Mr. 
Editor, tin ie is no use of anyone trying 
to deny it. it is transported through our 
streets iu open daylight to the many 
houses who deal in it. This liquor, or 
the modest three banels are accompani­
ed with two men, one to drive and one 
to lock out tot danger ahead. The mo­
ment the team arrives at the ‘open bar' 
(excuse me) shop, there are ready two 
hat ds on the watch to spirit it away to 
some secure hiding place, from whicti it 
is bn light out in small quantities into 
these‘open bars’ to be r-tailed out in 
lots to suit customers. The hiding places 
are numerous, some have empty build­
ings to put it in, some holes dug in the 
cellar, some iiave it iu the yard with a 
rubber ho e connecting with the bar, and 
oiheis pul it in the bed, under ihe bed,in 
tact any place that they think it will 
be secure, and give them a chance to 
keep it out of the way of the sheriff. It 
is a common thing to Iiave men station­
ed on tiie look out for the sheriff, some­
times at the upper windows, sometimes 
on tho corner ot the street to give the 
alarm, when tiie bar-tender steps from 
behind the counter and when the officer 
makes his appearance theie is no one 
selling. 1 will relate to you a pretty dt- 
vice that I once saw here. Ttieie was a 
bar kept iu one of the best streets here, 
up-stairs. When you opened the iowei 
door a man could look through a hole in 
the wall and see who it was ; if not an
fficer the upper door opened of its own 

accord aud in you walked. But per­
chance it was an « fficer, the bolth 8 waere 
all kept in a large box built outside ti e 
window aud another box weigi t d with 
stones swinging over it, nd when the 
daugei approached it dropped and broke 
the bottles and let the liquor run out so 
none was tound. It must be a profitable 
business indeed, and a large Amount 
must be sold to make it pay and stand 
all this. These are facts that cannot be- 
denied. Aud if outsiders can see and 
know of them, should not those who talk 
somuchabout prohibition know of them? 
Where do they go to fiud such places or 
to get at their tiguies about the liquor 
traffic. If they go to a temperance meet­
ing they likely will not find it there. 
They must go where it is used and where 
they will find it. If they walk on any 
street they can find whiskey selling,th- n 
why not take the law as it is meant, ami 
if liquor, or the appearance ot liquor is 
found or seen on the premises indite the 
house as a nui-ance and shut it up. Do 
not pieach but piactice. Fa better I 
say to give to give license to sell than 
have a Maine Law in force that is a farce 
and baud. The officers plead h-t they 
cannot overtake a waggi n when they go 
after it that is loaded with liquor. H 
they cannot, why not give them posor 
to shoot. I am afraid I am taking up 
too much space this lime,but before elop­
ing 1 will send you a few points advanc­
ed by Elliot King, Esq, of Portland, and
