THAN 20,000 GERMAN PRISONERS

IN

After Days Of Artillery Bom

FIRST DAYS OF BIG DRIVE

bérdment German Lines Are Shattered By Fierce Attack

Of French And British, 20,000 Unwounded Prisoners Being Taken While Advance
Continues In Champagne District—Russia Offers Serious Obstacles To Teutons
While Italians Continue Successes

Paris, Sept. 26, 11.05 p.m.—On the western franr the Brit-
ish and French have captured in two days more than twenty
thousand unwounded prisoners, according to the French official
communication issued tonight.

New progress by the French troops to the north of Arras
is also reported, Souchez being stormed and captured.

In Champagne the Allied forces still continue to gain
ground. '

The text of the statement follows:

“Our attack to the north of Arras has realized fresh pro-
gress. We have occupicd by sheer force all the village of Sou-
chez and have advanced toward the east in the dirdetion of
Givenchy.

More to the south we reached La Folie and pushed to the
north of Thelus as far as the destroyed telegraph. We made
in the course of this action about a thousand prisoners.

“In Champagne our troops continue to gain ground. After
having crossed on nearly the whole front extending between
Auberive and Ville Sur Tourbe the powerful network of tren-
ches, passages, small forts and shelters perfected by the enemy
during long months, our troops advanced towards the north,
compelling the Germans to fall back on their trenches of the
second position, from three to four kilometers to the rear. The
struggle continues on the whole front. _ ‘

“We have reached [.'Epine De Vedegrange and passed the
cabin on the road from Sawain to Somme-Py and the Hut on the
road from Souain to Tahure. More to the east we are holding
the Farm of Maisons De Champagse.

“The encmy has suffered from our fire and in hand-to-hand
struggles very important losses. He left in the works which he
abandoned considerable mraterial, which has nct yet been in-
ventoried. Already the capture of twenty-four field guns is
recorded.

“The number of prisoners is increasing steadily and is
actually mor= than sixteen thousand men, not wouaded, of whom
at least two hundred are officers.

“The total number of prisoners captured on the whole front
by the Allied troops in two days is more than twenty thousand
men not wounded.”

ADMITTED BY BERLIN.

Berlin, via London, Sept. 26, 10.40 p.m.—A repulse of a
German division near Loos, north-west of Lens, with consider-
able casualtier and the loss of materials is admitted in the Ger-
man official communication made public here today.

The evacuation of an advanced German position north of

Perthes, between Rheims and the Argonne forest, is also ad-
mitted by the War Office.

_ GENERAL SITUATION.

London, Sept. 26—The British and French armies have
taken severai large “nibbles” out of the German lines between
Verdun and the Belgian coast, capturing in the process, trenches
along a front of about twenty miles and some twenty thousand
prisoners, numerous guns and a number of machine guns, ac-
cording to the latest French official statement.

At the same time British warships and French and Belgian
batteries heavily bombarded the German positions on the coast
between Zeebrugge and Nieuport.

The offensive which resulted in the French and British vic-
tories began Saturday morning. For several weeks there has
been an almost incessant bombardment with big guns, which
late last week increased in intensity, particularly ‘n the sectors
where the infantry attacks took place.

The French, who have the most important gain to their
credit, made their chief onset against the German lines around-
Perthes, Beausejour and Suippes in Champagne, where in De.
cember they made a considerable gain of ground. Saturday's
attack, however, backed by a tremendous artillery fire, gave
them possessicn of more terri.tor§ than they had re-taken from
che Germans since the latter dug themsclves in a'ter the battle *

of the Marne.

According to the French account the Germans were driven
out of their trenches over a front of fifteen miles, varying in
depth from two-thirds of a mile to two and a half miles. The
French in this engagement captured twelve thousand prisoners.
Apparently the advantage is being pressed still further, as the
¥rench communication makes only the briefest mention of the
operation.

The impurtance of this gain lies in the fact that every yard
of ground taken in this region weakens the German position
around Verdun, from which the Germans might Lie compelled to
tetire should the French succeed in making any further advance.

The French also have regained the cemetery of Souchez and
trenches east of the “Labyrinthe” in the Arras district, which
was the scene of much heavy fighting earlier in the year, There
the Germans had built what they considered almost impregnable
fortifications.

After the battle of Waterloo and
during the occupation of France by the
Allies the following were the regnla-
tions put into force by Prince Blu-
| cher in the Provinces occupied by the
Prussian troops. “The natives who
have remained to the good cause will
be specially advanced, and the Per-
fects and Mayors who tince Napol-
eons return from Eiba have been
placed as his special friends will be ar
rested and2their property sequestercd.
The inhabijtants are to de disarmed. All
sequestered property forms the mil-
itary fund and is designed to indem-
nify the other inhabitants from tue
damage sustained by the war and the
requisitions. ‘The army is to be
maintained, clothed, paid and armed
at the expense of the enemy's coun-
| try and the following articles required
| for the accupied provimces:
| 150000 pairs of shoes, 150,000 coats,
1 40,000 prs. boots, 150,000 cloaks 150,006
|pr|. of breeches, 150,000 prsof gaiters,
