A Story for Our Time

let my tastes be dictated by Grammy or

Oscar or Nobel or Governor-General’s
Award committees. But this year I whole-
heartedly applaud the decision of the ad-
judicators of the Man-Booker Prize. My
enthusiasm lapses a bit at the excesses of
the encomia—Swift or Twain Paul Beatty
most certainly is not—but his new novel
The Sellout ranks with the best of con-
temporary satire, and it offers satire with
teeth...and, most importantly, it is avail-
able in the adult fiction section of the
Lennoxville Library.

A tide of discontent swirls at the end of
the Obama presidency, particularly
amongst African-American constituents.
Limited employment opportunities, stag-
nant income levels, increased police vio-
lence against blacks—all stand in stark
ironic contrast to the historic fact of the
first black presidency. The Sellout, with a
surgical mix of trenchant observation and
poignant humour, probes the question of
racial tension and the continued legacy of
slavery in the United States.

The story is set in a suburb of L.A., in a
fictional place called Dickens. Its founding
fathers stipulated that the area be forever
dedicated to “residential farming”, but for
the most part Dickens embodies typical
urban decay, with gangbangers, the un-
employed, and a strange brew of charac-
ters of various races moving upward or
downward in the socioeconomic environ-
ment.

The main character, identified only by
his surname, Me, is the son of F.K. Me, a
progressive social scientist and psycholo-
gist who has inculcated a strong indepen-
dent and anti-authoritarian streak in his
son. FK. is the dean of psychology at a
Community College and brings his exper-
imental initiatives home. He “conditions”
his son in various ways: “When I was seven
months, Pops placed objects like toy police
cars, cold cans of Pabst Blue Ribbon,
Richard Nixon campaign buttons...in my

I’m no prize lackey. I do not, as a rule,

bassinet, but instead of conditioning me
with a deafening clang, I learned to be
afraid of the presented stimuli by him tak-
ing out the family .38 special and firing
several window-rattling rounds into the
ceiling while shouting “Nigger go back to
Africal” loud enough the make himself
heard over the quadraphonic console
stereo blasting ‘Sweet Home Alabama’....”

This passage is Beatty at his best—with
flurries of jabs and hits that keep the
reader wary and always off balance. There
are various strong echoes—of Kurt Von-
negut, John Irving, John Kennedy Toole,
and Tom Wolfe, among others—as the
story weaves truths with halftruths and
downright concoctions. The diligent
reader will make frequent use of reference
works to verify some of Beatty’s creations.
Was there, in fact, an understudy named
Hominy Jenkins for Buckwheat in the Lil
Rascals shorts from the thirties? Was
there in fact a bizarre racist animated film
short by Bob Clampett entitled Coal Black
and the Sebben Dwarfs ?? Inquiring minds
want to know!

Beatty’s language is also distinctive—
not surprising since the poets E. E. Cum-
mings, Alan Ginsberg and Louis Asekoff
were formative influences (Evelyne Mc-
Donnell, L.A. Times). In the more expan-
sive and contemplative passages Beatty’s
prose has a rap-like, gonzo quality: “If Hon-
est Abe had come to life and somehow
managed to lift his bony twenty-three-foot-
four-inch frame from his throne what
would he say?..Would he read the paper
and see that the union he saved was now
a dysfunctional plutocracy, that the peo-
ple he freed were now slaves to rhythm,
rap, and predatory lending, and that today
his skill set would be better suited to the
basketball court than the White House?”

The entire story in The Sellout is
framed by Me’s case in the U.S. Supreme
Court. At issue are his alleged violations
of the Thirteenth and Fourteenth Amend-
ments. As the story progresses, we see Me
involuntarily enslaving Hominy Jenkins
and attempting to re-segregate buses, pub-
lic facilities, and schools... A critical mo-
ment (spoiler alert) comes when some
hapless white kids attempt to gain entry
into a no-whites school. According to one
of Me’s arguments (Me is an expert agron-
omist!), plants do not thrive when they are
indiscriminately mixed in fields. On that
analogy, segregation—even the specter of
segregation—brings out the best in op-
pressed races.

One important locus of activity in the
story is the Dum Dum Donuts intellectual
circle (founded by F.X.), which is a weekly
gathering of local African-American nota-
bles in the local donut shop. Occasional
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special invitees include Colin Powell, Con-
doleezza Rice, and Michael Jordan. The
leader of the group is a racial-politics op-
portunist, Foy Cheshire, who has amassed
great wealth by stealing from FK. “an
award-winning Saturday-morning cartoon
called The Black Cats ‘n’ Jammin’ Kids a
show that..made Foy enough money to
buy a dream house in the hills.” The circle
also attracts King Cuz, gangbanger par ex-
cellence and surprisingly lucid thinker,
and some dreaded “bougies” or “werenig-
gers”, African Americans who are com-
pletely gentrified yet periodically feel
drawn to their inner city roots.

Throughout the narrative, in all the ac-
tions of the characters, we feel the op-
pressive presence of slavery and racism.
Where does slavery reside? The novel
seems to suggest that the formal structure
of slavery has long been eliminated, but
its spirit is alive and well in the hearts and
minds of all Americans. Slavery is like a
sadistic puppet master, pulling the strings
of all blacks, no matter how much they
have removed themselves from its mater-
ial conditions, and all whites, no matter
how enlightened they believe themselves
to be. Me’s lawyer, in presenting his
Supreme Court case, cites Powell and Rice
as “exemplars of how self-hatred can com-
pel one to value mainstream acceptance
over selfrespect and morality” [Ouch!]. In
this context William Blake’s “mind-forged
manacles” seem especially a propos.

The only hope seems to reside in the
person of Me, who somehow manages to
transcend the forces of bigotry and
racism... Does this in fact constitute a sell-
out? You’ll have to read the story to find
out.

Edelbys still working to get out of Syria

husband began a public fundraising

campaign to try to bring a friend
and his family from Syria to Canada as
refugees. The campaign to help the
Edelby family managed to brush past the
halfway mark to its $40,000 goal but hit
a plateau there early in 2016. Through
the networking generated by the cam-
paign, the would-be sponsors ultimately
got a commitment of support for their
efforts through the congregation of
Stanstead United Church, but in the
mean time the family they are seeking
to help have remained in Aleppo, Syria’s
besieged capital city.

“George spent about two and a half
months in Beirut, Lebanon, and among
other things, opened a bank account
and got documents renewed, all in the
hopes that it would help him bring his
sister and dad smoothly across the bor-
der from Syria to Lebanon in the future,”
Murray told The Record earlier this

Last year Michele Murray and her

week. “George was able to return to
Aleppo last Sunday, Dec. 4th, since the
roads opened up recently, to join his sis-
ter, Peggy, and their dad in the regime-
controlled Western part of Aleppo.”

Murray explained that although her
campaign website still says that more
than $23,000 has been raised for the
cause, almost all of that money has been
spent at this point on trying to help
George, his sister Peggy, and their elderly
father secure a way out of Syria. As a re-
sult the online fundraising campaign
has been opened up again.

“Those funds were used over the past
year and three months to support the
Edelbys in Syria, and to support George
while he was in Beirut for the two and a
half months. We need to build up these
funds again because once the three Edel-
bys are in Lebanon, they will need much
financial help.” Murray said. “Daniel and
I are setting aside money each month
from our income to replenish the cof-
fers. The Eastern Townships commu-
nity—as well as donors from the

Montreal and Toronto areas—have al-
ready given generously to this cause, so
we hate asking again, but if there are
those who wish to help for the first time,
or even help again, it would be very
much appreciated.”

Faced with news out of Aleppo that
seems to change daily, Murray said that
she is tracking information out of the
country with horror.”

“(George) said that there is so much
destruction, he doesn’t see a future in
Aleppo,” the sponsor explained. “The
plan is for the three of them to vacate
Aleppo as soon as possible. When I spoke
with George last Saturday AM our time,
I could hear the crash of missiles peri-
odically in the background.”

Despite the instability, Murray said
that her friend and his family are still
alive and working towards trying to
come to Canada.

“They are in the Western, govern-
ment-controlled area (of the city), and
thus are doing better than the Syrians
living in the eastern side,” she said, qual-

ifying that “doing better” does not mean
that all is well. “They do not have elec-
tricity; they have a generator that they
can run, which produces enough power
eight hours a day for light and their re-
frigerator. For the past five days they
have had running water.”

While the Lennoxville couple and
their partners in Stanstead hope for as
fast a resolution to the situation as pos-
sible, Murray admitted that it is still not
clear when the family will be able to
even get to Lebanon.

“I told them that there are a lot of
Canadians thinking about them, wish-
ing them well and a safe escape,” Murray
said. “They asked me to convey their
deep thanks. They said that this helps
them not to feel alone. “

Retchless predicts a wild weather
weekend and a white Christmas

then mild is Andrew Retchless’
weather prediction for the coming
days.

“If you don’t like the weather, just
wait a few hours,” commented Retchless
on his facebook page, Retchless Weather
Services, a go-to for many Townshippers,
wondering about upcoming forecasts.

The following is a weather report
posted by Retchless, offering a break-
down of the conditions to come leading
up to Christmas.

Cold, then snow, then ice, then cold,

Yesterday’s cold front came in two
waves, according to Retchless, with snow
showers in the morning and tempera-
tures as low as -14c into the evening. The
second front moved through the area,
accompanied by snow squalls and strong
winds. Townshippers dealt with white-
out conditions overnight and a wind
chill approaching -30c into this morn-
ing.

By tonight, a warm front associated
with the next low pressure system will
thicken cloudiness. Snow will over-
spread the region and start around 3
a.m. Saturday. The initial burst of snow

will last until around noon and we can
expect 10 to 15cm before we get into a
lull in the action on Saturday afternoon.

On Saturday night another surge of
precipitation is expected to arrive, bring-
ing snow, sleet and freezing rain, espe-
cially for the southern townships.
Montreal and areas west will see more
SNOW.

On Sunday, a cold front should arrive
in the morning, turning the wet stuff
back to flurries with falling tempera-
tures during the day as we return to a
below normal temperature for Monday
with -12¢ for a high. Temperatures are ex-

pected to rebound during the Tuesday to
Thursday timeframe with quiet weather
and highs in the -4c to +1c range, with a
potential system on the Dec.21.

The Christmas Outlook: Looking long
range, temperatures will hover near
freezing for highs. There are two storms
on the models; one for the Dec.21 and
one late on Christmas Day. Both look like
mixed precipitation events at this time
but there are no blow torch warm-ups in
the forecast so a white Christmas looks
very very good at this time.
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Jordan visit brings new hope, 1f not a new home

is both celebrating a mission ac-
omplished and frustrated at on-
going inaction.

“We went over there to lift their spir-
its, encourage them, give them hope,
and make them feel special, we did that
in spades,” McLean said, sharing that he
and Steve King were very successful in
bringing a little Christmas joy to the
four families sponsored by the Hope
Church and Saint James congregations
in Lennoxville. Between the 5th and the
12th of December the two accompanied
the four families on a “vacation” from
their lives trapped in an apartment
block in Amman, Jordan to the seaside
resort of Aqaba.

“It was a great time. It was a fun trip,”
McLean said, sharing that the two Cana-
dians also brought gifts and played
Santa for the two families while they
were present. “The defining moment for
me was on the Sunday evening when
they put on a big meal for us. After din-
ner we're sitting there just spending
time with them, and I looked over at my
buddy Steve King, cupped my hand to
my ear and mouthed the word listen.”

What could be heard, according to
McLean, was a sound of relaxed conver-
sation and general fun that had been
missing on their arrival earlier that
week.

“They said they just forgot where they
were for three days,” the Lennoxville res-
ident shared.

Though the focus of the trip was on
fun and freeing a group of people from
the prison of their own homes while
they await some news about their
refugee status, McLean said that the visit
was not without its tensions.

“The reality is that you’re in the Mid-
dle East and there’s some very strict
rules that we are aware of and we’ve
heard of,” McLean said. “There’s an atti-
tude towards people that don’t follow
that law that is very apparent with some
individuals and groups and much less so
with others.”

The traveller described several in-
stances of what he called “palpable dis-
crimination” when the sponsored
families were looked at or talked about
in ways that made them feel anxious
and uncomfortable.

“It’s not everybody, but that’s what
these people are living, and that’s why
they’re not in the camps,” McLean said,
recalling that the Iraqi Christian
refugees opted to live in an apartment
block rather than face the daily discrim-
ination. Having made that choice, how-
ever, he said that they are cut off from
education, employment, or even just reg-
ular opportunities to do something like
go outside and play. Some of the chil-
dren, he noted, are so young that the
only life they can remember is living in-
side of their apartment.

In addition to taking the families to
the beach, on their first ever boat ride,
and on a tour of some of the sites of the
ancient biblical world, the two Town-
shippers also returned to the Canadian

embassy in Amman.

“We actually were seen this time,”
McLean noted by way of progress over
the year before. “We talked to a Cana-
dian who was the Deputy Director of Im-
migration at the Amman embassy, and
he gave us 45 minutes of his time.”

Despite that change, however, McLean
said that no real news came out of the
meeting.

“What we did get from him was that
during the time when we moved 25,000
people in three months the government
put a lot of resources into moving those
people,” he said. “Once that election
promise was fulfilled things went more
or less back to normal, with an increased
level of commitment but not the same
level of commitment.”

In that climate, McLean said, private
sponsorships like those of the churches
in Lennoxville fell by the wayside, to the
detriment of the people that everyone
claims to be trying to help.

“The crisis is worse today than it was
(last year),” he continued. “You can’t say
we solved it. These are peoples’ lives
we’re talking about.”

McLean repeated his position that the
Government should be prioritizing pri-
vate sponsorships because they are less
of a burden on the system.

“We take care of them for the first
year, it’s our responsibility,” he said. “If it
took private sponsorships twice as long
after the big push of last year, I could un-
derstand that, but we’re at five times as
long.”

‘Tread lightly to lift the
weight of the world

ow much stuff will you give and
Hreceive this holiday season? Add

it to the growing pile — the 30-
trillion-tonne pile. That’s how much
technology and goods humans have pro-
duced, according to a study by an inter-
national team led by England’s
University of Leicester. It adds up to
more than all living matter on the
planet, estimated at around four trillion
tonnes.

Scientists have dubbed these times
the “Anthropocene”, because humans
are now the dominant factor influenc-
ing Earth’s natural systems, from cli-
mate to the carbon and hydrologic
cycles. Now they’re labelling our accu-
mulated goods and technologies — in-
cluding houses, factories, cars, roads,
smartphones, computers and landfills —
the “technosphere” because it’s as large
and significant as the biosphere, atmos-
phere and hydrosphere. Researchers es-
timate it represents 50 kilograms for
every square metre of Earth’s surface
and is 100,000 times greater than the
human biomass it supports.

As CBC science commentator Bob Mc-
Donald wrote, “Our technology is a
super-organism that competes with the
biosphere for resources, and is winning
that competition by taking over the sur-
face of the planet.”

Report co-author Mark Williams ex-
plained the significance: “The technos-
phere can be said to have budded off the
biosphere and arguably is now at least
partly parasitic on it. At its current scale
the technosphere is a major new phe-
nomenon of this planet — and one that
is evolving extraordinarily rapidly. Com-
pared with the biosphere, though, it is
remarkably poor at recycling its own ma-
terials, as our burgeoning landfill sites
show. This might be a barrier to its fur-
ther success — or halt it altogether.”

Living systems renew and recycle. Or-
ganisms die, get eaten or absorbed by
other organisms, and other life takes
their place. But much of what we pro-
duce takes enormous amounts of nat-

ural, mostly finite resources to make and
breaks down slowly, if at all. It covers the
land and fills oceans, and even extends
into space. As the human population
continues to grow and consumerism
shows no signs of abating, the technos-
phere expands, causing pollution, cont-
amination and resource depletion,
further upsetting the delicate natural
balance that keeps our planet habitable
for humans and other life forms.

Many things we’ve invented have
made our lives easier in some ways. But
much is unnecessary and, we’ve learned,
alot comes with consequences we didn’t
foresee — such as climate-altering green-
house gas emissions from our obsession
with private automobiles and cheap en-
ergy.

If this pace continues, we’ll leave a
fascinating fossil record for any intelli-
gent species that comes across our
planet in the future. But that may be all.
If we want to survive as a species, we
must get a handle on population growth
and consumerism. It’s something to con-
sider this time of year, when so much
time and energy are spent on acquiring
new stuff, for ourselves and others.

Although population growth is start-
ing to stabilize, curtailing growth re-
quires greater access to effective,
voluntary family planning and birth
control, increased women’s rights in-
cluding the right to make decisions
about their bodies and reproduction,
and reducing poverty.

We can all do our part to reduce con-
sumption. We might find we’re happier
when we do. At the end of his life, my fa-
ther didn’t talk about accomplishments
or possessions or wealth. He talked
about connections to friends and family
and shared experiences. Although he
didn’t have a lot of material possessions,
he felt wealthy and happy.

That’s what life is about. A new car or
smartphone won’t make you happier in
the long run. Nor will it fill gaps caused
by loneliness or lack of connection to
others. That doesn’t mean we should live
without material goods, but we should
consider what we really need, and make

Produced by Musgraves, Misa Arriaga
and Kyle Ryan, the album features four
festive original tracks, co-written by Mus-
graves, as well as covers of eight holiday
favorites. Kacey Musgraves definitely de-
livered on this new holiday collection.

Really, it offers fresh takes on some
classics and more importantly some re-
ally good new Christmas songs.

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Alan Thicke’s death raises question: When should
seniors hang up their skates’

cardiologist says there’s no right age for someone

to hang up their skates in the wake of Alan

Thicke’s death from a heart attack after playing
hockey with his son.

The Canadian actor died Tuesday in Los Angeles at
the age of 69.

Dr. Todd Anderson, director of the Libin Cardiovas-
cular Institute of Alberta and spokesman for the Cana-
dian Heart and Stroke Foundation, said he tells healthy
patients to enjoy activities such as hockey.

“I caution them about doing it to extremes, you
know go out and enjoy yourself, get some activity, but
don’t play like you're 25,” Anderson said. “For other in-
dividuals that have significant heart disease, then I
tend to discourage that kind of activity.”

Anderson says the current recommendations are for
150 minutes of aerobic activity a week and he’d like to
see people get it.

But he says it’s a case-by-case scenario.

“The fact that he was playing hockey wasn’t neces-
sarily a bad thing. It just happened to be the case where
this is where it happened.”

Media reports from the U.S. say Thicke was vomit-
ing and not feeling well, but was able to talk when
paramedics arrived.

The Heart and Stroke Foundation’s website says nau-
sea is one of the signs of a heart attack, along with
shortness of breath, light-headedness, chest discom-
fort, sweating and neck, jaw, shoulder, arm and back
pain.

Anderson says many people have warning signs be-
fore having a heart attack.

“But unfortunately, for at least a quarter of people
who have a heart attack, is that their first event is a
sudden death.”

During the 2011 election campaign, the federal Con-
servatives promised to put defibrillators in arenas
across the country that could be used on people expe-
riencing sudden cardiac arrest, which can occur after
a heart attack.

In February 2013, then-prime minister Stephen
Harper stood on the ice at a Saskatoon rink and said
the goal was to have 1,500 in rinks that don’t already
have them.

Steve Lyon, with the Kitchener-Waterloo Oldtimers
Hockey Club, has made a list of the location of each de-
fibrillator in every arena where the club plays. The list
is in the binder given to team captains. The club also
partners with St. John Ambulance to offer an adult CPR
course.

“If you see some of the players in the older divisions,
they go at it very slow,” said Lyon, noting some of the
players are 80-years-old.

“Everybody looks out for each other. If anybody’s in
the dressing room and looks like they shouldn’t be
going out onto the ice, they’re told not to by the cap-
tains or even some of their fellow players.”

Lyon said players usually recognize when it’s time
to hang up the skates. Sometimes the league has to
step in, he said.

“There’s been a few times where we’ve met with a
player and said ‘We just don’t think, for your own
safety, that it’s worthwhile playing any more,” and it’s
a hard thing because a lot of these elderly players have
been playing with the same guys for decades,” he said.

“It’s hard for them ... because part of our league is
also the camaraderie.”

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Brat Pack, ‘Roger Rabbit’ added to National Film Reglstry

ile not usually regarded as a
golden age of American cinema,
the 1980s produced plenty of

popular classics — and a few more of
them have now been added to the pres-
tigious National Film Registry.

The Library of Congress announced
Wednesday that “The Breakfast Club,”
“The Princess Bride” and “Who Framed
Roger Rabbit” are among the 25 movies
tapped for preservation this year. They
join three other more obscure 1980s ti-
tles on this year’s list.

The national library also picked a few
more recent favourites, including
“Thelma & Louise,” Disney’s “The Lion
King” and “Rushmore.”

The library selects movies for preser-
vation in its audio-visual vault in
Culpeper, Virginia, because of their cul-
tural, historic or artistic importance.
This year’s picks bring the total number
of films in the registry to 700. The
choices have become increasingly di-
verse and eclectic since the registry
began in 1989.

Still, the library always makes room
for some crowd-pleasers.

Considered a feminist landmark for
its portrait of women who stand up to
abusive partners and find liberation on a
crime spree, “Thelma & Louise” achieved
a rare distinction when its co-stars,
Geena Davis and Susan Sarandon, were
both nominated for the best-actress

Oscar. (Jodie Foster won that year, for
“The Silence of the Lambs.”) It’s the third
movie directed by the prolific Ridley
Scott to join the registry, following
“Alien” and “Blade Runner.”

“I am very honoured and proud to be
acknowledged by the Library of Con-
gress,” Scott said in a statement. “‘Blade
Runner’ will now have two great ladies
to keep him company.”

Lauded for its sensitivity, “The Break-
fast Club” (1985), from writer-director
John Hughes, is the most enduring col-
laboration of the so-called “Brat Pack,” a
short-lived troupe of young stars that in-
cluded Anthony Michael Hall, Judd Nel-
son and Ally Sheedy.

Two years later, “The Princess Bride”
charmed audiences with its mix of fan-
tasy, action and humour and its innova-
tive screenplay that allowed a young boy
(Fred Savage) to provide running com-
mentary on the story.

With its mix of live action and ani-
mation, “Who Framed Roger Rabbit” was
a genuine breakthrough that looks
quaint in retrospect. Director Robert Ze-
meckis’ wacky 1988 film noir, set during
Hollywood’s golden age, imagined car-
toon characters living alongside their
human collaborators and grappling with
off-screen complications including
blackmail and murder.

In “Roger Rabbit,” humans sharing
space with cartoons was so novel it had
to be part of the plot. Now, thanks to

“Rushmore” (1998) is the first movie
from whimsical auteur Wes Anderson to
be added and is one of just a handful of
films to be selected fewer than 20 years
after its release. Movies must be at least
10 years old to be included.

One of a few Disney animated movies

(1994) was part of the studio’s early-
1990s renaissance. It proved so sturdy
that a Broadway adaptation with avant-
garde costumes became wildly popular.

This year’s other ‘80s selections are
“The Atomic Cafe” (1982), a compilation
of clips about the threat of nuclear war;
“The Decline of Western Civilization,”
director Penelope Spheeris’ 1981 docu-
mentary about the hardcore punk rock
scene in Los Angeles; and “Suzanne,
Suzanne”, a 1982 documentary short
about a black woman’s struggles with
addiction.

Director Alfred Hitchcock now has
seven films on the registry with the in-
clusion of “The Birds” (1963). Other ti-
tles joining the list are “Blackboard
Jungle” (1955), “Funny Girl” (1968), “East
of Eden” (1955) and “Point Blank” (1967).

The oldest of this year’s selections is
“Life of an American Fireman” (1903),
considered by film historian Charles
Musser to be an innovative early Ameri-
can film for its use of editing, story-
telling and the relationship between
shots.

Among the lesser known but histori-
cally significant selections is a series of
short films by Solomon Sir Jones, a Bap-
tist minister and amateur filmmaker.
Shot on then-new 16mm cameras, his
silent films documented African-Amer-
ican communities in Oklahoma be-
tween 1924 and 1928.

(Canadian juniors short on stars; hope to be long
on speed, skill and teamwork

ithout an obvious star player to
Wzarry the pressure and expecta-
tions, Canada's team for the
world junior hockey championship will
be all about teamwork, speed and desire.

The final 22-man roster that emerged
from this week's four-day selection camp
in Boisbriand, Que., is deep in very good
players, such as 2015 third overall NHL
draft pick Dylan Strome or Omntario
Hockey League scoring leader Taylor
Raddysh, but doesn't have a Connor Mc-
David or a John Tavares to claim the
spotlight.

“We want to be a complete team,” said
coach Dominique Ducharme, the Drum-
mondyville Voltigeurs coach and general
manager who led the Halifax Moose-
heads to the 2013 Memorial Cup. “We've
got speed, skill.

“We're reliable. We can defend. We're
good at putting pressure on the other
team. We want to put all that together.”

The heat will be on Canada after a
quarter-final elimination from last year's
world junior event by host Finland.

And this year the stakes may be
higher in Montreal and Toronto, where
Canada won gold in two years ago.

Canada could have had an awesome
lineup, but six players eligible for the
under-20 tournament are already in the

NHL, including McDavid, Mitch Marner,
Travis Konecny, Lawson Crouse, Jacob
Chychrun and Anthony Beauvillier. But
other teams will also be missing stars.
The Americans will be without Auston
Matthews, Jack Eichel, Matthew
Tkachuk, Zach Werenski and Noah Han-
ifin and the Finns won't have Patrik
Laine, Sebastian Aho and Jesse Pulju-
jarvi.

“It doesn't matter if you have a big su-
perstar or not,” said Val d'Or Foreurs for-
ward Julien Gauthier. “If every guy is
moving in the same direction, that's how
you win games, and I think that's what
we're going to do this year.”

After routing the Czech Republic 8-0
in an exhibition game, the team made
its final cuts and headed Thursday to
Mont-Tremblant, Que. for some team-
building ahead of a pre-tournament
game Monday night against Finland at
the Bell Centre, where the final will be
played on Jan. 5.

Ducharme and his staff will begin
work on forming lines and defence pairs
among the 13 forwards, seven rear-
guards and two goalies on the roster
ahead of the tournament opener Jan. 26
in Toronto.

“Now we prepare,” he said. “We
wanted to evaluate players, but we al-
ready started talking about our style of
play, our philosophy and our mindset.

“Now we'll move away, practice, get

ready and become a stronger group. We
have four lines plus one (player), that can
be producing offensively, playing re-
sponsibly, playing with speed. We'll see
different combinations but, on every
line, I think we can see some speed, scor-
ing and responsible play. We have
hockey players. We talked about being
special and I think those guys showed
they can be special.”

Strome, who started the season with
the Arizona Coyotes, is a natural fit with
his Erie Otters linemate Raddysh and he
played at the team's summer develop-
ment camp with gritty Tyson Jost of the
University of North Dakota.

Mathieu Joseph, who has 25 goals in
29 games for the Saint John Sea Dogs,
New York Islanders first-round pick
Mathew Barzal and Saginaw Spirit for-
ward Mitchell Stephens are among the
others who can add offensive spark.

Strome, Stephens, Gauthier, Anthony
Cirelli and rushing defenceman Thomas
Chabot played at last year's world juniors
and will be counted on for leadership.

A question mark is Pierre-Luc Dubois,
the 2016 third-overall pick by Columbus
who has been off his usual scoring pace
with Cape Breton and did not have a
good camp. The big centre/left-winger
hopes to find his form at the world ju-
niors.

Chabot, Noah Juulsen and six-foot-
four Philippe Myers are expected to lead

the defence.

“With the group of seven (defence-
men) we have now we're complete,” said
Ducharme. “We have skating, we've got
some of the physical aspect, we have
good puck movement. It's a question of
balance.”

Carter Hart, a smooth 18-year-old who
has put up impressive numbers in the
Western Hockey League this season, is
expected to be the starting goalie, with
Connor Ingram as backup.

Dark horses who could make a mark
in the tournament include Boston Uni-
versity defenceman Dante Fabbro, big
centre Nicolas Roy of the Chicoutimi
Sagueneens, energetic forward Dillon
Dube of the Kelowna Rockets or right
winger Blake Speers, who has returned
from a wrist injury after starting the sea-
son with the New Jersey Devils.

There are four sets of club teammates
on the squad _ Hart and Juulsen with
the Everett Silvertips, Strome and Rad-
dysh with Erie, Chabot and Joseph with
Saint John and a pair of defencemen in
Myers and Jeremy Lauzon from the
Rouyn-Noranda Huskies.

Others on the squad include quick
forward Michael McLeod of the Missis-
sauga Steelheads and defencemen Jake
Bean of the Calgary Hitmen and Kale
Clague of the Brandon Wheat Kings.

PSA test may do more harm than good

ASK THE DOCTORS

Dear Doctor: I'm a 45-year-old man. Do
I really need a PSA test every year?

Dear Reader: The short answer: Only in
certain situations. Prostate cancer is the
second-leading cause of cancer death
among men, and in an effort to spot it
early, doctors have long used the PSA test
to measure prostate-specific antigen, or
PSA, a glycoprotein produced within the
prostate. PSA production increases in
prostate cancer, as does the release of the
protein into the bloodstream.

Since the inception of the PSA test in
1986, prostate cancer diagnoses have in-
creased so much that one in six men will
now be diagnosed with prostate cancer in
their lifetimes. One might think it is a
good test, but not so fast.

The PSA test is problematic in three
ways. The first is that it will detect many
prostate cancers that will never be clini-
cally significant, meaning they will never
cause symptoms. Autopsy studies have
shown that 30 percent of men have some
form of prostate cancer by age 55, and 60
percent of men have prostate cancer by
the age of 80. The majority of these can-
cers would have gone unnoticed, with no
ill effects.

The second problem with the test is
that investigating an elevated PSA with a
prostate biopsy can cause significant side
effects, including prostate infections, im-
potence, incontinence and, occasionally,
death. These side effects are magnified
when a patient has either prostate surgery
or radiation treatment for prostate cancer,
a type of treatment that may be unneces-
sary for a low-grade prostate cancer.

The third problem with the test is that
PSA levels also increase in men who have
enlarged prostates or inflamed prostates
— but not cancer. Men can be subjected to
biopsies and their inherent risks simply

because they have another condition en-
tirely.

Based on these problems, some profes-
sional organizations now recommend
that doctors not perform the PSA test.
What appears to counter this logic is a
large European study with 162,243 men
ages 55 to 69 that showed the prostate can-
cer death rate decreased by 21 percent in
men who were offered a PSA test every
four years.

The American Urological Association
(AUA) has taken this study into account
and varied its recommendations by age
and risk. It does not recommend screen-
ing for average-risk men between the ages
of 40 to 54, but says that higherrisk men
— typically those with a family history of
prostate cancer or who are African-Amer-
ican — may benefit at that age.

For men ages 55 to 69, the association
recommends that doctors explain the
risks and benefits of the PSA test and con-
duct it every two years. This recommen-
dation changes for men with an elevated
PSA, between 4 and 7. In these men, test-
ing should be more frequent to make sure
that the level does not rise beyond 7,
which may be an indication for biopsy.
However, if the PSA level is consistently
low and at a level of 1 or less by the age of
60, there may be no need for further
screening tests.

So my feeling is that the PSA is a useful
test for average-risk men between the ages
of 55 to 69, but it doesn’t have to be re-
peated yearly if it is normal. The test could
be done every two to four years.

Another variable that may add to deci-
sion-making — and take some of the fear
out of the follow-up — is the advent of the
prostate MRI, which can both detect
prostate cancers in men with an elevated
PSA and decrease the complications from
prostate biopsy. That technology suggests
that the pros and cons of the PSA will con-
tinue to evolve.

The safest car seat for your child

Aside from the car itself, your child’s car seat is their primary pro-

maximum weight or height limit for a rear-facing convertible seat. Why?
Because real-world crash data show there’s a reduced rate of head and
spine injuries when children ride facing the rear.

Getting the Right Fit

Your child seat should fit not only your child but also your car. If you

tection in a crash. So it’s important to pick the safest seat for every stage
of their development.

Consumer Reports recommends that children move through three
types of car seats as they grow. Babies should ride in a detachable, rear-
facing-only infant seat that snaps in and out of a base that’s anchored to
the vehicle.

After that, they should move to a convertible seat that’s first installed
facing the rear, then switched to forward-facing as the child gets older.

And last, kids should transition to a booster seat, which raises them
up to allow the car’s seat belts to fit safely.

Conventional wisdom has been that parents should keep children in
an infant seat until they have outgrown it based on height or weight.
But Consumer Reports’ crash-test results, combined with the fact that
many babies will outgrow their infant seat by height rather than weight,
refine that transition point. Consumer Reports now advises parents to
move their children from infant seats to rear-facing convertible seats by
their 1st birthday to prevent potential head injuries.

Once your child does transition to a convertible seat, Consumer
Reports and the American Academy of Pediatrics recommend keeping
them rear-facing until he or she is at least 2 years old or has reached the

can’t test-fit a seat before purchasing it, make sure you can return or
exchange the seat if it doesn’t work out.

Here are some tips to help you install a child seat in your vehicle:

— Carefully read the manuals for both the car and the seat.

— Check the recline angle of rear-facing seats. That’s critical, especially
for newborns. An overly upright seat may allow an infant’s head to fall
forward, obstructing his or her breathing. Look for rear-facing seats with
a built-in level indicator to help you get the seat properly reclined.

— Child seats can be installed using your vehicle’s seat belts, but it’s
often easier to get a secure fit using LATCH, a standardized system of
anchors built into most vehicles since September 2002.

— To secure a forward-facing child car seat, always attach and tighten
the top tether, whether the seat is installed with the LATCH system or a
seat belt.

— You might have to remove the vehicle’s head restraint to allow a
forward-facing seat to fit properly against the vehicle’s seatback.

— Make sure that the harness is tight enough; you shouldn’t be able
to pinch any fabric at your child’s shoulder.

Today’s deal is one example. How should |

South play in six clubs after a trump
lead with East following suit?

If North had rebid two hearts, it
would have been forcing for one round,
so the jump to three hearts was a splin-
ter bid: good club support, the values for
at least game and a singleton (or void) in
hearts. South used Roman Key Card
Blackwood, learning that his partner
had three aces and no kings.

The secret of success is the strength
of the spade spots at South’s command.
He draws the last trump and plays the
spade two to dummy’s ace. Assuming no
honor appears, South returns to his
hand with a heart to the ace and leads
his spade eight, planning to cover West’s
card as cheaply as possible. Here,
though, when West discards, declarer
runs the eight to East’s nine.

Suppose East shifts to his diamond
queen. South wins on the board, leads
the spade queen and ruffs East’s king,
trumps the heart seven, plays the spade
10 and ruffs East’s jack, crosses to
dummy with a trump and discards his
diamond loser on the now-high spade
seven.
