Association, which in the past
has attracted hundreds of its
citizen-members to its Victoria
Hall meetings, was a relatively
pale shadow at its special and
annual general meetings last
week.

One hundred and thirty-one

rsons, including the 14 at the

ead table, is not a good tur-

nout. It’s roughly double its

executive committee strength.

And it was a decided drop from

a year ago, which was con-
sidered a small turnout.

Such a broad-based, good-doing
body deserves better.

And Westmount citizens should
look to keeping the WMA a vital
influence in the life of the
community.

There are many issues which
should make it so, specially
now. Two main ones: (1)
Emergence of the Montreal
Urban Community, bound to
upset many of the
characeteristics of this city
which make it peculiarly and
desirably Westmount;

(2) Changes in the Cities & Towns
Act, already law and in-
fluencing local municipal af-
fairs, bid fair to take the
benevolent control of and in-
fluence over city hall out of the
hands of the WMA. Sectional
and outright partisan politics
loom for our city government
unless the WMA countervails.

Issues raised last week were
either relatively trivial or tired
and near dead against the real
threats posed to the way of life
of all Westmount, Summit to St.
Antoine,

Few seemed concerned that our
present city electoral system
already has ended, that in a
short 18 months we shall have
had to try to find a mayor and
six aldermen, in one fell swoop,
ready and willing to serve in a
far more complex situation for
four years. The jobs are now
paid and probably eyed by
adventuurers less scrupulous
and qualified than those who
have to date represented us.
The local census now being
completed will, among other
things, be used to divide our
city into wards, bound to en-
courage divisive sectional
interests.

What’s WMA doing about that?

Few seemed concerned that our
enviable Public Safety
Department, which gives us

\

Vital issues for the WMA |

police and fire protection
scarcely bettered anywhere
plus additional services few
other municipalities enjoy,
already is being eyed and
surveyed by Montreal Urban
Community people—not so
much, we can be sure, for ideas
to improve services of the other
island communities as to
discover how Westmount can
be reduced to some common
denominator.

Is WMA on top of this ?

Some citizens cry about taxes
and city expenditures. There
are sound reasons for better
metropolitan government,
where virtually none existed,
and good purpose in the island-
wide urban community. But the
figures are starting to roll out
to substantiate the fear that
Montreal also promoted the
concept of the MUC for its part
with the prospect of new
revenues flowing ultimately
into its coffers at the expense of
its suburb partners, which
include us.

Will WMA be turning some of its
wealth of talent to these urgent
questions?

We were surprised that the of-
ficers and executive did not bill
some of these issues for last
week’s meeting, leaving them
instead for the remarks of the
outgoing president and of the
mayor.

Suitably promoted, and aroused
and concerned citizenry might
have overflowed Victoria Hall,
as they have on other oc-
casions,

To be sure the new executive will
be taking up these emergent
issues. But to be truly effective
they will be inviting public
participation, soon, too.

Failing which “fait accompli”
will be written against vital
decisions, taken elsewhere, to
Westmount's regret and cost.

Collective bargaining in the public service

Over the weekend I had the
occasion to discuss various
aspects of the Federal Govern-
ment’s cultural policy with a
group of concerned constituents.

One subject raised by an
employee of the National Film
Boartfr was the collective
agreement signed last year
between the employees of the
NFB and (he claimed) the
Treasury Board.

On that same day I appeared on
a previously taped CTV program,
Question Period, where one of the
questionners asserted that - the
Treasury Board employed public
servants.

These two erroneous
statements by two generally well-
informed people made me
wonder how much of government
activities are properly defined
and sufficiently explained to the
general public. -

And perhaps I should ask this
question most as it effects the
operations of the Treasury Board
Secretariat.

(The Secretariat is really no
different than an ordinary
department, except that it serves
a board comprising six ministers,
including myself as the
president.)

Acts for government

When collective bargaining

, was introduced into the federal

public service in 1967 under the
Public Service Staff Relations
Act, the Treasury Board was
designated the employer for
purposes of the act. This in effect
means that I, as president of the
Treasury Board, act in the name
of the goverment in the
negotiation of collective
agreements, as I am doing in the
current negotiations with the
Council of Postal Unions, which
groups together the Canadian
Union of Postal Employees and
the Letter Carriers’ Union,

I am not, however, the em-
ployer in the sense that I hire or
fire people. The Public Service
Commission does the hiring for
the federal public service and

individual  ministers  are
responsible for lay-offs within
their own department.

What tends to confuse this
straightforward setup are the
various crown corporations and

encies which do their own
hiring, firing and collective
bargaining. Air Canada and the
National Film Board are
examples of these two types of
semi-autonomous organizations.

The whole concept of collective
bargaining in the public sector is
one that has its critics as well as
its advocates.

I should point out here that
contrary to popular belief, labor-
management relations in the
public service did not begin with
the Public Service Staff Relations
Act. Employee associations have
existed since the latter part of the
nineteenth century. More
recently, in 1961, the Civil Service
Act gave such associations the
right to ‘“consult” with the
government. E

It could be said that the advent
of collective bargaining in the
public service was a logical and
desirable sequence to preceding
events,

Understandably the most
controversial aspect of the Public
Service Staff Relations Act is the
right to strike. However it should
be noted that not every public
servant has the right to strike and
of those that do, most have
chosen what is called the ar-
bitration process whereby any
negotiation between employer
(the Traasury Board) and em-
ployee (the bargaining agent)
that breaks down is referred for
resolution to the Public Service
Arbitration Tribunal. Very few
bargaining agents (which
represent the various bargaining
units) have opted for the alter-
native conciliation-strike route.

It is therefore perhaps un-
fortunate, in trying to have the
public assess the workability of
the collective bargaining process
in the federal government, that
one of the few agents to opt for
the concilation-strike route
should be that which represents
one of the largest and better
known groups in the public
sector, that is the postal clerks
and the letter carriers.

Only one strike

As a matter of fact, of the 80
first-round agreements signed
between the Treasury Board and
the bargaining units, only one
required a strike before set-
tlement and that, of course, was
the 3-week postal strike in 1968.

To those who maintain that the
right to strike should be revoked
for at least some sectors of the
public service, I can only say that
the act governing collective
bargaining has been in existence
for less than three years—too
short a period to arrive at any
definitive conclusions on the
provisions of the act. As I have
stated on several occasions,
however, the government is
constantly reviewing the act in an
effort to determine whether or
not it should be revised,

As in any new departure from
the norm, this was a form of
experiment which, I believe I can
safely say, has worked well. If a
way can be found to make this
process work better, then we
shall adopt that way.

them. ‘“‘Driving is a very, very
expensive sport,” they said in
unison. Cars cost around $7,000, a
set of tires $300, transmission

$1,000, an engine $1,500—‘and’

you need at least one spare.”

A set of tires only lasts three
races. To become a driver you
must attend classes, a school at
the track, pass a written
examination and race to get a
novice license. There are then
three more races to be run with
other novices while instructors
submit written criticisms, three
instructors’ signatures
authorizing approval to be ob-
tained and then you are ready to
apply for your national license.

i%- i

Next, 12 national signatures must
be earned within two years. If
you run only 11 races in that
period you forfeit your first year.
You can then apply to the
Federation International de
l.Automobile, the world racing
governing body based in Paris,
for your international license of
which there are very few in
Canada - Coristine’s number for
example is only C259.

At present their racing is a
losing proposition moneywise.
‘““We're in Canada and the mone
is in the States,” Coristine said.
‘“But you have to make a name
for yourself. The Royal Bank
could be a breakthrough.’”’

Eight-day weeks

According to the drivers it
takes 30 hours a day, 8 days a
week to keep a racing car going.
Cars have to be fast, strong --
often they are built of space-aﬁe
metals — and light, one of the
myths being that a heavy car
holds the road better. There must
be a balance point between
liability and speed since the
fastest engine is not necessarily
the best.

But the two do hold other jobs.
Coristine works in the computer
centre of The Royal Bank, Motley

in the shipping department of
Gillette of Canada where one of
his jobs is to drive an electric lift
truck. “It gives me good prac-
tice. I'm the only one who can
balance a lift truck on two
wheels.”’

Indisputable evidence that
money spent for the welfare of
children of the Mackay Centre for
Deaf and Crippled Children is a
dividend-paying investment is
provided by the fact that 80 per
cent of the graduating classes
have obtained employment.
