"Black Mike looks back

Clifford Mackay McEwen.
CB, MC, DFC & Bar, the

famed “Black Mike,” vet-

eran fighter pilot of
World War 1 who kept
on flying as one of the
original career officers of

the RCAF between wars,
and in World War II as
air officer commanding
the celebrated Canadian
Bomber Group No. 6,
often led his bomber
squadrons on their de-
vastating raids on Ger-
man cities, railways and
merchant shipping.

Stories of the escapades

and narrow squeaks of this

skilled and versatile flier

are legend. “Black Mike"

commands great respect and

awe among airmen but at the

same time the nickname
signifies his gieat popular-

ity with them.

Like the majority of early

war birds, he went overscas

with the army hoping to nb-

tain transfer on reaching

England. He had enlisted in

Moosejaw. Saskatchewan, as

a private in 1916 in the 196th

Western Universities Bat-

talion. (The son of a hard-

ware store owner, he was

born in Griswold, Manitoba,

moving a few years laler 10

Radisson, and from there go-

ing to a boys’ college in

Moosejaw.)
