A largo meeting was held, on Jan.2), in

tho Free Trade Hall, Manchester, which bad
xen convened by advertisement, ‘‘ to support
the bill of Mr. George Dixon, M. P, for the
establishment of School Boardi and the en.
forcement of compulsion everywhere.” The
proceedings wars somewhat {nterfored with by
a number of opponents, who mingled tholr
hootings with the cheers which greeted Mr.
Dixon himself when he came upon ths pla:-
form with the other promoters of the meeting.
The Interruption was persevered in during his
speech, 60 that at oue time he was obliged to
pauses while ‘Rule Britsonis" was belng
supg and the Police were dealing with somo
of the distcrbers. Besides Mr. Dizon, there
were nt Mr, Goldwin Smith and some
influential local supporters of undenomtna-
tional education, Mr. Henry Lee presiding.
After Mr. Dixon bad spoken, Mr. Goldwin
Smith, who was received with loud cheers
and some histos, sald At this late hour and
after the combative interludes that we have
bed, the meeting must be more than weary,
and I will not detsln them with more
than & few words.

Sectarian education would de-
prive you of the excellent Influence the com-
mon school education would have in promot-
ing the unity and, therefore, the grostuees of
the nation, Secturianeducation is condemned
by its fruits, What ace its fruits in England ?
Masses of dangerous Ignorance. It is con-
demned on another ground ; while you have
en established Church, sectarian education,
aided by the pation, must throw immense
and unfair power into the hands of the clergy
of tbe Church, aud observe I impeach no
man's convictions, Let a man be a Catholic;
let a man be à Ritualist, if be pleases; I bave
not à word to say ; but ebserve the position,
snd what the tendencies mow are of the
Church into wbich recent legislation hm
thrown such immense additional power.

A MONASTIC TRAGEDY.

A remarkable trial has been concluded at

Alessandris, Italy. It was upon a charge

sgainst Amalis Mengbini and her brother,

Quido Menglini, of the murder ot Father

Gaetano Blebani, of the Crder of the Bare-

footed Cazmellte Friers in Rome. The fei-

lowing facts, taken chiefly trom the confession

of the female prisoner, are given in the Opi-

mions of Bome. Some months before the

commiesion of the crime, an elderly man,

who stated that his nams was Francisco
Garbarino, arrived in Alessandria, He lived

alone, but, after some time, said he ex-
pected the arrival of a niece. He went to
the railway etation to meet her ; she
was accompanied by her brother. He con
ducted both brother and sleter to his lodgings,
and there the three lived together until the
motoleg of the 13th of Octobar. As that
day advanced no signe sppeared of any of the
party, Suspicion wasexocited, and the rooms
were entered, and Francisco Garbarino was
found with hie brains dashed out and a knife
stack in hin throat. It was ovident that he
bad only been murdered after a most desper-
ate struggle. The room was strewed with
pleces of torn clothes, and all stained with
blood ; a life-preserver was broken in two;
the furniture was upset. The alleged ne.
phew and niece had disappeared. They had
carried away with them sll the money of the
murdered man, ss well as 8» photograph
of the ntece, which had been banging
on the wall of the room. But among the
objects left behind and hidden away
along with several books and photographs,
sll of the most obecene character, was another
photograph of the niece in the dress of
a nun, A telegram sent by the woman
to s certaln Faverlo Nobili in Bome, dated
from Voghera, put the police on the right
scent, and both man and woman were arrest.
ed there while living in the lodglage "of Car.
olina Nascinbene, ‘The resnit of the esarch
waa the discovery of 102,500 france, chiefly in
Tutkish bonde, which were found stowed
away in a cradle, and on the roof of the house
were Iying the blood-stained clothes worn at
the time of the murder.

Phere must be some way out
of the present demoralisation of the tnsarance
business, or we must pay higher rates for
ticks, 1f what you esy La true, that Canada
is an upprofitable field for insurance, the
companies will eventuslly withdraw, 1
believe that insurance Is a legitimate and
profitable business, if properly conducted. 1f
agents sre more anxious for the amount of
commimions than for the welfare of their
clients, thon thete ls a tendency to overlnsure
good riske, and to accept bad risks. One in-
discreet agent may destroy the averages of
tbe whole insurance business of a country.
The remedy for the existent state of things
sppears to me simple. First, the agents
sbould exercise greater care in selecting risks;
ard, second, in no case should aa insurance
ccmpany teke more than three-fourths of the
insurance amount, the remainder being at
the risk of the applicant bimeelf. He thus
becomes jointly intercated with the Insurance
company 1n preserving property from destruc.
tion.
No man who does bet beat a good character

shonld be allowed to taxe à risk. One of
ths most successful companies ln the States
fs conducted upon that pinoiple.
