PREPARATIONS FOR CROSSING THE STRAITS.

A Malta correspondent of the Daily News,
writing on the 1st inst., says:

Garibaldi ‘has about 20,000 good fighting
men at Messina and its neighbourhood. He
has erected a fort at the point of Sicily nearest
Calabria, and under its protection has collect=
ed near 1,000 boats. It is said that he crosses
this day to Calabria, and from thence marches
on to Naples and Rome.

It is reported that the King of Naples has
42,000 at Reggio, opposite Messina, and these
troops, it is confidently reported, intend to join
Garibaldi the moment he lands. At Naples
and Rome he is awaited for with impatience.

PERSONAL FEATS AT MELAZZO.

The correspondent of the Times thus des-
cribes Garibaldi’s personal feats during a charge
of a few Neapolitan troopers at Malazzo :

Garibaldi had only time to step aside, when
the horsemen passed sabering right and left.
But they did not go far, for after the first panio
the infantry recovered and soon emptied the
greater part of their saddles. The captain, a
sergeant, and a private tried to make
their escape, and would have succeeded
but for Garibaldi’s personal bravery. ‘He went
into the middle of the road, and, having left
his revolvers in the holsters when he dismount-
ed, he drew his sword and placed himself in a
position to stop the captain. The only person
with him at the time was Captain Missori, of the
Guides, who was likewise on foot, but armed
with a revolver. His first shot wounding the
horse of the Neapolitan captain, brought it on
its haunches; Garibaldi seized hold of the
bridle, intending to secure the captain as his
prisoner who answered to the demand to surren=
der by a blow with his sword at Garibaldi, who
parried and retaliated, cutting the Neapolitan
captain with one stroke down the face and
neck, and prostrating him dead at his feet.
While . Garibaldi was thus engaged in this
single-handed combat, Uaptain Migsori shot
down the sergeant who came to assist his officer.

The report
of two pilots sent by the Board to ascertain
what depth of water existed in the channel,
states that there was from 17 to 17 feet 6
inches. This statement most conclusively
shows that the pilots now employed to navigate
vessels between this port and Quebec are un-
acquainted with the improved channel of navi-
gation, ag Captain Armstrong, Superintendent
of the Lake and River improvements, is now-
prepared to bring any vessel from Quebec to
Montreal drawing nineteen feet of water. I
make this statement in the belief that a positive
and direct injury is done to this city, by any
erroneous statement as to the actual depth of
water between this port and Quebec, and to
point out the importance of measures being
taken to oblige the pilots to obtain & more
thorough knowledge of the improved channel.
