Victoria Day is a day on which to recall

one of the greatest personalities and one
of the finest characters of our history.

Victoria was well named ‘the Great

Queen.” Her steadfast adherence to the

principles of truth and justice made her

universally respected. Her long reign co-
incided with a period of expansion and

growth of influence, wealth and power the

like of which has been experienced by few

nations.

The solid consolidation achieved during

her reign made the British flag a symbol

not only of power but of stability and

progress, recognized throughout the

world.

Let us not lose whatis left of the char-
acter, courage, and patriotism that ran so
high during Victoria's reign. These
characteristics, strengthened bycontem-
plation of the great figuresof our history,
will help meet thecritical challenges the
future will inevitably bring.

The postage stamp catalogue is

the encyclopedia of philately. It
is an annual publication which

gives all information likely to

be needed concerning every pos-

tage stamp issued. Some cata-
logues list stamps from alk over

the world, while others are spe-

cialized for one country or group
of countries. c.

Since stamps are valuablé they
are often watermarked as an
extra means of identification and
as a protection against forgers.

These watermarks are faint de-
signs put into the paper by wires

at the time of manufacture.
Many stamps differ only be-

cause of them. Since watermarks
are seldom seen easily, a detector

has to be used. The stamp is

placed face down on this small
black tray, and a little carbon
tetrachloride is poured over it.
The watermark, which might

consist of letters or some geo-
metric pattern, is then imme-

diately visible. ‘

Perforations are the small
round holes punched between
stamps in a sheet. A perforation

gauge, then, is a cardboard or

metal ruler which is used to count

the number of perforations in the
space of two centimetres. Most

modern stamps are perforation

opened to the public a year ago,
Mrs. MëMartin had approximtely
two hundred suppliers, now

there are over five hundred.
The shop has never been

operated with a view to profits.
Each supplier marks his. own

‘value on his work, .and thereis
a small markup to cover hand-
ling,. The work remains in the
shop for three. months and if

not purchased at the end of that
time is returned to its owner.
All merchandise is covered by
insurance.

Mrs. McMartin hasn't. found

it necessary to look for suppliers

because after the first dozen,

items poured into the shop. Such

places as Sanitariums and hos-
pitals, the Arthritis Society, Re-
habilitation Centre, Epileptic
House, and even the blind send
in their work.

What amazes Mrs. McMartin
is that her range of handi-

crafts. now include leather-
work’ from Holland, wood car-
