After that blow I became unconscious, and re
membered nothing, uotil I found myself in the
kiotel.

Movsox Bank vs. Lrsuie.—This was action of
damagss agaiost the defendant, on accouat of a
sule of certain property in  Wolfe island and
Howe Island, 1.0, by Bdward Stuart Leslie to
his father, the Hon. James Leslie, for £3,000
the sale being alleged to be fraudulent, the ven-
dor at the time being notorionsly insolvent. K.
8. Leslie was a partuer in the firm of Leslie &
Co,, which had liabilities exceeding $100,000,
and the Hon. sames Leslie was a creditor to the
extent of $28,000. The plaintiff contended that
the property in question was worth a great deal
mors than £3,000, and that it was intended to
confer an uofair advantsga upon one of
the creditors. The sale, however, seem.
to have been made in good faith, and
tha three thousand pounds had been paid iato
the estate. The defendants pleaded that the
Hon, James Leslie was & large creditor, and
that the property was not worth mora than he
paid for it; that there was notbing fraudulent
ubout the eale, it being strictly in conformity to
the laws of Upper Oanads, and the price receiv-
ed was paid in for distribution amoog the credi-
tors. K. 8, Leslio inherited this property from
his mother, and his father purchased his rever-
slonary rights init. It was proved t het Hon,
Mr. Leshie was a large craditor; it was also
proved that the sale was unimpeachable ag-
cording t) the laws ot Upper Canada. These
circumstances alone would render it ‘unjastifia-
ble to coudemn the defendants to pay a large
sum of damages for adopting a proceeding en-
tirely sanctioned by the law of Upper Canada,
the place where ihe sale took place. Bat there
was more than this. His Honor thonght it re-
sulted from the evidence that the Hon. Mr. Les-
lis had paid the full value of this property. Mr
Leslie took every possible precaution, He em-
ployed a very coapatent man to value the pro-
perty, and this man gave it as hig opinion that
1t was not worth more than three thousand
pounds. It secmed therefore that he gave the
full vatue for it, and his Honor doubted wheth r
the creditors would have got more for iy at
sheriff’s sale But there was another fact. As-
suming for a moment that the creditors were
willing: to enforce the utmost rigor of the
!uw, and in view of the defendant's notorious
ingolvency, to declare him unable to contract,
even if the sale had taken place in Lower Can-
ada, his Honor very much questioned whether
the action for damage could be sustained, in
view of the fact that the three thousand pounds
were handed over to the creditors, If there had
been any attempt to get an unjust preference,
the Court might award slight damages. But
there was nothing of the kind, 1t would be ne-
cessary for the plaintiff to establish a case of
extremely gross fraud to entitle him to damages,
under tue circumstances, the sale being valid in
Upper Canada. The action must be dismissed
witih costs..

MONTREAL AND SPGAY NAYVIGATION,

(From tha Boston Post.)

Those of our readers who were In the habit
of visiting Montreal prior to the year 1853, will
remember that city as haviog at that time to all
appearances, reached if not passed its zepith of
prosperity. Its commerce had been largely di-
verted to New York and Boston ; and the rising
citjes of Oapada West interfered with it most
seripugly in the distribution of imported merchan~
dize through the Proyince. The' yalte of real es-
tate had become almogt nominal ; Bod except
during & few busy weekgin trespring and in the
autumn, the streets seemed = to belgng
to & city of the past Buf ten years have brought
about & marvellons ehapge in the condition and
commerce of-this fice old eapital. In population
it i3 now the tenth city on our continent; as &
gcommercial centre, only three or four places on
‘the Atlhntic ggaboard aré of more importance,
In the direct trade with China it is second only
to New York ; and its exports to Europe of flopy
and grain are fully one quarteras muchasat thai
city, In 1852 the tonnage of sea-going vessels

giving employ ment toa number of laborers, who |

at Montreal was 45,430 ; 1n 1862 it was 250,001,
In 1852 the imports amounted to $9 245 984 ; in
1863 they resched $18 841,885, In 1852 th:
value of the exports was $2,727 464 ; in 1883 it
wes $7,067,796. 'n 1862 both importsand ex-
ports were in advance of the figures of last year,
Thus in tea years the tounage of the port of
Montreal has increased more than five fold,
the imports have doubled, and the exports
have nearly trebled. Dauring this period not
only has the previously existing tecdency to de-
cadence been arrested and overcome, bat a
growth bas bean achievad, and a new pros,.erity
been developed, such as are seldom witnessed in
citiog 8o old, It has made itself, despite all op-
position, the commercial capital of Canada in a
sense in which this was never before true of it ;
and there is every reason to anticipate for it a
still more brilliant future.

To what cause may we attribute this very re-
markable change? Oune word will give the re-
ply—steasm, The business men ot Montrea'
toresaw that, without steamship communication
Wi h Great Britain, all the foreign commerce of
Oanada, except for a few months in the summer
season, would be transacted at Boston and New
York ; and they determined to  have steamship
lines of their own at whatever cost, The ice-
bergs of the Newfouudland Banks, the fogs of
the Gulf of St. Liawreace, and the tortuous and
dangerous navigation of a long river, were not
allowed to interfere with their enterprising
plans. Notwithstanding all these discourage-
ments at the outset, followed as they have been
by a series of disasters never experienced elge-
where, this purpose has been resolutely pursaed,
and we have already indicated the reward with
whieh it bas been crowned. That we are
not wrong in connecting a3 cause to effect,
the ocean gteam mavigation of Montreal with
the renewed and augmenting prosperity of Mon-

‘treal, will be seen from the fact that in 1854,

8ix ocean steamers of 5444 tons in the aggre-
gate arcived there, The steamship arrivals in
1864 were 14, and the total in tons 56,450. In
this way Montreal has secured the coatrol of
the exporta of Qunada and very largely of the
imporis algo, It has three lines of steamships —
Lwo to Glasgow and one to Liverpool, and the
the arrivals of sea going eteamers Averago
three & week throughout the sesson. But thess
facilities are inadequate to the business which
they themselves have created, and in the report
of the Trade and Commerce of Montreal for
1863, from which we have gathered the infor-
mAatien now given, 1t is said :—“A material en-
largement of Canada’s ocean steam marine has
become a necessity, and is now about to be made
by the establisument of new lines of freight and
passenger steamships  to British ports.” We

THEPOLITICALISOLATION OF ENGLAND,

The condition of England seems ri turning to
what it was in the times, before the Roman Con-
quest, If the world means the world of politics,
we are as completely separated from it now as
then. -Such dismsllamentations as Lords Derby
and Ellenborough and Griy uttered in the House
of Lords last night abound on every side, and it
scems that we are inveolved in some new and un-
heard-of ##¥amity, Nevertheless, for this state
of things, soironically commiserated by our ene-
mies, so ill'acquiesced in by some among our-
selves; there is no inconsidernbie amounty of con-
solation. There is & commercial a3 well as a po-
litignl ‘world, and from that world we are not
oaly not shut ont,but are becomiug more and mor
it active and thriving centre.,  If we cannot
have cur own way in politics, we posgess a num-
ber of good things which no political combina-
tion can hestow—wealch, peace, prosperily, and
good government. The isolation of which our
Peers complain has not been brought about by
any fanlt of our own, but is vather the result of
an honest desire for peace and good will among
the natious of the earth. Neither is this the
first time that such a temporary estrangement
has overtaken us.

Lt is rather more 1han forty vears since Eng-
land fouud herself situated very much as she is
now, and then, as mow, for & cause
of ‘which &he: had ' mo reason o ba
aghamed. The people of Spain had rigen
against the wretched King whom our success in
the Peninsular War had imposed upon them The
Holy Alliance determined vo trample out this
firsy gpark of a conflugration, which they foros
saw might overrun all Europe. Hngland was
under & Tory Goverameunt, but she was a free
country, and her foreign affairs were under the
control of Mr. Canning. He did not allow his
composute to be ruffld by the overbearing vio.
lence of the Holy Alliance, or by the isolation
in which England found Lergelt. He did not
feel it hig duty to imperil the country by em-
barking in a war in weich Eagland's iaterests
were bay remotely concerned, and ber slendep
military resources wouid have heen overmatchs
ed. Hetas' conient to stund aside and Iet the
tempest expend itselt, The Holy Allisnce had
complelely their own way, and swept the Span-
igh patrio s from the Bidasson to the Trozadero
ag the Germans gre doing with the Danes, But
it wag # barren telunph, The legacy this high.
