voices or statements of value be enclosed
with books prepaid at printed matter rate,
also in senled parcels of general mer-
chandise prepaid at letter rate, posted In
Cannda  nddressead for delivery in the
United States.

Such matter when addressed to the
United States should be open to inspection,
in the maner described In the regulations
concerning domestic Parcel Post. How-
ever, sealed packages of general mer-
chandise (parcel post) may be accepted for
transmission provided the sender has placed
thereon a printed label or an impression
of a rubber stamp, giving the name and
address of the sender and stating in a
general way the nature of the contents.

General merchandise (parcel post) ad-
dressed to the United States may be accept-
ed for insurance under the some terms and
conditions as apply to parcels posted for
delivery within Canada. The scale of in-
surance fees is the same as for Canada.
Kegtstrativn.—Every article intended for

registration must pe handed in at the wicket,
and a receipt obtained therefore The fee on
all classes of articles (except parcels sent
by parcel post) addressed to countries to
which matter may be registered is ten cents.

‘I'he sender of a registered article addressed
tv any place in Canada or any Postal
Union country may entitle himself to a cer-
tificate as to the disposal of the said article
br the Postmaster at the office addressed, on
prepayment of an additicnal fee of 10 cents.
All classes of matter except Parcel Post
packages may be registered to places in
Canada, United States and most other
countries.
The public are reminded that registered

letters are only carried on trains that are
accompanied by rallway mall clerk. Hence
a registered letter ard an ordinary letter
posted simultaneously will often be received
at different times. :

PARCEL POST WITH OTHER COUN-

Direct Parcel Post Exchanges are in opera-

Prohibited Articles and Publicgtions.—Ix-

plosive, dangerous or destructivas substance,
or liquid, or any matter likely to injure
usunl contents of the mails, or the person
of any officer or servaut of tha Post Office.
Liquid Celluloid i8 prokitited, but celluloid
in other forms may be sent by post in bulk,
provided it is packed with reasonable care
and labelled “Celluloid—Inflammable.
There is no restriction upon the circulation
of cards, calendars, etc, made of celluloid
when they are seni singly.

Glass, In any form, liquids, fish,
{ruit and olls are prohibited unless put up In
the manner prescribed by postal regulations.
Any obscene or immoral book, or other
publication of an ‘ndccent, Immoral, sedi-
tious, disloyal, scurrilous or libellous char-
acier, or any post card or post band or
wrapper upon which there are words of the
character aforesaid, or any letter or circular
concerning an illegal lottery, so-called, gift-
concert or other similar enterprise offering
prizes or concerning schemes devised and
intended to deceive and defraud the public,
and newspapers, etc., containing advertise-
ments of any obscene and immoral prints,
publications, eto-
