HOUSE OF COMMONS.
THE DEFENCE OF CANADA.

* July 25th.
Mr. Adderley wished, before the Secretary for 

War rose to reply to the question that had been 
put to him, to make a few observations upon a 
most important subject. It was most desirable 
that Parliament should not separate without some 
distinct statement being made of the intentions 
of the Government as to the defence of Canada. 
It was their right and duty, as it was the right 
and ..merest of the Canadians, to know what 
were the intentions of the Governrncnt.in view of 
the possible if not probable dangers of the ap­
proaching winter: In the first place, he would 
wish to know whether the Government’consider- 
ed that Canada was exposed to any danger. If 
not, why were 12,000 British troops retained in 
that colony; and if there was danger, to what 
did they.look for defence against that danger? 
The noble lord at tha head-of the Government

Mrs. Mar* Joly olSLynfl inn! nrgcii upon the House the duty of proteedng 
scribabiJ agony from dys the country against invasion, but in respect of 

Canada, which was more vulnerable, be had not 
urged any precautions either in this country or 
in the colony. At the commencement of last 
winter 12,000 British troops were sent out in great 
haste to meet an apprehended danger, and to 
enable Canada to prepare her means f r self-de­
fence. There was no Quixotic intention to defend 
Canada by means of forces sent from this coun­
try, nor to exempt the Canadians from military 
service ; bat the aid was sent to assist and to en­
courage them in preparing their own means of 
defence. The latest and most authentic under­
standing between this country and Canada was 
set forth in the despatches of the Colonial Secre­
taries between 1851 and 1854. In 1851 Earl 
Grey, writing to Lord Elgin, said, —

“ Canada now has self-government, which 
ought to carry with it corresponding responsibi­
lities ; the time is come for her to be called upon 
to take a larger share of her expenses. Her rapid 
progress in wealth and population makes it only 
due to the people of this country that they should 
be relieved from the charge imposed on them for 
the protection of a colony so well able to do 
much towards protecting itself. In this I am only 
reverting to the former colonial policy of this 
country. Up to the American Revolution the 
British colonies took the principal share of the 
burden of their own protection, and contributed 
to the military operations undertaken to extend 
the possessions of the Crown. Her Majesty’s 
Government would have tkoug;.t it right at an 
earlier period to revert to this policy in Canada 
but for commercial difficulties thrown in her way 
by British legislation. That has passed away. 
Canals have opened up the country on loans 
raised on the credit of the British Treasury. In 
future the troops maintained in Canada will be 
confined to the garrisons of Quebec and Kings­
ton, and the maintenance of the canals, cut at 
the expense of this country, will be thrown on the 
province.1'

The Duke of Newcastle stated that a single re­
giment of infantry and two companies of artiL 
lery would be all the force sent from England. 
In 1854 Sir G. Grey wrptp :—

“ Should an invasion of Canada by foreign 
Powers occur, the most valuable aid to reinforce­
ments supplied from this country would he af­
forded by ap organized nnîRiai such as her great 
population might now supply.”

No one could deny that those views were cor­
rect views. It was laid down that a colony like 
Canada should maintain her own internal order 
in time of peace, and that when war broke ouf 
all the forces of the empire should rally m 4er 
fence of the portjqn tb^-t wps atfqcked. ' It tyas 
not for this country to exempt the Canafliqris 
from military service, nor could Canada plead 
poverty as an excuse for not taking the proper 
means to provide for her own defence. Neither 
did he think that the Canadians could say what 
had been said for them, that the danger of last 
n inter arose from English policy, and did not 
concern Canada. Surely Cqnada waa afjfected 
by an insult tp the British flag, that waved over 
the navy which protected her, and in whose glory 
she participated ? When the troops were sent out 
in haste last winter the noble lord at the head of 
the Government expressed his beljef iq tfle pa­
triotic spirit of the Canadians, apd said the Bri­
tish troops were sent out to afford thepi time to 
develope their ajvn powers of defence. But the 
expectation ofiffie noble lord had been disap­
pointed. The çolopists acknowledged that there 
was danger by the eagerness with which they 
hailed the arrival of the Imperial troops. And 
how did they express that feeling in action ? 
They had done nothing. (Hear, hear.) We, on 
our part, had shown our appreciation of the emer­
gency by raising the number of our troops from 
a single regiment of infantry and two companies 
of Artillery to 12,000 men. They bad a Militia 
of about 5,000 men, who were under drill six 
days in the year ; and, by way of meeting the 
emergency, they had added 5,000 men, increasing 
the number of days of drill from 6 to 12, and re­
ducing the pay one-half. Thus they had shown 
us either their appreciation of the danger or their 
opinion as to their share of the duty of meeting 
it. Their own Commission had stated that at 
least 100,000 organized and armed Militia would 
be necessary ; and the late Ministry proposed the 
organization and embodiment of a force of 50,000. 
Lord Monck, the other day at Montreal, had 
made a speech distinguished by manly senti­
ments and moderate language, saying as much 
as he could say under the circumstances, 
and telling the Canadians that they must pre­
pare to take some share of their own defence, 
and that it would be impossible for this country 
any longer to consent to their contributing noth­
ing in either purse or person towards the sec­
urity of their frontier. There was never, pro­
bably, any occasion in which the governor of a 
free country had addressed in such terms the 
rich inhabitants of that country. The noble 
lord at tbe head of the Government said the oth­
er day that though they had ouly 10,000 Militia, 
all the Canadians were liable to be called ont in 
case of emergency. That seemed to satisfy the 
noble lord, and such an exhibition of readiness 
and vigour excited a cheer in this House. Was 
this the way in which England had prepared 
herself against threatened invasion w hen Napo­
leon’s camp was formed at Boulogne ; or more 
recently when it was thought possible that our 
shores might be attacked ? Was this the way 
in which the old English colonies defended 
themselves when they resisted, from their own 
resources, the arms of France and Spain, and 
never dreamed of asking for reinforcements ? 
(Hear, hear.) It was now an Hibernian phrase 
to talk about sending reinforcements to Canada, 
because there was really nothing to reinforce in 
the colony ; and things had come to a, strange 
pass when the House cheered the statement that 
a prosperous part of the empire had expressed 
their conviction that they were in danger, de­
clared that they should be glad to receive rein­
forcements, but, as to themselves, only said that 
they were liable to be called out. Why, w'bat 
people on earth were not liable to be called out 
in case of invasion ? If an enemy kicked your 
door down you must come out, but the question 
was whether such a mere liability was worth 
anything. (Hear, hear.) The House of Com­
mons deceived both themselves and the Canad­
ians by flattering the latter, as though the state­
ment of this liability were any proof of vigour, 
or any guarantee for the security of their 
country. (Hear, hear.) The question excited 
much interest, and there was hardly a newspap­
er which had not taken it up. A correspondent 
of T/ie Times, who signed himself “Canadian’’ 
and thus undertook to represent Canadian feel­
ing, expressed great surprise that country was 
dissatisfied, and stated the principle which he 
thought ought to guide the relations between 
the Home Government and the colony. W’bat 
this gentleman understood was, that Canada 
should assist in keeping internal order in time of 
peace, but that the duty of resisting foreign in­
vasion should be undertaken by the forces of the 
empire. In submitting this proposition he did 
not see that Canada was part of the empire. But 
so it was. W’hen there was anything to be got 
out of England, be urged the claims of Canada 
as a part of the forces of the Empire, meaning 
England. Warming with his subject, the writer 
then boldly compared the present preparations 
of Canada with those of this country, and said 
that a militia of 10,000 men in proportion to her 
population would be equivalent to U;«00)’men 
raised in England. Had he the audacity or the 
ignorance to institute any compirison between 
the 10,000 militia drilled 12 days in a year, their 
arms and ammunition being supplied at tbe ex­
pense of this country (hear, hear), with the re­
gular army, the militia, the volunteers, and the 
navy of England. (Hear, hear.) This only 
showed how completely the Canadians misun­
derstood their position, and the relations exist­
ing between the two Governments. The Mayor 
of Montreal spoke more honestly after the din­
ner at which Lord Monck was present, and—1» 
vino veritas—he said

“ Canada might esteem herself a most fortu­
nate community in being protected by one ot 
the most powerful nations in the world, which 
sent them as many as might be required of ships 
and redcoats without rendering them liable in

trial. (Hear, hear.) No such relations could 
stand the test of an actual emergency, and one 
of two courses must be taken. If the English 
Government had made up their minds to under- 

' take the defence of Canada by troops sent from 
and paid by this country, the number of troops 
la the colony must be increased immensely 
(Hear, hear.) Even if the number were quadru­
pled the force would still be a most inadequate 
one. (Hear.) But who would undertake to 
defend a country which would not defend itself? 
(Hear, hear.) As matters stood, we were in a 
most critical position to defend the colony with 
12,000 British troops. If invasion came the loss 
of Canada was absolutely certain, and that was 
not all. We should lose our troops, should 
bring upon ourselves disgrace and disaster, and 
then involve the country, on a point of honour, 
in a hopeless war. (Hear.) What was the other 
course open ? That which Earl Grey recom­
mended the other day .in Another place—namely, 
that not a moment should be lost in causing the 
Canadian Parliament distinctly to understand 
that it must reconsider the measures of interna] 
defence, making more valid preparation, 
or before winter, every man of the 12,000 British 
troops should return to England. In this re­
spect, Earl Grey did not speak without expe­
rience, for when Australia formerly would not 
listen to the proposal to pay a portion of the ex­
penses of the British troops there, Earl Grey let 
it be known that the troops would be imme­
diately ordered to turn home. The consequence 
was that the people of Australia immediately 
came to the terms first proposed by England ; 
and there could be no doubt, that the embarca­
tion of the first British regiment for the purpose 
of returning from Canada to England, would 
make Canada take a very differens view on this 
question. (Hear, hear.) He should like, if cir­
cumstances permitted, to move an address to 
the Queen, praying her to send instructions to 
the Governor of Canada, to call together again 
the Canadian Parliament, and submit to the 
members measures of better preparations, making 
them clearly to understand, that in the event ol 
such measures not being adopted, the British 
troops in Canada would be immediately recalled; 
but he felt that it would be absolutely useless 
for him, within five or six days of the proroga­
tion, to offer any such proposition to the House. 
However, to prevent the country being left in 
the dark on the subject, his only alternative was 
to raise the late discussion, and to throw the 
whole responsibility of what might happen in the 
winter on the noble lord at the head of the Gov 
ernment. The present state of things could only 
last, he believed, till the first trial came, and if 
an emergency occurred then Canada would be 
inevitably lost to this,country. If no emergency 
occurred then the connexion might last in mu­
tual deception for some time ; but whenever the 
trial came the separation of Canada from this 
country was inevitable, and would, if Ministers 
only chose to trust the chapter of accidents for 
the crisis, be then attended with disastrous con­
sequences. He therefore called on the noble 
lord at the head of the Government to state what 
were his intentions. Let the noble lord treat 
the case in a dignified way, and if the loss of 
Canada was not to be cared for let the Cana­
dians know that in tiffiP : so that amicable ar­
rangements might be made on both sides for the 
interests of Canada and for the honour of this 
country. (Hear, hear.)

Mr A. MILLS did not think it would be ad­
visable to send oqt instructions tQ Canada, de­
claring that unless the Canadians took steps for 
organising an adequate militia the Imperial 
troops would be withdrawn from that country ; 
for such a course might be taken as a, sort of dic­
tation to the Canadian Parliament. It appeared 
to him most important that the Executive Go­
vernment at home should rather take a line of 
dignified inaction on this subject, giving the Ca­
nadian Parliament an opportunity of reconsider­
ing what it had done in respect to that miserable 
Militia Bill., which it had passed. In his belief, 
the Canadian Parliament d d not represent the 
Canadian people on that matter, and he should 
like that people to have a practical opportunity 
of expressing their opinion. This was not so 
much a question for the taxpayers of this country 
as for the safety of the Canadians themselves ; 
apd the time would shortly come when they 
woqlfl see, that if this country were able to send 
out to Canada 50,000 or 60,000 troops, that force 
would be useless for the defence of the frontier, 
unless it was backed by a strong and numeri­
cally sufficient militia. (Hear, hear.) The House 
of Commons had recently passed a resolution de­
claring that the Imperial Government would 
protect the colonies against all perils to which 
they might be exposed in consequence of Im­
perial policy. Now the British troops in Canada 
were sent to protect the Canadians against the 
consequences of Imperial policy, and unless those 
perils had passed away, it was almost impossible 
for any Government at home to recall the troops, 
or, if they recalled them, they might have to send 
them back again, Therefore, it was very de­
sirable that the Government should act with 
great deliberation in this matter. It was quite 
obvious that to raise 10,000 militia, who were to 
be called out for six days in the year, was a 
measure by no means adequate to the exertions 
which England was maki g tor the defence of 
Canada by the aid of taxes drawn from a people 
who were suffering under a special degree of 
pressure. (Hear, hear.) Although, therefore, 
he deprecated any attempt assuming the shape 

■ of dictation being made on the part of the Go­
vernment at home, he should wish it to be most 
distinctly understood that he was no advocate 
for the continuance of the monstrous system of 
nursing our colonies, which induced them to rely 
entirely upon the resources of the mother coun­
try in the hour of need, it being evident that 
those resources in a moment of pressure—such, 
for instance, as the Russian War or the Indian 
Mutiny—would be inadequate to colonial defence 
unless backed by a sufficient local force. (Hear, 
hear.) As the owner of property in Canada 
himself, he should feel that the safety for it to be 
derived from assistance from the mother country 
would be as nothing compared with the security 
which the establishment of a local force numeri­
cally and in point of efficiency capable "of defend­
ing its own territory would confer. (Hear.)

Sir DE LACY EVANS—On the im­
portant question of the military policy which it 
was expedient we should pursue towards our 
colonies, he might observe that he agreed with 
the hon. member for Taunton in thinking that 
we had hitherto been nursing them in a manner 
which was not calculated to do them permanent 
service. If the colonies were led to rely on the 
conviction that the whole power of the mother 
country would be brought to bear for their de­
fence whenever the slightest danger threatened 
them, it was quite obvious they were likely tc 
remain, so far as making provision for their own 
protection was concerned, in a very unsatisfac­
tory state. The hon. member for Taunton main­
tained that it would betray great inconsistency 
on the part of the Government to withdraw from 
Canada the troops which we sent there at pre­
sent. He thought the Government did right in 
sending troops to Canada, for unquestionably at 
that time the danger, such as it was, arose from 
Imperial policy. But there was no danger to 
be apprehended now, nor was there likely to be 
any for three or four years at least. At the time 
of the Trent affair it was thought that theAmer- 
can Government had nothing to do but to re­
reverse the heads of the columns which were on 
their way to the South and order them to take 
possession of Canada. Why, the thing was im­
practicable then, and it was still more impracti­
cable now. The Americen Government, power­
ful as it was, enthusiastically as it had followed 
up the war with the South, had no means at 
present of making war upon either upon Cana­
da or England Canada, with a population of 
2,500,000—a population nearly as great as was 
that of the United States when they successfully 
resisted the power of the British Empire, if true 
to itself, might defy all the effeyrts of the Ameri­
can Government to subdue it. (Hear.) He 
saw no objection, therefore, to our Government 
recalling the troops, for which there was now a 
good opportunity presented by the conduct of 
the Canadian Parliament. It had been suggest­
ed that an arrangement should be made to the 
effect that if Canada should come forward with 
an efficient militia we ought to leave our troops 
there. He hoped the Imperial Government would 
not fetter itself by any understanding of that 
kind. (Heat, hear.)

Mr. ROEBUCK—The first thing we have to 
consider is the feeling of the people of Canada 
with respect to England. My opinion is that the 
people of Canada have been led to believe that 
we consider them of such wonderful importance 
that we shall undertake any expense to maintain 
dominion over them. (Hear, hear.) What I 
want them to understand, and what I want our 
Government to make them understand, is that 
we do not care one farthing about the adherence 
of Canada to England. (Hear, hear.) We have 
never drawn from our colonies anything like 
tribute. Other nations do at this moment derive 
tribute from their colonies, but we have never 
done so. The only chance of benefit we ever ex 
pected from our colonies was perfect freedom of 

name m trade. What has Canada done in that matter ? 
redcoats \ The Canadians have laid 20 per cent upon the 

1 introduction of all English manufactures into 
their country, thereby following the bad example 
of their friends on the other side of the St. Law­
rence. (Hear, hear.) I want them clearly to 
understand that England has no benefit from her 
connexion with them, and that if we maintain, 
not our dominion, but their independence, it is 
for their advantage and not for ours. (Hear, 
hear ) There is nobody in this country who is 
in a position to speak with more freedom than 
mvself with respect to Canada. Many years of 
mv life were spent in that country. I have inti­
mate relations with it now, bat though I do not 
love Canada less I love England more, and my

purse or person. No matter how many i .
the more the better, if they took nota single introduction oi g-
sou out of their pockets."
(Laughter.) Such were the magnanimous sen­
timents of the- Mayor of Montreal after Lord 
Monck had tried to rouse a patriotic feeling 
among the rich inhabitants of that city. Cer­
tainly, if anybody wished to preserve the-connex- 
ion between the colony and the mother coun­
try he should not lose a moment in-trying to re­
place their present rotten relations by something 
more genuine and more substantial.’ (Hear, 
hear.) Depend upon it, this mutual deception, 
though it might get us over the next few months 
or years, would vanish at the first moment of

opinion is that if to-morrow we were to get rid 
of Canada England would not lose a 'single 
farthing of benefit. (Hear, hear) But the c-se 
of Canaria would be very different. When the 
hon. and gallant member for Westminster sa's 
that the United States cannot overrun Canada 
X must say that [ think he has studied history to 
very little purpose if that be his real opinion. I 
quite agree with the noble lord in another place 
who said that if the Federal Government were 
victorious to-morrow they would turn round 
upon England, and the first thing they would do 
would be to pour their armies over the St Law­
rence into Canada ; while if they were to be de­
feated in their struggle with the South, out of 
mere vengeance they would do the same thing. 
(Hear, hear ) What would be the consequence ? 
Canada, ceasing to be what she is now—a 
powerful and independent people, governing 
themselves, doing exactly as they like with their 
own, would be under the dominion of an over­
bearing and overpowering democracy. (Hear.) 
She would be one among what were once 37 
United States. Her people would have one or 
two votes in the American Senate ; whereas now 
they govern themselves, for England has given 
up dominion over them, and all we do is to send 
our soldiers—those redcoats whom the Mayor of 
Montreal talks about—to protect their indepen- 
deneg. (Hear, hear.) I want the Canadians 
clearly to understand that England woull not be 
sorry to see her depart from us to-morrow. 
(Hear, hear.) They do us no good, or, at least, 
not more than New York ; they do not even re­
ceive our manufactures, and they treat us like 
aliens. (Hear, hear.) We have, been told that 
the House of Commons should riot dictate to the 
Parliament of Canada. Do we ever dictate now ?
I have stood up in my place against the dictation 
of this House io the people of Canada, but that 
system has been abandoned long ago. The very 
veto of the Crown is entirely ignored, and that 
which we ought to have done—viz , protect the 
manufacturing interests of England —we have 
ceased to do. I say, therefore, we are now 
bound to look after the interests of our consti­
tuents, and I shall be the ; very last man,to lay 
one farthing of expense upon the poor people of 
Sheffield in order to maintain the independence 
of the rich people of Canada. (Cheers.)

Sir kG. 0. LEWIS, With respect to th® 
question of the military force in Canada,
I am desirous of recalling the attention of the 
House to the posi.ion of affairs before Christmas 
last, because it is impossible to arrive at any 
sound and practical conclusion unices we begin 
at that period. Canada had a force of Volun­
teers and militia, but it never was the custom 
for our North American colouies, n ir, indeed, 
any colonies of British descent, to ke p a stand­
ing army in time of peace. The practice in Ca­
nada was similar to that followed Dy the United 
States in time of peace—to maintain only a 
small, not very effecient militia The House 
well remembers the alarm of the disruption of 
friendly relations with the United States which 
occurred in the course of last winter. Tne cause 
of that alarm was a misunderstanding with a 
captain of the American navy boarding a ship 
bearing the English flag. That was no doubt 
an affront to the English flag ; but that was a 
question of purely Imperial interest, in which 
Canada was not directly concerned, and which 
she was only indirect y interested as part of the 
British empire. Well, if Canada had been inva­
ded in a war arising from the United State? in 
consequence of that quarrel, the feeling of the 
Canadians would naturally have been that they 
were involved in a quarrel iu which they had uo 
direct concern, and that it was incumbent on 
the Imperial Government, through connexion 
with widen they were iuvoled in hostilities, to 
give them effectual assjstance. The Govern­
ment anticipaled that the effect of a war with 
the United States would be the iuvarion of the 
Canadian frontier, and therefore they sent out a 
reinforcement of troops. The -policy of that 
measure was discussed when the Supplementary- 
Estimate was produced at the commence­
ment^ of the Session, and it received,
i think, the general assent of the House.
It is therefore unnecessary to argue in support of 
the reinforcement which was then sent out to 
Canada. It is true that the arrival of these 
troops was the cause of great satisfaction to the 
Canadian people. They were received with 
hospitality and kindness, and much loyal feeling 
was expressed at that time. But then be it re­
membered, that an immediate invasion of Cana­
da was generally apprehended, and the troops 
arrived before it was known that the dispute aris­
ing out of the affair of the Trent had received a 
pacific solution, since that time the contest 
between the anoient United States and the Con­
federates in the South has proceeded ; great con. 
fidence was expressed by the Washington Gov­
ernment that they would be able to suppress 
what they denominated the rebellion in the South 
in a short period. They have fixed various 
times, consisting of months, or even of weeks, 
when this rebellion would be suppressed ; but 
these prophecies have not been fulfilled, and at 
this moment we know that the contest seems 
further from a termination in favour of the North 
than it was at the beginning of the year. Under 
these circumstances, the hopes that Her Majes­
ty’s Government confidently entertained in the 
winter that the Canad an Government and peo­
ple would make energetic efforts for their own 
defence, calling out their militia, and passing an 
amended Militia Bill, have, perhaps, not altogeth­
er unnaturally, been in some degree disappoint­
ed ; because there is no doubt that the alarm of 
an invasion which the Canadians felt early in 
the year has by subsequent events been great! y 
diminished. It is true, as my hon. and gallant 
friend (General Sir D. Lacy Evans) stated, that 
at present they do not anticipate any immediate 
danger of invasion, nor do Her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment think, looking to the state of the con­
test between the North and South—looking to 
the manner in which the affair of the Trent was 
treated by the Government of the United States 
—looking generally to the complexion of affairs 
in that country, that there is any immediate pro­
bability, under any circumstances, of the rupture 
of pacific relations with tbe United States. The 
Government of the United States must be well 
aware that an invasion of Canana is not merely- 
an invasion of Canada, it is a war with England 
(hear, hear) ; and of course, if the United States 
were to seeek a war with England, and origin­
ate a ground of dispute and invade British terri­
tory, they would look forward to interference 
with the Southern blockade by the British fleet 
the relief of the blockade, and the entire reversa 
of much of the state ot things with the South 
which now exists. Giving them credit for or­
dinary prudence under trying and diffi­
cult circumstances; nothing at present 
seems more unlikely than that the 
United States should voluntarily originate 
a war with so powerful a nation as England,and 
one possetsing so effective and disposable a 
fleet. Well, under these circumstances, even, 
although the Canadian Government, contrary to 
the policy which Lord Monck, the governor, has 
expressed, and which has been admitted by the 
people of Canada, have not made those efforts 
which they ought to have made for strengthen­
ing their militia, still, Her Majesty’s Government 
do not think that any ground exists for regrett­
ing having sent out reinforcements to Canada.
But then we are told that we ought to take ef­
ficient measures for reducing our troops in Can­
ada, and compelli g the Canadian Eegislature 
to establish an effective and numerous militia. 
There are two ways iu which that compulsion 
could be applied. We could not propose a Bill 
to Parliament to legislate for Canada and to 
compel them to estaolish a sufficient militia.
The right hon. gentleman himself does not pro­
pose any measure of that sort. My hon. and 
learned friend (Mr. Roebuck) very truly said 
that for many years we have given up legislat­
ing for the internal affairs of Canada, and I can 
hardly think, looking to the principles of com­
mercial policy which have been sanctioned by 
this House, that any hon. gentleman will pro­
pose for that purprose. Well, but, if not legis­
lating directly, seeking to accomplish the object 
indirectly would seem to me infinitely more ob­
jectionable than direct legislation. The right 
hon. gentleman prsposes a penal withdrawal of 
our troops from Canada -that is, we are to 
say to Canada, “Because you have not 
established a sufficient militia for the 
protection of your frontier we will with­
draw our troops and leave your fron­
tier wholly undefended.” Is that a dignified and 
reasonable course for England to adopt towards 
Canada ? I confess I can hardly conceive any­
thing more unworthy of the Legislature of this 
country, or of the Government of this country, 
than such a vindictive proceeding. (Hear, hear..)
If we are deliberately dissatisfied with the Legis­
lature of Canada—if we think that sufficient 
time has been given to them to reflect on what 
appears to have been a hasty decision, influenced 
by party considerations, and dictated by the mo­
tive of turning out a Government; for no doubt 
the division on the Canada Militia question was 
produced by a temporary combination for the 
purpose of bringing about a change of Govern­
ment. (“No, no !”) Well, I speak on very good 
information and authority when 1 affirm that it. 
was so. (Hear, hear ) If this House thinks that 
sufficient time has been given to the Canadian 
Legislature to reflect on that decision, and that 
their policy had been deliberately adopted, and 
if we are determined to throw the entire defence 
on the colony, and that the mother country 
should not take any considerable share in it, our 
proper course would be either to give them a 
long notice that we intend to withdraw our 
troops, or pass an act compelling them to 
create a sufficient militia of ther own.
I have already said that I think under exist­
ing circumstance in the United States, there is 
little probability of an immediate invasion of Ca­
nada, and I will only suggest to the House, that 
although it is an unquestionable and lamentable 
fact that great irritation exists on the part of the 
people of the Northern States against England— 
an irritation, which I may say was as undeserved 
by the course which the Government have pur­
sued towards the United States (hear, hear), as 
it was wholly unexpected, yet that irritation has 
been mainly caused by the recognition of the 
Southern States as a belligerent Power. There 
may have been minor causes of irritation, but un­
doubtedly, the main cause of the irritation that 
has existed has been the recognition by this coun­
try of the Southern States as a belligerent 
Power. I cannot but think, as this contest pro­
ceeds, that the people of the Northern States, 
notwithstanding the excitement and the disap­
pointment which the course of events may pro­
duce, must see upon reflection that England had, 
in fact, no other alternative than that which she 
adopted. It was necessary for Her Majesty’s 
Government to consider not only the feelings of 
the country, but also the international 
relations that are created by the existenca 
of a great war. If the people of the Southern 
States had been regarded as rebels, their ships 
fitted out as privateers must have been treated as
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pirates by England ; and it was only by recog­
nizing theSouth in its real character of a bellige­
rent that insoluble difficulties connected with the 
law of nations have been avoided. And really,
Sir, I can hardly understand why the Northern 
States should so much resent the recognition of 
the belligerency of the Southern States, when I 
remember that, according to their own repeated 
declarations, they have an army of between 
600,000 and 700,000 men on foot, and that after 
the recent battle near Richmond the President 
has made an appeal for an addition of 300,000 
men to that large force.—Hear, hear.—The mere 
statement of these numbers is surely sufficient to 
prove that the Power against which all these 
mighty preparations are made at least deserves 
the name of a belligerent Power — Hear.—It is 
impossible to conceive that they can be correctly 
designated as a mete accidental casual agglome­
ration of rebels. T he resistance to the authority of 
the United States has acquired a firmness, a com­
pactness, and a consistency which justly entitle 
the persons composing it to the name of a 
belligerent Power. I cannot, therefore, but think 
that,0 taking all these very obvious circumstan­
ces into consideration, the Northern States will 
see that the only important step with reference 
to this matter taken by England was not only 
justifiable, but inevitable. (Hear, hear.) Before 
I sit down I will only make one allusion to the 
remarks cf my fcon. and learned friend upon our 
future relations with Canada. I for one can 
only ray that I look forward without apprehen­
sion—and, I may add, without regret—to the 
time when Canada might become an independ­
ent State (hear, hear) ; but I think it behoves 
England not to cast Canada loose, or send her 
adrift before she had acquired sufficient strength 
to assert her own independence. (Hear, hear )
We should not, by any acts of momentary irrita­
tion or ill humour which might throw her into 
the arms of the Uni ed States, place her in a posi 
tion in which she would become annexed to a 
Power involved m a serious contest, and 
which has lately added millions and millions to 
jts national debt. I think this would be a 
moment most unfortunately chosen for any act of 
that kind.. (Hear, hear.) The feelings of the 
Canadian people as shown upon the arrival of 
our troops in the winter were undoubtedly those 
of attachment and loyalty to the mother coun­
try. I do not believe that the recent vote with 
regard to the Militia Bill was the result ol auj 
deliberate policy or deep-seated design. It was 
actually thrown out by the play of party politics; 
and I cannot but wish to impress upon the 
House thatauy measure, such as the right hon. 
gentleman recommends, of a menace on the part 
of En viand that,under certain circumstances, ii 
they do not take efficient steps for organizing a 
powerful militia, our troops will be withdrawn, 
woulù he unworthy of this country, and would 
seem to it? the result rather of hasty displeasure 
thnn of fhat U:<tnified and prudent forbearance 
which has always teen the characteristic of the 
Imperial policy. (Heaf, hear.)

Air. T. BARING said that, being in constant 
communication with Canada, ite was informed 
that a feeling had recently arisen M that pro­
vince, and was now increasing, that there Was 
a wish on the part of a great portion of that 
House to force upon it a precipitate separation 
from the mother country. (Hear, hear.) And 
he must say that if anything could strengthen 
that feeling it would be the recurrence of spee­
ches like that of the right hon. member for Staf­
fordshire and the bon, member for Sheffield, 
telling the Canadian people that they had not 
the least desire that they should adhere to their 
allegiance to the Sovereign and their attach­
ment to this country ; that they wished they 
would separate entirely from England, and that 
they would see that separation not only without 
regret, but with satisfaction. He would not 
enter into questions of colonial policy. He be­
lieved that colonies might be a source of wealth 
and power to the mother country ; that the 
union between the two m'ght be one of mutual 
benefit ; that it might be maintained without 
an extravagant expenditure; but to say that 
such a connexion was merely a question of 
g. d.” was quite unworthy of us, when we had 
to a certain extent, to protect our fellow coun- 
tryuldn, and had, at least to regard them as 
our fellow subjects until they ihemselves desir­
ed to separate from us. Certain speeches which 
had latterly been delivered in another place, 
together with the tone of the public press, were 
calculated to make tiis Canadians believe that 
in this country there w&s no kindred feeling 
towards them—a result which h@ thought was 
much to be deprecated. (Hear, iiea?,) The mea 
sure which had been referred to was defeated 
from a party manœuvre, without pledging the 
province to anv policy of hereafter refusing to 
establish a sufficient militia and with the expres­
sion, at the same time, on the part of those who ------------- .,
opposed It that they were in favour of a militia cum5tances, it would have been t!;,e Jjhight of

federacy, which ought not to be broken up by 
ill considered speeches. He bad noticed that 
those gentlemen who talked most glibly about 
giving up Canada because she had exercised her 
own rights over her own-expenditure were the 
very persons who, when the subject of defences 
for this country came under discussion, exer­
cised to the full their right of criticizing the 
expenses, and of endeavoring by all means in 
their power to keep down expenditure. Cana­
da had exercised her right ; her members lived 
under a constitutional Government, and were 
■esponsible to their constituents for the outlay 
they sanctioned. The Bill for raising 10,000 
militia was only an ad interim measure, brought 
forward by a gentleman unconnected with the 
Government, while the members cf the Govern­
ment were being re-elected, and it would pro­
bably undergo considerable changes in a future 
Session. The Canadian system of finance was 
not founded upon a satisfactory basis, and pro­
bably if the Colonial Government could put 
their hands upon a balance, instead of having a 
deficit, they would be more liberal in providing 
for their own defence. The right hon. gentle­
man had alluded in contemptuous terms to the 
loyalty of the Canadian people, but what hap­
pened in the war of 1812 furnished a convinc­
ing reply to any such remarks. At the 
beginning of the struggle we had only about 
900 troops in the province. Sir Isaac 
Brock, then in command, issued a proclamation 
calling to arms the loyal subjects of the British 
Grown, and in a short time he had under his 
command an overwhelming force. In the cam­
paigns of 1812 and the two following years 
about 50 fights took place, and at the end of 
that period not a single foot of British soil re­
mained in the hands of the Americans. Gen. 
Scott and many of the invaders were taken pri­
soners ; the battle of Queenston Heights had 
been gained, along with many others; the Ca­
nadian militia, as.- isted by a small force of regu­
lars, drove the enemy across the frontier, and 
retaliated upon American ground. Canada was 
saved mainly by the ancestors of those who 
were now taunted with want of loyalty ; and 
the Duke of York issued an order in which he 
expressed his high sense of the conduct of the 
Canadian militia, which, he said,_ mainly con­
tributed to the success of the British arms, and 
the future security of the British empire iu North 
America. (Hear.) The present Canadians came 
of the same stock with the men who fought thus 
gallantly, and he was quite sure that if they 
were threatened by invasion they would rise as 
one man. (Hear, hear.) The same spirit ani­
mated them, along with the same devotion to 
the British rule. At present the organization 
of the militia was very much what it was in 
1812. The country was divided into districts ; 
regiments were organized, a sufficient number 
out of each regiment were assembled, armed and 
clothed to form flank companies ; and now there 
were in Canada men who would form a nucleus 
round which a numerous force might rally. The 
total number of enrolled militia in Canada was 
800,000, and, taking one man in ten, that would 
raise a very large force for the defence of the 
colony. The late Government proposed to raise 
50,010 men. When the present Government 
came into office they found a deficit of $5,000,000 
per annuo). They were pledged to retrench­
ment, and, under such circumstances, would any 
Chan cello? of the Exchequerjhave recommended 
an expensive sciseftje as to the practical work­
ing of which there were tiro opinions ? For not 
only wag there a difference of .^pinion as to 
whether so large a force was desirable, it was 
doubted also whether the scheme itself was a 
satisfactory one, and whether it would not_in­
terfere too much with the Volunteer organiza- 
tionswhich had been set on foot dqring theTrent 
affair, and bad made great progress all over Ca­
nada. (Hear, hear.) That was one of the reasons 
which induced the Canadian government to 
pass an ad interim measure. He would remind 
bon. gentlemen that, besides the 10,000 militia, 
13,000 volunteers were already enrolled, and 
these, like onr own volunteers, had been hard 
at work and had drilled themselves into a state 
of considerable efficiency, so that Col. Lysons, 
who was sent out o/licially from this.country, 
reported that they were quit® as intelligent and 
as far advanced in discipline as those in Eng­
land. (Hear, hear.) Thus there were avail­
able for the defence of Canada 23,000 men 
among whunj were 15 troops of cavalry and 29 
field guns, properly equipped apd ready to take 
the field. He quite admitted thqt Canada most 
do more than she had lullierto ijone, but the 
efforts which she had already made had certain­
ly been undervalued. (Hear.) A fortuitous 
combination had turned but the lat-^ govern­
ment, with no particular feeling of hostility to 
the Militia Bill, and certainly from no want of 
loyalty to the British Crown. A new Ministry 
had coma in, committed to a policy of re­
trenchment, with $ deficit of $5,000,000 upon a 
revenue of $12,0 0,0oS ; wd, under these cir-

Hiat should co-operate with our troops in defence 
of the common country. These persons he be­
lieved, would at this moment rise as one man 
in support of their union with Eogland (hear, 
hear,) and they had shown that when questions 
not merely of colonial but of Imperial concern 
arose, and when they have suffered all the in­
jury of invasion they did not shrink from expres­
sing manfully their hopes for the success of 
England and her colonies. I t was said, “leave 
Canada entirely to herselt ; ” .but as long 
as they wished to remain British subjects 
ihat was not language which ought either in 
honour or duty to be held to the Canadian peo­
ple. (Hear.) He was convinced that Canada 
felt so much tiie advantage of her connexion 
with England that, without burdening our 
resources, she would adhere to ns from senti­
ments of loyal allegiance. To. say, therefore, 
that because a certain legislative move in the 
Canadian Chambers the object of which was the 
removal of a Ministry, hud been carried opt, we 
were to force the colonists into a separation bj 
threatening to withdraw our troops, would be not 
only dishonourable to this country, and contra­
ry to precedent, but would be a course against 
which the people of this country would strongly 
protest. (Hear, hear.) It had been said that 
it was quite right to turn ont any Ministry 
(a laugh), and there was hardly any Ministry 
that was not occasionally accused of jobs. He 
knew some of the Canadian Ministers who were 
alluded to, and believed they were incapable ot 
such acts. But that was not a question which 
the House had now to investigate. The Cana- 
dian Parliament had exercised its right in re- 
fusing to accede to a measure from hostility to 
those who proposed it ; and there was nothing 
to show that they were opposed to an adequate 
militia. The right hon. gentleman who spoke 
last confirmed him in his bopes and belief that 
there would be no war between this country and 
the United States. There could be no war be­
tween those States and Canada. If tbey at­
tacked Canada, it would only be in order, 
through her, to make war upon England. He 
thought no event could occur so detrimental 
to both countries or to civilization of itself, as 
a war between England and the United States. 
Yet due provision ought to he made against 
every casualty and contingency. In the present 
unsettled state of affairs in the United States 
we ought not to withdraw our troops from Ca­
nada, and that colony would, no doubt, soon 
provide a sufficient militia. The hon. and gal­
lant member for Westminster said that there 
was no chance of war with the United States, 
and therefore we ought to withdraw our 
troops from Canada ; but that statement went 
to justify the Canadians for declining to increa­
se their militia. But, while he hoped there was 
no probability of war, there was always a chan­
ce of some collision between this country and 
the United States, and when that did occur the 
Canadians would be the first to feel the shock 
of war. Still, they would be always ready to do 
their diity in defending their country. He might 
also remark tiiat it was the financial difficulties 
arising from the disturbances in the United 
States that had prevented Canada from remov­
ing those duties upon our manufactures which 
were justly complained of, but which were levi­
ed for purposes of le venue, and not for protec­
tion. This was not the moment at whlab to 
coerce Canada. (Hear, hear.) Our policy was 
to conciliate, as he believed that by conciliation 
we should be more likely to gain our object 
than bv threats.

Sir M. FARQUHAR said he had recently been 
in conversation with a member of the Canadian 
Legislature, who had expressed grrat regret at 
the irritated feeling which appeared to exist in 
this country against the colony. The Militia 
Bill had been discussed a considerable time af­
ter the panic about the Trent affair had passed 
away, and he was informed that by the provi­
sions of that BUI Canada would not have de­
rived all the benefit which she ought to receive 
from the contemplated expenditure. It appear­
ed, too, that upon the discussion of the Bill the 
Government declined to give estimates ; and it 
was believed that, if passed, the expense would 
have been nearly£750,000 without Including the 
cu.st of arms. There was a strong opposition to 
the then existing Canadian Government, and 
the detects in the militia were taken as an op­
portunity for displacing them. That was not 
an unusual course even in this country. Of 
late years we ha4 acted liberally towards onr 
colonies, and had given them self-government, 
and in consequence he believed that at no 
former period were the colonies more closely 
attached to the mother country. He could not 
agree with the right hon. gentleman wild raised 
the discussion, in his views of the relationsniu 
between England and Canada. Immediately 
after the Trent affair became known, and be­
fore anything had been heard from England, 
300 of the principal inhabitants of Canada 
formed themselves into a committee to promote 
the formation of volunteer corps for the defence 
of the couutry, and in Montreal 3/00 citizens 
enrolled themselves as Volunteers. (Hear, 
hear.) If war had then occurred it would have 
been a war for Imperial purposes, but Canada 
would bave lent us its best assistance iu that 
war. He lamented the tone of some speeches 
that bad been made in that House and in an­
other place, and the tone of the press upon this 
subject, for he did not think that a threat to do 
something if Canada would not do something 
else was a good wey of promoting good feeling, 
or of obtaining our object.

Lord BURY said it was impossible to deny 
that Canada had not done all that she should 
have done in the matter of defence. What had 
been done could only be regarded as an instal­
ment, and he felt convinced that in the next 
Session of the Canadian Parliament something 
more would be done. But, at the same time, 
he must strongly deprecate the tone and manner 
of many speakers in that House and else­
where and of writers in the press, which 
could ’ only irritate a country every 
man in which, he firmly believed, was loyal to 
the Queen of Great Britain. (Hear.) It might 
be that Canada should do more than she had 
done but it was not light to address her in lan­
guage of eontumely and insult. The hon. and- 
learned member for Sheffield had said that 
England would not be one penny the worse if 
Canada were separated from the British Crown. 
That might be true, but it was not a matter to 
be regarded in an <£ s d. light ; it must also be 
regarded from a statesmanlike point of vie-v.
Hnghtnd itad her çoloaies fpraed a vast Ç0 >

with reference to the Government of the United 
States, in a wise, dignified, and manly way, and 
that the measures adopted were perfectly justi­
fied by the circumstances. (Hear, hear,) But 
the Secretary of State made a great mistake 
when he told us that it was only from last 
Christmas the commencement of the present 
state of affairs was to be dated. He forgets 
that in June last year we suddenly sent a con­
siderable force to Canada—some 3,000 men— 
and I took an opportunity of making some ob­
servations to the House on the subject, and to 
express my doubts as to the policy of that hur­
ried interference in the affairs of Canada. No 
doubt the state of the other hemisphere was 
troubled at that time; but nothing like the 
affair of the Trent had happened in June. No 
doubt that the Canadians, being shrewd and 
spirited men, were sufficiently conscious of 
the condition of their nearest neighbour ; 
and the turbulence and disquiet prevailing 
in the territories of that neighbour were 
sufficient to alarm them At that time, I be­
lieve, they were ready to take, and would have 
taken, any steps calculated to guard and main­
tain their independence. But what did the Go­
vernment do then? In June, they suddenly 
sent a force of 3,000 men to Canada. That was 
a considerable act ; and jet though the force as 
a reinforcement for the garrisons, was large, it 
was, as a military expedition, not of a com­
manding magnitude. It was not sufficient to 
were at the complement fixed by the Secretary 
State for the Colonies of the present Govern­
ment. I do not like to quote any observations 
I have made in the House, but 1 wish on the 
present occasion to refer to some that fell from 
me In June last year. I then gave credit to the 
Canadians for being a numerous and a gallant 
people. I said that, looking to the state of 
America, I could not doubt that they would 
take such steps as the emergency required.
I proceed to make these observations-:—u On 
the other hand, I should say that, taking this 
eaily opportunity of letting the peopleof Cana­
da know that we are prepared to assume the 
monopoly of defending them is rather calcu­
lated to damp their ardour, and make them feel 
that it is not their business to protect their 
hearths and homes and national honour : and 
that they may pursue their profitable callings 
without coming forward in an exigency of this 
kind." I now ask whether that has not been 
the effect produced; and whether the sending 
out of these 3,000 troops did not at once damp 
the ardour of the Canadians and stop any at­
tempt on their part to take measures to protect 
themselves? It may easily be conceived when 
the affair of the Trent occurred, and when a 
considerable force was sent from England to 
Canada, that under these circumstances the 
colonists were glad to throw themselves under 
the aegis of the mother country ; bnt, if at the 
previous period, when the circumstances of 
America, though troubled and menacing, had 
yet nothing in them of a character, threatening 
to aim at the independence of Canada, the 
Government had called the attention of 
the Canadian Parliament to the state of 
affairs in connexion with the question of 
defence, there would have been Lund no 
difficulty on the subject. (Hear.) When the 
affair of the Trent occurred six mouths after­
wards, and when a force was very properly sent 
out from this country, it would then have been 
seen that the Canadians had laid some founda- 
lion of valid defence in preparing an efficient 
force of militia, which might have been fu ther 
developed under the encouragement of the arri­
val of troops from England, and we should have 
found the general means of the defence of Can­
ada to be adequate. (Hear, hear.) That was a 
part of the policy of the government of which 
at the time I questioned the propriety, and 
which experience has convinced me was an 
error. The sending 3,Q0Q men to Canada, as 
was done in the June of Inst year, was 1 think, 
to some extent ap Intimation to the colonists 
that we were prepared to undertake a monopoly 
of thpir defence. It damped their ardour, and 
has tended, in ray opinion, greatly tp the unfor­
tunate state of things which now prevails in 
that quarter. The right hon. gentleman the 
Secretary for the Home Department, I therefore 
contend, committed a great error, and was 
guilty of a great omission, in not referrring to 
the transtpi3 ^ou those 3,000 men to Canada 
in the June of lasf year, and in taking Christ­
mas as the date at vyhicl) tlqe extraordinary po­
sition of affairs ip the colony with respect to re­
inforcements commenced. f d° a3
right hon. friend upor ipe (Mr. Adderly) knows, 
by any meaps agree with him in all the conclu­
sions upon colonial qpestions pjt which he has 
arrived. Ife l)as, however, I tbipk, done good 
service in bringing fo wai,d this subject to­
night ip a speeph which I may be permitted lo 
say was one of very considerable ability. (Hear, 
hear.) It is a subject which exciles the public 
mind of the countr , which it is but right should 
be enlighteni d upon it as m iota as possible. For 
my own part I am anxious to maintain 
our GolpciuJ. empire ; but that 1 feel can 
be done qply qp principles ^pf _ freedom 
and equality. (Ifear, hear, (f it) olden 
days that empire was endangered because of a 
sense of oppression on the part of the polonies, 
it will ja our day also h'a endanger d if on the 
part of the rpotfier couptiy, a çêiise of unfair­
ness wjth regard tq her cpnne'.ion wfth her de- 
pendensies ghopld preyail. We ipust nqt, how­
ever, use the word 'Idepepdeecies” apy longer 
We should look upon those communities as a 
portion of a great empire in whose prosperity 
and honor we are all alike interested. In that 
view of the case I look upon the colonial empire 
of England as Ijping eminently conducive to 
her strength. The amount of Î'1 e dvantage 
which spe deriyes/rom it cannot b. measured 
by pounds, shillings arid pence, by commercial 
profits, or even by the military force with 
which at a moment of emergency our colonial 
connexion might furnish us I feel at the same 
time persuaded that the very fact that we be­
long to a great emp:re founded on those prin­
ciples of freedom and equality which are neces­
sary for the prosperity of such an empire, is in 
itself a source of strength to England, by rea­
son of the elevation which it gives to the cha­
racters of our fellow-subjects (hear, hear) ; 
wh le it influences the councils of Europe and 
the course of human events. (Hear ) Nor do 
I despair that the unsatisfactory state of things 
prevailing in Canada at the preient moment, 
so far as the relations between her and the 
mother country are concerned, will be modified 
and improved before long. When we are told, 
as we been told lo-night, that the Cnna-
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colonists might, la the event which I.suppose, 
have adopted that tone ; but surely it cannot 
be said that tbey would be likely to look 
upon 3,000 men as a fo:ce sufficient to reader 
any exertion on their part unnecessary. The , 
opposite conclusion, indeed, seems to me to 
be one at which it would he more natural 
to arrive. It must be evident to . every 
man who considers the subject that in time, of ^ 
real danger and military conflict a force like j 
the Militia and Volunteers require the support 
of regular troops as a iouudation to enable 
them to act with confidence and success. Now, 
the 3,000 troops which we sent to Canada in 
defend the frontier of Canada, and it was not 
wanted to increase the garrisons, because they 
the June of last year were exactly the number 
calculated to constitute a foundation on which 
Canada might organize a Militia or Volunteer 
force which woubl acquire habits of discipline 
and a feeling of emulation owing to the example 
set it by the regular troops, and which would 
more readily become efficient in the performance 
of its duties than if left solely to the direction 
of its own officers. When, however, danger ap­
peared imminent we sent a larger force to Ca­
nada, and the course we took, in that respect 
was entirely approved by the right hon. gentle­
man, the House and the country at large. I 
was glad to hear from the right hon. gentle­
man to-night a repetition of that approval, 
while I differ from him altogether in thinking 
that we acted injudiciously in sending out the 
3,000 men to whom he adverted, as well as in 
the opinion that that step had anything 
whatever to do with the recent refusal 
on the part of the Canadian Legislature to pro­
vide an adequate Militia for the defence of 
the colony. It might, it appears to me, with.a 
much greater semblance ot probability be said 
that the large force which we sent out in De­
cember last had that effect. It might be argued 
with a much greater appearance ot truth that, 
hiving reinforced the comparatively weak gar­
risons of the autumn by a large force in the 
winter, the Canadians were induced to suppose 
that we intended in the course of this summer 
to add a considerable, number to the troops 
already there, and that therefore it was unne­
cessary for them to take any measures for their 
own defence. If that has been their delusion,
1 am glad this discussion has been raised, be­
cause it has enabled the Secretary of State for 
War to make a statement which must satisfy 
the Canadians that, unless they choose to make 
those exertions which it is their duty to them­
selves to make, which an) people worthy of the 
name of men would make (.hear, hear)—unless 
they mean to fall into a state of apathy, and 
betray a want of spirit which would be disgra­
ceful to the race to which they 1 elong—we have 
done as much for them as we intend to do, and 
that it rests with them to do the remiinder. 
That they are able, if tbey choose, to do what 
is needful nobody can doubt, because tbey have 
men in number and spirit sufficient to resist 
any attack which may be made upon them. 
(Hear, hear.) I think we have done neither too 
much nor too little. We do not intend either 
to recall the troops now in Canada or to send 
any additional men there, for we cannot bat be­
lieve that when that factious ponflict which has 
taken place in Canada is over, and has resulted 
in the establishment of some Government likely 
to be permanent, the spirit of the people will 
urge their representatives to make more ample, 
more satisfactory, and more worthy provision 
for the defence of their country in case of dan­
ger. (Cheers.)

Air. D1SRAEL1.—-I cannot contemplate with 
the same feeling as the Secretary of State a se 
paration taking place between this country and 
Canada. 1 think that a great empire, founded 
on sound principles of freedom and equalit)', is 
as conducive to the spirit ijtnd power of the 
community, and as valuable as commercial 
prosperity or military force ; and. therefore, 1 
should be very sorry under the present circum­
stances, after all that has occurred, to suppose 
that the connection between the mother coun­
try and this important c-olony should end. (Hear, 
hear.) The resources of Canada are great and 
various. It has had the advantage of having 
been colonized during a number of centuries by 
two of the moat distinguished nations ot 
Europe. Canada is, i» fact, a reflex of those 
two powerful races, differing in their manners 
and even in their religious opinions ; and has 
many of those diverse elements, which tend to 
change a mere colonial into a national charac­
ter. (Hear, hear,) X do not think that the im­
portance of Canada can be overstated, but, unfor- 
tunatley ,we feel evpy dtj-y more and more that the 
relations between the mother country and those 
colonies in wbigh what lye call self government 
has been established are not altogether of a 
satisfactory nature. That self-goyernment was 
for a long time st 
mother gountry. and in the end so precipitately 
conceded, that, f will not say the terms, but the 
principle on which- tpe mere relations between 
mother .country and the (jofonies hereafter 
should be regulated were n,ever suffjciestly ex­
amined and matured. There were two principles 
on which the n w cannex on might have beenes- 
tab'ished, and which ,c >ujd pot hav.e been con­
tested at the time when that se f-geyernment, 
was formed and sanctioned. One was that 
eve y colony shon}d aiopt reasonable measures 
of self-defence ; and the other, that there should 
be between the colony an 1 the moths" country 
free commercial intercourse (Hear, hear.) 1 
do not believe that at the time eitber of those 
principles wr<?uld have been contr ^verted, or 
refused by any coiopigs belonging to the Eng­
lish Crown. It is impossible tp deny that the 
feebleness with whicb this gpeaf bob» WffS con­
ceded by England has brought aboqt a very 
unsatisfactory state of relations between this 
country and those colonies to which self-gov­
ernment was granted, and this is especially re­
markable in the case of Canada, from iti great 
and preponderating importance j but I do not 
very well perceive bow we can suddenly and 
hastily adopt a remedy for these evils. They 
are in a great degree the creation of our rasl1 
ness and carelessness and we must trust in the 
case of Canada, as weil as in the case of other 
colonies similarly situated, to the spirit and 
sense of the inhabitants, and in a great degree 
to the character, talents, and resources of the 
governors whom we send outr. 11 is the great­
est error in the world to suppose that because 
those communities are in the possession of the 
inestimS-blP blessing of self-government their 
destiny wiil qof be greatly and most advan­
tageously inffuenped by rpen of eminence sent 
by the mother country tp preside Over and re­
gulate tbnir affairs ; and at no time jn the his­
tory of this empire ought the appointment of 
individuals to great co'ouiaj posts to have been 
watched with more jealousy apd .scrutinized 
with more vigilance by Parliament than at this 
period, when there baa been conceded to these 
colonial communities the power of self-govern­
ment. In respect tp Canada, f trust to the in­
fluences I have adverted to—I trust to the sense 
and to the spirit of the inhabitants, and to 
the abilities of those men whom Her Alajesty 
may be recommended to send out as gov­
ernors. (Hea?, hear.) I protest against the 
discussion, on occasions like the present, of Ca­
nadian politics. When I understand that the 
Parliament of Canada has come tp a certain re­
solution I accept it as the resolution of the par­
liament and people of Canada ; and I protest 
against any one rising jn this House and telling 
me that, f om secret information, be is cogni­
zant of the reason why a- certain vote haq been 
carried. I find it difficult, in respect to divi­
sions in this House, to trace on all occasions 
the causes which influence them : and, there­
fore, I think it would be more respectful to the 
Canadians for us to assume that the vote of 
tnCi1, Parliament is one which represents gene­
rally the opinion of the Parliament of Canada, 
and of the people, by whom it is elected. The 
Secretary of State contompIUes the possibility, 
—and more than the possibility, for he informs 
us that, under certain circumstances, it would 
bo matter of congratulation — of the severance 
of the tie between the mother country and Ca­
nada, and says that we ought to be very careful 
in training the Canadians before the connection 
terminates, so that they may be able to go by 
themselves, and not fall into the hands of any 
vigilant neighbor watching for an opportunity 
of appropriating and absorbing them. But 
what I think to be the fault of the Government 
in this particular case is that they have not 
been thoughtful on this subject of training the 
Canadians. On the contrary, it appears to me 
that they have not trusted to the resources and 
energies of the Canadians, but have lather un­
necessarily anticipated duties which the Cana­
dians were probably ready to perform them­
selves. The Secretary of State, in placing the 
case before the House, has made a very great 
omission in his statement. He said that we 
must go back to last Christmas ; that before 
last Christmas military interference on the part 
of the mother countay was an unusual state of 
affairs ; but that at the end of the year, and at 
the commencement of the next very important 
events occurred, and, said the Secretary of 
State, we were obliged to act, and we acted on 
what we considered a considerable scale ;—we 
believe that we received the sanction of Par­
liament and the country, and it is a policy which 
we are prepared to uphold. I myself do not, 
and did not when Parliament met, question the 
propriety of the course which the Government 
took after the affair of the Trent. It appeared to 
me that throughout that business the Govern­
ment ?f Htis country conducted tlemselves

a remedy for à cir.curuâtaqc.e Sb 4isqffr<‘ea')le, 
and means by which the yiewu of the country 
may be duly ascertained. I will not, however, 
advert to that point, more particularly because 
I should in doing so be‘gurily of the error 
which I have deemed it my duty to criticize, — 
that of muring ourselves up with questions of 
merely local policy, f jyould simply repeat 
that I think the present disagreeable state of 
affairs in Canada has been mainly occasioned 
by the sending out there of 3.0Q0 troops in the 
month of June of lasf year,—a measure which 
at the time I deprecated ; whfle I would ex­
près) a hope that affairs in the colony may 
soon wear a more satisfactory aspect. (Hear, 
hear,)

Lord PALMERSFON-^I agree rather with the 
right hon. gentleman who has just spoken than 
with the right hon. gentleman the member for 
North Staffordshire in the yiew which he takes 
witfl t'csppcj; to the connection subsisting be­
tween the mother country and her colonial de­
pendencies.' With the former, f quite concur 
in thinking that we should Ijpok qpbp our polo­
nies as part and parcel of the British empire. 
(Hear, hear.) Our fellow-subjects when they 
remove from this country do not cease to be 
our felloxv-subjects j tbpir spirit is (he same as 
ours; their interests should be opr interests; 
we should be each to on.e anotlper a source of 
mutual honor and mutual strengfb.. (Hear, 
hear.) I also quite concur with the right hon. 
gentleman in* wishing that the (Jay may be far 
distant whpu, from various pauses, those great 
communities may deem )t to be thpir interest 
to separate from us, because I do not think 
such a course would conduce to their benefit, 
while I feel assured it would uot tenfl to the 
advantage of the mother country, The con­
nection between us, however, as was justly 
stated by the right hon. gentleman, can be 
maintained only by the adoption of a policy 
whiefl wiU leave t|;e colonies free to regulate 
their own affairs, binding tp the mother country 
by links of mutual interest and uljowing the 
exercige of perfect freedom in matters in which 
the one pr the other happens to be more 
particularly .concerned. f regret very much 
that, owing to circumstances whleh }•. appears 
Will happen in countries possessing frep institu­
tions, local questions Ittiye respited in the re­
fusal on tfle part of thç Canadian Jjpgislature to 
make adequate provision for tfle defence of the 
colony. Generally gpeaffins, it ma7 be said 
that we are proud of the conduct and bearing 
Of our Canadian fellow-subjects ; but on the 
present occasion I certainly feel no such senti­
ment. if Is, j think, but little to their eredit 
that they should allow party considerations to 
exercise such an influence oyer them as to cause 
them to refuse to make manly provision for 
thefr defenpe in case of need. (Hear, heap.) I 
cannot at the same titp concur with the right 
hon. gentleman opposite in ascribing that re­
sult to the measure which we topk in the sum­
mer of last year, in sending out 3,000 men to 
Canada ; nor can I agree with him in regarding 
that step as an indication on our part that the 
mother country meant to undertake a monopoly 
of the defence of the colony, That defence 
must surely be a very easy and trifling matter 
if 3,000 men could be considered as sufficient 
to give us a monopoly of it, in opposition to all 
the dangers to which Canada may be exposed. I 
think we judged rightly in sending out the force 
in question Th® garrisons in our N. American 
provinces were at the time greatly reduced in 
consequence of the demands arising out of the 
Crimean war, They were much lower than they 
had been before that war, and, looking to the 
position of the U. States, and to the civil war 
which had broken out in that quarter, we, in 
my opinion, took a wise and proper precaution 
in sending some amount of reinforcement to 
those garrisons, even although there might be 
no apprehension of immediate danger go far as 
Canada was concerned. So far, however, from 
the force which we did send out being calcula­
ted to damp the exertions of the colonists, and 
to induce them to abstain from taking the ne- 
cessary measures for their defence, it appears 
to me to have been precisely of a character lo 
stimul te and excite them to the adoption of 
such a course. If, indeed, we had sent out 
30,000 men—or a force so large as to be ade­
quate to their defence in case of need—I could 
understand the argument which the right hon. 
gentleman has advanced. The colonists might 
under those circumstances have said, “We ate 
now amply provided for ; it is unnecessary to 
do anything for ourselves ; the mother country 
has sent an enormous force to protect us, and 
evidently means to put forth all her energies 
for our proiection; and if that force be not 
sufficient for the purpose, we feel assured she 
will take to he-self a monopoly of our defence 
and send additional troops to our aid.” The

settlements which Austria once maintained
on her frontiers, having nothing to 
say about peace or war ; but ready at 
all times to be hurled upon an enemy, without 
any interest in the object of the struggle. They 
will also object to a large military establishment, 
unless assured that if put to the test, it will be 
so sustained by the mother country as to be pro­
bably efficient. They will not willingly exhaust 
their resources in the maintenance of an army, 
which at the largest will be notoriously too small 
for any useful purpose, while they are told that 
the Empire will at the outside provide no more 
than a contingent of some ten or twelve thou­
sand men to assist them. Neither will self re­
specting Canadians he willing to put upon the 
statute books for the glorification of any Cana­
dian Minister, who may desire eclat at his next 
visit to England, laws, which they know will 
only mislead the mother country, because they 
can never be put into force—such as a conscrip­
tion act to raise 100,000 men. But let the time 
arrive when invasion calls for something beyond 
the supply of troops, which can ordinarily be 
spared from the avocations of peaceful life, and 
our population will show that its zeal and and 
devotion has not fallen off ; or let a fair estimate 
be made in the face of day, of what under all the 
circumstances is our proportionate contingent 
to such an Imperial force, as will place the Pro­
vince in a reasonable state of security—not in 
time of peace when no force is necessary—but in 
a time when war might be really upon us, and 
we are well assured that there will be no differ­
ence of opinion, or hesitation lodo our part. 
Such arrangements, however, will not be brought 
about by insulting scoldings. We have despised 
these, when an attempt was made to bully us in­
to new Grand Trunk grants, and we suppose 
that we shall do the ame now.

The American papers all 
l army has renewed the of- 
reinforcements, the Herald 
; account respecting the

300,000 volunteers called for previously to the 
300,000 who are to ; be drafted. Vermont has 
her quota in the field. Alassachusetts has several 
regiments in the field, and the rest nearly com­
plete. The Governors of Maine and New Hamp­
shire report that their quotas are nearly filled. 
The whole number required in Rhode Island is 
tpade up. In none of these States, nor in New 
Jersey, will there be any draft. In New York, 
ffowever, they have ,so far recruited only 20,000 
of a quota of 45,1)00. In Pennsylvania the 
Governor has been |drafting pine months men 
before the late order of the President. Drafts 
will also be requiredfin Delaware and Maryland. 
The Governor of Ohio has asked for orders to 
draft as the fairest system. The Governor of 
Illinois reports his quota ready ; but the Herald 
expresses a doubt of this fact. In Missouri a levy 
en masse has already been ordered. Michigan, 
Wisconsitf/and Iowa will have to draft, and 
Kansas and Minnesota are likely to be excused, 
jn consequence of great exertions already made. 
Jt seems that some troubles have already arisen 
eut of the order for drafting in the neighborhood 
of Cairo, and there is a very general manifesta­
tion of a desire to claim exemption or stampede.

STEALING CLOTHING, AC.—THE CASE OF ELLEN FAR­
RELL.

A mixed jury was then sworn in, and Ellen 
Farrell alias McGillick, placed on her trial, 
charged with having, on the 10th July, stolen a 
siik dress, a pocket book containing $12; a gold 
ring and a pencil case, the propery of Mr. Du- 
clos. The case was published iu full a short 
time since. Mr. Duclos had been absent from the 
city for some time, and on returning he found 
that his house was looked up, and that Ellen Far­
rell who had been living with him as a servant, 
had absconded. He subsequently discovered 
that the above mentioned property had been car­
ried away. He informed the Police of the affair, 
and Elffu Farrell was arrested in the house of 
one Hadden near the Wellington bridge. The 
silk dress and pocket book were found in her 
possession, and she coula give no satisfactory ac­
count of them, telling a number of contradictory 
stories. She acknowledged in the presence of 
Chief Lamothe, however, that she took the arti­
cles.

After all the witnesses for the prosecution had 
been examined, the prisoner addressed the jury. 
She had no witnesses to call, but she declared 
that she was innocent of the charge, and that the 
girls Sarah and Jane Hadden, who were ex­
amined for the prosecution, were the guilty par­
ties. She then went on to speak of the conduct 
of Detective O’Leary, and said that he had gone 
about the city telling stories about her, which 
prevented her from obtaining any situation. She 
left Toronto because she could live there no 
longer after giving her evidence in the Hogan 
murder case ; and when she came to Montreal she 
wished to live honestly, but O’Leary would not 
leave her alone, and told lies to her employers, so 
that she could do nothing. She thought that the 
Government ought to discharge him. She would 
never have come to Montreal if she thought she 
would have been treated iu that manner by the 
British Government.

She closed after some further remarks, her ad­
dress occasioning a good deal of amusement.

The Court then charged the jury, and alter 
about three minutes deliberation, a verdict of 
“ guilty” was returned.

STEALING A MATTRESS.
Louis Tehota Karaton, an I ndian from Caugh- 

nawaga, was placed at the bar, charged with 
having, on the 16th April last, stolen a mattress 
valued at $4, the property of Joseph Sakerofita- 
keta. I' appeared that Sakerontaketa was away 
at the sugar bush for about fifteen days, and on 
returniug to the village of Caughnawaga he saw 
that the door of his house had been broken open, 
and on entering he discovered that the mattress 
had been taken away.

Witnesses were examined, who testified that 
they saw the prisoner leaving the house with the 
mattress on his back.

The jury returned a verdict of “guilty,” and 
in order that the interpreter might not have to 
come to Court again, the prisoner was at once 
sentenced tc six months’ imprisonment in the 
common gaol at hard labor.

STEALING BOOTS, AC.
Patrick McTiernan was placed on his trial be­

fore an English speaking jury, charged with 
having stolen six pairs of boots and three coats, 
the property of Samuel Brodeur.

A verdict of “ guilty” was returned.
This being the last case, the jurors were 

thanked for ttieir attendance and discharged.
The Court was then adjourned until 10 o’clock 

this (Saturday) morning.

Canadian Trade.—The St. Catherines Jour­
nal says that a project is on foot among Liver­
pool men for putting a number of iron steamers 
on the Canadian and Liverpool route. One of 
these is to sail daily from Quebec or Montreal, 
others being employed between the latter ports 
and the ports of shipment for grain.

Reduction of Rent on the Atlantic and St 
Lawrence RAipwAy. —The stockholders and 
bondholders of this road, at a meeting held last 
Tuesday at Portland, agreed to reduce the inter­
est on the bonds to 5 per cent for ten years, and 
the interest on the shares to the same rate, with 
the understanding that if the profits exceeded 
5 per cent tbey should be added to that rate up 
to the rate of 6 per cent.

Desertion at Toronto.—The Captain and se­
veral other persons in charge of the steamer Ci'y 
of Madison have been arrested at Toronto 
for concealing deserters from the 30th Re­
giment, four of whom were on board. This 
steamer has lately conveyed several across the 
Lake.

Defences op Canada.—We publish to-day 
another batch of news relative tq the defences cf 
Canada, consisting of the debate in the House 
of Commons, in csçienso, upon the defences of 
Canada. The tone of the debate in the Lower 
House of Parliament is, at least, more rational 
than tflat jn tfle House of Lords, which, reduced 
to its net expression, announced ft sort of aver­
age opinion entertained by that body, that the 
more diflicult and dangerous the war in which a 
nation found itself involved, the more eager 
would it be to rush into still wider spread ruin 
by accumulating new and more dangerous con­
tests. In the Commons there appears to have 
been a very fair representation of the opinion 
which we have always entertained, that the Am­
ericans have, at present, just as much fighting on 
hand as will last titeip for the next quarter of a 
century, and tjiat, therefore, thçre is no occa­
sion for panic, nor any pecessity to add 
to burdens already found onerous, a farther 
weight of taxation, which must lead to certain 
rt)jn, in order to guard against a contingency 
that in all probability will never arise. If the 
fact that the Canadian Legislature fias acted to 
some extent upon this latter view, now admitted 
to be well founded by members of the British 
Ministry, has fqr th,e morqent depreciated tie 
value of some Canadian securities in England, 
we think that tins circumstance need not greatly 
disturb us, for we may reasonably in^mte it to an 
ill founded apprehension, induced by wild cla­
mour, rather than to apy well reasoned out con­
viction as to the course of coming events. Among 
other articles in our political creed, we believe 
very devoutly in stock-jobbing, and when we see 
how much money has been made out of panics, 
created to a considerable extent by one newspa­
per in England, and know that our Canadian 
funds will shortly regain their o}d value, we do 
not feel quite certain that au audience nearer 
home than Canada has not been also nearer to 
thé imagination of the writers of some recent 
pliillippics. One thjng is certain ; by just so 
much as we involve ourse}yps ip useless expendi­
ture, by just so much shall we lessen the proba­
bility of our being able to tpept opr engagements 
to our creditors; and to embark on a warlike ex­
penditure on a scale such as was proposed, but 
rejected by our Parliament, would assuredly fur­
nish jn (be long run a real and permanent cause 
for depreciation of Canadian funds, instead of a 
fancied and temporary one. Real danger there 
bps ever been. It has, however, certainly not 
arisen from any ppwillingness on the part of any 
considerable body of Canadians to do whatever 
can reasonably be expected of them to defend 
the}r popptry. Bptthey must at leastbe allowed 
to have as much knowledge not only of iheir risk, 
but also of their resources, as any strangers com­
ing from the other side of the Atlantic, and the 
more they are charged with the duties of indepen­
dence, so much the more must they be allowed 
to transact their business in a proper and con­
stitutional way, It will never do to say that 
Canada, being independent, must provide for her 
own defence, and then add, as some crude states­
men ip the House of Lords proposed, that if she 
did not provide exactly as these noble lords 
thought meet, all the constitutional forms of her 
independence should be set aside, and the Gover­
nor-General, by his own mere motion, without 
ministerial advice, should summon Parliament, 
and bring in his bill through some convenient, 
but irresponsible member. Every body in 
Canada, just as every body iu England, admits 
the principle contended for in England, that 
every free people has imposed upon it the 
duty of providing for its own defence. The 
only question is one of capacity, proportion, and 
necessity, and these certainly were not to be 
determined in a moment of excitement, at the 
dictation of a commission such as that which 
drafted the rejected Militia Bill. The Editor of 
the Gazette, who, we doubt not, was the author 
of the letter to the London Times, is certainly 
no lukewarm friend to Great Britain, though we 
believe no more loyal man than nine hundred 
and ninety-nine out of every thousand of our 
population, yet nothing can be more conclusive 
than his figures, establishing that Great Britain 
herself, with all her wealth, has never done, in 
time of actual war, what it was proposed that 
we should accomplish, merely as a precaution. 
Rational minded Canadians, who respect at once 
their duty to themselves and the mother country, 
will certainly object to convert this Province into 
a mere military colony, like those wretched

other channels with which they are less familiar,for 
the employment of their capital and the reward of 
their industry, still your Directors have reason to 
congratulate the Shareholders upon the success­
ful operations of the past year. And although 
these have not been quite so profitable as hereto­
fore, resulting from the greater necessity, in 
times like these, of limiting the transactions of 
the Bank, and confining them more than ever to 
such as seemed to insure safety to the capital 
rather than to hold out the promise of large 
gains at corresponding risks, they have never­
theless been very gratifying and sufficiently re­
munerative.

In the unsettled and unsatisfactory condition 
of the Finances of the adjoining States, and the 
consequent disturbance of the currency, and the 
rapid fluctuations in exchange, it is of the utmost 
imparlance for the welfare of the Bank that our 
transactions in that quarter—heretofore of a 
highly lucrative character-and which in or­
dinary times it is our interest to encourage, 
should now be limited to the lowest point, con­
sistent with the actual requirements of our cus­
tomers, whose business impels them in that di­
rection—and our Shareholders must in the mean­
time be contented with smaller profits, until 
returning peace and prosperity to that distracted 
country—an event most earnestly desired—shall 
permit the resumption of those mutually profit­
able commercial operations which the circum­
stances alluded to have for the time unfortunate­
ly disturbed. But this prudential policy is not 
alone applicable to those who are dealing with 
the States.

It ought, in the opinion of the Directors, to 
enter into every important transaction of the 
Bank, and be rigidly adhered to, until business 
resumes its usual steadiness, and flows again in 
regular channels. Despite the handsome sum at 
the credit of the Reserve Fund—equal to 12 j per 
cent on the paid up capital of the Bank—it can 
hardly be expected, with the prospect of di­
minished profits, and some losses, not yet ascer­
tained, but not altogether unlooked for, in addi­
tion to the expense of procuring and maintaining 
a larger supply of gold than usual, that that fund 
will remain wholly untouched or unbroken ; but 
the Directors hope, with prudent management 
and extra caution, to pass through the present 
critical period with comparative safety.

It is with mucli pain that the Directors have 
to remind the Shareholders of the severe blow 
which this Institution has sustained, since the 
last annual meeting, in the lumeoted death, on 
the 13th of December, of their late able and es­
timable President, Andrew Steven, Esq., whose 
hist energies for upwards of six and twenty years 
were cheerfully and laboriously devoted to the 
interests of the Shareholders, and under whose 
skilful management the Bank enjoyed as large a 
measure of prosperity as usually falls to the share 
of similar bodies.

The Directors have from time to time caused 
careful inspections of the agencies to be made, 
and are happy in being able to report on their 
satisfactory condition. They have much plea­
sure in acknowledging the prompt and efficient, 
services of the Cashier, agents, and other officers 
of the Bank, all of whom have discharged their 
several duties with becoming zeal and ability.
