He thought that suich a procla-
mation, addressed to a force which bad just
captured a hostile city, was likely to lead to
great brutality. With respect to the rumors of
mediation, he was giad the question had beens
put, for such rumors were likely to lead fo mis-
chief. There had bcen no communications of
any kind on the subject between the two gov-
ernments. Without, however, g ving any opinion
as to the propriety of offering mediation at some
future day if circumstances should prove favor-
able, he must say that the present time appeared
to him most inopportune. He conceived that in
the embittered state of feeling in America it
would but retard the time for such an offer being
tavorably made.

In the House of Commons Sir J. Walsh made
inquiry as to the authenticity of General Butler’s
proclamation.

Mr. Gregory deprecated any fussy interfercnce
in the affairs of foreign States, and entirely dis-
approved of the homilies continually read to for-
eign Powers by her Majesty’s government. This,
however, was an exceptional case. A proclama-
tion had been issued by a general of the United
States repugnant. to decency, and humanity,
which was to be put in force against a peogle to
whom we were connected by every tie of family,
language and religion. It was the duty of the
government to protest against such a proclama-
tion and appeal to the moral sense of the world
against an outrage so wicked and so useless.

_Lord Palmerston thought that no man could
read the proclamation without feelings indigna-~
tion (Cheers.) - Il was aproclamation to which
he did not scruple to attach the epithet of infa-
mous. (Cheers.) An Englishman must blush to
think such an act had been committed by a man
belonging to the Anglo-Saxon race. If it had
sprung from some barbarous people not within
the pale of civilization one might have regretted
it, but would not have been surprised. But that
such an order should have been issued by a sol-
dier---by & man who had raised himself to the
rank of a general- -was a subject not less of ast-
onishment than pain. He could not bring kim-
self to believe that the government of the United
States would not, as soon as they had potice of
the order, stamp 1t with their condemnation. Her
Majesty's government receiyed a desprtch yester-
day from Lord Lyons enclosing a copy of t'he
proclamation of General Beauregard, in which
allusion was made {0 the order of General Butler.
There was no objection to lay the despatch on
the table. Wita regard to the courge that the
government might -think fit to take, that was a
matter for discussion ; but there was no man in
England who would not show the feeling so well
expressed by Sir James Walsh and Mr. Gregory.

FRENCH MEDIATION RECOMMENDED IN PARIS.

(From the Paris Constitutionnel (leading a:ticle),
June 10.)

Bat:Jes ave about to be fought in America, and
perhaps have been fought already. Delauges of
blood will be shed, and these terrible encoanters
do not promise a .solution of the actual crisis
either for America or for Europe. The victory
will not be attended with any final result.

We-are willing to grant to those who do not
share our opinion anything they wish; we will
grant to the federals superiority by land and by
sea ; we will accept proximate triumphs for the
North. The question which the positive spirit of
modern civilization is so fond of putting still re-
maing. ¢ And what then ?” ?

What do we see on the side of the Confede-
rates ? They burn their produce, their provisions,
their railways, their dockyards, their arsenals, and
their ships ; they leave their wives and children
to fight in battle. When, in a gproclamation of
savage energy, Gen. Beauregard recommends the
planters to destroy their crops. It is not simply
a captain excited by the drunkenness of war—it
iz the general sentimeut loudly expressed.

On the other hand, what are the federals doing?
Military directors hayve seized upon all the tele-
graphic lines, The same censorship compels the
newspapers to publish only what is favourable to
the North and unfavourable to the South. And
what is the result? The North speaks to the
whole world by the electric wires, while informa-
tion from.the South comes tardily. In fact, the
journals and correspondence from the South, by
way of Havana, are sometimes five weeks behind-
hand' * * * * * *

The. North proclaims martial law ; it suppress-
es every independent voice ; it threatens the sus-

pected with death, In presence of such despotism
the English press has not bezn able to remain
silent. * * * * » * #*

In the midst of such a struggle peace can only
come from without, and the word (% Mediation”)
which we have placed at the head of this article
can alone put au end to a war which has desola-
ted America,

But whence is the mediation to come.
gards the basis, it may easily be found.

First of all, “mediation,” in principle, must
be accepted by both belligerents, it can only re-
present ideas of justice .and of moderation, and
consequently it cannot be addressed to those who
would like to engraft a slave war on a civil war,
or to those who consider the institution of slavery
as an institution of Divine right.

This mediation, a point most singularly over-
looked, corresponds not only to the most vital
interests of commercial Europe, but also to the
most sensible minds that represent the interests
of America. Let us remember that President
Lincoln has pronounced himself in the same
sense ag, before him, Generals Burnside and But-
ler did, against an excitement to aslave war, and
that in his last proclamation he called to mind
his special message, quoting the following réso-
lution, adopted by large majorities by both houses
of Congress :— :

The United States mnst co-operate with that
State which might adopt the gradual abolition of
slavery, by giving to such State, in its judgment,
such a compensation a3 is required for public or
private inconveniences resulting from such a
change of system.

It is thus that the North speaks, in the spirit
of moderation and of justice. - Will the South be
less accessible to this spirit ? We do not think
so. A nan of consideration in the South (Mr.
Yancey), at a banquet given at Fishmongers
Hall on the 9th of November last, in London,
spoke as follows :—

When our adversary shall have become suffi-
ciently calm to treat us as belligerents the auro-
ra of peace will appear. = When that hour has
struck the Confederate- government will not
show itself inflexible, except upon one point—
the care of our honor and our independence.

Beyond this—is the point of view of European
interests. The capture of Richmond would not
advance the affairs of America one whit more
than the capture of New Orleans. The South
bathed in blood, the North plunged into Bank-
ruptcy and anarchy, commercial Europe seeing
its sufferings increase—such are the consequences
of the continuance of this war.

Mediation, by putting an end to a fratricidal
struggle, and by consecrating a separation al-
ready accomplished, without allowing one of the
belligerents to crush the other, would render the
most eminent service to America as well as to
Europe.

THE DISCUSSION IN THE SPANISH PARLIAMENT—

LETTER FROM SENOR CALDERON COLLANTES.

The Spanish Cortes have had communicated to
them documents relative to Mexico. Among
them is a despatch from M. Mon, the Spanish
Ambassador at Paris, in which he informs his
government of the intention of Napoleon to pro-
ceed to Mexico to demand reparation for injuries,
and to assist, if the wish be maniested by the
people, in the eatablishment of a durahle govern-
ment. To this the Minister of Foreign Affairs at
Madrid sent the following :

Maprip, Dec 9, 1862.

Excellency,— Her Majesty wishes to state to
you that Gen. Prim has been informed that the
Queen’s government will see with satisfaction the
gstablishment of a solid government in Mexico ;
but whether the government is constituted there
under a monarchical form—the best assuredly—
or any other, Spain will always desire to see the
election the worl of the free choice of the Mexi-
cans. The same ample liberty should also be left
them to choose the sovereign to govern them, if
they prefer a monarchy. But her Majesty’s go-
vernment cannot conceal that it xzfn'xld consider

prince of the Bourhon family, or intimately allied
to it, should be preferred. Nevertheless, it will
notdo anything directly to arrive at that result,

(vank gained in South America) the first proprie-
tor of the Daily ZTelegraph, and candidate for
Finsbury a short time ago, but badly beaten, Mr.
James Henson, the secretary of the company is a
mere nobody, Colonel Sleigh transacting the bu-
siness. . The directors are respectable, but it is
not known whether they take any interest in the
management. The modus operandy of the comp-
any has been toadvertise largely in the following
style ;—

The land transit is through a lovely country,
unequalled for its scenery and sSalubrity of cli-
mate - More than one-half of the distance from
Quebec is by railway. Through fares £42 from
England to British Columbia ; saloon berths' £5
extra. Letters received from the agents in Ca-
nada announce that a first spring party of 52 iin
number had left for British -Columbia by this
route. Above 1,000 carts annually trade along
this line.  There are numerous posts, missions,
and trading stations from the Red River settle-
ments along the Saskatchewan now discovered
to abound in vast gold deposits to the Rocky
Mountains.

It
might be supposed from the advertisement that
the company had already sent a party west this
spring. It is true that a party has gone from
Canada across the plains, but they were inde-
pendent adventurers, not in connection with any
company. Other errors our readers will defect
ata glance.

When the first party of emigrants started, the
company had made no arrangements, except with
the ocean steamshipgand Grand Trunk to convey
the passengers; but they sent out an agent with
them, who is believed to be ‘a reliable man, and
who has money with him to pay his way, and
Mr, Hime, of this city, has lately been despatched
to St. Paul to provide waggons and horses.

Tup News rroyx Evmors.—We have a repeti-
tion by the mails received yesterday, for the
twentieth time, of the unauthorized rumors of
Xuropean intervention in the Americans War,
usually set aflout on the continent, and of the
authoritative contradiction of the rumors in Eng-
land. One would imagine that by this time these
stories, so properly described by Earl Russel as
caleulated to produce mischief, would have ceas-
d to be useful either for political or stockjobbing
purposes. There was a time when it was possible
¢hat the Buropean (overnments would interfere
to break a blockade, which, according to the
somewhat elastic code of international law, might
have easily been shown, at any rate by sany one
who desired to do 5o, to be sufficiently inefficient to
warrant the disregard of it. But that time had
gone by after the taking of New Orleaus, and
the complete blockade, which has led to the sei-

zure of so many British vessels. There may still

e a period when it will be found preper, accord-
ing to international usage, to recognize the Sou_

thern States, though in the present maimed con-

dition of that power, without a single seaport
whence she can have access to the outside world
that is not very probable, and besides would of
itself effoct nothing. But it is plain that media-
tion has never so far been possibie, because me-
diation supposes a desire for peace on the part of
the combatants, and that is ag distant as ever.
The gravity with which the Cwstetutionn I, in
the article which we copy, recommends mediation
to a people who canuot bring'it about, while the
principal parties to the confiict are determined to
fight out their quarrel, is no proof of the wisdont
of which gravity should be the exponent. The
basis of the proposed accommodation is as little
likely to be accepted by one side as by the otner.
For on the one hand it indicates that the separa-
tion of the late ¥Wnion must be accepted, and on
the other that slavery must be abolished by the
South. No one who knows anything of this con-
tinent can suppose that itis worth any ones while

to discuss such terms a3 these in Paris. The bel-

jigevents will be left to make their own peace in

_ taeir own way till one of them asks for diploma-
tic help.

Trg HAaLToN SPECTATOR ON THE MINISTRY.—
The Hamilton Spectator thinks that the present
Ministry must not construe the fact of its mem-
bers having been all elected without Opposition
into a general approval on the part of the people.
Rather it says it shonld be thankful for the indul-
gence shown them. If if i3 not general approval
it is so good an imitation as to took wonderfually
tike the real article, and we know very well how
%0 interpret the indulgence of people who are
powerless for mischief. But the Spectator adds
something which excites more ample re-
marks e--

% [t is but right that the Clear Grit journals
should laud thelr political masters, but they
ought to be more sparizg in their abuse of the
late Government, for it can do no good to an
untried Administration. When they prate about
& jobbery and corruption,” and remind their read-
ers that Mr. Foote of the Quebec Chronicle was
little better than a robber, they should not omit
10 add that the Chronicle is the leading organ of
the present Administration ! It sounds badly for
certain journale to abuse Mr. Foote for aileged
jobbery, when he is known to be the principal
organist of the Government they so highly ap-
plaud. There must be something wrong some-
where ; at any rate there is a want of discretion
on the part of the organs when it is evident that
they are virtually condemning their own masters
in coming foul of Mr. Foote and the Chronicle.”

It is of course, not the fault of the present Ad-
minisiration 1if the last one surrounded itself by
meeas of bribes with unprincipled wretches,
who ill not even fight for the pay they have
received, but av once follow their instidetive love
of plunder over to that side which has
become the strongest. Nothing could prove
more conclusively the utter corruption by
which the late Ministerial party was kept to-
gether than the manner in which the Quebec
Chronicle and the Toronto Leader are offering
themselves for fresh prostitution. Of course
those who insisted upon being most frequeni-
1y bought are the first to try to seil them.
selves again ; but the fact is, that the whole ot
tbe late Ministerial party, except the Ministry,
were very much of the same metal, anu
press and people are alike trying to get over,
some with & little modesty, others in & more
open manner. Whenever there is another gene-
ral election this will be seen to be the case.
Here and there a staunch tory con-.tituency may
return a traditional high conservative ; but not
a coalition man will go back again. It ic
another thing, however, for the Ministry to
accept these offers of service, which they can
so well do without, and we hardly suppose that
they are so jolly green as to carry about all the
filth of their predecessors by way of making
their own presence more fragrant.

PerTH ELgcrioNn.—The Ministerial candidate,
Mr. Macfarlane, had an overwhelming show ol
hands against Mr. Daley, who will find the dii-
ference between fighting against popular senti-
ment, with the wid of Government influences,
and fighting against it as plain Thomag Daley.
