New Yourr, May 23.—The following is the
text of Napoloonw's speech ab Auxerie, to which:
is aftributed the cause of the linancial panic in
England and Furope ;—

“1 see with pleasure that the memory of the
first Empire has not been eflaced from your
minds, Believe me, for my own part, I have
inherited the feelings entertained by the Chiefl
of my family lor thig energetic and patriotic
population, who sustained the Empevor in good
as in evil fortune 1 have o debt of gratitude
to discharge toward Yonne. This depurtment
was the lrst to give me its suflvages in 1848,
becanse it Knew, with the majority of the
French people, thav ity intercsts were my in-
terests; and thab I detested equally with them
those treaties of 1815 which it is now sought
to make the sole basis of our foreign poliey, 1
thank you for the sentiments you have ex-
pressed towards me,  Among you [ breathe
freely, for it is among the working population,
both in town and country, that I find the real
geniug of Prance.”

sassin fired three more shots, Count Bismark’s
clothes were burnt by the nearness of the three
lugt discharges. The perpetrator of the at-
tempted assussination is a man of thirty-two
years of age; a son of the Republican refugee

Richard Eaton, sworn—I am Locomotive
Superintendent of the Grand Trunk Railway of
Cunada.  Judging from this plan of the boiler
furnished to the “Lion,” the stays could not
be placed nearer than they are. If they were
placed nearer together, they would stop the
circulation of the water. It has many features
in common with n Jocomotive boiler, As far
as the principle of constinction is concerned, it
would answer for a steamboat. All the gun-
boats I have seen have locomofive boilers.
These were coustructed some ten years ago.
The iron produced (pact of the boiler) is of a
very faic quality. As far as this picce goes, the
workmanship is good.

By the Jury—It depends on the pressure in-
tended to be used, whether it would be danger-
ous on a steamer, These descriptions of boilers
require great care in maintaining the water,
the evaporating power is very strong in o small
space. The ordinary guage cocks wonld al-
wiys show the height of the water. When a
boiler of this construction i3 new, it requires
move than treble carve. because it invariably
happens that the water is in a state known as
foaming, and not solid, I should say, judging
from the piece produced, that it took from 250 to
300 1bs. to the square inch to burst this boiler.
A boiler might be stayed to stand 500 1bs.
They are always stayed for the work they have
to do. I believe this boiler would have carried
70 1bs, safely. There are no standard rules in
respect to staying boilers such as this; it is a
subject of judzment and experience on the part
of the builders, There are three kinds of
brices used,—antde ivon, T iron, and rectangu-
lur or bar iren, 1 think T staying would have
been sufficient in a boiler of this size, with
70 1bsg. to the square inch. The
form of the fire box wounld make
very little diffavence ag to the gtrength. The
cauge of foaming exists in all boilers, especially
new ones, ircespective 8f being used on land
or water,  IE was quite sale, as it was at the
presgure T omentioned; but it would have hoen
more perfect had the rool stay projected two
inches forther.  IF & weight of 100 tons were
placed on the box, it would not be likely to
disturb it. T0lbs to the square inch would
amount to 110 tous,
have o disturbing effect, I have never tested
a boiler iy hydranlic pressure to the bursting
point.

Almansa and Regolusion those on the gouth
side of the town. The Peruvinns veplied
most gallantly tothe attack.

When out of
range she was carcened over and repaired,
The Villa de Madrid was also badly damaged,
Her hull was twice penctrated, and her stoan
pipes cut asuader.
