SAFETY FROM FIRE.

INDIA.
The Times of the 3rd instant contains a_let-
ter from its special correspondent, Dr, Rugsel]
from which we make the following extractg :—

THE FUTURE OF DELHI,

Delbi is, or was, famous for its gold and silvep
embroidery, and its worked shawls and l;ces ~
but that trade is already withering. The me.
chanics, it is true, rescued their quarter by g
ransom, some of which has been remitted to
them ; but only some half dozen of these ski]l-
ed artisans are now permitted to remain in the
town, and thus the trade will die out, or seek
shelter elsewhere. The Delhi Jewellers have
now become pedlars and packmen. One of
these people—a famous engraver, who has the
names of crowned heads in Europe and many
great Indians in his book of customers—showed
us the impression of a seal made for the ex-
King of Delhi, and added that he had to sum-
mon him to the court of law before he wag paid
for bis labour. An itinerant jeweller, who
displayed, as part of his valuables, certain
worthless bits of paper in the shape of promis-
sory notes from English officers and ladies to
pay certain sums of rupees and interest, which
he assured us he neverreceived, was one of the
greatest sufferers by the revolt. “What could
[ do?” said he ; “ the Sepoys rushed in at once
and guarded the gates. Had I tried to get
out I should have been robbed and killed. So
[ had to remain, and the Sepoys cameand took
all my jewels. Then the siege began, and then
the English took the city, and your soldiers
broke in and cleared off what the Sepoys had
left.” The people say that Delhi will never
recover the seige, do what we like, and that it
will not be much “affected one way or other by
any efforts of ours to make it prosperous or the
reverse,- ““ You will not act,” they say, ‘‘like
the Mahrattas or the Persians. You will not
destroy holy places which they spared, or
waste the people with universal massacres, but
the thousands who depend on the Court of Del-
hi are gone for ever.  You close the city gates
against all:but a few, and there are none
now who care for Delhi,
whom it would be a sacred place if all its
buildings were razed to the ground.” Dur-
ing the heat and fury of the struggle there
were some who counselled that the city
should be utterly destroyed—its grand edifices,
such as the palace, the Jumna Musjid, the chas-
test, grandest, and noblest temple ever erected
by those great architects the Mohammedans

pulled down or lett to decay ; but their counsels
have been rejected in the interests of civilisa-
tion and of good government, and we are now
about to try the effect of a slower process.—
Qur policy in reference to Delhi, however, does
not seem very decided as yet. We are merely
keeping the population out of the city, and
there are thousands of miserable, ill-disposed
looking wretches huddled together in the tomhs
and wretched villages around the city, which
are so many moral plague-spots and so many
nurseries of rebels and Christian haters. Mise-
rable they must be, for they live no one knows
how, and the course we have taken is not likely
to render them well-disposed toward us. I am
not writing a gazetteer or a book of travels,and
theretore I shall not attempt a description of
the city or of its “environs,” of its grand canal,
of the mosques, of the historical spots sacred
to Mussulmans, of the ruins of the ancient city
some miles away, of the fantastic grandeur of
the Kootub, or of the great mausoleums, where,
as a small stone in a huge setting, repose some
favoured members of the Imperial house of the
Mogul.  The investigations of the inquiring
traveller may sometimes receive very peremp-
tory and characteristic interruption. The
morning I visited the Kootub I had a great
wish to clim the interior of the fantastic and ex-
traordinary monumental pillar which stands in
the midst of the ruins—a tapering cylinder of
sculptured store as high as St. Paul’s, and en-
graved, like a fine gem, from the summit to the
base. My infirmities, however, prohibited the
attempt, very fortunately for myself, for it ap-
peared that a leopard had ‘taken up his resi-
dence in & recess in the dark interior staircase,
and that he had on the previous day attacked
and nearly killed a native at the foot of the pil-
lar.” Safter Jung’s tomb was also the residence
at this time of & tiger or leopard, which carried
off several goats and sheep, and had eaten some
bullocks ; but none of our party were in a con-
dition for hunting, and the tiger (or ourselves)
escaped.

TRAVELLING IN INDIA.

The gharry is again on its way ; the horses of
the district again exhibit their wonderful ignor-
ance of Mr. Rarey’s discipline, and we are on the
road to Kurnaul---a tolerable road with intoler-
able gaps or breaks of such a nature that noth-
ing short ef the labours of several gas companies

except those to

and broken ground through which we laboured.
Travelling in India “is very much the same in
point of expense as it is - all over the world, it
comes to:something like a pound a-day, unless
the pace be very rapid ; the posting costs about
eight, annas or one shilling a mile either for a
private orpublic gharry, then there are the
driver, the blacksmith, and butter for the
wheels, the little etcetras which bring the
charges up.to the old English rate. At the post
hotel [or dak bungalow, & square building, one
) 0 ‘a"'ﬂﬁtpéinted roof; in an en-
closure off the road (they are all as like as one
egg to another) the charge is one shilling each
for the use of a room while halting, fowl and
rice are provided at a varying rate according to
the khansamah . or steward’s conscience. I
would it were in a ratio with the tenderness of
the fowl. . Water is supplied hy a bheestie for &
trifle, and a punkah is set to play by a punkah
wallah for a few pice, but everything is paid for,
and if beer, soda-water, or wine are to be had
the cost of the present moment is enormous,  *
*, * Part of the journey we were dragged
and propelled by men, like so many Jugger-
nauths, and were jolted along at the rate of. two
miles an hour. « The country at each side of the
road a horrible flat waste, the colour of sea
sand, scantily dotted with jungle shrubs. On
approaching the station some signs of ‘cultiva-
tion and vegetation were visible, but' the road
became worse, and at last was nothing but an
organised resistance to progress. * *IHom
A stage or two beyond Umballah the road is
unfic for wheeled carriages, though the country
i3 quite fevel ; bnt there are no bridges across
the sfreams, and the traveller has to resort to
the dhooly, or palkee, or pelanquia--a kind of
covered stretcher borne on men’s shoulders—or
‘the body of a lanndress’s cart. Within he re-
clines at his length, but not at his ease, for the
cries, shouts and choruses of the bearers, their
frequent shifting of their burden, the passage of
streams where he is alternately standing on head
and heels—the glare of torchlights —all these
are disturbing influences. On the present oc-
casion we all took to palkees, and some 49 or
150 men were employed’ in carrying us to the
foot of the hills. The carriage of luggage is ef-
fected by men also. They are veritable beasts
of [not excessive] burden, and by degrees you
find yourself at the head of a small army, as
the division of labour is porterage is carried to
a very great extent.

THE NATIVE PRINCES,

The number and power of these great propri-
etors has, no doubt excited surprise in England,
where so little is known about India. The
rebellion has dispossessed a good many of those
rajahs and zemindars, but it remaivs to be seen,
I think, whether their absorption and the ces-
sion of their territories will failcitate our tasic
in governing India. It appears to me that these
government of many millions was affected with
comparative-ease, and that they acted ag “buf-
fers” between our State machinery and the
shock of popular passion and prejudice. It is
not encouraging to remark that our oldest pos-
sessions are the most turbulent and ill-disposed
——that the Punjaub and North-west Provinces
are tranquil, while Behar, which is the oldest
settlement, is in overt insurrection. In Qude I
hear the large landowers are to some extent
yielding to the conviction that their chance of
independent anarchy is past. The Indian jour-
nals recently have contained official reports of
the trials and executions of rajahs by whose
treason or want of active co-operation thousanda
of acres of land and many lacs of revenue will
lapse to the Indian Government. Before the
mutiny and rebelion the British Government
held political relations in the North-west pro-
vinees with no less than 200 natives Princes
and States, subject to.them in various degrees .
The rope or the cannon has terminated these
relations in many instances, but the lands and
the people remain.  Strange as it may appear
the population are freqnently ~warmly at-
tached to the persons and families of their
princes, whose rule is, we assert, so tyrannical
and mischievous.

THE PEASANTRY.

The peasantry whom ‘we met between Kur:
mul and Simla are lighter in color, in limb, and
in dress than the sturdy population: between
Futteyghur and Delhi. The women, too, are
less’ careful to muffle up their heads at the noise
of our chariot-wheels, .and rejoice in robes of
saffron, scarlet, blue, and white, and in utterly
abominable, .tight, wrinkled, shape-destroying
pantaloons. Their hair is more free, but not
more gracefal than the Hindoos; in lien of
bangles on their ankles and armig they ‘wear
shining metal rings on their big toes, and huge
circles of gold through their nostrils, ¢ Why
do your women wear rings in their nogeg ?” I
asked a native. “ For the same reason that the
mem-sahibs [the ladies] wear them ‘in {heir
ears,” replied he. ¢ But, then, you have big
rings on your toes,” rejoined i, = « Just as the
sahibs have rings on their fingers,” said he ;

With their
flashing black eyes, fine thin noses, glossy black
moustaches, beard, and upturned whiskers,
hgl_lt, grining smile opening up the rows of sharp
white teeth, their quick light tread, and lithe
movements, they put une more in mind of tigers
than any race of men I ever beheld. The tiggr
has tasted blood in the plains below, but this
meal will content him for the present. It must
not be supposed that the beast did not give
trouble now and then. Like the Hindoo, he re-
gards the cow as a sacred creature, and in one
instancewe had togiveorders that no oxenshould
be slaughtered except at a distance from camp,
in order that the Sikhs might not b2 offended.
Some of these regiments, such as Wilde's
and Brasyar’s the Ferozepcre regiment, have
fought as hard, if not more fiercely, done as
much service, and lost as many frqm the ene-
my, as any of our English battalions, but 1t
cannot be denied that much depends upon their
officers. Themen can, of course, march better,
and resist the heat of an Indian sun better,
than ordinary Europeans. Some men they will
follow to the death—for others they will not
stir an inch. The general relation of the Euro-
pean to the native soldier is admirably expressed
in a metaphor suggested, I believe, by Sir
Colin Campbell himself in describing the
merits of the two races :—* Take a bamboo
and cast it against a tree, the shaft will rebound
and fall harmless ; tip it with steel and it be-
comes a spear, which will pierce deep and kill.
The bamboo is the Asiatic—the steel point is
the Buropean !” Of the Sikh this is true only
to a certain extent. He is made of tougher and
denser material than bamboo ; he is at least of
oak, and hardens in the fire. Hudson’s Horse
refused to charge, if my letters tell me truth,
the other day at Nawabgunge, but the Sikh
never absolutely refuses to face the enemy.

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CONSTITUTIONAL RESPONSIBILTY OF MINISTERS.
—In a recent article on the ‘ shuffle,” or, as the
Gazette callg it, the grave mistake—for allow-
ing which, it holds that the Governoris “not
free from blame,”—and by virtue of which alone
the Cartier-Macdonald Ministers hold their
seats in His*Excellency’s Executive Council, we
said :—

*On the administration of the Government
by constitutionally responsible Ministers rests
the entire fabric of the liberties of Canada ; and,
if that foundation be undermined, it is the merest
folly to attempt to enlarge the superstructure
by inter-colonial confederations,” &ec., &ec.

On this, we had supposed,; undeniable precept
of the British and, of course, 'of the Canadian
constitution, the Guzeite of yesterday remarks :

What can be said of such an argument ? Can
it be treated with ordinary respect? Supppse
we admit that the exchange of offices is wrong
to the extent charged, it has nothing to do with
Ministerial responsibility ; it is simply a ques-
tion of the independence of Parliament. The
latest author on the Constitution says :—*The-
‘“ oretically the Crown may choose any of its
‘‘ liege subjects as Ministers, but practically the
‘“ choice i3 very limited ; inasmuch as Ministers
‘“ can only carry on the Government by means
‘“ of parliamentary majorities.” This refers to
England. In Canada precisely the same prin-
ciple prevails, and we have as well what
amounts to a written constitution in the resolu-
tions of 1841. The grand constitutional prin-
ciple set forth in them is that the Government
of this country shall only be carried on by Min-
isters respongible to Parliament. = The test of
constitutional responsibility is the confidence of
Parliament. = Skould the Queen or any of her
deputies select ten loafers from the streets for
Ministers, if Parliament voted confidence in
them, or rather did not vote want of confidence,

they would be, according ‘o both the theory

and letter of the constitution, the responsible
advisers of the Crown. In the case of the Car-
tier-Macdonald Ministry, the House has by over-
whelming majorities voted confidence in them,
and voted that the change of office was all
right,—which i another question, and has
nothing to do with the constitutional responsi-
bility of Ministers

Now, how far our Ministerial contemporary’s
argument is worthy of respect—either ordinary
or extraordinary,—we shall not gtop to enquire ;
but this we will say, that he entirely misunder-
stands and mis-states, alike the theory and the
nractice of the British constitution, in his not
very graceful illustrative figure of Her Majesty
or any of her deputies selecting *“ten loafers
from the sireets for Ministers.” The merest
tyro in the study of constitutional history
would tell the sciolist of the Gazette, that the
suppoged ‘ ten' Toafers,” although selected by
the - Crown, and although Parliament had
*“ voted confidence in them,” would Nor B the
constitutional advisers of the Sovereign—and
why ?—becanse, besides ‘their appointment by
the Crown and the confidence of the Parliament,
the British constitution provides —ag clearly
stated by the London Post, in commenting upon
the “shuffle ”—that every Minister of the
Crown,with the exception of the Secretary of the
Treasury—whose duty it is to move new writs
—must, upon accepting office, undergo the or-
deal of a new election. They must have the
confidence of the country—of their constituents
—as a sine que non to the holding of their offi-
ces as responsible advisers of the Crown. It ig
therefore evident that the Gazette's “ten loafers
from the streets,” would nof, under the circum-
stances stated, have any more right to the char-
acter of responsible advisers of the Crown in
England, than, we maintain, under the same
circumstances, the Cartier-Macdonald Ministry
have in Canada. Itis true that the Morning
Post says, “it appears, that Ministerial respon-
sibility in Canada is not surrounded by those
safeguards which in this country are consider-
ed to be so absolutely necessary.” But the
Morning Post i3 in error. = Qur constitution
provides precisely the same safeguard—the or-
deal of re-election—in this matter, as the cop-
stitution of England. Indeed, the [Guazetie
itself sufficiently admits the fact, when it desig-
nates the ‘ shuffle” as a ¢ grave mistake,” for
allowing which the Governor General is “not
free from blame.” The shuffle of offices,—the
wrong—the “‘mistake,” as the Gazette euphem-
istically calls it,—is the only title the Cartier-
Macdonald Ministry can show, for their official
existence ; and, that Zitle admitted to be bad, we
care not from what cause, those claiming under
it are no more His Excellency’s constitutional
advisers, than if,--to use the Guzetie’s metaphor
—, they had really been “ ten loafers from the
streets,” albeit selected by the Governor Gene-
ral! and supported by overwhelming majorities
of the House of Assembly.

Brisery ar Ercrions.—It is at last admit-
ted on all sides that there has lately been a great
deal of bribery at elections 'in Oanada. The
moral of the old story of the wolf and the
lamb, will apply very well ‘here to show to
which party the spoiling of the clear stream of
popular suffrage is to be attributed. The men
who are not in office, and who have no aig
from those who are; who are not government
contractors, and who have all the money which
can be raised by this class employed againgt
them, are not very likely to have vast sumg
at their disposal. In a country where there
are no large fortunes to be employed in majp-
taining an hereditary party, we know Pretty
well that contributions for electioneering come
in the shape of sprats to catch mackarels, W
are glad, however, to see that our minigterial
contemporaries, either because the late game

bids fair to exhaust some purses, which have

hitherto done good service, or because they

find that a moral reaction is setting in, are af- |
fecting a virtuous horror of this offence. I\to l
doubt the Opposition will cheerfully concur in |
any measure for checking the crime. Indeed
the ballot, which is probably one of the most
efficient remedies, is precisely such a law as
grows naturally out of the principles of the
|Opposition. But let it not be forgotten ?hat
this hatred of bribery might have been put into
far more efficient action & few months ago than
at present. If Parliament, under its ministerial
leaders, had made one single example of a real
case of bribery—had permitted one single in-
vestigation into the alleged breach of the law,
it would have done more to restrain bribery~
than any half-dozen laws upon the subject.
But when, after refusing every investigation
demanded by others, the majority ot the House,
t last appointed a committee of inquiry them

selves, which committee did not investigat

one single case—while every man, no matter
how returned, who would vote on the minis-
terial side was protected in his seat by the
grossest partizan votes, people will believe that
those who gave these votes are not very sincenj
in their abhorrence of the wrong. While mem

bers of Parliament accept such large bribes
themselves in various shapes, the people will
not believe they can be very ardent in their

objection to a poor fellow getting five dollars
tor his vote. That is the true difficulty. Let
our public men be upright, and bribery will
cease ; but while ministers can play the dis-
graceful tricks exhibited last session for the
sake of office, poorer men will not be slow in

their sphere to imitate the dirty example, =<

Tue “SpaBBY ” MINISTRY.—A motion was
made in the Assembly rejecting the award of
the Queen, and repudiating Ottawa as the fu-
ture seat of Government. The motion was
carried, and the Ministry resigned, but it Las
now returned to office, with a very slight modi-
fication, and announces on its return its inten-
tion of giving up Ottawa as the future seat of
Government.

This, we confess, appears to us to be a rather
shabby transaction.—ZLondon Times.

In commenting upon the Zondon Times ar-
ticle on Canadian affairs, re-published by us
yesterday, the Editorial Correspondent of the
Gazette thus lugubriously “ owns the corn”—
he says—the italics are ours :—

It [the T%mes] also contains an attack upon
Canadian politicians for the manner in which
the Cartier Ministry propose to deal with the
Seat of Government question. I would I could
feel that this, like very many of the attacks of
the Times, was altogether unjust. The policy
of reference was the policy of the present men
in office. They consistently resigned office,
when the Assembly sought to reverse that po-
licy, with insult to the Queen. If they consent
to accept the policy of the House, do they not
become active abettors of the insult—ratifiers of
ilig resolution which they held to be so wrong ?
Certainly it would seem so0; and looked at
from a distance, without an examination or ap-
preciation of the perils which would attend the
advent of the Brown-Dorion men to office, the
conduct of the old Ministers who have taken
office upon the new terms propounded by the
new Premier, seems extraordinary.

OrpiNATION.—On Sunday forenoon an ordina
tion was held in St. John’s Episcopal Church
The candidates who presented themselves for
admission to the Christian Ministry were Mr
Frederick Burt, who formerly officiated as City
Missionary ; Mr. Archibald Campbell Scartu,
Licentiate of Bishop’s College, Lennoxville ;
Mr. Thomas Bonsdall, M.A., Kenyon Goliege
U.8. The ordination services being conclud-
ed, the Rev. J. P. White,jof Chambly, preached
the sermon ; the rev. gentlemen dilated with
much force on the nature of the duties to be
expected from a christian minister, and the
awards which would follow their faithfal per-
formance. The occasion, altogether, was one
which exciled the livliest religious.interest, and
impressed every one present with the magni-
tude of the obligations, and the solemnity of
the office of a minister of the Gospel.

CoNFIRMATION. — In the afternoon, at St.
George's Church, the Anglican Lord Bishop of
Montreal, administered the sacred right of con-
firmation to no fewer than two hundred and
three candidates.  His Lordship addressed
them, in a few appropriate observations, re.
minding them of the importance of the vows
they undertook to fulfil.

ARREST OF ORCHARD RoBBERS.—Oun Sunday
afternoon three individuals were observed in the
vicinity of Sherbrooke street, each bearing a
bag of apples. They were questioned as to
their right of possession, and informed their
interrogators that they had not bought the
apples but had received them from a farm-
keeper at the Mountain. This story subse-
quently turned out to be false and the robbers
were arrested. Yesterday morning, being
brought before the Court, a heavy fine was im-
posed, with an alternative of a pretty lengthen-
ed term of imprisonment.  We understand that
a repetition of this misdemeanour renders the
offender liable to imprisonment in the Peniten-'
tiary. This fact of itself ought to be sufficient
warning in the future, but in the meanwhile it
might be desirable that a policeman were sta-
tioned on Sunday evenings in the neighbour-
hood of Sherbrooke street. 'If at all possessed
of ordinary activity he would find frequent op-
portunities for the performance of his duties.

BurgLARY.—On Sunday morning, about half-
past nine o'clock, Mr. Robert Miller, one of the
partners of the firm of Messrs. R. & A. Miller,
stationers and booksellérs, St. Francois Xayier
Street, on entering his place of business, dis-
covered that hiz premises had been  entered.

Mr. Field was also accompanied
by his father, the Rev. Dr. Field, of Stock-
bridge, Mass., & hale and hearty gentleman of
seventy-seven years of age.

On his arrival, Mr. Field and his party, atten-
ded by the Hon. W. B. S. Moo1, United States
Consul General, Mr. Rodier, the very popular
Mayor of the city of Montreal ; the Hon. John
Young, and other distinguished citizens, pro-
ceded to visit the institutions of the city.

A LrTrErR rroM BrigraM Youne.—A citizen
of Canandaigua has received an autograph let-
ter from Brigham Young, which we find pub-
lished in the Ontario Republican Times. This
letter was written in reply to one addressed to
the “Prophet” by the gentleman spoken of.
Brigham was requested by his correspondent to
settle a controversy relating to his own ante-
cedents, which had sprung up between the
latter and Alonzo Beebe, of Canandaigua.
Brigham gives the following leaf from personal
and family history :—

Grear Saur Lake Crry, July 23, 1858,

To————.
I received your letter dated Canadaigua, May
5, 1858.

¢ I will give you a short sketch of my history.
I was born in Whittingham; Windham County,
Vt., June 1, 1801. My father and family re-
moved to Smyrna, Chenango County, N. Y.,
when I was about eighteen months old. We
lived in the place until 1813. Shortly after the
commencement of the late war with Great
Britain, my. father and his family removed to
the town of Genoa, Cayuga County, N. eSSt
which county I lived until 1828. I then moved
to Mendom, Monroe County and in 1830 re-
moved from thence to No. 9, Canadaigua, into
a small house owned by Jonathan Mack, situat-
ed on the west-side of the road, opposite to
where Mr. Mack then lived. I helped to finish
his new house, so that he moved into it before
I left the place.

Ileft Canandaigua in the first part of 1832.
and returned to Mendon. . April 14, same year,
I was baptised into the Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter Day Saints.

I did not live in any other house during my
residence in Canandaigua, than the one before
mentioned. I never saw Sena Goff to wmy
knowledge. I never held meetings in partner-
ship with any person, nor ever preached or pre-
tend to,while I lived in the town of Canandaigua
nor ever spoke in meeting, except once in a
prayer meeting, in the house I lived in, when
probably I occupied from two to five minutes.
There is a possibility of my having spoken in
prayer meeting at other times, but I have no
recollection of it. If I had, I think I would
have remembered it, for I found myself materi-
ally frightened when I found myself in the
meeting I mentioned. After Ihad joined the
Ohurch, I became somewhat accustomed to
public speaking. Once in passing through No.
9, I stopped and preached in the school house
North of Mr.-Mack’s.

I have thus far marked out my path with
some particularity. Since then, the events of
my life are before the world. I will. however,
state, that after my return to Mendon I remov-
ed to Kirtland, Ohio, from thence to ‘Nauvoo,
Ill., and from thence to the mountains.

There are five brothers of us, in the following
order :—John, Joseph, Phineas H., myself and
Lorenzo D. The two former never lived in No.
9. Phineas H. and Lorenzo D. did live there,
but removed long before I came. The five of
us, with my two living sisters (I have three
dead,) are here ; and although some of them are
past three score and ten years of age, yet by
living in a judicious manner, and through the
blessing of the Lord, we have good health, and
are surrounded by an abuudance of the comforts
of life.

Your opponent in the controvery (Beebe) I
have no recollection of whatever. He relies on
his fancy for his arguments, and his imagina-
tion for his facts.

Through the faith and prayers of the Saints,
and the visible dealing of the Almighty, we are
blessed with peace, and again delivered from
the grasp of our enemies who haye sought all
the day long to trample in the dust, and ex-
tinguish that sacred light which God, through
his revelation to Joseph, the prophet, has im-
planted in our breasts. .

My heart yearns toward my friends of bygone
years, and blessed, indeed, will be the day when
they receive the light of the new and everlast-
ing covenant, when I can join hands with them
and feel that my God is their God, and that
where I worship there also will they offer up
devotion to the throne of grace.

The war is ended, the troops are partly with-
drawn, and we have returned to our comfort-
able homes ; our trees are loaded with fruit, we
have the best country in the world for vege-
tables ; our crops are most abundant. Wheat
ig our staple grain. At many times we have
harvested three crops from one sowing, by what

second or third season.

Although I have been in this valley only
thirteen years, I have had peaches for seven
years, and this year will have an abundance of
apples for family use ; we've apricots, almond
trees, plume, cherries, and the finest grapes I'
ever seen ; they grow in bunches weighing from
eight ounces to two pounds.

I'have a fine family of boys and girls, a part
of whom are married. I have fifteen living and
two dead grand-children.

Present my warmest regards to your father
and his family. I really desire you to let me
know where they are living, and how they are
situated,

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THE GOYTEMPLATED QUEENS VISIT 0

AMERICA.
(From the London Standard, Sept 2.)

Paley remarks that the most pleasant part of
a man’s life is old age. The inferiority of child-
hood, the struggles and anxities of manhood,
being now far past, the close of his career
proximate and sure, he begins to regard all
things from a tranquil and elevatec} point of
view, and as he nears his bourne rises above
the wayward cares and trials of humanity. He
hss his children’s and his grandchildren's love
to bless him, and the affection and reverence of
every one to comfort and honor him. The life
of a State is not to be compared to the life of a
man in all its relations, but there are resem-
blances and affinities. We cannot hear of the
boundless enthusiasm, the buoyant rejoicings,
the almost wild delight of our younger kinsfolk
in the New World at the sudden and marvel-
lous intercommunication between both hemis-
pheres without feeling a little of the calm de-
light ana quiet dignity ascribed by the Arch-
deacon of OCarlisle to veteren years and
patriarchal repose. Itis all very well for our
youngsters settled at the other side of the
Atlantic to be a little flighty and exuberant at
this wonderful message from the old country to
them, but it is only becoming our position and
maturer age to regard the occurrence with a
certain amount of sobriety and equanimity. We
cannot go ahead without seeing our way a little
clearly. No doubt our recognition will come
in good time, and in a suitable manner. Mean-
while the Crystal Palace festival and similar
demonstratious will allow vent for our more
enthusiastic spirits. Children are found among
the adults of every nation, and even staid Eng-
land has her share of them ; by all means let us
have a merry-making to gratify them. But, pass-
ing lightly, as we ought, over the ebullitions of
the hour, there are deeper considerations, which
must affect all Englishmen, from the occurrence
of this remarkable feature in our history. We
begin to lose our insular notions from this
epoch. We feel that we are the head and the
centre of a great continent of kinsmen and
brethern.  The world has called us morose, and
we may have been so when compared with the
rest of the nations; but with these friendly
greetings from our own race and people who
would not be open and cheerful? Talk no
more of this small island of Britain ; now that
the electric telegraph binds the two worlds the
English empire seems to be everywhere. We
are a ‘people within an hour’s communication of
each other and the remotest of our colonies
will soon be brought within this almost family
circle. ~ The struggles of a father to rear a large
family are great, but when he can go from
county to county and find a sure homestead
amongst his own kindred he begins to feel that
he has a compensation for all his toils. Our
colonies have all been attended with expense
and trouble to the parent country. Itis only
now that we are about to experience a full re-
turn of gratitude and loyalty. The finger raised
against England will henceforth be resented
wherever an Anglo-Saxon is planted. Which
of them will suffer this great parent nation to
be insulted without rushing to the rescue ? The
United States themselves must own this instinc-
tiye and natural allegiance, and the welcome
they have universally given to the transcendent
achievement of modern science is quite in
character with a deep and feeling recognition of
their consanguinity with the British popula-
tion.

It must be mutter of felicitatioa, as well as of
amusement, to her Majesty’s faithful subjects in
the Canadas, to find even their fervent expres-
sions of attachment and devotion to the Queen
outstripped by their Yankee brethern.
New York Herald of the 18th ult., in the warm-
est terms, invites her Most Gracious Majesty to
visit those whom it is pleased to designate, in
no very courtly phrase, ¢ her republican ccus-
ins.”

Mr. John Norris has arrived in England from
Canada, the bearer of an invitation to the
Prince of Wales to visit that colony for the
purpose of inaugurating, on the 1st of October,
the Crystal Palace exhibition at Toronto. Some
of our colonial brethern were exceedingly de-
sirous that the Queen should honor her North
American dominions with a visit but they seem
to have surmised or been informed that there
was no probability of even Queen Victoria, fond
as she is of sea and land excursions, consent-
ing to such a voyage as that. Yet some of the
New York papers chimed in with those of
Canada in recommending the transatlantic trip
to her Majesty. KEven the New York Herald
has solicited the Queen of England to come,
and to visit her republican cousins as well,
promising that she shall see, amongst other
things, all the wonders of New York, including
the Herald’s printing establishment, and that
she shall get “such a reception” in the city
‘just now as never greeted monarch in the
whole world before.” And why should not the
Queen once in her life take a peep at her ¢ col-
oniul jewels ?”.  Would not such a visit from
a revered sovereign tend to consolidate the em-
pire, and to make Great Britain the political
Mecca towards which the eyes of two hundred
millions of subjects in every part of the giobe
would spontaneously turn? And even a visit
to New York, absurd as it may seem at the first
blush, might be as effective in consolidating the
peace of the world as a visit to Cherbourg or
Berlin,

ArcuBisHOP HuGHES oN BrqQuEsTs ¥or Goop
or THE Soun.—The attention of Archbishop
Hughes having been directed to the decision of
Judge Ingram in the case of De Graw vs.
Fitzpatrick, published in the Commercial yes-
terday, in which the Judge held that a bequest
to the Roman Catholic Church for the good of
the testator’s soul was void for uncertainty, the
Archbishop nas addressed a letter to the Cou-
rier in which he says :—

The object of my soliciting a space in your
columns, is to state, thatI have not entered or
authorized any proceeding of a legal character,
in the case referred to. That so far as I know,
the suit has been brought cn by the executors,
with a view to discharge, legally, "their own
obligation. That I have no fault to find with
the' decision of the honorable Judge who de-
cided the question submitted to him by the
executors. That I know nothing, or but very
little of the testator, or of his heirs. That his
fortune, whatever it might have been, could not
tempt me to do anything which I should think
unjust,’or unlawful or dishonorable. That in
making his will, I think he committed a great
blunder, so far as his own intention wasg to, be
carried out in using the words “ for the good of
his soul.” That his lawyer should have unde-
ceived him in regard to any such superstitious

llusion. (it being rational to suppose that the
aid lawyer was bound to eliminate everything
alculated to vitiate the poor man’s intention,
ander our laws and under the almost ‘certain
decisions of our judiciary.)

This is the 19th century ; and it is almost out

f the question for a man in disposing of his
own property, to allude, especially in direct
terms, to anything ‘“forfthe good of his soul.”
It is true, that his will could not take effect
until after his death, and itis equally true, that

fter his death the property which he lett could
ﬁae of ouse to his body. It might be (accord-
ing to Catholic belief) to his soul. But legis-
lation and judicial interpretation, have taken
sufficient precautions against any such super-
Etitious allusron.

I have no doubt, that, in a general sense,
legislation is just, and in the present instance I
am convinced that the honorable Judge who
decided the case, decided it both according to
law, and' according to what law makes to be
equity.

I could not, however, express in terms suffi-
ciently energetic, my utter contempt for any
bequest or legacy, which might come either to
me personally, or to the Orphan Asylum, or to
the Sisters of the Good Shepherd, or indeed to
any charitable institution in my diocese, which
could involve, directly or indirectly, a reproach,
or & meanness, on the recipient, or on the Ca-
tholic name.
