Kingston, Dec, 21—The first con-
vict to come under the experimental
parole system proposed by G. M.
Macdonald, K.C., has been released
from the penitentiary, and is now in
the healthy surroundings of a nor-
thern lumber camp. The convict is
a mere youth, 19 years of age. He
was sentenced to four years for a
petty theft,
On the success of this experiment

rests the revolution of the whole
penal system as far as the youth is
concerned. If this convict justifies
the confidence imposed in him it is
probable that in the Spring about 50
youthful convicts will be released
under similar conditions.

C. P. R. VS. FRECHETTE.

Latter Wiiling to Accept $11,250 But
C. P. R. May Carry Case Further.

 

When judgment wus rendered hy
the Court of Appeals on the 4th De-
cember on the appeal of the C. I. R.
against Odina Frechette, the Court
reduced the jury's verdict from $15,-
900 to $11,250, and condemned Fre-
thette to pay costs in appeal. One
of the clanses of the judgment was
that if Frechette did not accept it
within a certain delay, a new jury
trial would have to take place. Mr.
Frechette has now filed a consent to
accept the judgment of $11,250 and
interest, but it is more than probable
that the C. P. R. will go to the Su-
preme Court or to the Privy Council,
and the plaintiff will follow the com-
pany.

1,300 LABOR WARS
IN TWELVE YEARS

THE ANNUAL MONEY LOSS RE-

SULTING TO CANADA IS

$1,500,000.

 

 

_ Ottawa, Dec. 21.—An average loss
of $1,500.800<istésmicd™ts Canada by
strikes and lockouts, according to the
annual report of the Department of
Labor, just issued:
A review of all strikes and lock-

outs from 1901 down to 1913 made by
the department shows that during
these twelve years, there were 1,319
strikes and lockouts, involving in all
319,880 men, and entailing a loss of
working time for the whole period of
slightly under 9,000,000 days. or an
average annual loss of 750,000 days.|
‘Thus, somewhat paradoxically, about
2.000 years of working time are lost
during every calendar year by labor
disturbances.

Placing on the working day the
low money value of $2, the time
losses for the twelve years represent
about $18,000,000, or $1,500,000
yearly,

There were 150 strikes and lock-
outs last year, as against 99 for 1911,
but the actual time loss was only 50
per cent. of that of the previous year.

The
jury was out for nearly three hours
and found Kellogg guilty on two
counts. Its verdict was accompanied
by a recommendation for mercy.
During the day the defence sought

permission to have Kellogg demon-
strate to the court that he was an
cfiicient composer. Judge Grubb, in
refusing to grant this, said that the
jury should consider the merits of
Kellogg's music as established by the
vitnesses,
The specific charges against Kel-

iogg were that he had accepted money
from writers of song poems for the
parpose of pushirg the sale of their
products, but had failed to live up to
this agreement. Kellogg also under.
took to write music fo some of the
poems sent him. Several witnesses
testified that his compositions had
not beeen satisfactory.

STRANGE DEATH OF
À FINNISH GIRL

AFTER BEING MISSING 17 DAYS

SHE I8 FOUND UNCON.

SCIOUS IN A FIELD,

 

 

Toronto, Dec. 21—Anna Jokinson,
the Finnish girl was mysteriously dis-

appeared on December 4th last, while

out walking in the: northern part of

the city was found today. She was

lying in an unconscious condition at

the corner of Eglinton avenue and
Forest Hill road. The girl was
breathing when she was first observ-
ed by John Dew, whose home is at
that place, but was dead when Dr.
Bond reached Dew’s house in re-
spanse to 3 summons.

The unfortunate girl never regain-
ed consciousness after she was found.
The chief coroner was notified and

promptly ordered an inquest.
The circumstances surrounding the

disappearance, finding and death of
the girl furnish a mystery unparaflel-
ed in local annals. There was not a
mark of violence on the body but
the eyes had a vacant stare as one
who had died siowly under unnatural
circumstances. When Mr. Dew re-
turned to the field in which the body
was found, after summoning the phy.
sician, he found that a hole had been
made in a corn stalk nearby large
enough to accommodate a person,
and the girl's hat and gloves were ly-
ing inside. There was no indication,
however, of a strugle.
Two theories wer advanced by the

police, one that the uniortunate girl
had suffered from mental trouble and
had wandered around in a semi-sane
condition, the other that she had run
away or lost her way, and, unable
to speak English, had been unable
to appeal to those she met for as-
sistance. Both of these theories,
were firmly negatived by the man-
agement of Annesley Hall, where she
had been employed.
The girl, the superintendent said,

was a hard working, bright and mo-
dest girl. Moreover, he did not think
she had lost her way. The girl's dis-
appearance caused grave alarm to
her friends and rumors of white slave

As Dr. McClure approached
them, a whistle sounded and ons
them raised a revolver and fired.

As the assailants retreated the
one with the revolver tripped and fell
Before Dr. McClure could reach hig
the man had regained his feet andl
fired a second time, this bullet tear.

BUILD TEN SCOWS

EMPLOYMENT WILL THUS BE

GIVEN TO WORKMEN DUR.

The Quebec Harbor Commission
will build ten wooden scows. 84 feet
in length, 30 feet in width and 7 feet
in depth. Five of these scows will
be built on the Harbor Commission's
property at Indian Cove, three at Cap
Blanc and two on the Louise docks,

new bulk-head pier in the River St.
Charles, in course of coustruction.

The boot and shoe manufacturing
crisis in St. Roch is assuming a seri-
ous aspect, on account of the trouble

that originated in the factories of The
John Ritchie Co, Ltd, and Messre,
Gale Brothers last week, and unless
sn amicable arrangement can be
made between the manufacturers and
union lubor, the former are likely to
close down their factories fo: the
winter. They recognize that it is
their only alternative to going out of

business altogether, and are serious.
ly considering their decision.
The boot and shoe industry of Que-

bec has been in an unsettled condi-
tion for the past fifteen or more years.
The cause is attributed to the local
union who insist that they shall dic-
tate to the manufacturers, work when
they like, formulate the rules that
govern the factories, and fix the rate
of wages. |

Last year a board of arbitration, by
mutual consent, was appointed to
consider conditions of the trade and
grievances advanced by the workmen.
Hon. Judge Cyrius Pelletier was chos-
en chairinen of the board, and after
an extensive investigation, which both
sides had agreed to, rendered a deci-
sion in favor of the manufacturers,
which was ignored by the various
branches of the local unions in the
trade.
The result was that the manufac-

turers got together, and after discuss-
ing the situation during the summer,
came to the conclusion that they
would no longer recognize the union,
establish a system of open shop, and
either have control of their own fac-
torier or shut down,
The new system of open shops was

established on the Ist of November
last. The operators were notified to
that effect a week in advance, and
when the time arrived the workmen,
rapparently submitting to the innova.
tion, all went back to work the same
as usual, and gave their employers to
understand that they accepted the
new conditions.
The new rule of open shops work-

ed well at the beginning, and the
manufacturers in order to gain the
confidence of their employes, increas.
ed the wages of the leather cutters
and machine operators who deserved
it. They recognized the skilled work-
men in every branch, and were con-
gratulating themselves that their
troubles were over, when murmurs of
complaint were heard. The members
of the old committee on grievances
became restless at the loss of their
powers, and finally did start in to
interfere in one factory where a man
was discharged, and were told that 

their interference would not be tcler-
ated.
The real trouble, however, com-

menced on Thursday last, when the
operators on the heel breasting
machines, who were receiving twelve
cents per case, demanded an increase
to 15 cents. They were offered 14
cents as a compromise, which was
refused, and walked out, saying as
they went, 15 cents or nothing. and
on Saturday morning all the operators
in the Gale Brothers and Ritchie fac-
tories walked out, except the cutiers
and sewing girls, but withou: the
machinists the factories were obliged
to close their doors, and over 70 fac-
tory hands are out Sf employment.
In the meantime the manufacturers
are keeping their own counsel. They
have under consideration the plans
they will adopt, but will make no
statement. The labor unions are also
reticent, but the members say they
will not be satisfied unless the :nanu-
facturers recognize the union, abro-
gate the rule of open shops, and re-
cognize the committee on grievances,
as it existed before November last.
One of the manufacturers when

told of the attitude of the union said
he and the others would never sub-
mit, If they did they would deserve
to be ruined. They had to run their
business as they judged best or would
close their factories until they could
procure labor that had 210 union con-
rection, or else go out of business.
However, he could not say what the
outcome would be, until the operators
declared themselves, but they had
in the meantime come to the deter-
mination to be masters of the situa-
tion or close down for the winter.

Machinists Meet Tonight.
À meeting of the Machinist branch

of the St. Roch Boot and Shoe Unions
will meet tonight to consider what ac-
tion they will take in regard to the
gresent difficulties in connection with
the trouble in the Messrs. Gale Broth-
«rs and The John Ritchie Co. Ltd.
There are from fourteen to fifteen
hundred machinists connected with
the union, who work in the St. Roch
Loot and shoe factories. and out of
this number some 200 work in the
Ritchie factory. Should the Union
endorse the action of the men who
walked out it means the beginning of
a general shutdown, as the manufac-
turers under no consideration will
ever again recognize the Union. On
the other hand if the mieeting refuse
to endorse *he strike in the two fac-
tories mentioned, the men will have to

look like new.

Mexico City, Dec. 21—The rebel

forces are crowding close on Tam-

pico, and a formal attack may be ex-

pected soon. The report received by

the Government last night that the
assault had begun was not questioned,

as it was assumed at the palace that
this was the rebel plan, but it has
developed that the officer who made
the report, had become confused over
a minor engagement at a poiit some
miles from Tampico.
The War Office has utilived the

time since the last attack to strength-
en the garrison at Tampico, and pro-
fesses confidence in its ability to re-
sist the rebels.
Forces under General Panfilo Na-

tera are slowly advancing on Zacate-
cas, capital of the state of Zacatecas,

and between Saltillo and San Luis
Potosi. along the riain line of the
National Railway, rebels have again
appeared in large numbers. This
region has been comparatively free
from rebels for several days.
Two minor engagements have oc-

curred between Tampico and Atamira
twenty-three miles to the north, and

CRAPHE STORYOF
VOLCANIC DISASTER

SCENES DURING ERUPTION IN

NEWHEBRIDES WERE AWE-

INSPIRING.

 

 

Sydney, N.S.W., Dec. 21—Incoming
steamers bring terrible details of the
recent volcanic eruptions on the
Island of Ambrim, in the New He-
brides group, in which 500 antives
fost their lives. Witnesses of the
distarbance describe it as having been
so sudden and violent that they ex-
pected to see the whole western side
of the Island disappear.
With a terrific roar, which was

followed with a rapid succession of
artillery-like detonations, all the cra-
ters of the volcano entered into full
activity, spouting flames and lava,
and throwing out huge boulders.
Great streasis of lava soon were
rushing down: the slopes, cutting off
the villagers from escape. In one in-
stance, two torrents of the molten

mass joined and made an island of one
entire section of a village. Here fifty
or sixty persons perished.
The scenes at night were awe-in-

spiring. Flames shot into the air
to a height of a thousand feet, illum-
inating the whole scene of destruc-
tion. The ocean seemed to boil as
huge super heated masses of stone
fell into the sea and streams of lava
poured into the bay. Dust from the
craters gradually formed a black
cloud which blotted out the light of
the stars.
The bay after the eruption was fill-

ed with dead fish ard large numbers
of dead turtles. The water in the
river was hot.
The British hospital buildings were

wiped out of existence, but previous
to their destruction the doctors pluck-
ly removed all the patients to a
launch and escaped with them.

THIEF NOW MAKES CONFES-

SION IMPLICATING TWO

MEN AND A WOMAN.

 

 

 

Paris, Dec. 21—At the moment the
“Mona Lisa” was officially restored
te France, Magistrate Drioux, who
has had the case under his charge
since the painting disappeared from
the Louvre, ordered the arrest of
Vincente Lancelotti, Michaela Lance-
lotti and Mme. Clamagirand, friends
and neighbors in Paris of Vencenzo
Perugia, on information telegraphed
from Florence by the French police
official Vignol.

The Lancelotti brothers were de-
nounced several days ago by another
Italian as having been implicated with
Ferugia, and they are now charged
with receiving and concealing the
masterpiece,
When the two men were interro-

gated by the police on Dec. 16 they
denied all knowledge of the crime,
although they admitted they had met
Perugia frequently, Their holdings
were searched and a bundle of let.
ters written in Italian were seized.

According to the report from Vig-
nol, Perugia, who is under arrest at
Florence, has made a full confession
in the presence of an Italian magis-
trate, He declared that Vintente
Lancelotti was aware of the planning
and execution of the theft and that he
had concealed the picture in his room
for six weeks and had helped to con-
struct the wooden box in which it
was carried off.

Perugia said that he did not escape
from the Louvre by the side door of
the inner court, as was supposed, but
walked down the main stairway and
through one of the principal gates.
Michaela Lancelotti and Mme. Cla-

magirand were at first merely de-
tained. but later Magistrate Drioux
ordered them definitely held.

QUEBEC-SAGUENAY
DEAL REPORTED

RUMOR THAT C. N. R. HAS

ACQUIRED FORGT INTER.

ESTS IS NOW CONFIRMED.

 

 

The Quebec and Saguenay Railway
is said to have been acquired by the
Canadian Northern Railway interests.
The deal was put through at O.tawa

last week, and in the course of a few
days the business of transferring the

Quebec and Saguenay Railway and

its interests, of which Sir Rodolphe
Forget is the head, will be consum-

mated, and the property pass into the

hands of its new owners. In the

meantime, there can be no further

question of the transaction, as those
in Quebec in a position to know, es-

tablish the fact and its settlement.
Negotiations regarding the pur-

chase of the road were proceeded with
at Ottawa last week between the
Presidents and oflicials of the two
companies, and on Thursday evening
fast, Sir William Mackenzie and Sir
Rodolphe Forget had an interview in
respect to the matter with Hon. R. L.
Borden, and the following day all the
preliminaries in connection with the
deal were arranged, and the compact
duly signed, and Sir Rodolphe hos
promised to issue a statement in re-
gard to the transaction.
The fact that the Canadian North-

ern Railway Company had contem-
plated the acquirement of the Quebec
and Saguenay Railroad, has been pub.
licly known here several months, and
the consummation of the deal in con-
sequence, does not come as a sur-
prise.
The new addition to the C. N, R.

interests has special interest for the
City of Quebec. 1t is not known
what plans the new proprietors have
in mind in regard to the property, hut
no doubt this will be made known in
the near future.
The Quehec and Saguenay Railroad

now extends from St, Joachim to
Mureay Bay, and is very near being
completed. Should the new proprie-
tors continue the road to Chicoutimi,
it will open the entire Saguenay dis.
trict for commercial development,
and will prove a valuable asset to
Quebec that naturally will be its term-
inus. It will shorten the route be-
tween Quebec and Saguenay in com-
parison to the Quebec and Lake St.

COLONIAL LIE
ATTRACTS MAN

COMMISSION REPORTS ON
THE REMARKABLE EXODUS
FROMRURAL ENGLAND,

 

London, Dec. 2b—At the request of
the dominions, a Royal Commission
Board of Agriculture undertook some

months ago to institute immediate
enquiry into the causes of the phe-
nomenal emigration that was taking

place into the dominions and else-
where from the rural districts of

England.and Wales. The bosrd yes-
terday issued its report, from which
it appears that information has been
received from 488 centres. They re-
port extensive: emigration, especially
ve Canada. The young people are.

mpered by lack of opportunity int
rural and agricultural centres and
attracted by the prospéct of greater
overseas dominions. The dearth of
freedom and better wages in the
cottages is a contributory cause, but
that which is mgst generally men-
tioned is “activity of emigration
agents in advertising the allurements
of colonial life” which appeals to a
generation ich has become ac-
eustomed to Modern disregard of dis-
tance.
The following comprise the chief

points of the report:
“Agriculture in this country is not

an expanding industry capable of ab-
sorbing the natural increase of popu-
lation. It is evidence that at the
present time considerably more men
could find employment on the land
than are now available. The special
peculiarity of the present rural exodus
is that the normal movement to towgs
and to industrial life, which was p
hape rather diminished than increas-
ed, is supplemented to so large an ex-
tend by the movement to the over-
seas dominions. This accelerated emi-
gration is attributed to several causes
but most to the allurementdf colonial
life. Canada today seems zs near to
the young countryman as London did
to his father. Low wages in the rural
districts are mentioned as the cause
of discontent, but it may be doubted
whether this in iteelf is so powerful a
factor as the lack of opportunity, and
in fact, there appears no evidence that
emigration is geratest in the districts
where wages are lowest.”

TROUBLE IN COLOMBIA.
Expulsion of Coumtry’s Detractors

From Panama is Demanded,

 

 

Panama, Dec. 21—The aati-Colom-
bian sentiment bas grown to such an
extent that an open letter has been
addressed to President Porras, de-
manding the expulsion from the re-
public of the country’s detractors and
the dismissal of all Columbians hold-
ing government positions in Panama.
A further demand is made that the
public corps shall be composed ex-
clusively of Panamans, At the pre-
sent time about one-third of the
teachers staff in the schools of the
republic is composed of Columbians,
and there is a large sprinkling of
them in the police department.
The leaders of the anti-Colombian

movement express the opinion that
if there are not enough Panaman
teachers to supply the schools, teach-
ers from Chili or Spain should be
engaged. ’

Ît is reported that another anti-Col-
ombian demonstration is being ar-
ranged for Thursday next, but the
sovemment will probably take steps
to prevent à repetition of the scenes
of last Thursday night, when several
houses occupied by Colombians were
stoned.
The editor of La Patria, a loeal anti

administration organ, with Colomb-
ian leanings, has been the object of
threats in the last day or two.

NEW YORK PENITENTIARY,

Discrimination and Favortsm Ap-
parently Much in Evidence.
 

New York, Dec, 20—Investigation
by the District-Attorney’s office of
alleged abuse of prisoners at Black-
well's Island, the civic peniteitiary,
brought out testimony today, it was
declared, that while ordinary prison-
ers were in numerous cases subjected
to illtreatment or grossly neglected,
three police inspectors convicted
three months ago of conspiring to
keep a graft witness out of the State,
had received numerous favors at the
hands of the authorities on the Is.
land,

It was a negro prisoner who told
Joseph Du Vivier, the assistant dis-
trict-attorney in charge of the inves-
tigation, of the alleged favoritism
shown to the former police inspectors.
Former Inspector Denis Sweeney, J.
F. Thompson, end John J. Murtha,
he said, were on Blackwell's Island,
while James E. Hussey had beer
transferred to Randall's Island, at the
time Mr. Du Vivier's informant was
in the penitentiary,

The three who were still in the
penitentiary, he said, were permitted
to see numerous visitors in the “ad-
mihietration hail” They wers sup-
tied daily with several newspapers.
helr meals were not of the same

quality or were they served as the
others prisoners meals were. Genar-
ally they ate with the keepers and
deputy wardens. They appeared to
have the run of the penitentiary at
night, he said.

The investigation will be wide

and thorough. It will be conducted
for the most part ig Ottawa although
the men in charge of it will be em-
powered to go after information if
they deem it necessary. There will
not, however, be anything of the slow
formality of this enquiry which would
have attended the work of a Royal
Commission. The Government has
chosen à course whigh:iiveans straight
business. The bulk of the informs-
tion necessary in the canduct of such
an investigation. is already in posses-
sion of the scattered branches of
the Government. It must be collated
and applied. This will be done by the
board appointed yesterday, and the
probability is that the result will be
in the hands of the Government in
time for use before the Parliamentary
session has well advanced. This
course could have been adopted by
the late Government at any time
since the cost of living began to
soar in 1897. The appointment of a
Royal Commission, it is pointed out,

J would have necessitated the calling
as witnesses of the very men whom
the Government has named to make
the investigation. In other words, the
Government wants results and has
taken the shortest course possible to
get them.

HIS FATHER'S PARTNER.

He
cannot be disinherited owing to the
existence of a deed establishing his
rights,

WARNING AGAINST ‘:
PORK AND SAUSAGES.

Haye Been Found to Spread Disense
Ot Trichinosia

 

 

Washington, Dec. 21—To prevent
the spread of trichinosis, a dread
disease little known to the American
people, the Department of Agricul-
ture tonight issued a warning against
the consumption of raw or uncooked

rk products, the declared source of
the malady. In many districts of the
country, particularly in sections with
large foreign populations, the state-
ment said, large quantities of pork are
consumed during the Christmas sea-
son, resulting frequently in cases of
seriously impaired health, if not in
fatalities.

The department adserts that during
November and December, 1911, there
were 58 cases of trichinosis that ter-
minated fatally in one California com.
munity. In each instance, the disease
was traced to sausage, eaten in an
uncooked condition. Other outbreaks
of the disease with many fatilities are
cited.
The disease is caused by a parasite

or worm, microscopic in size, found in
hog flesh, and there is no known ef-
fective method of treatment. Sta.
tistics based upon Inspections by
Government scientists during a period
of nine years, show that 14! per
cent. of the eight million hogs examin-
ed were infected with trichinosis.

MILD WEATHER
IN NEW ENGLAND.

STUDENTS EARN
IMMERSE SUM

WORK AT EVERYTHING FROM

COW-PUNCHING TO MINE

“MUCKING.”

Spokane, Wash, Dec. 21-0f the

twelve hundred students registered in

the Lewis and Clark high school of

Spokane, 433 earned a total of $55.-
553 by outside employmant during
the last year, according to an accur-
ate census just complet=d by a com-
mittee of faculty members.
The statistics were gathered at the

direction of Pricipal Henry M. Hart,
who desires to know what proportion
of the students need help in obtaining
employment. The figures, totaled,
proved a revelation to the high school
faculty.
Of $55,553 earned during the year,

$49.149 was made by the boys and
$6.384 bythe girls, but only one-fourth
as many girls worked. Nineteen
girls and 44 boys were cntirely self
supporting, and 28 boys and girls as-
sisted in the support of others as well.
The hoys and girls ran even in

their ability to save, the boys banking
a total of $8.619 and the girls $1,113.
Each amount is 17 per cent. of the
aggregate carnings of the boys and

the girls.
The faculty committee found also

that the working students as a rule
get better results in their classes. Of
200 pupils who worked during the en-
tire year, only 48 failed in one or
more subjects, notwithstanding that
many of those employed carry more
than the required number of studies.

Everything from “cowpunching”
to “mucking” in a mine was engaged
in. The building trades, including
masonry, carpentry, etc, seemed 2
prfitable source of income for many
as were also harvesting, clerking and
delivering. One boy did crockery

mending for a large establishment:
one sang in vaudeville; another was
an assistant mail carrier. and several
did architectural drafting and auto
driving,
A few boys were engaged with pick

and shovel, doing construction work
on a railroad: others were janitors,

insurance solicitors, waiters, tele-
phone operators. sawyers, box mak-
ers, ushers, stake hands, timekeepers

and cooks.

METCHNIKOFF IMPLORED
TO COME TO AMERICA.

Paris, Dec. 21—Professor Metchni-
koff, leading bacteriologist and dis-
coverer of the efficacy of artiliery
soured milk in curing troubles of the
stomach, is being continually implor-
ed to come to the United States, he
said recently. Several other coun-
tries have offered him flattering posts
but he declares the only journey he
will ever make is the journey to his
grave from the Pasteur Institute.
This is a reference to his announce-
ment that he has bequeathed his body
to science,
The director of the Pasteur Insti-

tute insisted when he made his offer
of his body that the remains be in-
terred in the nearest cemetery to the
Pasteur Institute.
He has expressly stipulated in his

will that his body he carried no fur-
ther from his home than Mont Par-
nasse Cemetery.

VOICE BOX REMOVED

FROM MAN'S THROAT.

Philadelphia, Dec. 21-—Removal of
the entire voice box from a man's
throat, while his lungs were filled
with a vapor, was the remarkable
operation performed in a clinic at
Jefferson Medical College by Dr. F.
T. Stewart.
An electrical machine was used to

keep the vapor in the lungs, so that
the patient might live without breath.
ing.
The disease for which the opera-

tion was performed was cancer of
the larnyx. All of the upper part of
the larynx was cut out, the aeso-
phagus removed and the thyroid
glands taken away to the collarbone.
Then intratracheal insufflation was
stcomplished and the lungs filled with
the vapor by means of the ele trical
apparatus,
Should & reaction occur as the re-

sult of the absence of the thyroid
riands it will be necessary to get the
fluids demanded by the glands from
a sheep.
