Canadian Intelligence.

Rosce, September 18.—A popular de­
monstration occurred at Spezia yesterday 
in favor of abolishing the military sanitary 
cordon about the town. At Resciano the 
populace* were greatly excited ; the im­
pression prevails that the cholera remedies 
which were being dispensed to the sick 
were poison. The doctors were shot at as 
they approached the houses of patients. 
The carabineers in attempting to preserve 
order were atoned and shot at and obliged 
to use firearms in self-defence. At Naples 
from midnight to ten o’clock on Wednes­
day morning there were 132 fresh cases 
and 46 deaths.

Cairo, September 18.—The Khedive, 
Nuber Pasha and Sir Evelyn Baring 
have received an identical cipher despatch 
from Gordon, dated Khartoum, August 
26. It reads: ^1 am awaiting the British 
forces in order to evacuate the Egyptian 
garrison. Send me Zoebehr ; pay him a 
yearly salary of £8,000. I shall surrender 
the Soudan to the Sultan directly 20,000 
Turkish troops arrive. If the rebels kill 
the Egyptians you are answerable for the 
blood shed. I require £300,000 to pay my 
•oldiers, my daily expenses being £1.500. 
Within^ few days I shall have taken 
BerberjVhere I have sent Col. Stewart, 
Col Power and the French Consul, with 
troops and Bashi Bazouks, who after stay­
ing a fortnight will burn the town and 
return to Khartoum. Col. Stewart will 
then go to the Equator via Dongola, to 
bring the garrisons thence. I disbelieve 
the report that the Mahdi is coming. I 
hope the Soudanese will kill him. If 
Turkish troops arrive they should come by 
Dongola and Kassala. You should give 
them £300,000.”

Wady Halfa, September 18.—The 
Mudir of Dongola says he pursued the 
rebels to Aaserka, killiu^and capturing a 
large number. He received a message 
from Gordon saying he had occupied Hal- 
fish. The Nile is rising again. A force 
has arrived at Wady Haifa to begin the 
construction of a railway.

Skikkneivic, September 18.—The Em­
peror Francis Joseph departed yesterday. 
His farewell to the Czar and Czarina and 
the Grand Dukes was most cordial The 
three Emperors were photographed in a 
group. The Russian Imperial party leave 
lo-day for Massef, where the Czar will 
remain several days shooting in the 
preserves of Polish noblemen.

Brussrls, September 18.—Mobs of 
political rioters thronged the streets last 
night and had to be dispersed by the 
police.

Paris September 18.—A mild form of 
cholera has appeared at Oran, Algieria.

Madrid, September 18.—Heavy floods 
are destroying the crops in many parts of 
Spain.

Zurich, September 18.—The widow of 
Stellmacher has been arrested for distribut­
ing revolutionary literature.

Worcrstbr, Mass., Sept. 18—Richard 

Flynn, aged 12, shot and killed Eddie 
Sheridan, of the same age, this morning, 
with a pistol, not knowing it to be loaded

Austin, Tex., Sept. 18—P. W. Walsh, 
A grocer, was thrown out of a carriage last 
night, caught in the wheel and whirled 
around until his neck was broken. Two 
Ladies accompanying him were also thrown 
oat and seriously injured.

Pittsburg, Sept. 18—Lizzie Baxter, on 
Tuesday morning went into a grocery store 
at Elliot’s station, on the B. and O. Rail­
way, where she washed and dressed her­
self in the height of fashion. She then 
went to the telegraph operator and re 
quested him to telegraph to her father in 
New York for money. She acted queerly 
*H day, appearing intoxicated or insane. 
In the evening she went to the telegraph 
office and asked whether the money had 
been received. The operator answered in 
the negative. She then walked out to the 
track, just as the express came along, and 
laid her head on the rail, holding the rail 
with her hands. Two men tried to pull 
her off and nearly lost their lives in doing 
so, but were unable to get her loose. The 
locomotive cut off her head and arm, kill­
ing her instantly. The coroner held an 
inquest, when it was learned that she was 
25 years of age, married and had lived in 
Cumberland, M. D., with her husband. 
A few weeks ago the husband left her for 
reasons unknown.

Mr. Ingram, and $1,000 a cheque which he 
alleges he gave at the request of Mr. Ingram 
to cover an account, and in view of the an­
ticipated visit of the inspector, and which was 
also given for value received.

The gentleman farther claims that after his 
daughter’s claim of three-eighths is paid, 
there is vaine enough left to pay the loan in 
question.

Ail Iowa Murder.
A ROBBER ATTEMPTS TO GET SCHOOL 

MONEY AND SHUOTS THE TREA­

house of William Jennison, the school trea­
surer of Washington township, and demanded 
the money. Mrs. Jennison said it was in the 
bank, whereupon the intruder drew bis revol­
ver and shot her dead. Another woman was 
in the bouse, and when she appeared the rob­
ber fied. A large party of armed men pur­
sued. Four persons have been arrested who 
answer to the description of the robber. He 
told Mrs. Jennison to deliver the money to 
him or he would take her life. She started 
to uet a revolver and he fired a ball through 
her heart. Her daughter, ten or twelve years 
old. got a revolver and followed the villain, 

nutted him. T.he murderer wat teen to 
ru» across a field and enter a covered wagon 
drawn by two horsea with a third horse lead­
ing behind. Iwo outfits answering this 
description have been apprehended. It ia 
believed the murderer haa been lu.kina 
around Jenmson’i for several days, believing 
he would get a large amount of money. It 
was settlement day, upon which all school 
treasurers are supposed to have all the funds 
in their custody on hand, to be counted by 
tbo ew&i&ûi$ board.

GREAT BRITAIN
London^ Sept. 18—Stanley, the African 

explorer, delivered an address to-day before 
a large meeting of influential persons upon the 
Congo country : it’s past history, its present 
developments and ita future commercial pros­
pects. The address was received with pro­
longed applause. Stanley described at consi­
derable length the capacities of the country 
and the willingness of the people for fiee trade 
with all* nations.

The Neioe gives this version of Gordon’s 
letter -.—General Gordon asks England to 
send Turkish troops to occupy the Soudan 
and to remit £250,000. The proposal by Gor­
don was to make Zoebehr King o! the Soudan, 
with a salary of £3,000, tbe Soudan being 
held as a fief of Egypt. This being accom­
plished Gordon would return to England.

Liverpool, Sept. 18—Difquieting rumors 
are afloat conceroiog the stability ot certain 
Liverpool firms, owing to the low prices of 
cocton, corn, provisions and sugar.

Henry Irving and Ellen Terry sailed for 
Montreal to-day.

FRINGE.
Paris, Sept. 13—A death from cholera has 

occurred at Saint Ouen, a suburb of Paris. 
In Perpignan and vicinity yesterday there 
were 18 deaths ; at Marseilles 2 ; at. Toulon 
none. Daring the epidemic in France there 
have been 10,000 cases and 5,000 deaths.

A director of the République Française, 
which hitherto advocated free trade, has writ­
ten to the editor in support of protection on 
the ground of the injury the French peasant 
sustains through the French markets being 
open to American food.

Marskilles, Sept. 18—Ten deaths occurred 
on the steamer “Resolve” which arrived from 
America.

TURKEY.
Constantinople, Sept. 18—It is reported 

Hon. Sackville West, British Minister a<: 
Washington, will succeed Lord Duflerin as 
Amkassador to Turkey.

ITALY.
Naples, Sept. 18—Excessive heat prevails 

but the general condition of the city is im­
proving. The streets are regaining their cus­
tomary activity. Some alarm is felt at the 
increase in the number of cases in tbe suburbs.

BELGIUM.
Brussels, Sept. 18—Multitudes gathored 

before tbe Palace last night. The King was 
hooted and “Vive la République” frequently 
hissed. Tne Liberal papers appeal to the 
people to remain calm and use only lawful 
means to combat tbe education bill.

AUSTRIA.
Vienna, Sept. 18—An election riot oc* 

enrred to-day at Joeka, Croatia. Two per­
sons were killed and many arrests made.

RUSSIA.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 18—A Russian cor­

vette at Vladinostok has seized the American 
schooner “Eliza” for having contraband goods 
aboard and the English schooner “Helena” 
for illegal banting.

The Journal says the recent meeting of the 
three Emperors secures lasting peace to Europe; 
principles of unity, conciliation and appease­
ment will now replace all isolated action and 
remove all uncertainty as to the morrow’s 
events, thus exercising a favorable influence 
npon the political and social world. This se­
curity is not based upon any abstract theories, 
bat upon practical unity of intereat.

GERMANY.
Berlin, Sept. 18—It is difficult to de­

termine the destiny of bullion from the Gar- 
man Bank ; it is belived a large quantity 
goes to Russia, where there has been a large 
influx of German oo>n from the Netherland’s 
Bank lately.

SWITZERLAND.
Berne, Sept. 18—Delegates to tbe Inter­

national Copyright Congress to-day signed a 
draft of treaty for the proteotion of literary 
and artistic copyright, the adoption of which 
will be submitted to the various powers.

UNITED STATES.
Frankfort, Ky., September 18—Morgan 

Browner, aged 16, son of Col. A. G. Browner, 
shot and probably fatally wounded a colored 
boy named John Simmons. Simmons whipped 
Browner, when the latter got a gun and shot 
the negro on sight.

Wilmington, Del., Sept. 18—Eld. Redden, 
a horse thief, was to-day sentenced to pay the 
costs of his prosecution, restitution of the 
money, $200 fine, one hoar in the pillory, 
20 lashes and 18 months imprisonment.

• Washington, Sept. 18—The President bias 
appointed Harry Kislingbury, son of Lient. 
Kislingbury, who lost his life in the Greely 
expedition, as a cadet at large at the Naval 
Academy.

SOUTH AMERICA.
Santiago, Sept. 18—The anniversary of 

Chilian independence was celebrated with 
great eclat throughout the republic. Business 
was suspended for four days in honor of the 
event. Medals were distributed to-day to the 
heroes of the Peruvian campaign.

FMNCE AND CDMA.
The Affair at the Kinpai Forts.

CHINA OFFERS TO RENEJV 
NEGOTIATIONS.

PROBABLE CHANGES IN THE 
FRENCH CABINET.

London, Sept 18—Tho report of the 
fighting near the Kinpai forts yesterday 
was greatly exaggerated. Only 200 French 
troops landed and defeated a few villagers. 
The object was to keep open telegraphic 
communication.

Hong Kong, Sept. 18—The French man- 
of-war “Atalante” yesterday boarded a 
Hong Kong trading junk and threw its 
cannon, gu.is and ammunition overboard. 
The merchants are greatly irritated. Junk­
ing is the only trade left and the junkmen 
are afraid to venture outside the harbor 
without cannon for fear of pirates. Dis­
gust at the indecision of the French is in­
creasing daily.

New York, Sept. 18—The Telegram's 
Paris despatch says the resignation of se­
veral members of the Cabinet is talked 
about. Waldeck-Rousseau, Herrison, Ad­
miral Peyron, and Gen. Campenon are un­
derstood to be unfavorably disposed to­
ward the Premier’s Chinese policy.

Paris, Sept 18—The Matin says a re­
sumption of negotiations will be attempted 
by China, but M. Ferry is deaf to the 
Chinese offers.

Viscomte de Semalle, First Secretary of 
the French Embassy at Pekin, will be 
called upon to report on the situation in 
China. Admiral Courbet is still presiing 
for instructions to officially declare war.

The Teachers’ Parliament.

The Approaching Annual Convention of 
the Provincial Association of Pro­

testant Teachers at Cowans­
ville — An Important 

Meeting Antici­
pated.

The annual convention of the Association 
of Protestant Teachers of the Province of 
Quebec, which takes place at Cowansville, 
commencing Monday, October 8, promises to 
be one of the most important ever held, from 
the large attendance anticipated and the im­
portance of the subjects to be discussed. 
From information received by tho officers of 
the Association, it appears that every aca­
demy in the Province will be represented by 
some of the teachers, while from the elemen­
tary schools a much larger representation than 
neual is expected. All prominently interest­
ed in education in the Province, including 
Hon G Ouimet, Superintendent of Public In­
struction ; Rev E I Rexford, Secretary of the 
Protestant Committee of the Council of Pub­
lic Instruction, and the principals of the var­
ious colleges have been specially invited, as 
have also Hon J W Ross, Superintendent of 
Education for Ontario ; Hon Senator Patter­
son, Supt. of Education for New Hampshire, 
and Principal Putney, of St. Johnsburv, Vfc., 
Academy. Papers will be read on ‘County 
Academies, their position, status and rela­
tion to elementary schools,’ by Mr R J 
Eliott ; ‘How to teach Geography,’ by 
Miss McClean, of Granby; ‘School Disci­
pline/ Principal Howard of Beithier Gram­
mar School ; ‘ Play in connection with school 
work,’ by Principal Walton, of Waterloo Aca­
demy, and ‘ The higher education of women,’ 
by Mrs. Holden, Lady Principal of Dunham 
Ladies’ College. In connection with this lat­
ter subject it is expected that the paper will 
be supplemented by the annoancement of the 
scheme of the new course for ladies about to 
be established at McGill University. Miss 
Williams of Quebec will also read a paper ou 
an English subject, and several papers on 
practical topics of education have been pro­
mised. The much vexed question of the 
Teachers’ Pension Act will also be brought 
up. A conference of gentlemen interested in 
education is being held at Quebec this week 
in regard to the matter, and the question will 
be brought up by a report from the conference. 
The Protestant Committee of the Council of 
Public Instruction will also receive the con­
sideration of the convention and the training 
and examination of teachers, and the distri­
bution of Government grants by the Protest­
ant Committee will be discussed. The dis­
semination of temperance principles in schools, 
and moral education, will receive careful atten­
tion, as also the question of the prepara­
tion of lessons by the teachers. The first 
session of the convention will be held at eight 
p.nr.., and the meeting will extend over tbe 
9tb, lOthand morning of Saturday, 11th. All 
lines with the exception of the Grand Trank 
have made very favorable arrangements for 
the conveyance of the teachers, and will issue 
return tickets at a single fare. The Grand 
Trank will charge a fare and a third. A large 
number of the city teachers have announced 
their intention of attending, and will leave 
here either by the 5 p.m. train on the 8th, or 
the following morning. The people of Cowans­
ville and Sweetsburg, which are adjoining 
towns, have co-operated for the reception ot 
the teachers, and are entering zealously into 
arrangements for making the stay of their 
visitors enjoyable.

of action, on this continent, wo can hardly 
view it with favor when applied to a sys­
tem of Government such as prevails in 
England. It may be all right, but it 
shocks our sense of propriety, and we are 
tempted to look upon the whole thing as a 
very sorrv price of business indeed. If it 
should appear that the House of Lords is 
really objectionable to the English people, 
we are quite safe in anticipating its aboli­
tion, but surely these monster picnics with 
their “blare and tinsel,’ and endless proces­
sions and counter-processions are not to be 
accepted as the deliberate voice of the 
great English nation, and we may be ex 
cused if we decline to accept these great 
demonstrations as such. We will not pre 
tend to deny that they may be the out­
ward and visible expression of a wide 
spread and deep-seated feeling of dissatis. 
faction with the existing state of things 
generally, and a profound desire to have 
every privileged class swept out of exist 
ence ; it is possible, we say, that “the de­
monstration” and picnic may mean all this 
and more, but it is equally possible that 
they may represent nothing beyond the 
superficial radicalism which always finds a 
home in large centres of population. How­
ever, be this av it may, it is very certain 
that we are, f » use Mr. Gladstone’s lan­
guage, within measurable distance of very 
great changea, and there is much need for 
temperate discussion and mutual conces 
sion on both sides. Angry recriminations 
are beneath the dignity of the discussion 
and ought to be avoided, particularly by 
papers claiming to be religious. In one 
leading paper of this class we find the 
Peers spoken of as a “coroneted mob,’’and 
all through a long editorial treated with 
insult and contempt- It is unnecessary 
to point out that ^this sort of dis­
cussion will not produce much ef­
fect upon the average Englishman. 
In the approaching crisis much depends 
upon Mr. Gladstone, whose popularity 
has greatly increased dunng the past few 
months. An unforeseen reverse in Egypt 
or any weakness in the diplomacy which is 
sure to arise out of the Franco-Chinese 
war would certainly impair or possibly 
ruin his popularity, but for the present at 
least his star is in the ascendent, and 
his rscent trip to Scotland shows what a 
fine hold he has obtained upon a people so 
cautious and critical as those North of the 
Tweed. There is no denying the fact that 
Mr. Gladstone’* attitude has met with the 
most enthusiastic approval at the hands of 
his own very eminent constituency, but it 
remains to be seen how far the electors of 
Mid-Lothian represent the public opinion 
of the country. In the meantime, how­
ever, the session of Farlu-ment approaches, 
and on the 23rd of October next it will 
assemble for the despatch of business. It 
is said that Ministers intend to curtail the 
debates end expect to finish the aussion in 
four weeks.

THE WHEAT CROP IN GREAT 
BRITAIN.

The official statement does not make the 
acreage of wheat quite as great as had 
been estimated. In Great Britain and 
Ireland it is only 2,745,485. Tho esti­
mated yield is thirty-one bushels per acre, 
which would be about 85,000,000 bushels,
» little less than has been supposed in 
trade circles, but not enough to affect the 
price. Out of *210,000,000 bushels re­
quired for the consumption of Great 
Britain and Ireland, only about 85,000,000 
bushels, 40 per cent, is raised in that 
country. For the rest, Great Britain de­
pends upon foreign commerce, drawing 
about half its foreign supply from this 
country.

BICYCLES WITH A FUTURE.
Some people have been laboring under 

the impression that a bicycle was, on the 
whole, more ornamental than useful, 
and nobody that we ever met looked upon 
a bicyclist as anything but a gentleman to 
be admired. Our own views on the sub­
ject have been modified. We learn from 
an exchange that a Vermont farmer’s boy 
bought himself a bicycle, and wishes he 
hadn’t. His thrifty father has utilized the 
thing by making it furnish motive power 
for his winnowing mill, corn sheller and 
grindstoaes. This he does by suspending 
it from the axle, removing the tire from 
the wheel and connecting it by an endless 
rope with his agricultural machines, then 
making his son mount and 4o the propel­
ling.

“Le Premier Colon de Levis. ’—This is 
the title of a brochure neatly printed at tho 
Quotiilien office, Levis, and from the facile 
pen of Mr. Joseph Edmond Roy, ot that 
place. It consists of an exhaustive history of 
Guillaume Couture, the first settler in Levis, 
and the progenitor of the various branches of 
the Couture family now resident in the 
locality, which comprise in the county of 
Levis alone, according to Mr. Roy, no less 
than 112 electors. It would appear from the 
work before us, that Guillaume Couture, le 
bon Guillaume, as he was always called in old 
writings, was one of the moat remarkable 
voyaijeurs-intcrjrretes of the early days of Ca­
nada, and arrived here in or about the year 
1640, in the service of the Jesuit Fathers. 
In his preface, Mr. Roy says of his subject, 
“He was devoted to the service of his religion 
and his king. Companion of the martyr 
Jogues, comrade of René Goupil and Lalande, 
he was the rival of Nicolet, and the Indians 
bestowed upon him that name. And if Que­
bec is proud of the probity and of the devo­
tion of such good men os Hebert and Couil- 
lard, its, first inhabitauts, one of the oldest

Krishes ot the country, that of the Pointe de 
vy, is happy to be able to bring to tho light 
of day, the name of Guillaume Couture, its 

first settler, first Judge Seneschal, and first 
Captain of Militia.” Tho above is ceriainly a 
sufficiently full and ample apolqgy, if any 
were necessary, for theask which Mr* Roy 
has shouldered, and the people of Levis are to 
be congratulated upon having found so paiss- 
taking and faithful a historian of the first set­
tler in their now thriving and prosperous 
town. The numerous authorities quoted in 
the work before us, and the attention paid to 
the smallest details are evidence of tho vast 
amount of research undertaken by Mr. Roy. 
Guillaume Couture appears to have establish­
ed himself at Levis in 1648, in the vicinity of 
the present site of the church of St. Joseph 
de Levis. His marriage on the 18th Novem- 
ber^ 1649, was the first ever solemnized in 
Levis. The reception accorded to the Jesuit 
Father Bailloquet on crossing to Levis on 
Easter Sunday, 1643, to perform the first 
mass ever said there, is graphically described 
by Mr. Roy, and equally interesting historical 
facts, gleaned from the most reliable sources, 
may be found on almost every page of ‘ Le 
Premier Colon de Levis,"

WESTERN LACK OF APFPvECIA- 
TION.

The New York Commercial Bulletin of a 
few days ago contained a paragraph in re-, 
ference to the commercial position of Mon­
treal It was to this effect “The Mon. 
treal merchants are anxious to prevent 
their port from degenerating possibly to 
the position of an inland town, as regards 
transcontinental and transatlantic com­
merce.” This desire appears laudable 
enough, but that the people of Western 
Canada do not appear to see things as 
Montreal merchants see them, may be 
gathered from the following remarks from 
the Hamilton Spectator .-—“They (the mer­
chants) show their anxiety only by shriek­
ing for the people’s money. The city of 
Montreal will not advance a single dollar 
—will not so much as repair a revetment 
wall which has fallen to decay ; but all 
the citizens cry mightily night and day for 
the Government to spend public money to 
save the port from becoming ‘an inland 
town.’ The sooner it becomes such the 
better for Canada. Trade will then estab­
lish a market of transfer at some point 
which the largest ocean ships can reach 
without artificial ditches and frith but mo­
derate charges for pilotage and towing. 
The Harbor Commissioners of Montreal 
lately made a. great parade of reducing 
wharfage charges on grain—at a time 
when the country had no grain to export. 
Any grain which got the benefit of that 
reduction was foreign grain. The fanner 
of the Western States received the money 
so saved ; and the people p.f Montreal 
want the Government to pay Montreal a 
money bounty that the same farmer of the 
Western States may have an advantage in 
tho Liverpool market over the Canadian 
farmer. They want more : they want the 
Government to remove tolls from the Ca­
nadian canals. Very little Canadian grain 
goes through the canals. It is mainly the 
grain of the Western States which seeks 
that route. To lower the tolls is to give 
tho Western farms? ap additional advan­
tage over the Canadian farmer $ and Mon­
treal's sturdy beggars are asking tfie Canar 
dian Government to pay out Canadian 
money for the purpose of injuring the Ca­
nadian people. That is just what it 
amounts to.”

serious dramatization, the story of a hus­
band who falls in lovu again with his di­
vorced wife, who meanwhile has herself 
fallen in love with somebody else. The 
play is confused and disappointing. M. 
Pierre Berton at finies almost redeems the 
piece by his brilliant impersonation of the 
hasband, but Mme. Brades, as the 
divorced wife, conceals her own real talent 
by a most unfortunate and servile imita­
tion of Sara Bernhardt. The representa­
tion of ‘Les Parisiens en Province’ at the 
Theatre Dajazet is more successful, 
although the third act of this play is 
almost an exact reproduction of the fifth 
act of the ‘Marriage do Figaro,’ and the 
denouement is boldly adapted from the 
fourth act of ‘Tartuffe.’

Political interest is centered at Skierni- 
vice, the trysting place of three emperors 
and three premiers. Public opinion 
recognizes the fact that the alliance of the 
central empires must for the present re­
main the cardinal principle of the 
European system, and that although thero 
are sufficient elements in the back ground 
to destroy the entire fabric upon which 
the systems rest, the imperial conference 
means the continuance of Europe’s present 
armed truce, and bodes no immediate evil 
to France. From this point of view the re­
union at Skiernivice is viewed with satis­
faction, rather than with distrust.

The Gazette Diplomatique, commenting 
at length on a rumor lately circulated re­
garding the possibility of a Franco-German 
alliance, says Germany is aiming at bring­
ing about a conflict between France and 
England and concludes that the French 
Government should accept all that Ger­
many is prepared to give, but France 
should not forget her old friends.

Statement of the Condition of The Anglo-

General Wolseley and the Cana­
dians.

To the Editor of the Mail
Sib,—The recent appointment by Lord 

Wolseley of three Canadian volunteer officers 
for service in Egypt, might, from the peculiar 
nature of the service they are to be engaged 
in, be'coostrued to mean only his apprecia­
tion of their power of overcoming such physi­
cal obstacles as he and they had to encounter 
in the Ked River expedition cf 1S70. That 
he believes in their fighting qualities as well, 
will be seen from the following letter of his, 
written from the Gold Coast :—

•Government House,
•Cape Coast Castle, 1st Nov., 1873.

•Dear Dr. Schultz,—Your letter of the 
5th September last has just reached me here, 
and I hasten to thank you for the good wishes 
it contains.

T wish I had a thousand Canadian volun­
teers here at this moment, for with such a 
force I think I should soon be able to bring 
the King of Ashantee to term*. At present 
I am too weak to undertake offensive oper­
ations and must wait until I obtain soldiers 
from England.

‘Please give my kindest remembrances to 
all my friends in Winnipeg, and assure them 
that I watch the rising prosperity of Mani­
toba with the greatest interest.

‘Again thanking you for your good wishes, 
and for your kindness in writing to me,

‘Believe me to be,
•Very faithfully yours,

‘O. J. Wolseley.
*Dr. Schultz, M. P., Winnipeg.’
General Wolseley’s appreciation of the good 

qualities of Canadians was undoubtedly the 
result of his personal experience of them 
while he was stationed in this country, and 
long after Canadians had any opportunity of 
distinguishing themselves by land or sea in 
the regular service of Britain, we find 
that in the annals of war many Canadians 
have achieved distinction for skill and valour. 
'The old French times give to us the names 
of D’Iberville of Montreal, who was reported 
the moat skilful naval officer in the service of 
France, aivd of DeLery, of Quebec, one of its 
first military engineers. Need we call the 
roll of those Canadians who have done battle 
for Britain. Major General Dnnn cam-

Siigned in Egypt, Italy and Spain ; Major- 
eneral Beckwith fought at the Nile 
and at Waterloo ; Admiral Sir Provo Wallis 

captured the'Chesapeake Admiral Watt 
figured in a hundred engagements ; Admiral 
Sir George Weatphal was wounded on board 
the ‘Victory,’ at Trafalgar ; Sir Thomas Wilt­
shire served in India and in the Peninsular 
war ; Captain McNab, of Toronto, was on 
Picton’s staff at Waterloo ; Sir Bi°bkrd Eng­
land led the third division at Inkerman ; Sir 
Fenwick Williams won fame at Kars, and Sir 
John Inglis at Lucknow ; Col. Dunn, of To- 
rootc, was selected as the bravest of the im­
mortal‘six hundred’ to receive the V ictoria 
Cross ; Read, of Perth, though a surgeon, 
won tho same reward of valour for dariog 
feats in the Indian mutiny. Side by side 
with the soldier of the Motherland the Cana­
dian fought with equal devotion and fell with 
equal honour. The hot sun of India looks 
down upon the graves of Montizainbert, 
Evans, Joly, Sewell, and Vaughan ; in the 
Crimea, Parker fell with his face to 
the foe, and on the ramparts of the 
Redan died Welaford with the bloom of 
youth glowing on his cheek, and a boy’s 
enthusiasm fresh at his heart. This enume­
ration of Canadians who have distinguished 
themselves in war, was made by Mr. W. A. 
Foster, of Toronto, in his lecture ‘Canada 
First,’ and before Lord Wolseley had learned, 
as Sir Isaac Brock learned, many years before 
him, the waolike qualities of the Canadian 
voluutecr soldiery.

Few will doubt that the three Canadian 
officers that go to Egypt will do credit to the 
Dominion. Major Dennison comes of warlike 
atpek ; Capt. Aumond comes of the gallant 
race whence spraug DeSalaberry, and Col. 
Kennedy was one of Wolseley’* most efficient 
officers in the expedition of 1870, and I do not 
doubt that should their services be required 
in the line of battle, both officers and men 
will acquit themselves as oar volunteers did 
in the Fenian invasion of 1866, and as their 
forefathers did in 181*2, when DeSalaberry in 
the East, with seven hundred ot them, hurled 
back seven thousand invaders ; and Sir Isaac 
Brock in tho West captured Detroit with a 
force which contained only three hundred re 
golars, and afterwards won the victory made 
memorable by his death, with a force also 
principally consisting of Canadian volunteers,

London, Sept. 2—‘Once upon a time’ a 
presiding magistrate in the Middlesex Ses­
sions rapped for order, saying, ’Do let the 
Board hear the evidence.

The speeches are remarkable for omis­
sions. Egypt, China and the taxes command 
hia silence. But he is garrulous about the 
Lords and Commons and he has certainly sue 
ceeded in showing that it was impossible to 
deal with franchise and arrangement of seats 
in one bill and at one session as affairs and par­
ties are now coudncted. Bat he has not, and 
probably cannot, succeed in showing why the 
Commons cannot agree to the last proposition 
of the Lords that the extension of franchise 
shall not operate until there is (what Ameri 
cans know as) an 'apportionment of repre­
sentation.’ But, outside of domestic 
affairs, everybody in both pirties consi­
ders that the Lords Wolseley and Northbrook 
who have gone to Flgypt, had in their hands 
the fate of the Gladstone Cabinet, to which

AT A SPECIAL MEETING OF THE 
City Council, held on FRIDAY, the 5th 

September, 1884, the following By-Law was 
read a first time :—

A By-Law concerning Night-Men.

(Drawn up in the French language.)
It is oH&ined and enacted by the said Coun­

cil, and the said Council doth ordain and enact 
ac follows, that is to say :

1. Henceforth any person desirous of exercis­
ing the occupation of night man, or entering 
into an agreement or contract for the emptying 
of wells or privies in the City of Q iebec, shall 
previously taka nut a licens?, which he shall 
obtain from the City Clerk, on producing a 
receipt or certificate from the City Treasurer 
establishing that ho has paid for the said license 
the sum of two dollars.

2. No person having such a license shall 
exact from the person or persons who shall 
have their wells or privies emptied out in the 
said City of Quebec more than one dollar for 
each barrel ot night-soil, if the agreement is by 
the barrel, or if the agreement is for the whole 
then the price shall be fixed and determined by 
the said parties.

3. Ail Huch night-men or contractors shall be 
liable fo the observance of all laws and by-laws 
in orce in the said City concerning the public 
health and cleanlir.t)ss.

4. Any such nieht-man cr contractor for 
cleaning out privies in the raid City shall be 
bound to exhibit, at all times, his license when 
called upon to do so by any member of the 
Police Force in the City of Quebec.

5, Any person employed in the cleaning out 
of wells or privies on account of such night 
man or contractor, or carter or driver of s 
vehicle in which is contained night soil, shall 
on demand to him made disclose to any member 
of the Police Force the name of those foj whom 
he carries such night soil or does such work.

6. In tha absence of a(t agreement to the 
contrary, the person applying for the emptying 
of a well or privy shall be bonnd to payffor the 
permit required by law and the by-laws of the 
Corporation to do such w ork.

7. Any infraction to any of the provisions of 
this by-law shall be punishable by a fine not 
exceeding forty dollars recoverable, as all ôtheÿ 
fines, before the Rccorder’s Court' of the City 
of Quebec, and. in default of payment of the 
said find, by an imprisonment for a term not 
exceeding two me nths.

ADMITTING THE MURDER OF ELLA 
WATSON.

he tells the full story of the
HORRIBLE CRIME.

A Salem, N. J., despatch of Sept. 6 to the 
F uladolpnia Record says:—A ray of moon- 
li at struggled through the bars of Howard 
S .llivan’s cell in Salem jail to-night. It 
in irked a line to the prisoner, stretched at 
full length upon a rough bench. He was fast 
ajoep even at so early an hour. Every line 
oiThw big blac k face marked a brutal instinct. 
Oae of the watchers ought almost imagine 
tt.at the attenuated üugera twitched con­
vulsively as if he dreamt that they were 
clutched about Ella Wateou’s white throat. 
Ti'.ere was no shade of despair upon that 
hideous face, no tremors about the ugly lips 
Wiiich but a few hours before related the his­
tory of the awful crime.

The story goes back to the evening of 
A’gust lb, when Ella Watson left Merchant 
E .veil’s store. She took up her little basket 
a d started upon the country road where 
d uh waited for her in the gathering dark- 
n-us. No tongue but that of the murderer 
could take up the thread of the sickening nar­
ra.ire from there, and thatxmgue has spoken 
w>:h the voice of Howard Sullivan. The offi­
cials guard the fall details with vigilance but 
enougQ is known to substantiate the follow­
ing story :

Ella Watson passed down the pathway, 
brushing almost against Sullivan’s sleeve as 
ha stood at half-past six o’clock talking with 
William Urion, near Elwell’s store. There, 
a lording to his own story, the thought 
c .me to him which led to the young girl’s 
d ath. and wbioh will lead him to the gallows. 
He left Urion abruptly and walked down the 
railroad in the direction of the WaUon home­
s' ->ad as far as Prickett’s cornfield, on the left 
s: !e of the rails, into which he plunged to 
a oid being seen. He carried with him a ter­
rible weapon in the shape of a country-made 
b Uy—a ‘ bell-clapper,” which Sullivan was 
load of calling a ’head-skinner’—which was 
* -ured to his wrist by a strong cord. Where 
the cornfield stops a thick wood begins, and 
ul the depths of this the murderer found a 
hiding place from which he could watch for 
the

COMING OF HI3 VICTIM.
Here he saw her leave Yorktown. When sure 
o his prey he hastened to a road leading to the 
railroad at this point. He slipped down asmail 
embankment and ran to the road on the right 
o- the rails, a quarter of a mile ahead of Ella 
W atson. He bad not gone far before he saw 
tbe approaching team driven by Charles Sick- 
Lu-, the last person except her slayer who 
saw the murdered girl alive. Quickly dodg­
ing into tne woods be was in cu get out 
o- sight, and when the vehicle had passed he 
cita club, the much-talked of pole with 
which the first murderous blows were struck 
Ks concealed himself behind a clump of 
b ishea on the left of the road and within 
twenty yards of where the deed was commit- 
U i. He allowed his victim so go a few yards 
beyond his hiding place and then sprang from 
b i lurking spot, club in hand, after her. She 
heard the nurrying footsteps, gave one start- 
Ld look behind and began to run. The effort 
w is a hopeless one. The untortonate girl 
was too much terrified to cry out, and in an 
instant the cruel club, well aimed, crushed 
down upon her head, knocking her bonnet off 
a id felling her to her knees. A second blow 
k rocked her to tbe ground.

THE MURDERER’S FINGERS
v ere in an instant upon ber throat, and in a 
n ornent her struggles ceased. Life had fled. 
Even this was not, however, enough. It was
10 incomplete job which this fiend in human 
s tape bad fixed upon. The victim might not 
l-e dead, after all. Tben it was that the bell-

ipper billy did its deadly work, and with 
t .3 tell swoop battered in the skull of the girl 
v nose body was already a corpse.

Passion was succeeded by cupidity. Twi- 
1 ^ht had not yet faded away, and by what 
1 ^ht remained the body was searched for the 
1 ’tie money which the murderer knew had 
l en paid for the contents of the farmer’s bas- 
1 it from the Watson homestead. He fonnd 
t e silver coins knotted in a handkerchief. 
” ai* secured, the body waa dragged to the 
1 .shea, where it was found, and, the fool 
c ime thus completed, tne perpetrator fled the 
creadtul spot, forgetting his wicked club, and 
l .unged into the heavy thicket upon the oppo- 
» :e side of the railroad. Here seated upon a 
t dl fence which commanded a view up aud 
< own the road, he nnknotted tbe handkerchief, 
t ansferred the money to his pocket and threw 
t e handkerchief under a bash. Sullivan 
\ .en hastened in the direction of the house of 
J mes, the suspect. Within a few hundred 
3 \rds of tais ne made a straight cat for the 
f ad to Yonkers, where he armed at 8 o’clock, 
a id purenased a watermelon for 10 cents of 
1 is hornbly gotten money.

This is the story, and the crime which once 
appeared to be wrapped in mystery stands 
r . vealed in all its horrors. Tbe confession is 
t e result of a shrewd play upon the prisoner’s 
i. noranoe by Pinkerton’s detectives of Phila- 
u dphia. Sheriff Cole and Constable William

v aich resulted in the dramatic scene in 
J .istice Casperson’s Court on Tuesday, when 
t e knife nicks were shows to correspond with

Another senetne was hit 
n ion by tbe Pinkerton agency. One of the 
C eectives attached to the Philadelphia office 
tc a colored man. The plan was that he was

be arrested in Salem county and imprison- 
e 1 in the county jail. It was arranged with 
P oseentor Slaps that he was to be pat in the 
s: me cell with Sullivan, and tben it was ex­
pected that the quick-witted detective, in 
conversation, would secure from Sullivan 
a other confession. This scheme was also 
r cceQpfnl.

The sentiment throughout the county when 
it became known ta&t the confession was out 
« is one of intense satisfaction. Lynching 
v is talked by a few wild spirits, who threat- 
e..ed an attack upon the strong walls of the 
jr 1, but, although there was avast throng 
g tuere 1 about the prison until a late hour at 
night, no one possessed the rashness to make 
a movement toward tre consummation of the 
d-caire that the prisoner might be taken out 
a*.d executed off hand. Sheriff Coles was 
prepared for an attack, and a well-armed 
p ese was at hand to reuder any assistance ne- 
e saary for tne maintenance of law and 
d; {nity. Prreecutor Slape is greatly impress- 
en will, the success of his scheme to obtain a 
oi nfessioD from the murderer, but while all 
a; plaud the result, few justify the extraor- 
di iary measures taken. Sheriff Coles has 
b* 30 the most indefatigable worker in the 
el'^rts to weave a web of evidence about the 
g1 Jty man sufficient to hold in Coart.

AND WITH SQUAWS TO 

MAKE A SHOW.

(N. Y. Sun, 12th.)
When a number cf Indians dressed in na­

tive costume, beaded by a broad-shouldered, 
thick-necked and big-headed chief, and ac­
companied by a party of dusty whites, crowd­
ed their way to the forward end of a Des- 
brosses street ferry boat yesterday morning, 
people were not specially interested, because 
they did not know who were in the party.

The Grand Central Hotel blotter contained 
the following names : Sitting Bull, Ssen-by- 
the-Nation, Spotted Horn Bull, Gray Buffalo 
Woman. Eagle, Long Dog, Gray Eagle, Crow 
Eagle, Flying By, Good Sounding Iron, and 
Princess Red Spear. Tbe interpieter was 
Louis Primeau. The delegation is known as 
the Sitting Bull Combination. Seen-by-the- 
Nation is Sitting Bull’s wife. Gray Buffalo 
Woman is his sister. The party left Standing 
Rock agency ten days ago. They were m 
St. Paul for a week, making a native outfit 
that would be attractive on the road. The 
tour is to combine the show bnginess with 
education. It is said by the manager that 
part of the profics of the business will be used 
to build school houses for the Indiaos. The 
party will open in a ‘native historical gronp' at 
the Eden Musee on Monday.

At 2 o’clock yesterday the party dined on 
17 bowis of sonp, 15 plates of fish, 21 large 
sirloin steaks, a half-peck of Irish potatoes, a 
half-peck of sweet potatoes, 13 dishes of to­
matoes, 25 ears of sweet corn, a quantity of 
fresh beans, 9 dishes of tapioca pudding, 15 
plates of ice-cream, 11 pieces of cake, and 22 
cups of coffee. In their private sitting-room 
after dinner Sitting Bull filled and lighted a 
pipe of the style made familiar by Indian pic­
ture books, and, having smoked a few whiffs, 
passed it around. The pipe was very strong. 
The hall boy requested that the transom and 
door be kept closed. Flying By and Gray 
Eagle, both gaudy young men, with variegat­
ed kite tails along the seams of tneir trousers 
and Vermillion streaks on their foreheads, 
smoked cigarettes. The men parted their hair 
iaYhe middle. Tbe women worked and chat­
ted over a bead-embroidered blanket. The 
men said nothing. A little deaf and dumb 
white boy who called on them watched them 
very earnestly for a long time, and then bowed 
politely to Sitting Bull and indicated with his 
hands that he was glad to see them. The old 
chief was delighted with the boy, and went 
through the boy’s motions repeatedly. A 
calico jumping jack astouisbed Gray Buffalo 
Woman so that she retired to her bedroom, 
while Gray Eagle laughed aloud. Seen-by- 
the-Nation handled it very gently, and then 
continned her work.

When Sitting Bull was asked what had 
most impressed him since reaching the white 
man’s country, he replied that the whites 
went on to the streets and made money when 
they were little children and ought to be at
