The search is on for a new
location for mail service in
Athelstan and Canada Post
officials met the interested
public at the Hinchinbrooke
Town Hall on Wednesday,
June 13.

Lise Portelance, a Canada
Post spokesperson in Mon-
treal, told The Gleaner on
Monday that they were a bit
disappointed with the turnout
of about 25 local citizens.
The Crown Corporation sent
fliers to all citizens of the
area served by the ‘Atheltan
Post Office.

Discussion at the meeting
dealt with citizens’ fears of
having their postal service
cut. Mrs. Portelance assures
them that that servie will
continue and, in fact, be
improved.

“People think that we are
closing their office,” she
said. “That is not the case.
We are considering two or
three options for locating the
counter in local commerces
and our intention is to offer

more open hours such as
over lunch hours and on

A
petition of 200 names con-
testing the post office closing
was presented to MP Jean-
Guy Hudon by April
Donnelly-Arthur.

As for the postal building
in Athelstan, it will be placed
on sale with priority given to
the Municipality of Hinchin-
brooke. If it is not purchased
for use as a fire station,
library or other community
function, the post office will
be sold through a real estate
agent. It was built in 1968,

Mrs. Portelance says that
with a changing population
and many more people work-
ing outside the local commu-
nity, it is not.ecnomical to
keep small post offices open.
As postmasters retire, they
will be phased out. Canada
Post has just announced a
profit of $149 million but
Mrs. Portelance was not yet
able to comment on whether
this is attributable to the ef-
forts of privitizing the
Corporation.

“I feel 1 worked in the
most conscientious way pos-
sible and with devotion to
our MRC region,” he noted
in his letter.

Gerald Brisebois wished
him good luck with his new
position. He made note of
many important files which
must be dealt with by the
Beauharnois-Salaberry
MRC. He determined that
Mr. Tétrault would receive
many challenges.

Mr. Tétrault will remain at
MRC Haut St. Laurent until
July 6. He mentioned that he
would be available a half-day
per week during July and
August to follow some files
when his successor arrives.

CANADA POST SALUTES
THE 25TH
ANNIVERSARY OF THE
CANADIAN FLAG

Canada Post will issue a
stamp celebrating the 25th
anniverary of the Canadian
flag on June 29. The 39 cent
stamp depicts a fluttering flag
against a sky of fireworks.

The issue recalls the selec-
tion of the Canadian flag
which was chosen after a
lengthy debate in Parliament
in 1964. The story began
with Lester B. Pearson who
came to power in 1963. He
had promised Canada a dis-
tinctive flag, a recognizable
symbol of pride and
independance.

Soon after his election, he
appointed an all-party com-
mittee to present recommen-
dations. Various heraldic ex-
perts were asked to submit
sketches. Parliament had to
choose among three finalists
which emerged among the
2,000 proposed designs. All

Summer of discontent
looms as truckers’

protests escalate

MAINLAND PRESS

Making a living as an
indepedent trucker in the
province of Quebec isn't
easy. And unless the
government takes concrete
steps to reverse current
trends, it doesn’t look like
it is going to get any easier,
say many people involved
in the industry.

* The anger and frustration
of owner-operator truckers
has become front-page
news in recent weeks, cul-
minating in the June 13
death of a picketer in
Montreal.

At the enf of May, inde-
pendent tractor-trailer dri-
vers blocked border cors-
sings and highways. In
some cases, they had to be
forced to disperse by police
in riot gear. The truckers
were protesting what they
see as an unfair advantage
held by their American
competitors, and poorly-
enforced Quebec transport
laws.

Since June 4, members
of the province’s indepen-
dent dump- truck drivers’
association, |’Association
nationale des camionneurs
artisans (ANCAI) have
been demonstrating in
Montreal and Quebec City.
They are demanding a lar-
ger share of government
contracts for transporting
road construction mate-
rials, and a crackdown on
truckers hauling illegally.

Troubled industry
Altough the two protests
are separate, together they
indicate that the transport
industry is —experiencing
severe problems and that
the truckers are in trouble.
‘“They’re desperate’’
says Ken MacLaren, vice-
president of government
relations for the Canadian
trucking Association, about
the truckers’ plight.
*“They're really against
the wall. For one of these
guys to stop working is an
act of desperation. They’ve

all got payments to make,

and any time they're not
driving, they're not making
money”’.

According to MacLaren,
the 1988 deregulation of
the trucking industry added
to the number of Canadian

truckers on the road, at the
same time as American
trucking companies starting
pushing into the Canadian
market. At the same time,
general economic condi-
tions made it even harder
for Canadian owner-
operators to compete.

**The government
wouldn’t pay any attention
to us leading up to deregu-
lation, when we said we
were going to be killed by
the Americans’’, MacLa-
ren says. ‘‘What we didn’t
know was that interest rates
were going to take off, and
then the dollar was going to
drop™’.

Higher costs
Canadian truckers pay
approximately 2.5 times
more for fuel than Ameri-
can drivers, and also have
to pay much higher insu-
rance rates and taxes. For
example, American truc-
kers can write off the entire
value of their tractor-
trailers against their income
taxes in about half the time
that Canadians can.
Independent trucker
Claude Pelletier, from Coa-
ticook in the Eastern
Townships, estimates that
Amercicans pay from
4,000 $ to 4,500 $ insu-
rance per year on their rigs,
while owner-operators
north of the border have to
pay anywhere from 12,000
$ to 15,000 $ annually.
Because of the higher
costs, most Canadian inde-
pendents need to work har-
der to earn a living. Pelle-
tier says that when he inclu-
des driving and unloading
time, he works 60 hours on
his rig. He then spends his
weekends taking care of
paperwork and doing main-
tenance work on the truck.
**You actually work in
your spare time''**, he
says. That’s the only way
you can afford it.

More control needed
*“The government hasn’t
settled anything’’, Pelletier
charges. ‘‘They were
approached with these pro-
blems a long time ago and
they simply shovelled the
paperwork around, from
one assistant to the next’’.
ANCAI vice-president
Ivan McKinley, a dump-

truck driver from Valcar-
tier near Quebec City,
agrees that the government
must take much of the res-
ponsibility for the situation
facing the independent
truckers. He says Quebec
has failed to control the
transport industry
effectively.

**The minister (Quebec
Transport and Public Secu-
rity Minister Sam Elkas)
doesn’t want to buckle
down and take on his res-
ponsability’”, McKinley

says.
However, Elkas’ press
secretary, Johanne

Denault, said that Trans-
port Ministry officials had
been meeting with the truc-
kers on a regular basis even
before the protests began.

**The truckers were plan-
ning on making a big move
and waited until what they
thought was the right
moment, *’ Denault says.
*‘By then, they had raised
the expecations of their
members and had to live up
to them’".

Study underway

After the first set of
demonstrations, the provin-
cial government created a
committee, headed by St-
Jean MNA Michel Char-
bonneau, to address the
problems facing tractor-
trailer drivers. The com-
mittee is to report its fin-
dings at the end of June.

As of mid-month,
ANCAI representatives
were still meeting with
Elkas, who has already
promised to tighten control
of the transportation system
by increasing the number
of inspectors policing the
industry.

McKinley says ANCAI
members are willing to
demonstrate outside the
National Assembly all sum-
mer if necessary: ‘*We'll
keep fighting as long as it
takes to get things fixed up
— our guys’ morale is
really good. And if things
don’t improve, it's not very
complicated — the small
trucker will simply
disappear’’.

The mining company,
FreeWest  Resources,
.which has been performing
research drilling in Hem-
mingford Township has
been idle in that area and
has no plans for the short
term. The compagny presi-
dent, Mack Watson, told
the Gleaner on Monday that
they hope to do some
exploratory drilling later
this summer.

At the regular council
meeting this month, Hem-
mingford passed a resolu-
tion requesting the MRC
and the Ministry of Energy.
Mines and Resources to
declare the township
exempt from mining due to
its agricultural and tourism
industries.

But, as the province's
laws stand now, the com-
pagny has every right to
pursue the mineral resour-
ces on the land where it is
leasing the claims.

Mr. Watson stated that
the council could pay Free-
West for all of the work
they have done and they
would probably back off.
But he adds: **We've spent
a lot of money there and
we're not about to just walk
away''.

He also noted the possi-
bility of getting a larger
mining company to do
some work and look at
FreeWest’s claims. He
pointed to some major
compagnies in the United
Stated which hold more
expertise on exploration
and in handling the envi-
ronmental consequences
associated with the actual
mining.

The prinicpal concern
with such open pit mines is
the contamination of sur-
face water from the tailings
left after milling. Acidic
compounds such as those
found in the Abitibi Region
would probably be less of
a concern in the Hemming-
ford area where limestone
acts as a buffer.’

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INTOLERANCE IN CANADA

Has the word ‘tolerance’ become
a four-letter word in this country? The
more I look at some of the incidents
going on in this country, the more I'm
beginning to believe that we are let-
ting racism and closed-mindedness
get the best of us. Whether it’s the
vandalizing of Jewish graveyards in
Montreal, Quebec City and Ottawa,
or gang violence in Montreal schools,
I’'m starting to question whether my
view of a Populace dedicated to
democratic principles ever really exis-
ted. Of course, that’s not to say that
such racism is condoned by most citi-
zens, but we do tend to write off many
of these incidents as kids’ pranks.
And if the youth in our country are
the ones responsible for these acts, we
should be all the more concerned -
they, and their ideas, are going to lead
us into the next century and beyond.

And, although outright racism may
still be frowned upon, the more subtle
racism coming out of the language
debate seems to be gaining in accep-
tance - to the extent that some of our
elected officials are now espousing it.

Last week, for example, Hull coun-
cillor Manon Guitard, irate over the
refusal by the NCC to allow a cruise
boat to dock in the Hull port, was
quoted as saying, ‘‘Because of the
exclusivity accorded to two Ontario
companies, anglophones, the people
from here, Quebec francophones,
can’t even land on our own wharf.
Are we even still ‘chez nous’?”’

Of course, no one may even bat an
eyelash at such a comment. But if the
word *anglophone’ were replaced by
the word ‘Black’, and ‘francophone’
by ‘White', Guitard’s statement
would undoubtedly be called racist.

And, as there is always another side
to every coin, equally ‘questionable’
comments have been made by mem-
bers of the English-speaking commu-
nity as well.

The lines have been so strictly
drawn in this linguistic battle that a
member of one of the language
groups who may not adhere to the
opinions of that group is seen at least
as unpatriotic, and, in the extreme,
as a traitor. Francophones who
oppose the Meech Lake Accord are
viewed with distrust, and angophones
who support the eonstitutional pac-
kage certainly raise some eyebrows.

But since when has language been
such a strong determinant of thought?
Both sides have been imposing the
‘correct opinion’ on their members in
a way that completely contradicts
freedom of thought and expression.

Canadians can no longer claim to
support the belief that the country
should allow and encourage its eth-
nic groups to retain their cultural dis-
tinctness, if that belief is rescinded
each time their cultural distinctness
involves thoughts that conflict with
our own.

Each
division offers four classes:

The best-
made shoe, finished within
the allowed time, wins.

The judge will be Luke
Proulx of Niagara Falls,
Ont. Mr. Proulx is a mem-
ber of the Canadian Inter-
national Farriers Team,
and has competed and won

in such places as Calgary,
Texas, and Scotland.

Helping horses

trangois Legault descri-
bes the competition as *‘a
chance to meet with people
that you see at conventions
and other competitions, and
discuss ideas and problems
with them. You're no there
to beat the other guy,
you're there no learn. It's
a great atmosphere’’.

The main part of the lear-
ning will occur the day
before the competition,
when Luke Proulx will give
a clinic for the approxima-
tely 30 participants. **We
can really benefit from a
guy like Luke, He has so
much forging and competi-
tion experience’’, says Mr.

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Russeltown Church honours three native sons at annual service

Something special is
planned for this year's
annual service at the Rus-
seltown Flatts Church. The
trustees of the oldest church
in the Valley will honour

three native sons who went
on to become distinguished
Members of Canadian
Parliament.

O’Neill reunion will center on

CoveyHillchurch built by ancestor

A rare opportunity is com-
ing up on July 1 when the old
Union Church on Covey Hill
will be open for a Sunday
service at 10:30 a.m. While
many of the small, country
churches in the area open
once per year for a com-
memorative service, this
building hs been closed for
many years.

The service on Sunday will
be open to the public and will
be given by Reverends
Robert Stokes and Lorne
O’Neill.

The special occasion for
the opening of the church is
the weekend reunion of the
descendents of James and
Margaret O'Neill who were
among the original settlers
on Covey Hill in 1797. The
church building was built in
1870 by Henry O’Neill
whose name appears on the
front.

Linda O’Neill of Hem-
mingford Township has put
together a booklet for the re-
union about the early settle-
ment of Covey Hill in Have-
lock and the lives of the
O’Neill family through the
generations.

James O'Neill actually
moved to the area before the
settler for which the hill is
named, Samuel Covey. The
O’Neills were given title to
the land in April 1797 and
Covey came in 1806 to the
neighbouring lot.

It appears that the O'Neills
and the Coveys were good
friends as it was common

practice for the two wives to
entrust the care of their chil-
dren to one another when
they had to be absent from
their homes.

In 1812, disacord between
Canada, the emerging British
Colony, and the United
States, the new country and
former New England Colo-
nies, was brewing. The

Governing Council, wishing
to curb a flare-up and deter-
mine the sympathies of its
settlers, issed a proclamation
requiring all foreign-born

residents to take the oath of
allegiance or leave the coun-
try. Many of the Americans
declined to become British
subjects and consequently
left the country. Samuel Cov-
ey, who was an American,
opted to return to the U.S.
Although he only lived in the
area for about six years, the
hill still bears his name.

James Pollock Brown
1841 - 1913

A prominent merchant
and businessman in St.
Chrysostome during the
latter part of the last cen-
tury, Mr. Brown was elec-
ted to the House of Com-
mons in the 1891 election.
He was returned in the
1896, 1900, 1904, 1908
and 1911 elections.

In addition to his general
store, Mr. Brown operated
dairy farms and in 1888
built a grist-mill on his
farm to the rear of the Rus-
seltown Flatts church
which bordered on the
English River. The Gleaner
described the building of
the mill as ‘an event of
importance to the farmers
of this section, and ‘(it) is
a neat and well-fitted-up
mill..."

Mr. Brown married
Margaret Stewart on
February 19, 1869 and they
had three children, Robert
s., Margaret, and Annie.

memory will be honoured
along with those of two
other members who served
in the House of Commons.

John Clarke Moore,
M.D.
1866 - 1943
Dr. Moore was born in
St. Chrysostome and was

baptized March 13, 1877
by Rev. P.S. Livingston of
Russeltown Flatts Presby-
terian Church.

After graduating from
McGill’s medical school he
moved to Rockburn with
his bride, Laura Bell, and
started his long and secess-
ful practice. He soon
became known as ‘the belo-
ved family physician and
surgeon of the Chiteauguay
Valley'.

Dr. Moore was an ardent
Conservative and was elec-
ted to the House of Com-
mons in 1930 for
Chateauguay-Huntingdon.
He retired from active poli-
tics after his defeat in the
1935 election.

Dr. Moore gave his
whole-hearted support in
the founding and establis-
hement of the Barrie
Memorial Hospital. His
memory will be honoured,
along with two other mem-
bers of Russeltown Flatts’
Little White Church who
also served in the House of
Commons, at the church’s
164th Anniversary Service
on July 29th at 2.30 p.m.

Donald Elmer Black
1891 - 1980

Donald E. Black was
born in St. Chrysostome
son of Josiah Black and
Flora McRae. His grandfa-
ther, Josiah Black was a
prominent farmer, Justice
of Peace and in 1851 chai-
red the committee which
organized the Presbyterian
congregation. Mr. Black
was elected to the House of
Commons in 1935 and was
re-elected in 1940, 1945
and 1949. He retired from
active politics in 1953. He
was known as ‘a consti-
tuency member’ because of
his dedication to the citi-
zens of his constituency
regardless of party affilia-
tion. He was concerned
particularly about the
family farm and govern-
ment policies affecting it.

As a child, Donald Black
attended the Little White
Church and throughout his
life maintained a keen inte-
rest in It. In 1976, at the
age of 85 he was instru-
mental in organizing the
Maintenance Committee.

At the Church’s 164th
Anniversary Service on
July 29th his memory will
be honoured along with two
other members who served
this area in the House of
Commons.

La nouvelle école que 1'on
souhaite voir construire
regrouperait douze locaux de
classe du niveau primaire, des
locaux pour la maternelle, un
gymnase et des locaux de serr-
vices appropriés aux besoins
des années 1990.

I’école Jean XXIII s’est fait &
la suite de certaines constata-
tions trés importantes.
D’abord, I'on a constaté que le
terrain de I’école Notre-Dame-
du-Rosaire appartient a la
Fabrique Saint-Malachie, et
que sa superficie de quelque 3
131 metres carrés était
restreinte.
