THE CZAR'S PROPOSAL TO FRANZ
JOSEF. _

LoNDoN, October 2.
The Paris correspondent of the Times

says the proposal contained in the Czar's
letter to Francis Joseph will probably be
sent to all the Powers, They will certain-
ly be - received in Rome. The object uf
sending an autograph letter to Francis
Joseph is to induce Austria to take joint
action with Russia. It is reported that
this letter, after describing in detall the
dangers of the situation, and condemning
the original peace propositions, proposes
the immediate occupation of Bulgaria by
her army, and the occupation of Bosnia
and the Herzegovina by the Austrian
army ; the watching of the Bosphorus
by the navies of both Powers;
Servia to retain her present indepen-
dence. This proposition is to make
sure that this Russian interpretation of
the terms of self-government will be ad-
hered to in the reforms to be introduced
by the Porte. Russia thinks this will
stop bloodshed and impose on the ingur-
ent provinces an acceptance of the con-

ditions atipulated in their favor. Turkey
may put an immediate end to the war by
granting a long armistice. It is now ad-
mitted by the Powers that a conference
can alone attempt to settle the question
between Turkey and her vassels, Russia
makes two conditions in accordance to the
idea of a conference, first, to be held in
mutual territory ; second, it is to be com-
posed of the Ministers of Foreign Affairs,
Powers will object to these conditions
now, If the Porte only grants the armis-
tice, the Powers are ready to undertake a
peaceful settlement.

ST. JOHN THEEVANGELISTS

But the entrance is there still, and any one
entering this town would pass through
the same gate as the one our Saviour en-
tered. There is always a certain degree
of sadness surrounding death, notwith-
standing the glorious hope introduced into
it by the remembrance of the resurrection
morn, and we, by our modern innovations,
have done much to advance this gloom,
In different countries various colors ara
used to denote death—in some red is used,
in others green, while with ourselves black
is the mourning color. Whether any dis-
tinguishing garb was used on the occasion
of this funeral I am net prepared to say,
but not the dress warn, be it ever zo black,
could express the depth of woe thatfilled
this widow's heart. Being her only son,
her whole existence would be wrapped up
in him, and when he was at
last called away, he who wa

! her only comfort, the only one left of a

 

perhaps numerous family, it seemed to her
the lagt—the heaviest affliction she could
be called upon to bear. But help was at
hand, Jesus knew her case, and His
loving heart was touched by the poor
widow’s distress, We know no other occa-
sion on which our Lord visited Nain, He
who knows all things knew the cireum-
stances, and in this striking manner tosti-
fied His loving care and the compassion
which He feels towards all his creatures.
In these times we should consider it very
indecent if anyone laid his hands on the
coffin of any of our relatives ; but they
who carried the bier—which was simply a
stretcher on which the body was placed,
covered with a cloth—felt He had but to
touch, and they stood still. Being carried
hopelessly and helplessly to the
grave, he was arrested on the
way by the voice of Jesus, saying :
‘Young map, I say unto thee, arise.”
Likewise, we who are dead in trespasses
and sin are invited to arise and be follow-
ers of Christ. As long as we live without
God in our lives we are moving on the way
to death. Every one has come short of
the glory of God and is dead in trespassos
and sin, Shall our souls awaken unto life
or still live on preferring the way of death.
The hour is coming when the dead shall be
called forth, from caves of the earth, from
vaults of stone, and from the depths of the
ocean. At the voice of the Son ofGod all
generations of mankind shall arise and give
an account of their own works, and yet the
spirit of many lie prostrate in death.
Have each of you examined your own
hearts to find how they stand in respect to
their Maker? Will vou still say no to the
promises held out to you in the Word of |
God? Christ bids you arise from the death
in trespasses and sins to be born again of
water and of the Spirit. He showed His
two-fold nature as God and man in this
miracle. While performing the work that
could only be performed by Diety, the
raising of the dead, there was tenderness
in that action we can hardly realize. But
when He wept by the grave of Lazarus,
when He expressed, * My soul is exceed.
ingly sorrowful, even unto death,” He
showed the feelings and emotions of a ten-
der loving soul. He is such a Saviour as
we need, one who, looking upon us in our
state of sin and misery, calls us to repent,
and arise from the dead and live.

CHURCH OF THE MESSIAH,

SANITARY LAWS,

The evening services were conducted by

the Rev, Mr. Green, who preached from
Genesis xliii. chap., 3rd verse : ‘‘ Ye shall

not see my face except your brother be
with youn,”

This, as you are aware, was the word of
Joseph, as Governor of the King of Egypt,
uttered to his brethren when he was des
sirous that they should bring with them
when next they came to buy com his own
brother Benjamin, But it 1s not so much
with this story itself that I want to deal,
as with a broad and deep subject which
the words of Joseph suggest—the brother-
hood of man and the duties involved and
implied. The most important lesson to
be learned from the present panic and
threatened epidemic of small-pox is the
lesson of our brotherhood and the oneness
of our destiny, We seek to ses the fa-
ther’s face in a more perfect social life ;
we are providentially placed side by side
with a portion of God’s children, our owa
brethren,who live in open violation of sani-
tary laws, of whose importance we are
fully persuaded, and the result is—what ?
that our observance of those laws will save
them or save us? No, but that we
may all be involved in the consequences of
violation. Thehorrid disease comes to re-
mind us ofour brotherhood, to rouse us to
the importance of not only obeying the
laws of health ourselves, but of the im.
portance of seeing to it that all obey them.
It is simply suicidal to be indifferent to
the gross ignorance of those with whom we
have to live in the same community. To
what end do I fit and furnish my home
with all the comforts of life, and obey all
the laws needed to secure wholesome air
in it if my next neighbor is totally indif-
erent? My own obedience will not save
me, let alone save my neighbor. No doubt
t is the prayer in thousands of homes at
his time that they be protected from the
ravages of this horrid plague, and the
prayer is all well enough, but it is well to
remember this,that God is not much in th
habit of working miracles to save people
fromthe consequences of either ignorance or
wilful disobedience to well established laws
offhealth. I give it as my deliberate opin-
on that if the Corporation of Montreal,
nstead of erecting an elegant City Hall,
had taken the money and expended it in
the construction of a thorough system of
sewerage, it would have done a much
wiser thing than it has done, Now,I like
to see fine public buildings. It gives one
a certain feeling of comfort and pride
when he can take a visiting friend round
and show him such a thing, and say,
‘‘ There, sir, is our City Hall.” But
when, within a stone’s throw of that hall,
there are whole streets which you have to
apologise for, why there seems to a cer-
tain unfitness in the relation of things. A
fine city hall I can admire, but it is a great
drawback to the enjoyment of it to have
to wade through offensive mud and death.
dealing odors to get to the hall. Tomy
wind it reveals an inexcusable
and unjustifiable ignorance and in-
competency to erect fine public build-
ings and neglect sewers. If the Corpora.
tion had expended vhe money which it has
on the Mountain Park in raising the num-
ker of houses which are crumbling in the
n.ud, it would have been a better thing for
ail concerned. It is a fins thing to have a
Mountain Park, although it is a luxury
which I find that few can enjoy, and of
but little moment is it to any if, at its
base on the plain, there be streets on
streets lined with ill-arranged and ill-vens
tilated houses which are little better than
fever-traps, and ocoupied by people too
busy in saving the Church and saving their
rouls to pay much attention to the laws of
their physical well-being.

CHRIST CHURCH CATHEDRAL.

Rev, J. W. Bonham preached a sermon
in the evening on ‘The late great Revival
in the Church of England.” The reverend

gentleman took for his text the lviii,
chapter of the Book of Psalms, verse 9 :
—‘‘Thou, O ! God, didst send a plentiful
rain, whereby Thou didst confirm Thine
inheritance when it was weary.”

He said :—The revival in the Church of
England had been effected through the
agency of the missions, The whole of
England was divided inte parishes; the
parochial system was attended by a con-
centration of spiritual power, yet thework
of missions led to a revival and the evange-
lizing of a famished multitude. For this
there is much cause to be thankfal,
Christ is with His Church and He will not
forsake her. The reverend gentleman
gave an account of the origin and progress
of the movement, which, he said, com-
menced with the ten days’ mis.
sions inaugurated in London in
1854, and traced it onward to
subsequent efforts in the same direction
in 1874, ‘These missions, by means of
which so much practical work had been
accomplished, received the support of the
Bishops of London, Manchester and
Rochester, and of the clergy of all schools
of thought. In 1869, the meetings held
in London awakened great interest, and
directed public attention to the home mis-
sion work, All had united in this great
work, and prayers, morning and evening,
had been sent up to heaven. Public
prayers and silent prayers had been offered
up to God, and they had been answered
with a plentiful rain, To be willing
workers together with God in this great
work was a privilege for which we should
be thankful, In the great mission centre,
one noble worker, the Archbishop
of York, was deeply interested in
the success of the missions, and the
Bishop of London also, in whose diocese
the great mission centre lay, had taken the
liveliest interest in the progress of the good
work. The hishops having set forth upon
the work of evangelization, the clergy all
showed a disposition to do everything in
their power to aid the missions. The elo-
quent preacher entered into many interest-
ing iculars of the working of home
missions ; he related an instance of the 
conversion of a young woman, mot at ong
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of these meetings, by a lady who had pre-
oented her with a Bible, and showed, by
numerous illustrations, that the missionary
must adapt himself to widely different
circumstances, to the etiquette of the
drawing-room as well as to the man-
ners of the camp, He continued :
Some persons, when they were ask-
ed to come to Jesus, answered,
“Not now; I will come to-morrow Fd
but many a man had been crushed by say-
ing and thinking, ‘‘Ï will come to-mor-
row!” Tt is the work of the evangelist to
win these souls to Jesus, to speak to them,
to read the Holy Scriptures with them
that they may find their Lord, Even
clergymenfeel that they lack courage to
preach to these persons, and to ask them,
“Do you love your Saviour, and, if uot,
why not?” The Rev, J, H. Wilkinson,
whose labors in the mission field had heea
attended with so much succe 38,
and who had been instramentsl in
Winning over so many souls to Chriss,
would address passers-by and say,
“Will you stop a moment and res
this paper, and come to the mission ?”
Some would say, ‘“The mission ! Wha 4
the misson ?” and he would tell then,
“ John the Baptist held a mission. Come
to mission ; pray for the mission, but what-
ever you do, do not mock at the mission.”
The people assembled, the Evangelist
preached, and at the close of the hymn
all who desired to leave did so, but a very
Înrge number remained, At the close of
meeting, they were invited te come again,
and thus many whe would have been lost
to Christ had learned to say : “0 Lord,
I thank Thee that Thou hast died for me !”
Thus the good work went on, and many
learned to rely on the missions. Therev.
gentleman concluded with an account of
the labors of Rev. George Body, and of his
own experiences in the great mission work
of London.
The usual large congregation was present,

and the utmost interest manifested in the
deeply interesting address delivered by
the reverend gentleman, In the morning
the Rector preached from the xvi. chapter
of Exodus and 15th v: ‘And when the
children of Israel saw it, they said, one to
another, ‘It is manna, for they wist not
what it was.” And Moses said unto them,
‘This is the bread which the Lord hath
given you to eat.’” The Reverend Canon
irom this text delivered one of his charac.
teristically able and eloquent appeals.
The choir of the Cathedral fully sustains
the high reputation it has achieved under
Dr. Maclagan’s direction. In the morning
Maclagan’s beautiful setting of the
Ze Deum was given with magnifi-
cent effect, the soprano taking the solo
parts with exquisite sweetness. In the
evening the anthem was rendered
superbly, the tenor and bass being con-
spicuounsly fine in the solos.

THE PUBLIC HEALTH MEETING.
 

Mr. Nathan Mercer, President of the
Citizens’ Health Association, delivered a

telling opening address on Friday night,

in which he fully expressed the ideas of all
who have given the subject of the small-

pox epidemic study, and have taken pains
to assure themselves of its ravages. He.

spoke a striking truth when he said that

not the power, but the WiLL to eradicate
this eradicable disease was wanting, and

the verity of his assertion was demonstrat-
ed conclusively by the temporizing speech
of the Mayor, delivered later on. He
showed thatalaw existed by which theprin.
cipleofcompulsoryvaccination mightbe put

into practice if a by-law were only passed
to that effect, and his arguments were very
ably supported by the Rev. James Car-
michael, in speaking to the first resolution
submitted to the meeting, declaring that
permissive vaccination is insufficient to
meet the present emergency, and demand-

ing compulsory vaccination, as enacted by

24 Vic., Cap. 24. The resolution demaud-
ed from the Board of Health the exercise
of the powers provided by that Act for
the stamping out of the disease, and its
adoption by the meeting showed the

earnest determination of all present to

eupport the Board in a resolute attempt,
by the exercise of all the authority of law,

to end the rage of contagion in this city.
No one can gainsay the statement of the
eminent clergyman whomoved the reso-

Jution that permissive vaccination has
proved a failure, for the constantly open-

ing graves in the cemecteries attest its
awful truth. He, with the President, de-

precated submission to moblaw. Who
will not echo this sentiment—‘‘ If those

who are invested with authority in the
city are to bury a by-law which each of
them believes to be good because a mob
caused a riot, then I say—God help the
city we live in!” These are no light
words, spoken by a minister of the Gos.

pel beloved by Catholic and Protestant
alike, and they should carry con-

viction with them. It was well

enough, in Mr. Carmichael’s opinion,
to court the favor of the multitude, but

the presence of emall-pox in our midst is
too dear a price to pay for the favor, and
this view is one which will be generally

accepted, as will equally be the principle
ibat the community must be protected
from the consequences of the ignorantpre-
judices of a section of the population.

The third resolution, to the effect that

there should be urged upon the City Coun-

cil the importance of appointing competent
and independent Commissioners to report

upon the best means of improving the

health of the city, was moved by Dr.
Baker Edwarcs, secénded by Dr. Girl-
wood, and it brought the Mayor, Dr.

unrelenting battle against small-pox, we
find him declaring that while he

is in favor of compulsory vaccination as a
preventive of small-pox, in the abstract,
in view of the deep-seated prejudices of
that portion of the population amongwhom
the diseaseismost rife, and who, by their

ignorance and carelessness, spread it

widely in the community, he opposes it
in the concrete form of absolute applica-

tion, He declares himself that what
these people have been taught by an insig-

ficant rection of $he medical profession, to
believe that vaccination isinert, and serves

to propogate scrofula, syphilis and various
cutaneous diseases, is not foundel on true

medical science, and yet he does not hesi-
tate to say that these prejudices, which

have such murderous results, shall be
panderedto by those in authority. This

is a most dangerous doctrine. It means
that the law of the land shall
be overridden by the prejudices .of the
ignorant ; that the health of the com.
munity shall be blasted because the teach-
ings of fanptics and demagogues have dis-
armed a loathsome malady of its terrors to

these who are most exposed to it, and are

most instrumental in spreading it ; that

the presperity of Montreal shall be im-
perilled through deferencetoignorance, pre-
judice and interest. There is no mistaking

the inferences, and we are srry that a

speech from a Mayor of Montreal should
ever have made them evident. We ex.
pected, with reason, better things from Dr.
Hingston than a temporising with the mob,
ard from this time henceforward, we do

do not hesitate to say he will
miss, in a large measure, the con-
fidence that was extended him upon
his election to the Mayoralty, Few men

have been jlaced in a position to effect so
much lasting good; few have given so
much disappointment to constituents.

The will that is lacking to put in force a
law that would sensibly mitigate the

scourge which afflicts Montreal is lacking

in the head of the corporate body charged

with its administration, and no better con-

frmationof this assertion is required than

the speech of the gentleman as reported in
these columns.

BREAK IN THE LACHINE CANAL

A break occurred about 2.30 p.m., Sa-
turday, in that portion of the canal bank
dividing the canal from the new basin at

section 2, about 50 yards below the Wel-
lington Bridge. At the point where the
break took place, the basin had been ez*
cavated to within some forty feet of the
canal, thus leaving a thickness of about 16
feet of crib-work and 24 feet of earth be-
tween the water in the canal and the basin.
But, in spite of this thichness of bank, the
water managed to penetrate ; and having
once made an outlet into the immense
basin, whose level is below that of the
canal, it poured in, carrying away the
earth and making a breach several yards
wide. Mr, McDonald, of Messrs. Mec-
Donald, Worthington & Co,, contractors
for this section, immediately set men to
work to stop the breach, but after three
hours’ ineffectual labor, he determined to
allow the basin to fill up, as the work was
go far advanced that no damage could re-
sult. When the water is let out of the
canal in December next, the water which
will then remain in the basin below the
level of the canal can be pumped out at
less cost than would be incurred by at-
tempting to stop up the present break. Ta
about 10 hours’ time the basin filled to the
level of the water in the canal, and yester-
day a large crowd from the city visited
the spot.

THE LEFAIVRE MURDER CASE.
 

Chief Justice Dorion opened the Court
at 10.15

Angelo Ferrari was put on his trial to
answer a charge of marder.

Mr. Moussrau, Q.C., appeared for the Crown, and Mr. St. Pierreand Mr, Mac-
master for the prisoner.
A mixed jury, half French aud half Rag-

lish, was sworn in,
Joseph Jones, Coroner, prodaoed the de-
itions taken at the inquest held on the
y of Jules Lefaivre.

Joseph Beaudry, Sergeant of Police, de-
posed : Ou Sunday, 13th August, witnees
was on duty at the Logan street Police
Station, when he was informed a man had
been stabbed in Fullum street ; went to
deceased’s house,where he found two doo-
tors ; saw a wound in deceased's left side ;
the wound did not bleed, but witness saw
some part of the internal membranes pro-
truding ; went out and was told that the
man who stabbed Lefaivre was one of the
three men who had just passed ; there was
a crowd at Lefaivre s houss, bat no one
knew these men ; a few minutes after-
wards a man who lived close by sent for
witnees and told him that if he would pro-
mise not to say who he was, he would give
witness the names of the men ; on this
promise being given, the nfan mentioned
the name of Angelo Farrari and two other
Italians ; he further told witness
that the men would probably be
met with near the new Carmelite Convent;
witness did not know the name of this
man, who told him not to go alone; wit-
noses took a dozen men to go in search of
the prisoner ; he afterwards learned that a
man had been arrested and taken to the
Wolfe street Police Station ; this man was
Savaria, one of the companions of Farrari;
Sergeant Berard sent for Ald. Grenier ;
there Lefaivre declared, in presence of the
magistrate, that this man, Savaria, was
the man who had stabbed him ; witness
identified Savaria as the man whom wit-
ness thought he recognised ; in the even-
ing Farrari being shown to the deceased,
he mistook him for Savaria; a hat was
then placed on Farrari’s head and he was
again shown to deceased, who looked at
him fixedly, and said that he was the
man who had stabbed him, and that he
had made a mistake when Savaria was
shown to him ; witness arrested the pris.
oner, who said, ‘‘ You need not look fur-
ther, ] am the man who stabbed him.”
He was then asked why he had endeavor.
ed to throw the blame on his companion ;
the prisoner answered that he was not on
oath when he had made that statement,
but he would tell the truth now.
The ChiefJustice—Did you say, You

had better confess?
Answer—I may have said it,
Mr. St, Pierre thought there was suffi-

cient evidence of threats to prevent this
confession going to the jury.
The Chief-Justice ruled that the confes-

sion could not go to the jury, as a very
little in the direction of a threat sufficed to
vitiate it. ;

Cross-examined by Mr, St. Pierre : The
man who sent for witness did not say he

was present when the affray took place;
the prisoners were arrested in bed in the
shanty where they lived, near the Convent;
they made no resistance ; two ordinary
knives were found ; did not know if these
knives were found in the shanty or on the
persons of the men arrested.
The Court took recess.

As we suspected from the first, *‘Hen-
rietta Noval” is a fraud of the first water,

and instead of being the victim which she
pretendedtobe, shemadeavictim of thever-

porter of the Herald, who saw in

her only ome of the most in-
nocent and virtuous of her sex.
Of course, the reporter’s young friend, the
detective, came in for his share of the im-
position, and the more experienced of his
confreres were naf far out when they pro-

HOME INDUSTRY.

THE PROVINCIAL GOVERNMENT ENCOURAG«

ING HOME PRODUCTION.

The short-sighted policy that has here-

tofore been observed by the Provincial
Government in giving away contracts to

American manufaeturers, has given place

to a more sensible and patriotic course by
encouraging home productions, It is a
matter for thankfulness that the remon-
strances addressed to the DeBoucher-
ville Ministry through the Star and at
public meetings have had their effect.
As has been already announced in our

columns, the ‘‘ Canada Engine Works,”of
Kingston, Ont., has obtained a contract for
thie building of twenty locomotives for the
M., O. & U, Railway, and as that enter-
prising Company have been contemplating
the removal of its works to Montreal dur-
ing the past few years (especially in the
eventof beingawarded the engine contract),
it is to be hoped that no time will be lost
in removing the establishment within the
limits of our city. If a spirit of enterprise
be shown by the Company in the erection
of workshops, on a scale suitable to the
growing importance of Montreal, there is
no doubt that success will be the result of
their venture,

RECOLLECTIONS OF THE BLACK
OUNTRY.

Alecture was givenen thissubject Friday
evening by the Rev. W, Williams, in the
East End Congregational Church. The
rev. Lecturer, in introducing his subject,
said he was not going to speak of Daho-

mey, Ashantee, or any part of the United
States of America, but of a district in the

very centre of England—this name being

given to a part of South Staffordshire, on
account of the black appearance of the
whole country, owing to the immense
amount of coal annually brought out of
the earth, and the thick smoke with which
the air is filled from the various furnaces
and factory chimneys, We will suppose
ourselves landed at the railway station of
Birmingham, where we may at once get an
idea of the density of the population, and
the great trade carried on in this distriot.
Hereare ten or twelve lines of rails, and
long passenger trains are rolling in and out
every five or ten minutes. Birmingham is
on one edge of this Black Country, Wol-
verhampton on the other, thirteen miles
apart, yet employing three lines of rail-
way. On one of these alone 30 passenger
trains are said to pass every day. After
describing the trade and manufactures of
Birmingham, the lecturer said that, gene-
rally speaking,that town may be said to be
the céntre of those trades which have
metal for their base. He next described
à walk from Birmiugham throuëh Eagle-
ston and Handsworth, the latterplace con-
taining the handsome residences of Bir-
minghsmu? manufacturers ; ‘past West
Bromwick, a village of 12,000 inhabitants,
to Hill Top, Standing here on the edge
ofthe coal field, the scene at night is of a
most remarkable character ; the heavens
arg lighted up as if from one great con-
flagration. Hun of furnaces are
pouring out vast sheéts of flame ; in other
places the large heaps of coal, being con-
verted into coke, are covered over with
blue sulphurous light. Then, from the
rolling mills, gleams of light burst forth as
the doors of the furnaces are opened, To
these fights are to be added the heavy
thuds of the steam hammer, the rattling
noise, of machinery and the strong smell of
sulphur, which give a most unearthly as-
peot to the whole distriet. Supposing our-
selves to be in Bilston, in the centre of
the Black Country, we should find it but
poorly built, with little pretensions to ar.
cliitectural beauty, but should find plenty
of provision for eating and drinki In-

seem to think that because they wor
hard, they have a right to eat and drink
equally hard. They will have the best of
food and plenty of it. The peculiarity in
the trade of Bilston is in stamped work
fenders, tea.trays, coal vases, etc. Some
of them are ornamented with artistic de-
signs, Wednesbury manufactures gun
barrels, which are fitted up with locks
and stooks at Birmingham. At Willen-
hall almost every house is a locksmith’s
shop, from the strongest locks forthe
bank door or the prison gate to the cheap
lock which will just perform its duty
three times and no more, for the wholesale
dealer, the retailer, and for the customer
when he first buys it: At Sedgley Hill
every house has a small forge in which the
whole family is employed forging wrought
nails, This, however, is the most unre-
munerative trade in the Black Country.
At Tipton are, perhaps, the largest rolling
mills in the world. Soit is seen, each
town in the Black Country has its own
particular barnch of trade, this division
of labor, each man keeping to his own de-
partment, and doing that thorodghly and
erfectly, being the great secret of Eng-
Pads success in manufactures, Retura-
ing from Bilston, we cannot but be strack
with the air of desolation, Instead of
vegetation, the fields are covered with
waste from the pits, and heaps” of scoriz,
Many of the houses and chimneys are
leaning over in consequence of the founda.
tions sinking where the pits have fallen in.
The rev. gentleman described very fully
the manner of getting the coal,
and the process of smelting the
iron ore—iron, a well as coal,
being extensively worked in South Staf-
fordshire—and spoke of the many dangera
attending the mining operations from aceci-
dents connected with the machinery, from
fire-damp, and fromthe falling in- of the
ground, above. He also gave many amusing
grues illustrating the manners of the
people, and especially their ignorance,
some 26 or 30 years ago, and said we were

. not to suppose from this thatthey were in a
"state of poverty, many families earning
: among them £7 or £8 a week. These
pesple are generally fond of music, aud
evince great musical taste, the singing of
glees and anthems being well rendered by
the churoh choirs, Great efforts have
been made for the amelioration of this dis-
trict, eepecially by the Rev. J. B, Owen,
formerly vicar of Bilston, and by means
of ‘the excellent schools established in all
the towns and villages, and we cannot but
hope, fromthe religious activity of the age,
that the moral blackness, at least, of the
district will soon be one of the things of
the past,

A CLEVERSHEEP Doc.—correspondent
of Land and Water quotes from Professor
Sedgwick the narrative of a gentleman in
Cumberland, ‘My errand over,” he told
the Professor, ‘I was returning home,
when my horse not only kicked me off, but
kicked me afterwards, so that my leg was
frightfully broken.

THE SNAKE AND Car,—There is some-
thing wonderfully significant in the gleam
of the snake’s eye— it isa look generally
of the most malicious nature, Cats have
the same look when irritated. At such
times there is a ray of vicious intelligence
in the eyes of both cat and snake, and that
they are both of them animated by a deadly
purpose is soon perceived should any
creature be in their power. A bird has
been seen to whirl round and round in a
circle, near the ground, not in the usual
manner of flying, but with a short, fright-
ened, fluttering motion, till it fell to the
surface, when it was very soon in the
mouth of the snake. Now, we believe a
cat is the only quadruped that will face a
snake. We have watched a big tomcat
stare at a large snake for an hour together,
puss all the time with his back up, hishair
on end, and his fail gently waving to and
fro; the snake, at the same time, gazing
just as intently on the cat; but the moment
the eyes of the feline antagonist were turn-
ed away (and they turned for an instant
purposely), the snake glided away with all
possible despatch, but puss was after him,
and with a single bound seized him, close to
the back of the head and despatched him.
The sharp teethof the catwere through the
vertabræ of the snake in an instant, and
there it lay, wriggling at an alarming rate,
but perfectly powerless, till it died.
More Apour BEEs.—Bees are pugna-

cious little creatures, if roused by any
fancied wrong or by the very human vice
of cupidity. They are not disposed to
eting if let alone, but are sure to revenge
apy burt or indignity, Whole swarms
often engage in pitched battles; this is
almost always for the possession of ter-
ritory. Ope piece of carelessness on the
part of the bee keeper, and a whole swarm
is sometimes demoralized ; if they once
gain access to honey, and can steal it,
they are very apt to abandon all pretence
of honesty, and give themselves up to a
edatory life. Some of them, as has been
ore said, are professional sneak thieves;

others are highwayman. Huber and other
apiarians mention the shameless behavior
of some of these bighway robbers. One
of them will arrest a luckless humble bee
on its way home laden with honey, and
force it to disgorge its treasure. Violence
will not do here, for the humble bee's
honey pocket is far beyond the reach ofour
little thief. He does not like his victim,
but only calls ‘stand and deliver at the
perilof your life,” and generally succeeds
in exacting that for which he asks. When
the humble bee yielde and gives up its
honey, the bee allowsit to depart in peace,
and licks up the sweets with great gusto.
Ourlittle honey bees, withall their wis.
dom and virtue, have their fanlts; and rob-
bery, wholesale and otherwise, is not the
only one, They sometimes make them-
selves thoroughly drunk on the juices of
ripe fruits, and may be scen lying on the
ground in a state of intoxication. There
are some things in the history of the honey
bee which show a fidelity and devotion that
is really touching. There is something
almost human in their loyalty toward their
sovereigns. Several instances are upon
record where bees watched over and
guarded the remains of their queenfor days,
Licking and caressing her as though they
were trying to restore her to life. Though
food was supplied they refused to eat, and
at the end of four days every bee was
dead. When a queen makes aroyal progress
through the hive she is always attended by
a body guard, not a particular number of
bees which are devoted to her person, but
a body guard which forms itself at her ap-
proach out of the subjects thro whom
she is to pass, but who fall back into their
regular work when she has gone by. She
never lacks the most dutiful and devoted
attention ; those about her, whenever she
moves, caress her, offer her honey, and
cluster around her to keep her warm if she
is chill. When a swarm loses a queen,
they are at first in deep and violent grief ;
ifanew queen isimmediately given tothem,
they refuse to accept her. If, however,
twenty-four hours is allowed to elapse,
they reconcile themselves tojthe idea of her
loss, and receive a substitute with royal
honors, The instinct of the bee denies all
our traditions of instinct, it adapts itself to
circumstances, overcomes new and unex-
pected obstacles, benefits by experience,
employs temporary expedients, and then
casts them aside when the occasion for
their use is gone, in a way which is mar-
velously like reason, It is, indeed, difficult
todraw any linebetwecn two qualitieswhen
looked at in minute detail ; it is only inits
cumulative power, which produces such
different effects, that we can dare to make
the distinction, and then we are still at a
logs for a definition. It is strange to find
in the insect world, among an order of
beings so low in the scale of the naturalist,
a faculty so nearly akin to the divine gift
of reason which is man’s crowning glory.
But it is just here, among the bees and
among the ants, that it is most marvelous
and most perfect. :

FACTS WORTH KNOWING,
 

Much of the trouble experienced in postal
matters arises from carelessness, and a fow
general hints may be found of value :—
See that every letter, newspaper, or packet

is securely folded and sealed, for every such
packet has to be several times handled, and
in the mail-bag i» exposed to compression
and friction.

Carefully secure every letter containing
money or valuables,first with gum or muocilage
and then with wax, and be sure to leave a
good impression of a seal.
Never seal with wax letters for the East

and West Indies, and other hot climates, as
the wax melts and letters adhere to one
another. The practice gives rise to serious
inconvenience and injury.
When letters are delayed or missing, som-

municate immediately with the Inspector of
the Division in which the Post Office is
situated. In case of à missing letter state
the exact contents, address, the office at
which the letter was posted, the name of the
person by whom posted and the name of the
person by whom received at the office. In
case of a delayed letter or paper, send the
envelope or cover in an entire state to the
Inspector, so that the place of delay may be
ascertained by an examination of the post
marks.

In the event of & supposed abstraction of
money or value from a letter, send the letter
and cover to the Inspector for the Division in
which is situated the office at which the
letter was delivered, stating day and hour on
which delivered, name of Postmaster or Clerk
by whom delivered, and persons by whom re-
ceived.

 

Whosoever, being bailee of any chattle,
money, or valuable security, fraudulentiy
takes and converts the same to his own use,
or to that of any other person not the owner,
although he do not break bulk, or otherwise
determine the bailment,is guilty of larceny,
and may be convicted upon an indiotment.
This section does not extend to any offence
punishable on summary conviction.

 

Forgery is the fraudulent making or al-
teration of a writing to the prejudice of an-
other’s right; it is further the false making
of an instrument with intent to prejudice
any public or private right. The orime is
not confined to the falsification of mere writ-
ings; it plainly extends to seals, stamps and
all other visible marks of distinction by which
the truth of any fact is authenticated or the
quality and genuineness of any article war-
ranted.

 

Under the oriminal acts of 1869, whosoever
