— Ilepresentative
Boutelle recetved a telegram to-day from
Eastport to the effect that Dominion col-
lectors of customs threaten toselze Amerlcan
boals if they buy herring from fish weirs on
the provincial siiores to be used for canning
in the United States. A large business of
this kind has been carred on at Easiport
and vicimty, nearly all the fish being bought
from provincial weirs. American boatmen
are alrald to continue the trafiie, and a large
numtrwr of peopie on both sides of tho lice are
aflected.

MEDICAL MONOPULY.
“Wehave heard a great deal in this
¢ountry about railway monopolies and
telégraph monopolies. Now comes from
the North-Vvest a complaint of medical
monopoly. The Edmonton Bulletin says
that the Neorth-West ordinance of is
gives seven medical men & monopoly of
the medical practice of the North-West
and thinks this is a case of law-making
run mad. The names of these medical
practitioners are W. 1. Dain, Waok
geley ; ©O. E. Edwanls, Qu'Appelle
Statior; R. Catton and II. Dodd,
Regina ; L..J. Munro and H. C. Wilson,
Edmonton, and G. Eliot, Grenfell. In
this part of the Dominion the complaint
is that too many doctors are turned
ont annually in proportion to popu-
lation. Perhaps it is considered
somewhat complimentary to  the
North-West to allow the people
s0 few medical men. It implies
that the country is so salubrious that
wgi‘h medicine is required. Indeed
if this monopoly were not legalized it
would no doubt be freely used by immi-
gration agents who would claim that
the climate had such a beneficial effect
upon the constitution. that only seven
doctors could make a living in that vast
eountry. But perhaps the number of
medical men is not so small in propor-
tion to popalation as the people think. In
some European countries there is only
one doctor to 30,000 people, and there are
not yet 210,000 people in the Canadmn
North-West Territories.

ANTI.-VACCINATION VICTIMS.
