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Ir scarcely needs the gift of prophecy to
predict that direct taxation will shortly be
imposed in the Province of Quebec. The
party leaders naturally shrink from ineur-

ring the odium which will permanently at-

tach to the men whom the rural electors will
- hold responsible for the tax. The dose is a
nauseous one, but it is a necessary one, and

“the real question for the rural electors
ts, who should be beld responsible.
the men who administer the medicine or the

men who have rendered it necessary. Only
children regard the doctor as thelr enemy.

“There is nothing imoroper, nothing unfair,
in direct taxation; the rural population con-

tributes little or next to pothing to the
revenue of the Province or of the Dominion,
and the revenue is considerably less than

the expenditure. Buccessive (Governments
have tried all sorts of devices to make both
ends meet, without taxing the farmers, and
now it is frankly admitted that we must
have a great reduction of the expen-

diture, ap increase of the subsidy,
bankruptcy or direct taxation. We believe
the first is as unattainable as the second,
and the third less desirable than the fourth.

We do not say there is no room for the cur-

tailment of expenses, but from experlence of
Quebec Governments which have gone into

office with “retrenchment” inscribed
upon their banners we hava not the
slizhtest confidence in the difficulty being
ended by a great reduction inthe expendi-
ture. Practically the only wav to avoid

bankruptcy is £d see that every man in the
Province bears his fair share of the public
burden. There is no reason why the greater
part of the population should be practicaily
exempt from taxation.

WAS EMERSON À GREAT POET?
When will the critics and philosophers

agree as to what constitutes the poet? We
sometimes think never. The uncertainty in
which the question is involsu is probably
a8 great to-day as ever it was. Matthow

Arnold, for example, says that Emerson

waa not a poet. A competent writer in the
New York Times says, on ths cuntrary that
Emerson was “ poet, poet, poet, nothing

but poet.” Who shall decide ? What Mr.
Arnold probably means is, not that Emerson

bas not poetical ideas, for he admits very

 

freely that he has, but that he either did not ,
care to avail himself, or was unable to avall

himself, of the best modern methods of
poetical expression—that in short he has
not sufficient technique to make him a poet
either in the modern sense or in the
anclent classical seuse. We do not think
this criticism is sufficiently met by the

argument of the Times writer that the
Elizabetban poets used very uncouth metres
and expressions. Granted that they did,
the English language has gained greatly in

wealth and flexibility since their day; and
there is, therefore, no excuse for the modern

writer who shows no improvement
upon their methods of expression. The
mind of the true poet, who has had the
‘meens of knowing the best that is thought,
sald and done in the literary world, takes to
itself the best forms, and in general all the

choicest results of the intellectual travail of
his own and preceding generations. A

| failure to do this indicates a certain lack of
@sthetic faculty, which it will probably be
agreed is a very important element in the

t nature. To be a great painter it Is not

sufficient to have very beautiful ideas; a
more important thing still is to be able to

glve them adequate exprassion on the can-
vas. Emerson has written many very mem-

prable verses; but Mr. Arnold is justified, we
think, in saying that he has not given them

to the world in the shape in which, consider-

‘ng the advanced state of Lhe poetic art in
his day, we might have expected to receive
them, assuming, that is to say, that their
author was, as the writer in the Times as-
-serts, a poet in the very highest sense.

“ The great reduction of inland lonnage,
26-6 per cent. in thrae Jears, must Lot
overlooked, as it shows that railways must
be coming nearer to the front as com
itors with the canals; and here I mbit
call attention to the discussions wh
bave taken place at the meetings of the
Corn Exchange and Board of Trade re-
garding ocean sailing vessels and the hard-
ships Imposed on them bv the so-called
extravagant exactions which they are said
to have to undergo in the shape of extor-
tionate charges lor towage, as well as of
pilotage in coming to this port.- It seems to
meaPir that every opportunity should be
seized at these meetings to cast discredit on
our port.

to half the tariff of 1 73. and so far, since
that time not a single complaint has been
made to the Harbor Commissioner of undue
or excessive charges. We are told that sail-
ing vesseis will not come because of these
charges; but wbat are the facts ? Take the
Allan and‘Beaver lines,when their ang
vessels came, they own and ma
their own tugs an Drought up andtotook
down their own salling vessels into port.
Where are they now? They have not
brought a single sailing vessel {nto the port
for two years, and have entirely superseded
them by steamers; thus evident] showin&
that so far as they are concerned they fin
steamers more profitable than sail.”

MONTREAL COMPARED WITH OTHER PORTS.
