Bat when we view it in
this way, we'ahould also view it in connection ‘
with the avswer-of its first. recipi:nt. Hobab
curtly and fraukly- replied, “ I will not go; bat!
will depart to mine ownland andto my kindred.”
Hobab was.evidently à sensible and practical
mai. Tue offer mude was no doubt kindly -
meait büt the ‘ad-autage ofired was future
and uncertain, wbile ‘tbere was certainty at
home,in those com‘orts and duties which must-
be relinquished if it had been accepted. Israel’
