Parents kidnapping their
own children and attemp-
ting to enter Canada have
been stopped on numerous
occasions by Customs
agents in this area. Since
last April two children have
been picked up on a train at
Cantic and another on a
buss at Blackpool on Auto-
route 15.

With such good detective
work, at the border, staff-
persons at the Missing
Children’s Network in
Montreal, and elsewhere,
can feel that their work is
worthwhile. (See related
article).

Volunteers are also an
important part of the Net-
work, raising money and
keeping on the alert for the
children on photo posters
and shown on television
and on grocery bags.

For instance, RCMP
Border Patrol officer Gor-
don Kowalchuk. took pled-
ges earlier this spring for a
weight loss marathon.
After successfully taking
off 15 pounds in short
order, he collected from
donors for the Missing
Children’s Network.

Since 1985, sixty-four missing children have been
returned through the direct efforts of the Network.
This is an impressive number considering that one
often has to search the four corners of the globe to
find a missing child. This success is due to the ef-
fective “networking” built up over the years. Once
a child is registered missing the Network immeditely

brings the case to the attention of border, police and
immigration officials at all possible locations. while
posters and flyers are produced and widely

distributed.

Beyond maintaining open lines of communication
with authorities and media throughout Europe and
the United States. the Network offers special serv-
ices to parents. Documentation is available explain-
ing the steps they can take to help in the search for
their children. Further, with a bank of top-notch law-
yers, psychologists and educators the Network is able
to refer families to counseling services they need
whether their child is still missing or has been re-
cently returned. Less formal than front-line profes-
sionals, parents are able to seek support from other
parents who are or have been in the same situation.
We offer our facilities at no charge for these sup-

port groups.

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THE ABC’S OF
STREET VIOLENCE

Azerbaijan, Beirut, Chateauguay.
These are the new ABC's of street
violence around the world.

Over the past week Chateauguay's
image of a clean-cut suburban com-
munity has been shattered by the ten-
sions surrounding the barricaded
Mercier Bridge.

While media accounts of the Cha-
teauguay Valley have always referred
to this as **Quebec’s beautiful. for-
gotten region’”, events of recent days
have, unfortunately. etched an unfor-
gettable and ugly name for us which
all Canadians have seen.

Police riot squads, citizens hurling
bricks, and streets in a fog of tear gas
are what the world is seeing of South-
west Quebec.

Visiting the barricaded Route 138
last Saturday night one could sense
the instability of the situation. While
most of the 4,000 present were simply
watching and waiting for something
to crupt, others had obviously arrived
with the intention of stirring up trou-
ble. Fist fighting and screaming mat-
ches broke out, motorcycles roared,
a huge fire was lit in the street and
beer flowed.

While the followers of Solidarité
Chateauguay have some legitimate
complaints against Mohawk Warriors
and Government negotiators. the
group’s mission has been misdirected
by the involvement of other fringe
groups. The presence of motorcycle
gangs, the Ku Klux Klan and hood-
lums who seem to have some grudge
against Quebec police officers are the
real problem outside the Indian
barricades.

For their part, the police are at ner-
ves’ end; they were brutal with pro-
testers Sunday in St.  Louis-de-
Gonzague. protesters who claim their
methods are non-violent.

The Kahnawake Mohawk barricade
at Chateauguay holds a sign: “"We're
no angels.” That statement could
casily apply to many of the whites
taking part in the protests. True. the
media tends to focus on the bad
actors, the noisiest members. the

But to ignore this element, as mem-
bers of Solidarité demand of repor-
ters, would be to close our eyes to a
very frightening development in this
issue.

Journalists who venture into the
mobs, especially photographers and
cameramen, literally risk life and
limb. And, according to Solidarité
members who spoke anonymously to
The Gleaner, the English media is
particularly on their black list since
the citizens have been portrayed as
racists who burn effigies of Indians.
Some reports have even gone as far
as to relate this incident to the treat-
ment of anglophones by French
Canadians.

Bad will is being seeded all around
us and even when the barricades do
come down, the entire Chateauguay
Valley is going to feel the effects of
this conflict for a long time.

If you have been thinking that Cha-
teauguay is far away and you won't
be affected. remember that our Pro-
testant School Board includes 150
Mohawk youth who attend Howard
S. Billings High School. We're lin-
ked together and if those students fail
to attend school later this month, what
will be the implications of reduced
enrolment and staff already hired to
teach?

It is also wise to note that while the
violence has centered on the City of
Chateauguay. there have already been
important incidents in St. Chrysos-
tome and St. Louis-de-Gonzague, real
close to home. We are also neigh-
bours to three Mohawk territories --
Ganiekeh near Altona. Akwesasne
near Hogansburg. and Kahnawake --
and some of “*our™’ land in the Haut
St. Laurent district has been claimed
by the Native Nation.

Let’s hope that our involvement in
this ongoing issue will be less anta-
gonistic and much more compassio-
nate to the many cultures concerned
than have the impatient factions now
doing battle.

this tarming background he
went to McGill and gradua-
ted with a Bachelor of Arts
from the University in
1914. He was a non-
conformist and an innova-
tor, always trying out new
ideas  that have since
become accepred use.

In 1960, at the age of 70,
Roy Blair wrote to Macdo-
nald College informing the
officials that he was prepa-
ring to wrn his farm over
o the college. He died in
April. 1973, the estate was
settled in 1975, and since
then several capable mana-
gers with guidance from
the Blair Farm Manage-
ment Committee maintai-
ned the farm. They worked
the sugarbush each spring.
The land was  marginal,
They  ploughed.  disced.
harrowed, and  planted.
They were as innovative as
Roy Blair. but the farm
continued to be a financial
burden for the University,
Rov Blair's Tegaey to Mac-

donald College deserved a
better fate, and earlier this
year the Board of Gover-
nors of McGill University
approved the sale of Blair
Farm.

On June 28, 1990, the
Chateauguay Valley farm
was sold to neighbours.
The new owners, Gabriel
and Paul Gibeault of Ver-
ger Gibeault, Inc., already
have a sugar bush, apple
orchards, and thousands of
young evergreens. They
plan to continue using the
Blair Farm sugarbush and
to plant trees on most of the
rest of the property. Blair
Farm will serve a useful
purpose, as it should, and
Macdonald College and the
community it serves will
benefit from the Roy .
Blair Endowment Fund., as
he wished.

Dundee Zion Church
155th Anniversary Service

Isabel Elder, St-
Agnes, Correspondent
Well over one hundred
people met on Sunday mor-
ning. July 29. to observe

the [55th anniversary of

Zion Church’s founding.

Rev. Neil Wallace. pas-
tor of the congregation. and
dressed in his Clan Wallace
kilt. was piped in by Piper
Wanda Goundrey.

Along with the distribu-
tion of bulleting was a fol-
der about the carly history
of Zion Church. This fol-
der was compiled by Rev.
Neil Wallace with informa-
tion gleaned from “*Sellar’s
History™  “"Huntingdon
Town and County ™. Som-
merville, and articles from
the Huntingdon Gleaner.
Rev. Walliace is to be com-
plimented on the composi-
tion ot this short but inte-
resting history

In the concise account it
was stated that the founding

of the church was in 1855,
making 1990 the 155th
anniversary  of  the
congregation,

The pioneers of Dundee
were. for the most part,
“hard- working. hard-
headed. God-fearing
Scots.”" The harsh climate
and difficult terrain was not
going to deter them from
establishing & community
and making an  honest
living. Religion played a
major role in their lives.
and it was not long before
these  staunch  Scottish
Presbyterians  gathered
together to worship.

The first minister to he
called to Dundee was the
Rev. Duncan Moody. His
great grand-son  Duncan
Bruce and his wife of Len-
noxville, Que.. were in the
congregation on Sunday.

The Rev. Moody  was
called to fill the charge in
Dundee primarily because

he was able to preach in
Gaelic. He looked after
tour stations or charges, the
Lines. in the Skye. Aubrey
school houses and  at
Laquerre,

When the first church
was built in 1837-39, it was
a plain log building where
seats were simply slabs of
lumber laid on floor beech
logs. The only one with a
back was the pew for the
minister’s family. Presu-
mably. no one was going to
nod-off during the long and
tedious sermon,

In 1855 the Rev. Moaody
died. It was sad of him that
he did more to recommend
the gospel to his people by
his daily life than by his
preaching.

Mentioned among  for-
mer ministers wis the nime
of the Rev. W.P. Tanner.
who served in Zion from
1907-1925. Mr. Tanncr

Chéteauguay -- Depuis le
début de la crise des
Mohawks 4 Oka et 4 Kahna-
wake, il fut mentionné 2
maintes occasions que I’'una-
nimité ne régnait pas au sein
des ‘‘indiens”’.

Souvent, il a été aussi indi-
qué qu'il y existait une guerre
de pouvoir chez les Mohawks.
Les *‘Warriors"® semblent
vouloir s'accaparer des pou-

Mohawks. Cette situation, on
a pu le constater a la réserve
d'Akwesasne, et maintenant 2
Kanesatake et 3 Kahnawake.

Mais, ce qui est encore plus
surprenant maintenant dans ce
présent conflit est le fait que
cette guerre de pouvoir se
retrouve chez les *‘blancs’’.
Les affrontements entre les

Le projet de route permanente
ne fait pas 'unanimité

Saint-Isidore — La
semaine passée, une ombre
de solution semblait poindre
& ’horizon afin de résorbrer
I'afflux excessif de circula-
tion routidre dont la petite
municipalité de Saint- Isi-
dore est prisonnitre depuis
maintenant un mois. En
matitre de chiffres, on est
passé en quelques heures
d’un flux de 1 500 voitures
par jour a un taux de 27 000,
alors que la vie est A toutes
fins pratiques devenue inte-
nable pour les résidants.

Il y a quelques jours, des
évaluateurs et arpenteurs du
gouvernement étaient dépé-
chés sur place, dsns le but de
faire voir le jour le plus rapi-
dement possible & un projet de
route reliant Chiteauguay 2
Saint-Isidore, la nouvelle s'est
vite répanduc comme une trai-
née de poudre et, lors de la
séance du conseil, il y eut
foule, laquelle manifesta dans
son ensemble sa désaprobation
face & un tel projet du minis-
tere des Transports.

Les récriminations des inté-
ressés sont a I'effet que les
agriculteurs locaux ont besoin
de leurs terres car elles sont la
principale source de leurs
revenus, gu'ils sont contre
toute expropriation, et enfin (et
surtout) guils ne font plus

guere confiance au gouverne-
ment provincial actuel dont la
mollesse dans le dossier
autochtone actuel est devenue
une boutade.

Interrogé quant a ce projet
de route que I'on disait au
départ temporaire, le député
fédéral de Chiteauguay,
Ricardo Lopez, s'est dit caté-
gorique a l'effet que s'il se
concrétise, celte route serait
permanente.

Monsieur Lopez, par euphé-
misme pourra-t-on penser, a
précisé que le projet en ques-
tion ne devrait pas provoquer
une telle levée de bouclier
avant méme que tous les inté-
ressés n'aient pris connais-
sance de tous ses paramdtres
et imnplications. ** Le pro-
bléme actuel trouverait sa
solution en construisant 1 km
de route entre le Blvd Ford du
parc industriel de Chéteauguay
et Saint-Isidore** a-t-il déclaré.
Il poursuit en disant que les
terres nécessaires, environ 90
arpents, appartiennent actuel-
lement au cousin du maire de
la municipalité, M.Bernard
Dubuc, et que le gouverne-
ment est actuellement en négo-
ciation dans le but d'en faire
I"acquisition. **Une offre con-
créte a déja é1¢é faite, d'ajou-
ter M. Lopez, et si tout fonc-
tionne le projet de route débu-
tera le plus rapidement
possible.

Monsieur Lopez précise
d'ailleurs que ce projet de
route reliant Chateauguay a
Saint-Isiduore n‘empitte aucu-
nement sur les terres devant
servir a la réalisation de I'auto-
route 30, ce qui offre toutes les
garanties souhaitables et vou-
lues pour un avenir serin a
long terme. Toujours au sujet
de I"autoroute 30, le député a
d'ailleurs précisé que les ter-
res achetées a fort prix par les
autochtones sur le tracé, ne
pourront jamais étre annexdées
i la réserve, puisqu'il faudrait
alors passer une loi fédérale en
ce sens, ce qui est hors de
question.

Monsieur Lopez a terminé
notre entretien en réitérant sa
volonté de voir intervenir
I'armée le plus rapidement
possible, disant que cette der-
ni¢re avait pour réle de proté-
ger les citoyens en cas de dan-
ger, el que ¢'est notamment le
cas depuis un mois. 1l a quali-
fié le gouvernement Bourassa
de faible dans le dossier et dit
regretter amérement cette
situation,

Mohawks bloquant tout accés
au pont Mercier. Il faut éga-
lement préciser que les gens de
Chéteauguay, qui empruntent
quotidiennement le pont Mer-
cier, le critiquent souvent.
Mais aprés avoir été obligé de
trouver une autre route pour se
diriger vers Montréal, ces gens
seront dorénavant plus gentils
envers ‘‘leur’" pont.

C’est ainsi que les gens de
Chateauguay, sous *‘I’habile
direction’’ d'Yvon Poitras, si
on peut le dire ainsi, ont entre-
pris des moyens de pression
eux aussi, en bloquant I’acces
a différents ponts de la rive-
sud. Le dimanche 12 aoiit, les
gens ont décidé de bloquer
I'acces des ponts de Saint-

Mais ['affrontement a
débuté a Saint-Louis de Gon-
zague entre “‘blancs’ et les
agents de la Streté du Québec.
La matraque fait son appari-
tion, et est venue donner des
coups, selon des témoins, i
des constataires peu importe
s'ils étaient hommes, femmes
ou enfants. La confrontation
entre *‘blancs'” s'est continuée
en soirée a Chateauguay aprés
avoir fait un détour en face du
bureau de la Sdreté du Québec
de Sainte-Martine ol on avait
amené le chef de Solidarité
Chateauguay. Yvon Poitras.

Pendant que les Mohawks.
derriere leurs barricades. se
cachent toujours leur visage.
les blancs se tapent dessus. et
ce a un tel point que plus de
soixante personnes ont été
blessées durant les confronta-
tions du week-end dernier.

Huntingdon -- Depuis une
semaine, les travaux du pro-
jet de construction et de
rénovation du Centre hospi-
talier de Huntingdon ont
débuté officiellement.

André Bernard, chargé de
projet pour le Centre hospita-
lier de Huntingdon, et Jean-
Pierre Lefebvre, contremaitre
de construction pour le Centre,
ont pris part a cette cérémonie
marquant le début des pre-
miers travaux.

Il faut se rappeler que ce
projet de construction et de
rénovation du Centre hospita-
lier de Huntingdon totalise un
coiit de I'ordre de 2,4 millions
de dollars. Ces argents pro-
viennent de la participation
financiére du ministére de la
Santé et des Services sociaux
dv Québec par le biais du Con-
seil régionale de la Montéré-
gie, de I'administration de
I"hépital et de la Fondation du
Centre  hospitalier de
Huntingdon.

On a été en mesure de cons-
tater que les travaux avaient
débuté & I'extérieur.

Cette situation permettra aux
employés du Centre de conti-
nuer & travailler dans la
mesure du possible i la réali-
sation du projet, ne perdant
pas ainsi de précieuses heures
de travail.

Havelock — Des ateliers
sur le recyclage auront lieu
le 5 septembre prochain a
I’hétel de ville de Havelock.

Cette invitation aux citoyens
de Havelock a été lancée par
Gérald Beaudoin, maire de la
municipalité du Canton de
Havelock, et par Suzanne
Richard Létourneau, président
du comité Réduire, Réutiliser,
Recycler, dans un communi-
qué conjoint.

11 est proposé également de
rencontrer |'administrateur du
Bureau spécial des délégués
des trois municipalités régio-
nales de comté. On y discutera
d'un plan régional de
recyclage.

Dans leur communiqué con-
joint, il est mentionné que le
recyclage se fait depuis deux
ans. ‘‘Avec une participation
de 70 pour cent, nous récupé-
rons a peu prés |1 pour cent
de ce que nous jetons aux
vidanges. Le recyclage est
aussi important parce que cela
réduit la pollution tout en dimi-
nuant la perte de ressources
limitées’’, disent-ils.

Un autre aspect important
est le fait que la municipalité
du Canton de Havelock a pris
en charge depuis le début du
mois d'aoit toute 1'opération
de recyclage laquelle avait été
entreprise et maintenue depuis
le début par des personnes
bénévoles. On explique qu’il
y aura une certaine période de
transition avant la mise en
place d'un systéme complet.
