Albany, N. Y., Dec. 29.—Tired and
footsore, but still enthusiast.c and glo-

Mrs. Inez
Craven, who was one of the sextette
to make the start, dropped out en
route.

The “message,” the contents of
which will not be known until Gover-
nor-elect Sulzer reads it. will be
placed in his hands by “General”
Jones, “at his convenience as soon af-
ter hig arrival as possible,” the “Gen-
eral” said. The governor-elect is ex-
pected here Monday.

All of the marchers reported none
the worse for their long trip, with the
exception of “Surgeon-General” Dock.

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ARBITRATION
LOES T00 FAR
SAYS COLONEL

“CAN'T ARBITRATE SLAP IN
FACE” — ROQSEVELT RAPS
SPANISH WAR.

Boston, Dec. 29.—"If you teach a
soldier that he can arbitrate a slap in
the face, he won't fight,” declared for-
mer President Theodore Roosevelt in
an address before the Military His-
torical Society of Massachusetts yes-
terday, “And likewise, if you teach a
nation to arbitrate a matter of vital
interest to it, it won’t tight.”

Col. Roosevelt thought the princi-
ple of arbitration was being carried
too far, and was causing too little at-
tention to be pail to needed prepara-
tion for war.

FIGHT AT DROP OF HAT.

“l doubt if in this country there is a
more genuine advocate of peace than
[ am,” he continued. “If there is war
I go to it and my sons will go; though
I have, perhaps, as much at stake as
anyone, But I know my countrymen;
they will go to war at the drop of the
hat if their national honor is jeopar-
dized in any manner.”

“If 1 ever should have occasion to
write about the Spanish war, I should
have to write very harshly of the high
officers of the army and navy. Th-
defects of the army men were mo
obvious than those of the naval ot~
cers. The fault, however, was not
theirs,” he added; it was the fault of
the system, which for thirty years had
resulted in no adequate preparation
for wars. The brigade commanders in
our army in Cuba had never seen a
brigade in service since the Civil war
and then they were captains and lieu-

tenants.”
Junior Officers Excellent.

Col. Roosevelt aid the non-com-
missioned officers and junior officers
of the line who served in Cuba were
“excellent.”

Some bureau chiefs in the War De-
partment before the war occurred
were described by Col. Roosevelt as
“high minded, estimable gentlemen,
but utterly unable to understand the
conditions of modern warfare.” One
complained to him, he declared; that
“his department was running all right
until the war came along.” Another,
he said. told him o use the black pow-
der, because the “smoke will hide your
men.”

Demands Not Yet Presented.

The demands of the workers have
not formally been presented to the
employers, representatives of the lat-
ter said. Henry Wexman, chairman
of the national committee, explained
this today as follows:

“The manufacturers give on notice
in advance when they are going to
cut wages and we are following the
same tactics"”

The sub-contract system, which is
declared to have led to labor in dark
tenements and child labor, figures in
the demands. The abolition of both
is asked for. Other demands are a 20
per cent. wage increase, with a mini-
mum wage scale of $10 a week and
$16 for men; overtime work to be paid
for at “time and a half” rate, and holj-
day overtime at double rates; and
clean and sanitary workshops.

Work For $8 a Week.

Strike leaders, discussing the de-
mand for better wages said that men
have been receiving as low at $8 a
week and women less.

Manufacturers declare their readi-
ness to meet the emergency. They
said today that they would have new
employes on hand tomorrow to take
the places of the strikers. Eugene
; Benjamin, President of the New York
Clothing Trade Association, said he
did not think more than 20 per cent,
of the garment workers would walk
out,

Today's decision to strike came as |

T.OAL WAVE ON

THREE MILES OF COAST

Halifax, N.S,, Dec. 29-—A tidal wave
swept down upon the shore from Ari-
chat to Petit De Grat at midnight on
Friday and caused considerable dam-
age.

JUDGE ANDERSON WILL SEN-
TENCE 38 CONVICTED OF
EXPLOSION PLOTS.

Indianapolis, Ind., Dec. 29.—Federal
Judge Anderson will to-day pro-
nounce sentence upon the 38 men con-
victed by the jury's verdict Saturday
of complicity in the McNamara dyna-
mite plots, including the wrecking of
the Times plant at Los Angeles, Cal,
in which many lives were lost. Only
two of the 40 defendants, Herman G.
Seiffert of Milwaukee, and Daniel
Buckley of Davenport, were
found not guilty.

SECRET ROUTE TO PRISON.

Prisoners who receive terms longer
than one year are to be taken to the
federal prison at Leavenworth, Kas.
A special train will go by a secret
route. Details as to its time of leav-
ing Indianapolis and its arrival at
Leavenworth are n st to be made pub-
lic. It was learned that U. S. Marshal
Edward Schmidt, who will accompany
the prisoners, already had prepared for
a special train, which will leave as
soon as possible after the sentences.
A delay in the arrangements may be
occasioned by appeals which may act
as stays on the execution of the
court's judgments.

District Attorney Charles W. M-
ler, who prosecuted the cases for the
government, said he would oppose
any appeals for light sentences in the
cases of certai;, of the prisoners.

Last night the prisoners, four in
each cell, occupied two tiers of cells
in the Marion cou:§y #1il. They are
on the second floor of the gray stone
building, within a few blocks from the
heart of the city,

The prisoners, each visible to the
others through the bars, were vari-
ously downcast or cheerful. Some pro-
fessed to take the jrry's verdict in
light spirits, while disappointment
plainly was written across the coun-
tenances of the others. Marshal
Schmidt at once placed extra guards
about the jail to prevent demonstra-
tions by crowds,

Women and Children Sob.

Outside the jail there was enacted
a scene in which joy played no part.
It had to do with the wives, sisters
and children of the defendants,

That verdict, delivered in the som-
bre court room in so brief a time,
struck first silence and then an out-
burst of hysterical sobbing among the
women who for months had hoped for
a different result. Some of the women
attempted to climb over the railings
which separated them and had for
weeks separated them during the
court's sessions from that part of the
room where the defendants sat. Arms
appealingly were stretched forth, Mrs,
Frank J. Higgins, Boston, fainted as
she saw her husband led away. The
children of otk rs began to cry, but
the orders of the court were inexor-
able.

“Clear the court room,” demanded
Marshal Schmidt, who with a staff
of special deputies had tihrty-eight
pairs of handeuffs in readiness.

Like a Scene from Hugo,

But a scene almost like a page from
Victor Hugo was yet 10 be witnessed
in the streets ‘a the terrorized faces
and frenzied gesticulations of those
who followed in the wake of the pro-
cession to the jail.

Three men abreast. a prisoner with
a handcuffed deputy on each side, the
procession itself almost half a block
long, marched through crowded
streets, but among crowds that looked
on in silence. It was as silent a< a
pantomine, save far in the rear. In
the rear were rushing and trying to
keep up the women who had become
confused in emerging from the fede-
ral building and w!o were inquiring
the way to the jail. Many of the
women elbowed through the crowds,
courageously keeping the pace set by
the prisoners ahead, but others lagged
behind or lost their way.

At the door of one of the corridora
of the jail, President Ryan, of the
l’ron.Workeﬂ' Union, was interviewed
to-night. He was no} allowed to be
seen in his cell, but in response to a
request hy wag led out into a corridor.

Madame Pierre Guilbault, aged 70,
and her son Bison Guilbault, aged 28,

BLAZE AWAKENS NEIGHBORS.

The mother and son lived in a house
situated on the corner of the main
Charlesbourg and Bigot roads. They
retired as usual on Saturday night.
Sunday morning at 3:45 o'clock the
neighbors were awakened by the re-
flection of a nearby fire, and hastily
ran out and discovered the Guilbault
home enveloped in flames.

Every effort was made by the neigh-
bors to get the fire under control by
water passed in buckets and by other !
primitive means, but without avail.
The wooden structure kept on burning
until it was a mass of hot cinders.

Miss Inmates After Fire,

It was some time before the two
peaple asleep in the house were miss-
ed and anxious inquiries were made
regarding their safety. Finally it was
realized with a general feeling of hor-
ror that the aged mother and son
must have perished in the flames, as
no trace of them could be found.

Yesterday forenoon the good people
of Charlesbourg gathered about the
still barning ruins and as soon as it
was parctical commenced to throw
water on the hot _inderg to cool the
ruins enough to make a search possi-
ble.

| For His Hats and Caps.

ndon, Dec, 29—According to Eg.'l»
ward Legge, in his “King Edward in
His True Colors,” King Edward VIL
as Prince and King had a greater var-
iety of hats and caps than any other
sovereign,

“In London he was very seldom seen
by the public except in the convention-
al silk ‘high form,” as superbly glossy
as that with which the fifth Lord
Hardwicke used to excite our admira-
tion as he strolled along Piccadilly to
and from the park,” says Mr. Legge.
“To have ‘a hat like Hardwicke's' was
the ambition of all the jeunesse doree
in the seventieq, the eighties and the
nineties; but they never quite succeed
in theid efforts.

“The King wore his silk hat a trifle

| jauntily, at an angle so slight as to be

almost imperceptible, but an angle it
was, all the same, and he would hardly

acteristic, which was imitated by many
who basked in the royal sunshine.
Lord Hardwicke, both when he was
‘Royston’ and when he changed his
viscounty for the earldom, displayed
a rakishness in the wearing of his hat
which none dared to copy.

Montreal, Dee. 29. — Experience,
combined with considerable luck, won
rather a decisive victory for the Cana-
diens over the Trontos by a score of
8 to 5, in the opening of the hockey
season at the Arena on Saturday
night. After the close match played
at Toronto, Manager Kennedy took
no chance and marc.aed out his strong-
est team, which included Payan, who
is in Montreal on a visit. The Toron-
to team, which is one of the newcom-
ers in the national Hockey Associa-
tion, in making their initial local ap-
pearance before nearly four lhous!nd
enthusiasts, created a ‘avorable im-
pression and many were the predic-
tions that each game wuul(_l bnn.g
about marked improvement in their
play.

The game was replete with rushes
on the part of the players of both
teams that were dazzling and at times
during the three periods the visitors
kept the more experienced team step-
ping all the time to stand off their
rushes,

Where the Torontos showed the
greatest weakness was in checking.
Two men would go after one of the

i local team’s wings, leaving the centre

open, which afforded many =pportu-
nities for passes which proved disas-
trous to the visitors. Holmes in goal
was the weak man on the Taronto
line-up. When given plenty of time
he would stop well enough, but when

Cznadiens Late in Starting,

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WRECK SURVIVORS
TELL OF HORRORS

IN OPEN BOAT FOR HOURS
WITHOUT FOOD OR WATER,
SOME WENT MAD,

Londen, Dec. 29.—The two surviv-
ors of the Danish steamer Volmer,
who were picked up in an open boat
fifty miles to the souttiwest of the
Lizard, and landed at Newlyn by a
trawler Saturday, relate terrible ex-
periences. The Volmer was wrecked
on Thursday in the great gale which
raged in the English channel. The
crew abandoned the steamer, and one
of the boats with nine occupants was
swamped, all the men being drowned.

The second boat, with the captain
and seven others aboard, managed to
weather the heavy seas, They had no
oars and no water, and they were un-
able to obtain food from the air-tight
tank.

The chief engineer died and the
chief officer went mad. He tried to
throttle the captain. Eventually all
died or were washed overboard except
the captain and one other. They also
were washed out of the boat several
times during Thursday night, but man-
aged to scramble back,

_ They drifted until Saturday morn-
ing, suffering the agonies of thirst and
exposure. They were almost to their
necks in water and lost consciousness
from exhaustion while being dragged
through the sea into the rescuing boat.

NEW MILEAGE TO
BREAK RECORDS

THREE RAILWAYS BUILD 2700
MILES ADDITIONAL TRACK-
AGE NEXT YEAR.

_—

Winnipeg, Dec. 28—Next year will
be a record breaker in the way of con-
struction because, under present ar-
rangements, the three railway com-
panies, the Canadian Pacific, Canadian
Northern and Grand Trunk Pacific
will together build 2700 miles of ad-
ditional trackage. This will mean an
increase of 725 miles over this year's
construction work, which totalled 1,-
975 miles and was built at a cost of
nearly $30,000,000, In 1913 the three
roads will spend approximately $41,-
000,000 on new construction work.

Out of the 2700 miles of new lines
tc be constructed throughout the
prairie provinces and British Columbia
next year, the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way alone will build between 1,000
and 1,100 miles of additional trackage,
and the balance will be the work of
the Canadian Northern and Grand
Trunk Pacific. One of the chief un-
dertakings of the Canadian Pacific will
be the double tracking of the main
line between Brandon and Calgary.

American
gulls are regular «nvoy: as far as
the English Channel, where they quit
the eastward-bounder to catch on to a
westward-bounder. The English gulls,
which are different, with black feet,
yellow beaks and gray-white wings
and backs, convoy liners over and
back in the same way. The ills like

“The first time I caught any birds
there were nineteen of them, [ fed
them and turned them loose, but they
all settled to roost in a coii hanging
from the derrick boom.

FUEL CONSUMPTION
OF MOTOR VESSELS

In a recent number of Denmark
Abroad, of Copenhagen, there are pub-
lished extracts from the ship and en-
gine journal of the Diesel motor ves-
sel Selandia, which some time ago
completed its first round trip to the
East. Following the extracts, the re-
view states: The weather, especially
on the return voyage, was unfavorable
and the ship had full eargo both out
and back. A steamer of the same size
and running at the same speed would
use three-fourths more coal, so that
the fuel consumption is much cheaper
for motor ships than for steamers, es-
pecially for those motor ships that ecan
obtain their oil supply near the source
of production. .\side from this. mo-
tor ships have a further advantage in
that they can carry fuel sufficient for
a distance four times greater than a

in their bottom tanks, g0 that they oh-
tain more cargo room and save the
time that it takes to run to ports to
take on coal. Tn spite of the fact that
the Selandia made a trip to London
and remained there several days, jt
made the vovage to the East and back
in less than four months, which is
quicker than ary other of the East
Adriatic steamers has ever made this
trip.

PRESIDENT - ELECT WILSON
SAYS LEGITIMATE BUSINESS

NEEDN'T FEAR,

Staunton, Va, Dec. 29.—Referring
to possible changes in legislative poli-
cy, Governor Wilson in a spceclh at
his birthday banquet here last night,
said there was no reason for legiti-
mately conducted business to fear any-
thing from him. He added, with a
smile:

“l haven't got my gun out ‘for any-
body.

really to find out what 1 did actually
say. I have been uttering, so far as [
know, nothing but the original doc-
trines of liberty as understood in
America, and those doctrines have no-
where been better understood or het-
ter illustrated than in this ancient
commonwealth of Virginia.”

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MAYOR DROUIN O
5T, CHARLES WORK

HAS HAD A TALK WITH MIN-
ISTER PELLETIER AND
PRAISES THE PROJECT.

A Chronicle reporter called upon
[ Mayor Drouin Saturday and asked
{ His Worship if he had had an inter-
view with Hon. L, P, Pelletier regard-
ing the works to be carried on in the
River St. Charles.

His Worship replied that he had,
and had been pleased to hear from Hon
{ L. P. Pelletier that tenders had been
called for the construction of a dam
{in the-River St. Charles and that the
| latter's intention was to see that the
Iwr;rks were proceeded with with the
greatest possible diligence,

“The Postmaster-General,” remark-
ed the Mayor, “explained that the de-
|lay for calling for tenders could not
be attributed to the Government, but
was due to the fact that the plans and
specifications had not been quite com-
pleted. Further work was made on
the plans, which were modified so as
to give a depth of 17 feet on the St.
Charles River, instead of 14 to 15 feet
as appeared in the first place. )

“The construction of this dam is a
very important improvement, as it
will develop the course of the River
St. Charles for the timber and coal
trades, and for the factories, ete., and
will certainly aid in making it a centre
for trade and industry.

New Railway Bridge.

“Moreover the construction of this
dam guarantees us the construction of
a bridge between Quebec and Limoi-
Ilou for the Great Northern and Que-
bec & Lake St, John trains as well as
for the electric cars, and besides that
a passage far vehicles and pedestrians,
which will give a new outlet between
that part of Quebec and Limoilou.
That bridge will be erected over the
dam and the barrage of the river will
be its base. This also is a guarantee
that our new market, which is almost
completed, will be satisfactorily
operated.

“I am aware, from conversations [
have had with Hon. Mr. Pelletier, that
| the latter held out for the draining of
| the St. Charles River and, like myself,
appears satisfied to see this affair
| settled.

Finish Walls Promenade,

“In this interview I came to an un-
derstanding with Hon. Mr. Pelletier,
that in the subsidies the sum of $20,-
000 would be placed to continue the
promenade over the city walls, as
planned by Lord Grey when he was
| Governor-General of Canada. This
improvement would add considerably
{to the other attractions in the upper
part of the city.

“We also referred to the entrance
of the Transcontinental into Quebec,
|and at present the Government is hav-
| ing conferences with the railway com-
panies, regarding the Union Station
in Quebec. This other question has
also been the object of Hon. Mr. Pel-
letier's special attention, and we have
frequently spoken together about the
| matter, as Hon. Mr. Pelletier is very
| anxious to see the project carried out,
[and from the information given me
{ by Hon. Mr. Pelletier it will be one
| of the largest buildings in Quebec and
will be of unquestionable importance
tand considerably aid in developing the
city. These conferences between the
Government and the railway com-
panies are not yet concluded, but 1
have reason to believe that the work
is practically decided upon, which
should be realized in the near future,
so as to allow of the works being
commenced next spring.

Fine New Post Office,

“The works of enlarging the Quebec
Post Office will soon be commenced,
the tenders have been received and
the contract will be awarded in a few
days, and according to the plans,
which I had the pleasure of seeing,
Quebec will have one of the hand-
somest post offices in the Dominion,

“As regards the harbor improve-
ments, they have been left entirely in
the hands of the Harbor Commission
and as the activity of its President,

| Mr. Price, is well known, it is to be

presumed that there will be no delay
in carrying them out. Hon. Mr, Pel-
letier assured me that the Commis-
sion would get all the money it re-
quired to carry out any works it un-
dertook, and Mr. Pelletier hopes, like
myself, that these works will be soon
commenced.”
