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Louisville, Sept. 24.—Passengers from Atlan­
ta report all quiet. Portions of the city are 
being destroyed, the lumbar from the dwellings 
being used to construct camps. The rebel 
army are swinging around to cover the Atlanta 
and West Point Railroad, and to prevent our 
advance on Mobile.

Governor Brown of Georgia has offered Gen. 
Sherman propositions for peace, notwithstand­
ing the assertions of Eastern correspondents to 
the contrary.

Washington, Sept. 25.—The Postmaster at 
Newham in communicating to the Post Office 
Department the fact of the capture and of the 
destruction of the steamer Fawn by rebels, 
says that the steamer was fired and the mails de­
stroyed.

Washington, Sept. 24.—Commodore Parker 
of the Potomac flotilla, communicates the fol­
lowing :—On the night of the 16th one of the 
boats of the U,S. steamer Ourrytuck was fired 
into from the shore. The fire was promptly re­
turned.

There are about 6500 prisoners confined at 
Point Lookout, Md. Twenty refugees crossed 
the river from the Virginia shore and succeeded 
iu reaching that place. Some of them are from 
Richmond, and Bay the news of Early’s first de- ' 
feat had caused the greatest consternation.

The rebel officers brought to Washington to- 
day, from Point Lookout, to be transferred to 
Northern prisons, will not believe that Sheridan 
has achieved the victories proclaimed in official 
despatches.

Six pay-masters, under a heavy escort, started 
or Sheridan’s army this morning.

New York, Sept. 24.—By the airivalofthe 
steamer Albany, via Fort Monroe, wo have N.C. 
dates to the 22d. A flag of truce recently 
brought into Newbern a large number of refu­
gees, many of whom belong to the first families 
of the State, who are on their way North, having 
lost all confidence in the Confederate cause 
since the fall ot Atlanta. Among the number 
was the wife of the Rebel General Martin.

The Wilmington and Weldon Railroad adver­
tises a dividend of 10 per cent.

Philadelphia, Sept. 25 —During the past week 
tho U.S. Christian Commission sent forward 
about 25 delegates and 247 gigantic boxes of 
battle-field stores ; for the relief of the wounded 
in Gen. Sheridan’s army.

New York, Sept. 25.—The Brooklyn White 
Lead Works, Water street, were burned this af­
ternoon, involving a loss of $100,000. Partly 
insured. Tha fire is supposed to have been 
caused by spontaneous combustion. The Roman 
Catholic Church corner of York and Jay streets 
was fired by the cinders and somewhat damaged 
It was full at the time ; but nobody was injured. 
The packing box factory of Wm. L. Torry, 
Sedgwick street, Brooklyn, was also burned this 
morning. Loss $66,000. Mainly insured.

New York, September 26th..—To Major-Gen. 
Dix —Despatches from Sheridan up to eleven 
o’clock on Saturday night, dated six miles south 
of New Market, have been received. He 
had driven the enemy from Mount Jackson 
without being able to bring on a general en. 
gagement. The enemy were moving rapidly 
and he had no cavalry to hold them. Torbet 
had attacked Wickham’s force at Laray and 
captured a number of prisoners. Sheridan 
found rebel hospitals in all the town from Win­
chester to New Market, and was eighty miles 
from Martinaburg. Twenty pieces of artillery 
were captured at Fisher’s Hill, together with 
eleven hundred prisoners, a large amount of 
ammunition, caissons, limbers, fee., and a large 
quantity of entrenching tools, small arms, fee. 
hlo list of the captured material has been- re­
ceived. The small town through the Valley 
have a great many of the rebel wounded. Gen 
Stevens reports the arrival at Harper's Ferry of 
a train of our wounded ; twenty xaptured guns 
and eighty additional captured officers. Brecken- 
ridge has gone to take command of the rebel de. 
partment of the south west.

Despatches,received here this morning from 
Sherman’s command stats that Hood appears te 
be moving towards the Alabama Line, 
strong force of rebel raiders were reported to be 
operating against Sherman’s communications 
and had captured Athens, Alabama. Vigorous 
evertions are being made to overtake and des­
troy his force. Jeff Davis is reported to be at 
Macon.

Reports have also been received frem Major- 
General Canby. General Steele had been 
strongly reinfsreed and had taken the offen­
sive.

Despatches from General Grant, dated ten 
o’clock last night, report no military operations. 

Signed, E. M. Stanton.
Chicago, Sept. 24th.—Tha Memphis Bulletin 

of yesterday publishes on what it regards as 
reliaole authority, the substance of a despatch 
received at Holy Springs, announcing tne un­
conditional surrender of Mobile to oar gun­
boats. No dates are givpn. The gunboats ap­
proached the city so close they could have cap­
tured it withont difficulty.

Louisville, Sept. 25th.—On Friday part of 
Forrest’s forces, about 4000 strong, crossed the 
Tennessee River at Bates Landing, in Perry Co., 
Tenn. His whole force is estimated at 8000 men, 
with 10 guns. Col. Campbell and garrison, at 
Athens, Ga., were attacked by a large force of 
rebels and after a severe fight of 2 hours dura­
tion, were forced to surrender. A detachment of 
300 men sent from Decatur to reinforce the 
garrison, are reported to have been captured 
after an obstinate engagement.

St. Louis, Sept. 25ib.—Joe Shelby’s rebel 
cavalry are said to be 4000 or 5000 strong and 
occupied Fredericktown, 20 miles east of Pilot 
Knob yesterday. Shelby’s designs are not yet 
developed.

Gen. Ewing commandant of the Distict of 
St. Louis, took a brigade of A. J. Smith’s troops 
down last night and otherwise prepared to meet 
the enemy. Pilot Knob is weh fortified.

When Price crossed the Arkansas River some 
days since at least a part of his forces moved 
towards Batesville evidently with the design of 
joining Shelby in north-eastern Arkansas, and 
with their combined commands invade Missouri 
from the south-east. The force at Frederick­
town is doubtless the advance of the column 
which is estimated to be 10,000 to 12,000 strong. 
Gen. Mower, with part of the 16th corps, left 
Brownsville, on the Duvall’s Bluff and Little 
Rock Railroad, a few days ago, going north, and 
Shelby will soon have to look sharply after his 
rear. The situation will probably develope it­
self in a few days.

Second Despatch—St. Louis, September 25 th. 
It is now said that Price has entered Missouri 
with forces estimated at thirty thousand strong.

The Confederation Scheme.—We print to­
day a circular sent from Quebec by post on 
Saturday, and telegraphed this morning through­
out tho Province. Its object is to explain as much 
as the official gentlemen choose to make clear of 
their intentions, and of the arrangements they 
made at Charlottetown. We cannot say that 
we have read this document with much profit in 
regard to augmented information. The points 
raised, but which do not seem to have been re­
solved even in a provisional manner, are just 
such as occur on the first blush of the sub­
ject to every one who thinks upon the matter at 
all—just such as have been discussed over and 
over again whenever any occasion has given rise 
to dissatisfaction with the actual political situa­
tion of the Province. We think that most of them 
received some attention at the meeting of the 
League, held at Kingston after the passage of 
the Rebellion Losses bill, and were written of 
in the newspapers of that day with nearly 
or quite as much perspicuity as we find them 
dealt with in this manifesto, if that be the 
right word for a piece of writing which mani­
fests nothing. We do not say this, be it re­
marked, as implying censure upon any one. 
Nothing, we conclude, has been done, and there­
fore it would be very unreasonable to expect a 
history. Bat, as public commentators, it be- . 
comes our duty to digest, sum up, and bring 
into compact shape utterances of the formal 
kind, which, from being issued at circumlocu­
tion offices, have perhaps the unavoidable mis­
fortune of being rather roundabout than straight­
forward. People who see an official protocol 
of a couple of columns in length, like, if that be 
possible, to learn in the shorter and more direct 
style, which is affected by able editors, what it 
all means. It is in pursuance of this duty that wo 
are obliged on this occasion to answer—nothing.
No doubt the same frankness with which 
this paper has been communicated may on 
some future opportunity furnish us with 
something more substantial on which to 
gratify our curiosity and exercise our 
judgments. But that time can hardly come un­
til after the meeting of the Conference at Quebec 
in October. We believe that if the delegates 
from the different Provinces can arrive at any 
agreement among themselves at that time, it is 
intended that the Legislatures of the Lower 
Provinces shall be assembled immediately, in or­
der that it may be seen- whether the settlement 
of our internal difficulties, in the form of a gene­
ral Confederation, will receive the assent of 
those other Provinces, and what is the price that 
we are to pay and they to receive, in order to in­
duce their acquiescence. Iu the meantime the 
people of Canada would no doubt feel greatly 
interested in knowing what are the ideas of our 
own legislators with regard to that part of the 
scheme which particularly affects ourselves. We 
ail knew before that if there is to he a union of 
the B.N.A. Provinces, it must consist for the pre­
sent of three sections—namely, “Upper Canada i 
“ Lower Canada ; and the Maritime Provinces,
“ coming into the union either collectively or se- 
“ parately. ’’ It was hardly worth while to go to 
Charlottetown to suggest that But is it to be 
“collectively or separately 7”—that is the point on 
which people are somewhat anxious to hear the 
suggestions which may have been made. We 
know too that the country may have one name, 
may be called Acadia, or Canada, or anything 
else, and just in the same way we must admit as 
very solemn truths the existence of all the other 
hypotheses and potentialities which are placed 
before ns. Also we presume that no one has very 
seriously doubted that the Federal Government 
would be constituted as our separate govern­
ments now are. Of points possessing real im 
portance, because there may be difference of 
opinion, founded upon material and obvious in­
terests, three only are touched on in a manner 
that looks like the conveyance of information 
The first is that Lower Canada will insist that 
“ all judicial and legal matters—in fact the 
“ whole body of Civil and Municipal Law,
“ with the exception of Criminal Law 
“ must be vested in the local Legislatures 
This is not very clearly expressed even in words, 
and, with all its positiveness, leaves us in doubt, 
on very important particulars. Are the Civil 
Judges to be ail chosen by the Lower Canada 
Legislature, or, what would be the same thing, 
by the Lower Canadian Executive, dependent 
upon the Legislature ? The second is a sug­
gestion with no alternative hypothesis, and 
which we must, therefore, take as being admitted, 
viz., that provision should be made for the edu­
cational interests of the minority in each sec­
tion. Thirdly. It seems to have been suggest­
ed, also without alternatives, and, therefore, 
admitted, that the Federal Government should 
raise all the revenues required for all the Go­
vernments ; but that a large portion of them 
should be handed over to the local governments 
to he spent as they please upon local purposes. 
This last idea is an unquestionable novelty, and 
it involves considerations which require very 
careful attertion, in order to understand its 
bearings. Besides the above observations, which 
strike us on reading the document on which we 
are commenting, we may remark the omission 
from it of a«y of those guarantees for the citizen 
of any part of the Confederation, in any other 
part—such as freedom of opinion, worship, 
trade, fee.—which are to be found in the consti­
tution of the United States, and were intended 
to create a common nationality throughout the 
Federal territory there.

Archdeacon 
Gilson, who selected as lis text,Romans I, 15th 
verse : —“3o, as much as in me is, I am 
“ ready to preach tho Gospel to you that 
“ are at Rome also.” The discourse was 
delivered with tho Archdeacon’s well known 
earnest eloquence, and was in every way appro­
priate to the occasion, some solemn instruction 
and advice being given to those about to be or­
dained.

His Honor, Mr. Justice Taschereau, said that 
the last four items being withdrawn he had only 
to deal with tha others. Accordingly, after 
mentioning that down to the period of the quar­
rel between Mr. Bradshaw and thé Bank, the di­
rectors of the latter bad uniformly been highly 
satisfied with the conduct of their manager at 
Quebec, who with the allotment of a capital of 
£10,000, had in seven years and a half reilized 
profits to the extent of £54,000, he proceeded 
to discuss the items on which the Bank still 
based its claim. On the three first items ot com­
plaint he expressed no doubt that the advances 
had been in tho regular course of business On 
that one relating to the advances made to Wil­
son, he said that he had exercised a great deal of 
thought and doubt, whether Wilson’s testimony 
was credible in itself, or made so by the corrob­
oration of other witnesses. There was no doubt 
that Bradshaw had been a partner iu a steam­
boat speculation with Wilson, and that in be­
coming his partner he had acted improperly. 
Still that gave tho Bank no legal hoid upon 
him, though it doubtless would have furnished 
ample reason for his discharge. Was he to be­
lieve the further siatement of Wilson, that the 
release which Bradshaw gave him at the end of 
their transaction was obtained upon payment 
made with the proceeds of these drafts. That 
was Wilson’s statement ; but after examining 
all the evidence, bis Honor came to the conclu­
sion that no such proof had bean made. The 
judgment set out that considering Mr. Bradshaw 
bad had fail discretion to discount and advance 
money ; that he regularly presented his accounts 
showing tho transactions now complained of; 
that it was the policy of the Bank to be liberal at 
Qtehec, and even at its chief office, as was in­
stanced by its enormous advances to the G. T. 
Railway, G.W. Railway, S. Zimmerman, &e., 
that the Quohpc and Lake Superior Mining Com. 
Pany was a chartered corperation, still existing 
and not proved to he insolvent ; that the Bank 
approved of the advances to it, and that the de. 
fendant did not undertake to do more for the 
bank than to pay his instalment due to the Com­
pany whereby the bank might obtain payment ; 
that the transaction was in good faith and in the 
ordinary course of business ; that the discounts 
and advances to McKay were also regular, Me. 
Kay having been an excellent customer of the 
bank, and having disconuted with that institution 
to thé amount of $34,227, acd was at the time 
solvent, and subsequently after a fue which des 
troyed all his property' bad made a compromise 
with the bank without Mr Bradshaw’s consent ; 
considering that the advances made to the G. T. 
Telegraph Company ‘ were also made in re­
gular course and far the purpose of seeming an 
advantageous business, and that the Company 
according to evidence was still solvent ; and 
considering that Wilson had a great interest 
in the suit and that the evidence was not corro­
borated, but on the contrary contradicted iu im­
portant particulars ; and that it was reasonable 
to believe that liberality was shown him in order 
to secure his business, especially as the successor 
to Mr. Bradshaw as manager of the bank advanc­
ed Wilson at different times $144 921, and that 
the Directors of the Bank had known and ap­
proved of Mr. Bradshaw’s management including 
these transactions ; therefore, and for other iea- 
sons not given above, but chiefly an amplica­
tion of those we have cited the court dismissed 
tha action with costs.

The manner in which the Local Legislatures 
should fce constructed, affords scope for debate. 
There are these who advocate for each section 
two Legislative Chambers, while others prefer 
one Chamber. Some are for an Executive Go­
vernment responsible as at present to the Legis­
lature ; while others are in favour of the Lieut­
enant Governors and other Chief Officials being 
elected by the people. It woulch of course be 
desirable’that all the Local Governments should 
be constituted on some uniform plan ; but this 
does not seem absolutely essential, in the event 
of serious variance oi opinion arising.

As to the powers and duties to be committed 
to the Local Governments, there is also room for 
much discussion. Manifestly, however, Lower 
Canada will insist that a’l judicial and legal 
matters—in fact the whole body of Civil and 
Municipal Law, with the exception of Criminal 
Law—must be vested in the Local Legisla­
tures. It is equally clear that Upper Canada 
and New Brunswick will contend that the wild 
lands of the several sections should be vested in 
the Local Governments. The control of Roads, 
Bridges and Harbours—with the exception of 
International Works -of Inland Fisheries, of 
Education, of Prisons, Hospitals and Charities, 
of Agriculture, and ail other local matters would 
naturally ba committed to the Local Bodies. It 
has been suggested that provision should be 
made for the educational interests of the minor­
ity in each section.

A difficulty would manifestly arise in commit- 
ing these duties to the Local Legislatures, from 
the absence of local revenues to meet the ne­
cessary expenditure. It has been suggested 
that an allowance from tho Public Revenue 
might be distributed for Local purposes accord­
ing to population, inasmuch as the general gov­
ernment will, by the federative arrangement, be 
relieved from charges now borne by each pro­
vince, and will have absorbed all the sources of 
Revenue from which they are now defrayed.

It is very fortunate that little or no difficulty 
seems to present itself on the subject of the 
Federal Finances. On the consummaiion ofthe 
union, all the debts and assets of the several 
Provinces would of course be assumed by the 
Federal Government ; and a close examination 
of the financial position of each Province shows 
that no injustice would be inflicted by this ar- 
rangement. The debt and the annual burden 
now borne by the people of the several Provia- 
ces are pretty nearly equal, and tha public ex- 

e \hequers of all of them show a surplus. ^1

LAW lïî TELLIGESCS.
UPPER CANADA BANK vs. BRADSHAW.

We make a short synopsis of this cases and 
the judgment rendered upon it from the lengthy 
report in the Quebec Chronicle :—
f [This was an action based on alieged frauds 
ar d malfenzance in the defendant as a Bank 
maoager, and was instituted on the 12th Feb., 
1859, by the plaintiffs to recover the sum of 
$40,000 for monies of the bank which the plain­
tiff's alleged he bad, while Cashier or Manager, 
converted to his own use, and permitted to be 
drawn out of the bank in speculations in which 
he was personally interested.

The items upon which the plaintiffs Cased their 
action are the following :—
1st. Monies advanced to, or drawn 

out of the Bank by the ‘‘Quebec 
and Lake Superior Mining Com­
pany” between Oct., 1853, and

The four last heads were not insisted upon 

which limited the case to the first four sums 
amounting to $30,972.10.

The pretension ot the plaintiffs was, with re­
spect to the first item, that the defendant was a 
shareholder in the Quebec and Lake Superior 
Mining Company, and was indebted for unpaid 
instalments , that in order to avoid paying his 
instalments, he advanced tho Company the mo­
nies of the Bank, and that the amount so drawn 
was lost by the Baak.

The same pretension was urged with respect 
to the second item, the defendant being a Share­
holder and a Director of the Canada Grand 
Trunk Telegraph Company, and indebted to it 
for unpaid instalments.

With regard to ths third item, the plaintiffs 
alleged that the defendant granted Mr. McKay 
discounts, in consequence of being at the time 
indebted to him, or about to become indebted to 
him, for paintiog and papering his house in St. 
Louis street, and that owing to Mr. McKay sub­
sequently becoming insolyent the balance claim­
ed was lost to the Bank.

With respect to the advances to John Wilson, 
the plaintiffs alleged that the defendant discount­
ed notes, and allowed John Wilson to overdraw ; 
that he was a partner with John Wilson iu the 
purchase of certain steamboats, and that to re­
lieve himself from liability as to the losses sus­
tained by these steamboats,—the amount was so 
advanced to Wilson.

The defendant denied every one of tb'se char­
ges, and alleged that all the above advances 
were made in the oruinary course of the business 
of the Bank, and not at all with a view to his 
own interest. That the plaintiffs were regularly 
male acquainted with the whole of these advan­
ces as they were made, by weekly statements, 
regularly sent np to the Directors. That the Di­
rectors, several times throughout the seven and 
a half years which he acted as Manager, and 
down to the moment of his leaving the service 
of the Bank, expressed their entire approval of 
his management of their confidence in his pru- 
dence and ability, and their agreeable surprise 
at the immense a nount of business and large 
profits he had secured to the Bank—which had 
thsn been but a short time established in Quebec ;

Quebec, 23rd Sept. 1864.
A good deal of public interest is felt as to the 

recent vist of Members, of the Canadian Govern­
ment to the Maritime Provinces. People are anx­
ious to know the nature of the Feder vtive scheme 
brought under tha attention of tbe Charlotte­
town Conference—the reception it received 
from the maratime delegates — and the 
probabilities of its being acceptable to 
the several Provinces. But little reserve 
is now necessary as to tha proceedings oi the 
Conference or as to the general scope of tha 
scheme of Federation now under “consideration 
It is only as to details which have yet to be dis­
cussed and determined and as to which diversi­
ties of opinion may arise among the numerous 
contracting parlies, that reserve is expedient 
The measure cannot ha framed from any one 
point of view ; it must ba a work of compromise 
Objections from;East, West and Centre will have 
to De debated and overcome ; and it would be 
manifestly unwise and injurious to give publi­
city to details that circumstances may here­
after cause to be modified or abandoned.

Thus far all the proceedings of the Canadian 
Government have been entirely unofficial and 
informal. The Provinces of Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick and Prince Edward’s Island, had 
agreed to hold a Conference at Charlottetown, 
the Capital of Prince Edward's Island, to con­
sider the propriety of uniting their/ortunes un­
der one Government and Legislature. The Cana­
dian Government sought leave to attend that 
Conference, for the purpose of inviting the at­
tention of the Delegates to the larger question of 
a Federative Union of all the British North 
American Provinces, Consent was atonco given 
and on the first day of the Conference the Cana­
dian deputies presented themselves at Charlotte 
town, and were most cordially received. The 
Government of Newfoundland was not represent 
ed in the Conference, but communications from 
it have been received, heartily sympathizing 
with the movement, and expressing a desire to 
take part in any tuture proceedings.

The Conference commenced its deliberations 
on Thursday the 1st September, and continued 
to sit daily at Charlottetown until the 8th, when 
am adjournment took place to Saturday the 10th 
at tbe City of Halifax, On Friday, the members of 
the Con'erence left Charlottetown, in the Ca­
nadian Steamer Queen Victoiia, for the town of 
Piotou, in the Province of Nova Scotia. At 
Pictou the party separated—a portion going by 
the Steamer to Halifax and tho remainder over­
land. The latter, after examining the coal- 
works of Pioi ou, proceeded the same day, by 
stage, to Truro. On Saturday morning, they 
went by railway to the gold-fields, and. examin­
ed the Extensive and successful Quartz-crushing 
establishment of the German Gold Mining Com­
pany ; and then proceeded to Halifax, where 
they arrived in time to re-open the sittings ofthe 
Conference. On Monday the discussions were 
continued, and in the evening the subject of Fe­
deration was presented to the citizens at a 
Public Dinner given in honor of ihe Delegates 
On the morning of Wednesday the 14th, the De­
legates proceeded by Railway to Windsor, and 
from thence by Steamer to St. John, the Com­
mercial Metropolis of N;w Brunswick. The ad­
vantages of Federation were there again present­
ed at a public entertainment given to the Dele, 
gates. On Thursday, the members of the 
Conference and their Canadian visitors went up 
by the St. John river route to Fredericton, the 
Seat of Government of New Brunswick. On 
Friday, they returned to St. John, and the party 
there separated. The Canadian Delegates, the 
same night, went by Railway to Shediao, where 
their Steamer awaited them. . A quick run up 
the St. Lawrence brought tbe Cauadiau Dele­
gates to Quebec on Monday the 19th Septem­
ber.

The proceedings of tbe conference were con­
ducted with closed doors ; but it is understood 
that the question of union in all its bearings 
was fully debated, and the conclusion unani­
mously arrived at that a confederation of the 
British North American Colonies would be 
highly advantageous to all the Provinces, pro­
vided equitable terms of union could be agreed; 
upon. No insurmountaole obstacles were en 
encountered ; and a formal Conference of the 
Governments of Canada, Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick, Newfoundland and Prince Edward’s 
Island has been summoned by His Excellency 
the Governor General, to meet at Quebec on the 
10th October, for the purpose of ascertaining 
formally whether the details of a scheme of con­
federation, acceptable to all, can be arranged.

The Canadian Delegates were deeply impress­
ed by the great material resources and the 
gratifying industrial prosperity of the Maritime 
Provinces. There is not one of them who does 
not subscribe heartily to the conclusions arrived 
at by the Oouference, that a federation of all 
the Provinces would be highly advantageous.

Thus far nothing definite as to the details of 
the scheme have been agreed upon ; notwith­
standing the discussions of the last three weeks 
every point will be open to unfettered inquiry 
by the Quebec Conference. No one, however, 
could have failed to gather from the newspapers 
of the Lower Provinces, the general outlines of 
the scheme under consideration at Charlotte­
town.

It appears to have been suggested that the 
Confederation might consist tor the present of 
three sections—namely : Up .er Canada ; Lower 
Canada; and the Maritime Provinces, coming in­
to the union either collectively- or seperately ; 
and that provisions might be made for the ad­
mission into the union hereafter on equitable 
teims ofthe North West Territory, British Col­
umbia and Vancouver. The whole Country 
might have one name, say Canada or Acadia.

It appears to have been suggested that each 
of the Provinces should have a Local Legisla­
ture and Executive, charged with the control ot 
all local matters ; and that in a General Legisla­
ture and Executive should be vested the control 
of affairs common to the whoie Country. Jt 
seems to have been hela as indisputable that 
the functions of the General and Local Govern­
ments, and the subjects delegated to each, must 
be be clearly defined in the Constitution so as to 
prevent collision and give security for local in­
terests—the whole to be embodied in an Act of 
the Imperial Parliament.

In regard to the constitution of the General 
or Federal Legislature, tbe representation in the 
Lower House must be based on population, and 
that of the Upper House on sectional equality. 
The mode of selecting the members of the Up­
per House is a fertile subject of discussion. Some 
favour election for a term of yeais by the people- 
others prefer to have their election vested in "the 
Local Legislatures ; while others again advo­
cate their appointment for life by tho Crown 
upon the advice ot the Ministry of the day. The 
solution may be found in a compromise of these 
views,

The Federal Government wouldfce constituted 
as now—the Representative of the Crown being 
advised by an administration possessing tho con­
fidence of Parliament.

To the Federal authority thus constituted 
would obviously be committed all questions of 
Trade, Navigation, Currency, Banking, General 
Taxation, Bankruptcy and Criminal Law. It 
would have control of the Milita and Defence 
of Goinagf, Weights and Measures, Light-houses’ 
Kea Fisheries, Letters Patent and Copyright 
Naturalization, the Census, the Postal Service’ 
Immigraiion, Intercolonial Works, &o,

The Roman Catholic Archbishop of Tuam, in 
an address at Ballymote, spoke of the present 
condition of the Irish peasant. He hoped those 
Catholics who had suspended the work ot the 
civil edifice of their rights—would return agaia 
to that work, and he trusted they would receive 
from the faithful priesthood the same reciprocal 
aid given to the priesthood in the erection of the 
temples. Some would say had they not received 
the benefit of emancipation. The people of this 
country who gave their aid to the carrying of the 
great measure of emancipatioa were a people 
depending upon the caprices ( f a few. They had 
no title to tbeir homes. This was not the posi­
tion in which they should be. Even on the pre­
vious day he had witnessed them at two or three 
stations. Their ears were assailed by the cries 

X. of people sending their children away. They 
had no alternative save the gloomy anticipation 
of the workhouse, from which all the charities 
of life, save those dispensed by the ministers of 
religion, were gone, or to be drafted abroad into 
suicidal armies, in which they were sure to be 
slaughtered—while the virtue of the fair daugh­
ters of Ireland, which at home was like the pure 
flower of the mountain, was destroyed. Was 
this a condition of the people which any class, 
acd especially the priesthood, could view with 
indifference ? They might be told there were 
many social reasons for these evils of which they 
complained. But, at all events, there was no 
reason to close the mouths of the clergy against 
manifest injustice. It was unjust that a whole 
nation should have bo hold whatever upon the 
soil on which they lived. That was a state of 
things unknown in any well-conditioned country. 
Be should say that there were scenes of oppres­
sion enacted which should make all who had any 
pait in them blush.

Pius IX. on Popular Education__Pius IX.
has addressed a brief to the Archbishop of Fri- 
burg respecting the new law on primary 
schools in the Duchy of Baden, His Holiness 
begins by stating ihat he has heard with much 
sorrow that measures are preparing which 
greatly imperil the education of the young, by 
withdrawing them “from the salutary discipline 
and the vigilance of tha Catholic Church ” 
Pius IX. states, however, that he is at the same 
time “overwhelmed with joy” to find the Arch­
bishop fighting as vigorously as ever for the 
faith. The brief continues—Uf a truth no one 
can be ignorant that the deplorable condition 
to which society finds itself, has its source in 
the baneful machinations employed to withdraw 
from public educational establishments, and even 
from the bosoms of families, the holy religion of 
Christ, his doctrine of salvation. But this detes­
table mode of teaching, separated from tthe Ca­
tholic faith and the power of the church, is a 
source of evil to private individuals and society. 
Wheu the teaching of letters and sciences and 
tho education which tha upper classes of society 
obtain at the public schools are alone concerned. 
Who does not see that the same method will 
produce math more baneful results if it is ap­
plied to the popular schools? The brief conclu­
des by congratulating the archbishop upon the 
energetic opposition he has manifested to the re­
form of the popular schools in Baden, and im­
plores God to assist him and his faithful coadju­
tors in their struggles “for the cause of the Holy 
Church.”

AFFAIRS IN HOLLAND.

The success of the liberal party in the recent 
elections in Holland has already been recorded 
The following explanation by the correspondent 
of the Daily News, will be read with interest :

“It speaks .veil for the liberal party that they 
have been able to frustrate the multifarious at­
tempts made by the retrogressionists aod the 
church party to force tne ministerial portfolios 
from the hands of their present possessors. Dur­
ing the recent elections these two parties, con­
cluded a disreputable alliance for the purpose of 
getting a coalition ministry into power, M. 
Groen, the chief of the orthodox party, is one of 
the most able politicians in the country, and at 
the same time the most unscrupulous. According 
to his political ritual, the church and the state 
are one ; and as M Thorbecke’s educational law, 
which is already effecting go mijeh good, is based 
on the common sense principle of excluding from 
the education secured for the people by ihes'ate 
a.l interférence on the part of the clerical teach­
ers ot religious denominations, M. Green sum­
moned his subalterns, and commenced an un­
sparing crusade agaiust the ‘Godless Education 
Bill.’ When, however, the muster-roll was cafl- 
ed, the whole party was found insufficient for the 
purposes contemplated by its chief, and he there­
fore invited the huugriest office-seekers to accept 
his patronage on securing for them the suffrages 
of the faithful sons of the eharch. The only con­
dition he imposed was that when he brought in 
his motion for the repeal of the Education Bill, 
they should record their votes iu support of it. 
In no country in tho world are there settled so 
many of the sons of Levi, "in proportion to the 
whole population, as in the Netherlands. In the 
capital alone they number 4,000. Since 1806, 
the legislature of the Netherlands has always 
provided for the education of the people ; and of 
course there have always been partisans who 
wished to make the population learn Christiani­
ty through the medium of state education, as 
bitter pills are conveyed in a sugar plum. But 
M. Groen desires to force not merely religion 
down the throats of the state's pupils, but the re­
ligion of his own peculiar church—the Reformed 
Cnurch of the Netherlands—to the utter exclu­
sion of the tenets of Jews, Turks, Greeks, or infi­
dels. Such an educational law would drive 
from the state schools (the beat in the country) 
the children of all whose parents were not mem­
bers ofthe Reformed Church of the Netherlands. 
For a time it was feared that M. Thorbecke 
would find in the coalition a very formidable oh- 
stacle in the path of his policy. The clergy, 
while they were taking the pay of the state for 
teaching the people from their pulprits, at the 
bidding of a religious political faction went 
amongst the people, as the Roman Catholic 
priests more recently did in Belgium, to see that 
they signed the voting papers tor the men of the 
orthodox party. And yet, as in Belgium, when 
accounts are at last made up, it is found that in 
spile of all these manœuvres the liberal minist­
ers have considerably out-distanced their oppo­
nents. It is time, however, that the clergy of 
the professedly liberal Church ofthe Netherlands 
should cease to vituperate the clergy of the Bel­
gian Church of Rome for their interference 
political stratagems ; for between Calvinistio 
parsons in Holland and Romish priests iu Bel­
gium, there is but the difference between sjx and 
half a dozen.

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Immensb Increase: :n French Tradb.—The 
Paris correspondent of the Times records vari­
ous circumstances showing the large increase 
in all departments of trade in France. The re­
tail trade in Paris has never been more brisk. 
Gunmakers, who during the spring months had 
sufficient to do to supply the orders of their 
sporting customers, are now equally busy in 
manufacturing revolvers for Russia and Italy. 
The Paris clockmakers have lately brought out 
an article iu bronze which is in great, request for 
the United States. Opticians are working for 
England and Germany, and musical instrument 
makers for Italy and Russia. Gold and silver 
smiths, who had a long dead season, are now 
prospe ons, and the imitators of jewellery sup­
ply a large quantity for export to Spain. Imi- 
taiion of coral set in copper gilt finds a ready 
sale in Algeria ; and ornaments for the arms 
ears, and nose are manufactured iu Paris iu 
large quantities tor Southern Africa. The ca­
binet-makers of Faubourg St. Antoine have or­
ders on hand which it will require several 
months to complete. The trade of leather-dress­
ing and sadlery has Improved greatly since the 
arrival of Rmperor Maximilian in Mexico. 
Woolcombers and spinners have increased their 
affairs by the improvement of their machinery, 
which enables them to compete successfully 
with cotton-spinner?, since the civil war in 
America so enormously increased the price of 
the raw material. Some woollen manufacturers 
new beast that they can undersell the English 
manufacturer. Chocolate-makers have a supsr- 
abundance of orders to execute. W bile a num­
ber of paper-manufacturers oppose the reduc­
tion of the duty ou the export of rags, an assem­
bly was held to adopt measures for the pre- 
seivatiou of the same article, of which 
a great quantity i3 suffered to go to 
oss. Establishments have been tormed 
or the collection, sorting, and wash­

ing rags, which, will assume considerable 
importance. Ons of these occupies eight hund­
red male and female workpeople, while the rags 
suited for the manufacture of caper exported 
from France to Engl nd during the first six 
months of the present year amounted to 860 - 
OOOf, the rags imported into France are esti- 
timated at 938,OOOf. The works which are be­
ing constructed at Mommartre and at La Villette 
for the preparation of rags will lead to a prac­
tical result. Tho iron works are unusually 
busy. One great house has more orders on its 
books than it can execute within two years. 
Several machines are being constructed fur the 
canals. The Brazilian Government has sent 
large orders for metal work. The necessity for 
executingjiron bridges obliges the men in one 
factory to work extra hours. Riband frames 
are being executed for Prussia, and silk frames 
for Lyons. A vast number of small bells hare 
been ordered by the directors of Italian rail­
roads. In the first seven months of the present 
year the value of the merchandise exported 
amounted 1,703 000,000f, In 1863 it was un­
der 1,431,000,OOOf, in 1862 under 1,231,000, 
000f., and in 1831 nnder 1,091,000,000ft The
