Eastern Townships Constituen­
cies Have a Varying Number 
of People Who Will Vote in 
Federal Election.

Refusal by a Canton Steamship

Who Have Infested Delta and 
Neighborhood Caused Attack.

HONG KONG, June 21.—Pirates 
boarded a Chinese steamship in 
the Pearl River delta yesterday, 
killing three men and looting the 
cargo. Disguised as Nationalist 
Government army officers nine pas­
sengers suddenly overpowered the 
armed guards, shooting those wno 
resisted.

Refusal by a Canton steamship 
operator to pay a “protection fee” 
of 8300 to buccaneers who have in­
fested the delta and neighborhood 
of Canton caused the attack.

Taking forty Chinese passengers 
and most of the cargo with them, 
the pirates made off with the launch 
among the numerous islands of the 
delta. The passengers will be held 
for ransom. If this is delayed the 
pirates may enforce their demands 
by sending ears or fingers of their 
captives.

(Continued from cage 1) 
presentation of all the provinces in 
the Cabinet. When the late James 
Robb was replaced as Minister of 
Finance by the Hon. Charles Dun­
ning, and again when the Depart­
ment of Fisheries was separated 
from the Department of Marine 
and Fisheries, it was announced 
that these appointments would oc­
casion a further reorganization.

The appointment, therefore, of 
the Hon. W. F. Kay as Minister 
without portfolio is not to be re­
garded as a final arrangement. It 
will also be recalled that at the time 
that the separation of the Depart­
ment of Fisheries and the Depart­
ment of Marine and intimation was 
given to the effect that there would 
be transferred to the Department of 
Marine certain of the work now 
performed by other of the Govern­
ment departments, but which could 
more appropriately be placed within 
the jurisdiction of the Minister of 
Marine. The Prime Minister vvisn- 
ed it to be distinctly understood 
that with respect to the Department 
of Pensions and Health the arrange­
ment whereby Col. Ralston is to op 
acting Minister until after the elec­
tions would not be continued be­
yond the period of the elections. 
The importance of the ’egislation 
with respect to war veterans enact­
ed at the recent session rendered 
more imperative than ever the ap­
pointment of a minister charged 
with sole responsibility of the work 
of that department.

START OILING 
PROGRAMME ON 

QUEBEC ROADS
Fifty Firms Tender on Work Re­

quired for Improving Dust 
Conditions in Twenty Villages.
QUEBEC, June 21.—The popula­

tion of twenty villages in the Prov­
ince of Quebec will enjoy the com­
ing summer more than last, due 
to the decision arrived at by the 
Department of Roads to spread bit­
uminous oil on the roads in these 
villages.

Tenders received came from fifty 
firms and the contracts will not be 
awarded for a few days or perhaps 
not until the first week of July.

“Twenty villages will no longer 
have to suffer from the dust com­
ing from the automobile traffic,” 
stated J. L. Boulanger, Deputy 
Minister, in making the announce­
ment, “and our plans are to carry 
on that policy in other villages ac­
cording to the money available.”

Colonel Boulanger added that 
while this would be an improvement 
general for the residents of vil­
lages, ajid for motorists, another 
effect would be to prevent the gar­
dens along the highways from los­
ing much of their beauty and help 
the surroundings of the homes-, 
which in villages were nearer the 
highways.

“While we are proceeding with 
the oiling process, stated Colonel 
Boulanger, “we have not given up 
efforts to try to have homes pres­
ent a better appearance by the pro­
cess of painting them witlf hydrat­
ed lime, which is distributed free 
by the department. Last year there 
were 2,0'00,00!0 pounds of lime dis­
tributed and this year, judging by 
the demands so far received, it is ex­
pected that this will be exceeded. 
As a result, one going around the 
country can already notice a big 
change in the general aspect. While 
in the past houses, which were far 
from being clean in appearance 
were numerous, it will not be long 
before such places will be very 
scarce.

Premier Baxter won his seat in St. John 
County by 2,500 majority, an increase of 1,300 
over his majority in 1925.

In the rural constituencies the liquor issue 
was dominant, but in the cities, and particularly 
in St. John City and County the clear-cut issue 
was Premier Baxter's contention thst public 
ownership of the electric development was an 
exploded theory in any intelligent community.
He had decided to hand the Grand Falls de­
velopment over to practical men, with govern­
ment supervision of rates. He also promised a 
permanent and continuous policy of better road- 
building through all the main arteries of the 
province.

Spectacular issues were the defeat of Mr.
Baxter’s Minister of Agriculture and the rout of 
the leader of the Opposition who lost his seat 
in Carleton County by 1,500 adverse majority,

Hon. Peter Veniot, who resigned his seat 
in Gloucester after the defeat of his administra­
tion in 1925, and was selected as Postmaster- 
General hy Prime Minister King, saw his suc­
cessors all re-elected by increased majorities.

YESTERDAY
NEW YORK, June 21.—The 

New York Advisory Service says: 
The confusing and rather jerky 
movements, which were witnessed 
throughout the major part of Fri­
day’s session reflected its wholly 
professional nature. In and outtrad­
ing operations by floor brokers, 
coupled with a drive on wheat 
prices, has resulted in another at­
tempt on the general market struc­
ture by the vçjious bearish cliques.

DIVORCE CASES 
WILL BE TRIED 

WITHOUT JURY
In the Main, English Rules Will 

Be Followed in Ontario— 
Judges of Opinion They Have 
No Power to Exclude Press.

TORONTO, Ont., June 21.—All 
divorce cases in Ontario will be 
tried in public without a jury. Such 
was the decision of the Supreme 
Court of Ontario after a lengthy 
conference yesterday when careful 
consideration was given to the 
whole matter.

In the main, the English rules 
will be followed. One difference is 
that while one may petition for di­
vorce in England, here it becomes 
necessary to issue a writ. Follow­
ing the issuance of the writ must 
come a statement of claim and the 
affidavit of the parties swearing 
they believe the alleged facts to be 
true.

More than that, the solicitor for 
the applicant for divorce must filo 
an affidavit that he has investigat­
ed the allegations and believes there 
is no collusion. If there is collusion, 
under the rules passed yesterday, 
the solicitor is liable to be called up 
to explain why he sworn there was 
no collusion when in fact there was.

There will not be any judgment 
by default. The defendant will have 
a limited time, probably ten days, 
in which to file a defence. Defend­
ant will have to make an affidavit, 
but the defendant’s solicitor will 
not require to do so.

Nothing was said about the pres­
ence of the press at the hearing of 
applications because the judges 
were of tho opinion they had no 
power of exclusion.

Tho Attorney-General, for the 
time being, takes the place of the 
Proctor-General of England, and 
may attend the examination for dis­
covery and the trial. It is presum­
ed this will mean the creation of a 
new office in the Ontario Govern­
ment.

Under the rules an action for 
damages must go to a jury and 
therefore will have to bo tried tep- 
nrntely from the divorce action.

All present actions—-those in 
which writs have already been fil­
ed—were stayed until the rules 
promulgated from Osgoode Hall 
have been complied with.
