MINISTIRIAL EXPLANATIONS.

On the arrival of 
Hancock in the eveaing, a recoanoissauco for 
the purpose of ascertaining our exact position 
was made, and considerable skirmishing en­
sued. Only two division» of the 2nd, Biruey's 
and Gibbons, reached the field oa Wednesday 
night, Buruew who pursued another road, 
bringing up the rear and coming up at six 
o’clock. On Thursday morning the diii- 
sions of Birney and Gibbon were deployed 
in line of battle* When in proximity to the Con­
federates we bivouacked ; on the left Birney 
occupying the left of the line, and Gibbin the 
right. On Burnew’a arrival in the morning he 
was ordered into position on the left of Bir­
ney. Between five and six o'clock yesterday 
morning the enemy begau a heavy artillery lire 
on our line, enfilading it with batteries posted 
on our left, and rendering an advance for the 
occupation of the position to the rear im­
mediately necessary. Accordingly an advance 
of the 2nd and 18th corps was ordered by 
Hancock, who iu the absence of Geu. Meade 
took command of both corps. The result was 
highly successful.

Several lines of the Confederate works 
were carried at the point of the bayoueot, and 
a number of redoubts of great strength occu­
pied. 16 guns were taken and turned upon 
the enemy by the 18th corps. Col. Egan’s 
brigade of Birney’s division led the column of 
the 2nd corps, and gallantly drove the enemy 
from bis works, capturing at the same time 
two formidable redoubts, with Dwight’s and 
Getl’s batteries completely silencing the Con­
federate artillery on our left. The works were 
held until about one p.m., when the dispositions 
for a final charge upon the enemy’s last line 
were made. It was at this time that Col. Egan 
was seriously wounded in the spine ; and the 
attack was temporarily postponed. At six 
o’clock last night, however, another charge 
was made by the 2nd corps, and an advanced 
position assumed and maintained. The line 
thus occupied was at once rendered secure by 
the immediate construction of earth-works. 
At this time it is impossible to ascertain the 
extent of our losses ; but 500 will probably 
cover our total casualties.

On 
his arrival at this point, the enemy broke into 
a route, leaving tbeir dead in our bands, 20 
officers, 500 men, and 300 horses.

These operations occupied the whole of the 
day. At night I encamped at Trevilan Sia 
lion. On the morning of the 12tb, commenced 
destroying the railroad from this point to 
Loring O. H. This was thoroughly done—ties 
burnt and rails rendered unserviceable. The 
destruction of the railroad occupied until three 
o’clock of this day, when I directed Gen. Tar- 
bart to advance with his division and Gen. 
Davis’ brigade of Gen. Gregg’s division in the 
direction of Gordonsrile, and attack the en­
emy, who bad concentrated and had been rein­
forced by infantry during the night, and who 
bad constructed rifle pits at a point about five

Desultory firing was keptnp until half-past 
eight last night, when tho rattle of musketry 
and the roar of artillery commenced opposite 
Hancock’s left and Burnside's right, telling that 
we were again pushing tha enemy to the wall. 
The firing continued at intervals until after 
midnight, and at this hour, 4 p.m. Saturday, 
nothing is definitely known of the result, bnt 
it may be concluded from a number of indica­
tions that the object of the attack was accom* 
plished on the right.
