: REPORTS OF COMMITTEE.

The following reports from Committee of the
Whole were then received :
Bill to incorporate the Montreal Library
Society,

PENAL DISABILITY.

Mr: SIMPSON moved the second reading of
bill to relieve Lawrence W. Mercer from penal
disability. The hon. gentlemen spoke at some
length in support of his bill.
Mr. M. CAMERON contended that Mr. Mer-
cer had acted in good faith. He was undoub-
tedly the best sheriff in the district, and was
thoroughly capable of discharging the duties of
the office.
Mr. SICOTTE could not see how the House
could think of passing this Bill—as it was just
declaring that the law and the decision of the
Law courts were a nulity. ~The House would,
in declaring that Mr. Mercer did no wrong, and
ought to be relieved, be acting in direct con-
travention of the law.
Hon. Mr. ALLEYN contended that the
House in passing this Bill,; would only be doing
an act of justice to Mr. Mercer.
Mr. MoMICKEN said this was the only pow-
er to which Mr. Mercer could appeal: He
comes herre therefore, and asks that relief to
which he is entitled. :
Mr. FERRES said the case was pecular, as
Mr. Mercer was suffering from the effect of an
old English law which certainly was passed for
a diffrent purpose to that which it is now
applied It was passed to prevent those having
the offices at their disposial recovering large
bribes for disposing of them.
He did not see. why Mr. Mercer should be
made the victim of this old law, when it was
well known that there were many such cases
in Upper Cauada.
Mr. CAUCHON—The hon. gentleman who
just sat down had said this old law was not ap-
plicable to Mr. Mercer’s case. But had not the
law declared that this old law was applicable,
and were they now toset agide the decision of
the law ? He had no feeling against Mr. Mec-
cer, In the meantime, however, they were bound
to uphold the law. He considered Mr. Mercer
8 worthy man, and he did not wish him punish-
ed for ever. but he would not vote for this
bill.
Mr. ROBLIN contended that this House was
bound to relieve br. Mercer from the disabil-
ity.
Mr. MOWAT said the bill proposed to re-
lieve Mr. Mercer from the disability imposed
under that old law with regard to the shrie-
vality, By that law he forfeits the office,
and is disabled from holding that office at any
time hereafter. The object of the bill was
not, therefore, to relieve Mr. Mercer, but to
maintain him in his office without any re-
appointment. It appeared tohim they could
not pass such a bill without stultifying them-

| selves in the course they pursued last ses-

sion.

Attorney General MACDONALD said he
never saw a more practical illustration of the
Pharisee and the sinner than was afforded by
the speech of the last speaker. He announced
in pompous platitudes great moral sayings,
and spoke of the immorality of the transaction
between Mr. Mercer and Mr. Rapalje, although
it _had been done openly and under advice,
which he thought he might fully confide in,
that it was not illegal or opposed to public
policy. He said that although Mr. Mercer had
his sympathy—although he was a most amiable
and estimable man—a highly popular and de-.
servedly so—yet this virtuous gentleman from
South Ontario, would allow him to go to his
grave branded as an unworthy man, and allow
the finger of scorn to be pointed at his child-
ren—that their father was incapable, from an
immoral act, of holding a public office. Such
language—such conduct—did not come with a
good grace fromone who, after the disclosures
of last evening, stood convicted before the coun-
try of being the member of a government the
members of which had deceived each other, de-
ceived the House and deceived the country.
Arguing as to the morality or immorality of
the transaction, he (the Attorney General] re-
ferred to the army regulations which fixed the
price of commissions, and yet permitted their
sale at a higher price ; and also to_the sale of
church livings in England, which wag recog-
nized by law, although simony was declared
illegal. The great object of the measure was
was to take away the stain from Mr. Mercer’s
character. At present, he wag virtually in-
capaciated from being appointed sheriff any-
where else, and it was wholly with that view—
to remove the stain from his character—that
the present measure. was introducsd. He
weuld even go further, and say. that by no un-
derstanding, express .or implied, could Mr.
Mercer have reason for complaining that he
had been ill-used should he not be re-appointed
to office. The question was, should a man, be-
cause he had got into difficulty—made even a
false step—be branded for ever with a stain on
his character. Mr. Mercer was no friend of
his ; but in all charity and justice hon. gentle-
men, he conceived, were called upon tc vote
for this measure.

Mr.J. S. MACDONALD was astonished that
the Attorney General should have endeavored to
turn the attention of the House from the vehe-
ment remarks of the hon. member for South On-
tario (Mr. Mowat), by smeering at the virtuous
tone assumed by that genlteman. : If there was
one member in the House who stood high in the
community it was the hon. member for South
Oantario; and it came with a bad grace from the
Attorney General—smarting, no doubt, under
the forcible remarks of that gentleman—to have
characterised them as Pharisaisal. What were
they asked to'do by this bill? Simply to set
aside the decision of the Judges, and to declare
that there was nothing wrong in thig transac-
tion. He should feel glad if he could bring him-
self to vote this bill, but it was something too
hasty to come down to this House and agk them
to set aside the decision given by the Courts.

Mr. DUNKIN ssid hon. gentlemen opposite
seemed to think if they passed this bill they set
aside the decision of this House last session.
It would do no such thing. The brand of the
court of law was passed upon this man, in con-
sequence of the decision of this House, and it was
their duty to remove that stigms, convinced as
they were that he acted in good faith. This
sale of offices was quite common in Lower Can-
ada and had been for twenty years, and done by
men of high standing too. It was not fair,
;h‘exl'ffare, to punish:this man who acted in good

aith.

Mr. TRIBAUDEAU—the question ought not
to be whether the sale of offices is immoral or not.
He had no doubt of that himgelt, But the ques-
tion was, an example had been made, and were
they satisfizd that the example was sufficient. He
intended to vote against this bill when it was
first introduced, because he saw. that its object
was to maintain Mr.. Mercer in his office. But
after the statement of the Attorney General West,
would not be reinstated in his office, he was dis-

| posed to vate for the bill.

Col. PLAYFATIR was no advecate for the sale
of commissions. He would say in regard to that
sale, that when a man comes in by his purse, he
look to his purse. In case of Mr. Mercer, he was
convinced that there was no immorality.

Attorney General CARTIER said when Mr.
Mercer entered into the transaction, he did so un-
.de:r the conviction that he was acting legally and
w1_th propriety... This was clearly proved by the
evidence given before the committee of the House
was of a remedial character, which he thought
they would be fully fustified in passing.

Mr. MACDOUGALL:in relying to Mr. Dun-
kin, said it was no excuse.in law for.any man to
say,.thnt he ‘had acted upon the advice of & pro-
fe‘smonsfl man. . He agserted that it:would have
been highly improper for Dr. Connor to have
said to Mr. Mercer; when congulted profession-
ally by him, that the act he proposed to do was
an immoral one. :

Mr. DUNKIN indignantly repudiated this doc-
trine. God forbid that he should ever allow a
client of hij to do an immoral act under his pro-
fessional advice without warning him of its char--
acter.

Mr. MACDOUGALL said that all lawyers did
not hold that motion. He went on to contend
thatit would be a highly dangerous precedent to
pass the proposed measures of relief to Mr. Mer-
cer.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT.
LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Toronto, April 19.

The Speaker took the chair at 3 o’clock.

The address to Her Majesty founded upon the
resolutions in reference to the Hudson’s Bay
Company’s Charter and Territory, adopted by
the House on Friday, was presented, read and
adopted.

It was also moved by the Hon. Mr. Van-
koughnet and carried—

“ That a copy of the address be sent to the

‘Legislative Assembly, and that their concur-
rence in it be invoked.”
t Hon. Mr. Wilson having failed to at-
end a meeting of the Montarville Election Com-
mittee of this morning, it was moved by Mr.
Dessaulles, seconded by Mr. Quesnel, and carri-
ed, that the Speaker should issue his warrant to
the Scrgeant-at-Arms, for Mr. Wilson'’s ar-
rest.

The following Bills were then read a second
time.

Canadian Slate Company, St. Lawrence
Warehouse, Dock and Wharfage Company, Que-
bec, Ramsay Lead Mining Company.

The House was in Committee of the Whole,
or. the convict labour application Biil.

Mr. DeBlaquiere and Sir E. Tache supported
the Provisions of the Bill, which permits of the
employment of convicts on the grounds of the
Rockwood Asylum at Kingston.

Mr+ Campbell is addressing the Committee
on the alleged evil of bringing the iabor of
convicts 1nto competition with that of honest
mechanics, while the report leaves.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

Toronto, April 19.

Last night after the report left, Mr. Belling-
ham’s Bill to exempt from execution or sale,
jhe homestead of a douseholder having a
family, was considered.

Mr. Thibaudeau moved the 6 months’ hoist,
which was carried by 63 to 31.

A number of Bills were considered in Com-
mittee, and reported for a third reading.

The following Bills were then read a 2nd
time.

To amend the Act of 1857, for the admission
of Attorneys.

To amend the Act inoorporating tke Port
Whithy, and Lake Huron Railway Company.

To amend the Act to incorporate the Megan-
tic Junction Railway and Navigation Com-
pany.

To protect the rights of parties assessed by
the loss by fire, of the Registers of Baptisms,
Marriages and Burials, in the Parish of St.
George, in the County of Beauce.

To amend the Act incorporating the Toronto
Horticultural Society.

To-day.—This morning at 11 o’clock, Mr.
Galt moved the House into Committee, on his
resolutions relative to the Municipal Loan Fund
of Upper and Lower Canada, and explained
their objects.

The House has been occupied all the morn-
ing, and until now on their consideration.

Tae MercEr Case.—It will be seen by our
Parliamentary report that a considerable party
in the House of Assembly, including the whole
ministerial side of the House led by the two
Attornies General, are prepared to pass an act
of Parliament to relieve Mr. Mercer, the Sheriff
of Norfolk, from part of the penalty he has in-
carred by the purchase of the Norfolk Shriev-
alty. It will be remembered that last year the
Ministry, when called upon to punish Mr. Mer-
cer's act as a measure of discipline directed
against a public officer,declared that they would
refer the matter to the Courts, and that Par-
liament passed a vote condemning such acts in
general ; and praying that the Government
would cause Mr. Mercer to be tried for this
particular one.  Well, the trial having taken
place and Mr. Mercer having been found guilty
and amerced in the appropriate penalty, Parlia-
ment is now asked to stultify itself by passing
an act to annul the sentence of the Court which
it invited,—the ministry, as we have said being
the ringleaders in this extraordinary attempt
to sereen an offender. What is the alleged ex-
cuse ? That Mr. Mercer was ignorant of the
law. And do we not every day hear some poor
wretch make the same plea, only to meet the an-
swer of the Judge that every man was supposed
to know the law ? If this is a necessary rule
in treating persons who may be really ignorant,
what shall we say of a well informed person
like an old Deputy Sheriff, who aspired to be
Sheriff? If Parliament is to interfere to relieve
Mr. Mercer, what corvicted criminal should it
not relieve ? Tt is a pity that Mr. Mercer should
be in the situation where he now-finds himself;
but it is not fitting that a solemn sentence of a
Court invited by Parliament, should be an-
nulled by that Parliament. Mr. Mercer’s
offence was not a merely technical one—it was
one which every educated man must know
strikes at the root of the public policy of the
country, and he ought to suffer as a warning to
others.

Karn Formes.—The announcement of the
forthcoming musical festivals, in this city, of
the Great Basso, and Madame Laborde, assist-
ed by the principal artists of the Italian Opera
Company of the New-York Academy of Music,
have created a universal excitement in the
fashionable and musical circles of our city—
greater, probably, than any affair of the kind
that has ever been given here. The personal
history, as well as the great musical powers of
Karl Formes, have all combired to make him a
man in whom the public take no ordinary
interest. His father and grand-father were
both soldiers, the former under the banner of
Napoleon, and he hag icherited the ardor of his
disposition, and the executive energy of his
character, from his ancestors. An intense
thirst for freedom and hatred of oppression,
mark his character. At Vienna, he held the
topmost position in the musical world for four
years. When the revolution of 1848 broke out,
the spirit inherited by the young artist did not
lea.vef him at this juncture. In the enthusiasm
fodhlii S:'tul'e, he went into the popular wave,

e struggle sided with the cause of the
people, being amongst the foremost in erecting
eyes —his own positiouv:;:.sg.’:lot ht?llowed 2 i

> D artist was forgot-
ten and abjured. The cause of humanity only
wag presenj: with him, and for that he was wil-
ling to pex:xl sf.ll he po.ssessed, all he hoped for
and even life itself. Vienna surrendering,Forme;
departed for Holstein, where he became fore-
most in the association of Taum, still hopeful
for freedom, and firmly determined to sustain
it till despotism proved its strength and resis-
tance to be useless. Formes then resumed
the pursuit of his art till his name became
familiar wherever civilization has introduced
the refinements of art. The antagonistic posi-
tion fof Formes towards the Austrian govern-
ment could not be forgotten, and his extradition
was insisted upon as due to offended majesty,
Accordingly he hastened to London, and there,
in 1849, formed the celebrated German Opera
Company at Druty Lane. In that association

of artists; were those{whose talents were of the
highest order. Caradori and Redersdori were
the prime donnas, while Richhardt was the
tenor, and Anschutz the conductor.

In England his reputation was at once estab-
lished. His magnificent voice rising majes-
tically above organ and orchestra, made an
oratorio incomplete without him* He has come
to America, not depending upon. his name, but
upon his talent. He is the most attractive
vocalist of the age in the role which he assumes.
His songs are a treat and he sings English with
wonderful effect, assisted as he is by the best
talent from the New York Academy, compris-
ing the leading artists under Arnschutz, there
ca be no doubt that his entertainments will pre-
gent the greatest musical attraction vossible.

How VOTES ARE SECURED BY THE PRIVATE
CIRCULATION OF THE LIST OF INTENDED PECUNI-
ARy FAVOURS.—The following is a full account
of what passed in the House of Assembly res.
pecting the private circulation of the supple-
mentary estimates. It speaks for itself. Mr.
Brown is the first speaker.

The whole policy of the present Government
has consisted in concocting schemes for ag-
grandizing special localities at the cost of the
rest of the country, and thereby securing the
votes of venal members to keep themselves in
office. [Hear, hear.] A startling proof of the
extent to which the bribing system has been
carried, may be gathered from the incident of
the supplementary estimate we have heard of
to-night. Large sums of money are about to
be doled out for public works in special locali—
ties, and on the very eve of this important dis-
cussion, a list of the favoured spots is
privately circulated from hand to hand.—
[Hear, hear.]

Mr. GALT—I would like some hon. gentle-
man to say if he has seen . those supplementary
estimates. (After a pause)—I challenge any
hon. gentleman to say he seen them!! :
For a few seconds no one spoke, when

Mr. WHITE said the hon, member for Nia-
gara had seen them., :

Mr. SIMPSON—Well—Mr. Speaker—having
been appealed to, I must say that I did see
them. (Sensation,) I think it is very wrong
to bring my name up in this discussion. (Iro-
nical cheers.] For although I did not mention
it at the time, I said it was my intention to tell
the Inspector General that I had seen them,
and in what way.

Mr. GALT—I trust you will!

Mr. J.S. MACDONALD could have told the
hon. gentleman that before—he has now got
it from one of his own supporters. I think
other hon. gentlemen have seen these supple-
mentary estimates also.

Mr. BROWN—Now, Sir, is the hon. gentle-
man satisfied? How boldly did he meet the
statement of my hon. friend from Cornwall—
how ready was he to suggest that the whole
agsertion was unfounded! And this in face of
the fact that a member of the House has seen
the document—that two gentlemen out of the
House, to my knowledge, have seen it—and if
1 am rightly informed, it will appear in the
morning papers. (Cheers.)

Mr. GALT—It is as I stated before: what-
ever may be published, it certainly has not re-
ceived the consent of the Government.

Mr. BROWN—Then I think it exceedingly to
be regretted that papers of this importance—
printed papers—should be circulated as a pub-
lic document—

Mr. GALT —Not as a public document!

Mr. McGEE—[sotto voce]—Circulated * for
the private use of members!” (Laughter.)

Mr. BROWN—What a precious commentary
is this affair on the decision we came to a few
nights since in regard to the official printing ?
[Hear, hear.] We agreed to confirm in the
hands of Messrs. Derbishire & Desbarais the
printing of the Royal Gazetfe at a direct profit
to that firm of $16,000 per annum; we also con-
firmed to them' the monopoly of printing the
laws at enormous prices ; and the one sole plea
for consummating these jobs was the lame pre-
text that it was necessary to maintain a confi-
dential printing office, from which not a whis-
per could escape of the Government secrets.—
[Hear, hear.] And yet, Sir, the explanation of
this supplementary estimate getting into circu-
lation, is that it must have passed surreptiously
from this same Gazette office, for which the
country pays so dearly. [Cheers.]

Tun GOVERNOR OF BARrBADOES.—Mr, Hincks
has arrived at Toronto.

PARLIAMENT NOT TO BE PROROGUED AT EASTER.
—Ministers find it impossible to finish all the
jobs, public and private—the last including the
South Western Railway — through before
Easter as they hoped, and the House, therefore,
only adjourned over Good Friday. The pros-
pect of a short session seems to be again be-
clouded.

Fire.—Yesterday between the hours of 3 and
4 a. m., Mr. Peacock, jeweller, Notre Dame
Street, peceiving a strong smell of burning
issuing from the store of his neighbours, Messrs.
Doyon, Turgeon and Monat, gave the alarm,
and the fire-brigade repaired to the spot, when
it was ascertained that the second floor of the
premises were in a state ot intense combustion.
The ravages of the flames were confined to
the story where they broke out. The building,
owned by the Hon J. Ferrier, ig insured ; and
the damage done by the fire and water to the
stock of his tenants is also fully or partly cover-
ed by insurance.

DEFEAT OF THE GOVERNMENT.

We stated when the new Reform Bill was in-
troduced into the House of Commons a month
ago, that Mr. Disraeli had a fatal facility for
destroying conservative Governments, and the
result has fully realized our prognostications.
In 1852 Mr Disraeli’s unfortunate budget
brought Lord Derby’s first Government to an
untimely end, by a majority of 19, and yester-
day morning the operation was repeated with a
majority of 39. In his speech which preceeded
the fatal division seven years back, Mr. Disraeli
ag the leader of the House, dealt the bitterest of
his invectives on all around, and grossly libel-
led some of the ablest and most accomplished
statesmen of the age who were opposed to him
and yesterday morning he repeated the same
system of coarse tactics ; but on this occasion
Lord John Russell was the exclusive object of
his vituperation. The manner in which the
Chancellor of the Exchequer spoke of the noble
lord may be what is termed “ Parliamentary,”
but, in the judgement of most persons ofcorrect
taste, it savored both of virulence and vindic-
tivness. Thereis certainly very little in the an-
tecedents of this fortunate gentlemen to justiy
such a mode of procedure, and to this cause
perhaps may be traced the indifference with
which the most distinguished men in the Houge
treat alike his praise and his censure.

Some people profess their belief that Lord
Derby will dissolve. We cannot think so.—
When a minister makes up his mind to appeal
to the country, he does so from a conviction
that he will strengthen his position. But Lord
Derby cannot be of this opinion. He knows
that the feeling out of doors against the meas-
ure is even stronger than within the walls of
Parliament. In the present temper of the na-
tion no one would be served by an election but
Mr. Bright. The democratic element would
come triumphantly out of the conflict, and a
new House of Commons would prove a body
muchfmore restive and unmanageable than the
present one. That Lord Derby has no such in-
tention is foreshadowed by his selection of the
new peers—invariably amongst the last acts of
a retiring Premier. Nevertheless, if his Lord«
ship’s representatives in the House of Com-
mons had not taken such high ground respect-
ing the bill,—if they had not declared that the

Lord John Russell, for instance, who led in the

debate, put forth principles with which his

whole career has been closely identified—the

cause of progressive reform ; and the onslaught

on the Government scheme proceeded naturally
from a statesman who has earned a well de-

served reputation for placing our representa-

tive institutions in harmony with the times in
which we live. It was equally characteristic
too, on the part of Lord Palmerston, to banter
and worry the Treasary Bench with that ad-
mixture of sarcasm and argument for which he
has ever been remarkable, and the other night
he did this in a way which damaged the Gov-
ernment- on one hand, and prevented on
the other, as far as the noble Viscount's in-
fluence extended his rival for power, Lord
John Russell, from becoming, to use a phrase
now in such vogue, and which we have
Gallic neighbours —
¢ Master of the situation.” But the most
remarkable speech was Sir James Graham’s the
intimate friend of the late Sir Robert Peel, and,
like him, at once Libéral and Conservative.
Sir James is declining into the vale of years.
The fire of youth has disappeared, but a ripe
judgment and a large experience still remain.
Aristocraticsby station and habit, he desires to
combine in this free countrythe patrican and
pleabian elements, so that both shall expand
and fructifi without trenching on or imparing
each other’s efficiency. Words of graver
wisdom seldom fell from the lips of an indepen-
dent member of Parliament than those to
which Sir James gave expression in this debate
—not declamatory,not exaggerated, not appeal-
ing to the passions, but dealing with great
facts in a calm philosophic spirit, and drawing
from them deductions which the past history
of this country fully warants, Sir James
Graham is an advocate for admitting the
working classes to a large share of electoral
power,not only because they have proved their
aptitude forit by increased inteligence and
improved habits, but because the refusal of the
concession must ultimatly be attended with
the worst consequences to the best interests of
society. He goes further than_ this—he igin
favour, not only of lowering the franchise, but
of greatly extending the representation of the
large towns by curtailing, and, in mary
instances, abolishing the Parlimentry power of
the small ones. This, we apprehend, is true
Conservatism.

In the course of this debate Sir James
Graham touched upon a delicate subject, which
he handled delicatly, but from which a
statesman of lesat nerve
shrunk. We must quote the
passage to do it justice. I must allude,” said
he, ‘¢ to the statement we have heard in the
course of the debate, that the bulk of the taxes
are paid by the upper classes. Irepudiate that
doctrine altogether. (Cheers.) It is only ne-
cessary to mention six articles—they shall be
sugar, tea, coffee, malt, tobacco, and spirits.
‘I'hese six articles pretty nearly cover the inter-
est of the national debt, and the duties upon
them are paid chiefly by the working classes. On
the ground of taxation, therefore, they are en-
titled to the suffrage; on the ground of ancient
usuage they are entitled to it; and on the
ground of their admitted character and conduct,
such as the Chancellor of the Exchequer allows
to exist on their part—on the ground of their
growing wealth, their growing intelligence, and
their increasing numbers—they have a fair
claim to;a larger share of the national repre-
sentation.”

The whole principle of our taxation is vis-
cious, and justice will never be done to the
commerce of HEngland or to its people until the
Custom-house has been swept away, and the
national revenue raised by asystem which shall
make the wealthier classes contribute to the
State in proportion to their means. Every one
remembers the immense bound which the eom-
merce of England took when Sir Robert Peel
swept four or five hundred articles from the
tariff, and made their importation free. There
would be an enormous increase in the consum-
tion of the necessaries of life which we receive
from tropical or semi-tropical countries, if the
Custom-house officer did not step in between
the poor man and his children with a claim on
the part of the Grown for a tax equivalent in
many cases to one, two, and even three hun-
dred per cent. on the cost. When the people
are more faithfully represented in Parliament
we shall have a better system of taxation, either
direct or indirect, and to that course events are
rapidly tending. Sir James Graham’s admis-
sion that the bulk of the taxation falls on the
poor, and not on the rich, cannot fail to accele-
rate the movement in the right direction.

Mr. Gladstone made a powerful speech con-
demnatory of the Government bill, although he
said he would vote for the second reading in
order to improve and expand it in committee.
Like all that falls from Mr. Gladstone, his speech
sparkled with genius, the production of a highly
trained and elastic intellect. Hven those who
differ from him will admire the vast akility
which it displays.

Tue DivisioN oN THE RE¥orM Binrn.—The
names of twenty-three liberals, of whom eight
are Irish membcrs, appeared as voting with the
Government ; seven Conservatives voted for
the resolution. The absent members were
thirty in number, including Mr. Atherton, T. S.
Duncombe, and nine Irish members. Only seven
Conservatives proper were absent, and of these
three are known to be suffering from indisposi-
tion. In addition, according to the analysis in
the Globe, there were thirty-five Liberal desert-
ers to the ministerial ranks, including Liberals
of all creeds. Mr. Crooks, one of these seceders,
has a motion on the paper in favor of manhood
suffrage. The House mustered 626 members,
including tellers and the Speaker.

SPIRIT OF THE WEEK.

A good deal of attention has been excited in
England by a bill,which has been introduced in-
to the Canadian Parliament, and is now pass-
ing through that assembly, the object of which
is to incorporate a Transatlantic Telegraph
Company. Mr. Young the inventor, in his pe-
tion to the Legislature, urges these reasons—
“ That the St. Lawrence route possesses, in
point of distance, immense advantages over
the present lines of communication, inasmuch
as Quebec is 478 miles, near Liverpool than
New York, while Toronto, viz the St, Lawrence
is equidistant with New York from the same
point. That while thege are the facts bearing
on the question of transmitting mails, p assen-
gers, and merchandise for Canada and the
Western States. via the St. Lawrence, our pos-
ition for obtaining the earliest telegraphic in-
telligence is altogether unrivalled, for by the
extension of a telegraphic lins from Quebec to
the Bay of Chaleurs, or to some other point in
the Gulf of the Lawrence, or to Anticosti, or to
some other point in the Straies of Bellisle, and
from thence to Greenland, Iceland, the Faroe
Islands, and Britain, telegraphic communica-
tion, can be established between this continent
and Europe, through Canada, by a route where
the longest station across the Atlantic will not
exceed 480 miles.” How far this project is like-
ly to be relished by the rival projectorson this
side of the water rewains to be seen.

The London Z'mes, which has played fast and
loose with the question of Reform, is now in a
fair way, seeing how the wind blows, of getting
at length on the right tack. The allusion to
Liverpool in the following passage is as true as
it is complimentary. It occars in a sketch
of a new Reform Bill :—¢* Let us take England
and Wales for instance, as the part of the king-
dom where the greatest anomalies exist. Ata
rough reckoning there are 20,000,000 with 500
members, or one member to every 40,00¢ of the
population ; and yet at least 200 of these
men are returned by places with less
than 20,000 inhabitants, or which in
on equal division, would be entitled to return
only half aj member. Among them are bor-
oughs like Thetford, Harwich, Evesham, little
impoverished places of 4000 to 6000 inhabit-
rewurning their two members each—that is,
having the share of great towns of 80,000 souls.
What is the other side of the picture? Liver-
pool, with 375,955 inhabitants, with the most
important and varied interests to represent,
with mles of docks, with £1,850,408 of annual
value of property rated under Schedule A, and
no one knows how much under Schedule D,
and yet with two members! The share of
Liverpool, according to population, is nine
members ; and if there be any rule for multiply-
ing men into money, the process will not be
prejudical to the claims of this Queen of the
Seas. Now, though we are not mathematical
pedants, though we are willing to continue to
a number of small boroughs their privilege of
searching out fastidious genius by sending dele-
gates to loek out for candidates at the Carlton or
the Reform, yet we must urge that this devotion
must have a limit, and that the sacrifice of
seven wmembers out of nine i3 rather t0o much
to demand of & great city as a tribute to the
theory of beautiful regularity and to the hatch-
ing apparatus for contingent Cannings.” Qur
contemporay can see no advantage likely to

THE “TIMES" KICKS THE FALLEN MIN-
ISTRY AFTER THEIR FALL
[Abridged.]

The success of Lord John Russell’s Resolu-
tion, by a majority of 39 in a very full House
will be accepted as the most natural result of a,.
severe struggle, and unexampled complications.
Notwithstanding Mr. Disraeli’s energetic and
too laborious attempts to assign principles to
his measure, it has been generally regarded as
a clever combination of miscellaneous ingre-
dients, so selected and apportioned as to obtain
a result the very contrary of what is generally
expected from Reform. He has not even mend-
ed matters by his own last defence of his meag-
ure. When it was obvious that in the boronghs,
at least, nothing was s0 easy as to increase the
constituency by lowering the qualification,
this direct course has been carefully avoided,
and instead of a great whole we have
been offered a variety of petty substi-
tutes.  Petty, at least, they seem in com-
parison with a great principle; and the
very fact of their being tendered suggests
in every mind the question why the larger
and more comprehensive plan of a lower fran-
chise has been avoided. This is the popular
answer to the first and second of the three
principles whiuh Mr. Disraeli discovers in his
Bill, When he assigns as the third principle
the general maintenance of the present horough
system, he hetrays that his measure ig mot §o

much a Reform as a resistance to Reform

Without expecting, as a matter of course, that
either the Cabinet would propose or the present
Housge sanction so extensive a disfranchisement
as Mr. Bright contemplates, we must say that
so scanty a proportion as only fifteen seats

transferred from very small boroughs to very
overgrown constitaencies was rather an insult-
ing defiance of public opinion than a reasonable
tender. As it is, Government has been outbid,
not by Mr. Bright, but by tenders so moderate
that Lord Derby might have made them him-
selt without frightening his friends more than
he has by the present Bill.

And now for the question—What has the
cause of Reform gained by this long and re-
markable Debate ? There are wars in which
nothing is done but mutuul ivjury and common
loss. Thut appears to have been the case in
this discussion® Government avowed itself
ready to abandon every position, with the single
exception that they would not pa¥s into Com-
mittee under the yoke of an offensive Resolu-
tion. Meanwhile, the Opposition had no wish
to prove a case, and had no case to prove, so
long as government remained in the present
bands. They carefully abstained from pledges
that might either tie their hands or carry them
too far.

The last seven nights have produced much
that we may be proud of in the way of speech-
making, and have certainly contributed matter
for several men’s political biography, but they
cannot be considered to have advanced us very
far in the direction of Retorm. If the next
Bill presented to the House be adapted to ex-
isting circumstances, and if it hope to pass, it
will be characterized by a cautious moderation.
Mr. Bright and his friends stand by, and try to
discern in the distant horizon the signs of their
coming day. To them every downfall is the
spring of a new hope. So Lord John Russell
has said no more than he was obliged to say by
the terms of his Resolution. He did not ven-
ture to bestow one glance of recollection at his
still infant scheme of 1854. In five short years
he has utterly forgotten the sweet litile Benja-
min of his legislative progency. His Resolu-
tion, if not quite Conservative, would be fully
satisfied with a change in the borough qualifi-
cation, which Mr. Hardy tells us from the
book would not add,one per cent. to our metro-
politan constituencies, while we doubt whether
it would so much to those of the provinecial bor-
oughs as the so-called “fancy franchises” of the
Government Bill. Even steady old county
members, giving way to the soft contagion,
whispered private commendation of the Bill,
and desired to amend it in Committee. They
took care to express their value of the £10
county franchise, and were candid about the
borough freeholders.

What is more bewildering even than the ab-
scence and oblivion of tangible propositions is
that few have ventured to describe the direct-
ion they wish reform to take—Do people want
more young men of eloquence and ambition ?
the promising gentlemen described by Mr. Glad-
ston, withoutmoney, connexions, known attain-
ments, oreven a popular address, but strong in
a belief of their high destiny ? Do they want
more men of business, more bankers, brewers,
lawyers, manufacturers, generals, or directors
of bubble companies ? Do they want more
young Lords ? Do they want more men fit for
office, or more men manifestly unfit ? Do they
want more gentlemen to represent the proffes-
sions, or the Church, or the Dissenting interest
or the shipowners ? The most definite idea that
remains on the mind after reading more than
a hundred columns ef the Debate is, that the
middle-classes had their turn in 1832, and that
it is now the turn of the working classes.
Everybody has had a word for working classes.

After the ¢ working classes,” thus called in
at a pinch, to be turned out of doors when no
longer wanted, the most prominent idea and
frequent expression in the debate was the hope
of a “ gatisfactory settlement.” This was what
all wanted and feared, If that settlement is to
be anything but a mere farce, it must make a
change in the composition of the House by
turning out a good many members. But though
this may be a “satisfactory settlement,”
it cannot be ‘ settled” without the House
going on very indifferently from usual. The
simple displacement of Parliamentary influence
in such a matter as patronage from one part of
the kingdom to another—from the West of
England, for example, to the metropolis and
the seats of Northern industry—is a virtual
revolution. A Schedule A, such as Lord John
himself proposed in 1854, would “settle” many
a borough or many a family of expectants satis-
factorily and for goed. This may hardly de-
serve to be called a public matter, but is it re-
alized? Ifit is not then ‘the majority of the
House does not know the serious character of
the undertaking upon which it is now fairly
embarked.

THE REV. MR. POOLE’S CASE.

JUDGMENT OF THE ARCHBISHOP OF CANTERBURY.

The Court ol Appeal assembled on Wednes-
day, at the Lambeth Palace, for the purpose of
delivering judgment in this case. The Arch-
bishop pregided in the Old Grand Chamber, as-
sisted by Dr. Lushington as assessor.—Dr.
Lushington proceeded to deliver his report as
assessor. He reviewed the whole of the pro-
ceeding between Mr. Poole and the bishop.
The fair result of the observations made by Mr.
Poole appeared to him to be, first, that he did
not make confessioa and absolution a condition
of admission to the communion ; that coufession
did take place in the sacristy, where 1t dark or
otherwise, and was followed by absolution ; that
the doors were locked to prevent interruption,
as it was a place of passage. Then followed an
entire disclaimer of the disgusting question said
by Mrs. B. to have been asked by him. He says
that he knew she had sinned grievously against
the seventh commandment, that those were the
griefs which weighed upon her conscience. She
told him so, having come of her own accord to
open those griets. He asked her questions be-
cause she requested him to do so, but the ques-
tions were of as general and guarded a charac-
ter as possible. It would have been much more
satisfactory had Mr. Poole stated to the best of
hig recollectionthe questions he did actually put,
instead of contenting himself with general
descriptions. It was from a consideration of all
these circumstances that a judge must extract
what was alleged, against Mr. Poole, and what
was proved or admitted, and it appeared to him
that the tollowing would be a true statement :—
‘That when women, who had sinned against
the seventh commandment, came or were sent
to Mr. Poole for confession or absolution, he did
in the sacristy, at their own request, put certain
questions to them respecting their violation of
the seventh commandment, not in the gross
language mentioned ; but the questions were
such as, in the opinion of the bishop, would
bring scandal on the Church.” It is, I think,
impossible to read these papers and not
come to the conclusion that Mr. Poole
had ample opportunity to dsfend him-
self against this allegation.  The ques-
tion, then, for the consideration of his grace the
Archbishop, is narrowed to this single point,
whether he is of opinion that the proved and
admitted allegations afford, in the language of
the statute, good and reasonable cause for the
revocation of Mr. Poole’s license. The advo-
cates of that gentleman have contended that
by the laws of the Church respecting confess-
ion and absolution he is justified in the course
he has pursued, even if not absolutely required
to do so. On the other hand, it is maintained
in support of the revocation, that the course
pursued by Mr. Poole is not necessary, but
most dangerous, and likely to produce the most
serious mischief to the cause of morality and re-
ligion ; that if Mr. Poole be right, the whole
body of the priests of the Church of England,
down to the youngest, would have a right to
follow his example ; that such proceeding is not
required or justified by the laws of the Church,
but is contrary to its spirit and practice.—The
Archbishop of Canterbury then pronounced
judgment in the following terms:—“I am of
opinion that the proved and admitted allega-
tions afford in the language of the statute good
and reasonable cause for the revocation of this
license, and that the Lord Bishop of London
has exercised a sound discretion in revoking
the same. And I am further of opinion that
the course pursued by the appellant is not in
accordance with the doctrines of the Church of
England, but most dangerous, and likely to
produce most serious mischief to the cause of
morality and religion.”—Mr. F: H, Dyke then
read the formal document dismissing the ap-
peal.
