1. —.There shall be four Ranges, viz :

Range A.........................200 yards
“ B......................... 400 “
<• O......................... 600 “
“ D................... ...800 “

For which the size of Targets will be respective­
ly—

For Range A, 4 feet wide by 6 feet high, 2 
feet square centie, and 8 inches square bulls- 
eye.

For Range B, 8 feet Wide by 6 feet high, 4 feet 
square centre, and 2 feet square bulls-eye.

For Range C, same as range B.
For Range D, 12 feet wide by 6 feet high, 6 

feet square centre, and 3 feet square bulls-eye.
2. _The Points at all ranges will be marked as

follows :
Outer, 1 point—signal, white flag 1 signalled 
Centre. 2 “ “ blue flag > from mark-
Bulls-eye, 3 “ red & white y er'sButt.
Ricochets will be signalled by a flag displayed 

from the Ricochet Butt.
One point for each hit to be added to score.
3. —Positions for firing shall be as hereafter de­

tailed for each match.
4. —No artificial rests of any kind (including

sods or atones), no wind-guages, no hair 
trigger ; magnifying or covered sights to 
be used in any match.

£._Firing sii.all commence each day at 10 a.m
precisely and conclude at 5 p.m., unless 
the Council, for the purpose of finishing 
a match extend the time.

C.—All disputes shall be settled on the ground 
by the Council, of whom three shall form 
a quorum.

f.—Competitors shall, If required, submit their 
Rifles to be tested at any time when de- 
manded, by an Officer on duty or a mem­
ber of the Council.

g _-A.ll loading and firing shall be conducted by 
squads under charge of an Officer or Ser­
geant appointed for the duty.

{j._Except when otherwise specified, intending
competitors must sign their name to the 
competitor’s roll fat the same time paying 
tii.eir entrance feaj at least one hour pre­
vious to the commencement of the match. 
The Comtnittee tent for the purpose gqll 
be pointed out on the ground. To facili­
tate arrangements competitors should re­
port as early as possible,

J.O.—Any person disputing or refusing to com­
ply with the instructions of the Council 
or Officers in charge will be debated 
from competing.

lî.—ünless otherwise expressly specified, com­
petitors entering as Volunteers for prizes 
must have been actually enrolled mem­
bers of the Force previously to August 
1st, 1863, and produce certificates of the 
same from the Officers commanding their 
Battalion or Company.

J2._Twenty-five per cent of all amounts of en­
trance fees will be deducted, to go to­
wards the expanses of the ground.

Î3,—Any point or points of dispute not deter­
mined by the foregoing Bye-laws shall be 
decided by the Council, who have the 
right to postpone matches from day to 
dav, if rendered necessary from bad 
weather.

_In Volunteer and Military matches none
but Government ammunition (as supplied 
by the Council on the ground) shall be 
used.

15. —All ties will be decided fey one shot at the
furthest range of the match in which the 
same may occur.

16. —Military and Volunteer prizes to be shot fpr
by Officers or men in uniform, with forage 
caps.

lio'works and direct taxation. Considering the 
short time he had been in office, he had not de­
cided on any precise scheme of financial policy.

Hon. Mr. Brown replied to Hr. Ga t at great 
length, defending the Government under the 
peculiar circumstances in which they were 
placed, and laying the blame of the large deficit 
on the member for Sherbrooke and his colleagues.

Hop. J. A. Macdonald taunted Mr. Brown with 
inconsistency in supporting the Ministry.

It is almost impossible to do full justice to the 

green-house plants, as in many cases those 
making the least show are the ones re­
quiring the greatest care in their culture in a 
foreign soil. It is with pleasure that we observe 
many additions in this division. It is gradually 
being discovered that many rare plants may be 
cultivated in this country, and it is certainly to 
the credit of the exhibitors (whose names will be 
found in the prize list given below.) that they 
should have continued to persevere in their laud­
able efforts to increase these collections, even at 
very considerable expense to themselves. The 
naturalist will probably experience more plea­
sure iu examining these specimens than the 
general observer, but we have heard many ex­
clamations of surprise from “ old folks” from 
“ home” on discovering some well known little 
plant—a wild one, perhaps—among our Cana­
dian collections, having been carefully transfer­
red from its native soil to that of Canada.

The division devoted to flowers always attracts 
attention above ail others, and there was no ex­
ception to this rule yesterday. The capacious 
tables, so richly overspread, were constantly sur­
rounded by the ladies, who appeared to be 
charmed with the display, which, indeed, was 
rendeeed doubly interesting by the pre- 
sence of so many of the fair sex. Fre­
quent were the exclamations of wonder 
and admiration which these beauties drew forth 
and the exhibitors would have been amply re­
paid for their trouble had they been present to 
bear the complimentary remarks passed upon 
the fruits of their labors. Parallel with the 
main avenue, on the right, were arranged two 
long tables—the nearest being occupied by nu­
merous devices in Fruit and Flowers, intended 
for dinner or supper tables, wonderful to be­
hold ; as well as Bouquets for centre tables, 
wreaths, and various other decorations, not for­
getting some very beautiful and delicate groups 
of Wax Flowers, interspersed with dried ferns 
and grasses, contributions from Mrs. Bell, which 
were much admired. At the head of the far 
table, on the left, was a model of a Cottage and 
Garden, the latter being executed as a design, 
with walks, flower-beds and lawns, formed of 
gravel, moss and flowers ; of these designs there 
were several. The remainder of the table was 
occupied by numerous specimens of Cut Flowers, 
among which was a fine show of Dahlias, Ver­
benas, and other varieties. The tables on this 
side were occupied the whole length of the 
building in a similar manner.

Towards the middle of the afternoon the 
scene became one of the most beautiful and 
animated description, as the visitors began to 
pour in and thronged the avenues in varied 
groupes, the majority of which derived their 
attractions from the presence of so many fash­
ionably dressed ladies and gentlemen. Among 
the celebrities present, we observed His Lord- 
ship the Metropolitan of Montreal, General Wil­
liams and numerous officers of the Garrison, His 
Wqrsbtp1 the Mayor, &e. Sic. The band of the 
60thRifios arrived early in the afternoon, but 
did not play for some time, until at last its sub­
dued strains were heard at the commencement 
of the overture in Verdi’s Nabucco, and this was 
all that was wanted to complete the fascination 
of the moment.

The 
cars and steamers as usual, brought in a large 
number of visitors, all bent on enjoyment, and 
looking forward with pleasure to the various 
displays ç.Dçgu£ced to take place,—the Exhibi­
tion, the Rijje Tournament, tlje Reviews, &c., 
&c. In our last issue we alluded to these seve­
ral attractions, and to the preparations made in 
each instance. Generally the weather is all that 
is unpleasant on these occasions, and sight-seers 
are subjected to all sorts of trials ; but happily 
the Exhibition yesterday was opened under more 
favorable circumstances; the day was all that 
could be desired, and everything in­
dicate,q til'll the show would be hign- 
ly successful, the weather not inter­
fering to prevent the attendance of visitors. 
There is always some backwardness, however, on 
the p&it of Exhibitors, in making the entries. 
This we bplieve was noticeable in all the depart­
ments on thjp p.ccasiop, articles being crowded 
in at the last mom.eaf. Nevertheless many 
entered into the contest with great 
spirit, showing that they fully appre­
ciated the advantages afforded by these oc­
casional meetings. The good which must re­
sult from them is very apparent, their chief ob­
ject being tp induce the competitors, by the hope 
of honorable distjuptions and of reasonable gain 
to undertake improvements, which, on another 
occasion may be surpassed by new competitors, 
thus creating a healthy emulation, and gradual­
ly spreading the beneficial effects
of practieal progress. In England the 
most distinguished agriculturists and
others compete without ,distinction pf rank, all 
contending for the palm of superiority. Our 
Provincial Shows might be attended with much 
greater success were a more general interest 
exh bited in them. Greater rivalry would be 
productive of additional good, and our exhibi­
tions might become of much more importance 
as it is however, we have every reason to be 
proud of the progress which is being made both 
in the Agriculture and Industry of the Province, 
Coming back to the present occasion, we propose 
in the first place to notice the

horticultural department.
The progress of the Montreal Horticultural 

Society has been most flattering, and the 
Eignteehth Annual Exhibition, which was open­
ed yesterday in the Victoria Skating Rind, cer- 

' taiujy surpassed that of any previous occasion, 
i he building, 33 we said yesterday, is peculiarly 
well adapted to a display of this nature, and 
when the long tables were cpvered with all the 
choice specimens ot culture and the treasures of 
the Green House, the effect was most striking. 
The stands to the right of the entrance were 
occupied with (lowers, -wax-work, bouquets, &c. ; 
those to the left were devoted to fruitsand vege­
tables, and in the centre were placed greenhouse 
plants, palms, orange trees, apd niany other 
specimens, all in a high state of perfection, con­
sidering the clim,ate in which they have been 
produced. The show, as a whole, indeed com­
pared most favorably with any that have been 
held elsewhere in the Province, and the number 
of visitors was very considerable, espedially in 
the latter part of the evening. Taking a glance 
rnnnd the vast building, we first notice toe fruit 
the display of which was excellent, and the prizes 
awarded fa tbi; department were certainly well 
deserved. The culuife pf the grape, especially, 
appears lo be arriving at a vejy high state of 
peA'fc,ctjion, both as regards those grown ;g. the 
open air, and also those under glass. Same of 
tf» specimens of (he fatter were indeed of an 
extraordinary size, and we baye np doubt the 
quality was <ju}ie H3 worthy pf commendation a,s 
the quantity.

INDUSTRIAL DEPARTMENT.

The Crystal Palace was yesterday the resort 
of an immense number of persons, governed by 
a variety of motives — genuine interest in the 
progress of mechanical arts, special and private 
interest, and the pioneer of discovery, curiosity. 
Malicious people might say the ladies were induced 
to attend in such numbers only because of the 
desire to see and to be seen ; but the interest 
manifested by them in the latest improvem nts 
in washing-machines and other labor-saving 
contrivances, gives ample refutation of the 
Blinder, as for the moving agency in bringing so 
manj jgpn tdgptjier, it cMn only be ifisedvered by 
a careful perusal of the subjoined description of 
the innumerable products of human thought, 
each one of which is the subject of weighty 
anxiety for its success or failure. We cannot 
say that the exaibition is all that it ought to be, 
for it is obvious that it does not justly represent 
our country; but the reason why it does not is 
not quite so clear. The entries by exhibitors 
have been delayed beyond the latest moment, 
hut why they should thus throw away so fair an 
oppoitunity to show the, public the results of 
their industry and ingenuity is quite incompre-
lientjdle;

The' 'ponstaniiy mp/in panorama 
of figures and faces, ojiscunug’aiid revealing ob­
jects of inteiest, ands to this’noyelty a vital in­
terest, producing the effect of the figures in a 
landscape. To the thoughtful mind, not easily 
carried away on the surface of a passing scene, 
there is a deeper significance in this display ot 
human energy. 'J he pursuits of a people are here 
deUngutetj, too objects that er. gross their atten­
tion, and" thé purjjoàeh çf.i’hpuiftefftpjp j}|gg are 
revealed in solid form. The application of in­
vention in subjugating matter to the uses and re­
quirements of man, and the strides taken from

Tbs diiipbsipon of" tpe various products of 
manufacture throughout the Palace is indicated 
by the character thü articles-Jh^heaviest 
are arranged in the nave of the ln5‘ W 
the more portable are displayed in the galleries. 
The attention given to decoration has only been 
such as was rendered necessary in the disposition. 
of the articles exhibited ; and even this slight 
concession to order has produced in many in­
stances very pretty effects, while the number, 
and variety of the objects exposed present a coup 
d’œü af a very agreeable character.

\Ve will leave to our description of the most 
interesting objects, the work of exhibiting the 
degree of progress made in the particular direc­
tion to be indicated by these exhibitions.

Un entering the palacp the objects that we 
par icularly notice, commencing at the right 
hand side," are to a great extent products of the 
country in the crude and the manufactured 
forms. We experienced a difficulty in the fact 
that various articles were not fully labeled, hav­
ing only the numbers and descriptions required 
for the purposes of the judges and in many in­
stances we have been unable to give the names 
of exhibitors, whose contributions we particular­
ly noticed. A number of boxes of macaroni and 
vermacelii, of Montreal manufacture, are exhibit, 
ed at the right of the entrance. Mr. J. H. O’Brien 
has a case of dry colors and chemicals, together 
with specimens of writing and printing inks and 
varnish, apparently of a fine (juality. A soluble 
blue for paper-rruling and a bine laundry fluid, 
the latter a substitute for indigo, are we believe 
novelties.

Messrs. Lymans, Clare and Company make a 
very creditable display of native and foreign 
products. Among those are specimens of chem­
icals used m manufacture, consisting of prepara­
tions of potash, copper, iron, ammonia, &c. A 
very fine exhibition of Dye woods is made by 
these gentlemen, consisting of fourteen speci­
mens ground and prepared at their mills ; fifty 
specimens of drugs and chemical products, pow­
dered by them ; 10 samples of spices, cayenne, 
allspice, pepper, ginger, &c., ground at their 
mills. In Canadian products Messrs. L. C. & Co 
exhibit four samples of linseed oil, crushed by 
them, with samples of sunflower and rape seed ; 
oil cake, ground and whole, putty, paints, manu­
factured by them ; together with calcined and 
land plaster, ground by them. Messrs. Benson 
and Aspdeu of Edwardgburgl), C, W'., exhibit 
samples of the product of their starch works ; 
consisting of varieties of starch, prepared from 
wheat and corn, &c., and prepared corn from 
pure maize. Messrs. E. Atwater and Company 
d splay specimens of fine quality, of varnishes 
and oils, made at their works in Montreal. 
Blackwood & Mactavish, specimens of crude and 
refined coal oil. Mr. James Cowan, shows sam­
ples of black varnish, sulphate of ammonia and 
paint oils for coarse painting. Messrs. Devins 
and Bolton make a very pretty display of sam­
ples of perfumery, chemicals, &e. A case of me- 
decinal fluid extracts, prepared by Saunders of 
London, is exhibited by Messrs. Kerry Biother 
and Crathern, together with several samples 
powdered drugs, chemicals, extracts, &c., pre­
pared at their steam mills and laboratory. In 
this department we observed among other novel­
ties samples of “Sterling’s a mbrosia for the hair,” 
exhibited by Messrs. Kallam. Mr. J. A. Harte 
exhibited a fine assortment of perfumery, culina­
ry and other essenees, and samples of baking 
powder fnanufacturefl py him.

Messrs. Halley and Williams confectioners 
exhibited an exceedingly artistic winter scene 
in sugar ; the,scene contains a castle, mill, trees, 
horses, sleigh, &c., and is very beautiful. 
Charles P. Miligr & Co, exhibit a confectioners 
drop making machine. Mr, John Lee exhibit a 
fine stand of pickels,

A very good display of patent weighing scales 
is made by Mr. H. B. Warren ; they are beauti­
fully finished. Mr D. Gilbert exhibited a new 
window blind morticing machine. Messrs John­
son, Thompson & Go:, exhibit a variety of 
maleable iron castings. Mr. A G Cole has an 
ingineous water wheel. A handsome collection 
of metallic burial cases are presented by Messrs 
Seale and Tees. Messrs J J Higgins & Co., 
jnake a fine display, in a handsome case of axes, 
picots, hammers and a variety of cutting tools. 
Messrs'i'roïhingham & Workmap pxbi’pit a fipe 
case of1 Gawen .Gilmore’s dpgers and hpfing 
tools ; together with a large collection of Scythes 
fpades (kc , the product of their Cpte St. }?aul 
scythe works. They also exhibit'a' variety of 
nails. Mr. Thomas Davidson presents » 
collection ofjapaned tin Ware of very fine styles. 
A very handsome display from the saw-works 
fit jjfecfra Mprlanf). & Watson foripp a prpminpnj 
feature of "this seption pf tjie exhibition ; it oom- 
prisep circular apd straight saws of almos} every 
size. A very ingérions"boring machine is also 
exhibited. A new invention in the way of a 
ventilator is exhibited by Mr M A Dunn. The 
principle on whicli this system of ventilation is 
based, is that of the cyphon. We understand

Jlessis. Thomas Petjk & Co. have contributed 

to the exhibition a large assortment of nails and 
spikes of every description, Including railroad 
spikes. A quantity of rolled iron is exhibited by 
them. A simitar creditable exposition of spikes, 
rivets, bolts, &o., beautifully finished, is made by 
Messrs. R. Millard & Co. A new feature of quite 
an artistic character is exhibited by Mr. Charles 
Sturer, consisting of specimens of Japaning on 
tin and wood. These wares are exceedingly 
handsome, both from the excellent style in 
which they are don?, and the artistic taste dis­
played. A new coal-hod suited to the stoves in 
use in this climate is exhibited by Mr G. W. 
Reed.

I n ornamental work we note some beautifully 
executed statues in plaster from the establish­
ment of G. Baccerni & Go. They are life-size 
and are constructed of plaster, with oue of St. 
Joseph in patent cement of a dark hue.

Iu the mineralogical and geological depart­
ments there was not a very great display. Some 
specimens of spar from Sir W. Logan and others 
were exhibited. A number of native ores were 
also displayed. Among the latter we observed 
some copper from the St. Francis mine. A box 
containing nuggets of Chaudière gold, valued at 
about $1400, was exhibited.

A display of pottery from the works of Mr G. 
W. Farrar, of St. Johns, and some plaster casts, 
are v,ery creditable. A very prominent and 
handsome feature is au exhibibition ot China and 
Glassware made by Mr W. H. Smith, the agent 
for a number of large English and European 
houses. Among those we saw a fine display of 
the China wares of the Cobridge, Stafford­
shire, Potteries; Bohemian Glassware of the 
manufacture of Steigerwold ; gilt and decorated 
China of Pullivuyt & Co, Paris; Worcester 
Royal Porcelain Company’s china and glass 
ware ; J. W. Pankhurst, white granite ware ; 
together with specimens of Elliott & Sons Sani­
tary ware.

A specimen of gravel roofiing is exhibited by 
Mr WiLiam Wagner. It is called German stone 
paper for roofiing. It is pitched and covered 
with gravel. Mr D. L. Steele also exhibited 
specimens of felt and gravel roofing of an ap­
parently durable nature.

An excellent display-of pressed bricks of 
various forms, suitable for tiling, is made by 
Messrs. Shephard andBulmer ; also by the same 
gentlemen a number of drain tiles.

Messrs. J. and J. Cowan exhibited some very 
fine specimens of machine cut marble and lime­
stone slates. A very handsome marble mantle is 
also exhibited.

In manufactured tobaccos a fair display is 
made. Mr Henry Swain exhibits numerous 
samples of cut and pressed tobacco and cigars. 
Mr S. Davis also aisplayed noticeable specimens 
of segars ; a novel feature in one of the samples is 
that each cigar bears the name of the manufacturer 
beautifully stamped upon it. They are made in 
Montreal. Mr D. W. Moore exhibited a large 
variety of chewing, cut and other tobaccos, also 
a variety of pressed and leaf tobacco.

The Montreal Sugar Refinery was very well 
represented by a number of specimens of fine 
sugar, loaf and crushed. Some specimens of rock 
salt, in the mass and ground, is the manufacture 
of Mr William Coote, of St. Johns.

Messrs. John Mathieson and Son have contri­
buted largely to the exhibition in the. way of their 
peculiar manufactures. A large case of sperma- 
cetti and adamantine stock, made up into various 
forms, among them a bust of Her Majesty the 
Queen ; a quantity of pure sperm ; wax wicks 
and tallow candles. Among the soaps exhibited 
we observe common, crown, Liverpool, pale 
soap, pale yellow, Nos. 1 and 2, white detergent, 
lilly compound, erasive, Royal amber, &c. The 
same gentlemen make a very fine display of fish 
and animal oils, made from the crude material 
at their mauufactory. Messrs. Littander and Luc 
also make a fair display in soaps and candles. 
Mr J. G. Heatle exhibits a very handsome case 
of fancy soaps, together with a number of magni­
ficent specimens of soap in bulk.

In the centre or nave of the palace, 
c immencing at the door, we find 
numerous specimens of work in iron ; 'suck as 
stoves and grates} ap'd ornamental castings, 
fhe first noticeable specimens are 4'°m the iron 
works of Messrs Ives 4 Allan, They consist of 
ornamental railings and urns bronzed, sinks, 
baths stoves, culniary utensils, &c. Messrs J G 
Beard & 6o, also exhibit largely in tnis depart­
ment. In all they have nineteen articles, com­
prising cooking, hall and parlor stoves. Among 
the cooking stoves we observe a very handsome 
one, furnished with copper vessels throughout, 
i’liis we understand obtained the first prize. In 
the variety of stoves exhibited by these gentle­
men we observe an exeeepjnÿiy jngpnipus ar­

Splendid' new double 
stoves, codking stoves, various patterns of rail­
ings, Iron bedsteads, hat-stands, iron furniture, 
kilu plates, wash-tub bottoms, ornamental cast­
ings, &cT, are also exhibited, We particularly 
noticed the cast-iron ornaments for the Mount 
Royal Cemetery entrance gates, which are now 
being made by these gentlemen. A good display 
of well made patent scale was made by Mr. A. 
Gordon.

One of the most striking objects on entering 
the Palace is the iron frame to which a large 
number of brass works, such as facets, steam 
regulators, guages, steam connections, are at­
tached. This prominent object Is contributed by 
Messrs. Mitchell, Uockburn k Co,, and reflects 
credit on their estab). shment. Two specimens of 
beautiful biass trejlis work are also shown by 
them. A beautitojly finished bser engine with 4 
draws some very line çhijpnpy pieces, r&djptors 
also form a part of the collection. We also ob­
served some good specimens of green sand cast­
ings, and a stand of finished brass work, table 
gasaliers and pendants, force and other pumps. 
They also showed a patent lubricater foi steam 
engines, &e. Tne whole is a highly valuable 
display. A new steam spring Piston, the inven­
tion and property of Mr Wm. Qoihwaite aud 
Mr. R. Bloomfield} we also noticed. Mr. H. N. 
Tabb shovyed a very beautiful beer engine with 
4 draws, The wood is black walnut, elegant­
ly carved into a maple leaf border. The handles 
are very handsomely mounted with silver. The 
value is $300. Mr, Tabb alpo exhibits some 
sleigh hells of a very bpautiful construction. An 
invention of his own is on exhibition now ; it is 
an adjusting spirit level, by which levels at a 
distance are indicated. A good specimen of 
service pipe was extiibittfl by Mp. Geo. Lynch. 
A number of Wildeis patent safes are on exhibi­
tion here.

A very ingenious invention for hand sawing 
is exhibited by Mr. Taluey, The machine is self 
adj us ting.

A machine for cutting flour barrel lining 
hoops is exhibited by Mr. John Dessue, and is a 
useful invention.

A very fine display of carriages and sleighs 
was made by various contributors; among whom 
we heard the names of Messrs. E. Ouimette, La- 
duc, Gravel, Roy, Giugras, and yerett, of Que­
bec and other manufacturers.

Messrs. Cadoret and Frere exhibited a very 
fine collection of tin ware.

Messrs. J. Dcugall & Son sent their ingenious 
folding machine to the exhibition, the working 
of which attracted great attention. This is the 
only machine of the kind in Canada. They also 
exhibited their despatching press, another recent 
invention.

Messrs Paxton Bros., exhibited a number of 
barrels and other vessels, together with staves 
&c;, manufactured by tnem. Among other kinds 
of machinery we find a large number of wash­
ing and w ringing machines, churns, &c.

Mr. U’dell’s self adjusting washing and wring­
ing machine, was put in operation as well as 
some other machines ; attracting quite an as­
semblage of ladies. The various virtues of the 
different machines were expaciated on by the 
persons interested Mr. Johnson Tapling, of Coa- 
ticook, also, exhibited a very goad washer, con­
sisting of a cylinder, with slats working over- a 
bed of rollers, arranged so as to permit the pas­
sage of a fabric pf any thickness This is the 
Lawrence patent Mr. Tapling exhibits a variety 
of other machines, and among them, an ingenious 
clamp and screw. Messrs. Jas. Holiday & Brother 
displayed a quantity of cooper work, ip the form 
of barrels, huts, measures, 4o., of a very fine fin­
ish, with burnished hoops.

In the left side of the building, we found a 
collection pf agricultural implements, embracing 
many of the most recent improvements, in the 
application of machinery to farm labor. The ex­
hibition, however, in this department is not what 
it ought to be although of a very fair character. 
Among the most interesting articles, we observ­
ed two Howard ploughs, of Bedford, England, 
exhibited by Mr William Evans. They are very- 
complete in their construction. Mr. James Jef­
freys of Petite Cote, exhibited a very handsome 
and highly finished plough- Mr. James Patter, 
son, of Montreal, displ^jecj a collection pf six 
handsomely ijnis|ied, apd highly polished iron 
swing ploughs, forming a very handsome fixture 
of this depaitment. Mr, Perrault, of the «oar- 
of Agriculture. al»n ("Ijwiied a number of very 
une ploughs. Mr. William Evans and other ma­
nufactures, displayed a collection of various des­
criptions of wooden ploughs of a compact con­
struction. Mr. James Jeffreys, Mr. James Patter­
son, and Mr; William Evans, exhibited good spe­
cimens of double sided mould board ploughs. 
Mr. Daviolette of Napierville, had a good potato 
covering, hoeing and drilling machine in exhibi­
tion. Mr. William Evans showed a horqe hoe 
and harrow combined, four horse hoe’s potato 
diggers ; harrows, drill harrows, grass seed 
sowers, and turnip drill, An assortment of drill

harrows and horse hoes were exhibited by Mr, 
Patterson. Mr. John Curry of River Beaudette, 
exhibited an excellent grass seed sower. In horse 
rakes there were but few varieties. Mr. E. Du- 
chaine of L’Acadie, exhibited a double action 
horse rake. Mr. Beaubien exhibited a horse hsy 
rake, the invention of Dr. C. T. Painchand.

A collection of fanning mills, straw cutters, 
cheese presses, churns, &c., were displayed by 
Mr. W. Evans and other manufacturers. He 
also presented a fine collection of hand imple­
ments, consisting of hoes, rakes, spades and 
shovels, together with root cutters, vegetable 
cutters, 4c- A very fine set of draining imple­
ments are also exhibited by Mr. W. Kvans.

In one of the transcepts was displayed a very 
meagre show of dairy and other products. A 
feature of the place was Mr. W. Kean’s case cf 
cured meats, which elicited admiration. Some 
very fine specimens of hemp and flax, in the va­
rious conditions, from the field to that of being 
scutched. The principal contributors are Mr 
Boa, Mr. James began, and Mr. Ussayts. Mr. 
James Logan has also exhibited samples of 
honey in various forms, fhe representation of 
dairy products was meagre, but the articles 
shown were of good quality. A number of spe­
cimens of maple sugar, some very fine, were 
shown.

On ascending to the galleries we found them 
to a great extent monopolized by the 
handiwork of the ladies. Of these 
products we do not claim to be a judge, 
and besides it would scarcely be gallant to 
make severe criticism where such amiable efforts 
are made to shed a ray of refinement upon 
the coarser productions of the male portion of 
the community. We will therefore generally re­
mark that the efforts of the ladies have been, as 
usual, characterized by delicacy, and their pro­
ductions distinguished for taste and refine­
ment.

In the scientific department we can but notice 
the fine contributions of microscopic prepara­
tions exhibited by Mr. Edward Murphy. Mr. 
James Foley exhited specimens of plumbago. 
Mr. John Thornton, specimens of cabinet ware 
and elegant furniture; Messis. Nelson & Wool, 
specimen of corn broom ; Mr. Alexander Bryson, 
specimen of skates; Mr. J. a. Leclerc, shoe, 
pegs; Messrs. James Morrison, sewing machines ; 
Mr. R Renshaw, two fire-proof safes ; A. Brew­
ster, variety of stoves ; George Grinton, black­
smiths’ bellows ; Savage and Lyman, elegant 
gold and silverware; J. Moore & Company, 
marble chimney pieces ; B. Hutchins, phosphate 
of lime ; Andrew Coy, super-phosphate of lime ; 
A W Ogilvie & Co, samples, pot and pearl barley; 
Messrs. Thompson, Claxton & Co., six pieces of 
Canadian goods and flannels.; Mr. William Mil- 
liken of Galt, C. W., twenty-two specimens of 
various kinds of leather; Messrs. Campbell & Co, 
specimens Belt Leather; Mr. Jacob Dewitt, 
specimens of Leather ; Messrs. A. Buntin & Co., 
specimens of paper ; Messrs. Angus & Logan, a 
collection of paper ; Messrs. Dynes and ttawk- 
sett, a fruit piece in oil, and photographic pro­
duction. Mr. Wm. Notman, photographic spe­
cimens. Mr. Geo. Mathews, specimens of engrav­
ing on steel, and lithographic priming, Mr, J, 
C. Spence, stained glass ; Kiiigland 4 Ewart, 
collars, 4c. ; Mr, S, K, Warren, Church Organs, 
Melodeons, 4c ; T, W, Hood, Pianos; John Lov­
ell, collection school books, 4c; J. -ta'k & Co. 
specimens of lettei-press printing ; A. W. AUc- 
way, horse shoes,

In wall decorations we have to notice some 
elegant prpcluctions of Messrs. John McArthur’s 
establishment ; among them is a section of wall 
done in oak styles, with carvings and imitations 
of silk damask. Another portion is done in 
fresco ; also imitations of various kinds of 
woods. Beau’.i’ully executed marble in imita­
tion. Mr. fccutt of Victoria Square exhibV.s a 
very fine mirror, with a rich and exceedingly 
graceful frame, with a rich vine traced on it. 
i.essrs. James Mavor 4 Co. exhibit many very 
fine things, among them a good bust of Gen. 
Williams, by a young man named Robt. Reid. 
He is a young man of promise. 1 his firm exhi­
bited also a fine Lisbon marble mantl e in which 
ttrse tablets by Mr. Robt Keid will be set. Mr. 
John Ivers exhibits a collection of neck-ties of 
Canadian manufacture

TBS AdRIOULTUE^L PEpARTSJElir,
The Eiçhjbitioi} qf the Lciwer Canada Agricul­

tural Association was held in an enclosure on the 
left of Peel Street (looking towards Sherbrooke 
Street) commanding about twelve aers?. On 
two sides of this enclosure, that running parallel 
with Catherine Street, and the one along Stanley 
Street, substantial wooden sheds have been erec­
ted, containing at least 200 stalls, which qj-ç v^y 
roomy and separated frqtri eaçh other by stfong 
boar£ pariijionu. Along ïhe fence'bounding on 
SbfcrDrooke1’ Stfhet, a'large' open saça ïm-- been 
constructed, wuich is also (jlvlijeu into stalls. A 
lew hundred feç’t distant from the same fence, 
and àhout e^uoj distance from Stanley and Met. 
p$lfe Streets, three extra open sheds have also 
been pqt up in a rqw, top gables looking towards 
dherbrooke and St. Catherine Streets These 
additional sheds measure together 800 feet in 
length. On the upper po tion of the enclosure 
on the right ot Peel Street, is erected a wooden 
building 20 feet by 50 feet, for the purpose of a 
Refreshment Room, as well as others foil the ac- 
conuoaoclaTiou cf fha Agricultural’.Association 
and" Lpcal CoSnpittcs ; also police and ticket 
offices, as well as other conveniences. Near the 
Refieshment Room is also erected a Band Stand, 
while the whole of the site of the Prince of Wales' 
Ball Room is levelled and enclosed with ropes 
for showing and exercising horses, 4c. Towards 
the upper end of Stanley Street, large hay sheds 
are provided, turned Cattle a# entered from 
Sherbrooke. Street,1 “while all hhrsea’ were ad­
mitted from Stanlnj ®freef, thus ’ preventing 
ku accidents which might arise from any collis­
ion of the twp. The neavy agricultural ipi nle- 
mentis, such as thrashing and mowing machults 
&c , were }n fhe enclosure jpetween Metç.alfe and 
Peel streets, while the lighter ones were allotted 
a space in the Crystal Palace. According to the

gained tne first prize at the Highland Society’s 
Show, at Perth, as a 3 year old, at which £250 
was refused for him, and died shortly afterwards. 
“Clyde” was likewise Gr. Sire of the first prize 
mare at the International Show at London, and 
Park of Dalmuirs Br. Mare, which has never 
been beaten, and is still keeping her ground 
wherever shown.

Mr. Crawford, of Petite Cote, showed 
a splendid seven year old imported stallion from 
Clyde ; Mr. Laurent Collet, of Longueuil, a 
dark grey horse, weighing 1271 lbs—wrongly 
classed, the minimum being 1300 lbs ; as was 
also the horse belonging to Mr. Touissant Pre- 
lontaine, of Longueuil, which only weighed 1265 
lbs. “Hob Roy”—the property of Mr. James 
Fagan, was a great favorite. Mr. Robt. Kilgour, 
ot Laprairie, showed a black stud, w eighing 
1500 lbs. Of Blood Horses, Mr. Simon 
Beatty, of Toronto, Mr.Lyons ofShipton, Eastern 
Townships, and Mr. Lucien, of Longueuil, show­
ed splendid specimens. In the second class, 
comprising Agricultural Horses, we noticed 
specially those of Mr. Lefebre, of St. Remi, Mr. 
Ouimet, of St. Athanese, Mr. Bruce, of Hun­
tingdon, Mr. Lantree, of the same place, 
Mr. Lacroix, of St. Scholastique, Mr. La­
chance, of Laprairie, Mr. Kidd, of Petite 
Cote and Mr DuKrd of St Alexandre. Of 
blood horses, Shinfane, the property of Mr Ben- 
net of Long Point ; Wagram, an American im­
ported, and the property of some gentleman re­
sident in the country ; and Faim.-r’s Fancy, a 
hiavy draught, three years old, the property of 
Mo Samuel Johnstone of Pptite Cote, carried the 
palm. Of mares in foal, Mr Crawford of Pe­
tite Cote, Mr Johnson of the same place, and 
Mr Logan, showed some beautiful animals. A 
fine Canadian mare, mixed breed, seven years 
old, was also shown by Mr Xavier Lacroix of St 
Scholastique. But the pet of the fancy was the 
colt by Glencoe, the property of Mr Dawes of 
Lachine, three years old, with her mother, dam 
of colt by Niagara.

We must conclude our observatio ns, which we 
intend to continue to-morrow by noticing that 
the cattle-show was first-rate. Durham, Ayr- 
shires, Devons, and even Galloway and Aber­
deen cattle flourished exceedingly. Fat and 
w orking cattle were in great variety and every 
breed ; Sheep—Leicester, Coltswolds, South 
Downs, Merinos and Saxons, were plentiful. 
Swine — Yorkshire, Berkshires, Suffolks, and 
other breeds large and small, gladdened the 
eye, end seemed remarkably to enjoy themselves. 
Of these, and of poultry, agricultural produc­
tions, implements and manufactures, we must 
reserve our opinion till our next.

rules in the classes of Blood Horses and pure 
bred cattle, full pedigrees, properly certified, 
had to accompany the entry. No animals were 
allowed to compete as pure bred, unless they 
possessed regular stud or herd book pedigrees. 
In the class of Durham cattle particularly, no 
animal was entered for competition unless the 
same was first inserted ju the IjngUsh or Ameri­
can Herd Book, or in the Upper Canada Stock 
Register, kept ’at the office of the Board of Ag­
riculture. We cannot say that there was a largo 
display.

and therefore the preparations connected with 
the police were as uncalled for as unnecessary. 
One or two men tp, assist the gate-keepers were 
all that was -wanted.

The Judges had a very onerous duty to per­
form. '1 hey met and organized at ten o'clock in 
the morning, and were then furnished with the 
committee books containing the numbers of en­
tries in each class. In addition to the stated 
premiums offered for articles enumerated in the 
list, they had the power to award discretionary 
premiums for such articles, not enumerated, as 
they might consider worthy. They had also in 
their discretion to determine whether they 
should award the first, second or ap.y premium i 
It was regretted thaf all o^ the judges were not 
practical and experiepepd men, and although no 
one called in question their honesty or their de­
sire to do justice, still their awards were very 
much questioned, especially in the first division 
—Stock.

The Prize List, when we receive it, will show 
better than we can preted to do, the merits of 
the animals exhibited. We can only, at pre- 
sent, make a few jottings, hut will continue our 
notice to-morrow, In commencing, wc may 
state that it was stated in the Prize List that 
“ in all cases the winner of a first prize of $40 
will be entitled to the Association’s Gold Medal, 
value $40, instead, if he prefer it : and the win­
ner of the 1st prize of $20, or upwards will be 
entitled to the Silver Medal, at $10, if he prefer 
it, with the difference in money.”

In the first class of Heavy Draught Horses, 
Mr. Reid, of Chateaugay, showed a beautiful 6 
year black horse out of “Champion,” But 
what seemed to us the best of the whole lot, 
was the Clydesdale Stallion d Briton,” imported 
by the County of Beauharnois Agricultural So­
ciety from Scotland in I860. Bred by George 
Scott, Esq. Barr, Large, Ayrshire, by “ Clyde,” 
Gr. Sire “ Scotchman,” Gr. G. Sire “Cham­
pion,” Dam, a pure bred Clydesdale mare. Two 
other sisters of which were the Dams respective­
ly of “ Sir Walter Scott” and Lord Raglan,” both 
likewise by “ Clyde,” and all bred by Mr. Scott. 
“ Clyde’” was never shown in public but once, 
when he gained the 1st Prize of -650,given by the 
East Lothian Agricultural Society. “Scotch­
man” was never shown in public. “Champion” 
was bred by F. Broomfield, Esq, Lanarkshire, 
and was the best horse of his day, winning all 
the principal Prizes. “Clyde” was sire of the 
following horses, who were most successful in 
the Prize Ring, viz :--“Sir Walter Scott,” bred 
by Mr Scott. When the property of David Bid- 
dell, Esq., Kilbourne, Dumbartonshire fie gainçd 
tie First Prize at the ^erihs'ldrç Agricultural 
Show, of £50 ; First Hrize at tjie Highland So- 
cietyk, 8how; at^lumfries; in 1,860 ; First Prize 
at the'Glasgow Agricultural Society’s ;a
1861 and 1862, when he wag eold- t0“tuhe ’late 
Duke ol Ham”"on for £420, afterwards gaining 
me First Prize at the Great International Show 
in London, in 186g, when £}0QQ was refused for 
him. “Champion ” fired by Mr. Broomfield, gain­
ed the First Prize at the Highland Society’s Show 
at Inverness, 1856. “Lord Clyde,” bred by Mr. 
Soott, gained the second Prize at the Highland 
Society’s Show, in 1859—and the Fifgt prise, 
three years in succession, at the National frish 
Agricultural Shows. “ Loyd, Haddow” 
ed two second prizes aj; the Highlaod Society’s 
Shows at Aberdeen and Edinburgh, ‘‘Lord 
Raglan” gained the second prize at Glasgow, and 
was sire of the three best 3 year old Fillies shown 
in 1859, “ Brown Coltj" brei in East Lothian
