Russian
Translater
Ousted

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y. (IP)
— A 31-year-old Soviet citizen,
V'iktor Ivanovich Petrov, has P,U ,S a eu ' ..
been dropped from the UN sec­
retariat staff and sent back to 
Moscow for trying to ferret out 
secret data on U. S. military 
planes.

The UN personnel office said 
Petrov was fired for improper 
conduct. The U. S. justice de­
partment said he had tried to 
get secret aircraft information 
from an American citizen.

Petrov made a hasty exit from 
New York’s Idlewild airport 
Thursday with his wife and 
three-year-old son.

Petrov is the third Russian 
citizen to lose his UN job for at­
tempted spying. He was recruit­
ed in Moscow in 1953 for the 
.Russian language translating sec­
tion of the UN secretariat. The 
job paid about $8,000 a year.

Petrov called the language sec­
tion Tuesday and said he was 
ill. He did not show up for work 
again.

He was dismissed after James 
J. Wadsworth, deputy U. S. dele­
gate to the UN, relayed to Secre­
tary-General Dag Hammarskjold 
the justice department charge | 
that Petrov “had attempted to 
obtain information vital to the 
security and defence of the | 
United States.”

The justice department said 
Petrov tried to get classified 
data about physical specifica­
tions and flight characteristics of 
certain U. S. military planes 
from an aircraft company em­
ployee. It added that the Russian 
did not succeed.

LaMarca was quoted as saying 
he abandoned the child the next 
day after he panicked in a vain 
attempt to collect $2,000 in ran­
som to meet a pile of debts.

OTTAWA (CP) — immigration has helped Canada 

increase her population but more than 95 per cent of the 
rise in the last century was from Canadian births.

The high Canadian birth rate — sixth highest in the 
world in 1954—combined with the world s second lowest 
death rate provided the main dynamic factors which helped 
Canada build up a population of 15,000,000 in 1954 from 
2,400,000 a century ago. The current population has been 
roughly estimated at 16,000,000.

Tension eased 
on the island after the truce was 
announced, but British officials 
said Friday night a 25-year-old 
Greek Cypriot was killed and a 
youth wounded seriously in an , 
explosion near Larnaca. They 
said the blast apparently was 
caused by a bomb.

L'EGARE MAKES IT: LE CASTOR DOESN’T — Most 
readers in the country are well aware of the fart that 
L’Egare II made it to England maimed by three Frenchmen 
who set out from Halifax in the spring. . . Not so long ago 
three other adventurous Frenchmen started out from Quebec 
City fur a trip, estimated to take four years. . . They had 
planned to travel through the I'nited States and on to Central 
America. The wagon, drawn by two horses passed through 
Sherbrooke almost three weeks ago. . . The trio made an 
official visit to City Hall and were received by Mayor 
Nadeau and city council, signed the golden hook and were 
provided with credentials from the city. . . This procedure 
had been followed by the group in every city and town in 
which they slopped. . . A lot of people took a lot of trouble 
to receive the men, but to what avail? They have been in 
Rock Island for the last two weeks, unable to cross the 
border into Vermont. . . Apparently the I'nited States gov­
ernment is asking a $1,500 deposit from the group to 
guarantee that they will not become public charges. . . They, 
of course, will hear nothing of it. . . It seems that the first 
deposit asked was $4.000 but after an 11 hour (almost un­
believable) conference with the attorney-general of Vermont, 
the sum was reduced to S1.500. . . Now one of the trio, Paul 
Lapointe is leaving for Washington to get the matter straight­
ened out with the government. . . The other two have left 
for their homes, one in Three Rivers and one in Montreal.
. . They are determined to continue their journey and if they 
can start in two weeks, they will be able to reach New York 
bv October but if the caravan is stalled for any other length 
of time, the trip will have to be postponed until next spring.
. . It seems rather odd that members of the expedition were 
armed with letters from Federal Cabinet Ministers, Premier 
Duplessis and visas for entry to Mexico and other countries, 
only to be stopped b> immigration officials, because, as 
potential residents of the United States, they lacked the 
necessary capital.

Rapid Progress Reported 
In Town Planning Project

Work on the preparation of a 
master plan for the City of Sher­
brooke is progressing rapidly ac­
cording to Director of Services 
Charles Langlois.

The town planning expert 
hired by the city, Jean-Claude 
Luhaie of Quebec City, has been 
in Sherbrooke for Hie last three 
days and is at present working 
v?n the economic survey of the 
city. Mr. Langlois said the pur­
pose of this survey, not expect­
ed by City Council at the time 
erf Lahaie’s engagement, is to 
find if the city has the means 
and administrative possibilities 
of carrying out the findings of 
the town planning expert.

Mr. Langlois explained that a 
certain fear has existed in the 
past in other cities that once a 
master plan has been drawn up, 
City officials will fake the plans 
and put them on a shelf.

‘'The town planning expert 
wants to find out if Sherbrooke 
is capable of carrying out the 
recommendations which he will 
eventually make to City Council,” 
declared Mr. Langlois.

In order to make an economic 
survey, Mr. Langlois explained, 
an economist must be hired. He 
said a Quebec expert has been 
engaged by Mr. Lahaie to do this 
job. He is a qualified economist 
and lawyer.

During the course of the sur­
vey, the economist will delve 
into the financial history of 
Sherbrooke over the past ten 
years. Studies are made of how 
much money has been spent on 
waterworks, sewers and other 
services, as well as the amount 
of taxes paid by property hold­
ers and other citizens.

The, City is waiting for a map 
which is being prepared from 
photographs taken by Photogra­
phic Surveys Ltd. The company 
has taken pictures of the citj- 
and their employees now are 
transferring the information 
gathered in the photos onto a 
map which will contain con­
tour lines every five feet.

Once the map is in the hands 
of city engineers and the town 
planning expert, a more com­
plete work can be undertaken. It 
was explained that the economic 
survey was started while await­
ing the arrival of the map.

The City Council last fall vot­
ed the sum of S15.000 toward 
the completion of a master plan, 
which will allow for the develop­
ment of Sherbrooke on a well 
planned and logical basis. The 
work is scheduled to take nearly 
three years and additional sums 
of money will be voted in fu­
ture budgets.

Besides looking over the va 
Illation and taxation systems of 
Hamilton, Mayor Nadeau was 
conducted on a tour of the city 
and he pointed out that Hamil­
ton has four swimming pools, 
three of which were completed 
just recently.

Th« Mayor pointed out that 
Hamilton received over $5.000.

He 
said the provincial government 
takes care of highways entering 
and leaving the cities, paves the 
road and sees that they arc 
properly maintained.

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The Lindbergh Law Reacts
The brutal slaying of little Peter 

Weinberger ■>— regardless of whether 

or not the killing is technically regard 

e.d as a murder — may indicate that 

the so-celled "Lindbergh Law,” under 

which kidnapping is regarded as a fed 

era! offence punishable by death may 
now be another example of laws passed 
during a time of high pasaion which 
defeat their own purpose.

This law was enacted in face of 
the widespread indignation which fol­
lowed the abduction and subsequent 
slaying of the Lindbergh child twenty 
years ago. Undoubtedly those who 
urged its enactment and the legis­
lators who voted for it almost un­
animously were firmly convinced that 
it would frighten would-be kidnappers 
from even touching a youngster.

It may have prevented a few, or 
even many, kidnappings. But in sev­

eral cases, possibly in the Weinberger 

ease, it has had the effect of bringing 
about the death of the kidnap victim. 
It has been read into Ihe court records 
of the United States that on more 
than one occasion the abductors have 
realized the tremendous import of 
their crime and acting on the old 
policy of "You might as well hang 
for a sheep as a lamb,” have disposed 
of their victims when their plans be­
gan to go astray.

We do not for one second hold 
the idea that kidnapping is anything 
but the foulest of crimes and that the 
abductor deserves little or no sym­
pathy from the public or the law. But 
what we do believe is that kidnapping 
in itself should not be made a capital 
offence. I here should be a reason­
able encouragement for the kidnapper 
to return his victim at least alive if not 
unharmed.

ardice, we ll decline comment on a 

clever little fatherly trick that came to 

our attention recently.

We will merely record it.

It seems that a certain parent, 
male variety, became tired of seeing 
his wife and daughter garbed more 
frequently than not in slacks, "Wom­
en,'' he said thoughtfully to himself, 
"and especially that wife of mine, 
were not built for slacks.

So this was his solution, though 
there was no report whether it had 
been successful or not.

Horses Reduced Accidents
When the farmer stopped having 

to rest his horses periodically he also 

stopped resting himself. The failure 

to observe rest periods and the ac­

companying fatigue is blamed for 

many farm accidents, according to a 

report published by the F^ealth Lea 
gue of Canada.

Motor vehicle accidenta are re­
sponsible for the greatest share, fol­
lowed by work" accidents, including 
accident* with farm machinery. 
Among major industries, farming rate» 
third in the number of accidental 
deaths.

The high level of work accident» 
on the farm is partially due to the 
shift from horse-drawn to motor- 
driven machinery'.

“Horses had to be tested period 
ically, and with this came rest for the

driver. Furthermore, the same horses 
could not be worked 1 0 to 15 hours a 
day for several days," the report 
says, adding that it is not unusual for 
a farmer to spend more than 10 hours 
a day in the field with n tractor, es­
pecially if he gets a late start because 
of weather or soil condition*.

Studies show that there is a peak 
midmorning and midafternoon period 
during which the majority of accidents 
occur. T hua, a midmorning break 
like that given in most factories is a 
good idea for the farmer.

Carelessness in the handling of 
machinery and poor safety design also 
have contributed to farm accidents. 
Only in recent years have manufac­
turers been interested in safety in 
farm machinery, but the safety devices 
now provided are often removed by 
the farmer, inviting accidents.

Unlike almost every other piece of machinery, an auto­
mobile has to be kept not only in good running order, but 
also in good stopping order.

The car manufacturers have recognized this and one of 
the sidelights that's been largely overlooked in the so-called 
“horsepower race” is that as engines have become more 
powerful, the car makers have been turning out brakes that 
are larger and more efficient.

But, I'm afraid, most people don't pay much attention 
to their brakes until the car begins to pull to one side, or 
the brakes begin to fade.

Pulling to one side can have a lot of causes. A rear 
spring shackle that’s too tight ran do it. or a eml spring 
that's weak can pull a car over to that side.

The pull may be on the opposite side of the car to 
where the trouble is. We find cars pulling to the right be­
cause the line to the left front brake is clogged. Or a car 
will pull to the left if a little brake fluid gets on the right
hand brake lining.

Tires are extremely Important in this problem, The 
front tires must be kept at the same pressure and have
similar tread.

Some people think you have to have “puir to ret 
«head in this world. The one great big exception is auto­
mobiles. With them, pull can be dangerous.

As with most ear problems, there are a dozen or more 
possible answers. The only people who can hope to have 
all the answers arc trained mechanics, t certainly don’t 
have all the answers myself — that's why factory-trained 
mechanics with plenty of practical experience are the kind 
we have on our payroll.
