What co-operation has done for the
dairy Industry in Canada bids fair to
be repeated in the development of frult,
growing. .The principle is not new,’
even as applied io fruit culture, & nunl-
ber of co-operatlve - assoclations hav-
ing been in successful operation in On-
tarlo for years in a small way. But it

A Lost Chapter of Diplomacy.
1n a reference to the Dogger Bank
fncident, the firing by the Russaian et
upon Rritlsh fishermen, the editor of
London Truth recalls a diplomatic epi-
sode of which we have nowhere else
geen any account, 1t occurred gluring

the Crimean war, at whieh time :\lr.;

Laboucheré was an attache of  the
English embassy at Washington: It
had its inception on one of the Britlsh
Falkland Islands, at the small town of
Stanley, which has a population of
about 400, including the Governor, The
chief products of the island are grass,
last run wild
and were, and still are, much sought
for by the captains of passing whailng
shipe. who conslder them fair game to
all comers; but the Governor of that
eurlier time Insisted they were British
property. While the IEnglish - were
fighting RRugsia in the Crimea the skip-
per of an American whaler gelzed a
pig, and with his prize aboard pat into
Stanley. The Gowvernor demanded the
surrender of the animal as "a British
subject illegally detained,” and as Its
Yankee captor Tefused to give it up he
was thrown into prison.

A few days later an American war-
ship put into the little port. Its com=
mander was Captain Lynch, of Dead
Sea fame. Upon learning thgt a fellow
countryman had been imprisoned by
the Governor he demanded his release,
Imforming that officer that 1f he was
not ready to comply with the demand
he should at once ramove the women
and children, as the town would be
bombarded within twenty-four ‘hours.
To this peremptory message the Gov-
ernor ylelded and released his prisoner,
but promptly sent an account of the
affair to the Britlsh Colonial Office,
In response to which, the English lega-
tion at Washington was imstructed to
demand an apology. Mr. Marcy, who
was then Secretary of State, made an
excuse to the effect that Captain Ly nch
was, In consequence of famlly troubles,
suffe: .1 from nervousness at the time
of his offending. The editor of Trufh
tells how and why the incldent ivas
closed without war and without an
apology. .

“We indignantly replied,” he says,
