F
resh off her appearance at this sum­
mer’s Montreal Jazz Festival, multi­
language singer and pianist Florence 
K is now coming to Magog’s Le Vieux 
Clocher.

As Florence K tells it, music has been a part 
of her life from the day she was bom. Her mu­
sical parents, her mother an opera singer and 
her father a guitarist, had her surrounded by 
music in her earliest days, and at the age of 
just three she asked her mother, who was a 
piano teacher, “Mommy, me too piano?”

At just six-years-old she made her televi­
sion debut playing Brahms lullaby on Radio- 
Canada’s “Démons du Midi.” She continued 
to play piano through her childhood and into 
her teen years; she turned to classical singing 
in the latter part of the 1990’s.

While studying for her DEC in Modem Lan­
guages and Communications, the young mu­
sician took the opportunity to learn a variety 
of languages, studying Italian, Spanish, Ger­
man, Arabic and Portuguese. The melding of 
her new knowledge of world languages and 
her new-found love of singing helped create 
the diverse songscape she now performs.

Her love of languages and the cultures of 
the world grew even more thanks in large 
part to a singing role on the European Tour of 
Night at the Proms, which starred her moth­
er Natalie Choquette as well as others accom­
panied by a symphony orchestra. The tour 
included stadium performances in Belgium, 
Holland, Germany, Denmark and Switzer­
land.

things we love. Jacques Lecours is such 
a person.

As a town planner for 40 years, 
Lecours worked for a number of towns 
and cities throughout the Laurentians 
and the Townships including St. 
Jerome, Lachute and St. Eustache.

“Communities have to plan their 
land use otherwise development goes 
left and right, in all directions,” ex­
plains Lecours. “Sewers, water mains, 
recreational facilities and industry 
have to be in the right place in order to 
prevent sprawl.”

Lecours’ expertise also lies in her­
itage planning and environmental pro­
tection, skills that have guaranteed him 
employment over the years. At the age 
of 25 he started his own firm and ended 
up working at Hydro Quebec for twenty 
years before taking his retirement.

“I became Hydro’s heritage guy,” says 
Lecours. "Hydro takes its old installa­
tions, such as generating plants, very se­
riously and wants to ensure that 
buildings retain their original look as 
technology is updated.”

Lecours says that Hydro collects old 
machinery in order to better under­
stand the evolution of technology, and 
that heritage planning involves not 
only the buildings themselves but the 
terrain they are built upon. Of course, 
there’s always the issue of environmen­
tal protection, which Lecours is equally 
qualified to deal with.

After years of renting houses for ski 
getaways in the Glen mountain region

of Brome Missisquoi, he decided to re­
tire in our corner of the Eastern Town­
ships.

“In order to stay out of trouble,” says 
Lecours, “I play the piano, do theatre 
improv at Sutton, and take drawing, his­
tory of jazz and Spanish courses at the 
Bishop’s campus here in Knowlton.”

Why do I feel good about Lecours hav­
ing an interest in the arts & science of 
living? In a way I have benefited direct­
ly from his curiosity, seeing that he has 
become the latest host of GDI's Around 
Town, sharing the duties with Dewey 
Durrell and Chuck Christie.

The CIDI weekly show deals with top­
ical issues, such as politics, business, 
the environment and the arts in and

around the Town of Brome Lake. Being 
who he is, Lecours has found yet anoth­
er thing to do, in his quest to “stay out 
of trouble.”

Currently he is the chairperson of 
Rue Principale in Brome Lake, a project 
based on Mainstreets U.S. in the States. 
It’s a community-based revitalization 
program aimed at developing the down­
town centers of Knowlton, Foster and 
Fulford.

Two years ago, the three year pro­
gram was set up by the Town of Brome 
Lake and its Chamber of Commerce, cre­
ating four committees working in the 
areas of economic development, cultur­
al development, promotion and town 
planning. To date it has about 200 vol­
unteers working together and has given

the community an opportunity to talk 
things out as far as its future, immedi­
ate, medium and long term direction 
and aspirations are concerned.

“Already we have seen results,” says 
Lecours. “Knowlton has some new busi­
nesses and an action plan has been 
adopted by the chamber of commerce 
and the town, setting out all of the 
things that need to be done.”

As well, we have been active in the 
festival of lights, the creation of Brome 
Lake Day and the Letters from Knowl­
ton literary festival.”

But why is he interested in radio?
“CIDI is a very useful component of 

our community,” Lecours points out. 
“Cohesion within a community comes 
from communication and I can’t think 
of a better way to bring it together.

“We live in a region that is spread 
out, so the more we know about each 
other the more cultural and social de­
velopment takes place.”

Well said, but I but wonder if Lecours 
isn’t a rock ‘n’ roll star wannabe at 
heart. When he showed me his guitar, 
keyboard and amplifier music room in 
the upstairs of his home in Knowlton I 
was blown away. One never knows 
what to expect from a retired town 
planner who takes music appreciation 
courses. Maybe he wants CIDI to play 
his tunes? And why not? That’s what 
we’re here for, there is always room for 
new people and we welcome them glad­
ly and gratefully.

It was only once Florence K returned from 
Europe and landed a gig as a pianist in Old 
Montreal that she returned to the piano, 
though not to her classically trained roots. In­
stead she quickly began to find a love for pop 
and jazz.

While attending the University of Ottawa 
and earning a degree in communications, she 
would eventually finish at the University of 
Montreal, she continued to play regularly in 
Old Montreal. The bar gigs demanded she con­
tinue to widen her musical knowledge. Her 
evolution grew from not just music in a vari­
ety of languages, but now to many genres. If a 
clientele demanded a certain style, she want­
ed to make sure she could do it.

A stint in Morocco singing with a group 
called Baltic Avenue is where she feels she 
truly began to gain stage experience. Her 
worldly travels, her extensive knowledge of 
languages and her ability to find a comfort 
zone in nearly any style of music were all evi­
dent on her debut album “Two Hands, One 
Piano,” from which she gave the proceeds to 
Cystic Fibrosis Association of Outaouais.

Her debut album with her label Red Blues

Productions was a live album recorded at the 
Lion D’Or in Montreal because she has said 
“the most real and magnificent musical mo­
ments, the most beautiful solos and the 
deepest emotions are expressed live, on 
stage.”

Following studio albums and tours 
around the world, Florence'K is still in the 
early days of her musical evolution. One can 
only expect that the more she sees of the 
World, both musically and literally, the more 
she will continue to incorporate into her 
music. She has said that she wants to contin­
ue to learn languages and improve on some 
of the ones she only has a basic knowledge of.

She can also be expected to grow outside 
of the music. She was named an ambassador 
for UNICEF^Quebec and has said she wants to 
educate the people in her home province on 
the condition of the children across the 
world being deprived of fundamental rights.

D
og lovers are a contradictory 
bunch. We bring home an 
adorable little bundle of fur 
called a puppy, aiming to make 
him a shining example of good citizen­

ship. The applause would be deafening! 
Other dog owners will be envious! Little 
Pupsie would learn not to jump on peo­
ple, not to burrow beneath anything 
embarrassing, and to never, ever climb 
on furniture.

And then he’s taught to jump, bur­
row, and climb on furniture. It’s called 
“agility”, and in the new book “Dogged 
Pursuit” by Robert Rodi, you’ll read 
about one man’s leap into a growing 
sport, and what it taught him about 
himself and his dog.

During a dinner party some years 
ago, Robert Rodi was telling fellow din­
ers woeful tales of “raising a fiendishly 
intelligent, demonically driven Shet­
land sheepdog.” That was when Rodi 
learned about agility, a dog-and-human 
competition consisting of hurdles, tun­
nels, weaving poles, teeter-totter?, and 
platforms. Rodi started working with 
his dog. Carmen, and she was quite 
good at it. Unfortunately, she suffered a 
career-killing injury and had to be re­
tired.

But agility was in Rodi’s blood now. 
He needed a new dog.
After applying online for other dogs 

in his Chicago area, Rodi found Dusty, a 
scruffy, funny-looking “cryptic blue” 
Sheltie available from a nearby rescue

group. Although Dusty seemed to be al­
most indifferent to agility training, 
Rodi set out to rrtake the pooch a pro.

Following agility classes, Rodi en­
tered Dusty into competitions around 
Chicago, joining the All Fours agility 
group. The group was friendly enough, 
but Rodi felt uncomfortable, out of 
place, like he didn’t belong. And al­
though Dusty had won a few ribbons 
early-on, he started acting as if he didn’t 
know what he was doing anymore and 
his scores were embarrassing to Rodi.

Agility was turning out to be more ir­
ritation than enjoyment.

Willing to try anything for the elu­
sive alphabet soup that follows a cham­
pion’s name, Rodi consulted his 
teammates. He hired a “dog whisperer” 
and tried aromatherapy for the both of 
them. He tried to keep positive and fo­
cused for Dusty’s sake.

But anyone who’s ever loved a dog 
knows that you can’t teach a dog some­
thing the dog doesn’t want to learn. 
When Rodi took a break - literally - 
everything leaped into place.

“Dogged Pursuit” is ftmny and sweet, 
a true dog-lover’s tale with one near­
caveat: while it initially appears that au­
thor Robert Rodi sees Dusty as a means 
to an end, it quickly becomes obvious 
that he adores the pup. But while his 
readers are learning that, Rodi tells a 
story every dog owner has lived - that of 
trying to make a dog do something he 
won’t do for you, but is perfectly willing 
to do for someone else.

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Watching Discovery Channels annual “Shark Week’’ specials makes one wonder if the 
station is in cahoots with a swimming pool company.

The 22nd annual festival of dorsal-finned predators could keep the hardiest surfer on land. 
Stunning photography makes viewers feel as if they’re there, which is terrifying, especially 
because this years films are especially bloody. Yet lor those who can’t get enough of sharks, 
it’s the place to be.

The week launches Sunday, Aug. 2, with “Blood in the Water,” which carries a viewer 
discretion warning. The first known shade attacks in the United States occurred off New 
Jersey during a heat wave and polio epidemic in the 
summer of 1916. Swimming in the ocean was still a 
relatively novel concept, ana no one knew of sharks 
attacking humans.

Its against this backdrop that the film - hewing 
to period fashion, settings and language - unfolds. As 
the film repeats throughout, these attacks inspired the 
story of “Jaws.” In 12 days, five people were attacked, 
four killed.

As a lifeguard watches, a man flails in the waters off 
Beach Haven. A lifeguard rescues him, and the victim is 
brought into a hotel, where his physician father couldn’t save 
him. Most doctors were not yet trained in administering 
transfusions, and the 25-year-old man bled to death.

Soon others would be attacked. The film weaves facts into the 
narrative. For instance, an extremely strong swimmer can cover 5 
miles per hour.

“Even Michael Phelps cannot outswim a shark,” Andy Dehart, a 
shark specialist with the National Aquarium in Washington, D.C., 
says in an interview.

Dehart says questions linger over what type of sharks attacked in 
1916.
After the young man bled ro death, an athlete was the next victim. The 

lifeguard who pulled him from the water says, “I remember thinking he w 
very light for a big man, then I saw his lower legs were completely gone.”light _ _ . . _

Another young man was soon killed, as was the Samaritan who dove into the
Matawan Creek to save him. The last attack was on a boy who survived, though for a 
few horrid minutes he was the object of a tug of war between a shark and his brother.

Dehart, fascinated by sharks since he first saw one at 5, offers the following 
advice should anyone find themselves close to a shark.

“In most places in the world, if you are out swimming or snorkeling, you 
are extremely safe, in most cases,” Dehart says. “If you are in the Keys or < 
the coast, they are most likely small, extremely nonaggressive species that 
have rarely been implicated in any attacks. If you are in water where you 
can see 30 feet away, these are great circumstances. You are pretty safe.
My personal advice is observe sharks’ behavior and consider yourself 
lucky and enjoy the experience just as you would viewing a 
mountain lion from a distance.”

Since the dawn of TV time, whenever 
characters have been artists, they had to don a 
beret and vaguely French clothes.

Among the reasons to love Nickelodeon’s 
“iCarly, ’ airing Saturdays, is that it doesn’t stoop 
to cliches in writing, acting or wardrobe.
Spencer (Jerry Trainor), Carly’s guardian and 
older brother, is an artist.

And he dresses as a 21st century Seattle-based 
artist in his 20s would. In this case, that means 
jeans and funny T-shirts, layered with thermal 
and Western shirts. He looks like a guy whose 
profession requires him to weld, paint and 
sculpt.

“Lets get crazy,” Trainor says, describing 
Spencers look. “Let’s call it nouveau 
abstractionist northwestern splashy.”

Costume designer Kris Dangl based Spencer 
on a Nickelodeon set designer, Josh Inch. “We 
used to call him the millionaire playboy,” she

says. “He is the sexiest, ruggedest - a real guy. 
There’s nothing feminine about him. He’s a 
real dude with that low-key boyish quality.”

Since clothing logically needs to reflect 
where we live, Spencer’s are “totally 
northwestern,” Dangl says. “It’s kind of like 
that rugged, unrefined intellectual thing that 
John Corbett used to have on ‘Northern 
Exposure.’ And it allows his goofiness to just 
shine through.”

To stop Trainor’s natural goofiness from 
seeping through, she would have to garb him 
in a lead suit. Instead, Dangl shops in the 
small funky shops of Venice, Calif. But she 
also buys at Nordstrom and Fred Segal.

Jeans are vital to Spencer’s look. “He doesn’t 
mess around with his jeans,” Dangl says. “He 
has one style of jeans until he is done with 
them, then tosses them in trash. I started with 
Lucky jeans and now it’s Diesel.”

His T-shirts are from Woot Shirt, 
Planet Funk and Threadless.

“I just really make sure his T- 
shirts are something an artist 
would appreciate,” Dangl says. “I 
recently got him a T-shirt that 
said, ‘Get some exercise,’ and it 
shows a stick drawing of a human 
being chased by a T-Rex. There’s a 
whole part of the script this week 
where Jerry is obsessed with the 
‘beavcoon,’ a beaver raccoon. I found 
a T-shirt of an armadillo with a bull’s 
head.”

Western shirts come from Urban 
Outfitters. As for shoes, Spencer is a 
loyalist.

“He has never not worn a pair of low 
top Converse,” Dangl says. “Just 
always Converse - black.”

There are still some stories out there that when I 
express them to the writers, they get excited. I love 
the noir aspects to our stories, and I think we could 
do a modern-day "Chinatown." Not a lot has been 
done about water rights, and I'm fascinated by how 
that all goes down.

I hope I'm accepting of Laurence and 
Lauren (recent cast additions Laurence Fishburne and 
Lauren Lee Smith) and whoever else might be on the 
show.

I'll put it to you this way: It's not necessarily that the' 
thrill is gone, but those early days of being driven by 
adrenaline are long gone. Now it's about keeping the 
standards really high. It's really about coming back to 
the truth, being respectful and not exploitative.
There's no shortage of bad (people) in Vegas, on the 
show as well as in Sin City itself.

In this, scientists go on an 
Amazon expedition and encounter a 
terrifying hybrid from below.

"Jaws" (1975): If only killers from the 
deep came with warning music! That 
soundtrack won John Williams one of the 
film's three Oscars. The story of a New 
England shore town gripped by fear 
because of a giant man-eating shark had 
people screaming in the theaters. "What

we're dealing with here is a perfect 
engine, an eating machine," says Hooper 
(Richard Dreyfuss), the marine scientist. 
"It's really a miracle of evolution. All this 
machine does is swim and eat and make 
little sharks." So effective was Steven 
Spielberg's adaptation of Peter Benchley's 
book that some were even afraid of pools 
after "Jaws."

"Anaconda" (1997): J.Lo isn't the 
scariest thing in this movie.

"Open Water" (2003): Possibly the 
scariest of the bunch, because this 
horrifying tale is based on a true story. A 
couple on a Caribbean vacation signs up 
for a boat trip on the open sea for a day 
of scuba diving. Now, it's bad enough 
when a bus doesn't pick you up, but 
when the boat abandons you in shark- 
infested waters, life is awful. And it can 
happen. All it took was someone 
counting wrong on the boat's roster, and 
by the time the resort realized its 
mistake, it was too late.

Honky Tonk Boots, the last album re­
leased by Sammy Kershaw is plain old 
country that will rock you off your feet 
or get you singing along. The produc­
tion highlights his great vocal abilities, 
but do not compromise the traditional 
country style that makes him a great

musician.
Independently produced, the 

album testifies to Kershaw’s com­
manding voice that breathes and nu­
ances country music exactly the way 
it should be. With a set of mostly 
well-chosen songs, it easily compares 
to some of Kershaw’s best CD’s on 
Mercury Records which proves that 
the record label is only a small part 
in someone’s career.

Since his debut in the early 90’s, 
he has released ten studio albums, 
with three RIAA platinum certifica­
tions and two gold certifications 
among them.

Kershaw signed to Mercury in the 
early 90’s and ran off a string of smash 
singles. These hits propelled Kershaw 
into the ranks of country’s top plat­
inum-selling artists. They were hits 
magnificently delivered by a twangy, 
memorable voice.,.What an entertainer!
