ters)- Clillord Hoffman, the Am­
erican literary sleuth, touched 
off a withering barrage of sar­
casm lor his faiipre Tuesday to 
prove that Shakespeare was a 
fraud.

“Alas, poor Hoifinanmothing 
but sand, sand, sand," was the 
headline in Hie London Evening 
News, deftly misquoting the im­
mortal bard’s Hamlet,

In truth, nothing was rotten in 
Denmark. But the Evening New s 
smelled a rat.

Hoffman’s claim that Eliza­
bethan playwright Christopher 
Marlowe, not Shakespeare, wrote 
Shakespeare’s plays for him was 
as preposterous as “casting 
doubts on who wrote the Gettys 
burg address,” the newsjf^iior 
said.

According to the 48-year-old 
New York drama critic, the 15(h- 
century tomb of Sir Thomas Wal- 
singhiam, Marlowe’s friend and 
patron, contained manuscripts of 
"Shakespeare" plays written in 
Marlowe’s hand.

But when the tomb in St. Nich­
olas church here was opened 
Tuesday,, nothing was fourni be­
side the coffin but sand—15th- 
century sand from Normandy, ac­
cording to one expert.

A crestfallen Hoffman today 
still stuck to his gums and insis­
ted that Marlowe wrote Shakes­
peare, as he attempted to prove 
in his recent book, The Man Who 
was Shakespeare.

Dr. £ Jacques Named Candidate For ^ iJ"8*" °i”’‘ 

Union Nationale Party In RichmondTra,,ic Mishai,s
Local Rotarians Complete Plans 
For International Conference

By CUTHBERT JONES
RICHMOND—Dr. Ephrem 

Jacques. Richmond veterin- 
ary surgeon, was the choice 
of a Lnion Nationale con­
vention held at Saint Famille 
church hall here yesterday 
afternoon to represent the 
party in Richmond County 
in the June 20 provincial 
general elections. The rid­
ing was represented in last 
Legislature by Emilien La- 
france, of Asbestos, w-ho is 
seeking re-election under the 
Liberal banner.

Dr. Jacques received an 
overwhelming majority over 
the only other* aspirant for 
the honors, Mayor Sylvio 
Blais, of Bromptonville, a 
commercial traveller.

The selection of the can­
didate was followed by a 
regular political rally during 
which cabinet ministers and 
party stalwarts told the pack­
ed hall of the many achieve­
ments of the L'nion Nationale 
government since its return 
to power in 1944.

In a short address accepting 
the nomination, Dr. Jacques told 
the gathering that it was not 
caprice but social duty to return 
Premier Duplessis and his ad­
ministration which had done so 
much to meet the needs of all 
sections of the Province.

These sentiments were echoed 
by Mayor Blais in thanking those 
delegates who had voted for him. 
He urged a united effort to as­
sure the election of Dr. Jacques, 
whom he believed would be an 
excellent representative for the 
county but even more important 
because his election would assure 
that Richmond County returned 
where it belonged—in the ranks 
of the Government forces.

Liberal charges that a dictator­
ship existed in this province were 
replied to by Jacques J. Bertrand, 
M.F.P. for Missisquoi.

“Have you lost the freedom of 
speech, of assembly, of criticism, 
of the press?” he asked.

“There are going to he all kinds 
of meetings in this county and 
every other county at which 
many unkind things will be said 
about the government. - Do you 
expect anyone to go to jail?

“Many newspapers do not like 
us and print many unfavorable 
things about us. But do the ed­
itors fear the seizure of their 
plants?”

Charges of dictatorship, he con-
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tinned, came poorly from a man 
like Mr. Lapalme who demanded j 
that if a man was Red at Quebec, 
he must he Red at Ottawa, on the 
municipal council and e\en on 
the school board.

Opening along the same vein. 
Hon J. S. Bourque, Minister of 
Lands and Forests and of Hy­
draulic Resources, declared the 
Union Nationale did not seek to 
impose any obligations upon its 
supporters in other pplitical 
fields. A person could vote any j 
way in the federal field, Liberal, 
Conservative or what-you-will.

“You know, 1 was once a Lib­
eral,” he said, “and 1 am not 
ashamed of it. Not only was 1 a 
Liberal supporter, byt I was pres­
ident of the Sherbrooke County 
Liberal Association at the time' 
I felt compelled lo break with the 
party in 1Ü35 and seek election 1 
as an Action Liberale Nationale 
candidate, joining the Union Na­
tionale in 193ti.

The former Taschereau Lib 
oral Government had refused 
to institute old age pensions in 
this province although Quebec 
taxpayers were paying millions j 
annually toward federal govern­
ment pensions in other provinces, j 
The Union Nationale instituted i 
old age pensions, blind pensions, 
invalid pensions and allowances j 
to needy mothers, he continued.

The Lands Minister also re- ; 
viewed the progress made by his ! 
department esince 1944 when he 
took charge of its operations.

Hon. J. D, Begin. Minister of ' 
Colonization, defended the use of 
outside capital lo develop the ’ 
natural resources of this province 
for the benefit of the people.

“I believe,” said the Coloniza­
tion minister, “and this Govern- ; 
ment believes that it is better to 
have foreign capital come into 
this province to establish indus 
tries and give employment to our 
people than it is to sent Canadian 
capital abroad to develop the in­
dustries of foreign countries— 
the avowed policy of the Federal 
Liberals.

“Or to act like the Federal 
Government which is spending 
twenty million dollars on the con­
struction of the Queen Elizabeth ! 
Hotel in Montreal and then 
hand it over to an American ! 
chain which will receive the pro- j 
fits without making any invest­
ment.”

West opened the ten of hearts, 
East played the discouraging 
deuce, and South won with the 
ace. It seemed clear that West 
would shift to clubs if given the 
chance, and South had good rea­
sons for not wanting such a shift. |

Declarer drew three rounds of 
trumps, ending in the dummy, j 
and then led the jack of dia­
monds. East stepped up imme­
diately with the ace of diamonds 
and returned his low heart, al­
lowing West to win with the 
eight. This wasn't as desperate a 
play as it seemed, since West had 
discarded the nine of hearts oh 
the third trump to make it clear 
that he held the eight and could 
win the second round of hearts.

West returned the eight of 
clubs, dummy played low, and 
East won with the jack. East 
could still get out with his low 
diamond, after which he could 
sit back and wait for a second 
club trick to defeat the contract.

Perhaps you noticed that East 
had to give the lead to his part­
ner W'ith a low heart ns part of 
the campaign to avoid an end- 
play. East also had to win the 
first diamond trick in order to 
get out with a low diamond later 
on. If East hadn't taken these 
two precautions, he’d have been 
obliged eventually to lead clubs 
up to dummy's ace-queen; or he’d 
have led a heart, allowing dum­
my to ruff while South discarded 
a club.

East's precautions wouldn’t 
have been needed against an or­
dinary declarer. The average 
South player would try a club 
finesse on his own, and East 
would be in no danger.

NEW YORK — CP> — Major 
league baseball attendance is 
down approximately 10 per cent 
so far this season, with 11 clubs 
showing a decrease in a com­
parison with last year's figures.

An Associated Press survey re­
vealed today that the big league 
ball clubs have played before L- 
059,172 fans this season. The 
total ih as many home dates in 
1955 was 1,176,172. With the 
weather a likely factor, the de­
crease is 117,695.

Only New York Yankees, Bos­
ton Red Sox, St. Louis Cards, 
Chicago Cubs and Detroit Tigers 
are showing gains.

Milwaukee, which has led in 
attendance since it went big lea­
gue in 1953, has drawn 55,391 for 
three home games as against 65,- 
271 last season, a deficit of 9,- 
880.

Baltimore and Kansas City, the 
major’s newest entries, also have 
tailed off. The Orioles are down 
41.000 and the Athletics 35,000.

New York Giants, although 
they have drawn the most Na­
tional League customers—74,327 
—are off 20,896 spectators.

The National League has 
drawn 491,171 customers this 
year compared to 531,470 in 1955 
—a drop of 40,299.

The American League 1956 
total is 568.001 compared to 645.- 
397 last year—a deficit of 77,396.
