PM key to women’s status

OTTAWA — Kate Millet notes in
her book Sexual Politics that Sigmund
Freud, the famed psychoanalyst, was
occasionally humble over his confu-
sion about women

He admitted late in life that ‘‘the
great question that has never been
answered and which 1 have not been
able to answer, despite my 30 years of
research into the feminine soul, is:
‘What does a woman want?'"

It's a good lead into a comment on
the report of the commissioners who
studied the status of women in Can-
ada. The seven commissioners, five
women and two men, spend little
space in their 488-page publication of
an abstract or philosophical debate on
what a woman wants and a lot of
space on a wide range of what women
need

There is little on the history of the
sexual revolution, only a brief analy-
sis on “the cultural mold, which rein-
forces the inequality of women.” Then
the report moves into data, analysis,
and recommendations

Chapters 2 to 9 cover: Women in the
economy, education, women and the
family, taxation and child-care allow-
ances, poverty, participation of wom-
en in public life, immigration and
citizenship, criminal law and women
offenders. There's so much substance

in these 367 pages the pace rarely
slows and the author$ are too practi-
cal to pause for doubts or long asides

There's this kind of succinct presen-
tation: A heading, ‘‘Pensions,” and un-
der it a lead sentence, ‘‘Pension pro-
visions often show sex differences.”

There follows a short exposition on
the different treatment given women
in the Canada Pension Plan. Then
comes a curt opinion: “We cannot
agree with this differential treat-
ment."

There's one sentence of debate
“Admittedly, the assumption that the
wife and children are financially de-
pendent upon the husband's earnings
had some relevance to economic reali-
ty in the past and some, though less,
today.”" Then, ‘‘nonetheless, the provi-
sions are discriminatory and should
be eliminated on those grounds.

“Therefore the report recom-
mends the needed changes in the Can-
ada Pension Plan and the Quebec
Pension Plan. It states its opinion that
the same differential in private pen
sion plans should be eliminated, then
on it goes to workmen's compensa
tion

The pace, the data, the numbering
of the paragraphs, the heavy type-
face for the recommendations, the
host of subject headings. the foot
notes, the graphs. tables and charts
all emphasize that this is a very prag
matic document. It is heavy with earn
estness and practical recommenda
tions

Few readers will find the report
persuasive in a literary or philosophi
cal way. The authors weren't going to
be caught out on anv high limbs. No
male, especially in politics, would be
able to dismiss the report as frivolous
or disputatious

Of course, the forest of recommen-
dations may take a long time to har
vest. Many of them, however, are not
costly, and are small or technical or
legal. Many could easily be effected
by government action, quite often
through merely changing regulations
or personnel requirements

Women's organizations can handily
keep a box score on progress in put-
ting the recommendations into effect
And the wide variety of recommenda-
tions open up something for support
by almost any public organization
that believes even mildly in social
and economic change

On the other hand, the cornucopia
of raquests could choke any political
leader or party for a few vears
Again, the commissioners have been
thorough in their pragmatism. Chapter
10 asks for “implementation commit-
tees.” a “human rights commission™
and a “'status of women council'

There’s certainly no figurative, lady-
like shrug implying ‘“‘now what are
vou men going to do about all this.”
Chapter 10 is “‘the plan for action.”

It is more surprising than damaging
that one of the male commissioners,
John Humphrey, a Montreal law pro-
fessor, dissociates himself from the
report. He yields to no one, man or
woman, in his belief in equal rights
for women. He carries this belief into
a critique. The other commissioners
are prepared to discriminate in favor
of women by demanding special and
compensatory treatment to hurry re-
form or to make up for past discrimi-
nation. Dr. Humphrey won't have
this. Nor does he like some recom-
mendations that seem to him to con-
vey the judgment that the childless
wife has less merit than other women
and so should be given short shrift by
taxation measures. He thinks that de-

mand quotas for appointments to var-
lous boards, agencies, etc., negate the
concept of equality. The other com-
missioners clearly believed that such
a persistence with the logic of equali-
ty was impractical. They want
breakthroughs quickly into higher
posts, and deference toward women,
not just an encouragement or model to
women

[ think they are right and he is
wrong in terms of political and social

Will the Trudeau Government move
strongly and with dispatch on the
many recommendations within its
field of authority? A lot will depend
on the pressure put on the Prime
Minister. I've found almost nothing in
his writings on women's rights, but
there is a great dedication to liberty,
freedom. and equality of opportunity
Much of Mr. Trudeau's thinking on
civil rights has been influenced (as he
often acknowledges) by John Stuart
Mill, the great Victorian thinker.

WASHINGTON The last person to laugh in the United
States was Robert Ketchum on Monday, Aug. 3. 1978 There
was no law passed to prevent people from laughing. they just
quit voluntarily

No one knows exactly when people gave up laughing in
America. The Republicans claimed it was during the Johnson
Administration, and the Democrats said it happened during
President Nixon's term in office. Putnam Tovnbee, who in 1984
wrote ‘‘The Definitive History of the '70s.”" claim the first
culture group to give up laughing was students

There's nothing to laugh about,” they said to each other in
despair Everything is rotten. The government, the
establishment, the system and life itself. We're doomed to a
plastic existence, and we’'ll be damned if we're going to laugh
about it. If we show in any way we're happy. it will be a sign of
weakness

Toynbee points out that anything vouth did in the United
States was eventually picked up by the adult population, and
when young people stopped laughing, older people started to
emulate them

Scowling became very fashionable in the “with it"" crowd
Articles began appearing in the chic magazines that laughter
was out. Pretty soon the word had filtered to the hinterlands
that anvone who laughed about anvthing was a fool or a knave

Advertisers, sensitive to the mood of the consumer
cancelled all comedy shows on television. the networks put out
memos ordering all laughter bleeped from their programs, and
newspapers dropped any stories or comic strips which might
produce a chuckle for the reader

Toynbee says in his book that it was difficult for a certain
segment of society to give up laughing. but these people did it
privately in their homes. where no one could see them

A group of friends would get together, send the chiidren off
for the night with relatives, and then laugh for two or three
hours amongst themselves

I'here were certain key clubs where people could go to hear a
comedian or see a funny motion picture from the past. But as
the older generation started dving out the clubs went bankrupt
as there were no voung laughers to take their place

Laughter in public buildings was forbidden and considered
exceptionally bad taste. Anyone who laughed in a restaurant or
theatre was asked to leave

If someone attempted to laugh on the street or in a park he
was met with stony stares or assaulted by angry passershy

The government contributed to the antilaughter campaign by
issuing pronouncements every day that things were worse than
they were the dav before

To make sure that people wouldn't go back to their old ways
Washington raised taxes, passed outrageous laws, told of
international threats and gave out grim economic reports. Life
indeed presented a dismal picture

Toynbee claims the last person in the United States known to
have laughed in public was Robert Ketchum. who lived in
Salem, Mass

Ketchum was standing on a street corner when a friend of
his, Adolph Green, walked by and slid on a banana peel. Before
he realized what he was doing, Ketchum burst into laughter

An angry crowd gathered and grabbed Ketchum and dragged
him to the center of the square where they tied him to a post
threw branches and trees at his feet and burned him at the
stake All three networks covered the event, and the lesson was
not lost on the populace. Toynbee feels it will be some time
before anyone laughs in public in the United States again

Of course, the hormone is
also used in people who have
low adrenal gland function
just as thyroid is given for
low thyroid function.
