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Federal election this fall?
OTTAWA iCFi — Speculation has grown here in the last week 

that Prime Minister Trudeau will call a federal election this fall, 
possibly Monday. Oct 18

Though the decision rests with Mr Trudeau, some Liberal party 
insiders are forecasting the issue on which he would call a contest 

Their prediction goes like this
The government will introduce legislation in May embodying us 

new system of imposing personal and corporation income taxes 
Among these tax changes will be one. included in the 

government's original white paper on the subject, which would lop 
some 750.000 low-income persons off the tax rolls 

The legislation presumably will contain other features to which 
the Conservatives and other opposition parties will take strong 
objection, as they did to the w hite paper 

This, so the prediction goes, will force the opposition into a 
filibuster ooeration and drag debate on the legislation beyond the 
planned late June recess until into mid-October 

Speculation does not focus exclusively on a fall election Far 
from it.

Many MPs say they expect Mr Trudeau to wait the normal 
four-year span between elections The last contest was in June. 
1988

Doug Rowland. NDP MP for Selkirk, said at a news conference 
Tuesday — the subject was next month's NDP leadership 
convention — that he is getting prepared for an October election 
this year

If it doesn't come then, he predicted, it will be in June or 
October. 1972

In any event, both the Conservatives and NDP say they are 
getting ready for an election for any time from now on The 
Conservatives, incidentally, have a policy conference scheduled 
for Ottawa Oct 14-17

A source close to Mr Trudeau said the prime minister will not 
call an election this year unless there is an opposition filibuster on 
an important piece of legislation

Other Liberals say this is the very situation which Mr Trudeau 
may try to create — unless the opposition spikes such plans by 
agreeing quickly with the tax-change legislation.

SHERBROOKE (CJ) 

February 1971 was cold, but not 
quite as cold as last year. It was 
somewhat darker than the 57- 
year average and received 
considerably more precipitation 
— both rain and snow — than 
either February 1970 or the 57- 
year average, the report of the 
Lennoxville Experimental Farm 
indicates.

According to the report, the 
average temperature for the 
past month was 17 degrees as 
compared with an average of 14 
a year ago and a 57-year average 
of 14 9

The maximum average 
temperature for the month was 
28 degrees, one degree above the 
maximum average of a year ago 
and two degrees over the long 
term maximum range

And the minimum average 
was six degrees, compared w*ith 
an average of two degrees a year 
ago and a 57-year average of 
three

The highest point reached by 
the mercury during February, 
1971, was 45 and the record high 
of 56 was recorded Feb. 20. 1954 
The cold mark of 36 below was 
registered on Feb 3. with the all- 
time February low of 47 below 
occurring on Feb. 1.1920

Sunshine for the month 
amounted to 97.1 hours, 
somewhat below the total of 
109.7 hours for last year and 
slightly below the 57-year 
average of 98 4 hours. February. 
1948. was the brightest month 
with 141.7 hours and February. 
1960. the dullest with only 60 7 
hours

Total precipitation for the past 
month, on the basis that one inch 
of rain equals 10 inches of snow 
was 4 03 inches, as compared 
with 2.55 inches in February. 
1970. and an average of 2 64 
inches

The highest February 
precipitation was 5.67 inches in 
1935 and the lowest 1 40 inches in 
1921 The greatest one-day 
precipitation during the past 
month was .70 inches compared 
with a record of 1 90 inches on 
Feb. 18. 1926

Total snowfall for the past 
month was 34 4 inches as 
compared with 201 inches in 
February, 1970 and a 57-year 
average of 20.9 inches. 
February. 1958. registered the 
highest snowfall with 44 1 inches 
and February. 1961. escaped 
with only 4 3 inches of snow

Computer's 
brain plucked

SAN FRANSCISCO (CP) - 
The San Francisco district 
attorney’s office announced 
Tuesday it has made the first 
known arrest for theft from a 
computer's memory. A 
spokesman said a computer 
technician in Palo Alto had 
been “pluckin the brain” of a 
computer in Oakland, 30 
miles away, for about a year.

Twenty-nine-year-old Hugh 
Ward was accused of making 
unauthorized telephone calls 
to the computer of the 
Oakland firm, which sells 
computer time and 
information to customers who 
are given a special code 
number

The victimized computer 
signaled its owners that it 
was being used improperly.

Owners of the pirated 
computer declined to disclose 
the type of information stolen 
but said its value ranged from 
$15.000 to $25.000

They had been tied together by 
means of a rope running from 
the neck of one horse to that of 
the other in such a way that it 
one horse moved, the rope 
around the other’s neck would 
tighten and eventually cause 
strangulation.

An unfamiliar car with two 
occupants was seen parked for 
some two hours on both Friday 
and Sunday afternoons in the 
area Meat patties were found 
scattered along the road and in 
various yards. Samples of these 
patties were also taken to the lab 
for analysis, as it is believed that 
they contain strychnine

These incidents have been 
reported to the QPP and the 
local SPCA as well as to the 
Massawippi Fish and Game 
Association These organizations 
are conducting investigations.

The next meeting of ETAT 
members will Like place when 
the situation warrants it. Mrs 
Knapp said

COMMON FRONT 
Mrs Knapp also told The 

Record the various provincial 
teacher ünions have decided to 
present a common front to the 
government The ETAT pres 
ident added she did not know 
the details of the common front 
which would be presented at the 
bargaining table by the Quebec 
Teachers Corporation, the 
Provincial Association of 
Catholic Teachers and the 
Provincial Association of 
Protestant Teachers once 
negotiations with the 
government begin again.

The teachers decision to pose a 
common front is a response to 
government and school board 
representative charges 
yesterday that teachers 
demands were incoherent, 
incomplete and changing hourly. 
Mrs Knapp said

Negotiations were broken off 
for a second time Sunday by the 
Quebec Teachers Corporation 
after the Montreal Professors 
Alliance repeatedly ignored calls 
for a halt to rotating walk outs 
The QTC said it would return to 
the negotiating table only after 
the civil service committee of 
the national assembly began 
hearings on the teacher dispute 

In Montreal yesterday. The

SHERBROOKE - The life of 

the unemployed is usually lonely 
and heartbreaking but the Center 
of Regroupment and Help for the 
Unemployed is trying to ease 
their plight

The organization operates 
from a house at 440 Council 
Street where many of the 
unemployed gather daily to 
await the calls of part-time 
employers Those who come to 
work are not lazy, they want to 
work but there are no jobs 

CRAC (as it is called in 
French) started in December of 
last year It was the concrete 
result of over a year’s extensive 
planning by the Young Catholic 
workers and Rev Jean Savaille

Operating expenses of about $150 
a month are paid for by the 
Social Action League

When the organization started 
they had two main goals The 
first was to try and curb the 
unemployment in Sherbrooke 
and provide jobs for those who 
needed them The second was to 
provide a location where the 
unemployed could meet and talk 
to others facing the same 
problem

They are succeeding with both
In the first instance CRAC 

always has men or women 
waiting to do any type of odd job 
To date they have 388 people 
listed willing to work They have 
filled 498 jobs. 445 part-time and 
53 full time Most of the patt-

time jobs have involved snow 
removal while women employed 
child guardians has provided full 
time work

In the second instance, CRAC 
has supplied a friendly 
atmosphere to those living the 
hardships of circumstance

The house is a place where the 
unemployed can build each other 
up morally They can tell each 
other that better days are ahead 
Most people upon arrival are 
very depressed and we try to 
encourage them to become 
optimistic," Roland Guertin. 
publicity chairman told The 
Record yesterday

In order to succeed in their 
goals. CRAC is divided into five 
committees, all controlled by a

chairman All the chairmen are 
unemployed They comprise 
external relations, finance, 
publicity, part-time work and 
film

The external relations 
division, headed by Floren Filon, 
looks for prospective employers

The finances of the non-profit 
organization are looked after by 
Marc Perron

The publicity convenor trys to 
keep the press, radio and 
television updated in the 
progress of the organization as 
well as to the increasing number 
of unemployment cases in the 
area

Part-time jobs comprise the 
bulk of CRAC s activity Mr 
Guertin said, "We try to help

those who are hit first — the 
fathers of families who can’t 
afford groceries or are unable to 
meet the rent "

The men understand each 
other’s problems and allow those 
with the most urgent financial 
needs to take the first available 
jobs

During the winter, snow 
removal has provided most of 
the jobs but Mr Guertin hopes 
that landscaping, mowing lawns 
and spring cleaning will provide 
many part-time jobs this spring 
and summer

A committee is now working to 
produce a film showing the 
extent and the problems of 
unemployment in Sherbrooke

CRAC is not a division of 
Canada Manpower but has filled 
six demands presented by them 
for part time work

Those who organized CRAC 
believe it to be the first of its 
kind in Quebec, outside of 
Montreal Mr Guertin said, "We 
can even offer a bed for those 
who are really hard up We have 
no language, color or religion 
barrier "

“There are two types of 
workers, those who want to work 
and those who want to put their 
feet up on the stove.” he said

“Here at CRAC. ho one is lazy 
only unemployed, they all want 
to work but they have no where 
to turn."

I jf Pain from Heart 
Can Stab into Jaw

By Lawrence Lamb. M l).
Dear Dr. Lamb Would it 

be a heart pain in my jaw or 
upper gums? (I wear den­
tures.) It gets very severe 
and it seems to get worse 
with exertion. Walking in a 
cold wind makes it worse 1 
have had three heart at 
tacks.

Dear Header—Yes, pain 
from heart trouble can radi­
ate into the jaw. Pain, such 
as you describe, brought on 
by either exercise or walk 
ing in a cold wind often 
means heart pain. A good 
test is to take a nitroglycerin 
tablet—the heart tablet that 
melts under the tongue—be­
fore walking and see if that 
prevents the pain. Of course, 
your doctor will need to pre­
scribe the medicine for you 
if you are not already taking 
it. If you are going to be 
walking against the wind be 
sure and use a warm scarf 
and protect the throat and 
chest from the wind. If you 
arc overweight, you could 
benefit by losing pounds and 
if you use tobacco or much 
coffee, you should stop this

A person who has heart 
pain while exercising or 
walking can often do a great 
deal more exercise after a 
significant weight loss.

Dear Dr. Lamb—I have a 
light case of diabetes for

which I am taking medica­
tion orally. My blood sugar 
is remaining stable, but I’m 
still having nervous tremors 
when getting up from a sit­
ting position or arising in the 
morning. My doctor said it 
was due to blood si gar. Do 
you agree and, \f not. what 
might be the cause? Is it pos­
sible to have diabetes and 
still not show any sugar in 
the urine?

Dear Header—A low blood 
sugar from treatment of dia­
betes can cause nervous 
tremors or faintness. It may 
be possible to regulate a per­
son's diet and medicine in 
such a way as to prevent this 
problem.

Diabetes involves more 
than just the blood sugar. It 
can affect the arteries and 
the nerves. When the nerves 
are involved the normal re­
flex actions to control the 
circulation may be affected 
in such a way as to cause 
faintness.

Yes, it is possible to have 
diabetes and not have sugar 
in the urine, even if the dia­
betes is not controlled by 
m e d i c i n e. This usual! y 
means the kidneys are not 
functioning properly and the 
excess sugar in the blood 
that would normally be fil­
tered out r e m a i ns in the 
blood stream.

In our book on JACOBY 
MODERN we stress working 
points. They are points that 
really work for you North 
has only 14 high-card points 
but when South responds in 
his four-card suit North’s dis­
tribution becomes really 
worth-while and he can af­
ford to jump to three spades. 
South’s continuation to four 
spades is automatic.

Unless South is right care­
ful he won’t make his con­
tract. If he bangs out the ace 
and king of trumps the 3-1 
break will beat him provided

West waits until he gets in 
with a heart before playing 
his queen of trumps.

The winning line of play is 
rather complicated but 
guards against almost all ac­
cidents. South plays just one 
round of trumps. Then he 
plays the ace, king and an­
other club from dummy and 
discard his six of diamonds. 
If he ruffs the third club. 
West will overruff and put 
his partner on lead with a 
diamond to lead a fourth 
club and give a second over­
ruff.

After this start the hand 
becomes easy. If East plays 
his last club, South ruffs and 
it doesn’t matter what West 
does. If he overruffs and 
leads his last trump South 
can set up the last club for 
one heart discard and will 
lose just one heart trick.

If East plays a diamond 
South is able to ruff. Then he 
leads a heart If another dia­
mond is played he ruffs that 
also Then he takes a second 
round of trumps and uses his 
last trump to ruff a lead of 
dummy’s fourth club. This 
uses up his last trump, but 
dummy is now good except 
for West’s queen of trumps. 
We will leave the other var­
iations to you to work out.

unanimously approved by the council and the request will be 
made

A request for a restaurant in lower Rock Island is to be studied

Stanstead Council
STANSTEAD - The Stanstead Municipal Council agreed 

unanimously to apply to the Minister of Municipal Affairs to have 
a study made of proposed Stanstead-Rock Island amalgamation at 
a general meeting

Peter Beasse propsed the resolution following an interview with 
a department official recently and said it will be under no 
obligation or costs to either community.

Mayor E. J. Struthers mentioned it is the department s plan to 
amalgamate communities to have a total of some 5.000 residents 
within the coming years. The study will include the advantages

Wfcit it they ^«ive a war ami nobody came',
Well they did Rive a war the other day they being 

a civilian employee of the North American Air Defence 
Command in Cheyenne Mountain. Colo who committed 
the fantastic boo boo of pulling the wrong tape off the 
hook and sending out a national emergency alert to 1,200 
radio stations

And nobody came That is. hardly anybody

A few stations went off the air. as they were supposed 
to Most, however, simply did not believe the message.

Some never saw it because no one was minding the wire* 
machines

One commentator has likened the incident to the 
failure to heed radar warnings of Japanese planes 
approaching Pearl Harbor on Dee 7. 1941 What if it had 
been the real thing? he asks

It was nothing of the sort And it our sole warning of a 
nuclear war is to be a sudden message from Cheyenne 
Mountain, then truly the world is no longer a rational 
place and we had better start digging holes in the ground 
right now

Certainly no one in his right mind believes that the 
United States can relax for one moment, for a long time 
to come, its watchfulness against a surprise attack Such 
an attack, like the one on Pearl Harbor, would; literally 
come out of a clear blue skv

laterally, but not figuratively.

The tragedy at Pearl Harbor was caused not only by 
the failure to heed radar warnings but the failure to heed 
all manner of other warnings that had been accumulated 
for months before. Those warning signs of imminent w ar 
mst do not exist today.

Some young people, to justify their self indulgences, 
whine that they have lived all their I ves under the threat 
of a nuclear holocaust. That is not only baloney. It is 
dangerous baloney

A constant psychological readiness for nuclear 
Armageddon, the fear every morning when we get up 
that this could be the last day. would be the best 
guarantee that we do sometimes react in panic to a false 
warning and find ourselves with a war

Not age but competence
A resolution introduced in the Ohio State Senate would 

bar anyone over 65 from running for state and local 
public offices A similar resolution, pacing the age limit 
at 70. has been introduced in the Ohio House

If either one were to be passed by both Chambers, it 
would go on the November ballot as a proposed 
amendment to the Ohio constitution Out of 
consideration for the United States constitution, the 
over-65 and over 70 ban would not apply to public office

Unfortunately, neither of these measures gets to the 
heart of the problem they are designed to solve, which is 
to improve government by preventing senile 
incompetents from occupying positions of power

The trouble is that it is the people, the voters, who put 
such men into office in the first place On both the 
federal and local levels, it is the people who elect not 
only creaky old men but who elect young men and keep 
re-electing them until they. too. are creaky old men

Obviously, then it is the people who are incompetent 
and not completely to be trusted with power to choose 
and shall govern or represent them — or so the 
’ reforms ’ currently under consideration in the Ohio 
legislature imply

A hounding Father like Benjamin Franklin might not 
agree But then he was a creaky 81 when he helped w rite 
the American Constitution

OTTAWA Most of the best re­
marks politicians ever make come 
"off the cuff ”

Jt is easier to sparkle impromptu, 
unfettered by text

An informal unstructured group 
gathered round ” inspires a man Ho 

walks into it without the mental prep­
aration he makes for a formal ap­
pearance in which be imagines his 
audience and plots the boundaries and 
order of what he will say

It follows, of course, that these are 
also the occasions when politicians 
make their most foolish and indis­
creet remarks.

WASHINGTON — ‘ Don t look now. for it would be much too 
rude, one is inclined to say about the SALT talks But thev 
really do appear to be dreadfully ill

It is sad that this should be so It is to be hoped that the 
appearance of ill health is misleading But the ailments of 
SALT can well be mortal, unless the Soviets radically alter 
their previous positions, or unless the President radically 
dilutes the principles he laid down in his remarkable message 
to Congress on world affairs

The present position is exceedingly simple at bottom — and 
apparently unresolvable To begin with in the last round of 
SALT talks at Helsinki, the Soviets got as far as saying in 
effect. "We don t seem to agree about other things But maybe 
we can agree about banning ABMs So let s just try for that 
kind of an agreement

If the Soviets want anything in short, they want a restricted 
limitation applying only to the deployment of defensive 
missiles In his message on world affairs, in contrast, the 
President stressed his anxiety for restriction on strategic 
weapons But he also stated, and indeed underlined his 
absolute unwillingness to accept any restriction that did not 
cover offensive power as well as defensive power

The strategic balance would be endangered, said the 
President, "if we limited defensive forces alone and left the 
offensive threat to our strategic forces unconstrained

Only one question still remains, therefore: What does the 
President really mean by that word unconstrained This is 
because of the extreme ambiguity of the "constraints in what 
is called Option E in the arcane language of the SALT 
negotiations

In effect. Option E combines two limitations and an 
omission It would limit or even absolutely ban deployment of 
defensive missiles, like the ABM It would place a merely 
numerical limit on the deployment of offensive missiles, the 
our Minuteman or the Soviet SS-9 And it would do nothing 
about nuclear forces at sea. in which the Soviets are making 
vast gains at the moment

This superficially appears an attractive option, and most of 
the members of the U S delegation to SALT have talked 
themselves into favoring it. as happens so often when people 
want agreement for agreement's sake The President has also 
been under heavy recent pressure to buy Option E before the 
early resumption of the SALT negotiations in Vienna

In fact, however. Option E has a hole in it big enough for the 
Soviets to drive almost anything through, including what the 
Pentagon calls a "first-strike capability.” The point is that, on 
the offensive side of the balance, what Option E constrains is 
simply the number of launchers, of actual missiles, that each 
side may deploy.

For the United States, this is a most important constraint 
Our Minuteman missile is not a heavy weight-carrier. Hence, 
no technical improvement, such as Mirving. can give our 
Minuteman missiles the power to destroy the Soviets' offensive 
missile power

For the Soviets, in contrast, the so-called constraint in 
Option E is really a complete nonrestraint, overtime This is 
basically because their huge SS-9 missiles, specially designed 
to destroy the U S. Minuteman force, are built to carry a really 
gigantic weight

The Soviets have halted SS-9 deployment at the 300 level 
They have also tested a MIRV system that would permit each 
SS-9 to attack three separate targets That is not enough to 
destroy the Minutemen force in a single strike

But with carrying capacity to spare, the SS-9s can very 
easily be “six-MIRVed” instead of "three-MIRVed ” The 
Pentagon jargon means that the SS-9s can be fitted to attack 
six targets simultaneously And with six warheads in each SS-9. 
the Soviets will have quite enough offensive power to 
neutralize, or to destroy, the Minuteman force

If you read the President’s recent message carefully, with 
some knowledge of the technological factors of this 
desperately dangerous problem, you find the liveliest implied 
awareness of all those factors. Knowing presidential minds is 
never easy, but he certainly does not sound as though he were 
about to sell any birthrights for a mess of pottage

He sounds, in fact, as though he had already made up his 
mind to resist the pressure and to reject Option E But one 
must wait and see

Suez Concessions Could 
Speed Mideast Peace

The Arab-Israeli peace talks continue in the United 
Nations at a snail’s pace.

There would be little hope for the "indirect negotia­
tions” if their success depended solely on the expressed 
positions of the antagonists

But the public rhetoric and the warlike statements of 
Egypt’s President Anwar el-Sadat are misleading Gun- 
nar Jarring, the patient mediator of the U.N.. is en­
couraged by the fact that Egypt and Israel are eager 
to go on with the diplomatic bargaining.

According to Yugoslavs in close contact with the Arabs. 
Egypt is even ready to take serious steps toward a peace 
settlement

The United States. Russia. Britain and France have 
also resumed discussions about ways in which a Mideast 
peace could be guaranteed, including the possibility of a 
Big Four peace-keeping force 

To be sure, the Arabs are still trying to gain through 
negotiations what they were unable to achieve militarily 

They seek an unconditional withdrawal of troops from 
all the territories Israel occupied as a result of the six- 
day war in June. 1967

President el-Sadat has learned from his Russian 
patrons and mentors to ask for substantial concessions 
without giving anything in return Thus, he proposed to 
reopen the Suez Canal—blocked by sunken ships and 
mines since the 1967 six-day war—after a "partial with­
drawal” of Israeli troops from the eastern bank 

This would give Egypt a strategic advantage since it 
would deprive Israel of a trump bargaining card—its 
presence on the canal

But what did el-Sadat otter in return? He hinted 
strongly that Israel’s right to the international waterway 
might be subject to negotiations 

Israel’s Premier Golda Meir endorsed the idea ol clear­
ing the canal and expressed willingness to discuss mili­
tary de-escalation along its banks But the canal should 
be open to all nations, including Israel.” she said.

Premier Meir insisted yet again that any withdrawal 
of troops could only happen as part of a contractual 
peace agreement

An open canal is attractive to the oil-dependent eco­
nomies of Europe and Japan But there is no doubt that 
it is the Russians who will benefit most.

It will allow them to link their Mediterranean and 
Indian Ocean navies and save Soviet trade the long wa> 
around the Cape of Good Hope or Vladivostok 

Prior to June 1967 some 1.800 Russian merchantmen 
more than one-tenth of the Soviet’s maritime trade used 
the Suez route

Reopening the waterway would also represent a direct 
financial gain for Moscow since Egypt’s economy, which 
Russia is now supporting, would once more benefit from 
the canal tolls

East European diplomats therefore attach great signiti 
cance to the Arab-Israeli exchange over the canal 

They are convinced that Moscow urged President el- 
Sadat to put forward the proposal that was original!v 
suggested by Israel in 1968 and again by Defense Minister 
Moshe Dayan several months ago 

In the diplomats' view, an Arab-Israeli agreement on 
clearing the canal could be the first step toward a peace 
settlement

Must protect minority rights 
says Senator Desruisseaux

OTTAWA <CH - When a 
language right becomes a 
privilege the privilege can be 
taken away at any time 
according to the opinion of the 
authonues and even to fit the 
whims or extreme views of just 
a few Senator Paul 
Desruisseaux of Sherbrooke 
declared in the Senate last week 

Senator Desruisseaux in 
introducing the question of 
English-language rights in 
Quebec province declared that 
one of the responsibilities of the 
Senate was the protection of 
minority rights wherever there 
may be minorities in Canada 

The recent federal-provincial 
conference, he said, had 
apparently reached a decision to 
make English and French 
official languages only in federal 
courts Lower courts in Quebec, 
he said, could become unilmgual 

“Only the federal courts 
recognize bilingualism and to me 
this appears wrong, 
commented the Quebec Senator 

Quebec sbotild remain Cully 
bilingual, and if Canada wants to 
follow good logic and what is 
recommended in certain reports 
for the rest of Canada we should 
work towards the goal of making 
the whole of Canada 
progressively bilingual 

The Premier of Quebec, added 
Mr Desruisseaux, pledged that 
there would be no loss of rights

in his own province but what 
about those Premiers who will 
follow him in Quebec** Will 
English Quebecers be permitted 
to retain the privileged use of 
their own language**’

I am disturbed Wh\ give in 
to the pres>ures of a mmoritv of 
troublemakers who-** objective 
is solely to split this nation' Any 
ground gained will bring only 
new and extreme demands from 
them Mr Bourassa was not, and 
should not feel that he was. 
nwndated to make peace with 
separatism on their terms but 
was chosen to fight that which 
would tend to separate 
Quebecers 1 hope there will be 
appropriate consideration of this 
negative move

in the past few days Mr 
Bourassa has made repeated 
statements that English 
speaking Canadians need not feel 
concerned about their acquired 
rights, that the Government is 
prepart'd to defend them 1 
believe the Premier of Quebec to 
be most sincere hut what then is 
the point of taking away a right 
and replacing it with a privilege 
the permanence of which may 
not exceed the term of the 
present government and cannot 
he guaranteed in the present or 
the future**

"The proposed amendments 
said to have been agreed upon 
will mean in practice that, first.

the English Quebecer cannot use 
his language officially before 
provincial and munuipal courts 
and courts judging cases up to 
83,000 ami if the amendments 
are adopted, up to $10.000 
Interpreters may be requirt'd for 
some of our English Quebecers, 
which is real nonsense and a 
denial of justice in view of their 
acquired rights "

Secondly. Quebec 
publications such as the Quebec 
Gazette and the Quebec Hansard 
would become unilmgual instead 
of bilingual, as they are now and 
as all official publications should 
ht* one day in every part of 
Canada when the goals of total 
bilingualism in our country are 
finally reached

The denigration of acquired 
rights is a direct invitation to 
English speaking Quebec 
minorities to leave Quebec and 
the Canadian option for their 
home No well meaning person 
can follow steps so conducive to 
a worsening of our internal 
relations and encourage such a 
courting off separatist minority 
group views in Quebec

No one should become a 
party to making Quebec an 
eventual unilmgual ghetto in a 
sea of 250 million English 
speaking people on our North 
American continent and help 
erect walls which would, for all 
intents and purposes, chase, and 
keep away other Canadians from 
our province of Quebec 
“As a Quebec senator of 

French expression, 1 wish to 
place on record in my name, in 
the name of our English 
speaking Quebec minorities ana 
in the name of the well thinking 
Quebecers of French expression 
who are in the majority in 
Quebec, the strongest of protests 
against any change which would 
abort acquired rights and 
replace them with privileges

I consider it to be our duty to 
do all in our power to protect our 
minorities wherever they are 
and be they French. English or 
of other origins How else ran we 
become the great Canada and 
the free country that we have 
dreamed of so often for our 
posterity'* I think it is important 
to record my attitude at this 
time, it is not a loner’s view 1 
hope there will he a 
reconsideration of the position 
There was a ray of hope and an 
indication of this in the Prime 
Minister’s address last Sunday 
evening in Montreal, when he 
said
“We would like to see English 

Canadian rights extended in 
Quebec so that French Canada 
outside this province can also 
enjoy new rights
“1 hope this will be the spirit of 

the new Constitution to be 
created, where equality and 
justice in a free Canada will 
prevail.”

Author expounds a shared 
marriage relationship

Marriage i: more destructive 
of women than of mer and 
exacts a higher price from them 
than from their husbands In 
other words, wedded bliss is less 
blissful for women than for men 
This is one of several conclusions 
reached by American 
sociologist. Dr Jessie Bernard, 
who has just completed a book 
called The Future of Marriage.

"Married women are more 
depressed than single women." 
says Dr Bernard, whose book is 
based solely on research and 
statistical surveys They show 
more psychosomatic symptoms 
and greater impairment of 
mental health than single 
women "

On the other hand, married 
men show up much better 
psychologically than single men 

In the traditional marriage 
set-up says Dr Bernard, 
husbands are the winners, wives 
are the losers

She thinks that fewer women 
today are willing to accept this 

situation and that this, coupled 
with changing attitudes on the 
part of young people, means big 
changes ahead for the institution 
of marriage

‘‘The traditional marriage 
requires every woman to 
become not only a wife but a 
housewife." says Dr Bernard, a 
university lecturer and mother 
of three grown up children It's 
like asking every man to become 
a janitor or maintenance man 
when he gets married "

But she doesn't think marriage 
will go out of style 

‘‘It’ll last all righ* Marriage 
provides the security that people 
need, especially important in 
this technological age where 
everything is becoming more 
and more impersonal 

But the traditional marriage 
set-up isn't flexible enough to 
answer today’s needs. 
“Traditionally, the husband is 
the boss and the provider and his 
wife must be subservient, but 
everybody knows that isn’t the 
way it works,” says Dr 
Bernard

This rigid framework is hard 
on husbands as well as on wives, 
particularly for the men who are 
the sole providers and money- 
earners in their families 1 

In fact. Dr Bernard found that 
their exclusive respoesihhty fo* 
the provider role rsoncc* rr*?n‘$ 
major complaints about

marriage She thinks this 
situation is bmng alleviated as 
more wives go out to work

The second main complain* 
husbands have about marriage s 
that they want more sexual 
variety with a mate, plus more 
sexual partners This situation is 
a Is») in the process of change, 
according to Dr Bernard

She thinks marriage partners 
would achieve a happier 
relationship in what she calls a 
“shared pattern"

In this situation, both the man 
and the woman would have some 
responsibility for the mam areas 
of marriage earning money, 
raising children, handling 
domestic affairs.

She thinks everybody would 
benefit by a “shared marriage" 
relationship Research shows, 
she says, that marriages in 
which the roles are completely 
specialized the husband the 
provider, the wife his 
housekeeper tend to become 
empty shell type marriages.

This institutional framework 
has a built-in rigidity," she says 
"It isn’t good for women to put 
the whole responsibility for 
child raising on them, it isn't 
good for the children, and it isn't 
good for the men to be deprived 
of contact with the children Also 
it isn't good for men to put the 
whole pi vider role on them ’’

Shared marriages would 
involve adjustments in industry, 
too It would mean changing 
working hours so that both 
husbands and wives could work 
and share the roles at home, 
too

Studies show that working 
mothers are on the whole 
happier than stay-at-home 
mothers but Dr Bernard thinks 
this is only a partial solution At 
the moment it simply means that 
the working mothers are taking 
on two jobs instead of one

And the wives who stay at 
home get awfully fed up. she 
adds

Statistics indicate that the rate 
of increase in marriage is 
levelling off and that the 
marriage rate may even 
decrease

“Young girls aren’t as 
interested in ma’^iaeo now," 

Dr. iVc.ia.d "I Ihmkthis »> 
good because it might protect

them from a trap which many 
got into when that was the only 
alternative open to them

Anything that gives women 
options is good But they need to 
be more aware that they have a 
choice.”

The pill, of course, has 
provided women with a new 
option Dr Bernard thinks that 
changes in sexual attitudes will 
prompt rfiore changes in 
marriage

“The attitudes to extra­
marital sex relations are now in 
just about the status that 
attitudes toward pre marital sex 
were about 50 years ago." she 
says.

She also thinks trial marriages 
can be a good thing, a more 
realistic preview of marriage 
than the old-fashioned dating 
game

‘ We expect young people to 
make this most important 
decision of their lives 
(marriage) at a time when 
they're not altogether ready for 
a lifelong commitment to one 
person. That can be asking an 
awful lot

“So there are those who 
suggest that we commit 
ourselves for two or five or six 
years on a renewable basis. But 
of course it’s a different story 
when there are children because 
then you have to assume 
responsibility and undertake a 
permanent commitment.”

Rising divorce rates don't 
mean that marriage as an 
institution is in trouble, in Dr 
Bernard's opinion Instead, she 
says they point to already- 
changing standards.

“Higher divorce rates 
probably mean that people will 
tolerate less now This means 
that ultimately marriages are 
better But breaking any 
relationship is painful.”

D C . to see a preview of the TV 
show on which she talks about 
marriage has written several 
books on behavioral problems

Now I know what a spur apple 

is Until yesterday I had never 
heard the term Or if I had it 
never stirred up the slightest bit 
of interest in this non-orchardist 
Our three battered trees on the 
old home farm yield one bushel 
of good apples every fourth year 
Spurs on roosters, cowboys and 
hawthorns yes But spurs on 
apples, no

So I went along to an evening 
lecture out of curiosity to find 
out what in the wide world could 
be interesting enough about a 
spur apple to bring the Head of 
the Pomology Section of the 
Canada Research Station in the 
heart of British Columbia’s 
famed Okanagan Valley all this 
way to talk about it Two hours 
later. I was convinced I had been 
tuned into a revolution in the 
apple industry

A spur apple is a mutation, or 
a sport, quite noticeably 
different from a standard apple 
tree The outstanding 
characteristic is the 
compactness of growth, giving 
the tree a compressed 
appearance The branches are 
loaded with fruit spurs close 
together, so at harvest the 
apples are packed so tight on the 
branch that it looks like a 
horizontal rope of onions. Side

shoots are rare
Often a mutation has one 

beneficial characteristic but ten 
disadvantages assoc iated with it 
The spur apple mutation is 
remarkable almost all the 
changes are good The fruit has a 
higher colour, the leaves are 
thicker, the chlorophyl denser, 
the plant nutrients more 
cocentrated It needs no 
dwarfing rootstock, less pruning 
less support and comes into 
commercial bearing years 
sooner and it produces no sucker 
growth In some years, however, 
there may be a few more off- 
shape apples

The spur mutation first 
attracted attention in British 
Columbia around 1958 Some 
people associate it with the high 
atmospheric radiation at that 
time others believe these 
mutations have been around for 
a long time, but always 
discarded as deformed worthless 
stock It has turned up quite 
regularly in McIntosh, Delicious, 
Jonathan, Winesap, Cox's 
Orange and Granny Smith Once 
spotted, it is quite easy to graft 
cuttings on to standard 
rootstocks

cent of the new plantings in his 
native British Columbia are 
spurs Economics alone dictates 
the change Orchard land in 
British Columbia is valued at 
12000 an acre, without trees

Traditionally, he says, low 
density plantings of 96 trees per 
acre have taken at least seven 
years to reach a break-even 
yield But high density plantings 
of 400 or more spur trees per 
acre can reach that point in four 
to five years He cites one 
grower who planted Spur Red 
Delicious and Spartan in 1963 
with 455 trees per acre For the 
last three years, he has averaged 
800 bushels per acre, and expects 
soon to reach the 1 000 bushel 
mark

Plantings are being made at 7 
feet by 14 feet spacings, and 10 
feet by 16 feet At this spacing, 
they are pruned into hedges The 
spur apple, therefore, is paying 
off in faster returns on 
investment, higher yields per 
acre, and lower picking costs

Apple growing is big business 
Canada grows about 24 million 
bushels a year Out of each 24 
bushels, British Columbia grows 
7 bushels. Ontario and Quebec 
each 6*2 bushels, Nova Scotia 3 
bushels, and New Brunswick 
one-half bushel
