Avalanche—Furihor Particnlars.

A terrible avalanche eccurred at Point T.evi
this morniog whereby, melancholy to re late,
four lives were lost. Between 8 and 9 o'clock
two small detached houses on the cliff gide of
the road nesr the Grand Trunk depot, were
buried by the descent of an immense miasy of
snow from the billiin rear. So great ‘was the
force of the avalanche that the ruins were car-
ried across the Tarnpike road on to the beach.
The workmen in the shipyard at the time at
once repaired to the spot and procesded to ex-
tricate the unfortunate victimsof this terrible
disaster, 1t was found thet eleven persons were
burfed in the snow, and of these Boven were got
out nninjured. Three however, wers found dend,,
and a fourth only survived her recovery a short

time. The names of the killed are Francois
Roy, labourer, and his wife, an elderly couples
sged about Gu, and a child named Turcotte,
aged about two months ; also Majvina Couture,,
aged six years, who lived about an hour after

being recovered from the debris. Roy and his
wife were at breakfast at the time, and the other
persons who were buried in the avalanche were
all inmates of his and the adjoining house, The
gad occurrence has caused much grief and ex-
citement at South Quebec. The Coroner lef:
town at half-past four this afternoon to hold an
ingnest upon the bodies. A range of wooden

buildings owned by the warehouse cowpany,
aud occupied by the workmen at the Grand
Trupk Depot, Levis, was knocked in from the
cliff behind ; but the cccupants escaped in time
to avold injury.

The suggestion met with the ap-
probation of our city financiers, and under
the careful superintendence of Alderman
Rodden, our City 'Ireasurer brought
out an inscribed loan, which at once be-
came & favourite investment in Canada. A
considerable part of it has since been sold
in England ; but it is evident that there
are certain disadvantages attending the
holding by persons abroad of a property
the evidence of whose existence is to be
found in Canada, and on which, moreover,
the interest is payable here, This fact was
not nnnoticed in the articles already refer-
red to which appeared in this paper, for we
pointed out that the registered bonds of
the United States, although issued on pre-
cisely the same security as what are called
coupen bonds, were constantly quoted
at a considerable reduction on the price of
the coupon bonds. The reason of this was
obyious. It consisted in the fact that the
great market for the surplus of the bonds
beyond what could be absorbed in the
United States, was to be found in Europe.
The registered bonds, although safe from
moth, rust and thieves, were not conve-
nient for holding at a distance, and as the
mass of the American loan had to be dis-
posed of at a distance, that portion which
could not be readily held except in the
country suffered a reduction in price. We
suggested, therefore that a certain propor-
tion of the city loan might be made in
bonds, for exportation, if it were believed
that smy eonsiderable demand for them
could arise abroad at profitable prices,
while the rest, which miust be taken in
Canada. should by all means be inscribed
or registered stock. The latter suggestion
was not carried out, and hence the open-
ing which has been discovered for placing
these securities in @ngland has perhaps
been narrower than it might otherwise
have been. It was hardly to be expected
that & mere city loan would find numerous
takers in England, and it was unquestion-
ably upon the belief that it would not do
s0 that the inscribed stock scheme was set
up. If it had been thought that the loan
could be placed m England, coupon bonds
would have been the best shape in which
to issue it. That is manifest from the in-
spection of any American stock list, But
now it is proposed to meet the new de-
mand by appointing agents to sell the
inscribed stock in Europe. This scheme
appears o be a very questionable expedi-
dient. One of two things must happen
from that course. REither we shall commit
to these agents & dangerous power of sel-
ling stock, with no control of our own au-
thorities, or else we shall make them mere-
Iy the transmitters of powers of Attorney.
which can now be transmitted by each hold-
er on his own behalf. In the first case we
should doubtless select respectable bank-
ing houses; but we know only too well that
respectability is not surety, and thus
it might be very possible to find some
day that our agents had borrowed on our
account a great deal more money than we
received, and had gone on paying the in-
terest themselves, until a crash came and
revealed the truth, through the inquiries
which follow the issue of & fiafin bank-
ruptey. We might or might not be liable ;
but at all events our credit could not fail
to suffer from the conduct of our agents.

by the American Treasury, giving power as
is also done by that Treasury to register
any such bonds if that is desired by the
holder. These securities may be sold here
to persons who buy with the intention of
exporting, and who will make a profit on
the exportation in lieu of the commission
which an agent would charge. Or they may
be sold by an agent abroad and transmit-
ted when the money is sent, or even in-
trusted to such an agent in reasonsable
quantities from time to time to be floated
by him. Moreover, to give them a greater
value on the other side of the Atlantic,
some banking house might be instructed to
piy the coupons and the bonds them-
selves at maturity. Nore of these courses
appear to us to be open to the objection, to
pérmitting persons at a distance to sell
stock in quantities of which we can know
nothing except what they tell us; and any of
them could meet the case of foreign invest.
ors, who might be disposed to glve more
for our bonds than they would produce in
this somewhat limited market. It must be
noted, hov.ever, that all the appsarent gain
on sales made at a high price at a dis-
tance is not real gain. The Lombard
street houses make a very handsome thing
out of these transactions, as any one must
see who looks into our public accounts
with an intelligent eye. There is the bro.

saw the warcheuse receipt, The averageofacar
Iosd was 68 to 60 barrsls, o that 180 barrels
would be three car loads. There would be no
difficulty in distinguisuing esch car load. It
was by the car-number the oil was delivered,
Each load was piled in three tiers, and there
would be 30 of such ticrs across the store, muk-
ing about 1,800 barrels., Arrangement of store
described, I could not say positively that Mr,

Ruston wsag not there with Mr. Middleton in
May. I did not see him, but I had to sttend
the other stores, The list of oil I have given
was that belonging to Middleton & Co, nor
that received by other parties. Asnear as [
can think, there wereabout 9,000 barrels in
No. 1 store atthe time of the fire. The store
would hold 10,000 barrels.

To the Court.—There were large quantities
of % Atlantic” ana “ Illuminator,”” in No, 1
store in May or Juue belonging to Archer, La-
belle, & Co,J. L. Cassidy, and D. Mortice & Co.

To the Jury.—Some of thess brands were in
the store at the time of the fire. Oil was oc-
vasionally receired withouta brand. No brands
were changed here, Oun the 1st May there
might be 4,000 or 5,000 barrels io store. In
some cases lots of oil huve changed hands re-
pestedly in store, but I always received trans-
fers,

JOHN. E. KIRKPATRICK, of Aikin and
Kirkpatrick, purchased in May 1867, 400 cr 500
barrcls different brands coal oil from Middle-
ton, purt of it being » Illuminator.” As far as
I can recollect Mr. McCarthy the public guager
was gent up to guage it on our account. Part
was burned and the loss paid onit. All the
rest was sold both before and siter the fire,
ROBERT WOOD was put into the witness
box to prove that every effort bad been made to
bring back William Graham to be used as wit-
ness in this case, but these had been unsuccess-
ful as had been tbe attempt to find his residence
to have him examined by a commission rogatoire.
Oross-¢xamined,—Graham has not bean here
to my knowledge sincs the investigation before
the Judge of Seasions. I do not know when
Middleton left, it might have been in Septem-
ber or October I thivk he was present ut part of
the investigation, Mr. Csrter conducted the
luyestigation. There was money expended by
the Insurauce Companies in carrying on the
invustigation, to which we contributed I think
the amouut to be coniribnted was taken from
my memorandum. I don't think auy money
was pald for Graham's expenses. I don’t know
whether he came inspeciaily for the investiga-
tion or if any money was paid to him. 1 was
in  Qourt yesterday. A discrepancy was
shown between |the number in  the
warchouse re cgipt and the numbver
in the book. Q. Who ocalled your atten-
tion to the discrepancy ? Very likely I saw it
myself, I becume sware of the error sfter the
fire, snd dizcovi red it was a frandalent receipt.
I never saw the rejeipt till after the fire, I
was not ghown by Mr, Stanton the receipt
when the insorancd was effected, nor when I !
issucd the policy sikd on in the Hartford case.
Mr. Stanton never jointed out to me before the
fire the error in th¢ numeration of the receipt.
Ré-cxamined.—The reason for the investiga-
tion was that it we notorious that it was an
incendiary fire, ond of the greatest pieces ot
villasiny ever committed in Montreal, The re-
sult was that indidments were laid and true
bills feund by the Grand Jury against Middle-
ton, and for these jprofessional services Mr,

MIOHAEL GRAOE, storeman with Middle-
ton & Co., was in charge of the oil sheds at
Point bt. Charles when shed No. 1 was burned
I occupied, a8 storeman, an office near No. 1.
1 kept a general receiving and delivery book
and a Grand Truok car book, showing the num
ber of the cars aud the date of receiving the
oil. The genersl receipt and delivery book
showed the owner of the oil, as well as the
number of the ear, the quantity and brand. 1
kept, in the office; the keys of the shed, ard
had the books there also. The night of the fire,
the keys were ina small drawer, to which the
watchman had accese. I saved all the books
at shed No, 1, and placed them in charge of
the watchman, John Collins. I have not seen
the general receipt and delivery book since. It
is missing. I am certsin I savedgit. I bave no
doubt the fire was the work of an incendiary, I
kept a memorandum book of the cars received
at the aiding. To the best of my knowledge
Middleton had no cil of * Atlantic” brand duor-
ing all May, June, July, and August, 1867.
Witnees read to the Jury the list of ali oil re-
ceived during these months, Besides what came
by cars, oil was received by canal which was
not entered in book., A lot of 1,600 barrels
“Victona” brand came helonging to Rimmer
Guon & Co. in that way. That was the only
lot that summer, 1F 428 barrels © Atlantic”
brand had come for Middleton 1 must have
koown it. Witness was here examined at
some length on the receipts of the various
brands. I was the only storeman employed
The sbeds were open generally all day, as we
were at work. I beard Mr. Buston eay in his
evidence that the oll pointed out to him was

Mr. CARTER addressed the jury for the de-
funce, commenting on the facts which had been
presented by the evidence, which he coatend-
ed involved a charge of conspiracy under the
statute against Middleton and Ruston to raise
mouey on fraudulent warehonga recef pts for
goods which had no existence, or for goods for
whieh Ruston himself said other receipts might
bave been issued before 88 far as he knew. He
sdwitted the good faith of the plainuff, but
claimed the right of the company to resist an
unjust claim, however great the hardship might
Le to the innocent nolter of g bogus warehouse
receipt. The following are the points brought
out :—

‘Chat the evidence establiched that thero was
1o ol of the description mentioned in the ware-
hovse receipts at the time they were given.
That the warehouse receipts were fiotitious,
That by sec, 68 of chap. 92 Con. Sta, of Cana-
da, the issuing of & warehonse receipt without
having received the oll, with intent to mislead
or defraud, is made 8 misdemeanour, That the
same provision is to be found in chap. 23 of
the Acts of 1861 ; snd although by that Act
the warehousemsn may issue & warshounss Te-
ceipt on Lig own property, atill he could only
yalidly do so by making ont thejreceipt in his
name and endorsiog it; and these warshouss
receipts are therefore void. That there was no
evidence to show that Middleton hag any oil of
the brands mentionedin the recsipt on congign-
ment, and that a8 8 mere storeman he could not
pledge or slienate the property of another.
That thers was no evidencs of identity of oil—
or its separation from the large quantity of 1000
barrels eaid by Ruston to haye been piled to-
gether ; no marking and no means, as Ruston
ndmits, of recognizing it from other barrsls of
the eams oil, That there wasevidencs of other
insurances on the same oil, not disclosed ac-
cordiug to the terms of the policy,

Mr. ABBOTT, for the Prosecation, also ad-
dressed the Jury, contending that the objec-
tion of the Company to the validity of tha po-
licy, becsuse of want of speaific description,
should have been theught of when they issued

As to the assertion that plaintifi’s case was
pot proved, he contended that he had alleged
that the transaction was with Ruston, efther on
bis own behulf or ss broker for some person
unknown, Tuois was proved by both Ruston
and Middleton. There was no contradiction
between them on that point: ana if they differed
as to which of the two capacities Ruston was
acting in, that was 8 matter of no congequence
to plaintiff. They agreed that the oil wes
there, that Ruston held it, and that he had traps-
ferred it to Stanton, And it was nothing to
bim, or to the defendsnts sither, whether the
oil belonged to Middleton or Ruston, or whether
or no Ruston paid the proceeds of it to Middie-
ton. He insisted that the evidence of the two
‘was cousistent aud decisive a8 to the existuncs
of the oil when the warchouse receipts were
given, and s to its identity, and as to its being
in the store at the time of the fire,
With regard to the identity of the oil, he re-
ferred to the evidence of Grace de gcribing how
each car-load wus piled separately, and marked
—remurked that the tiers each contained one
car-load distinet, and that the “ Atlautic” lot
was exactly three car-loads, and the © Illumina-
tor” exactly two, That though Ruston him-
self did not count the piles, he was shewn them,
8aw the brand and ssmpled the oll in them, and
that they were perfe: tly separate and susceptible
of identification. And this was made plaia by
the numbers in the storage book sst opposite
the entries of theso lots, which nambers both
Grace and Meclntyre swore efforded perfect
means of identifying them. Moreover, that
Middleton swore distinctly to these particnlar
lots being in the premises, which Implied the
soparate identity.
That the falsification sworn to by MecIntyre
Was improbable as being puerile and useless,
Adding in September to the apparent number
of barrels held on the 1st May, could produce
1o cffect to benefit Middleton, in fuct could
only injure him by compelling him to show
what he had done with them. It did not in-
creage the appacent number held in August,
that would have been of some use if Middleton
had issued too many warehouse receipts ; but
added to lut May balance produced no ruch of-
feet, This balance was not carried forward, or
used in sny way, which was another aigument
agalust it, Ag to the swearing it was butween
Mr. McIatyre and Middleton. The former had
been proved to be a habitual druokard, he stood
convicted before them by his own sdmission of
deliberate falsification of the amounts in Rus-
ston’s case ; no two books of the geries he kept
corresponded ; and he made the admissions of
his dishonest conduct with disgusting callous-
ness. And the counsel contended that it was
he and not Middleton who was swearing falsely.
However, thers was no need of any such en-
try. Al the oil called for by Warehouse re-
ceipts was proved to have been on hand, The
Jury would remember that the Warehouse re-
ceipts amounted to about 14,000 barrels, of
which from 4.000 to 5,000 ware in Stores 2, 3
and 4, which were not burut. This wounld

Grace swears to this quantity a8 having been
sowally there at the time of the fire. If thess
were not genuine receipte, where then were the
genuine ones? 1f the holders of these receipts
were not owners of the oil, where were the
owners? No claimants had appeared except
Wilson for 176 barrels wuich had gone to No.
1 store by mistake. Then how could it be said
that these receipts were fictitious 7 ‘0il enough
was there to meet them, according to defend-
ants owa witnesses. This point was conclu-
rive. Thousands of barrels of oil must have
had owners ; the only claimauts are the holders
of these Wurehouse receipts, which correspond
in gross smount with the cil. If tnese sre not
the gennine holders, how is it that no others
have appeared 7

The conusel then commented at length on
various of the minor poiuts yaigsed for the de-
fence, and finally asked the jury to look at the
transaction as it was, apart from all quibbles,
in its plain business aspect. The plaintfi had
advanced his money upon the security of the
policy, a8 well as of the otl. Hs had paid his
premium to have his risk covered, and the
defendants had agreed to cover it. And he
called ou the jury, as honest business men, to
glve their aid to enforce a plain business tran-
saction.

The Court then adjourned at a few minutes
to seven o'clock,

“ privy in the said city shsll become offensive,
‘“or the contsnts thereof shall reach within
“twelve inches of the surfuce of the earth,
‘“the proprietor or the occupant of the
‘“ premises on which the said privy shall be si-
‘ tuated, or to which it may be attached or
‘' belong, shall cause the same to be cleaned or
“ emptied within gix months after notice shall
‘“ have been given to the said proprietor or oc-
 cupazt of tne offensive state of snch privy or
*“ the necessity for the same being cleaned or
* emptied,under a penalty not exceeding twen-
' ty dollars, for each and every neglect or re-
“ fusal go to do.”
I should like to know what action the
Health Committee have taken in regacd to
having the soil-pits in and around Beaver Hall
cleaned out according to law.

Dear Sir,—Now that the Contractor is clean-
ing the roads of snow, 1 should wish to call the
attention of the Municipal Author:ties, through
the medium of your Columns, to an obvious
necessity when the snow is being cleared in
larce thoroughfares, more especially where the
sleighs of the OCity Passeng r Railway run,
viz., the pecessity of obliging the Contractor
to pluce & men &t each end of the single track
he leaves, while clearing half the width of the
road, to regulate the passage of vehicles, as any
meeting of sleighs on so narrow and high a
track is attended with considerable danger to
man and beast, and frequently seriously ob-
gtrocts the Public traffic. I refer more es-
pecially tostreets like St, Lawrence Main, now
being cleared.

The sbove duty properly comes within the
province of the Polica, but the force is two
small toa admitof policemen being specially
detailed for such a duty. I see, by the Report
of a City Council meeting, that there is a sur-
plus from last year's Police appropriation, and
thatic is recommended that that sum should be
expended on an incresse of pay to the Force.
Why not appropriate this mo ey to sn increass
of the Force itself, which is manifestly inade
quate to perform the duties required of it, more
especially when occasions ariss to employ the
men on special duty, at Theatres or other enter-

T the Editor of the Moxriear Hzrarp,

Sie,—In your issue of the 11th thereis a lot-

ter signed ‘* Another Merchant,” who says he
has not suffered from the Iusolvent law, as he
has no need to sell to the class of traders who
become insolv-nt, for he hss customers of
It is not to be supposed that the
writer is converaant with the provisions of the
Insolvent Act, or has experience in its opera-
tion, if he hag not had any occasion among his
first-: lags customers to sppest 88 creditor in
any insolvent estate, it must be admitted that
the letter is written in a reckless manner, and
without due consideration, for he says that
“ more than Aalf the retail merchants in Mon-
 treal have failed during the past year.” I
have the means of suowi: g that such a state-
ment Is incorrect and hichly improper. He
algo states :—* It jg nis opinion tnat the per-
‘“ sou8 who defend the Iusvlvent Act know no-
' thing of trade ; that they know nothing of
‘ the sufferings of those who suffer from the
* Tnsolvent Act, or if they know of their suffer-
* ings, it 18 a8 persons iuterested In the com-
“ migsions earned uncer it ; and for those who
*employ thelaw for their own profit, and for
* the profit of dishonest traders, that the rogue
“ acts us bo plessee, and langhs in the face of
8 h:sd:rcdltor; avd that the law seems to be
¥ ofkﬁjbu‘lﬁlt{'o%ﬂﬁ sienees.?
I do not appear Mr. Editor, as the defender
of the Insolvent Act for profit; if any ofivial
assignes has made more than & moderate sub-
sistence, then, he has done better than I have
on the business, and it cannot be charged
against me that I wish matters to continus as
they are; for you are aware, in my letters on
lnsolvency, I have always urged that the
creditors of an I.tate should in every case
have the election of any person they wish as
assignee ; and this has been urged to such an
extent by Boards of Trade in the Province,
that the present business of official assignees
will, I understand, come to an end at the next
meetiog of Parlisment. The hope, therefore,
of sny gecured gaing to me by virtue of wy
office is drawing near to a cloge. I do not
regret this, or I would not so often have urged
the propriety of ereditors in all cages having the
selection of the assignes they prefer; the
dissatisfaction that must follow the appoint-
ment of an official assignee selected by the
Insolvent, but during the time I have acted as
an official ussignee, I have had expericnce in
the working of the Iugolvent Act; superior to
thut which can have been acquired by ‘another
merchent. And I can state that there are po
persons 80 seriously affected by the Insolvent
Act as lawyers, and in Ontario and Quebec, the
lawyers would be much benefited by its repeal,
I know of no creditor who has suffered fromthe
Tosolvent Act to a greater degree than he
w uld have suffered had thers been no Insol-
vent Act. ln the hope of muking gains the
oreditor gives credit, and errs in the choice of
his costomer, and loss follows. This is the state
of matters in every country, whether it hag
or has not an Insolvent Act., I
know of no dishonest trader, who has or
is able to employ the Insolvent Act for
his own profit, or who can laugh in the face of
his creditors, and cheat them at the same time
—aud it would be of value to the public if
“CAnother Merchant” will give a few instances
in which insolvents have been able to act in
this maoner ; or if he will point ouf any defect
in the law that enables the dishonest trader to
do this, I maiutain that the Insolvent Act en-
ables creditors for less than ten dollars to get
e

nd that powers are granted to the assignes to
t
wherever it is to Le found, and if any insolvent
i8 beneflted by insolvency, it is witt the con-
seut aud co-operation of the creditors of the
insolvent. The questions fur merchants to de-
cide are : Shall we, for Oatario, have the sys-
tem of judgments by default in favour of pre-
ferred credivors or sssignments to friends of an
insolvent, who can only be reached by Chan
cory proceedings, which no single creditor will
undertake ; or shall we have an Insolvent Act;
and for Quetec, shatl we have the partial dis
tribution of the estate of an iugolyent realised
by u sale of his effo.ts, by the Bheriff, and dis-
tributed by him aftsr oppositions are filed ; or
ghall we bave an Insolvent Act thet gives us
the control of the whole estate at once, with
power to aistribute through an assignee of our
own appointment ?
It is the already insolvent trader, who fears
the Insolvent Act, for he feels that his trading’
days are numbered ; there is no more time
to be got by the contesting of just olaims,
he must pay or deliver up his estate and
effects forthwith, The merchant who kept
supply accounts diglikes the ingolvent act, for
if e supplicd dealers i Oatario, he could get
possession not only of the goods he supplied,
but also of the goods supplied by smaller tra-
ders, by a judgment by defsult permitted by
the debtor. The money lender dislikes if, for
he cannot get securities out of the estate of an
insolvent for an over due debt, but must take
share and shure alike with otuer creditors—
aod when he lends in warehouse receipis he
cannot sell the property to any person, or at
any price he likes; by which in some cases he
is likely to get a splendid return for his loan;
for the assignee claims the right to sell and re-
pay thelosn. The merchant who mude it a
rule never to take & composition from a debtor
dislikes the insolvent act for the hope of mak-
ing his brother ** merchant” pay him in full, in
order to get a composition carried through, is
ot an end ; and the merchant who get securi-
ties from an inselvent, and concealed the fact
from other creditors wuile ha ranked for his
claim in full, and professed to take the same
composition a8 other creditors, and appeared
liberal woen he discharged the insolvent; or
ranked for double the amouat of his claim, with
the consent of the insolvent, with the uader-
stsnding and promise that ne would use his
influence to get the composition accepted. All
this sort of scheming is not now to be accom-
plished, and it is needless to exprct anything
hut opposition to the insolvent act from such
persons, but these are not the majority in any
country, There are thoss who, wnen they take
a rigk, are willing to-take it with others, who
are interested in the same risk, and who are
prepared to take an equal share of loss when it
occnrs,
There are, Mr. Editor, beavy losses suffered
at present by merchants in all branches of busi-
ness, the result of over trading, and the neces-
sary result of small profits; and it is notso ex-
treordinary that go many fail as it is that so fow
fail under the reckless trading of the past fow
years. 1 have no doubt but many good and re-
spectable merchants, willing to take shure and
share alike with every creditor, should wince at
the publicity ot their losses, and may feel sore
at the Insolvent Act for this cause; but the ad-
vantage of this publicity to the banks should
not be oyertooked for they are not now in ig-
norance of who have failed, and have the op-
portunity of refusing the notes of insolvents,
which, when private settlemsnts were the rule,
were taken as good paper, frum the fact that the
insolvency of the drawer of the notes was con-
cealed.
1 will be glad to discuss this matter farther
with “another merchant,” but hope he will give
his name in his next lettor.

Oa the other side, more than twice as many
persons say that they see in her no indications
of negro blood. Meny of these have known
her intimately for many years. She associa-
ates with white persons, and moves in good so-
clety.

Among the witnesses on this side is Rev,
Mr. Richards, of the Methodist Epscolpa
Church, who says that Mary is a member of his
church, and that he hed heard, on taking charge
of the church, last September, that such a per-
son belonged to his congregation ; that he en-
deavoured to see if he could discover her, and
made many mistakes in selacting the trus one,
and was surprised when told that Mary Forgu-
son was she.

BRev. Mr. Young, of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, testifies that he is tamilisr with per-
sous of mixed blood, and would take Mary to
be pure white.

Five or six physiciang say they are unable to
discover any evidence of admixturs in her Hp-
pearance; one or two say that they believe sha
belongs to the Caucasian race, and one made
an examination of her person, and suys that the
skin covered by the clothing is lighter than
her face, and that he could find no evidence of
mixed blood

Masry herself when called, says that she ney-
er had the feeling for her reputed mother that
ghe supposed other children had for their
mothers ; a.d, on ¢ross examination, 8ays that
she heard in the last illness of her repated
mother that she wanted to see her, but she did
not go, and did not go to the funvral,

Another very pecaliar defsncs gat up was
that the defendant was subject to a pecnliar
nervous digease—that he was in short a lunatic
on love matters, Dr, Wright, of Springboro,
testified to this peculiarity on the part of Dr,
Bradshaw, who was an intimate frisnd of his.
The Doctor thought the letters read iu ovidence
were written with honest {ntyntions, but in a
deranged state of mind, when he was mad with
love; that he is a man easily inflisaced, sad
10 the matter of love the most perfect cbild he
over 8aw. A well-proven attempt on the part
ot the defendant to seduce Mary was & strong
poiat in her favour, and one thut elicited the
sympathy of the heawés for her and excited in-
dignation against the doctor.

many are to a great extent depending
upon them for means to conduet their bu-
sinegs. They have every right to diserimi-
nate, in fact ehould have begun to exercise
care long ago, and thereby not only have
saved themselves but others the inconve-
nience and anncyance of altering one of
the most successful modes of financing
which has ever been tried in manipulating
the Commisgion business, We confess we
are surprised that in some cases much
greater disaster has not followed, and now
that the Banks know about the position in
which they will be placed in regard to losses
which they haye lately met with, we are in-
clined to think that on reflection they will
admit that their losses might have been very
much larger. The accommodation which
some houses have received to enable
them to carry on their operations has
been out of all reasonable limits, and
in many instances without the first
farthing's worth of stuff to warrant advances
being made, If adventurers can command
the assistance of the Banks to such an ex-
tent, there can beno tangible argument
against honest men with a fair capital as a
margin against the chance of loss, asking
aid in the ordinary course from our Banks,
1f a dealer in Produce can secure funds on
his own name at {wenty different points in
the West on the simple promise to give
Bills of Lading in 5, 10, or 20 days it is
just discounting single name paper at T or
8 per cent, as the case may be, with per-
haps.an additional 4 p. ¢. when agreed up-
on. Banks may not look upon it in exactly
that shape, but the two cases are very much
alike. Most of our Corn Exchange readers
understand the difficulty of procuring a
loan on their individual name at the Banks
even at the maximum rate of discount;
yet some have-been favoured in such a
manner a8 to make the cases exactly the
same. Our merchants here, however, only
expect to enjoy the legitimate usages of
trade, and not exeeptional favours which in-
variably only tend to ruin the whole trade.
Much might be said in reference to the
long prices, which are as a rule; paid when
banking facilities are 80 very easy. Prices
are certain to range above their market
value at the place of production, and it
only becomes a game of chance as to who
shall profit by the business. Indeed, it
hardly comes within ‘“ chance.” It appears
to us more like heads I win, tails you lose,
The operator uses the funds, and if toa
profit, pays the Banks and pockets: the pro-
ceeds; but if a loss is made the Banks suf
fer, and although the latfer are always sub-
ject to the risks attached to trade there is
no necessity for their running any of the
nature described; the results of ywhich
cauge scores of others 1o suffer, and by
the change ywhich is proposed to be made,

leads the public generally to understand
that in Montreal there are no men in the

Produce and Proyision Commission busi-

ness that are worth trusting, Such is by

1o meuns the case. We have many worthy

men and systematically conducted houses

which are entitled to all the advantages and
facilities which the Banks are prepared to

extend to other branches of trade. It is,

therefore, very much tobe regretted that

any body of men go largely engaged in hand-

ling the products of the country should te

disturbed by the late decision of the Banks,

when much of the trouble has been brought
upon them by their own indiscriminate ex-

tension of eredit.
