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Mulroney plans more sanctions if Botha wins election

OTTAWA (CP) — Canada is unli-
kely to impose further econoini
sanctions against South Africa un-
til after the whites-only election in
May. a government official has
told The Canadian Press.

Another official said Prime Mi-
nister Brian Mulroney has no plans
to sever diplomatic ties with South
Africa until ‘‘some way down the
road.”’

Canada is worried that tougher
sanctions might play into the
hands of right-wing extremists in
South Africa who are pressuring

President P. W. Botha to take a
harder line against blacks seeking
majority rule, one official said.

The official said Mulroney feels
that, compared to the white extre-
mists, Botha’s National Party is al-
most moderate and holds the best
chances of reform, short of majori-
ty rule.

But the official said Mulroney
will impose further sanctions to de-
monstrate Canada’s abhorrence of
apartheid if Botha wins the elec-
tion and still does nothing to give
blacks a role in South African poli-
tics.

Mulroney, who returned to Otta-
wa on Monday from a 10-day trip to
Rome and Africa, is to make a sta-

tement in the Commons later this
week on South Africa. But the offi-
cial said it is unlikely he will an-
nounce more sanctions.

The Mulroney government im-
posed sanctions against South Afri-
ca last year. They include bans on
air links, voluntary bans on tourist
promotion and an end to agricultu-
ral imports.

Imports of certain minerals
were also banned and the gover-
nment called for voluntary bans on
bank loans, oil exports and sales of
gold coins. Military shipments are
also under the ban.

McCurdy was also upset about
an advertisement in Monday's To
ronto Globe and Mail seeking tou
rists to go on South African "‘fact
finding tour.”’

A similar tour last year provo
ked storms of protest from anti
apartheid activists and External
Affairs Minister Joe Clark was mo

List of potential diimp sites could Srow

OTTAWA (CP) — Scientists stu-
dying the disposal of nuclear fuel
wastes will be able to give the poli-
ticians a much expanded list of
possible disposal sites, a senior of-
ficial of Atomic Energy of Canada
Ltd. said Monday.

Up to now, studies have concen-
trated on large rock masses in the
Canadian Shield known as plutons.

But possible disposal sites could
likely be located in areas outside
the Shield such as southern Ontario
and Quebec and New Brunswick,
Bill Hancox told members of the
Commons environment commit-

tee. The committee is studying Ca-
nada’s nuclear fuel waste disposal
efforts.

Spent fuel from nuclear reactors
remains highly radioactive for
hundreds of years and remains
toxic for hundreds of thousands of
years.

The research subsidiary of
AECL, the federally-owned corpo-
ration that designs and sells the
Candu reactor, is responsible for a
$350 million program to study the
disposal of wastes in special vaults
burrowed deep in stable rock for-
mations. The researchis based at a
laboratory in southeastern Mani-
tobha

Selection of possible sites will on-
ly be made after basic research is
finished at the end of the decade.

AECL spokesman Egon Frech
told reporters that researchers
have found that other rock masses
would be just as good as plutons for
safe storage.

Even though research is still
being done, AECL is ‘‘confident
that the disposal concept could be
safely and economically imple-
mented,”” Hancox said.

Fear of U.S. attack prompts hostage move !

BEIRUT (AP) — Kidnappers
who abducted four teachers in Bei-
rut say they have moved their cap-
tives because they believe the Uni-
ted States plans to attack Lebanon
in an effort to free hostages.

Islamic Jihad for the Liberation
of Palestine announced the move
today in a statement accompanied
by a photograph of one of the four

teachers kidnapped Jan. 24 from
Beirut University College. Three
of the teachers are American and
one is Indian.

The Moslem group renewed its
threat to kill the hostages unless
Israel releases 400 Arab prisoners.
Israel refuses.

Its latest statement, written in
Arabic and delivered to a western

news agency and to the newspaper
An Nahar, said the hostages were
moved to ‘‘different secure areas”
becauseof a U.S “‘intention to wage
a military aggression under the
pretext of fighting terrorism to li-
berate the hostages."

Another group of kidnappers,
Islamic Jihad, said Monday it
would Kkill the Americans it holds.

The plebiscite marked the first
time Aquino turned to the electo-
rate for endorsement of her go-
vernment since she was swept in-
tooffice last February in a milita-
ry-civilian uprising that ousted
Marcos.

Her supporters described the
balloting as a ‘‘vote of confi-
dence,”” and she predicted that
ratification of the constitution
would lead to the stability that so
far has eluded her administra-
tion.

Reasons for secret signing of Canada-France treaty unclear

OTTAWA (CP) — Representa-
tives of the Atlantic provinces and
the fishing industry will finally
learn this week the conditions of
the Canada-France fishing agree-
ment secretly signed in Paris two
weeks ago.

But sources say it’s unlikely
they’ll find out why the gover-
nment rushed ahead with the
agreement without the promised
advance consultation with the pro-
vinces, industry and fishermen.

The sources say there are suspi-
cions Canadian and French offi-
cials agreed to the Paris meeting
during French Foreign Minister
Jean-Bernard Raimondin’s visit to
Ottawa in mid-January.

ST-PIERRE (CP) — Canada’s
consul in St-Pierre-Miquelon says
those who believe the French colo-
ny would welcome an invitation to
join Canada are living in a dream
world.

Jean-Pierre Andrieux told the
Halifax Chronicle-Herald Monday
that Newfoundland Liberal Leader
Leo Barry is ‘‘an irresponsible
dreamer’”’ for suggesting the colo-
ny’s 6,000 residents would jump at
the chance to become Canadians.

Barry should have at least tested
public opinion on the islands before
making such a bold statement, he
said.

If the issue were put to a vote “'I
think you could count the people

who would be interested on the fin-
gers of one hand.”

Louis Hardy, president of the lo-
cal board of trade, agreed. He said
most residents would leave within
three years if Canada took over.

‘““The Canadian flag flying over
St-Pierre-Miquelon would mean
the end of St-Pierre-Miquelon.
What interest would Canada have
in maintaining the sort of inves-
tment France is making here?”’

Hardy said a Canadian takeover
would kill the St-Pierre-Miquelon’s
tourist industry, which capitalizes
on it status as a quaint corner of
France lodged in North America,
with a French way of life and
French goods to buy.

tional arbitration and will nego-
tiate French fishing quotas in the
Canadian 200-nautical mile zone
from 1988 to 1991. '
Siddon said the 15,000 tonnes of
fish assigned to the French th?s
year was contained in the Atlanl}c
groundfish fishing plan released in
late December. ' :

OTTAWA (CP)— The president
of Oerlikon Aerospace Inc. has
emphatically denied that his
company was told to hire friends
of the government to win a $600-
million low-level air defence
contract.

But Doug Frith, the Liberal de-
fence critic who made the allega-
tion on Monday, insists his story
is correct.

Frith told reporters outside the
Commons that Oerlikon presi-
dent Marco Genoni told him that
a senior aide to André Bissonette
had instructed the company to
hire from a list of friends of
Prime Minister Brian Mulroney
toobtainthe air defence contract.

Bissonette was fired Jan. 18 as
junior minister of transport after
details of a land flip in St-Jean,
Que. were made public. The land
later became the site of Oerli-
kon’s manufacturing plant.

In an interview with the Cana-
dian Press, Genoni called Frith's
remarks ‘‘an invented story. I
have to assume that the memory
of Mr. Frith in this special case is
wrong.”’

Frith said Genoni gave him the
information at a meeting he had
with the Oerlikon president and
two other company officials only
:hours after Mulroney fired Bisso-
nette.

Mulroney asked the RCMP for
a full investigation. Frith said he
reported what Genoni told him to
the RCMP on the morning after
the meeting.

Genoni and company lawyer
John Lemieux, who was at the
meeting with Frith, said such al-
legations were never discussed.
“It’s more than wrong,” Genoni
said in an interview.

But Frith said late Monday he
can produce his own witness from
the same meeting — Mark Res-
nick, Liberal party chief of poli-
cy. Both men took detailed notes

of the meeting, Frith said.

Frith also said that Genoni told
him he hired the Montreal law
firm of Byers Casgrain because it
was on a list of people the gover-
nment wanted hired. Tory Sena-
tor Jean Bazin is a senior partner
with the firm.

Frith said the list Genoni was
given also named Roger Nantel,
a Montreal public relations man
who acted as the Conservatives’
Quebec communications chief in
the 1984 election and is a close
friend of the prime minister.

Bazin, whoistobe sworninasa
senator today, was a college
friend of Mulroney’s at Laval
University. He was co-chairman
of the Tories’ 1984 campaign.

““This is the way business is
done in this country,”’ Frith said.

Frith also said Genoni told him
he was summoned to a meeting at
the Ritz-Carlton Hotel in Mon-
treal in January 1986 where unna-
med officials instructed him to tie
up real estate options on the St-
Jean land. The meeting took
place days before Oerlikon an-
nounced it would locate in St-
Jean if it won the contract, Frith
said.

Genoni denied this meeting
ever took place.

The St-Jean land tripled in va-
lue in 11 days just before it was
purchased by Oerlikon for $2.9
million on Jan. 24, 1986 for the
low-level air defence plant. J

Genoni said he has been inter-
viewed twice by the RCMP, once
at his request and the other as a
followup.

Frith refused to name the Bis-
sonnette aide who he says Geno-
nigidentified as the person with
the list of government friends.

Montreal shopkeeper dies

MONTREAL (CP) — A South Korean-born
shopkeeper died Monday after being wounded in
the neck by a gunman who robbed his conve-
nience store last Wednesday.

Chai Young Sok, 47, had been hooked up to a
life-support machine since being shot in front of
his wife in a daytime holdup that yielded about
$800.

Police spokesman Pierre Sangollo confirmed
the death and said the search is continuing for
two male suspects, one of whom was filmed by
the store’s video surveillance system.

Edit or rewrite Nazi report

OTTAWA (CP) — The government wants part
of the Deschenes report on Nazi war criminals
edited or rewritten to make sure individuals
cannot be publicly identified from clues in the
text, says a Conservative insider.

The report, handed in by Quebec Superior
Court Justice Jules Deschenes Dec. 30 after 22
months of investigation, steers clear of naming
anyone in its public pages.

A separate, confidential portion of the report
recommends action in those cases where Des-
chenes found sufficient evidence. It has long
been assumed that those names will be made
public only if the government decides to prose-
cute or expel individuals from the country.

RCMP must be bilingual now

OTTAWA (CP) — Solicitor General James
Kelleher said Monday bilingualism will be a ma-
jor criterion in the selection of a new commissio-
ner of the RCMP.

Speaking in the Commons in debate on the
matter, Kelleher said the RCMP ‘‘must
conform with the policy on bilingualism like any

other department.

“They are obliged to respect the directives of

the Treasury Board on this subject.”

Later, in an interview outside the House, he

said: “‘I can assure you that the ability of the
commissioner to speak the other language will

be something of extreme importance.’

Corn duty cut 20 per cent

OTTAWA (CP) — Revenue Canada slashed its

controversial duty on U.S. corn imports by 20
cents a bushel Monday, cutting the punitive ta-

riff on U.S. corn to 54 per cent from about 67 per

cent.

The ruling displeased both American and Ca-

nadian corn farmers, although the Americans
were unhappier because Revenue Canada
upheld Canadian producers’ complaints that

U.S. corn is subsidized and U.S. farmers still
face a stiff punitive duty.

In Monday'’s final ruling, Revenue Canada
said American corn subsidies total about 84.9
cents US a bushel. Three months ago, Revenue
Canada released a preliminary ruling estima-

ting the subsidy at $1.047 cents US a bushel.

Contraceptive works in monkeys

LONDON, Ont. (CP) — A promising male
contraceptive developed at the University of
Western Ontario may be tested on humans in a
pilot study this summer.

The substance has effectively stopped sperm
production in monkeys and other animals while
leaving sex drive intact. But Dr. John Wiebe, a
professor of zoology. said the human anatomy is
different and careful trials must be conducted
before it’s known whether the substance will
work on men.

No ads for Chrysler

TORONTO (CP) — Chrysler Canada Ltd..
saying it does not want to be out of step with its
U.S. parent, has decided to withdraw its
commercials from the TV mini-series Amerika,
set for broadcast starting Feb. 15 on CTV.

Chrysler Motors Corp. was to have been a ma-
jor sponsor of the controversial ABC series
about a Soviet occupation of the United States,
but said last week it was pulling out because of
fears that the firm’s upbeat, prideful ads would
be ineffective beside the intense, gloomy
content of the show.

Human-rights classes for some

TORONTO (CP) — A survey that found tea-
chers worried about ‘‘rising intolerance”
among schoolchildren has prompted six pro-
vinces to introduce human-rights education into
elementary classrooms.

The survey by the Canadian Human Rights
Foundation found that educators across Canada
said the teaching of human rights is sporadic
and insufficient, Stanley Urman, executive di-
rector of the private foundation, told a news
conference Monday.

Moreover, ‘‘there seems to be a rising intole-
rance,’’ he said.

Listen through the ice!

HALIFAX (CP) — Canada’s navy is develo-
ping a new electronic listening device that
might be able melt its own way through Arctic
ice to detect enemy submarines.

A defence spokesman in Ottawa confirmed
Monday that researchers in British Columbia
are working on the novel type of sonobuoy,
which would melt its way through the ice unai-
ded by human hands and then drop into the wa-
ter below.

Teachers are extra-billing

HALIFAX (CP)— Disgruntled teachers at the
Nova Scotia Institute of Technology have begun
extra-billing their students to protest wage dis-
parities that give them lower pay than regular
schoolteachers.

“It’s basically a symbolic gesture,” said one
instructor who handed out invoices Monday
charging $15 for his one-hour technology class.
“I don't know how long we’ll be doing it, but
we're not planning to just sit back any longer.”

Duvalier stole $160M

PORT-AU-PRINCE (AP) — Jean-Claude Du-
valier stole the equivalent of at least $160 million
Cdn in 14 years as president-for-life, and Haiti
will sue to get some of it back, Justice Minister
Francois St. Fleur said Monday.

VICTORIA (CP) — A special dental clinic for
AIDS patients in Vancouver will be built despite
a suggestion the B.C. government has scrapped
the project, Health Minister Peter Dueck said
Monday.

He acknowledged details of funding from the
ministry’s budget for the $275,000 clinic have not
vet been completed, but said the project will go
ahead later this year.

The clinic will provide dental treatment to pa-
tients with infectious diseases, including acqui-
red immune deficiency syndrome and hepatitis.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The detention by Ira-
nian authorities of Wall Street Journal reporter
Gerald Seib was a ‘‘dreadful mistake,” Journal
chairman Warren Phillips said Monday in cal-
ling for the correspondent’s immediate release.

Phillips spoke to reporters after conferring
with State Secretary George Shultz on the ef-
forts that The Journal and the State Department
are making to obtain Seib’s freedom.

HACKENSACK, N.J. (AP) — A court-
appointed lawyer for Baby M urged a judge
Monday to grant custody of the infant girl to her
biological father and deny visitation rights to
the surrogate mother who gave birth to her.

The surprise recommendation came after the
father, William Stern, had testified that the ba-
by he fathered is ‘‘the most important person in
my life,”” and the lawyer for the surrogate
mother contended she could provide the most
loving home.

U.S. risks ‘second Vietnam’

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Pentagon’s top
foreign-policy official asserted Monday that the
United States would be risking ‘‘a second Viet-
nam”’ in Central America if Congress shut off
aid to the rebels trying to overthrow the Nicara-
guan government.

Fred Ikle, the Defence Department’s under-
secretary for policy, dismissed the continuing
controversy over the diversion of profits from
Iranian arms sales to the Nicaraguan rebels,
describing such funds as inconsequential.

Lindbergh case may be reopened

TRENTON, N.J. (AP) — Bruno Hauptmann
was wrongly convicted in 1935 of the kidnap-
slaying of aviator Charles Lindbergh’s infant
son and a new trial could show who did commit
the crime, a lawyer said Monday.

Robert Bryan of San Francisco, representing
Hauptmann’s 88-year-old widow, Anna, asked
U.S. District Court Judge Garrett Brown to reo-
pen the 52-year-old case because Bryan said
new evidence will clear Hauptmann.

Bryan said later he is very close to determi-
ning who kidnapped and murdered Lindbergh’s
20-month-old son on March 1, 1932.

Protestors face trespass charge

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP) — Four anti-nuclear
protesters were arrested Monday inside the Ne-
vada Test Site, where they were hiking in an
effort to stop an underground nuclear test repor-
ted to be scheduled for Thursday, the U.S. Ener-
gy Department said.

The four were picked up about five kilometres
inside the northeast border of the top-security
site after a surveillance helicopter spotted
them, said Energy Department spokesman Jim
Boyer.

He said the four would be charged with tres-
passing ‘‘at the least.”

Missile avenges Iran’s deaths

BAGHDAD (AP) — An Iranian missile hit the
Iraqi capital today, killing and wounding civi-
lians. Iran said the attack on Baghdad was in-
tended to avenge the deaths of 68 schoolchildren
and other civilians in “‘barbarous’’ Iraqi air
raids.

State-run Baghdad Radio said the missile
crashed in a residential sector of the city, des-
troying several houses and shops. It said civi-
lians were killed and wounded but gave no
number.

Iran’s official Islamic Republic news agency,
monitored in Nicosia, Cyprus, said the Revolu-
tionary Guards Corps, Iran’s shock troops, fired
the long-range missile into Baghdad *‘in retalia-
tion for the barbarous attacks by the Iraqi re-
gime on Iranian residential areas.”

Bergamin fights back: 316 apartment dwellers sign Lennoxville petition

Emilio Bergamin presented a petition to Lennoxville council Monday

asking for a reversal.

LENNOXVILLE — A real estate
developer has submitted a petiton
asking this town to alter its latest
zoning bylaw to allow him to build
more apartment blocks.

Emilio Bergamin's petition, si-
gned by 81.44 per cent of the te-
nants in his 12 buildings in Lennox-
ville, was presented to town coun-
cil Monday. The petition requests
that the new zoning bylaw be chan-
ged to conform with “the planning
previously approved by the muni-
cipality.”

A bylaw adopted last December
by the town puts a freeze on the
construction of apartment buil-
dings — which angers Bergamin.

The real estate developer. who
also owns buildings in Sherbrooke
and Ascot Township, had submit-
ted a plan to the council a few years
ago to construct 17 buildings
around Oxford Crescent. So far, se-
ven of those buildings have been
constructed and an eighth will be
completed by May. But the ten
others will not be built if the town
council sticks to its guns.

‘IMPOSSIBLE’

“They want me to build town-
houses instead but that’s impos-
sible,” said Bergamin. “The topo-
graphy shows that the land isn’t
built for that and there’s no market

for townhouses in Lennoxville.”

Bergamin added that town-
houses would cost the town three
times more money than apartment
blocks for installing water service.
Installation for the apartment
block would cost $168,000; for
single-family dwellings it would
cost $508,000, he said.

The real estate developer put up
a petition in his twelve buildings on
Oxford and along Belvidere hill
and 316 of the 388 tenants in those
buildings signed the petition.

“We, the undersigned, residents
in the zones RD-1, RD-2, and RD-
3,” the petition read, “ask the muni-
cipality to maintain in the said
zones the construction of apar-
tment dwelling in the area of Ox-
ford street in conformity of the pre-
sent environment and of the plan-
ning previously approved by the
municipality. This request is made
to insure in the district an unifor-
mity in the buildings and to reco-
ver more taxes to benefit to the en-
tire community.”
HASN'T DECIDED

Despite the petition, Bergamin
said he hasn’t decided how far he
will go to fight the bylaw. The town
council will meet with a town plan-
ner and a lawyer next Monday to
discuss the issue and another pu-
blic meeting will be held the Mon-
day after. Bergamin said he’ll just

Lenn-Ascot police report:

LENNOXVILLE (MHG) — The
crime rate in Lennoxville and As-
cot rose slightly last year accor-
ding to the annual report of the Me-
tro Police force.

The report was presented to both
town councils Monday. It showed
there were 779 formal complaints
to police in 1986 compared to 776 in
1985. The crime rate took a more
serious jump in 1985 since the num-
ber of complaints in 1984 was 673.

In his opening remarks in the re-
port, chief Richard Tremblay said
despite the fact the force has only
been together for three years, “we

can say today that the goods have
been delivered.”

Despite the higher crime rate,
says the report, 50 per cent of the
criminal cases under the force's
jurisdiction last year were solved.
Fifty-four per cent were solved in
1985 and only 19 per cent in 1984.
The provincial average is only 23.7
per cent. Muncipalities of the same
size in the province only had a 28.3
per cent average of solved cases,
according to figures in the report.
THREE FATALS

The report showed that the force
had 30,874 calls last year — up from
the 25,034 received in 1985.

Appeals postpone justice for Nova Scotia man

MacLeod case delayed again: Winton has been 17 months in

ARTHABASKA (SM) — The trial
of Johannes Winton, accused of
murdering 49 year-old Beatrice
MacLeod of Guelph. Ontario, has
been postponed again. this time un-
til May 4.

Winton, from Sydney, Nova Sco-
tia, was supposed to face trial Mon-
day, but his appearance was put off
pending an appeal of the verdict of
his preliminary hearing. The hea-
ring judge had cited him to trial on
first degree murder charges Last
April.

Winton, 20 years old, has now
been held in cells without trial for
more than 17 months.

Winton's lawyer, Jean Petit, is
appealing the ruling to Quebec
Superior Court in hopes of redu-
cing the charges to second degree
murder.

Petitis arguing that the evidence
given at the hearing was insuffi-
cient. The evidence consisted of
the testimony of MacLeod's hus-

MacLeod was killed and her hus-
band seriously injured by stab
wounds after their pick-up truck
was hijacked on August 4, 1985, just
off the Trans-Canada highway
near Daveluyville.

Police say the MacLeods picked
up Winton and a younger man, both
in army uniforms, earlier in the
day on their return trip.

Meanwhile, Crown Prosecutor
Gérald Milot is trying for a third
and “final” time to get the younger
man allegedly involved in Ma-
cLeod’'s murder transferred to
adult court.

Post office *franchising’ plan eyes 188 villages this year — Rural dignity

OTTAWA (CP) — At least 188 ru-
ral post offices are threatened with
closure this year. says a grassroots
organization fighting for the survi-
val of post offices in small commu-
nities across the country.

“That's the minimum," Gilles

Raymond, head of Rural Dignity of *

Canada, said Monday in a state-
ment. ‘It could be more than
that.”

Raymond said the post offices
most at risk are the 188 where pos-
tmasters and postmistresses areto
retire during 1987.

This will make them prime tar-
gets for either closure or “*franchi-
sing'" to local businessmen in kee-
ping with a new Canada Post busi-
ness plan designed to wipe out post
office debts by 1988. he forecast.

Michel Coté. the minister res-
ponsible for Canada Post. confir-
med that communities losing pos-
tmasters through retirement will
be the first to be considered for clo-
sure. “‘amalgamation’ and other
changes in service,

Jut he retused to estimate how
many will be affected this vear. no-
tingthat Canada Post has a 10-vear
timetable for revamping mail ser-

vice 1 rural areas.

He reiterated that no changes of
any kind will be made without 90
days notice and he promised re-
peatedly to prevent any “whole-
sale closure’ of rural post offices.

“We want to make sure that it's
done in a sensitive way." he said
after facing another flurry of ques-
tions on the issue in the Commons
— some of them from his own
backbenchers,

ESTIMATE HYPOTHETICAL

Jacques Thivierge of Canada
Post called Raymond's estimate of
188 closures hypothetical.

“Retirement is not the only thing
we will look at."* the media rela-

tions ofticer said. "'In some cases
postmasters will be replaced or re-
deploved.”

There are about 5.200 rural post
offices across the country.

Canada Post's new business plan
calls for the gradual closure of an
unspecified numberif the 1.700
smallest of rural post offices and
the franchising of the remaining
3.500 to private operators

Those villages losing post offices
through closure or “‘amalgama-
tion"" with neighboring communi-
ties would generally be serviced by
so-called ‘‘landscaped mini-
parks" of group mailboxes.

Existing post offices could also
be closed in many communities
subject to franchising. But service
at some level would continue to be
provided from the premises of lo-
cal businessmen winning the pos-
tal franchise.

Rural Dignity, made up church
leaders. municipal politicians and
concerned citizens, says the busi-
ness plan will have a devastating
impact on rural life

The group was organized late
last year in eastern Quebec when
800 people turned up at a meeting
to protest closures and service
cuts.

A subsequent meeting in Saskat-
chewan drew 300 people, some dri-
ving up to 300 miles to attend, while
a third one Saturday in Aggasiz,
B.C., attracted 600 people.

Places they
have only seen
on maps

Nobody on the power side in Ottawa really
wants to talk about it, but Canada Post is loo-
king at closing many of the country’s 5200 ‘ru-
ral’ post offices. The mail service is also consi-
dering “alternatives” to rural-route delivery in
many areas of low-density heusing.

Part of the government strategy is to avoid
specifics, but it is certain that at least some of
the villages victimized in the cuts will be in the
Eastern Townships. This region certainly has
its share of hamlets, and few of them show
signs of blossoming into subdivisions during
the 10 years the post otfice has been given to
“reorganize” its rural delivery system.

The insensitivity shown towards rural custo-
mers by Canada Post’s top brass is nothing less
than stunning. It is clear the post office bosses
simply aren’t aware of how different life can be
in areas more than a few miles from the nea-
rest shopping centre; it is equally clear the
officials do not feel bound to supply equal ser-
vice to groups of supposedly equal citizens.

As might be expected, a movement of protest
is being mounted against the service cuts. As
also might he expected, representatives of the
pressure group Rural Dignity and other orga-
nizations opposed to the cuts have travelled
from the far-flung corners of the country to
make their views known in its supposed centre
— Ottawa. The protestors can talk to their MPs
in the halls of Parliament; they can talk to the
highly-skilled, highly-paid public relations offi-
cers of the Crown corporation. They can talk to
the press. But they might as well be talking to
the walls.

It’s hard enough to get the bureaucrats to
deal with problems they already understand.
It’s pretty well impossible to get a sympathetic
look at conditions in places they have only seen
on maps. Yet it's clear to the rest of us that at
Canada Post, Pointe Noire might just as well
be Pointe Claire, Ste-Catherine de Hatley the
same as Ste-Catherine the street. Instead of
requiring the protest groups to travel to Otta-
wa, it’s the politicians and bureaucrats who
should be heading out into the winter.

If the bureaucrats went visiting their custo-
mers in rural Canada, they might learn what
it’s like to live by long distance. They might
find themselves 10 or 20 or 40 miles from the
nearest store — and only able to shop by...
mail-order catalogue. They might learn what
it's like to be 80 years old and yet expected by
Ottawa to head down that road to get a money
order at the... post office. They might find out
what it's like to live on a meagre pension and
only be able to afford to communicate with
distant children and grandchildren by... letter.

Altogether the bureaucrats might find coun-
try living is a little... different from their subdi-
vision on the Rideau. And the really sensitive
ones might actually notice that rural people
depend more than their city cousins on the...
nearest post office. If they add it all up, they
might finally figure out that closing country
post offices can help cause small communities
to... disappear.

Border conflict a five-year old stalemate

FISH LAKE, Iranian-Occupied
Iraqg (AP) — Iranian Revolutionary
Guards are hard at work reshaping
earthen Iraqi defence walls seized
this month in their push toward
Basra, Iraq’s second largest city.

As the noise of outgoing artillery
fire mixed with explosions of inco-
ming rounds and distant machine-gun
fire, guardsmen worked with bulldo-
zers and sandbags to fortify the mud-
dy plain just inside the Iraqi border.

A group of 57 foreign journalists vi-
sited the warfront on Monday at the
invitation of the [ranian government.
Thew saw charred tanks, groves of
palm trees stripped of all their
branches and six human corpses
lying by the road.

The Iranian attack, beginning Jan.
9. moved rapidly across Iraqi defence
lines to within about 10 kilometres of
Basra. The city is a major port on the
Shatt-al-Arab waterway, which leads
north into Iraq from the head of the
Persian Gult.

In the past 10 days, the two sides
have reported many deaths but little

significant movement in the front
lines.
NO PROGRESS

Iran and Iraq have been at war
since September 1980. Iraq took a si-
gnificant amount of territory at first
but was forced back later. For most of
the past five years, the conflict has
been a stalemate.

The Iranian fighters rebuilding the
fortifications appeared to be in high
spirits. They cheered, shouted and
flashed V-signs to the reporters pas-
sing in a convoy of brown trucks
across the bleak terrain, much of it
marshy. with little vegetation except
for the occasional stand of palms.

Reza Pezeshki, a 30-year-old agri-
culture professor in Birjand, Iran,
said he was taking three months off
from school to volunteer at the front
for the third time since the war began.

“I am here to help overthrow (Iraq
President) Saddam Hussein,”’ Pezes-
hki said. speaking fluent English that
he said was perfected in the six years
he lived in California.

Ali Husseini, a Revolutionary
Guard commander, told a news confe-
rence in a bunker headquarters at the
front that five Iraqi helicopters and 60
planes were shot down during the re-
cent fighting.

‘NEW SYSTEM’
He said the Iranians took advan-

tage of a sophisticated new anti-
aircraft system but he declined to
answer any questions about where it
came from or how it worked.

Husseini claimed 15,000 Iraqi sol-
diers were killed and 35,000 wounded
in the January offensive. He said the
drive took control of 155 square Kilo-
metres of Iraqi territory.

The reporters had no way to
confirm the extent of damage to
Iraq’s forces or the casualties in-
flicted.

At a prisoner of war camp near the
city of Ahvaz, about 100 kilometres
northeast of the front, reporters saw
about 1.500 Iraqi prisoners sitting
cross-legged in a grid of 25 straight
files of 60 men each.

As the prisoners chanted “*Saddam
is the enemy of God’’ and ‘‘Khomeini
is great.” some gestured enthusiasti-
cally while others barely moved their
lips as they stared at the ground.

At a news conference arranged by
the Iranians, captured Iraqi officers
including two Iraqi generals and nine
others appeared. Some said many of
their troops deserted before the
fighting began.

A man identified as Lt.-Col. Walid
Ahman Hummady said through an
Iranian translator that ‘‘Iraqi troops
do not believe in fighting against an
Islamic government.”

CBC New Brunswick
will have to suffice

FREDERICTON (CP)— For years, Premier Richard
Hatfield of New Brunswick tried without success to
persuade, cajole and bully the CBC into providing bet-
ter television service in his province.

It has finally come about, but indirectly.

CBC-TV will soon have a higher profile in New
Brunswick because the Canadian Radio-television and
Telecommunications Commission (CRTC) has given
the go-ahead to a new private regional network based in
Halifax.

The New Brunswick Broadcasting Co. hopes to start
up its new network, MITV, by January 1988. It will
beam programming into New Brunswick and Nova Sco-
tia homes on ultra-high frequency (UHF) channels on
cable.

That will leave New Brunswick Broadcasting’'s main
channel. CHSJ-TV, free to carry full CBC network ser-
vice. CHSJ has been the CBC affiliate in this province
for about 30 years, but it only takes what it wants from
the CBC, freely adding local and U.S. programs.

Once MITV is operating, CHSJ will open up to full
CBC programming.

[t's not the perfect arrangement from the CBC’s point
of view, but it will suffice.

“*Obviously to continue being the only province in
Canada without its own CBC-base station is disappoin-
ting,"” said Bill Donovan, the Halifax-based regional
manager of the CBC.

“But having said that, we have the best possible
compromise. It's not the same as having your own . . .
but from an audience standpoint, this is the best arran-
gement we could get in the immediate term."

NO MONEY

Ironically. after years of saying it wanted to do more
in New Brunswick, the CBC finally gets its foot in the
door at a time when it's under severe financial res-
traint.

Donovan cautioned New Brunswickers not to expect
dramatic increases in the amount of television services
it provides at the moment. It currently offers — via
CHSJ — a supper-hour newscast that originates here
with contributing bureaus in Saint John and Moncton.

“All we have is the production unit for the supper-
hour news program,” said Donovan. **We would like to
have more reporting strength, we would like to have
higher production values and we would like better cove-
rage in northern New Brunswick,"

History repeats itself, especially in gov’t

Like most Canadians I like to watch
the six o'clock news on television. It’s
getting to be one of my favourite
comedy shows. Watching the latest
blunders and goofs in Ottawa has rea-
ched the point where there’s really
nothing else you can do but laugh. If
you were to get upset about the conti-
nuing series of events you would get
so depressed about the state of Cana-
dian politics it would spoil your
dinner.

What our federal government is
doing however is simply following a
glorious Canadian tradition. Whene-
ver we elect a Conservative gover-
nment they try their hardest to self
destruct as soon as possible. Just look
back in our lifetime. We had Joe
Clark’s bunch that set out to establish
a record for being the shortest lived
government in modern history. We
had old ‘tell-it-as-it-is’ John Crosbie
telling us as it was. We had our prime
minister, wobbling his face in a poor
imitation of John Diefenbaker, ma-
king ridiculous promises and state-
ments to the entire world...it was an
embarassing time for all of us. Fortu-
nately the government fell before it
could do much damage.

Talking about John Diefenbaker,
although I personally respected the
man as a politician and a truly great
Canadian, Canada suffered while his
government was at the helm. They
were elected with a huge majority
and proceeded to give us scandals and
stupidity at a rate unequalled in the
free world until perhaps...now. Re-
member the Avro Arrow?

It seems we run through periods of
Liberal government that are calm.
The country gets along with really
nothing spectacular happening (if you
can forget the October crisis) and
goes about it's business in spite of the
government. We usually have quite a
long period of Liberal rule. Ten or
twenty years of dull. uninspired lea-
dership is quite a long time. Then for
some vet unexplained reason we get
restless or the Conservatives change
their leader or the Liberal leader re-
tires or something and we throw out
the Liberals and elect the Conserva-
tives. “Oh boy!" we say “Off with the
old and on with new! Now we'll see the
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fur fly!” And it does!

Unfortunately most of the “fur” that
“flies” is off the head of the prime mi-
nister as after a few months he can be
seen to be tearing out his hair by the
handfulls. Pretty soon the rest of us
are tearing out our hair as well as we
watch our duly (perhaps dully) elec-
ted government fall into every concei-
vable pit or hole they can find. It real-
ly amazes me how many ways they
can find to self destruct.

Perhaps the reason is simple. Per-
haps our well-meaning (and we have
to assume they are well-meaning)
elected officials just don’t know what
they are doing. We elected a bunch of
amateurs and expected them to per-
form as professionals. We took a par-
ty full of newly elected people and a
few people experienced in opposition
and told them it was their turn to run
the country.

The old standbys, the old guard, are
the same guys who backed up Joe
Who and his abortive attempt at go-
vernment. What made us think they
could change their stripes? The new
guys were dug out of all the cracks
and crannies of Conservative party
history. Most of these people had been
fund raisers and local party organi-
zers until the cry went out for candi-
dates to fill slates across the country.
What made us think they knew
anything about running a country?

We have a party experienced in op-
position trying to do something they
Just don’t know how to do. In opposi-
tion your job is to nit-pick and oppose
the plans thought up by someone else.
That's easy...all you have to say is
“no". In government you have to think
up the plans for the opposition to op-

pose. That’s a different kettle of fish.

A political party trained in gover-
nment may make a few mistakes,
that's understandable, but they will
rarely make massive blunders politi-
cally. They have learned the pitfalls
and pratfalls and rarely fall into
them. A party trained in opposition
just doesn’t know the ropes. They are
just amatures in the roll of professio-
nals and it just doesn’t work.

Proof of this theory was our last
provincial government. The mem-
bers of that government were not stu-
pid people (granted their main objec-
tive proved less than popular, parti-
cularly to us Anglo-types) but when
faced with the monumental task of ac-
tually running the province they
made judgement error after error af-
ter error. Their hearts were perhaps
in the right place but the task was
beyond them. In comparison our pre-
sent provincial government is far less
spectacular. the members are far less
explosive. the leader is far less dra-
matic and exciting, but the gover-
nment goes about the task of running
the province quietly and efficiently.
(Not that we all agree all of the time).
Years of party training in gover-
nment seems to make the difference.

On tie federal scene we have the
same thing. Somehow I seem to have
a trust in the Liberal people: in their
years of experience. I'm not a great
fan of John Turner, I'm not impres-
sed, however the old guard are still
around. The core of people who lear-
ned the government craft while in go-
vernment.

In the meantime we're stuck with
what we elected. In most ridings a
half-witted goat would have been
elected if he ran under the Conserva-
tive banner. Indeed that’s exactly
what we elected in many cases.

The Peter Principle states that “a
man will rise in life to his own level of
incompetence.” If you do a job well,
because of doing that job well you will
be promoted, eventually you will be
promoted beyond vour level of
competence. Our government is a
perfect example of this principle.

When will we learn that gover-
nment is more than a beautiful bari-
tone voice and a pretty wife?

Metric pricing
withering away

The Editor:

Faced with an anti-metric backlash
from Conservative MPs and conser-
vative members of the public, on Ja-
nuary 30, 1985, the Minister of Consu-
mer and Corporate Affairs announ-
ced in the House that, as a compro-
mise, the government would pro-
claim regulations requiring indivi-
dually-measured foods to be adverti-
sed, displayed, and weighed in “me-
tric only, or in imperial units
alongside metric units”. The minister
added that “metric will continue to be
required...to ensure that consumers
can easily compare prices between
stores and products. This will also
guarantee equitable competi-
tion....The government is committed
to metrication.”

The promised regulations have not
yet been proclaimed. Due to their ab-
sence we see imperial pricing beco-
ming more prominent for food
weighed before the customers, and
metric pricing withering away. In
contrast, by law, prepackaged food is
priced and usually measured in me-
tric units only. The result is that shop-
pers must carry electronic calcula-
tors if they wish to.compare prices
between weighed-out and prepacka-
ged food.

Two years have gone by since the
announcement of the compromise
metric policy without regulations to
give it effect, and the mess gets
worse. How long will this typical inac-
tion of the government continue?

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Low grain prices mean farmers must get income from treasury

From Ontario’s corn fields to Al-
berta’s Peace River wheat coun-
try, grain farmers will be farming
the government as much as their
land next year.

With grain prices at their lowest
level since the late 1970s, an increa-
singly large chunk of farmers’ in-
come will have to come from the
federal treasury-instead of from
grain cheques.

Ottawa is committed to paying
$1 billion this year in a special pro-
gram to partially compensate

grain growers for plunging prices
on world markets, where the bulk
of their grain is sold.

In addition, the federal gover-
nment will pay a hefty amount un-
der the Western Grain Stabiliza-
tion Program, which was designed

VANCOUVER (CP) — There
won't be any new glass towers
sprouting in the downtown sky-
line and no wave of blue-suited
financiers disembarking from
fleets of executive jets when Van-
couver becomes an international
banking centre.

Once Parliament passes ena-
bling legislation, Vancouverites
probably won't even notice that
their city has joined New York,
London, Hong Kong and certain
Bahamian islands as a hub of in-
ternational finance.

More importantly, the designa-
tion will do little to thin the ranks
of British Columbia’s unem-
ployed.

Michael Goldberg, a
commerce professor at the Uni-
versity of British Columbia, said
the designation will create a few
hundred new jobs at most.

Aside from a few technicans

or two and some extra accoun-
tants and money managers to
handle international transac-
tions, foreign banks need to ex-
pend little effort.

“Of itself, aninternational ban-
king centre is not going to gene-
rate many jobs,”’ says Graham
Clarke, chairman of the Vancou-
ver Board of Trade.

PREFER TO TALK

He and other backers prefer to
talk in terms of long-term poten-
tial, of what could happen.

The international banking
centre designations for Vancou-
ver and Montreal will come in the
form of Income Tax Act amend-
ments that will allow banks to
conduct international transac-
tions involving foreign curren-
cies without being subject to Ca-
nadian taxes.

International banking centres
have existed for more than 20
years. The United States passed
legislation in 1981 allowing indivi-
dual states to set up international
banking facilities. So far 24 have

done so.

Canada is simply playing
catch-up, says Clarke, adding:
““What we're doing is creating a
lure.”

The convenience and security
of being able to deposit and bor-
row money in a Canadian tax ha-
ven is supposed to attract foreign
businesses, which will draw other
types of activity with them and
perhaps take advantage of other
services offered.

The breaks given international
banking transactions could be ex-
panded to more services, esta-
blishing the cities as internatio-
nal financial centres and impor-
tant contributors to the B.C. and
Quebec economies. That's where
the real job and revenue pros-
pects are, said Clarke.

. Eugene Nesmith, president of
the Vancouver-based Hongkong
Bank of Canada, says internatio-
nal finance will attract other bu-
sinesses traditionally drawn to
capital markets like stock broke-
rage firms, bond and currency
trading houses and banking insu-
rance companies.

ENHANCE TRADE

Vancouver’s position as a key
Pacific port will enhance its tra-
ding activity, which should trig-
ger growth in the locally based
export-import and customs bro-
kerage businesses.

Spinoffs could also benefitlegal
and accounting services, compu-
ter and telecommunications
firms, real estate companies and
clerical services, travel and hos-
pitality business, says Nesmith.

‘“The intention isn’t to create a
Bahamian haven for suitcase
banks,’’ says Clarke.

We tossed $3 billion
in coupons last year

EDMONTON (CP) — Canadians
threw away more than $2.8 billion
worth of merchandise coupons in
1986.

Companies issued about 6.8 bil-
lion coupons worth $2.9 billion in
savings but only 187 million cou-
pons, worth $86 million, were re-
deemed. The rest ended up in the
garbage, or forgotten in kitchen
drawers.

The limited use did not surprise
Ruth Wood, president of the Alber-
ta branch of the Consumers Asso-
ciation of Canada.

‘“‘Most coupons are for things
that many households don’t use, or
buy only once a year,’” she said in a
recent interview. ‘“‘If you are a
brand-oriented family the coupons
are not going to make you switch.”

Many coupons are for gimmicky
items or foodstuff most people
don’t want, she added.

Susan McLure, an Edmonton-
housewife who runs her own cou-
pon exchange with other budget-
conscious shoppers, disagreed.
She said she saves as much as 20
per cent on grocery bills through

coupons.
SAVE MONEY

““We're a one-income family.
For us, If I can help make the gro-
cery bills more reasonable and
maintain our lifestyle...I'll take
them up and use their coupons,”
she said.

Wayne Mouland, vice-president
and research manager for Neilsen
Promotional Services of Mark-
ham, Ont., a clearing house for a
number of companies that use cou-
pons, said consumers used about
seven million more coupons in 1986
than they did in 1985.

The number of coupons issued
rose by 300 million in the same pe-
riod.

The estimated $86-million value
of coupons redeemed in 1986 was
based on an average value of 46
cents a coupon, up from 39 cents in
1985 and 34 cents in 1984, Mouland
said.

A dramatic trend was the sharp
increase in weekly newspaper and
flyer advertisement by retailers,
which carried four billion discount
coupons.

““The level of retailer in-ad cou-
pon activity during 1986 is unprece-
dented,” Mouland said.

Gra-
dually add sugar, beating until
stiff peaks form. Fold in cocoa-
nut, dates and almonds. Drop by
rounded teaspoons l-inch apart
on greased baking sheets. Bake
ina 325deg. F. oven 10-12 minutes
or until lightly browned.

Remove from baking sheet and
cool. Makes 48 cookies.

Stomach balloon: low
calorie diet less risky

Dear Ann Landers: I've been
hearing about a balloon that can be
put inside a person’s stomach. It
expands, leaving less room for
food. The resultis a big weight loss.

This concept sounds terrific for
folks like me who have tried every
diet under the sun and are still 60
pounds overweight.

Can you tell me if the balloon ap-
proach is as good as it sounds? Is it
risk-free? Please give me some in-
formation on what might be the
answer to my prayers. — Too
Much of Me in Michigan. 4

Dear Too Much in Mich.: “The
Gastric Bubble,” as it is known in
medical circles, was okayed by the
U.S. Food and Drug Administra-
tion in 1985. Initial approval was
granted for people who were 20
percent overweight, but it was re-
commended only to leave the
bubble in for four months. Now, it
isrecommended that the bubble be
removed after three months.

This procedure costs from $2,000
to $3,000 and is not, repeat NOT, for
those who want to be thinner for
reasons for vanity. It is only for
people who are so obese that their
lives may be in danger. No surgery
is involved. The balloon, which is 2
inches in diameter and 3% inches
long, is inserted through the
mouth. Dr. David Chapman at the
U.S.C. Medical School in Los An-
geles has been watching 152 of his
patients for conclusive results. He
reported that 88 per cent have lost
some weight (average 23 pounds
within four months), 8 per cent gai-
ned weight and 4 percent stayed
the same.

This procedure is not without
risks. About 8 per cent of Dr. Chap-
man'’s patients experienced nau-
sea and cramping and 5 percent de-
veloped ulcers.

As I have said before in this
space, there is no 100 percent safe,

U.S. shelters cope with homeless

BOSTON — She does not, as the
stereotype demands, live on the
street. Nor is she a mental patient,
alcoholic, or drug addict.

What Gwen Jones is, is a data
processor and mother of three. She
is also the new face of the Ameri-
can homeless.

Now living in a family shelter in
one of Boston's poorest neighbor-
hoods, Jones and her children are a
human reminder of the shifting
and expanding nature of the coun-
try’s homeless population.

“You know, I never thought I'd
be in this predicament,” says
Jones, cradling her four-year-old
daughter, Cassie, in her lap in the
shelter’s toy-littered playroom.
“And as God is my witness, I will
never be in it again. But right now,
I'm homeless. I have no place to
go.”

Homelessness continues to be
one of the country’s most serious
issues. No longer the sole province
of skid-row alcoholics and deinsti-
tutionalized mental patients, ho-
melessness now includes the eco-
nomically dispossessed, such as
single mothers who cannot afford
both to pay the rent and feed their
children, and blue-collar families
forced out of their apartments due
to rent increases or condo conver-
sions. Many of these are finding
themselves homeless for the first
time,

“What we’re seeing here is part
of a national trend - that most of the
new homeless are families,” says
Ellen Scott of the Massachusetts
Coalition for the Homeless.
“People whose incomes are simply
not sufficient. It is an economic
crisis.”

Indeed, the most recent statis-
tics from the United States Confe-
rence of Mayors indicate not only a
20 percent increase in demand for
emergency shelter during the past
12 months but also disturbing de-
mographic shifts among the na-
tion’s homeless. One-third of those
living in emergency and transitio-
nal shelters - estimates range from
250,000 to 2 million people - are
members of families. One-fifth of
the residents are employed.

In Philadelphia, 50 per cent of
those living in shelters are in fami-
lies. In Washington, D.C., the num-
ber of homeless families increased
500 percent during the past year.
And in Boston, estimates say
nearly 40 percent of the city’s 3,000
to 5,000 homeless are members of
families.

According to the Conference of
Mayors survey, reasons for the
growth of homelessness among fa-
milies range from high unemploy-
ment to a dearth of low-cost hou-
sing. Other factors include domes-
tic violence, evictions, and inade-
quate welfare payments.

“These are the people who just
can’t make it anymore,” says John
McCarthy, director of the Cros-
sroads Transitional Family Shel-
ter in East Boston. “Rent in-
creases, condo conversions, and
plain bad luck have forced many
families into the choice of whether
to feed their kids or live in their
apartments.”

For Gwen Jones and her chil-
dren, it was a case of the rent for
her three-bedroom apartment
more than doubling. At nearly $700
a month, it was beyond even her
salary as a full-time data proces-
sor. But she refused to put her fa-
mily on the street or in emergency
shelters. “Those places are full of
drug addicts and drunks. That’s no
place for kids. No place for nobo-
dy,” she says.

Instead, Jones exhausted her
$3,000 savings on hotels before ar-
riving at the Crossroads family
shelter. “Because I was working
and wasn't on AFDC (welfare), a
lot of shelters wouldn’t take me”,
she says. “I try my best to be inde-
pendent, but it don't get me
nowhere.”

The surge in homeless families
has fostered an acute need for solu-
tions that go beyond current emer-
gency food and shelter programs.

“The rise of homeless families is
absolutely demanding a different
kind of solution,” says Susan Tra-
cy, director of Boston’s Shelter
Commission. “It is truly a crisis
caused by a housing shortage.”

“The assistance can’t just be a
check anymore,” says Crossroads’
McCarthy. “It has to be a coordina-
tion of (social) services.”

According to the Conference of
Mayors survey, the demand for pu-
blicly assisted low-income housing
increased 40 percent last year.
Already a handful of federal and
state initiatives is among the ini-
tial responses to this need. A recent
bipartisan proposal in the US
House of representatives seeks a
$500 million emergency package of
food, shelter, and other aid, inclu-
ding $100 million earmarked for fa-
mily housing.

Meanwhile, women like Jones
are trying to come to grips with
their homeless circumstances on a
day-in, day-out basis. They are
struggling to raise their children
and preserve their families.

The Crossroads shelter, situated
in this frayed-about-the-edges, lo
wer middle-class Boston neighbor
hood, is part dormitory, part day-
care center, and part social-
service agency. There are 35 cur-
rent residents - 11 families living in
11 single rooms sharing two baths
and several spacious common
rooms. One of 25 such shelters sta-
tewide, it is a far remove from
most emergency housing, which
offers the homeless a hot meal and
a twin bed and little else.

With a careful screening pro-
cess, Crossroads provides its resi-
dents - a racially mixed group,
nearly all of whom are single
mothers and their children - a safe,
four-month haven in which to re-
pair their fragmented lives. The
residents must comply with rules
that range from a requisite search
for new quarters to the performing
of housekeeping chores to a weekly
inspection of bank books (residents
are required to save half their in-
come during their stay).

School-age children are enrolled
in the local district, while younger
ones work with the shelter’s child
advocate. For the parents, semi-
nars and meetings on topics from
parenting skills to nutrition to bud-
geting are regularly scheduled.

“Most people don’t wake up one
morning and find themselves ho-
meless,” says Crossroads director
McCarthy. “A lot of these people
made bad choices. So we try to of-
fer a variety of helps. For many of
them, it’s the first time they've
ever had money in the bank.”

Lead from length
provides clues

By James Jacoby

It is certainly right to draw infer-
ences from the opening lead. The next
step is to draw inferences from what
is not the opening lead.

The bidding was simple — one no-
trump, which was raised to three no-
trump. Since the defenders were play-
ing standard leads, the four of hearts
lead indicated only four cards in the
suit, since declarer was looking at the
two and three in dummy. East took the
ace and returned the suit. Declarer
won and played a club to dummy’s
jack. East won the king and returned
his last heart. Declarer now played a
second club, on which West discarded
a spade. That left declarer with only
eight tricks, unless the jack of dia-
monds happened to fall. But perhaps
there were other possibilities.

It is a sound principle of defense
against no-trump to lead your longest
suit when you are leading blindly.
Thus it was apparent that West did not
have a longer suit than hearts unless
he was embarking upon a flight of de-
fender’s fancy with his opening lead.

~Furthermore, he had shown up with

only one club. Should it not then be ob-
vious that West had started with four-
card holdings in both spades and dia-
monds? The right play for declarer

-thus becomes equally obvious. He

should play the king and queen of dia-
monds. When the jack does not show
up, he should play West for that card
by leading to dummy’s A-10 and fi-
nessing. The reason? If West held only
three diamonds, he would have held
five cards in spades originally and
would surely have selected that suit
for his opening lead.

—such as a gourmet dinner, elabo-
rate concerts and an international

fashion show — that have made
Rendez-Vous 87 as much a cultural
event as a hockey showcase.
Eagleson, Canada’s top interna-
tional hockey negotiator, said in an
interview Monday he had hoped
Rendez-Vous would serve as a pos-
sible model for an annual all-star
game between the best in the NHL
and the Soviet Union.
KNOCKS AUBUT
But Aubut ‘*hasn’t pleased a lot
of people around the National
Hockey League’ and it would be
*‘very tough to put such an event
together again, unless we have a
much different person in charge.
*‘In any event, there would be ne-
ver an undertaking of this type.”
Eagleson’'s main battle with Au-
but has been over tickets for the
series. Eagleson was unhappy that

SHERBROOKE — For the next
week, Université de Sherbrooke
will be hosting a different type of
sports event: the Canada Law
Student Games.

Another organizer, Benoit Du-
mont, says the fact Sherbrooke is
a basically French city will be an
added plus, not a handicap, for
the games. Most of the partici-
pants come from outside the pro-
vince and he says the experience
will be cultural as well as
athletic.

The games should also bring in
money to the area — at least to
the hotels. Bellemare says Le Ba-
ron and Auberge des Gouver-
neurs are booked full, and Le Pre-
sident is getting there.

And of course, being students,
the week will not be all sport and
no play. With a beach party, mo-
vies and live bands, law students
in Sherbrooke for the event will
have much to keep them busy at
night.
