Still running free is the wide range of 
emotions that made him such a tumultuous 
figure as Conservative leader and prime 
minister—the high-pitched chuckle as he 
ponders the amusing story he will tell in his 
next speech, the mood of sombre reflection 
the stern and demanding voice of doom when 
he deals with current political issues 

Mr Diefenbaker, even while leaning back 
with his legs crossed in his swivel chair in his 
parliamentary office, still seems larger than 
life Although less sure of step, there is no 
image of the frailty of the old

I don t know how I look for a man my 
age.” he said But I would take on any of 
these babies for a run—anybody 45 or over ”

He still takes a daily 40-minute walk 
around 6am "on the double' through treed 
suburban Rockcliffe. where he lives quietly 
in a house with his wife.

Diefenbaker lives among the moneyed elite 
the kind of people he was never really at 
home with Rockcliffe is that kind of place 

A Rockcliffe neighbor is his greatest 
oldtime political rival, former prime 
minister Lester Pearson now retired from

The old man. a little hard of hearing, 
looked at a First World War picture of 
himself in uniform on the opposite wall

I wouldn't have believed 53 years ago 
when that picture was taken overseas that I 
would be here today, he said 

Invalided home to Canada following an 
accidental injury over there, his weight went 
down to 128 from 180 i iidn't come back 
easily He was 140 when first elected to the 
Commons 30 years ago 

“Now . I m back to my weight of 53 years 
ago. 175 or 180. he said, pleased at the 
thought He had two subsequent serious ill­
nesses. in 1924 and 1945 

The news that he now has regained his 
young man's weight should lead to a revival 
of eternal-life stories about this enduring 
politician

Shorn of power, living largely on

The affection that is shown to me across 
this country hy those of all political faiths is 
one of the greatest rewards that anyone can 
have in life.” he said

He is on the go much of the time delivering 
speeches He has time to accept only one of 
10 invitations

Today, he'll he in Winnipeg to deliver a 
birthday speech to the Canadian Council of 
Christians and Jews which has given him 
their 1969 human relations award

Always the politician, his face lit up when 
he said the council event is a sellout He says 
he gets bigger crowds now for such non 
campaign events than when he was at the 
height of his power

He rifled through the stack of letters he got 
that day He gets a heavy volume requests 
for advice or assistance letters from young 
people, invitations to speak and soon In this 
way. he continues to play the role of a 
constituency politician, but his name makes 
his constituency the country

Mr Diefenbaker says he has had many 
offers to return to work as a trial lawyer 

But I ve appointed so many of the judges.
I feel it would be indiscreet to appear before 
them Thev might be biased in his favor

Asked whether he had anv regret about his 
decision to tr\ to succeed himself .is party 
leader at the 1967 leadership convention 
which supplanted him he said I never live 
in the past

Outside the Parliament buildings Mi 
Diefenbaker s tall, straight figure is quickly 
recognized hy tourists. particularly 
immigrants His lifelong theme of the 
importance of an equal break for 
all unhyphenated Canadianism is still 
remembered

His s nail office staff gave him a birthday 
cake Wednesday in his office, a day ahead of 
time because he would he absent today on the 
Winnipeg trip Olive was there, and a crowd 
of reporters and television cameras

$700 bail for the release of two men 
arrested during noting in suburban St 
Leonard Sept 10.

The bail money, authorized bv council 
president Michel Chartrand. was for 
Claude Labrecque 19. charged with 
participating in a not. and Luc Lasnie. 
19. charged with participating in a riot 
and possession of an offensive weapon

During the weekend, union presidents 
affiliated with the Montreal council 
voted to give financial support to the 
Ligue pour TIntegration Scolaire, which 
organized the demonstration against 
English-language education in Quebec, 
and to the group's leader. Raymond 
Lemieux

The weekend resolution was adopted

Wednesday at a general meeting of the 
council

Among the 39 charged are Lemieux 
and militant separatist Reggie 
Chartrand

Lemieux is charged with three counts 
of sedition punishable bv a maximum 
of 14 years in prison—and charges of 
taking part in a riot, obstructing a po- 
'iceman and failure to disperse after the 
reading of the Riot Act

Reggie Chartrand. leader of the 
C hevaliers de ITndependance Knight^ 
of Independence - was arraigned on the 
latter three charges

F ailure to heed the reading of the Riot 
Act is punishable bv a maximum of life 
in prison.

Both Lemieux and Chartrand are free 
on $10.000 bail

Here is a simple little 
hand that we could write a 
book about. Take the bidding 
to start with

Last should pass but most 
players would have opened 
three spades with the South 
hand. This South passed. 
Many players would open 
one club or one diamond 
with the West hand This 
West passed and it was up 
to North He bid a rather 
doubtful one club

South jumped right to four 
spades. A distinct overbid 
but rather successful be­
cause North undoubtedly 
would have passed if South 
bid any lower number of 
spades.

Dummv’s ace of clubs won 
the first trick and a low 
spade lead produced the 10 
from East. South finessed. 
This play is eminently cor­
rect Those players who try 
to drop a singleton king 
when they hold 10 cards of 
a suit are taking all the 
worst of it

The spade finesse worked. 
South pulled the last spade 
and remarked. “I have a 
sure thing but I am not 
claiming as yet ”

South didn t really nave a 
sure thing, but assuming 
that the queen of clubs lead 
marked East with the king, 
then East couldn’t have both 
aces. With two aces and two 
kings East would have 
opened the bidding.

Therefore, all South had to 
do to assure his contract was 
to lead a red card and play 
dummy’s king If that lost 
to the ace South would lead 
to the other red king later 
on.

South chose to lead a dia­
mond East rose w ith the ace 
and lead a low heart. This 
time South played the jack 
on the theory that West 
would also have opened the 
bidding if he held both red 
aces plus his club honors 
The jack knocked out East’s 
ace and South wound up w ith 
an overtrick.

Gland Extracts—

A Boon to Mankind

By WAYNE G. BRANDSTADT, M D.

Volumes have been writ­
ten about the hormone-pro­
ducing glands

• The pineal. located in 
the brain, produces mela­
tonin which regulates the 
female reproductive cycle. 
What it does in the male is 
not known.

• The adrenals, located 
just above the kidneys, pro­
duce (1> epinephrine or ad­
renalin. which increases the 
heart action and the blood 
supply to the muscles in the 
presence of danger, and (2) 
cortin. from which the anti­
inflammatory drugs, corti­
sone and hydrocortisone, and 
the diuretic, aldosterone, are 
derived.

• The pituitary, located 
just under the brain pro­
duces ( H ACTH. a cortisone­
like compound: (2» gonado­
tropin. which regulates sex­
ual development during pu­
berty: (3) prolactin, which 
promotes (he secretion of 
milk in women: (41 pan- 
creatropin. which regulates 
the production of insulin by 
the pancreas: i5) somatotro­
pin. which controls bone 
growth: (6» thyrotropin, 
which regulates the produc­
tion of thyroxin by the thy­
roid: 17) oxytocin, which 
stimulates the contractions 
of the uterus and the release 
of milk from the breasts: 
and (8» vasopressin, which 
controls the blood pressure 
and water excretion

• The thyroid produces 
thyroxin, which regulates the 
rate of metabolism.

• The parathyroids, lying

adjacent to the thyroid in 
the neck, produce parathor­
mone. which controls the use 
of phosphorus and calcium 
by the body

• Ihe thymus, located 
under the upper end of the 
breastbone, produces retine, 
which stimulates the im­
mune reaction to germs and

other foreign matter in the 
body.

• The pancreas, located 
below the stomach, produces 
insulin, which regulates the 
body’s use of glucose.

• The ovaries produce es­
trogens and progesterone, 
which together control the 
development of female sex 
characteristics.

• The testicles produce 
androgens which control the 
development of male sex 
characteristics.

In the treatment of various 
disorders in these glands and 
some diseases that do not 
appear to be related to them 
in any way extracts from 
the glands or synthetic 
counterparts have become 
some of the greatest boons 
to the practice of medicine 
Many young doctors and 
patients wonder how the hu­
man race survived before 
the discovery of such drugs 
as insulin, cortisone and 
ACTH.

English lose old rights
SHERBROOKE - In the 

future English-speaking Catholic 
students and parents will not be 
represented by an English 
member on the Sherbrooke 
Catholic School Commission 
unless French-speaking electors 
see fit to vote one in 

At a neeting Tuesday the 
commission finally passed a 
measure taking away the 
guarantee the English-speaking 
Catholic community has had of

at least one member on the nine 
man commission

Saying the old agreement was 
unfair because it gave the 
English electorate more than 
one vote apiece the commission 
now will have nine members 
elected in nine districts

Under the former system, the 
English-speaking parents were 
allowed to vote as a separate 
unit to guarantee representation

When the controversy first 
arose last December. William 
Steels, the sole English-speaking 
commissioner, said it was 
imperative that the minority 
group be represented on the 
commission

As the situation has existed 
over a number of years and has 
created a p xxl atmosphere in 
daily problems of education 
concerning confessionality and

privileges, as well as creating 
goodwill within the Sherbrooke 
community, in my opinion the 
status quo should be 
maintained." he said then

When Mr Steele opposed the 
move at Tuesday night s meeting 
saying the situation should not be 
changed especially in light of 
present problems in the 
province, the other 
commissioners replied that they

weren't trying to make 
Sherbrooke into a second St 
Leonard

The argument against special 
English speaking representation 
has been that in fact nearly 3.000 
French-speaking voters would 
not be represented There are 
only 621 English speaking 
parents on the roll compared 
with a French speaking 
electorate of 33.011

Ireland not on agenda
UNITED NATIONS (CP) 

Britain won delay Wednesday in 
her fight to keep the controver­
sial and potentially explosive 
situation in Northern Ireland off 
the agenda of the United Nations 
General Assembly 

The assembly's 25-member 
steering committee decided to 
postpone consideration of the 
matter pending a reply by the 
Republic of Ireland to an appeal 
from Britain's Lord Caradon for 
withdrawal of the proposed item 

Meanwhile, the Soviet Union 
supported UN debate on North­
ern Ireland, saying that the Bel­
fast government discriminated 
against the overwhelming ma­

jority ot the oppressed" people 
of Ulster

Many members of the com­
mittee appeared uncomfortable 
with the application of the Irish 
Republic, which had failed to 
have Ulster debated in the Secu­
rity Council, for General Assem­
bly debate

Caradon had made a strong 
argument that the matter was an 
internal affair of Britain and 
thus out of the jurisdiction of the 
UN But Ireland has argued that 
it is a matter of human rights 
which is an area of UN concern 
CITES ACTION TAKEN

Caradon said that Britain has 
taken positive and urgent action

veteians of World War II is the proposal in the federal 
tfovnnment white paper on disability pensions that 
immediate substantial increases be made in the 
allowances to members of the ill-fated ( anadian 
contingent to Hong Kong

The white* paper recommends that the 1.275 survivors 
of the Hong Kong expedition be given an automatic 50
per cent pension

The Canadians sent to Hong Kong during the Second 
World War many of them from the Kastern Townships

were unwittingly sacrificed
They had no chance to withstand the attacks of the* 

enemy's overpowering forces The survivors spent long 
months in prison enduring a most brutal treatment at the 
hands of their captors Those who did not perish bear 
scars that continue to make life difficult for them

Hut while these Hong Kong survivors are deserving of 
preferred treatment, there can be little opposition to tin* 
basic idea of the white paper that veterans pensions 
should be such that recipients are able to enjoy life 
rather than merely exist

The injuries, physical and emtional, that such 
pensioners suffered in the defence of freedom should not 
prevent them from sharing in tin* material benefits that 
the peace they helped to win brought to Canadians 
generally

Pensions may never make up what these veterans lost 
but they can help case the suffering

Now is the time to promulgate astral advertising 
regulations, before the highway sign people get in their 
licks.

Dairy efficiency high
With all this talk about the need for increasing 

efficiency and productivity of industrial workers to givt* 
Canadians a better life without unduly increasing costs, 
little attention has been paid to the role being played by 
agriculture, and especially the dairy farmer, in keeping 
down the price of food.

Figures released recently show that in 1%8. Canadian 
farmers produced 18.3 billion pounds of milk as 
compared with 18 4 billion in 1963 This might be 
regarded as a backward step except for an 
accompanying statistic which shows that the output was 
achieved with 300,000 fewer cows than five years 
previously.

Brought down to more manageable figures, this means 
the average milk production per cow rose from 6,416 
pounds to 7.008 pounds, a boost of 9.2 per cent

Phis reflects the better animals retained by the 
farmers, large and small, improved herd management 
and better use of the services provided by government 
agricultural agencies.

The higher per cow production has held down the price 
of milk products to the consumer and has reduced the 
amounts the federal government would have had to pay 
for the support it gives the prices of milk used for 
manufacturing butter, cheese, milk powder and other 
dairy products.

The record of the dairy farmers is rather a slap at 
Agriculture Minister Olson who a few short months ago 
was lecturing the farmers on what he considered a lack 
of managerial skills in their operations

Any industry that can increase its productivity by 
more than nine per cent is not open to censure. Bather it 
deserves praise.

Binding arbitration
ordered in BC fight

VICTORIA - (CP) 
Attorney-General Leslie 
Peterson Monday ordered 
binding arbitration for the first 
time, ending a strike threat by 
policemen against two 
Vancouver Island municipa­
lities.

i ne move was announced by 
Mr Peterson, who is also labor 
minister under terms of the 
government’s controversial B C 
Mediation Commission Act 

It means the police wage 
dispute with the municipalities 
of Saanich and Oak Bay on the 
fringes of the provincial capital 
will be submitted to the 
commission for binding 
arbitration

The labor legislation has been 
bitterly opposed by the 
126.000 m e m her B C 
Federation of Labor, the New- 
Democratic Party and 
independent unions 

The police had threatened to 
serve strike notice this week if 
their demands for wage parity 
with Vancouver area officers 
were not met by the two 
municipal governments 

The commission now is 
hearing a dispute between 550

members of the Oil. Chemical 
and Atomic Workers Union and 
six Lower Mainland oil 
companies

Its findings will not be binding 
on the companies or the union, 
which has been on strike since 
May 23. unless so ordered by the 
government

In the police dispute, Mr 
Peterson’s decision was 
expected to he formally ratified 
by Premier W A C. Bennett’s 
cabinet later Monday 

Under the terms of the act. the 
government has the right to 
order binding arbitration in 
disputes it feels would hurt the 
general welfare of the province 

Spokesmen for the 75 
policemen involved and the 
municipalities had no immediate 
comment

Fines, suspensions handed 
down by judges -Sher

Referees may have long wait
Twenty National Hockey 

League officials who have adopt­
ed a wait-and-see-if-they-can- 
do-without-us policy in their 
fight for recognition of their as­
sociation may have an uncom­
fortable wait

The wait-and-see attitude was 
announced at a news conference 
in Toronto Wednesday by lawyer 
Joe Kane, spokesman for the 13 
referees and seven linesmen w ho 
walked out of a training camp in 
Brantford Mondav

The group is demanding NHL 
recognition of their National 
Hockey League Referees and 
Linesmen's Association Kane 
said

But in Montreal Wednesday 
NHL president Clarence Camp­
bell quickly blew the whistle on 
the officials representative

To suggest all they are seek­
ing is recognition of their asso­
ciation is not correct. * Campbell 
said

He said Kane had an opposite 
view at a Sept 2 meeting with 
referee-in-chief Scotty Morrison

At that time he iKane* said 
the officials were agreeable that 
official recognition was not im­
portant

Campbell said the officials at 
that time wanted only some 
kind of representative commit­
tee to meet with the referee-m- 
chief and league supervisors to 
consider complaints

SOLGHT SALARY BOOST
He said that at the Sept 2 

meeting with Morrison the offi­

cials asked for a minimum sal­
ary increase of 25 per cent 
across the board over last year s 
earnings, fullv-funded pensions 
for all officials in all leagues to 
be paid in full bv the NHL 
similarly-financed group 
medical and life insurance plans 
and numerous lesser requests

The referee-m-chief was au­
thorized to advise them that we 
would recommend the same fi 
nancial provision for referees 
and linesmen as had been 
provided for the plavers—pen­
sions. group life and health in­
surance—in respect to their NHL 
services

Thev were advised the asso­
ciation would not be officially 
recognized and that there would 
be no 25-per-cent increase across 
the board Our position from that 
time has not ( hanged

“So far as the officials are 
concerned, the league considers 
they have been misled and we 
are prepared to employ those 
who want to carry on along with 
the improvements offered and 
recommended

And at the training camp in 
Brantford referee-m-chief Mor­
rison added to the pressure on 
the holdouts by declaring that if 
all do refuse to sign 1969-70 con­
tracts we II get along without 
them

W'e req* ire 17 referees and 10 
linesmen in tne NHL. Morrison 
said There are five American 
Hockey League linesmen I would 
not hesitate to use in an
emergency

out "

FIVE VETERANS REMAIN
Morrison has five of the 25 - 

man officiating staff from last
