Firearms

The Czechoslovak stamp
series. “Historical Firearms".
issued Feb. 18 is the work of two
leading Czechoslovak artists. The
designs are by Vladimir Kovarik
and the engraving by Josef Her-
cik. This series is a first in the
philatelic world. Despite the
fact that historical firearms are
a subject of great interest and
collected by many. they had not
been the topic of a stamp
series in any country.

The reason of their selection
for a stamp issue is twofold:
firstly. collections of firearms
are an important part of this
nation’s cultural wealth and.
secondly. over the past centuries
Bohemian countries were home
to a number of master gunsmiths
whose products of outstanding
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technical and artistic quality
are among the prize exhibits of
public and private collections.

This new series will satisfy
both historians concerned with
the history of firearms. lovers
of cultural relics as well as
stamp collectors. The weapons
depicted on the stamps date from
the years 1580 to 1865. i.e.
from the Renaissance. through
the Baroque and Rococo to the
Biedermeier period. and are
the work of Bohemian as well
as famous world gunsmith works.

Printing was in three and four
colors by a combination of rotary
recess and photogravure. com-
prising six values ranging from
30 h to 1.60 Kcs.

The season has opened with re-
ports to Westmount Police. al-
ready. of two bicycles stolen. and
a caution to youngsters from Det.

Take care of your bike: make
the small investment in a chain
and padlock and use them when
leaving your bike in a public
place: keep a careful note. in a
safe place. of the serial number.

The recovery rate on stolen
bicycles is low. he says. because
they frequently are found consid-
erable distances away in the me-

tropolitan area and checking iden-
tification is next to impossible
without those serial numbers.
Last year. 144 bikes were stolen
in Westmount. Of these cases. 103
are still outstanding: thatis. only
41 were returned to their owners.

Additionally. Lt. Pryde warns
that all bikes should be licensed
which. incidentally. is another
way to assist tracing them when
stolen or strayed.

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Bertrand off base
on airport location

The people of Westmount —
comprising a big proportion
of the long-distance travelling
public of this region — have
had a special interest in the
decision for location of the
new Montreal International
Airport.

In a real sense, it will be
Westmount’s international air-
port.
That interest also is here

in our concern as responsible
citizens and taxpayers.
And, generally, the choice of

St. Scholastique is applauded.
The research and the rea-

soning behind the decision is to
be praised, not always so
readily apparent in steps taken
by governments. In particular,
there is no ready look of
political expediency; the facts
put forth by Messrs. Hellyer
and Marchand appear based
on the prime purposes of the
aviation industry and sound
economics.
Beside which the petulent

outburst of Premier Bertrand,
following the announcement,
makes no sense at all — con-
sidering, as we believe, he
otherwise has the best interests
of our province at heart.
Before anything else, the

site seems ideal for a jumbo
and supersonic-age airport;
terrain, relative freedom from
fog, freezing rain and other
natural phenomenon; proximity
to the greatest numbers of
users; ground transportation
facilities. and cost.
Economically, of all the al-

ternatives it will be a region
which can benefit most. Just
as important, it is an area
which will be least damaged —
a site south of the St. Lawrence
almost certainly would have
destroyed a big tract of the
province's best agricultural
land.

But, what is least under-
standable of all is Mr. Ber-
trand making an issue of this
matter — if there is an issue to
make. The National Union
Party, above all others, has
in the past made so much of
infringement of  constitu-
tional rights: education, health,
welfare,etc.

Here is a question which,
clearly, is none of the pro-
vinces’ business but, distinctly,
a federal matter. Mr. Ber-
trand’s interference, what-
ever his pretext, simply
damages well-founded argu-
ments against Ottawa dabbling
in Québec’s affairs.
We should have thought

that Mr. Bertrand, professing
strong feelings about delinea-
tions of power, would have
been the first to recognize
that his involvement before
and his outburst after the
decision were entirely out of
place.

Let the organizers
underwrite the cost

The organizers of Friday
evening's “McGill francais”
march applied for and were
granted permission for the
march by the City of Montreal.

To that extent it was a res-
ponsible demonstration.
To have denied the permis-

sion would have been a denial
of a basic, democratic right.
Still worse, denial could have
led to something far worse
than the largely-contained
spectacle at the Roddick gates
and environs.

Even so, estimates of the
cost to the public purse — that
great array of police exper-
tise had to be paid for — plus
damage and loss to private
property have run as high as
$250,000.

Whatever ones shade of
opinion. on the role of McGill
in Quebec or any other issue
upon which citizens may ex-
ercise their right of assembly,
the question must arise:

Is there a limit beyond which
the exercise of freedom may
not impose a price to be charg-
ed to the entire community?

Should Messrs. Lemieux and
Gray have the right to ex-
press a point of view at great
cost borne by others?

Or is there not a case for
those who would use public fa-
cilities for a cause to find the
means to pay for its promo-
tion — as they would for ad-
vertising, direct mail or ‘‘hir-
ing a hall’?

DEALING WITH YOUTH:

Misdirected idealism

complicates problems
No matter how strong and sin-

cere one’s desire to serve may
be,it is by itself not enough when
working with people.
“To make things worse,even

the highest ideals and warmest
concern can be misdirected so
they will backfire and compound
existing difficulties,” warns A.
Ross Seaman of the Montreal
YMCA.

Mr. Seaman, a veteran youth
worker and a member of the Y's
metropolitam program and field
services staff, suggests that the
new problems thus created are
often more serious than those
which nurtured them.
“People — especially youth —

tend to either give up or lash out
blindly when their efforts to help
effect needed change are un-
acknowledged, misunderstood or
dismissed lightly,” he empha-
sizes.
“Rebuffed by seeming indiffer-

ence, impatient with adult soci-
ety’s apparent lack of humanity,
alienated by an ostensible dis-
position toward impersonalization
— some of them turn to anarchy
as an alternative.”
The rising incidence of vio-

lence, together with the spreading
rejection of adult values, have
made it clear society is at an im-
portant crossroads.
“We can’t pass laws to make

the problems disappear.” says
Mr. Seaman. “They are real, they
are complex and they are here
now.”

Unfortunately, some adults have
been so angered by acts of des-

valuable by the persistent pro-
blem of inflation. Demand
pressures, coupled with price
and income increases continue
to erode the value of the dollar
and to have a generally dis-
quieting effect on the national
economy.

Illusory

Mr. Rasminsky emphasizes
that solving the problem of in-
flation should be dune in such
a way as not to contribute sig-
nificantly to the related un-
employment problem. It is il-
lusory to conceive of the solution
in terms of a simple choice. for
unchecked inflation could bring
about a declining competitiveness
with a consequent rise in un-
employment and any attempt to
quickly reduce unemployment
would likely prolong inflation.
The governor believes that

our present fiscal and monetary
policies are effectively moder-
ating demand pressures. The
present bank rate of 7% and
the government's intention to
have a balanced budget by the
end of the 1969-70 fiscal year
demonstrate an overall policy
of restraint.
~The present need, therefore,
is not a basic change ir our
stabilization policy but a per-
sistence with the present one

ways to-participate in change,”
deplores the YMCA worker.
He emphasized that this group

is in its way also militant. It too
demands change, attacks injustice
and insists on being heard. But
it rejects anarchy and wants to
rebuild,instead of destroy.

“Part of our job is to join the
idealism and energy of these
young people with the experience
and resources of adults in a con-
certed effort to get at the root
sources of dissent,” says Mr.
Seaman.

“In doing so, we hope to win
support from the so-called apa-
thists. While usually less ready or
able to express themselves than
either the ‘destructivists’ or
‘constructivists’, we do know for
sure that many of them are des-
perately anxious to get involved.”

until such time as domestic
demand pressures subside.’
Mr. Rasminsky welcomes

the government's anticipated
price and incomes commission,
having often advocated on earlier
occasions the need “to bring
the influence of informed public
opinion to bear on decisions re-
garding increases in prices and
incomes”.
As mentioned in a previous

article, the role of the com-
mission will be to educate rather
than to dictate.
The report reiterates the con-

cern expressed by the govern-
ment in its white paper ‘policies
for price stability” that inflation
is considered by many as a
normal characteristic of our
society. That this inflation psy-
chology has developed is un-
fortunate, as it pushes people
to spend more now, anticipating
as they do a continuous decrease
in the real value of the dollar.

and Christ Church Cathedral 1s
presenting the Buxtehude En-
semble in “The Musicalische
Exequiemn by Heinrich Schutz. a
composer of outstanding Passion
music who lived a century before
Johann Sebastian Bach.

I. Who is he?
A young Lebanese pianist. Wa-

lid Akel. who is giving a concert
on Saturday night. April 5. in
Salle Claude Champagne. seems
to be unknown. If there has been
one. I am sure at least a dozen
people have asked me. “Who is
he?” or "I have never heard of
him before.” Aren't people fun-
ny?

I have learned that he was born
in 1945 in Bikfaya. Lebanon. and
only began the study of piano at
age 14. In just three years he went
to France where he studied at the

Conservatoire National Superior
de Musique with Yvonne Lefebre
and Germaine Monnier. Inciden-
tally, Mlle Lefebure was one of
the European adjudicators brought
here by the Québec Festivals last
year.

After Walid Akel received his
Licence de Concert de l'École
Normale de Paris in the presence
of Charles Munch of Boston
Symphony fame. (he died recently)
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he appeared publicly and made
several recordings.
His North American debut in-

cludes concerts in six cities:
Montreal, Toronto. New York,
Boston. Cleveland and Detroit. I
am eagerly awaiting Saturday
night when this unheralded pianist
will perform the Bach-Busoni
Chaconne, Schubert's A Minor
Sonata. the Sonata opus 35 by
Chopin (the slow movement is the
celebrated Funeral March) and
the Prokofieff Sonata No. 7 played
last week by Albert Ltto in Place
des Arts.

What happens to the young
Westmounters who are con-
tinually setting out to work or
study in London?

If you intend to spend a year
here. you may imagine life
among the monuments and
stately homes. an endless
cocktail party: or one long
freak-out between psychedelic
pad and coffee bars.

I think I expected to end up in
a combination of both. set in the
Tate Gallery perhaps. with por-
ticos and collonades. Like most
young Canadians. I've been liv-
ing instead in small single room
in nefarious Earl's Court. un-
like most. I've stayed in it for
over three years.

Unless you are substantially
wealthy. forget the gracious
Georgian house or well-heated
flat. Bedsitter-land is vours.

The Earl's Court area is unique:
not a slum. no underworld: to
speak of. few drugs: but deplored
by many for its glass-and-neon
impersonality. It's as far a cry
from central London as West-
mount from downtown Montreal.
London encompasses many areas
with different identities (Chelsea.
The City. Mayfair are unmistake-
able): but Earl's Court. on the
fringe of central London.is even
moredistinct.

Apart
It lies west of Piccadilly about

three miles. north of the Thames:
beyond the kempt painted ter-
races of Kensington. before the
dishevelled brick rows of Fulham.
it is apart from both. more by
nature of the inhabitants. than of
the architecture.
There is a general phenomenon

in London. that wherever the
Underground has sprung a station.
a self-supporting community
develops. Greater London is full
of these villages. and the villages
are full of people who rarely see
the rest of London.
One tube station emerged op-

posite the Earl's Court Exhibition
Hall. a much-visited monster ri-
valling Montreal's Forum. What
has grown around it is not so
much a bastion of suburban iso-
lation as a melting pot for Lon-
don’s homeless. For sound rea-
sons: the tube station is at an
important junction of two lines
and a practical distance and price

from the West End: and the tree-
less canyons of four-storey ter-
races which cross and parallel
Earl's Court road. the district’s
aorta. contain more bedsitters
per acre than anywhere else in
London.
There are so many Common-

wealth residents here that the
name Kangaroo Valley has stuck.
The three-quarter mile Earl's
Court road leads from Holland
Parks Commonwealth Institute
in the heart of Kensington — Lon-
don's Westmount — and sweeps
in a picturesque ‘S’ of brick
buildings down to the northern
reaches of Chelsea. It supports
at least 30 eating places and in-
numerable shops of all national-
ities. The back streets house as
many again.

Variety
Earl's Court boasts as much

variety of inhabitants as London
does communities: hippies. Ci-
ty gentlemen. students. families
and the poor. Its mood never
ceases to shift and change with
the hour and the season. Mid-
morning sees the sidewalks busy
with shoppers: mums with prams
from comfortable flats, old ladies
with shopping nets from lonely
rooms. Long queues for Sains-
bury's counter services: a wide
choice of inexpensive cheeses cut
fresh. five kinds of eggs. the best
meat. Mac Fisheries for poultry.
fish and green groceries. Beaton's
for still-warm bread.
The pubs open convivially from

11:00 to 3:00 for shop assistants
and bank clerks and other lunch-
ers. The turf accountant stays
open all afternoon for bets. When
the shops and offices empty. the
delicatessens fill with bedsitter
tenants in search of quick-dinner
packets. The four ‘oriental del-
icatessen” also sell samosas
and kebabis. quick snacks of cur-
ried meat in pastry.
When the rush of cars and

heavy trucks stops thundering
through the bottlenecks of the
narrow road in the early evening.
the restaurants begin to thrive.
The seven curry restaurants are
universally popular — Indian. Pa-
kistani and Ceylonese. the **Mo-
timahal,”” *Naraine.” “Sri Lan-
ka”. The "Stock Pot” and ‘Hot
Pot” serve savory food cheap-
ly and rarely have a free seat.
More expensive are three Chi-
nese, two Persian and one African

pizza — the English sort is like
grilled tomato and cheese on
bread.

Appalling

I avoid like poison the '“Wim-
py Bar’ (hamburgers), ‘“The
Golden Egg”. “The Tennessee
Pancake House”. and “The
Drugstore”. appalling imitations
of the commendable American
equivalents-and the tawdry pseu-

do-German ‘'Yodelling Sausage”.
They are patronized by the many
displaced English who flee here
from Scunthorpe and Kidder-
minster and Chard.
Against that slew of eating

places there are only about eight
pubs. all English. all crowded.
two gay. When they let out at
11:00. the late-closing coffee bars
take over more with the continent-
al and hippy scene. On Fridays
“and Saturdays the street pulsates
with latent. beery violence.
Policemen lurk politely on the
corners. watching for under-
ground activity in the queue out-
side the fish ‘n’chip shop. By 1:30
it's all bare and silent. ready for
the shoppers again.
The rooms change hands fast.

The new occupant pays an im-
moderate price for the conven-
ience and gloom. slaps up a few
posters to personalize it and
sees from his window 500 just
like it across the chasm. Mine
differs only in that I see nothing
from the window — at $6.75 a
week. which is practical for a
touring actor.

Basement

[ am in the middle of a base-
ment and the walls after three
years are entirely hidden by pho-
tographs. posters. maps and pic-
tures from the Sunday color sup-
plements. In most rooms there
is a single gas or electric ring
for cooking and a sink for wash-
ing face. hair, dishes and socks.
in any order. The bath may be
along the hall. downstairs. or
like mine. two doors along the
street. Some people deplore the
conditions. They are not un-
English.

Life in Earls Court is un-
stable. People and shops conti-
nually disappear and are re-
placed. It is easy to be lost in
the multitude or start a friend-
ship in a pub. Critics decry the
fickleness. the vulgarity: it is
raw. garish. unchic. But the
changeability. for me, makes it
stimulating: it means color and
vitality: it makes you move with
it or get out of it and see some-
thing else: a jumping-off point
for overseas visitors.
