* Victoria® Falls, Zambesi River, East
Africa, Sept. 15.—The bridge over the
Zambesi river was formally opened this
week in the presence of the  visiting
members  of the British Association.

The bridge over the Zambesi River,
the highest in the world, was linked
up at 7 a.m., April 1, of the present
year, thus completing another link in
the Cape-to-Cairo railway. The bridge,
which is of the cantilever style, is 420
feett above the river at low water and
crosses over the gorge at Victoria
Falls. The bridge was built by an
English company on the girder  pat-
tern. It is constructed in three spans
and has a width of thirty feet. -The
work was commenced simultancously
from both banks of the river, an elec-
tric motor cable with a span of 900

MR. BUNKERS

CONFESSES GUILT.

WAS ©“ACCOMPLICE IN LEGISLA-
TURE BOODLING.

Sacramento, Cal., Sept.
Brought from his prison cell to con-
front his alleged associates in  the
boodling combine of last winter, Har-
ry Bunkers, former State senator from
San Francisco;- Tuesday made a- com-
plete confession on the witness stand
in Judge Hart’s court room where
the trial of E. J. Emmons, one of the
State senators indicted by the grand
-jury, was in progress. Ifrom the mo-
ment of his entry into the court room
until he left it, pale and perspiring,
three hours later, Bunkers was  the
central figure in one. of the most
dramatic exposes in criminal trials of
this State. He left nothing untold,
and in his eagerness to unbosom him-
self, he forestalled the objections of
the defence with statements relating to
the motives and actions of the four
disgraced legislators.  Much of this
was stricken from the record. He de-
tailed the plan of campaign which he
says was one whereby the building
and loan associations of the State
were to-be “held up” and compelled to
pay for protection. He told, also, of
receiving money, stating that Joseph
Johnson had dropped 'his roll of $350
in his pocket as he stood in the street
just as Jordon said he did, and had
said that Emmons received his share
but two minutes before. Lastily, he
told of the terror and fright that fol-
lowed the expose in the Senate, the
last conference held in Emmon’s room
over the disposal of the marked bills
and of suggestions that were made to
