Quebec, June 23.—(®—Space in 
school buildings unoccupied for the 
next two or three months will be 
used at the start for offices by the 
Province’s Rent Control personnel.

Newsprint Is 
Sought By 
6 Countries

Washington, June 23—i(JP'i—The 
pulp and paper committee of the 
international materials confer­
ence yesterday called on the Uni­
ted Sûtes and Canada no share 
their newsprint supplies with six 
countries experiencing a shortage.

The committee recommended 
the two countries assist foreign 
countries in obtaining the follow­
ing amounts of newsprint to 
meet emergency needs: Philip­
pines Republic, 2,500 shoit tons; 
Greece 1.500 tons; India 2,400 
tons; Singapore and Malaya 650 
tons; Pakistan 500 tons and 
Yugoslavia 2,000 tons.

Paper committee officials said 
that while the recommendations 
were made to the two govern­
ments, it is up to the; newsprint 
producers and consumers volun­
tarily to make the supplies avail­
able,

U. S. officials noted tha’ news­
print is not under allocation in 
the U. S. but they were optimistic 
that the recommended assistance 
would be extended.

While the committee’s recom­
mendations are not expected to be 
announced for several days, it is 
understood the U. S. delegate had 
recommended that the U S. pro­
ducers supply the 2,500 tons for 
the Philippines and that Canada 
meet the other recommendations.

The two countries are under­
stood to favor each complying 
with these recommendations in 
proportion to their respective 
newsprint production. This is 
roughly five to one in iavor of 
Canada.

Ottawa, June 23—''(P)—A recom­
mendation that Canada supply 
7,050 tons of her newsprint as 
emergency allocations for six 
countries is expected to get quick 
approval by the Cabinet, informed 
quarters said today.

The recommendation was made 
by the pulp and paper committee 
of the international materials 
conference in Washington. The 
committee suggested allocations 
amounting to 9,550 tons, of which 
the U. S. would supply 2,500 and 
Canada the remainder.

This is in addition to a previous 
allocation of 3,000 tons for 
France, of which the U.S. agreed 
to supply 500 tons and Canada 
2,500.

The current recommendations 
were anticipated by Production 
Minister Howe a week ago. He 
told the Commons further recom­
mendations for allocations for the 
committee would mean less news­
print for North American users.

However, the cut-bacKs ate not 
expected to be large. Production 
in Canada this year likely will 
reach about 5,500,000 tons. Re­
commended and approved emer­
gency allocations of Canadian 
newsprint so far amount to 
9,550.

Air Activity Continues With U. S. Planes Again 
Outshooting Chinese.

By WILLIAM C. BARNARD
Tokyo. June 23.—(rP)1—Bitter local battles flared today as 

communist resistance stiffened all along the Korean battlefront. 
There were signs the Reds are getting ready for a new attack 
southward.

Allied patrols drew more communist artillery than they 
had in several days. Aerial observers spotted southward troop 
movements. Traffic was heavy between Hamhung and south­
west of Wonsan on the east coast.

The Reds mounted at least five probing attacks yesterday 
and today on the east-central front — usual springboard for 
communist attacks southward. All were repulsed.

U. S. Sabre jets knocked two more communist MiG's out, 
of the sky and damaged three others Friday for their fifth 
straight victory over the Russian-made planes. The Fifth Air 
force said one Sabre failed to return.

The score in five days of aerial combat is 1 ! enemy 
planes destroyed, one probably destroyed and 21 damaged. 
Allied losses were two planes destroyed and two missing.

Front-line officers have been predicting the communists 
will throw a limited objective attack against the U.N. line about 
Mon day, first anniversary of the war. Few think the Reds have 
had time to build up for an all-out offensive after the pasting 
they took in May.

<5 Allied patrols in the extreme 
west made only slight contact. But 
two patrols probing northwest of 
Munsan and Korangpo were forced 
to withdraw. Munsan is 21 miles 
northwest of Seoul on the main 
northward road to Kaesong. 
Korangpo is 30 miles north of 
Seoul.

A patrol found fiercely-resisting 
Reds west of Chorwon, southwest­
ern anchor of the onetime Red iron 
triangle build-up area.

There enemy artillery forced 
them to withdraw.

Mortar and artillery fire rained 
down on a U.N, patrol that drove 
to within tank-fire range of Pyong- 
gang, apex of the former iron tri­
angle. It was the nearest the allies 
had been to the city since they re ­
entered it 10 days ago on a recon­
naissance mission.

East of Kumihwa, southwest 
anchor of the former build-up area, 
a probing attack was repulsed. But 
northwest of Hwachon, on the 
western shore of the sprawling 
Hwachon reservoir, two Red com­
panies forced two U.N, groups to 
withdraw after a night battle.

A pooled dispatch from the 
Yanggu area reported five probing 
attacks P'riday night and early Sat­
urday morning. Largest of the 
assaults, which were beaten back, 
was by an estimated battalion.

An Eighth Army spokesman said 
there was no significant action far­
ther east although U.N. patrols did 
meet resistance from North 
Koreans.

For 13 Days 

Through Woods

Found after a widespread 
search, she told newspaper men 
from her hospital bed a fabulous 
account of how she survived in the 
awesome great Smoky Mountains 
National Park with few ill ef­
fects.

The religious-minded Miss Lori­
mor said the only things that pas­
sed her lips during the ordeal 
were water from mountain 
streams and two sour buokleber- 
ries. She lost 18 pounds.

She disappeared June 8 after 
setting out from her camp site to 
hike up spectacular Bunker Hill 
deep in the park.

An experienced hiker, she spent 
the first night on the bank of a 
stream, thinking a searching par­
ty would look there.

Clad in shirt, jeans and low 
white shoes, she said she wand­
ered for days, o c c a s i o nally 
“screaming my lungs out” when 
she thought she heard shouts. 
“No one heard. Then I prayed.”

But the second week she was 
lost, “my stomach was sore on my 
backbone ... I dreamed about 
food.” At last she saw a tiny trail 
twisting through the brush. As 
nightfall neared yesterday, she 
heard a cow bell tinkle and fol­
lowed it to the house of a ranger. 
She was 10 miles from the camp 
site.

Said her father, Evangelist W. 
H. Lorimor, who was camping 
with her when she left: “It’s a de­
monstration of the power of pray­
er. Groups in Cincinnati and 
Seattle and other places were 
praying for her constantly.”

But acting park superintendent 
Robert White said he thought she 
had been only half-lost. He said 
she had remarked that she decid­
ed it was “time to èome out” be­
cause she had to return to duty 
Monday at a Cincinnati hospital. 
She and her father were on va­
cation.

Officers Seized
(Quebec, June 23—((I1)—Premier 

Duplessis said yesterday govern­
ment officials are studying the 
problem of a link-up of the pro­
vince’s various electric power dis­
tribution systems,

The Premier told his weekly 
press conference this problem of 
‘inter-connection” of power sup­
plies is being considered in the in­
terests of "continuity and regu­
larity.”

He said link-up of different 
power systems at some central 
point will permit one producer to 
feed electricity intp another’s 
system in the event of an emer­
gency such us local failure of 
equipment.

Premier Duplessis said this 
question was one of several stud­
ied during the conference among 
himself, officers of the hydro- 
electricity board, Hon. John Bour­
que, Minister of Hydraulic Re­
sources, and Solicitor-General An­
toine Rivard.

The meeting also considered the 
problem of supplying power to 
Gaspe.’s developing mining indus­
try and its rural areas, as well as 
the question of choosing between 
Carillon rapids and Beauharnois, 
on the St. Lawrence river, as the 
site future hydro-electric de­
velop rfient

The conference touched on an­
other problem—that of making 
sure the needs of power-produc­
ing regions are not overlooked in 
the transmission of electricity to 
outside points.

The Premier said that final de­
cision on the various problems 
will be taken shortly.

He said three methods of sup­
plying power to Gaspe, where 
rich coper mines are under de­
velopment, were discussed.

The first involves harnessing 
the Madeleine river in the Gaspe 
peninsula.

The conclusion reached is that 
the Madeleine’s hydro-electric po­
tential is insufficient and develop­
ment costs would be thrice what 
they are elsewhere.

“The Madeleine cannot meet im­
mediate demand or future needs," 
said the Premier.

The second method would be 
establishment of steam • driven 
generators. Such a system would 
produce adequate power for Gas­
pe industry and rural consumers 
but also would he expensive.

Premier Duplessis said a more 
economical, practical and speedy 
method would be to carry across 
the St. Lawrence river to Gaspe

ters)--A gang of young Iranian ex- 
•iremists patrolled the Anglo-Iran- 
ian Oil Company’s head office here 
today, frisking oil men as they left.

They said they were ensuring 
that the British technicians did not 
attempt to smuggle out important 
papers.

The. Britons called the police and 
officers warned the gang oil' the 
streets.

They were members of the Iran­
ian nationalist front— big political 
power behind Iran’s seizure of the 
British-controlled oil industry.

Meanwhile, as the Iranian gov­
ernment moved steadily toward 
taking the huge industry over, 
Britislh technicians forecast that 
the huge refinery at Abadan in 
south Iran would come to a stand­
still within weeks or even days.

British sources here said that it 
was certain that plant general 
manager Eric Drake would refuse 
to remain in charge under the Iran­
ians. They added that most of the 
British staff would quit with him.

Three thousand British staff, not 
so far under evacuation orders, 
could be pulled out within 72 hours 
under emergency plans, they said.

(Basil Jackson, head of the com­
pany’s mission recalled from Tehran 
after breakdown of negotiations 
with the Persians, said yesterday 
on arriving in London : “It is cer­
tain that if our men leave no reql 
expert will remain and the. indus­
try will be doomed.”)

The company was expected to re­
fuse the Iranian request to cancel 
leave for Britons and to give no 
support to their request to British 
employees to obey the new national 
oil company.

Finance minister Ali Varesteh 
assured the company today there 
was “nothing to worry about.”

Shaweross, 
stricken yesterday by a virus in­
fection, was unable to attend.

"We nvust, face realistically the 
fact that, the outlook for the next 
12 months is far fnun bright,” the 
Minister said. The adverse move­
ment. in the country’s terms of 
trade and the extra volume of ex­
ports needed to counter-1» a lance 
imports, were imposing a burden 
on Britain's economy almost as 
great, as the defence program it­
self.

Of Executive Talent

London, —«P)— Fred Lee, par­
liamentary secretary to the Minis­
try of Labor, has called on the 
British trade union movement to 
build up its own reserve of ex­
ecutive talent to meet the demands 
of nationalized industries.

In his challenge, addressed to 
the General Federation of Trade 
Unions, Mr. Lee suggested labor 
leaders and educational authorities 
should get together without delay 
and draw up an industrial train­
ing scheme, as a starter.

Under the plan, workers show 
ing above-average ability and ev- 
ecutive promise at summer schools 
or other classes could be selected 
for more advanced training in 
universities and technical colleges

He contended it was the duty 
of those entrusted with the ap­
pointment of men to positions of 
responsibility in nationalized in­
dustries, to create a pool of able, 
efficient candidates.

“At present,” he said, “the 
Trades Union Congress had no 
list of qualified persons they can 
nominate for such positions.

“I believe that until the trade 
union movement remedies this 
basic defect any conception of 
the workers enjoying greater con­
trol of industry will remain a 
mere dream of the future.”

He added that the ministries of 
labor and education stood ready 
to place their experience and as­
sistance at the disposal of the 
trade unions in organizing a work­
able scheme.

Just about now people are hap­

pily thinking about shutting Mown 
their furnaces and basking in the 
free heat of summer.

There’s nothing wrong with for­
getting your heating plant for a 
few months if you give it a little 
kind treatment after the work it 
did all winter. Otherwise, come 
fall, you may find your furnace 
has nothing to offer but a cold 
shoulder.

If you bave a coal furnace, the 
first thing to do is clean out the 
ash pit. A lot of householders let 
this little chore slide once they’ve 
let the fire go out, but ashes left 
around all summer are likely to 
store up moisture and cause rust.

Then open the boiler door and 
get rid of the soot that’s accumu­
lated on the boiler baffles. Use 
a tbin, long-handled brush (they 
make ’em just for this job) and 
lots of vigor. Grates ought to be 
cleaned too; a wire brush will do 
the trick here.

Now go around in back and 
take down the smoke pipe. Cover 
the ends so you won’t leave a trail 
of soot, take it outside and dump 
it. Some people wrap the smoke 
pipe in paper and store it for the 
summer, but if you put it back 
now you’ll be able to check to 
make sure the cement is sound 
where it enters the chimney.

When you’ve finished the clean­
ing, above and below, take an in­
sect gun and fill it with light oil. 
Spray thoroughly all over the in­
side of the furnace, and you won’t 
have to worry about rust. Oil the 
doors and hinges, too, and leave 
them open so the furnace can air 
out all summer.

Now you can go to work on the 
outside, checking all moving parts 
(particularly the safety or relief 
valve) and repairing cracks and 
tears in the insulating jacket with 
asbestos cement.

If yours is a steam boiler, this 
is the time to drain it. Then re­
fill to the top. If you find a lot of 
rust and scale in the water, you 
can get a special compound at 
your hardware store that will

The water that’s 
already in there won’t rust them 
because the cooking it got all 
winter took out the oxygen,

0:1 burner mechanisms ought 
to be oiled in the proper places. 
Somewhere around the cellar 
you’ve probably tacked up the in­
structions you got when the burn­
er was installed. If you can’t find 
them, get a new set from your 
service man.

Every couple of years you 
should make a note to get the

soot out of the chimney. You can 
buy chemical chips to throw on 
your coal fire, or liquid chemicals 
for oil furnaces, that will do the 
work when you start the furnace 
up again.

FIX-IT FORUM
Q—I’m building a new house 

and would like to know how to go 
about termite-proofing.—F. W.

A—'Architectural engineers rec­
ommend a non-corrosive metal 
shield inserted between the sills 
and the foundation. It should ex­
tend two inches beyond the foun­
dation wall and be bent down at 
a 45-degree angle.

SCARCITY SITUATION FORESTALLED
Production and imports have proved so 

buoyant in aggregate over the past year that 
"a general scarcity situation has been largely 
forestalled," despite heavy demand for a few 
essential materials. This is the conclusion 
reached by the Bank of Montreal’s latest 
Business Review in assessing economic trends 
since the outbreak of the Korean war. But, 
while the "anticipatory" phase of the adjust­
ment to rearmament appears to be exhausted, 
the Bank points out that inflationary forces 
have not been decisively put to rout.

The report sees the main economic reaction 
to Korea as a "sharp accentuation of demand, 
largely from civilian quarters, and a renewal of 
price inflation." This persisted into 1951. But, 
recently, basic commodity price indices have 
levelled off in the United States. And, al­
though general wholesale prices in Canada 
have been more buoyant than their American 
equivalents, latest indications show the first 
evidence of a decline. These conditions may 
well account in part for "a perceptible change 
in the Canadian business weather."

"In Canada, as elsewhere," the Bank says, 
"much of the abnormal spending of the past 
year has been in anticipation of shortages ex­
pected to result from governmental defence 
outlays. The actual impact of defence ex­
penditures has, in the nature of the case, tend­
ed to lag well behind the announcement of the 
program as such."

The competition for goods and services has 
sprung from other directions, the bank holds. 
Heavier sales of motor vehicles accounted for 
the bulk of the over-all gain in retail sales, 
although unofficial reports now indicate a 
marked down-turn. On the other hand, con­
struction statistics point to "extraordinary ac­
tivity underway and in prospect.” The strength 
of export markets has constituted a further 
claim on available Canadian output.

On the supply side of the equation, the 
review continues, greater imports have, "to a 
significant degree," satisfied the additional 
demands for consumer goods, construction and 
export. Imports have increased "much more 
rapidly’’ than exports. No less important as an 
anti-inflationary influence has been the "no­
table expansion" of domestic output.

After referring to a nine per cent increase 
in the non-agrarian labor-force in April com­
pared with a year ago, the Bank notes that a 
steady increase in average wages, as well as 
this rise in employment, is responsible for the 
expansion of consumer spending-power.

Mac ARTHUR TESTIMONY SHOWS NOBODY 
HAS ALL THE ANSWERS

Washington—-(NEA)—Senate double - committee 
investigation into the firing of Gen. Douglas Mae- 
Arthur has now reached a pretty confusing state. 
So much testimony 'has been taken that every wit­
ness appears to have stood on all sides of every 
question. It’s possible to prove almost anything you 
want to by quoting only from parts of the testimony 
you may happen to agree with, or wish to believe.

Since the only fun of getting into an argument is 
to get everyone completely balled up, there are cited 
below a few examples on how the MacArthur dispute 
can now be reduced to near-absurdities. These are 
some of the points that will have to be cleared up if 
this marathon inquisition is to produce anything 
constructive at all:

1. Former Defense Secretary Louis Johnson 
testified that when the Korean war broke out, Sec­
retary of State Dean Acheson was for opposing the 
aggression with U.S. air and sea-power alone. If 
that strategy had been followed, all of Korea would 
of course be in the hands of the Communists today.

Republican Senator Robert A. Taft has up to now 
been one of the principal advocates of using air and 
sea-power as deterrents to Communist aggression. 
So, at the start of the fight, Senator Taft and Sec­
retary Acheson apparently held similar views on 
this point.

It was Gen. MacArthur, according to Secretary 
Johnson, who first declared that air and sea-power 
alone would do no good. It was Gen. MacArthur 
who said American ground troops would have to 
be used.

WHOSE WAR?
That would seem to make it Gen. MacArthur’s 

war as much as Secretary Acheson’s war. And it 
points up a possible great difference in views on 
strategy between Senator Taft and General Mac- 
Artihur.

What is really needed to clear up this situation is 
some testimony from John Foster Dulles. He was in 
Japan when the Korean war broke out, and he knows 
exactly what General MacArthur thought about it at 
the time. This might show that Ambassador Dulles 
had an equally important part in getting this war 
started.

2. Air Force Chief of Staff General Hoyt S. 
Vandenberg's testimony also presented some puz­
zlers. He declared the U.S. Air Force was operating 
on a “shoestring” basis. He said the Korean war 
wouldn’t be conclusive even if U.S. bombers knocked 
out Manchuria and the principal cities of China.

This doesn’t sound at all like the statements 
being issued when the Air Force was feuding with 
the Navy a couple of years ago.

3. Senator Taft and Lieut. Gen. Albert C. Wede- 
meyer would also seem to be at considerable odds 
over how to end the Korean war, or else Senator Taft 
has greatly changed his views.

Last January, Senator- Taft recommended in a 
speech that the U.S. pull out of Korea and establish 
a new defense line based on Formosa and Japan. But 
when Gen. Wedemeyer in his testimony before the 
two committees recommended that the United 
States pull out of Korea, Senator Taft told a reporter 
he was against it.

TAFT PREFERENCE
Senator Taft now says he prefers a military stale­

mate in Korea to a 38th parallel peace settlement. 
Gen. Wedemeyer agrees only on the idea that peace 
on the 38th parallel would be psychological defeat 
for the U.S.

Otherwise, Gen. Wedemeyer said so many things 
he, himself, later qualified that it’s a little difficult to 
keep up with him. He wouldn’t pull out of Korea 
unless the United Nations did, but if we stay in 
we should go it alone if necessary, to push the war 
harder. How you do all those things consistently is a 
bit of a mystery.

4. Most of the eight days Sec. Acheson was on 
the stand were spent in trying to hang full blame on 
him for the China debacle. But Gen. Wedemeyer 
went a long way in his testimony in placing primary 
responsibility on General MacArthur.

That came through Gen. Wedemeyer’s revelation 
that in 1945 he wanted seven U.S. divisions to defend 
Manchuria. General MacArthur, as Pacific Supreme 
Commander, turned down the request. If approved, 
it might have prevented the rise of the Chinese Reds.

5. In recommending that the U.S. push the 
Korean war harder, Gen. Wedemeyer even advocated 
bombing the Manchurian railroad and breaking with 
Soviet Russia. This is one to ponder.

As a basis for comparison, corvuder what would 
happen if the Russian air force dropped just one 
bomb on the 470-mile Alaska railroad that runs from 
Seward to Fairbanks. Would that start World 
War Three?

6. Gen. Wedemeyer was dead right, though, 
when in 3947 he prophesied that the Russian-control­
led North Korean Reds would attempt an invasion 
of South Korea. He was way ahead of the pack on 
that one. And nobody paid him any attention.

OLD - TIME BARN RAISINGS

Windsor Star
Injuries at barn - raisings, such as those suffered 

by a Forest farmer, now are rare. The reason is, of 
course, barn - raisings in Ontario now are relatively 
few.

But 75 years ago, or even less, they were com­
mon. As farms were hacked out of the bush, barns 
were necessary to stable the stock and provide stor­
age for fodder. Most of the original Ontario barns 
were of log. They sufficed until frame barns could 
be built. There aren't many log barbs left, though 
occasionally one can be spotted, particularly in East­
ern Ontario.

Barn - raisings were a social as well as utilitarian 
event. The menfolk gathered for miles around to do 
the difficult and often dangerous work of hoisting 
the big beams into place. Teams would be called up, 
to see which group of men could erect its side of 
the barn the fastest.

Meantime the women prepared substantial din­
ners, fit for a hard-working man. There are some 
old-timers still around with vivid recollections of 
these affairs.

The key men were the framers, those artisans 
who prepared the timbers, knew where they were to 
go, and directed the raising. It was no light job, 
for many of these Ontario hams have beams a foot 
thick and 40 feet long of solid /imber.

Seagram Gold Cup, Which A Canadian 
Has Never Won, Is Emblematic Of 
Canadian Open Golf Championship

The symbol of a Canadian 
championship which has never 
yet been held by a Canadian— 
that’s the Seagram Gold Cup which 
goes to the victor in the Canadian 
Golf Championship each year.

The home-breds get another 
chance over Toronto’s Mississau- 
gua course July 4-7 but nobody is 
too sanguine about their chances 
in the face of top-flight competi­
tion from year-round golfers from 
the United States. That’s too bad 
too, because the cup is said to be 
the most beautiful and most costly 
of all Canadian sports trophies— 
and it carries some $15,000 in 
prize money with it as well.

Wrought by the same skilled 
Canadian craftsmanship which 
created outstanding gifts from 
Queen Victoria in another era, the 
Gold Cup stands 22 inches high. 
Set in' a massive onyx base is the 
golden casket containing the 
parchment scroll of winners and 
mounted on heavily-chased silver 
feet. Two golden beavers act as 
additional support, and the Can­
adian coat of arms and the words 
“Seagram Gold Cup” are execu­
ted on the front.

Atop the casket is the Seagram 
Oup itself, in Grecian design and 
made of gold. It carries the crest

of the Royal Canadian Golf As­
sociation and the words “Cana­
dian Open Golf Championship— 
For Annual Competition.”

Since it became the winner’s 
trophy for the Open in 1936, the 
cup has spent no more than a 
month or so each year in this 
country.. Year after year it has 
been around at tournament time 
only to. be bundled off by its 
American winner to grace some 
U. S. clubhouse until the next 
tournament. The only exception 
to its usual north-south trips 
came four years ago when Bobby 
Locke won the Open and paved 
the way for its longest excursion 
—an ocean voyage to South Afri­
ca.

In many ways this continual 
flitting about of some $10,009 
worth of ornament isn’t as simple 
as it might seem. Because of the 
Cup’s high gold content and be­
cause of a variety of internation­
al regulations in the shipment of 
gold, each trip of the trophy in­
volves quite a sheaf of insurance, 
customs and various other permits 
and documents. Occasionally it 
gets bogged down in transit while 
border red tape is untangled, but 
it always shows up in time for 
the tournament.

Any lingering doubt as to Ben 
Hogan’s niche among the immor­
tals was erased as the little man 
strode to impassive victory over 
the Oakland Hills course. Getting 
better and better as he progres­
sed, his superb 67, out in par 35, 
back in 32, took the competition 
out of a seething championship.

When Ben walked off the 18th 
green, everyone knew no one 
could catch him. Hogan, as he did 
in the Masters, has erased the old 
golf tenet that big championships 
are more often lost, by dramatic 
errors at crucial moments, than 
won. Ben just wraps them up in 
the last round.

Oddly enough, Hogan wasn’t 
really fancied by the experts 
the start of the last round. His 
opening 76 was against him. In 
the third round, he had been on 
the verge of taking the lead, go­
ing down the 14th fairway three 
under.

But in two fast holes, Ben let it 
slip away and returned a 71 to 
total 220 for 54 holes, two strokes 
behind Bobby Locke and Jimmy 
Demaret. Locke was the man all 
assumed was going to win.

In retrospect, Hogan says one 
shot inspired him to his wondrous 
32 on the back nine.

The shot was an almost incred­
ible No. 2 iron to within five feet 
of the pin on the 10th hole after 
missing his drive to some extent. 
He got a birdie three and with his 
par 35 for the first nine, was off 
to the first under-par round of 
the tournament.

Later, Clayton Heafner came in 
with a one-under 69, which won 
him second honors. If Hogan 
hadn’t shot his inspired round, the 
chronicles would have been filled 
with Heafner’s thrilling resistance 
to the Locke threat, instead of a 
couple of lines noting he finished 
ahead of Bobby.

Sport Shorts 
From Britain

London, June 23.— ((P) —The 

great sbotamith, Bobby Locke, will 
face the severest test of his golf­
ing career when he tees off next 
month at Royal Portrush, North­
ern Ireland, in defence of his 
British Open title.

The South African wizard, still 
riding the crest of success among 
the world’s topmost professionals, 
has set his heart on a repeat vic­
tory, although he knows the odds 
are heavily against him.

If he ean make it, however, 
Bobby will be the first player to 
win the British Open three years 
in succession, since the tourna­
ment was extended to 72 holes in 
1892. All the winner reaps finan­
cially is a meagre purse of £300.

“It is my ambition to achieve 
something no other golfer has 
done before,” he said. “1 realize, 
of course, it will take some do­
ing, but if good fortune is with 
me it will gave the boys something 
to shoot at.

The last man to win the Open 
three years running was Bob Fer­
guson in 1880-81-82, but the. 
championship then was played 
over an 18-hole route. Two oth­
ers, Jamie Anderson and Tam 
Morris, Jr., accomplished the feat 
before Mm, over the same dis­
tance.

When the field is sent away on 
the title chase July 2, only 182 
players will be there to challenge 
Bobby’s dream—the lowest entry 
since 1921. Considering the festi­
val attractions, tournament offic­
ials expected a turnout exceeding 
the record of 262 at Troon a year 
ago.

Top-flight U. S. stars appar­
ently no longer regard the British 
Open as the financial plum it was 
in the days of Walter Hagen, Gene 
Sarazen and Bobby Jones.

Four American* Enter
Only four Americans have en­

tered, including Johnny Bulla, 
twice runner-up at St. Andrews 
and the former British amateur 
title-holder, Frank Stranahan.

But despite the numerically- 
weak North American challenge, 
it won’t be any walk-over for 
Locke.

One of Ms serious rivals will be 
the Argentine ace, Roberto de Vi- 
cenzo, who finished second to 
Locke last year and third in 1948 
and 1949. Another Argentine, A. 
Cerda, has been burning up the 
English courses in pre-tournament 
tune-ups.

Norman von Nida, Australian 
Open champion, leads a powerful 
group of contenders from Down 
Under. He is particularly keen on 
the chances of 22-year-old Peter 
Thompson, recent winner of the 
New Zealand Open title and run­
ner-up in the Australian Open.

Von Nida, who has made three 
previous attempts to win the Brit­
ish championship, recently tied 
with England’s Rider Cup player, 
Dai Rees, for first place in the 
Yorkshire Evening News tourna­
ment. He is regarded as one of 
the hottest prospects on the Brit­
ish summer circuit. Norman is 
pooling all prize winning with 
young Thompson and two other 
Aussies, Eric Cremin and Kelvin 
Hagle.

The United Kingdom will also 
be repesented by a strong field, 
including the perennial Scottish 
champion, John Panton, top win­
ner among the professionals this 
season. The Irishman Fred Dely, 
former holder of the Open, as well 
as Jack Hargreaves, Wally Smith- 
ers and Ken Bousefield, money 
■winners in more recent tourneys, 
are intent on bringing the title 
back to the British Isles.

Entries have also been receiv­
ed from Belgium, Italy, Egypt 
and the Sudan.

Five—Originality — Get your 
personality into every room, ami 
use your own ideas for they will 
get your creative ability out in 
the open and you will be surprised 
at the results. Naturally the "Gold­
en Mean” should be employed.

With these words in your head 
you will have a guide to go by 
and a pattern for the rooms which 
I haven’t covered. If it is possible 
to continue this next year 1 shall 
try to discuss paintings and their 
relation to the home. It is a very 
important topic because it is often 
neglected. A picture sets the mood 
and style for your room and its 
motif is usually followed through­
out that room. It is the most pre- 
dominan.t element in the room.
