| EARLY HOUR !

The hour of day best suiwd!
for the teaching of religion to
| those so inclined, or for the de-
velopment of the program of
ethics for pupils in a secular
school, is not a question to be
Ipnssed over lightly. A session
early in the day would seem
best suited for this purpose.
Such presentation at that par-
ticular time would not only help
to renew the spirit which should
prevail throughout the day but
the exercise of religious duties
or the study of morals and be-
haviour would be free from the
competition of a multiplicity of
extra-curricular activities. This
observation regarding appropri-
ate scheduling is not offered in
any pharisaic spirit. To rele-
gate this part of the school
program to the closing hours
would be to render a distinct
disservice tot the community
as a whole.

The right to attend the school
of one's choice could lead to
two not unrelated difficulties.
Some will undoubtedly choose
to attend a school of a type
other than that in which they
were previously enrolled. Par-
ents must, therefore, be re-
quired to make a firm choice at
a time sufficiently beforehand
in order that administrators may
make appropriate arrangements
in schools.

Some may, for any one of a
wide variety of reasons, decide
to continue their education in
a school of a type other then
that in which they began. Such
transfers might even be num-
erous. Neither of the foregoing
is presented as constituting such
a difficulty as to force authori-
ties to rule out, on these
grounds, the extension of reli-
gious liberty to all,

Each of them is a straight ad-
ministrative problem, the solu-
tion of which presents no great
difficulty provided that the ex-
isting school tax structure is re-
vised. These same difficulties
would, however, defy solution
if the choice of school is die-
tated by classification on tax
rolls,

Resident appeals
for Selby St. aid

Dear Sir:

I want to appeal to the
citizens of Westmount to take
responsibility  for  helping
those few citizens of their
city who have been unable to
cope with the dislocation
caused by the expropriation
of land. particularly on Se!by
sireet. Expropriation  pro-
ceedings started in Septem-
her 1965 but were delaved, at
the request of the City Coun-
cil, so that the residents
might remain in their homes
until June 30th, 1967.

The result of this has been
that those who bhad sufficient
money ang initiative have al-
ready moved, Jeaving a num-
ber of vacant flats, while
other families have remained
in the area. The “Westmount
Examiner” wamed in vivid
terms that the vacant flats
constituted a serious fire haz-

ard. Police and fire depart-
ments  and  eivil  protection
were ali on the alert, but it
happened in spite of them.

Who gefs
retirement
pensions

Te qualify for a retirement
pension in 1967, there are certain
conditions fixed by the law. Here
are some of them.

Minimum age: Only persons
who have reached the minimum
age may be entitled to a pension.
In 1967, the minimum age will be
6,

Contributions in 1966: For a
retirement pension, as well as
being the required age, il is es-
sential to have derived earnings
from work, and to have contri-
buted to the Pension Plan in
1966.

Regular employmenl: Persons
aged 70 who receive their retire-
ment pension will be able to carry
on with regular employment, It
is not the same, however, for
those who decide to draw their
pension at age 68 or 69, since the
law requires them to retire, that
is to give up regular employment,
They may nevertheless continue
to do casual work from time to
time, and they can earn up to
F900.00 a year with no reduction
in their retirement pension,

Application to complete: Before
receiving a retlirement pension,
one will have to apply for it by
completing the special form sup-
plied by the Pension Board.

This form is distributed to per-
sons who believe they are en-
titled to a retirement pension and
who inform the Board of this
fact,
